priations towards the Sectarian or De­
nominational Colleges. If this be the 
case, and I have no doubt of it, the Gov­
ernment will receive a most cordial and 
hearty support from the great body of 
Reformers in the House, and what is 
more, they will honestly deserve it.— 
Though there are many things in which 
I am afraid the Government will fall 
short, yet there are others in which they 
are fully up to the mark of expectation.

“Willing lo praise, but not afraid to blame.”

On the Sectarian College question they 
are sound, and no motion can be enter­
tained for giving pecuniary aid to these 
colleges, unless approved by the Govern 
ment, which it will not do, hence no aid 
w«ll be granted, and the friends of sec­
tarian grants may just as well abandon 
the petition procedure, as it will prove 
utterly useless. I may warn those who 
are in favor of the disendowment of Up­
per Canada College, and opposed to Gov­
ernment grants to the denominational 
colleges, that there will he desperate ef­
forts made to continue both. Both the 
friends of the endowment, and the an­
nual grants to the sectarian colleges, be­
ing anxious only to get a portion of the 
public funds, will leave no stone unturn­
ed to carry their designs into successful 
operation ; and therefore those who are 
opposed to the endowment and these an­
nual grants, should make equally vigor­
ous efforts to defeat those men who are 
solely bent upon despoiling the Provin-

One Effect of Dr. Parker’s Death. 
—According to Le Constitutionnel, the 
death of Dr. Parker is likely to have an 
important bearing on the decision of the 
Yamaska contested election Committee, 
of which he was a member. His place 
cannot be filled up. Only four members 
remain—Messrs. Cassault, Fortin, Bour- 
assa and Jackson. Last session Messrs. 
Parker and Bourassa were the warm 
friends of Mr. Fortier, the sitting mem­
ber ; Mr. Jackson keeping the balance 
between the two parties of the Commit­
tee. The death of Dr. Parker will turn 
the scale in favor of the friends of Mr. 
Provencher, the editor of La Minerve, 
who contests the seat with Mr. Fortier, 
and enable Mr. Provencher to triumph 
over the futile objections made by hie 
opponents, and to prove triumphantly 
the justice of his claims. Such is the 
view of Le Constitutionnel.

Bishopric of Montreal.
The Synod was in session all day on 

Thursday,but without coming any nearer 
electing a Bishop and Metropolitan. A 
third and fourth ballot was taken,but with 
no better "result than on Wednesday. The 
Bishops again proposed to adjourn till 
May next ; but finally a committee was 
appointed to confer with the House of 
Bishops, to see if some arrangement 
could not be come to, and the Synod ad­
journed till next morning.

The Synod resumed on Friday, when 
the Committee appointed to confer with 
the House of Bishops brought in a report 
complaining that the Bishops had not 
shown sufficient latitude in their nomi­
nations in restricting them to themselves. 
After considerable discussion the report 
was adopted, and the Synod adjourned 
till next May. *

In a recent speech at a launch in Dun­

dee, Scotland, the Rev. Dr. Guthrie, the 
well known editor of the Sunday Maga^ 
zinc, said“ I am happy to say that I 
have lived to sec the day that honest in­
dustry is now raised to its right position 
in the country, and no man because ho is 
a working man, and because be does not 
happen to be a rich man, shall be denied 
the privileges of a British citizen and 
the rights of a British Christain.

I have lived to see the day 
when the condition of the working classes 
has wonderfully improved.

Well, my father was in com­
fortable circumstances ; but how did I 
travel? I reached Forfar by coach. 
There was nothing between Forfar and 
Dundee but the carrier cart, and I was for 
eight miles on top of it. (Laughter.)
I went through Fife and paid more for 
going through Fife on the top of a coach 
than I would almost pay now for going 
under cover from Edinburgh to Inver­
ness. (Applause.) The working classes 
travel now as the best of the land did 
then, under a covered barriage. (Laugh­
ter.) True, they have not their coat of 
arms outside, but they have comfort 
within, which is much better. (Laugh­
ter and applause.) I remember,when a boy 
in Brechin, if there was a funeral, those 
of the working men who attended ap­
peared attiied in clothes of as many col­
ors as were in Joseph's coat. (Laughter.) 
This man appeared in bine,another grey, 
a third in white and a fourth in black. 
(Laughter.) I have attended funerals 
of the working class of people, and I 
have seen them with as good black coats 
on their backs as I have. And I am 
happy to see it. (Applause.) When I

ter.) I fancy there are 100 or 200 of them 
now.

