The creek from
which the brewery takes its name rises a
short distance above it, and the spark-
ling waters are

Mr. Sleeman has taken care that they
shall be preserved pure, for during the
last spring he has laid down pipes of 3-
inch bore to convey the water from
where it leaps bubbling out of the earth
direct to where it is torned to a profit-
able use. -There is one great advantage
enjoyed in the outset by the Silver Creek
Brewery : The fountain head is higher
than any of the floors on which water is
required, and in consequence the neces-
sity for pumps or any such instrament is
obviated.

The making of boer on a small scale is
& process familiar to many: the opera-
tion as performed at the establishment
under notice pc sesses enough of interest
to warrant a description. Barley is the
first essential, and for the storage of this
there is & room in connection with the
brewery, the floor of whichis on a_level
with the road in order to make unloading
more easy. This magazine, as we may
call it, is calculated for the reception of
7,000 bushels. From this floor the grain
passesdown through a gpout into a large
cistern on a floor below ; the water gush-
es inon it when a plug is drawn from a
spout, and after steeping for forty-eight
hours the barley is thrown out into &
“couch” or eaclosed square, where the
excise officers measuve it, and compute
the quantity. It is here that this func-
tionary’s duties first begin, and from
this until the liquor is in the barrels, he
pays wonderful attention to the brewer.
From the couch the grain goes to the
floor, which, as well a8 the one above, is
made of cement for sake of coolness,
where it is spread and turned for ten
days, after which time it reaches the
kilo, This place is about 20 by 21 feet,
covered with metal tiles (porforated, of
course) which were cast in Montreal, and
cost £500. They are 18 inches square.
The drying is done with coals. - Again
the excise officer does duty. As soon as
the malt is dried it is weighed into the
warehouse, the door of which is securci
by a government lock, and when the
brewer wants any, which Mr. Sleeman
does twice a week, the “ gauger” comes
and givesit to him, and he pays on it a
duty of one cent per pound. During the
spring 7,000 bushels have been malted
at the Brewery.

Adjoining the warehouse is the engine

room, and in an apartment between it
and the kiln ‘is the malt mill. The en-
gine is eight horse power, and is not
obliged to pamp water to feed herself, in
consequence of the advantage we have
before noted. The mill consists simply of
two metal rollers, which are fed with
the malt from a sort of hopper, or ra-
ther from a thing resembling, both in
shape and manner of working, the sieve
of an vatmeal mill, The malt is ground
between the rollers, and a screen sepa-
rates the *combings” or growths. From
the rollers the malt passes down through
& spout into a mash tub on the floor be-
neath, where it is mashed. The liquor
then passes into a receiver, and is pump-
ed up into & boiler on the floor above.—
Hops are here added, and after boiling
for about three hours it again descends
into & cooler—a large, equare, shallow
cistern, or rather lidless box, which
stands about the height of a table, its
depth, however, not being more than a
foot or fifteen inches—and in which tin
pipes are laid at short distances apart,
with that clear, silver water gushing
through them. The cooler holds 1,000
gallons, Here the liquor remains until
it has reached a sufficiently low tempera-
ture, and it is then drawn off into a fer-
menting tun. From the tun it goes
down through & fawcet into fermenting
puncheons on & lower floor. The latter
vessels are placed ona large trough, and
by a mneat arrangement of a small
trough along their tope, containing an
cpening corresponding with the bung in
the puncheon, four can be filled at the
gsame time, the trough beneath receiving
the yerst as it foams over the sides frow
the apertures in the top. Each brewing
fills 8 puncheons, or is altogether about
900 gallons. - From the puncheons the
liquor is drawn off’ into smaller casks for
use.
On one side of the lower floor is &
neatly arranged ceilar in which only
stock ale is kept. That ale is good;
|judges say so. A hose lies here coiled
up, ready for use in any emergency, but
which is generally applied for the some-
what tame and unexciting purpose of
squirting water over the floor to keep it
cool. It is here that the bottling is done
by. a sort of automatic machine which
would require to be seen to be under-
siood. Mr. Sleeman informs us that
since the first of last Jauuary he has
bottled abonut 1,200 dozen, which is no
small item. Finally, the business of the
Silver Creck Brewery is more extensive
than moxt people would imagine ; the
books where every customer has a folio,
and where the debit and credit of each
appears, demonstrate this. Those who
draw their supplies regularly from the
establishment number about 1,000, and
“are gcattered far and wide. The Guelph
business is $1,000 per month, and an
agency in Dandas gives orders to seven
times that amount per annum, Hamilton
drinks heavy, and Toronto sends recom-
mendations and fresh demands. Mr,
Sleeman has found, as every ope who
tries will, that assiduity and perseverance

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* DISALLOWANCE.

