Mr
Young concluded by saying that the Council
was willing to concur in the constitutional
votes of the Assembly, and he was sorry the
House bad taken the view it had done; but
the Council could not be blamed. If the
Assembly tied down the bands of the Execus
tive in the reduction of expenditure, it did
not concern the Council, who had only to see
that they confined themselves to legitimate
constitutional bounds. The House had mnot
sent back the Bill, so there was nothing be~
fore the Council to deal with except the resos
lutions, and he thought all that was now
needed on the part of the Council, was to
put a resolution on record of the tenor of
the one submitted.

The hon, Attorney General considered it
his duty to make a few remarks. In the
first place, he denied that the Bill sent up to
the Council was a Supply Bill, it was some-
thing else, it was anything else, and might
with eyual propriety be termed a Bill to re-
peal the Real Estate Tax, (Hear, Bear.)
The definition of a Supply Bill was clearly
given, and a more aggressive, a more exten—
sive, a more comprehensive, and a more
vague Supply Bill, had never before been
submitted in this Colony. To admit such a

‘Bill as a Bill of Supply, he thought would

be admitting a most dangerous precedent. The
Constitution of this Colony was formed by
documents to which they could refer and on
which they could rely, and he objected alto-:
gether to the .assertion that because thoge
august bodies, the Lords and Commons, posw
gessed certain privileges, therefore every other
Legislative body in the Colonies must ne~
cessarily possess the same. The Governor’s
Instructions laid it down that neither things
foreign to the professed scope and object of
the Bill, or. having no proper relation to each
other, could be comprised in the same law,
and he would ask, was it not reason and com-
mon sense that the Council should reject
what was improper and illegal in the Sche-
dule of the Bill? The Instructions would
have prevented the Governor from assenting
to any such measure even bad it passed the
Council. Having no mouthpiece in the As-
sembly, the Council took the opportunity of
pointing out an error in the law that came
before them, that the Bill was a great many
other things besides a Supply Bill. The
Council had quite independent and distinct
powers if it chose to assert them, but it was
not necessary to do so and was more advisa-
ble to follow the practice that exists at home
as far as common sense and reason would per~
mit. When, however, Bills in an irregular
form come before the Council, the Council
must alter and amend them, and the rule
could not then apply. He seconded the reso-
lution of the hon. Coloaial Secretary.

The hon. Treasurer said he regretted that
be had been absent during the first discussion
on this subject, though he concurred in the
action the Council had taken. By passing
such a Bill containing conditional votes ot
supply evils would be suffered to creep in,
to which there would be no end; and he
certainly must protest against any conditions
being attached to votes of Supply. So long
as the House of Assembly kept within its
limits the Council should do the same, but
when it stepped out of its line it became ghe
duty of the Council to follew and correct
them. He commenied on the House having
frittered away three-fourths of its time in
considering the Estimates, and questioned
whether the Governor, under the circumstan-
ces, would be justified in calling the House
together again.

Hon. Mr Rhodes and others, suggested that
the resolution should state what the docus
mentary evidence alluded to was, as it was
the absence of proof that was complained of
in the Assembly’s resolutions.

Hon. Colonial Secretary thought that the
resolution was sufficient as it stood.

Hon. Mr Rhodes then suggested that the
hon. Col. Secretary’s explanations should form
part of the record which was agreed to.

It was further agreéd on motion of the hon.
Colonial Secretary, that a copy of the Coun«
cil’s first resolutions should be immediately
sent to the Governor, that he might know
that the fact of there being mno, Supplics
voted for the year, did not rest with the
Council:

Many have not, Indians again do not un-
derstand splitting rails so well as some white
men. It must be reccollected that the pota-
toe patch generally belongs to an individual
or a family, and 1t is-that individual or family
who would bave to fence in the patch. How
long would it take to split the rails and put
that fence ? If it had been proposed that the
Act should not come into force for three
months, there might have been something in
it. Some people say the Indiang ought to
fence in the whole of their reserve. It would
be a good thing were that done, but it must
be recollected that the Indians are not under
the control of one man who can order them
to do the work. It cannot be done except
by organization—that the Indian does not
understand, and even if he did, with Indiang
s with white men there would be dissen 8
lents to mar the whole scheme. Beside
such a work would require oxen to haul the
logs or rails, and axes to split the wood 5 if
I remember rightly this was one of the
reasons urged a year ago why the Govern-
ment should enclose the resetve. Even ag
it is, would it not be better for the Govern
ment to enclose the lands for the Indiang and
deduct the cost from the price to be paid
them for their lands ? Get the Indians to do
the work and pay them for it. Itis cruel to
be constantly calling the Indians idle and
8o forth, the title may just as well be aps
plied to many white' men. The Indian
who cultivates his acre of potatoes cannot be
considered an idle man, .._Is,it wise 10 . dise..

ings * Are the Indians idle who lay up a
store of food for the winter. . How many
white men take any care of the future? It
would be well for many of the people here,
if many white men would take the trouble
of laying up a store for the winter instead
of starving about that time and baving to

idle beggar. %

Olympia, August 29—The three soldiers
who robbed Mr Locke’s' safe at Steilacoom
last week were discovered. yesterday after-
noon about twenty miles south of this place
on the stage road, by Mr Colvin, in his barn,
where they had slept, They could give no
satisfactory reason ‘why they were there, and
offered him three U. S. guns for something to
eat. Suspecting they were robbers, he di-
rected them to Mr: Tilley’s—distant about
two miles. They started in that direction,
and Mr Colvin saddled a horse and followed,
hoping to get assistance and to capture them.
Just before arriving at Tilley’s Mr Colvin
met two young men, named Turner and
Martin, and made known to them the facts ;
the two young men kept the robbers in sight,
and Colvin reached Tilley’s in advance, and
made preparations to receive them. Shortly
after they all arrived, the robbers becoming
alarmed, started off. Mr Colvin demanded
them to stop, saying that they were prisoners.
They being unarmed, having left their guns
in Mr Colvin’s barn, made a break, running
in different dlrections. One of them was
shot dead ; another was wounded in the
shoulder, and with the third was captured.
Seven hundred dollars in coin of the stolen
money were recovered. It is'reported that
there are two hundred and thirty dollars in the
pockets ‘of the dead man. The Coroner
started to hold ‘an inquest. The two surviv-
ing robbers arrived here this afternoon in
charge of - the party who captured them and
are safely lodged in jail. =

The Colony of Vancouver Island to be
Abolished.

