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The Judiciary.

Most persons will doubtless still re-
taina vivid recollection of the disgraceful
snd most pernicious judicial muddle be-
queathed to British Columbia by an’
imperfeet and incongruous union. That
ocondition, which at one time threatened
to bring the administration of justice
into contempt, terminated in the pro-
motion of one of the Chief Justices to
an appointment in another celony, and
the elevation of the late Attorney Gene=~
zal to the Bench. But, although by
these changes the most felt difficulty
wag surmounted, it must be remember=~
ed that the Ordinance which merged

the two judiciary systems into ome for
the united colony was by no means a
complete measure. It wes astep in the

ight direction, Bot it was ovnly.a step *

+ «ws{fhe eolony iz still without a Court of

Appeal, or the material ot of which to
create such a Court. It is true * The
Supreme Courts Ordinance, 1869,’ con-
tains a provision apparently intended
to create for the time an approximation
to a Court of Appeal; but the effort
was so feeble and the provision so in-
operative that ooe experiences no little
diffieulty in accepting its sincerity. Sec~
tion IX provides that * Either of the
said Chief Justices may, at the request
of the other Chiet Justice, assist such
other Chief Justice in hearing and der
termining all cases, civil and crimioal,
which euch last-mentioned Chief Justice
might have heard and determined, and
for that purpose the Chief Justice for
the time being rendering such assistarce
shall have and exercise all the powers,
suthorities and jurisdiction, which the
Chief Justice to whom such assistance
is rendered has and exercises, amd he
may sit either separately or together
with the last=mentioned Chief Justice,
a8 shall seem best to the said two Chief
Justices, for the due sdministration of
justice.” Without pausing to animad-

lip Druok to Phillip Sober,* we shall pro-
eved to deal with the condition of the Ja-
diciary, as at present existing. It has
already been stated that the colony is
still left without & Court of Appeal. It
will hardly be necessary to dwell apon
the sabject of the importance of such a
Coort. That i8 & matter which has
been so much discussed in the colony,
and it is one whick ill so readily.coms
mend itself to every intelligent mind,
that little need be said upon it here,
To keep the Judic:ary of the country,
like Czsar’s wife, above suspicion,
should be the first aim of a Governe
ment and people. That the Judicial
decisions of the Courts should carry
with them both justice and respect,us weli
a8 poblic confidence, is of the bighest
mportance. That such can be the case
without a full Bench and a proper Court
of Appesl is not to be expected. We
have two Judges, against mneither of
whom would we venture to breathe
saspicion; yet the very fact of there
being only two, and, therefore, incapae
ble of constituting a proper Court of
Appesl, places both in a false position.

e care not how competent the Judges
may be, or how caretully and eorrectly
their decisions may be rendered; it i8
imporsible that they can iuspire that
confidence and respect which' would be
the case did a Court of Appesl exist.
And then there is, ot course, the, per-
haps, more practical reason, that the in-
terests of litigants imperatively demand
a Court ot Appeal in the Colony. The
right of appeal to Eugland cannot in
any way sopply the want; it is, for all

practicul purposes,a mere heartless mockery
of a colonist who believes himself to be
in search of justice to be told tha he
can appeal to England. An additional
reason for the appointment of a third
Judge and the establishment of a Co-rt
of Appeal is to be found in the condi-
tion of the County Courts of the col-
ony, Without intending anything dis-
respectful to those gectlemen now ad-
ministering County Court law, we may
be permiited to say that it is highly
desirable that County Court Judges
thould, as far as practicable, be gentles

men of legal training. With the juris-
‘@t ogion.nftho (Jonrt r:__‘ d a.t'ters
$500, such: & qualific ; Y
of the Judges becomes eppecially necess
sary. With three Judges there would
be hittle difficulty in so arranging County
Court Circuits a8 to be able to dispense
in & great measare, if not altogether,
with the services of Magistrates as
Coungy Court Judges. If this question
be regarded in the light of Confedera=-
tion, we shall find still further reasons
in favor of muking the change. The
consideration of expense has hitherto
been urged as an objection to the ap-
pointment of a third Judge. This ob-
jection disappears before Confederation,
which relieves the colony of whe expense
ot maintaining its Judiciary. But while
the expenee of the Supreme and County
Court Judges becomes a charge upon the
Federal revenue under Confederation,
it is open to question whether the sal-
aries of those now acting ss Ceunty
Court Judges would be assumed by the
Dominion. And it is, perhaps, desirable.
in many respects that British Columbia
should go into the Dominion with a
complete Judiciary, including a Court
of Appeal. Should these views prevail,
it will become the duty of the liegisla:
tare, at the mext session of the Legisla-
tive Council, to take action in the pre=
mises.

Freedom et the Press and Liberty of
the Subject,

The Police Court of this city has
just been made the scene of proceedings
‘wiiich. we milst be permitted to coar
acterise as a piece of extra-judicial
tyranny and which call for the severest
animadversion of the Press. The pubs~
lisher of the Standard was arrested
yesterday morning and actually locked
up until the hour for opening Court ar-
rived, when he was placed npon trial for
certain alleged libellous comments, pub=
lished in his paper on Friday last, re-
specting the conduct of the Magistrates
in refusing a liquor license to one Stephens.
We have carefully read the remarks com-

plained of, and must confess that there does
not appear to be anything io them of a lis
bellous character, or such as would justify
the Bench of Magistrates in taking any pro-
ceedinge—certainly pothiag to justity the
extreme harshoess of the form those proceed-
ings aseumed, A considerable latitude must
be allowed in dealing with the official acts
of public men, else the liberty of the Press
will lose mueh of its valae to sociery. The
indulgence of private malice and personal
slander should be checked and resisted with
the utmost power of the law ; but a proper
examination into the character and conduct
of public officials and Magistrates ghould be
promoted and encouraged, so long a8 it is
conducted with propriety asnd deceocy. Io
the case before us we shut altogether out of
view the merits of the application for a
licenee. .
gon, or he may be the reverse. ‘T'he ques-
gion for us pow to eopsider is, did the pub-
lisber of the Standard, believing that the
ease was one of hardship or ‘petty tyranoy,’
as he termed it, over=step those bounds
which may be regarded as dividing liberty
and license? We must confess we canoot
believe that he did. Doubtless strong words
were employed ; yet not more o, we veature
to think, than are constantly used by public
journalists on this continent, and even ip
Englacd. If to characterize a judicial act as
‘petty tyranpy’ entitles a ‘Magistrate to place
the sabjeot in prison, possibly io irons, liberty
of speech, of the Prees, of the subject, must,
indeed, be enjoyed on a very brittle tecure 1o
this colony. But, admitting, for the sake of
argumeot, that there did exist sufficient cause
for proceedings in this ca:e, still nothing
could justify the extra-judicial severity which
appears to have been resorted to, What
need was there for taking the alleged offender
into custody sooner than he was requited to
appear before the august tribunal 2 - Why
gubject him to the neediess annoyance of be-
ing locked up? The Magistrates and thdir
officers knew full well wbere he could be
found at any moment. Abp old resident,
with fixed interests, he was not a mere ‘bird
of passage,’” who might bave flown had he
pot been ‘nabbed’ by & poliseman. The
great respect we have ever entertained foi
the Magistrate conoerned in this most la-
mentable blunder must not be permitted for
a single moment to stand between us and the
sacred duly we owe to the puplic.