And although I am no politician, I do not 
hesitate, in addressing a body of working 
men, to say that I am one who rejoices 
that power—and I will give you the rea­
son why—is no longer monopolised Ly 
the few, but is now extendèd to the peo­
ple, and is trusted into the hands of peo­
ple that I am confident will not abuse it. 
(Applause.) Thev say there is a new 
element coming in, and you know that 
new brooms sweeps clean. So much the 
better. There are a good many webe to 
clear away, and I maintain that this in­
fluence of the working men—this new 
element ot power—will sweep away 
abuses the growth of ages, which other 
classes have an interest in maintaining, 
but the working have none. (Applause ")

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DUTY ON BOOKS.
A petition has been drawn up for 

presentation to the Dominion Parlia­
ment, praying for a repeal of the duty 
on books and pamphlets of five per 
cent, which has been levied since the 
last re-adjustment of the tariff. This 
is on all books ; but there wasva spec­
ialist passed during the second part 
of the last session by which a tax of 
20 per cent, is levied on all American 
reprints of works first published in 
the United Kingdom, and for which 
copyrights have there been secured. 
The suffis thus accruing are, however, 
for the benefit of the authors whose 
works have been considered worthy 
of republication. No person, and 
especially those whose profession is 
literature, can raise any objections to 
this; if an author is worth reading he 
is at least worth being remunerat­
ed. Again there is a duty of fifteen 
per cent, on foreign newspapers, about 
which news dealers grumble consider­
ably. But whatever opinions may 
be entertained with regard to the 
special tax on these and on the re­
prints, it is only with the five per 
cent, collected on all foreign books, 
magazines, &c., irrespective of whence 
they come, that the petition to which 
we have referred,takes anything to do. 
A copy of it now lies in Mr Day’s 
bookstore, with about a yard and a 
half of signatures appended to it. 
The arguments employed in the me­
morial are good, and can perhaps be 
controverted in no other manner than 
by showing that the tax on books is— 
financial necessity of the Dominion, 
that the revenue accruing therefrom 
cannot be dispensed with, and that it 
cannot be raised by increasing the im­
post on some other articles, or by cur­
tailing the list of free goods. It is 
Bet forth, that in all countries, but 
especially in a young country, the free 
circulation of books is of great public 
advantage in diffusing a love for liter­
ature, and in promoting the education 
and intelligence of the people. This 
is no doubt true, as well as the next 
proposition which is, that while Par­
liament has done much to diffuse ed­
ucation by establishing schools, and 
assisting by grants of money to main­
tain them, these are beneficial to the 
youth merely, whereas books exert an 
influence over persons of all ages, and 
over all classes of the community. It 
may safely be said that education is 
always progressive and never com­
plete. We hear of people having fin­
ished their education, when the fact 
is they arc yet in the elements- Tra­
vel may widen experience by giving a 
knowledge, not at second hand, of the 
physical features of countries, and the 
customs and habits of the people who 
live in them ; but all this besides what 
is learned at school pr college is but 
the hastily constructed skeleton of an 
education, that must have its incar­
nation from pursuing and digesting 
the thoughts of those who thought 
well. It was a wise utterance that 
“reading makes a full man,” for how 
brilliant soever may be the intellect, 
without a wide acquaintance with au­
thors no great effort in literature can 
be accomplished. Thackeray lament­
ed to a friend ihat he bad not had 
five jfears more reading before he be-

fan to write ; and it is said of Sir 
Valter Scott that he complained of 

being circumscribed in the execution 
of every work he undertook by his 
own ignorance. When these men 
repined at their lack of knowledge as 
it is to be found in books, what 
may others do. Schools arc indispen­
sable, but to create and maintain in­
telligence in a community let them, 
if possible, have books cheap. An­
other argument for the removal of this 
duty is that since the rise in price of 
American works, the importation 

"from great Britain has been greatly 
increased, and the restriction chiefly 
affects the better class of works from 
the mother country. This also is 
valid reasoning and should count with 
those who have the ordering of affairs, 
At present books imported direct from 
Britain, and American reprints of the 
sàme works, cost about an equal 
amount, and the removal of the five 
per cent it is believed would cut off 
all chance of successful competition 
by publishers in the States, and admit 
to the benefit of the Canadian public 
more of the bold, healthy masculine 
literature of the United Kingdom.

Legislature of Ontario.
Toronto, Nov. 13.

After routine business, it being Gov­
ernment day, the HouSfe went into Com­
mittee of the Whole on the Ministerial 
Bill to secure the independence of the 
Legislative Assembly, the first section 
being under consideration.

Mr. Blake moved in amendment such 
change of language as would render in­
eligible to the' Legislative Assembly 
persons holding any office,commission, or 
employment, permanent or temporary,not 
only in the nomination of the Crown in 
Ontario, but in the service of the Domi­
nion of Conada and the Provinces of Que­
bec, Nova Scotia, or New Brunswick.

Mr. Blake assigned his reasons for 
offering his amendment. The Attorney 
General replied, asserting that the 
amendment was unnecessary, because the 
language of the bill was quite compre­
hensive enough to embrace all that could 
be desired. The amendment was lost on 
a divison of 17 to 43.