John Sandfield Macdonald has been
snubbed. Perhaps he does not mind
that sort of thing. At all events he
was soubbed once before, and does
not appear to have acquired any ad-
ditional prud in
Some of the Acts which he carried
recklessly through the Legislature
during the first seéssion were disal-
lowed by Sir J. A. Macdonald, never-

theless the Ontario Premier during
the last session, committed his previ-
ous mistake of going beyond the
bounds of his authority, and suffers
the same punishment of again seeing’
‘some of " his pet Acts vetoed. We
might have thought that the length-
ened experience of which Sandgeld
Macdonald is wont to boast would have
been a sufficient safe-guard against
his treading on forbidden ground, but
if we donot lay ignorance to his
charge, we cannot help accusing him
of possessing ‘an overweening arro-
gance which makes him sometimes
very disagreeable and sometimes very
ridiculous. It isin the latter light
he appears at present, when the Min-
ister of Justice has vetoed three Bills,
on the passage of ‘which the Premier
plumed himself. These are, the Pri-
vileges of Parliament Act, the Coun-
ty Courts Act, and an Act respecting
inoreased Salary to the Judges. While
the first-mentioned Bill was under
discussion a prominent member of the
House pointed out in a clear and in-
contestable argument the unconstitu-
tional nature of the measure, and
showed that the House in passing such
a law was exceeding its authority.—
The Premier, who never halts for lack
of confidence in himself, said he was
willing to take the risk, and he was
allowed to do so, with the result noted,
above.

The County Courts Act was intend-
ed to rchal certain provisions of the
Consolidated Statutes of Upper Can-
ada and change the tenure by which
the Judges of these Courts hold office.
It provided that they should hold of-
fice durinkl pleasure—whether their
own -pleasure or John Sandfield’s is
not stated, and is now immaterial—
and should be subject to removal by
the Lieut.-Governor for inability, or
misbehaviour, if the charge were es-
tablished to the satisfaction of the
Lieut.-Governor in Council.

THE. LATEST FROM FRANCE,

The days of barricades and of the
populace, entrenched behind them,
defying the military are over in Paris.
Louis Napoleon is no Louis Philippe
or Charles X. He may at present
sit on a splitting throne, but a Paris
riot has far fewer terrors for him
than for his predecessor who went to
hunt in the morning and returned to
find his authority gone. The Em-
peror has looked akead, and barri-
eades are no longer possible. * We are
informed that they have been tried
and found useless.. On Friday night
a crowd of people charged a lincio
police and adopted their favourite
method of defence, but the troops
charged in return, and that so cffect-
ually that many of the citizens were
wounded. Six hundred arrests are
the consequence of the disturbance.
The opposition is evidently growing
stronger day by day, the returns
showing 199 official and 93 opposition
candidates elocted- Napoleon may
reign as did most of the emperors of
ancient Rome so long as the army |
remains faithful,. but the present sit- |
uation appears fraught with danger,
not to his dynasty alone, but to him- |
self. The slumbering spirit of re-|
publicanism seems to be awakening
in the minds of Frenchmen, and
should the sentiment -pervade the
army then exit speedily the son of
Hortense, for it is not to be expected
that Louis Napoleon whose crime is |
that of setting up a personal govern
ment and ruling by his police, would |
be more leniently dealt with than
Louis Philippe whose chief offence
was a love for the acecumulation of
personal wealth. If the Emperor |
had only broadencd the constitution |
he might have stcered clear of the |
dangers which now beset him ; it may |
be that it is too late to do it now cven |
if he were inclined. [

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLIES, — The
general assembly of the Free Church of
Scotland met on the 20th May in the
New Assembly Hall, Edinburgh. The
retiring Moderator, Mr. Nixon Montrose,
preached the opening sermon.

Sir Henry Moncrieff was appointed
Moderator. The contributions and col-
lections to the schemes of the Church for
the year amount to $18,868, being a de:
crease of $3,667 over those of last year.

Fund for.the year is $132,125, being an
increase of over $800 as compared with
last year, and allowing a dividend of
$150 to each minister in the church.
Nothing was done on the question of |
Union with the United Presbyterian |
Church, the report beipg laid on the
table till next year, and the committee
reappointed. ' The General Assembly of
the Established Churth of Scotland was
opened on the 20th May before Her |
Majesty’s Lord High . Commissioner, the
Earl of Stair.  The retiring moderator, |
Dr, Barty, preached the opening sermon, i
after ‘which Dr. Norman McLeod was
appointed Moderator. Nothing of special
interest marked the proceedings of the
Agsembly.