5 (From the San Franclsgo Bulletin,)
A few years ago, Vancouver lsland, with
its. free port of Victoria, was our best market

| for Qalifornia produce and for American man-

ufactures. The British colonies ware decid-
edly in the ascendant; capital and population
flocked to them, even to the detriment of
San Franciscan interests. The Fraser river
mines and the rich yield of a small ereek in
Cariboo attracted thousands of people, some
of whom remain, and by their ability and
enterprise gave an impetus to the country
which, it rightly directed and fostered by the
British Government, might have made the
Pacific colonies a useful appange to the
British Crown. Vancouver Island had a
liberal Constitution founded on popular
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représentation; with a_franchise ' sufficiently
liberal to give @very native born or naturaliz»
ed ¢itizen ‘an interestih political affairs. In
an. evil hour’ Sir. Bdwatd ‘Bulwer -Lytton,
when Secretary to the Colonies, had given
to British Columbia, on its release from the
Hudson Bay Company’s control, a. separate
and independent existence with an autocratic
government, thus ‘making twoofficial organiz
ations and two capitals ' where ane would
have been sufficient. The evil was, however,
partially remedied by making Sir James
Douglas, an able Hudson Bay factor, Her
Masjesty’s representative for both Colonies ;
but. in.a weak moment the late Duke of
Newcastle was persuaded to widen the sep-
aration by appointing a Colonial Governor
for each, and led away by their’ apparently
permanent prosperity, inflicted upon both an
extravagant Civil List, based upon the scale
which obtains in older and more prosperous
Atlantic and Australian Colonies.

From that day the Colonies have declined
rapidly, not only from their utter inability to
support such cumbersome governments, but
from other causes not unknown intmining
commaunities. Victoria, which once support«
ed four daily papers and several large Eng~
lish importing ' establishments; which was
building up an export trade for British goods
to San Francisco, Oregon, Mexico, the Sand
wich Islands, Russian America—a business
fostered by the freedom of their port from
custom dues of any description—has fallen
away through the reduction of its home trade
and the preposterous weight or taxation for
official salaries. The new Governor, while
personally esteemed for his many good qual~
ities, has been unable to conciliate a people
who, under his role, have been gradually de-
clining from comparative wealth to a state
in which bankruptcies are common and pov-
erty universal: The House of Assembly and
the Executive have never worked cordially
together, and have often been at open feud
on questions arising out of the exorbitant
demands upon the public purse ; and at last
the Home Government, having blundered at
every step—having done everything they

ought not to bave, and left undone everything.

they ought to have done—have determined
upon getting out of the scrape by a coup
detat.

Lord Russell’s government, as one of their
last acts, brought in a bill to expunge Van-
couver Island from the roll of BritishColonies,
to extinguish all the rights of the electors,
to sweep away the constitution, the free port,
and everything that attracted capital and
intelligence to that outeof-the~way island,
and to give the people over, bound hand and
foot, to the domination of the Governor of
Brstish Columbia and his paid magistrates.

The bill proposes first to abolish the conw~
stitution by which the people have elected
their representatives in the Island Legisla~
tare for the last - ten years, to annex the
Island, wkich contais all the assessed pro-
perty, two-thirds of the fixed residences of
the joint inhabitants, all the business and
mining capital and every wholesale store, to
British Columbia, a country which is merely
the field of the summer oocupations of
miners. Victoria, one of the best built and

is to be conferred on New Westminster—a
rough and unreclaimed site for a town——ra=

The laws of the two Provinces
of the new Colony of the British Columbia
will remain as they now stand, until chang-
ed by the new Council, but' the tarift of
British Columbia will take effect in the port
of Victoria from the day the bill beopmes
law, The Governor, however, is empowered
by the bill to institute such a system of
warehousing as may be necessary—a provis~
ion which may save the unfortunate English
consignees who have goods on their way
round the Horn to the free port of Victoria
from absolute and ‘unexpected loss of their
ventures.

At first sight it eeems difficult to find a
motive for the outrage of giving the richer to
the poorer, the greater to the lesser, the ma-
jority to the rule of the minority; but there is
a solution to be found. British Columbia is
very heavily indebted 1n London, aud thoagh
her bonds are quoted at a high rate there are
no sales, for they are never offered in' the
market, while the indebtedness of Vaneouver
Island is but $200,000 or so. As things have

been going of late, British Columbian bonds |/
are all but worthless in London, there not|'

being any real property to speak of in the
country; while in Vaneouver Island there is
a large amount of permanently improved
real estate. The bondholders  of British
Columbia, therefore, will improve thesr!
security, and the real estate of Victoria will
become liable for the principal and interest
of money they did not borrow, and had
nothing to do with the spending of, if the' bill
becomes law. - Lord Russel®s Govenrment
has been hoodwinked by the bondholders ~as
its 'predecessor ‘was hoodwinked by'the Had+
son Bay Company, when it allowed' their |
possessory rights to the town site, and as ‘all’
the Governments have been hoodwinked by
interested parties at every step they 'have
takeén in regard tothese Colonies or the'
Hudson Bay Company’s interest. The effect
on'neither colony will be satisfactory. = Vie-
toria will lose its foreign trade and the ad:
vantage of being in direct communication
with the Government, and New Westminster
will lose the little separate trade it now has,
and become a mere hamlet of official resi~
dences and a woodyard for passing steamers.

The laws
cannot be violated with impuaity, eitber by
the rulers or the ruled—and the moment a
Government usurps a power superior to the
laws, it sounds.its own death~knell, just as
the people, when they resort to illegalities
and atrocities to sustain their cause, rivet
their own manacles. The Assembly will
not, dare not acquiesce in this attack upon
their privileges and the rights of those whom
they represent. Once admit the precedent
and their power is gone forever. Hereto~
fore it has been the Assembly that has been
the aggressor ; now that they have changed
places with the Government, and are the
assaulted party, they bave the game in their
own hands. As they play the cards depends
the success or failure of representative insti-
tations on the Island.

The Missionary Meeting,

The meeting to which we briefly referred
in yesterday’s issue in connection with the
Indian Missions of Metlakatla and the N. W
Coast, was held on Monday evening at the
Collegiate School building ; the Bishop of
Columbia took the Chair at half- past seven.
The meeting, which was influentially at-
tended, includéd His Excellency the Govers
nor and family, the hon. Chief Justice and
family, the Clergymen of the Episcopal
Church and their families, with others.

The exercises opemed with the hymn,
“From all that dwell below the skies ; a prayer
followed by the Ven. Archdeacon Gilsont
when His Lordship addressed those present
in substance similar to discourses at various
times given at the Cathedraland other Church«
es. Although there was not a very great deal

to be shown from the labors of the Missions,
yet Metlakatla ‘was a flat contradietion to a
conceived notion, that nothing could be done
for the improvement of the Indian.

The Rev Mir] Doolan, of the Metlakatla
and Naas River Mission, also addressed the
meeting, detailing his experience amongst
the natives in an interesting and amusing
manner, and, as a subsequent speaker
remarked—a very curious account. The
Rev. Mr Gribbell and family; leave this
morning for the scene of Missionary work.

J. J. Cochrane, M. L. A, moved the first
resolution briefly as follows, which was car«
ried :

“ That in the opinion of this meeting, the
Indian population of these Colonies are capa~
ble of an intelligent application of Christian
trath, and of successful culture in the arts of
civilized life.”