The second section was then put. It 
provided that the section should not 
render ineligible to the Legislative At- 
eernbly “ any person being a member of 
the Executive Council” or of the Cabinet 
offices.

Mr. Blake moved that the words “ be­
ing a member of the Executive-’ be 
struck out. The amendment was lost.

The 2nd clause was then put which is 
as follows : No Senator or Privy Coun­
cillor of the Dominion of Canada shall 
be eligible as a member of the Legisla­
tive Assembly, nor shall he sit or vote in 
the same.

Mr. Blake moved to amend the clause 
by adding after the word “ Councillor,” 
“ or member of the House of Commons.”

Mr. J. S. Macdonald moved in amend­
ment to the amendment, setting forth the 
Constitutional right of the electors of any 
constituency to elect to seats in the Pro­
vincial Legislature, and House of Com­
mons any properly qualified candidate.— 
Carried.

The Committee rose and reported the

London, 13th.—At a n&eting held by
the various political clubs in Madrid, it 
was unanimously agreed to accept a mon 
archial form ot government, not based 
on a Divine right, but by a sovereignty 
of the people, expressed by universal 
suffrage.

Mr. Burlingame and the Chinese Am­
bassador will be officially received by the 
Queen, at Windsor, on the 80th Inst.

The steamer Tigre has arrived at Alex­
andria, and brings the news of the exis­
tence of a famine in the northwestern 
provinces of India. The English army 
is marching toward the East.

Civil marriages are now of frequent 
occurrence in Spain. The formation of 
a Protestant Church in Madrid has been 
sanctioned by the Provisional Govern­
ment. Admiral Topete, Minister of the 
Marine, favours the Duke of Montpen- 
sier, as a candidate for royalty.

The Papal Nuncio at Madrid continues 
his relations with the new Government.

Vienna, 13th.—The bill for putting the 
army on a war footing has passed the 
Riechsrath by a large majority.

London, Nov. 13th.—A report was ex­
tensively published yesterday to the ef­
fect that the Rev. Wm. Thomson had 
succeeded to the Archbishopric of Canter­
bury, and Rev. Samuel Wilberforce to 
that of York. Taday it is officially deni

London, Nov. 13.—Lord Stanley open- 
en the Parliamentary canvass in the bo­
rough of Kings Lynn to-day with a 
speech to his constituents. After review­
ing and defending the policy of the Mi­
nistry he proceeded to consider the state 
of Europe. He said the mutual jealousy 
and overgrown armaments of France and 
Prussia were a source of uneasiness, but 
believed if peace were maintained, France 
would become reconciled to the union 
of Germany under the leadership of 
Prussia. He feared Turkey was in 
danger, but from internal causes. Re­
turning to the questions which agitated 
England, he declared himself in favour 
of reform, but opposed to the disestablish 
ment of the Irish Church. In the course 
of his address he announced that the diff­
erences with the United States were so 
far settled, that the arrangements made 
only awaited the ratification of the gov­
ernment at Washington.

Paris, Nov. 13.—At a council of Mini­
sters, held at the Toileries, proof was 
adduced of the existence of a conspiracy 
for the overthrow of the existing order of 
affaire in Fronce, and a resolution was 
adopted providing for the use of the most 
rigorous measures for its suppression. 
The public journals will be exempted 
from interference if they refrain from in­
citing the people against the Government.

The Georgetown Abortion Case.
The Toronto Telegraph this (Satur­

day) morning rives some further evi­
dence in the Georgetown abortion case, 
the details of which we copied from that 
paper of the previous day. In the whole 
annals ol crime we scarcely recollect a 
case of such a shocking character. Hu­
man nature almost refuses to believo that 
the parties implicated would connive at 
such an atrocious crime, or that a profes­
sional man would be guilty of such bru­
tal work, which stamps him as a mur­
derer of the worst kind. McConnell 
made a statement at the Inquest admit­
ting that Vance called on him ior the 
purpose of procuring an abortion on a 
girl, but afterwards acknowledged that 
she was his wife. He admitted he was 
drunk on the night the murder was com­
mitted, that when he went into the 
house he gave Mrs. Vance a silver catheter,
" as she complained of a frequdht desire 
to micturate ; that was the only reason I 
gave her the catheter ; we called at 
the house before go’ng to the druggists ; 
lelt her the catheter then; when wo came 
back she had evidently been trying to 
procure abortion in the interval; I then 
went into the room and found great uter­
ine congestion ; I account for death by 
the spinal column having its nervous 
enery prostrated, which caused paralysis 
of the pleuric nerve and interrupted 
breathing.”

The above is all the explanation he 
had to make in excuse for committing a 
crime which even a savage would shud­
der to think of,a crime the most.repulsive 
and unnatural that can be imagined, and 
which It is painful to allude to,or give its 
shocking details. It seems strange that 
the authorities have not arrested the hus­
band also, who is almost as guilty—in 
having connived at the crime — as he 
who committed it.