The hon. Chief Justice Needham moved
the second resolution, prefacing the same
with additional observations:

* That the cordial sympathies and earnest
prayers of the Church, be invoked on behalf
of those now about to enter upon-the trying
and difficult work of the Indian Missionary
field, that their labors may be abundantly
blessed with the Spirit from on High, and
with fruit which shall endure unto everlast-
ing life.”

The Archdeacon seconded the resolution,
which was carried unanimonsly, and in his
observations warmly eulogised the Rev.
gentleman about to enter upon the Mis-
sionary field, as one who bad testified bis
fitness during the course of a few months
residence in the Colony. The meeting
terminated with the singing of the Doxs
ology * Praise God from whom all blessings
flow” and a Benediction from the Bishop.

Legislative Council,

g ; Monpay, Aug. 27, ’66.

CATTLE TRESPASS, &C.

The Attorney General gave notice of the
introduction of a bill to regulate the law of
trespass on land by cattle and other animals.
Also, notice of a Bill to amend the Bills of
Sales Act.

APPROPRIATION BILL.

Council in committee on the Appropriation
Bill, (Estimates) Mr Rhodes in the chair.

. The Colorial Secretary eaid that. in former
sessions the . bill had received but little dis=
cussion in this Council, that body thereby
following the example of the House of Lords
at home, and adhering as closely.as possi-
ble to Parliamentary precedent. He regret-
ed that the bill this year was sent up ina
state which placed the Council in a pos-
ition to be unable to pass it without discuss-
ion. It was not only a money bill, but it
was many other things besides. Such
being the case, it was desirable to examine
and ascertain what were the powers pro~
gosed by the Legislature of this Colony.

he Council had not to go to other colonies
o examine their Constitations, and obtain
precedents from them. We need not cite
the precedents afforded by the Constitution
of the United States. What we had to
consider was, what was our own Constitu:
tion, and what were our powers. We had

{

not a written Constitution, wherein ‘the
powers of one branch of the Legislature
might be defined, and the action of another
limited, as really was the case in gome of
the  Colonies ; but the Legislature in this
Colony was created by ‘the act of the Crown;
and the powers possessed by each branch
were co-ordinate.

| Mr. Young ‘ here quoted from the Gover-
nor’s commission and Instructions, to
shew from whence the Legislature  took its
existence, and within what limits its action
was confined.]

He then proceeded to say that in the
Schedule to the Bill before the Council
powers were assumed that not only did not
exist, but iu reality were unconstitutional.
He called attention to the money being
granted to the Crown, only conditionally,
whaich was both novel, as well as unconsti-
tutional in an Appropriation Act. He cited
some 1nstances : For instance the Clerk of
the Assembly is voted a certain salary, and
he is appointed to an office, or additional
duties are imposed upon him. Now it was
not very clear what was intended, for as an
Auditor was appointed by the Crown, it
might be that the House of Assembly were
anxious to avail themselves of the services
of that fanctionary, to assist at their deliber-
ations. The hon gentleman continned to
point out -instances where like objections
appeared ; indeed, he said there was scarcely
a vote to which a condition or appointment
was not attached; in which some infringement
on Executive functions was not to be found.
Again, it wonld be found that the House of
Assembly had initiated grants of money; aud
had in some cases voted more money than
was asked for. Now nothing could be more
clear, than that in this Colony the Assembly
had no power to initiate any money vote, or
impose any burden on the people. We had
to take our own Constitution—the Constita-
tion of our Mother country, as our guide in
all such matters; and he was fortunate in
being able to place before the Council some
information of a high order, that bore di~
rectly on this point. It was well known that
the House of Commons did by Standing Or~
der, refuse ‘to entertain any propositions tor
the granting of money, except asked for by
the Crown ; but one of the most independent
members in the House (Mr Agyrton,) had re-
cently discovered that the present order was
not sufficiently stringent in its provisions,
and he therefore: had brought in an amend-
ment. With the permission of the House
he would quote from Mr Ayrton’s speech ;
and it was to be remarked that Mr Ayrton’s
resolution, and his exzposition of constitu-
tional practice, was not questioned by one
single member ; but was indeed -confirmed
by so high an authority as the Chancellor of
the Exchequer (Mr Gladstone,) and the mos
tion passed without division—the 'propriety
of hedging round the money powers of the
House, with still greater restrictions being
unanimously concurred in:

“Mr Ayrton—In proposing to the House to
take into consideration two of their standing
orders, with the view of introducing certain
amendments into them, said be always un-
derstood that one of the fundamental princi-
ples of the Constitution of the House of
Commons, was, that it should never of itself
take the initiave in granting or voting away
public money, or in increasing the national
burdens by levying any tax upon the people,
but that they should leave the proposal ot
such measures tothe Crown ; and that it
was the duty of the House of Commons,
rather to sit in judgment upon the meas=
ures introduced by the Crown ; and, if poss=
ible, to reduce and diminish the taxation ot
the people, than to attempt to increase the
amount of their burdens. Were he to revert
to the ancient practice of the House, it
would be easy for him to show that the
course of proceeding in centuries - past was
such as recndered it impossible for any pri-
vate member to have departed from this consti
tation principle ; becaunse, in thoser times,
the House was required merely to take into
consideration messages from the Crown, re-
questing aid for some public purpose, to
grant that aid by their vote, and to appro-
priate the sum granted to the particular ob-
Jects in view : so thal no opportunity was
given to any private member, to introduce
any plan of his own, by which any addition
might be made to any charges upon the peo-
ple. One member had, by a Bill he had in~
troduced to the House, gone so far in usurp~
ing the functions of the Crown, as to pro-
pose to regulate the retiring pensions which
were to be paid to public servants. He
could conceive no function more peculiarly
that of the Crown, than determining the sal~
aries of public servants; and afterwards
asking Parliament for the wherewithal to
meet the expenditure incurred. The prin-
ciple he proposed to apply by his motion, was
oné of - vital importance ; to depart from it
was unconstitutional. He had remarked a
passage iu one of the leading journals a few
days ago, where reference was made to an
incident bearing upon the subject before the
House. Sir Robert Peel was asked is
opinion upon the draught of a new - Constitu-
tion for Greece. On examining it, he put
his finger upon what appeared to him to be
a blot in it. By its provisions, the House of
Representatives would have been allowed o
propose grants of public money ; and he ex~
pressed the opinion, that a Constitation
framed in imitation of England’s, could not
possibly be ‘carried out, until the' House of
Representatives were prevented from taking
the initiative in making grants of public
money, or imposing taxes upon the people.

“ The Chancellor of the Exchequer—I rise
to tender my thanks to the hon. member for
the Tower Hamlets for having taken upon
himself the duty of recommending to .the
House.the course he has. But I desire .to
say one word respecting the matter, because
it may be imagined by some hon.’ gentleman
that the House is asked to part with some
portion ot its valnable liberty.  That is not
the case. The House will continue to haye
fnll authority to pronounce an opinion upon
every proposition made by the Executive
Government whether negatively or positively;
but it may be the business of the' House ‘ to

;point out public charges which ought ito be

incurred ; and this may be done by an ad-
dress to the Crown on a Resolution of the
House. The former appears to me the an-
cient and truly constitational method of
procedure when the House desires that some
charge shall be incurred, because it does
not finally bind the House to make the grant;
and it throws upon the Crown the responsi~
bility of either accepting or rejecting the

address of the House (Hear). . /This dity,
then, will.-remaia for the House to - discharge
after the _motion of my hon. friend shall
have been‘adopted. No doubt, it is a duty
which the House exercises with very great
reserve,’and that "wise reserve will, I am
persuaded, contioue, my hon. friend -has, I
believe, truly described the remark made by
Sir Robert Peel ‘with respect 'to a constitation
for a foreign country ; and I believe that in
all cases of Colonial Logislation in this
House during ‘the last'30 years the principle
we are discusing has-been introduced. . Be«
fore the Government of Canada was consti-
tuted as it is at present, the-proposals on the
part of ;private members for grants of public
money formed one of the most glaring evils
for which the House was asked to provide &
remedy. Thatremedy has'been successfully
applied, and my hon. friend is assisting us
to give consistency and . efficacy to rnles
which are of undonbt:d authority and ought
to be of universal application.

* Mr Walpole' thought. no one could doubt
that the object of the hon. member for the
Tower Hamlets ‘'was in entire eonformity with
the consfitutional practice of the House.
He entirely agreed with the motion of the
right hon. member, and thought he deserved
the thanks of the House.”

It will be seen, (continued ‘the ‘Golonial
Secretary) that the Honse of Commons
simply gives effect to the recommendations
of the Crown, or  rejects ‘them, and does not
encumber its votes ‘with conditions, nor does
it trespass npon Executive functions; it
knows its own powers and privileges too
well ; and surely mo one will assertthat the
powers of the House of Assembly in Van-
couver Island are greater than those of the
House of Commons at home. He (Mr
Young) was' really sorry that it should not
fall to his lot upon this occasion simply to
move the passing of this Bill, but after"what
he had stated, it would be seen that 'that
course was impossible, and he sincerely re-
gretted it. The Bill was, as "he before as~
serted, not in ‘harmony with its title ; it was
a mixtare of all sorts of things, and they
must amend it as they would any other Bill.
He commented upon the manner in which
the Rill had been detained in the other House
until now, when the duration of the Assem~
bly could be counted by hours; and he cons
cluded by summarily moving the rejection
of the Schedule of the Bill.

The Attorney (General looked at the Bill
as an affront, considering the political status
of the Council. The like of such a Bill, pro«
bably, had never before been put before a
Council or Executive. .He was in duty
bound to mention some matters, which
were & direct invasion of the rights of the
Executive, and the Executive from hig ins
structions, was also in duty bound to reject
such aBill. 'The 'Governor dare not assent
to it, and; the Council dare not pass guch a
Bill. It dictates to the Executive the mode
in which the public service is to be carried
on, which is'a direct invasion of the privis
leges of the Crown. He saw no other mede
to deal with it except in refusing to pass the
Schedule of the Bill.

On the general character of the Bill and
its general details, the Chief Justice desired
to offer no comment. He offered his remarks
in regard to that portion of the Bill respect-
ing the: body over which he had the honor
to preside. He felt it incumbent on him to
direct the Council, and offer 'his advice not to
pass it. Hewas waited upon by a deputa~
tion of the Lower House in regard to such
offices, and the deputation was shown the de—
tails of the business' passing through no less
than seven different Courts ; making it neces=
sary that the Chkief Justice and the officers of
the Court to often sit up at night, and even
on Sunday to cary on the business of the des
partment ; and he told the deputation that
he would be abandoning his duty if he per-
mitted any departure from the proper routine,
He was surprised that the gentlemen would
think of not adhering to the views then made
known. The offices had nothing in common
except, perhaps, the word ¢ Registrar,” and
the duties of the offices would conflict. He
had pointed the fact out, and explained the
matter to the deputation. The chief officer
of the Court was compelled to know
and uoderstand - the nature of every case
before’ the Court almost as much as
the Judge, which necessarily entailed
his continued presence in Court. Hia
Lordship took much pains toshow that the
duties 0f the two Registrars' would conflict,
and that the business of the Supreme Oourt
would go to the wall.. The House of Assem-
bly, it seemed to him, had no more power to
deal with the Supreme Court or its officers
than any honorable gentleman present. That
rested only with the Governor, and with the
Judge to recommend to the Governor the
number and the character of such officers as
are necessary to .cary on the business of the
Court. For any set of men to go farther, was
simply to usurp functions which did not be-
long to them. It was calculated to do miss
chief to the judicial department, and he
would advise the House to reject anything
which would interfere: with it.

The Colonial Secrgtary observed that de-
tails were not interfered with by the Com-
mons ; in lump sums only, was it usual to
determine’; as; for instance, in the laying
down of the daily wages of Policemen.

The motion to strike out the Schedule was
passed unanimously.

Clause 1 was then amended in accordance
with the previous motion.

The Preamble was passed as read ;-also
the title of the Bill.

The Committee rose and reported the Bill
complete, with amendments.

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A Further Despatch on the Subject of
Union,
~ We are enabled to publish this mor-
ning a farther despatch relative to
the proposed Union of these Colonies.
The position assumed by Mr Birch is
somewhat contrary to the opinion
expressed by him a month earlier as
regards the “ well understood wishes
of the people of British Columbia on
the subject of Union.” Writing on the
- 28th of last March, to Mr Cardwelll,
and speaking of the Union petition,
he says that ¢some pressure has been
brought to bear on the inhabitants to
swell the number of petitioners;”’
but adds, “the result of this attempt
to foster discontent has thus proved
a complete failure.” In the despatch
given below the Administrator says
that he “cannot agree with the mem-
orialists that the Union of Vancouver
Island with British Columbia would
be “contrary to the wellsunderstood
wishes of the people.” This states
ment is a direct contradiction ot his
opinion given above, and written less
than thirty days before. As a matter
of course the new Secretary for
the Colonies will attach no more
weight to these statements than
they are entitled to receive, and we
shall soon, no doubt, have the very
great satisfaction of announcing that
the machinations of the conspirators
against the best interests of the two
Colonies have been completely upset,
A most amusing portion of the docu-
ment given below is the arrogant
turkey-cock, air with which ¢ we”
the Municipal Council of New West«
minster assume to speak for the people
of British Columbia. The « three tai-
. lors of | Tooley street,” are nowhere
when compared with these consequen.
tial gentlemen when they assert that
the “people of British Columbia have
always been opposed to Union.” The
demand made for the passage of an
Act to permanently locate the Capital
at New Westminster, is quite in keep-
ing with the impudent tone of assump-
tion throughout the entire decument,
and the statement of the large vested
rights that will be injured, and the
breach of ¢ faith with the people”
that would occur from its removal, are
mirth-provoking, when read by a per~
son on the spot fully cognizant of the
real state of affairs. The statement
that the capital was permanently lo-
cated at New Westminster, by Sir
James Douglas in a proclamation
havingthe force oflaw,dated February
14, 1859, is as mendacious as are the
statements of the “ esteemed Gov-
ernor” in his despatches to Mr Card-
well. The proclamation merely re-
cites that the name of the capital of
the Colony shall be New Westminster;
~‘but it does not establish the capital
at the town now known by that name,
and then called Queensborough. Had
the capital been established at Yale,
the name of the town would have
been changed to New Westminster.
In fact there is nothing contained in
the proclamation that treats of the
collections of stumps near the mouth
of the Fraser as anything but a tem-
porary abiding-place for the officials.
Here are the documents—they speak
“for themselves;

Sir :—1I have the honor to forward a me-
morial presented to me this day for trans-
mission. The Municipal Council request
me to forward their memorial by the mail
steamer leaving within a few hours. I am
consequentily unable to comment on the sev-
eral subjects brought forward. Mr Sey-
mour’s presence in England will render this
of little importance.

2. Rumors are ocontinually reaching this
Colony;, of secret sessions of the Assembly
of Vancouver Island, on the subject . of
Union of these Colonies, and. of resolutions
and representations being constantly for-
warded to Her Majesty’s Government adverse
to the interests of British Columbia; The
Municipal Council of this city, consider the
silence of British Columbia may be taken as
apathy, heace the origin of the memorial,

3. I cannot agree with the memorialists
that the Union  of Vancouver Island with
British Colnmbia, will be contrary to the
well-understood wishes of the people.

I have already stated my conviction that
the majority of the inhabitants in the upper
country, care little whether there is Union of
the Colonies or continued separation.

All clagses are, however, united in the

opinion that the present uncertainty as re-
gards the future of these Colonies, is seri-
ously interfering with the progress of both.

Resolved:—That the report of the Com-
mittee be adopted, and that a copy be pres
pared by the clerk, to be signed by the presi-
dent and clerk of this Council, and to have
the corporate seal attached thereto, and that
the president appoint a special committee to
wait upon his honor the Administrator of
the Government, with the request that the
contents of the memorial be sent home by
telegraph; at the same time asking His Ex-
cellency to explain to the Secretary of State
for the Colonies, that had time permitted,
the memorial would have been signed by the
Colonists generally.

To the Right Hon. Edward COardwell, Her
Majesty’s Sectetary of State for the Colow
nies, &e.

The memorial of the Municipal Council
of the city of New Westminster in Council
assembled, Humbly sheweth—

That the people of British Columbia are
and have always been strongly opposed to
Union with Vancouver Island.

That such opposition has been expressed
by petition, through a delegate, and by resos
lutions unaniously passed during two differ-
ent sessions of the Legislative Council.

That the people of this Colony have heard
with regret, that Her Majesty’s Goevernment
has decided upon uniting the Colonies of
British Columbia and Vancouver Island,
contrary to the well-understood wishes of
the people of the former Colony.

That should Her Majesty’s Government
persist in carrying out this determination,
your memorialists would respectfully but ear-
oestly submit the following: —

1st. That the Capital of the united Colo-
pies should be permanently fixed by an Act
of the Imperial Parliament, at New West—
minster. The site of this city was, your
memorialists believe, wisely selected by a
commissioner sent out by Her Majesty’s
Government, and specially charged with
that duty; received its name direct from Her
Majesty, and was officially proclaimed as the
permanent Capital by a statute law of the
Colony (vide the Proclamation of 14th Feb«
ruary, 1859). This fact induced large in-
vestments, which would not otherwise have
been made: The Capital could not now be
disturbed without breaking faith with the
people, and inflicting gross injustice upon
large vested rights; and it could not be trans-
ferred to Victoria—the extreme south-western
limit of Vancouver Island—without entailing
serious inconvenience upon the people of
British Columbia, and reviving those feelings
of diesatisfaction and discontent so paiofully
felt prior to the establishment of a . distinet
Government in this Colony; while to leave
the location of the Oapital an open question,
to be dealt with by the united Legislature,
would inevitably give rise to agitations and
disputes calculated seriously to disturb the
harmony, and jeopardize the peace, of both
sections ot the countrs, and which could only
be ultimately settled by a direct reference
home.

2d. That in the event of Union being
forced upon British Columbia, the people feel
that they have a right to expect that their
interests and just claims will receive due con~
sideration at the hands of Her Majesty’s Gov~
ernment, and that the question of the Capital
will not be left open as a bone of contention,
but that it will be finally and forever set at
rest by the establishment of New Waest-
minster ag the Capital of the united Colonies.

3d. That in fixing the basis of representa-
tion, due regard should be had to the larger
territory, resources and revenue of British

Columbia, and that in any representation

which may be conferred, this Colsny would

be fairly entitled to enjoy at least two-thirds
thereof,

4th. That a uniform fiscal system for the
united Colonies, is absolutely essential to the
successful and harmonious administration of
the Government. To maintain free trade on
Vancouver Island, and a ocustoms tariff in
British Columbia, would give rise to fiscal
complications and local jealomsies which
would entail interminable difficulties here, and
perpetual perplexity to Her Majestp’s Gov-
ernment at home. Your memorialists, theres
fore, believe that a uniform customs tariff
would form the safest and most satisfactory
basis of revenue for the united Colonies,

Laying of the Foundation-Stone of
8te Paul’s Church, Esquimalt,

Yesterday afternoon the interesting cere:
mony of laying the fomndation-stone of the
new Episcopal Church about to erected at
Esquimalt, was performed in the presence of
a great concourse of people—many of whom
were ladies. Thesite (which was generously
presented by hon. Donald Fraser) chosen for
the new edifice is on the level spot exactly
at the foot of the road leading into Es-
quimalt from this city, which commands a
fine view of the waters of the outer harbor
and Straits, and is situated not a stone’s<throw
from the rocky beach. The platform over-
looking the site was decorated with
flage. H. M. S. ships Sutlej and Scout, gun~
boat Forward, and U. 8. war steamer Sagi-
naw, were gaily dressed in bunting and
presented a beautiful appearance.

At precisely four o’clock a procession,
headed by the band of H. M. S. Sutlej, was
formed on Hospital road, and moved towards
the site in the order described in yesterday's
paper. Among the reverend gentlemen in
the procession were His Lordship the
Bishop, attended by Archdeacon Gilson;
Dean Cridge; Rev. A. C. Garrett (Rector of
St Paul’s) ; Rev. Mr Doolan; and Rev. Mr
Cawston, Chaplain of the Sutlej. We also
noticed His Excellency the Governor; Ad-
miral Denman, and Capts Price, Sulivan,
and Coode, R. N.; Capt Franklin, and three
officers of the U. S.steamer Saginaw; the
hon Chief Justice Needham; J. J. Cochrane,
Esq., M. L. A.; and many others. Amon
the ladies near the platform were seated Mrs
Kennedy and daughters; Honorable Mrs
Denman; Mrs Hills; Mrs Needham and
daughters; Mrs Sparks and daughter; and
several members of the St John’s and Oathe-
dral Church chcirs.

The procession having arrived on the
ground, Archdeacon Gilson gave out the
100th Psalm, which was sung with poor
effect, owing to want of rehearsal.

His Lordship the Bishop of Columbia hav-
ing read the service appointed for the occa-
sion (the people respending with much fer-

of the platform and was presented by the
Lord Bishop with a suitably ipscribed silver
trowel. His Lordship addressed Mrs Den-
man as follows:

It is my pleasing duty to present you with
this silver trowel and to request you, in the
name of those assembled, to perform the
office of laying the corner stone of a Church
to the honor of our God. Sinee your brave
husband and you were among the first to
urge on this holy undertaking and to set an

Mrs, Denman having deposited in the
cavity a glass jar, containing papers and
coins, then laid the stone, saying, at the close,
“ This stone i3 lard in Faith and Hope to the
Honor and Glory of God, through Jesus
Christ our Lord, Amen.” The prayers
being then concluded,

His Excellency Governor Keunedy ads
dressed the assemblage, saying that this was
one of the most interesting occasions he
had enjoyed since coming to this colony, and
he hoped that the first sound the church-
going bell would serve to remind many of
the trath they had learned in youth, and
which too many, he feared, had now forgotten.
All would be taught in this building that
God is a loving and often a punishing power.
The truths preached might be the means of
bringing many back to the paths from which
they had strayed to a proper respect for re-
ligion. He rejoiced to see members of other
sects in attendance ; their presence showed
that the moderation and liberality with
which the Ministers of the Charch of Eng-
land had performed their duties and aided
others to perform theirs, had met with full
appreciation. ' A rivalry there might be, but
'he hoped it would be ever of a nature to
teach all to do right and point out the way to
everlasting life (applause.) His Excellency
expressed the thanks of the colony to Ad-
miral and Mrs. Denman for the aid which
they had given this charch, and said that the
doners might remember with a feeling of grati-
fication in after years that they had been in-
strumental in erecting a noble building for the
worship and glorification of their Creator
(applause).

The Chief Justice said that St. Paul’s was
the eighth Episcopal Ohurch established in
this colony, a fact that bore witness to the
unwearying zeal and energy of the ministers
of that denomination. The s%iritual require -
ments of the community of Esquimalt were
great. It had the horor to be a great Naval
station, and the town had a duty to perform
in return for the honor conferred upon it.
The church that was shortly to rise from the
ground on which he stood was a response to
this feeling. There were sometimes ships at
anchor in Esquimalt harbor with 400 or 500
souls in: their bosoms, without a chaplain,
which raised up a want for a charch. It
wag impossible to pay the debt of gratitude
that all owed to the great spiritual leader,
the Lord Bishop. When he (the Chief
Justice) first came to this colony, he shed
tears of gratitude to find an Episcopacy here
that was a reflex of that of dear old Eng-
land (applause.) The colony was indebted
to the ladies, but especially to the fair and
noble lady who had stimulated, not only by
words but by deeds, this great and good work
(applause.) Let hope be swallowed up in
certainty, and let all lend their powerful aid
in advancing the cause of Christ, All hail
And when this build«
ing ‘shall have crumbled to dust, and the
records which have been deposited to-day be-
neath this - foundation shall be uncovered
by thosé who adore the great God, may they
be enabled to look back and say, * this stone
was laid and this seed was sown by our
Pilgrim Fathers.” (The Chief Justice re-
tired amid prolonged applause).

St Paul’s Church will be under the spirit-
ual control of Rev. A. C. Garrett—one of
the most earnest and able divines i the Co~
lony. The building will be completed in
about ten weeks, at a cost of $3000. [t will
seat from 150 to 200 persons. Its dimensions
will be : 26 feet wide by 50 feet long, and
40 feet in beight, surmounted by a steeple 24
feet above the roof. The chancel will be
16x18 feet ; the vestry, 10x12. The archi-
tect is Mr Thomas Trounce ; Contractor, W.
P. Sayward ; Painter, J. Banks ; Plasterer,
Mr McKay.

The inhabitants of Esquimalt and the pro-
perty holders in that neighbourhood will
now feel their languid hopes revived. So
costly a structure erected upon so picturesque
a site cannot fall to increase the value of the
surrounding lands, and to make Esquimalt a
most desirable place of residence.

HARBOR DUES AMENDMENT AOT.

This bill came down from the Legislative
Oouncil with amendments, giving the Gov-
ernor  power to remit certain dues and
charges shonld he deem fit in the exercise
of his discretion, and making the bill ap-
plicable to all ports of entry in Vancouver
Islland and not to Victoria and Esquimalt
only.

The Speaker said the amendments es-
passed somewhat on a money bill. The
Governor would, under the amended bill,
have power to remit the whole of the dues
and charges.

The amendments were agreed to with the
exception of the power given to the Execu-

tive to remit dues and charges.

THE SUPPLY BILL

The following resolutions came down from
the Council ;

“ That this Council hag unanimously
agreed to the grant to the Crown of the sum
of $248,963 32 for the public service of the
Colony for the year 1866 ; but this Conncil
has been compelled to reject the Schedule
accompanying the Bill, in which such grant
was made by the Legislative Assembly, inass
much as that Schedule eontained numerous
tacks or clauses wholly foreign to the princis
ple and purport of the Bill to which 1t was
attached, and of which'it purported to form
a part, and in particular reproduces one
measure which this Council had already this
session rejected.

“ That while this Council does not desire
to interpose between the Crown and the Le-
gislative Assembly in matters of supply, and
is prepared by its vote to confirm and support
any coostitutional application of public
monies towards the various and necessary
objeets of the public service ; yet at the same
time, it feels bound to record its deliberate
opinion, that any attempt on the part of the
Legislative ,Assembly to coerce the action of
the Legislative Council, by annexing to Sups
ply Bills matters foreign to their expressed
object and purport, is both irregular and uns
constitutional, and calculated seriously to
embarass public affairs and to impede the
progress and prosperity of the Colony.

“Resolved : That the Supply Bill be sent
back to the Legislative Assembly, with a
copy of the foregoing resolution.”

The Speaker commented on the fact of the
Bchedule not accompanying the Supply Bill.

Yesterday, in the Legislative Ag~
sembly, a series of resolutions, affirme
ing the right of that body to initiate
money-votes, and rejecting the supply
bill as sent down from the Upper
House, was passed—only Messrs Ash
and Pidwell in the negative: , The de~
bate was long and interesting, but the
question had been so thoroughly ven-
tilated at an early stage of the session
that the speeches contained little new.
As affairs now stand, the supplies of
1866 have not been voted, and the
Governor, it appears, declines to take
the responsibility of guaranteeing the
salaries of the officials. In conse~
quence, notices were last night served
on the Harbormaster and Posts
master’s Clerk ; the Superintendent of
Education and the Teachers in the
Public Schoolg; - the Clerks of the
Legislative, Council and Assembly,
and the attaches of other departments,
stating that, in consequence of the
financial embarrassments of the colony,
they must not rely upon receiving any
salary after the 31st of August (yester-
day). Whether the officials who hold
Crown appointments were similarly
served we have not learned. This
position is tantamount to closing the
public offices, the schools, the courts,
‘the  postsoffice, &c, turning fif~
teen or twenty gentlemen with
families dependent upon them out of
employment, and rendering the trans-
action of public business next to
impossible. A beantiful state of
affairs, and one that we are in-
debted almost entirely to the bad
conduct of the Radical majority in
the Assembly, who have insisted on
maintaining an unconstitutional posi-
tion with regard to the initiation of
money-votes—as Dr Ash expressed it
yesterday—¢“to raise the salaries of
their friends.” The Council, it is true,
are to blame for not passing the

schedule, with the exception of the un-

constitutional portions, and sending it
back to the Lower House for their ac-
ceptance or rejection on that issue.
But by throwing out the entire
schedule, they raised the question of
the right of the Assembly to say how
the money asked for and voted should
be applied. This right we believe to
be undoubted, and the House would
be guilty of a surrender of its liberties
did they consent to yield it. But had it
n0% been for the determined obstinacy
of the majority, a conference would
have resulted, and satisfactory expla:
nations arrived at. The ¢ deadlock ”
that the politicians have so eagerly
anticipated is now upori us. We are
in the midst of a “ crisis ”—a “ con.
flict with the Executive,” and it re:
mains to be seen whether the ambi-
tious men who have brought the coun-
try to the brink of a precipice—
ruined a number of worthy families,

~and turned the scholars into the

streets, can show us the way out of the
trouble. So long ago as last February

we  predicted that soomer or
later the dishonest course pur-
sued by the Radical majority

would involve the colony in disaster. The

The bill would
have the effect of stirring up litigation in dis«
tricts where the settlers had always settled
their little disputes in such matters without
recourse to law. The colony had never done
its duty by the Indians. The Government
seemed to be fast asleep on every sabject
wherein the interests of the Indian were con~
cerned. There was nothing in the billjthat
said what a legal fence was, and the Indians
could prove nothing before a Justice of the
Peace, because their oaths could not be
taken, and an Indian was not likely to get
justice before any Court in the outlying dis-
tricts if they had a fence one hundred and
fifty feet high and fifteen feet thick, He
knew cattle that could hardly be kept out by
a fence of that dimensions. Trouble weald
arise if this bill were passed, and the cattle
of the settlers wonld be shot.

A long diseussion ensued.

Dr Ash again moved that the chair do now
rise on this bill. Lost.

Mr Youog suggested that the operations
of the bill be confined to Cowichan, and
restricted to two years.

Dr Dickson favored this suggestion.

Mr Pidwell thought that the system should

This bill passed a third reading, on sus-
pension of the standing orders.
ESTIMATES,

The Oouncil resolutions on the Estimates
were read, and Mg DeCosmos offered the

following in reply thereto.
& Resolved, That the Houge in reply to the

Resolutions of the hon. Legislative Qouneil
dated August 30, 1866, is of the following
opinion :

1. That the Legislative Council does not
possess any constitutional right to originate,
amend or alter a bill granting a supply to
the Crown, or to alter, amend, or strike out
the sehedule of any such bill or any part
thereof, or even to suggest to this House a
desire to amend, alter, or strike out any part
of a Bill granting a supply to the Crown, or
even to correctjany portion of such Bill,
unless the samé is clearly a clerical error
contrary to the resolations of this House in
Supply, or even to return sucha bill to this
House except when assented to by the Coun-
cil.

. 2. That this House recognizes no right or
privilege whatever, in the Hon. Legislative
Council, respecting a bill in which this
House grants a supply to the Crown, except
(the constitutional right to reject or assent to
such bill.

3. That this House possesses the sole and
exclusive right to grant supphes to the
Crown, and in every Bill of Sapply to limit
the time for which such grant shall be made,
to name the amount of money to be expend-
ed for each and every service chargeable on
the general revenue, and to attach such cons
ditions to every such grant as in the judg-
ment of this House is right, proper, and for
the public good.

4. That the hon. Legislative Couneil, in
striking out the Schedule to the Bill of Sup-
ply for 1866, with the intention of leaving the
. total grant for 1866, viz: the sum of $248,963
32, to be expended at the discretion of the
Executive independently of the wishes of this
House; and in twice returning such Bill so
amended to this House (without the
Schedule) has exceeded its lawful anthority,
has violated the undoubted privileges of this
House, has endangered the liberties of the
people and of this House, and has interposed
an unlawful authority between this House
and the Crown, thereby retarding the best
interests of the country by preventing this
House from granting a Supply to the Crown
for the current year.

5, That this House denies that the
Schedaule to the Bill of Supply contains any
“tacks,”” “clauses” or provisions “foreign to
the prineiple and purport’’ of the said Bill,
or anything that this House had not a lawful
and undoubted right to attach thereto,

6. That if any one measure is reproduced
in the schedule' which the Legislative Coun-
cil has rejected this session, this House is
not aware of it; but even if such one mea-~
sure 80 rejected has been reproduced, and if
such one measure is a condition attaching to
the duties of any public officer paid out of
the general revenue, this House maintains
that it had and has an undoubted right to
attach such a condition tnereto. That even
if such condition or *one measure” were at~
tached unconstitutionally to the Supply Bill
(which this House denies) the only author-
ity that the hon. Legislative Council could
constitutionally exercise, would be the right
to assent to or reject the Bill as a whole;
bat it possesses no authority to attempt to
amend a Bill of Supply for any such cause.

7. That this House deliberately, and unes
quivocally declares that it has not made “any
attempt” whatever ‘‘to coerce the action of
the Legislative Council” by inserting anys
thing whatever in the Supply Bill or in the
Schedule thereto. That whatever provisions
there may be in the body of the Bill of Sup-
ply or in the Schedule thereto, have been
made in the exercise of the undoubted right
of this House to grant a Supply to the Crown,
subject to such limitations as in the judg-
ment of this House are best calculated to
guard against an undue expenditure of the
general revenue, and at the same time to
* promote the progress and prosperity of the
Colony.”

Resolved, That the above Resolutions and
the Supply Bill, be transmitted to the Legis«
lative Council.

Mr McClure seconded the resolutions. The
Upper House no more than this House counld
violate the Constitution. He maintained the
right of the Lower House to tack on these
measures to the bills of supply,

Mr Pidwell asked for what purpose this
bill was sent to the Legislative Conncil="for
its assent?

Voices— Yes: ;

Mr Pidwell—Then its a perfect farce.
The Council has a right to express its opinion
on any bill. The Government was composed
of three powers, and reither power could in-
terfere with the other. This House could
either accept or reject the Estimates—but
it could not add to them. If it did, it
assumed an Executive power that did not be-
long to it, and the Council exercised a con—
stitational right when it insisted that the
Lower House did §not possess the power.
The House had exceeded its power in
initiating the mouney~votes, and the Council
had acted wisely in checking it. The system
of jobbery that he had seen introduced in
other colonies by this very course was per-
fectly disgracefal. The House, when inaug-
urated, had copied as closely as possible the
system adopted by the Commons at home.
Tue Legislative Council had acted wisely in
putting its foot on the measure.

Mr DeCosmos said the hon. gentleman
had no doubt freed his mind of a load that
had been on it for some time. He’
was, no doubt, a very able representative of
the Government. The hon. gentleman
quoted from May to maintain his position,
and maintained that the Governor, by his
own showing, bad no legal right to expend
one dollar without the consent of the As-
sembly.

Mr Young said the Council had commit-
ted itself. It had a right to object to certain
portions if irrelevant ; but this they had not
done. This House had no right to “ tack ?
on irrelevant matters., But  the: Council had
no right to cast out the  whole schedule—
they conld object to certain portions, but not
to the whole. The House had not been al-
lowed to look into the expenditures, and the
more' the Assembly maintained its position
by bolding on to the purseestrings, the better
it would be for the Colony. v

Dr Dickson regarded the course adopted
by the Upper House and the Executive as
illegal and unconstitutional, Every member
(except the member for Salt Spring) sup-

orted the House in its present position.
R‘here was one thing that occurred to his
mind—there was the item relating to the
real estate tax, that should come out, in
order that there might be no excuse for the
course of the Council. He considered that
25 per cent. too much had been voted. There

were a lot of locusts in office who were eating
up the people’s substance, As a whole, he

supported Mr DeCosmos’ resolutions. :

The first resolution was carried—Mr Pids
well in the negative. ;

The second resolution was carried unani-
mously.

To the third, Mr Pidwell said that® the
House had a right to cut down items of ex<
penditure ; but it had no right to raise them:

Dr Ash took the same view.

Mr DeCosmos maintained the right of the
House to initiate money-votes.

Dr Ash said thatthe adoption of this
system would be most pernicious in this
House, it would allow the members to raise the
salaries of their friends whenever they saw fit.

Mr Cochrane and Dr Dickson took posi-
tions in favor of the stand assumed by the
House in - the initiation of moneysvotes, and
the resolution passed—Ash and Pidwell ops

osed. ;

5 The remainder of - the resolutions passed
after slight opposition, until the last resolu-
tion was reached, which was amended to
strike out the proposition to send back the
Supply Bill—the majority of the House
being of opinion that the rejection of the
measure by the Council killed it.

Mr Cochrance moved a vote of thanks to
the Speaker, for the able and impartial man-
ner in which he had presided over the delib-
erations of the body.

Several voices—Hear, hear,

The Speaker—Gentlemen, I cannot put
this.

Mr Pidwell—Oh, put it—everybody ’ll
vote for it.

The Speaker was sure all would vote for
it, and he fully appreciated the compliment.
Bat if the same thing was not done to the
next Speaker it would imply a vote of censure
on his conduct.

Mr Pidwell—Well, if he don’t behave
himself, it will serve him right.

Dr Dickson moved a.vote of thanks to the
Clerk, R. W. Torrens, Esq., for the able and
impartial manaer in which he had discharg=
ed his duties during the past three years.
Carried unanimously.

TRESPASS BILLS.

The Chief Justice said there was no
reason assigned for rejecting the
Bill.. But he could not congeive why
the Corporation did not put into
operation the powers they at present
undoubtedly have. It was their
duty to look and see,and exercise
their powers. He had an object in
making these observations. If the
Bill which is now rejected was their
nly hopejof carrying out their views
or the ensuing year, the public would

| be without the carrying through of pubs

lic works and sanitary measures. The
Corporation would do well to recon-
sider their old powers: Let them try
them, and test them, and until they
are tested, they are not warranted in
sitting down and refusing to exercise
them for the public benefit.

The remarks of the Chief Justice
agreed with the views of the Colonial
Secretary, and he was obliged for the
observations made.

The
career of the noble lord has shown far
more than the *vera'ge abilities which
we are accustomed to expect in the
most prominent of our public men,
and there are few subjects that he has
touched upon during the last four or
five years, whether within or without
the walls of the House of Lords, of
which he has not displayed a mastery,
evincing not only considerable mental
power, but the most painstaking ap-
plication.”

SuocrING FATAL AcCIDENT AT NEW WEST-
MINSTER.—From passengers who arrived yes-
terday morning by the Enterprise, we learn
that Mr Thos McMicking, a highly esteemed
resident of that city; was accidentally
drowned on Saturday last in the vain attempt
torescue his child from a watery grave. The
particulars of this sad calamity. so far as we
have been able to glean them, are as follows:
Mr MecMicking and his family, consisting of
'bis wife and five children, were at a logging
camp about 11 miles down the river, when
the child fell down some steps that led to the
water and was precipiteted into the stream.
'The first and natural impulse of the poor
father was to plunge after his boy heedless
of the consequences, but being unpable to
swim, both were drawn by the current be-
neath a boom that lay in the water close by,
and were drowned in sight of Mrs McMicka
ing and her little ones. The body of the
father was subsequently recovered. His dis~
tracted, heart~broken widow, received such
a shock to her nervous system that she bas
become, we are pained to hear, temporarily
deranged. The late Mr McMicking was an
affable and intelligent gentleman, a fond
husbarid and father, and a worthy citizen; his
untimely death is lamented by the whole
community. He was a Canadian by birth,
aged about 35 years, resided last at Queens-
town on the Niagara River, and was one of
‘the unfortunate viotims of the overland route,
but subsequently accomplished the undertake
ing, About four years ago, he unsuccessfully
i‘éohfeétéd 'the ' representation of Niagara
county with Mr Simpson. He Has a brother

a bullet enter his shoulder. Both men
acknowledge that they were tight when the
firing oceurred, and it is more than probable
that they had given some offence to an Indian
during the day, who thus sought his revenge.
The ball was found to have gonein at
the shoulder, just’below the shouldersblade,
and to have passed to the opposite side,
where it ig still lodged. The wounded man
was conveyed to the Hospital, where he at
present lies in a critical situation.

Cepar CreEx DicerNgs.—Of these new
diggings the Oariboo Sentinel says: ¢ It is
the opinion of old miners that nothing big
may be expected there, in consequence of the
entire absence of quartz and slate bed-rock.
Mr J. Wickbam, who returned from that
place last Saturday, says that he tried a
number of pans, bothin the gravel and on
bed rock, in places pointed outto him by
Mr Barker, one of the discoverers of the
creek, and could only raise the color, although
he believes fifty cents to the pan can some-
times be found. The ground seems to be
very shallow all the way up the creek, and
has the appearance from its loose nature of
being a very recent deposit; the bedsrock is
