New WESTMINSTER, Oct. 8.—Thé Lib-
eral convention was called for 10 this
morning, but owing to the non-arrival of
the Victoria delegates it was adjourned
till 2 p.m., and the place of meeting
changed from the city hall to 8t.
Leonard’s hall to eatisfy those who
wished to exclude the press representa-
tives, a8 this could not be done at the
city hall. The convention was callcd to
order at 3 o’clock by Mr. Aulay Mor-
rison, M.P,, Mr. J. H. Ker acting as
s cretary. Mr. E. P, Davis at once
moved that reporters be excluded, Mr.
R. G. Thompson seconding the motion.
Mr. J.C. McLagan moved in amend-
ment, seconded by Mr. J. H. Watson,
that reporters be allowed to remain.
The mover said that the essence of Lib-
eralism is freedom of speech and action,
and they were going to do nothing they
were ashamed of. To exclude the prees
would be an unheard-of thing. He
would withdraw with the press if Mr.
Davis’ motion carried. Mr. Rait spoke
strongly in favor of allowing the press to
remain.

The convention decided pot to enrol
the mgwmbers precent ag8 members of the
Liberal assaciation as they had not been
sent to Weetminster, by those who chose
them as delegates, for that purpose.

Mr. George Riley moved, seconded by
Mr. McCutcheon, ‘ That the members
of this convention declare that they are
emphatically opposed to the policy of
the present British Columbia govern-
ment a8 shown by the legislation pro-
motcd by the government, and by the
action of the executive, and they are of
the opinion that their continuance in
office is detrimental to the general wel-
fare of the province.”’

The following motion by Mr. J. M.
O’Brien  and Mr. George Bartley was
read as an amendment, but was declared
a substantive motion by the chairman:
‘*“ That this Liberal convention declare
that it is not in sympathy with the prea-
ent local opposition, whose leader is a
strong Conservative -and whose chief
colleagues are dyed-in-the-wool Tories.”’

Mr. Riley’s motion was carried prac-
tically without opposition and with

that gentleman declared was unfair.
The speaking, so far as delivery and
oratorical effect was concerned, was ex-
cellent, but there were g0 many orators
in the room who wanted to speak on
the gravely important issues before the
party that it was next to impossible for
the very impartial chairman to keep
order.

Mr. John Johnstone, Vancouver,
moved, seconded by Mr. Macpherson,
Vancouver, ‘‘ That in the opinion of this
convention it is to the best interests of
the Liberal party to support in all the
constituencies of the province such can-
didates as declare themselves to be fully
in accord with the resolution just
passed.” .

This resolution was greeted with pro-
longed applause and was the signal for a
gtill more heated debate, in which
Messrs, E. P. Davis, Archer Martin, J.
Kennedy, M.P.P., Col. Davis, H. Mc-
Cutcheon, Ald. McQueen, C. B. 8word,
M.P.P., Thos. Forster, M.P.P., R. Mc-
Poerson, M.P.P., G. D. Scott, L. P.
Duff, J. C. McLagan, J. M. O’Brien and
Geo. Bartley took a prominent part.

Mr. Archer Martin ‘moved in amend-
ment, seconded by Mr. Burnett, of Var_l-
couver, *“ That in the opinion of this
convention, the Liberals of this province
should support no candidate in the
forthcoming provincial campaign unless
he isa Likaral and subscribes te Liberal
priunciples.” The present government,
-aid the mover, did not_fear the opposi-
tion, but they did fear Liberalism. Did
any man in the room honestly believe
they would win on the 28rd of June last
year? (A Voice—You didn’t win in

Victoria.) It was manifest to him that
what the Turner government feared now
was the Liberal party; that was their
trump card and they should not throw
it away.

too tight, that the Liberals should be
satisfied for the present with a united
attempt to defeat the Turner govern-
ment; while some took the view that by
this conrse they would alienate many
Liberals now on the government side.

In the long debate which followed Mr.
Martin said the present government
were Conservative and that under the
Johnston resolution if Mr. Cotton, for
ingtance, asked for the support of the as-
sociation, he would have to get it, He
did'not think that was'what the conven-
tion would be preparci todo. He want-
ed to have the contest on Liberal lines,

Mr. George Bartley said if they con-
demned the government in power, they
must condemn also the opposition and
support a new lot.

Mr. E, P. Davis said the convention,
with one dissenting voice, had con-
demned the government. It amounted
to this, that the Liberals laid down as
their platform the defeat of the Turner
government. They should not support
any Conservative unless it were ab-
solutely necesfary in order to defeat the
Turper government. They should live
up to their names as Litorals. There
wag no reason why they should drive
away men who mieht vote with them
because they were Conservative in Do-
minion politics.

Mr. McCuatcheon said that no great
movement of reform was ever instituted
and carried to a successful issue unless
the battle was fought out on straight
party lines, He had convertad Con-
servatives, but alwavs gpoke to them un-
compromisingly. He wishcd for party
lines for the provinecial struggle, and
hoped thus to defeat the Turner govern-
ment.

Mr. McLagan said he had always sup-
ported in provincial politics the men
whom he thought it right to support,
and he had not changed his mind. He
thought a platform should be announced
in which generally all Liberals could
agree. If he were convinced that a gov-
ernment should not be supported he
would turn around and do all he could
to turn them out, but he put country be-
fore politics and could not seek to dis-
place a government made up of the right
men for the country.gimply because they
were opposed to him politically.

Mr. John Oliver, of Mud Bay, said that
if they were not satisfied with the oppo-
sition they must unite to fight together
in the next provincial election to defeat.

My, Martin said  he wished. to estab-
lish the  principles  of Liberaliem at
James Bay. Do the enemy fear the op-
position? No. Do they fear the Liberal
party? Yes; they learned their lesson
on the 23rd of June last year. All. Con-
servative papers deprczate the introdue-
tion of politics because they ‘know it
would be the winning card. He would
as goon see the Turner government re-
elected as see the present opposition in
power. ‘‘ We elected Mr. Maxwell, and
the other night he told us he was not a
Liberal, and was sapportad by 80 Con-
servatives. Lot us come out straight
Liberal, even if we are defeated, for the
sake of our honor and reputation.”

Mr. Woodward eaid they should be
libaral enough to support a good, honest
man like Mr, Semlin. He thought that
in regard to Maxwell it had been right to
bring him out, for they could not have
elected a straight Iiberal.

Mr. Kennedy, M.P.P., said that of
eleven members of the opposition in the
house seven of them are good Grits. To
call them a set of Tories, as the opposi-
tion has been called to-night, was ridic-
ulons. Their leader, if he is a Tory, has
been advocating Liberal principles, and
call Mr. Semlin what they liked, he was
going to support him. The same would
apply to Mr. Cotton if he advocatas Lib-
eral principles in the house. The oppo-
sition in the house are Liberals out and
out. He did not see_ what they had t»
gain bv fighting the local campaign on
Liberal lines, and he thought they should
leave the names Diberal and Conserva-
tive out of the campaign.

Dr. Walkem thought they should sap-
port any one nominated in opposition ta
the present government, Liberal or Con-
gervative in pame. On the government
side there is Mr. Booth, a Lik>ral, who
moved at one time against making Vie-
toria a free port. This shows the differ-
ence between Provincial and Dominion
politics.

Mr. Drury said the Turner government
had not been their friends and if he
voted for Mr. Semlin to turn out that
government he would be doing right and
not sacrificing his principles.

Mr. McCutcheon said the Turner
government had caused the sectional
feeling between Victoria and Vancou-
ver. Introducing Liberalism into the
local campaign would do away with this
petty feeling.

Mr. G. D. Scott said they could not
win on strictly Liberal lines—Vancou-
ver Liberals were overestimating their
strength. Ii the present government
wag 1e-elected they would never meet
f.gfi;m, as they would have no country

elit.

Mr..James McQueen said he believed

voting for Liberals when they had a
choice, to put things on party lines at
once.

When Mr. McQueen sat down Mr.
Martin seized his hand in enthusiasm
and exclaimed, ‘“ he looks like Alexander
McKenzie, and talks like Alexander Mc-
Kenzie!

Mr. Sword said he was strongly
opposed to introducing Dominion
politics  into  provincial affairs,
Should these questions be brought
in, what is going to be the effect
on the body of the electorate? *Local
politics have nothing to do with Domin-
ion politics. They are distinct in the
East and they should be here. Those
who approve of Mr. Semlin on provin-
cial lines are entitled to support him in
provincial politics. Machine govern-
ment would be hurtful to the province.
If they used this association in provin-

cial politics they would do the worst'

in coming straight out as Liberals, and |-

Mr. O’Hara said no one would be bet-
ter pleased than Mr. Turner if they in-
troduced Liberalism into provincial poli-
tics.

als.

Mr. Higgins said that the resolutions
were not for the cause of the province
but for the cause of Liberalism, and
Liberalism will not be advanced by such
resolutions.

Mr. McPherson, M.P.P., thought that
if the amendments were carried it would
do Liberalism no good and it would be
giving a fresh lease to one of the worst
governments ever inflicted on any peo-
ple. If the provincial struggle was to be
carried on on party lines he would with-
draw from the convention.

Mr. Davie’ amendment was defeated
by a very decisive majority. It is
thought the convention was brought to
the frame of mind necessary. for its de-
feat by the stand taken by the Liberal
M. P. P.’s present. Mr. Archer Martin’s
amendment met the same fate. The
original resolution of Mr: John John-
stone was then carried, but no means
unanimously, and a resolution to make
it unani,mous was met by a broadside of

ANOTHER CUBAN BATTLE.

Fruitless Attack on the Rebel Position in
Which Many Spanish Soldiers
Were Killed.

New Yorg, Oct. 7.—A dispatch from
Havana says that a big battle occurred
October 2, in Camarone’s hills, not far
from Matanzas, between the Spanish un-
der General Molina and rebels under
the command of Belancourt, Sanguily

and Raoulyarango. The fight began at
9 o’clock in'the morning and continued
all day.

Theofficial report published here states
that Molina attacked the rebel position
and drove the rebels out'with great loss.
The same report eays that General Mo-
lina had his horse shot shot from under
him.

A correspondent at Matanzas has ob-
tained a true account of the fight from a
Spanish officer who was present. From
this it appears that the rebel infantry
were strongly intrenched in an almost
inaccessible position in the hills and all
efforts to dislodge them were futile, re-
sulting only in heavy losses for the at-
tacking force.

The insurgents had only a few men
killed, and jeered and taunted the
Spanish during the whole engagement.
Gen. Molina narrowly escaped death,
Enraged at his failure, he returned to
the attack the next day, but with no bet-
ter success. A large number of wounded
and dying Spanish soldiers were brought
into Matanzes,

Gen. Jiminez Castellano left Puerto
Principe SBeptember 25 with heavy forces,
for the purpose of attacking the Cuban
government headquarters in Guayamar-
itlo, but heavy rains and bad roads pre-
vented him from carrying out his plauos,
and after long marches he returued to
Puerto Principe with 108 of his men ill.

Gen. Ruiz, while escorting a convoy
from Puerto Principe to San Nicholas,
was attacked by rebels September 30.

The rebel leader, Juan Ducasse, has
crossed the Mariel-Majana trocha with a
large force, and is now operating with
Gen. Castillo.

OrrAawa, Oct 8.—No official informa-
tion has been received that the Imperial
government has formally declined to
participate in the Behring Sea confer-
ence., Indeed, only two days ago a
despatch was received from Downing
Street asking for information, which
leads to the belief that the state-
ment from Washington is not cor-
rect. So far as Canada is concerned
the position remains unchanged. While
she /s willing to take part in a confer
ence of experts she will not agree to
allow Japan and Russia to participate in
a revision of the Paris regulations, when
these countries are not signatories to
the treaty regulations. Under the Paris
award there is still another year to run
and Canada will not consent to the treaty
being departed from.

Three Quebec members, Messrs. Beau-
soleil, Choquette and Carro}l, are trying
to crowd Sir Henry Joli out of the cabi-
net, but the Minister of Inlund Revenue
will not gratify them. Speaking at Port-
neuf the other day he referred to rumors
of hisintended resignation and said they
were entirely unwarranted.

The prospectus for the new Canadian
loan will be issued in London on Mon-
day, and tenders will be receivable up
to Friday. The rate of interest will be
214 per cent. y

The Club National, the French Lib-
eral organization of Ottawa, had a
stormy meeting last night, owing to dis-
satisfaction with the local Grit machine.
The dissidents will form a new associa-
tion. The meeting was called to elect a
president to succcad Mr. Leblane, who
dropped dead at the last kickers’ rzet-
ing of the Liberal Association.

The relief fund for sufferers by the
forest fires in Russell and Prescott coun-
ties is mounting up, snm“chin‘a and
private citizens have- conitributed large
quantities of goodsand clothing. Sym-
pathetic messages of inquiry bave been
received from the Governor-General and
prominent personages in different parts
of the country.

OTTAWA, Oct. 9.—There was a lively
time at the Club Letellier the other eve-
ning, the occasion being the meeting for
election of officers. Previous to proceed-
ing to the election a motion was sub-
mitted to the effect that the club take
part in a demonstration in honor of Mr.
Tarte. Some of those present objected
to this on the ground that the club had
not been invited, while others was op-
posed altogether to going, becanse Mr.
Tarte in his evidence in the Grenier
case, had refused to declare he was a
Liberal. There was a good deal of
wrangling and finally a vote was taken
an%the motion rejected by a vote of 40
to 17.

Oscar Beauchamp was then elected
president.

GERMANY’S NAVAL AMBITION.

The Ministry at Last Approves of a Sub-
stantial Addition to the Fleet.

BerLIN, Oct. 8.—Yesterday’s meeting

of the Prussian cabinet was fully attend-
ed and the sessiva lasted five hours, It
is alleged on some show of authority
that the ministers unanimously approved
of the naval programme of Admiral Von
Tirpitz, secretary of the navy, for the
construction of battleships and ironelad
cruisers, and that satisfactory arrange-
ments are being made both with Prince
Hohenlohe, Imperial chancellor, and the
finance minister in regard to the manner
of providing funds.
Details of the scheme will shortly be
gazetted in order to enable a full discus-
sion before the meeting of the reichstag.
It is understood that the report that
beer would be taxed to provide money is
quite unfounded.

SPAIN VERY HARD UP.

Pay of Soldiers and Pension Lists in Arrear
—The U.S. Ambassador in Disfavor.

LonpoN, Oct. 9.—An American di-
plomat, who has just arrived here from
Madrid, says the condition of Spain is
even worse thar the correspondents de-
pict, Whoever is sent to Cuba, he adds,
will attempt to buy off the insurgent
leaders. The diplomat further says that
the Spanish government is so hard
pressed for money that it is attempting
to gell all the public lands and buildings
that can possibly be epared. Not only
is the pay of the soldiers overdue since
last March, but the pension lists are in
arrears.

All eocial intercourse between the
minister of the United States at Madrid
and the Spanish officials.and the diplo-
matic corps has been suspended for
more than a year: This has been partly
due to the: fact that Mr. Taylor, the
former United States minister to Spain,

wasg persona non grata to most of the
members of the diplomatic corps. For
eighteen months Mr. Taylor had not
been on speaking terms with the French
and Austrian ambassadors and with the
Papal nuncio. The rupture with the
French ambassador was because Mr,
Taylor protested against being omitted
from the list of guests at a reception
given by the ambassador.

AN INFERNAL BULLET.

A Birmingham Invention Intended to Make
Warfare More Unpleasant,

Loxpon, Oct. 9.—In addition to the
propogsition to make the Volunteers
liable for service abroad in case of war,
Lthe government will introduce an army
reserve bill during the next session of
parliament. According to this measure,
it is proposed to enlist 10,000 recruits at
an exira rate of pay, thus forming a reli-
able force which can be drawn upon at
any time for use in small wars.

The British government is also con-
sidering the adoption of an infernal
bullet invented in Birmingham, This
bullet is made of lead, and instead o
having a conical top, will have a cup
like cavity. On entering the flesh this
bullet acts like a  punch, cutting a clean
round hole which does not close. The
bullet begins to expand immediately
after entering, and after it has travel ed
six inches it produces a jagged hole
three or four inches in diameter. The
bullet is .said to be the most terrible
wound-producer knewn, and it is a
question whether its use would not be a
breach of international convention.

GREATER NEW YORK.

The Principle of Democratic Self-Govern-
ment Involved in the Mayoralty Contest.

Lonpon, Oct. 9.—Not even in the case
of a presidential campaign in the United
States have the English newspapers dis-
played such interest as they are now
taking in the struggle preparatory tothe
election of a mayor of Greater New

York. Even the weeklies devote much
space to the subject. TheSpectator and
the Speaker both print long articles.
The Speaker says: * Neversince theday
of Imperial Athens or Republican Rome
has a municipal contest involved such
important issues. Many a king has not
had so much power as the mayor of
Greater New York will have.”

Continuing, the Speaker expresses the
opinion that the success of the Tam-
many ticket would not merely men vic-
tory for the ‘* plunderers of New York,”’
but, according to this paper, it would
mean the trinmph of the silverites at
the next. .presidential elecsion. The
Bpeaker says it dreads the success of
‘Tammany, and asserts that the election
is a matter of deep interest to the whole
civilized world.

After outlining the immense power
which the future mayor of Greater New
York will have, the Spectator remarks:
‘‘ The success of such an elected officer
will almost realize Carlyle’s ideal of a
democratic king. On the other hand,
should failure attend this great experi-
ment, it would be felt throughout Europe
as well as America, and will scund the
doom of the principle of democratic self-
government in vast modern cities.”

SALISBURY DID WELL.

General Approval by the London Press of
His Course in the Sealing Matter.

LonpoN, Oct. 8.—The St. Jamea’ Ga-
zette this afterneon, referring to the
formal announcement of Great Britain’s
declination to take part in the Behring
Sea conference with Russia and Japan,
says:
*‘ There will be a feeling of relief that
Great Britain; on behalf of Canada, has
finally declined to walk inta the trap
which was being arranged at Washing-
ton. America has never paid the dam-
ages for the illegal seizures of Canadian
sealers, and has exhausted every diplo-
matic artifice toevade the award, finally
demanding a fresh conference. The
Marquis of Salisbury consented, where-
upon America calmly proposed that Rus-
sia and Japan should attend the seal con-
ference, with the oovious intention of
outvoting England and upsetting by a
side wind the Paris award.”

The Globe, commenting on the same
subject this afternoon, remarke:
“As a mere matter of business it is
time that a firm check was put upon the
policy of the TUnited States in dealing
with this country. In the interests of
Canada it is well to let the United States
understand that no settlement of the
quustion will satisfy Great Britain which
sacrifices one jot or tittle of the just and
equitable rights of the loyal Dominion of
Canada.”

How Capital Has Been Wasted in
Some of the Australian
- Mines.

To taE Eprror :—In your issue of yes-
terday, W. T. Cooksley writes of his im-
pressions when visiting Toronto and Ot-
tawa Expositions regarding the work
done so far by Victorians to advertise
our city as an outfitting point for the
Klondyke regions. Without any doubt
the laxity so far shown is lamentable. I

have this morning received a communi-
cation from England asking for definite
information, and the writer adds, that
from notices he has seen in the English
press the ports and cities of British Col-
umbia are entirely unmentioned, while
the towns of the Sound are given prom-
inence; therefore the English public are
ignorant that any provincial outfitting
points exist, further he states that he
has noticed this in a prominent paper
like the Standard. Now surely it is
time our merchants awake and bestir
themselves to counteract theseinfluences
so damaging to their trade.

Of my own knowledge I can say that
a letter written by a visitor to Victoria,
one well known and whose writings
carry much weight, is already on its
way to England for publication in the
Westminster Gazette; if our somnolency
is so apparent to a visitor having no
business interest here, must it not in-
deed be excessive.

I would suggest that the board of trade
take up this matter in earnest and not
rest satisfied with an advertisement in
your yaluable paper containing the bold
statement that the Klondyke gold fields
are in Canada. In the first instance it
is important that a live business man be
sent at once to England for the purpose
of interviewing intending emigrants at
all available points of departure.
Further, I would suggest that the scheme
as mapped out by the B.C. aud Yukon
Lecturing and Information Co. bave the
hearty and immediate support, both
morai and financial of our board of
trade and leading merchants.

The matter admits of no delay. Time
is essentially important and if it is not
taken up at once we will become a by-
word to all business people, besides los-
ing thousands of dollars, which we can
ill afford. VERB-SAP.

THE WESTRALIAN MINES.

To THE EbITOR:—Glancing through
your issue of the 3rd, I noticed Mr. Bar-
rett’s letter, which referred to Westral-
ian mines and mining. I have but re-
cently arrived direct from there after
having spent five years prospecting on
the Murchison, Norseman, Coolgardie

_and East Coolgardie goldfields, and I
quite concur with Mr. Barrett’s remarks
in reference to immense sums of British
as well as foreign money having been
practically thrown away on valueless
properties, when I say thrown away, I
mean as far as the capitalist was con-
cerned, for on the other hand the ex-
penditure of it gave employment to
thousands of men who rushed into the
country from all directions, and who
otherwise, generally speaking, would
have had a very serious time, as food and
water in the earlier days was not to be
bougbt for a mere song.

I have noticed numbers of properties
were sold for from £2,000 up to £10,000,
many had neitber reef nor lode thereon,
and the sign of the yellow metal was
‘that handed to the men in the form of
sovereigns on their pay day. In other
cases such sums as £15,000, £20,000 and
£42,000 being paid for properties under
twenty-five acres, and out of which per-
haps not 100 ounces of gold had ever been
obtained.

On the Murchison field, which has an
immense area, I only know of aboutfour
properties which appeared worth their
money at the time of sale, to wit., Star
of the East, New Chum, Cue 1, and the
Mainland Censols, which have turned
out per ton, respectively, since floatation
2 oz. to 4 0z., 3 to 6 0z., 1 to 1} oz., and
the latter in two crushings gave, for 180
tons, 1.080 ozs., and for 200 tons 1,100
ozs. Whilst exceedingly rich pockets
of gold had been found on the surface of
all these properties, to quote some of
those obtained on the Mainland Consols
before its sale, 1,200 ozs. from three
buckets of stone, 558 ozs. 15 dwts. from
15 cwt. crushed in a 3-head battery (or
stamp mill) where a man was kept with
a cup of quicksilver pouring some over
the tables every twenty minutes to keep
the amalgam soft, and 12 tons for 126
0zs., 10 tons for 115 ozs.16dwts.. Ihav-
ing worked most of this myself can vouch
for its truth; this property was after-
wards floated in England for £150,000.
There were some good nuggets found on
the Murchison, such a8 40 oz., 72 oz. 10
dwt., 75 oz. and 90 oz., this latter was
discovered lying on the slope of a sgur
(or low range), and it had to be divided
between four mates, and having nothing
better it was cut into four with an old
hatchet, and one piece being somewhat
larger than the othere the men
drew grass stalks to see who
would take it. In one instance
the successful Arthur Bailey (afterwards
the finder of Coolgardie) went out one
morning prospecting and came on quite
a cluster of nuggets, and by the time he
knocked off work at night he had netted
200 ozs. £800 is not a bad day’s work.,
This discovery was made at a place
called Nanine, about 60 miles from Cue,
the centre of the goldfield. Notwith-
standiong these finds I feel sure not one-
eighth of the men on the field had any
luck. But it was the display of rich
stone from the few mines and the fine
alluvial slugs from the few rich alluvial

atches, combined with their publication
in the newspapers, which brought in
British and foreign capital, just the
same as will be done with the Klondyke.

On the Norseman field, which is situ-
ated in the southeasiern portion of the
colony and within easy reach of the
South Australian ports, there was a
great quantity of capital expended in
the same manner as on the Murchison
properties, here Adelaide principally
came in for the first handling, and from
them to British syndicates or companies.
The same features’ as regards masgive
Buck reefs exist there as on the Murchi-
son, quartz bodies are to be seen stand-

ing as high as18 feet out of the ground,
and from 12 feet to 20 feet wide, of course
this is through the decomposition of the
country rock which previously formed
their walls. S
Touching Coolgardie field, 114 miles
from Norsewnan N. N. W., the same
thing was to be noticed, only Mr. Bar-
rett states that thousands were spent in
preliminary works—if he had said mil-
lions he would have been nearer the
mark perhaps. and what is' the differ-
ence? One mine, the Lady Lock, was
the only one turning out a decent yield
when I left the field, and I see since
that work was almost suspended on ac-
count of wages not having been paid.
Bailey’s Reward, which turned out
£100,000 in dividends, has been prac-
tically idle for months, the rich chute of
stone having apparently cut out. The
Londonderry and Wealth of Nations,
after the first pockets were removed,
sunk into obgcurity. On all these fields
there are bodies of very low grade ore
which will some day be worked; proba-
bly that will have to do with the next
generation, or when those numerous
stamper batteries, with winding and
hauling gear, can be bought from® com-
panies for a mere gong, o to speak.
They will then be worked by smaﬁ co-
operative parties, who will only take
the cream and leave the bulk of the
poor stone, which with companies is
alway taken in a face.

Now we come to the East Coogardie,
of which Kalgoorlie is the centre. This
is the only field which is keeping up its
reputation. Here we have the Boulder
Lode, which has turned out three
tons of gold, the Lake View
Consols two toms, the Ivanhoe a
trifie over one ton, the Brown
Hill, from which last November (or
thereabouts) 500 tons was sent to Dry
Creek smelting works, South Australia,
and gave a yield of 5,000 ounces. Then
there is the Ralgwili and Aus-
tralia, which are yielding good tullu-
ride ores, as well are those other large
mines shipping great quantities of the
same. Outside these and perhaps a
couple of others, there are thousands of
acres under lease for mining. purposes,
and John Bull has the lion’s share, I
believe ; but hasn’t he had to pay for it,
and for what return? Simply what he
could make from the share markets.

There are several other goldfields more
in the interior; here and there amongst
them are good shows, but little is heard
of them as the boom did not get that far.
There is still plenty of country in West
Australia, Queensland and Gippsland, in
Victoria, to open up, and, here disagree-
ing with Mr., Barrett, I hope that
those of my countrymen who have capi-
tal will stay and spend it there, as die-
tant fields which look green are some-
times very disappointing, especially
where a great number of Chinamen are
allowed access to the country and over-
run it, and I trust every Australian will
not neglect to make it generally known
across the Pacific that * Yellow John”
helps to can the salmon they eat; we
will soon see the result, and how the
people there love John. However, to
return to our subject, I believe there
will yet be some more great discoveries
of gold in Gippsland, Victoria. where the
great, long tunnel is still at work stead-
ily, after having turned out thirty tons
of gold, and in which colony is George
Lancell’s Block 180 still panning out
at 1,480 foot level, and where last year’s
return of gold amounted to 800,000
ounces. Then, take the field of Char-
ters Towers, in the northwest of Queens-
land. In 1877 she yielded 597 ounces;
last year the return was 232,994 ounces.

. VAN HORST SENTENCED.

He Will Spend a Term in the Penitentiary
for His Crimes.

Young George Van Horst has a long
weary period to pass in the penitentiary
before he again regains his liberty, so
that he will have plenty of time to mend
his ways, and may become after.all a re-
spectable member of society. He came
before Mr. Justice Walkem yesterday
morning and elected to be tried speedily
instead of waiting for the assizes. He
pleaded guilty at once to the three
charges of housebreaking laid against
him and was at onée sentenced. For
the robbery at the Behnsen house he
was given five years in the penitentiary,
while sentences of six years were given
for the robbery at the Parsons place and
at Mr. Seabrook’s residencey However,
as all the sentences run concurrently
and as by exemplary behavior the term
can be shortened, Van Horst will proba-
bly be able to go free in five years time.

Mr. Justice Walkem in pronouncing
sentence gave the lad some excellent ad-
vice. While pointing out the enormity
of the crimes, and regretting that a lad
of nineteen should have to be sent to the
penitentiary, the Court hoped that the
prisoner would avail himself of the op-
portunity of learning some useful trade
and so be fitted when his sentence should
have expired to take a useful place in
the world and live as a respectable mem-
ber of society.

THE REFUGE HOME WINS.

Shing Kow’s Attempt to Regain Possession
of Quai-Shing Fails.

Mr. Justice Walkem decided yester-
day that he would not order Miss Bowes,
superintendent of tne Refuge Home, to
hand over to Shing Kow the little
Chinese girl Quai Shing, whose custody
has formed the centre 'of the habeas
corpus proceedings that have been in
progress for the past few weeks. The
trouble originated in Vancouver, when
the Refuge Home people obtained pos-
session of the girl and sent her over to
Victoria to be looked after. Shing Kow,
whose household the girl had left, im-
mediately instituted habeas corpus pro-
ceedings on the ground that he was the

roper guardian of the child, as she had
en given over to his care by her uncle
gix years ago. The Refuge Home people
through Miss Bowes opposed these pro-
ceedings, holding that the girl was
really a slave in Shing Kow’s house-
hold.

The legal fight has been going on be-
fore Mr. Justice Walkem, Mr. F. B.
Gregory acting for the Home and Mr. H.
Dallas Helmcken, Q.C., for Shing Kow.

Yesterday Mr. Justice Walkem gave
his decision, stating that he dismissed
Shing Kow’s application on the ground
that the court could not order the girl to
be taken from one unwarranted custody
and handed over to another., He had

himself taken the _opport.nnity to ex-
' amine the girl, who is now twelve years
' of age, and she expressed herself as will-

NOT YELLOW JACK.

The ¢ Iolanthe ¥ Completes'a Tedious
But Eventful Voyage From
Acapuleo.

A Favorite Name Among Ship Own-
ers—Survivors of the ‘ Nev-
areh” Crew.

_ It was not until yesterday morning’s
daylight permitted of a rigid examina-
tion being made of the British ship
Iolanthe that the quarantine authorities
at William Head were convinced that
they had not made the acquaintance of
Yellow Jack himself. They were satis-
fied, however, and the Iolanthe received
her bill of health and reporting herself
at the custom house, completed a tedi-
ous but eventful voyage. Having been
chartered to replace the Lodore and car-

ry salmon to Great Britain on account of
Evans, Coleman & Evans, the Iolanthe,
a British ship of 1,590 tons, W.Cham-
berlin master, sailed from Acapulco on
August 28 in ballast for Royal Roads.
With a light easterly wind, afterwards
shifting to north and nor’ nor’-west, 262
miles were run off the first day, the
second day’s mileage being 202 and the
third one hundred and fifty. The pre-
vailing winds held until 12.30 N., 117
W., when a strong blow from the south-
west carried the ship to 22 N. and 128
W. Here Jacob Holmes, an able sea-
man, died of liver trouble, which also
confined the mate to his berth
during the greater part of the
voyage. The North East trades
were caught in the same latitude, and
continued very light to 140 W., 35 N.,
whence moderate southwest winds car-
ried the ship to land. Cape Flattery
was made on the 26th September, and
from that date until Tuesday last light
easterly winds and thick fog practically
brought the Iolanthe to a standstill.
Steam was got on Wednesday, the ship
towing into Royal Roads with the Am-
erican tug Sea Lion that evening. ‘LThe
malaria, which had played havoc with
the crew all the way up, spoke for itself
to the quarantine officers, and to make
sure that it was not yellow fever on
board, Dr. Watt held the veseel for day-
light inspection—a thorough examina-
tion yesterday convincing him that the
Iolanthe was not a plague ship. She
will now go up to the Fraser to receive
her salmon cargo.

One exchange says the Queen
will take the place of the Corona for the
presenton the run to San Pedro, start-
ing on October 11.. The'Corona will take
the place of the Pomona as soon a8 she
is relieved, allowing that vessel a chance
to undergo an overhauling. When the
Pomona is in running order again the
Corona will go on the Alaska route in
place of the Willamette, now running
under charter to the company.

THE FOREIGN FLEET., .

Twenty-
two men are still missing, and it is fear-
ed that they have perished, as they
could not have survived long after they
were separated from their ship. The
Nevarch is the vessel that was crushed
in the ice some months ago. Oaptain
Whiteside, his wife, and several of the
whaler’s crew were picked up by the
revenue cutter Bear and brought to St.
Michael’s, whence they afterwards came
to the Sound.

THE ALASKAN BOUNDARY.

The Settlement of Importance in Connection
- With the Routes to Klondyke.

(From the Montreal Gazette.)

. When Mr. Bifton is in the Northwest
inspecting the Yukon passes, it is to be
hoped that he will take the boundary
question into serious congideration. Sir
Charles Tupper drew his attention to it
last session, and urged its importance;
but Mr. Sifton rather waived it to one
side. - Subsequent events have shown it
to be a matter of the very greatest mo-
ment. The question of access to the
new gold fields may hang upon this
issue. The principal routes now wused,
except that via Edmenton, are supposed
to pass in part through U.S. territory,
and as a matter of fact the U.S. govern-
ment have established custom offices at
the head of the Lynn canal, whence a
start is made by the Chilcoot and White
passes, those hithertoo most generally
used, for the Klondyke. Tne Hon.
David Mills, who studied this subject
when Minister of the Interior, and other
authorities who have looked into it, con-
tend that the head of the Lynn canal,
with the ports of Dyea and Skagway, is
in British territory. The claim is well
founded. It rests upon the following
clauge in the boundary convention be-
tween Great Britain and Russia in 1825,
for the United States in buying the ter-
ritory from Russia in 1867 could only buy
the rights Russia possessed :

‘“ That whenever the summit of the
mountains which extend in the direction
parallel with the coast from the 56th de-
gree of north latitude to the point of in-
tersection of the 141st degree of west
longitude shall prove to be at the dis-
tance of more than 10 marine leagues
from the the ocean, the limit between
the British possessions and ;the line of
coast which is to belong to Russia, as
above mentioned (that is to say, the
limit to the possession ceeded by this
convention) shall be formed by a line
parallel to the windings of the coast,and
which shall never exceed the distance of
10 marine leagues therefrom.”” ;

This seems clear enough. In the dis-
trict in question, which includes the
whole of the disputed territory, the
boundary line is never to be more than
ten leagues distant from the coast. A
correspondent on the spot says: ¢ The
mouth of the Lynn Canal is at least
twenty leagues from the ocean, and the
head of the White Pass is thirty leagues
more.”” A glance at the map shows that
the Lynn Canal is a narrow.inlet a long
way from the ocean line. Certainly this
is a matter that ought to be settled, and
the frontier definitely decided.

Great Britain and the United States,
by the Washington convention of 1892,
arranged for the appointment of an in-
ternational commission to collect data
which would permit of the delimitation
of the line. Such a commission was ap-
pointed—Mr. W. F. King on behalf of
Canada and General Duffield on behalf
of the United States—and their joint re-
port was submitted nearly two years
ago; but no action looking to the de-
limitation of the frontier has yet been
taken. This is the more remarkable as
the wording of the treaty seems to set
the matter beyond dispute. Apparently
the United States contention is that the
boundary act et forth in the treaty can-
not be adopted, on the ground that those
who framed the instrument knew noth-
ing of the geography of the country with
which they were dealing, and the line
described is, so far as relates to the
coast strip, an impossible line to de-
limit. But Canada need have no hesita-
tion in resisting any such plea. A treaty
is a treaty and its terms must be adhered
to. Cousin Jonathan would be the first
to insist on it if the advantage lay on his
side. As a matter of fact the basis of
the United States: position is false. Long
before Great Britain made the treaty of
St. Petersburg, Vancouver had surveyed
and mapped the whole coast, and al-
though the United States themselves
have in recent years spent a good deal of
the time of their experts in making a
hydrographic survey of the same ground,
they have only succeeded in confirming
the accuracy of the famous navigator’s
work. The purpose of the U. 8. conten-
tion is, of course, to induce Canada to
agree to reopen the whole matter, with
a view to some kind of eompromise, out
of which the U. 8. hope to get some ad-
vantage as compared with their present
position.

It need hardly be said that it is the
duty of the Dominion government to
stand by the treaty, and, if arbitrationis
necessary, to agree only to arbitration
with respect to the interpretation of its
terms. Thisis one of these occasions
when the watchword of the moment is
¢ Britons, hold your own.”

THE WHAT IS IT.

A Learned Puoblication Deals With the
Aerial Mystery.

The Canadian Engineer says: *‘‘On
the 13th of August, at Vancouver, an
object was seen in the sky traveling
eastward, which had all the appearance
of an airship, ahd what was said to be
a balloon was reported at two or three
different points in Manitoba and the
territories. At 12:40 on the morning of
the 16th, C. W. Spencer, superintendent
of the Eastern division of the C.P.R.,
was sitting with Thos. Hay, his assistant,
in' the observation car of the train
which had left Port Arthur for Sud-
bury, and as they were approaching
Gravel River, and sat admiring the
clear starlit heavens, they saw, in the
words of Coleridge, ‘‘ a something in
the sky.” There was a large white
light, and at an angle above it on the
left a red light and at a like angle on
the right a white light. The object ap-
peared to be about half a mile above the
earth, and when first seen was at an
angle of 30 to 40 degrees above the
horizon. It seemed to be moving with
the wind about 30 miles an hour, as the
train was running at 46 miles an hour,
and the object appeared to fall in their
wake. When they had watched it about
three minutes the train turned inland
from the shore of Lake Superior, and
before it was hidden behind the bluffs
ittilted and turned inland, apparently
following them up the valley. As it
turned the red light became blue, and
there was disclosed in line with the
main headlight a row of four lights
terminated by a circle or ellipse of a
dozen lights, in the midst of which was
the dark body of the air ship. The
light had the steady clearness of electric
or acetylene light, and Mr. Spencer

THRILLING RESCUE.

his presence in Victoria is in connection
with the carrying into practical effect of
his invention. Mr. Holmberg was not

born in the United States, for he has
only been ten yearsaway from his native
country, Sweden.

*“I have invented a maehine,” he said
yesterday, * which by means of a small
boiler and engine of only four horge-
power will travel twenty miles an hour
on the flat. It will travel over land, it
will run swiftly over the snow, no mat-
ter how deep, or it will also travel upon
the water.”’

Just what mechanism he uses Mr.
Holmberg is not willing to state at pre-
sent, for ' he says, ‘“My inven-
tion is not yet patented, though
the patent is applied for, and the finish-
ing arrangements are being made by a
patent solicitor in Washington.

‘ My engine is inteuded to pull a train
of boats,” he explained. ‘‘On land
these boats, which are the size of ordin-
ary row boats, will go on runners, but
when it is desired to navigate a stream
of any length, the ranners may be made
detachable, so that they can for conveni-
ence sake be removed. With a four
horse power engine from ten to fifteen
boats fully loaded will form a train.

‘“ How about getting over the pasces
from the Coast, you ask? Well, I tell
you it does not make one bit of differ-
ence for I have made allowance for that.
When there is a hill to climb, I havea
windlass and tackle by which the en-
gine can pull itself up and all the boats
as well. It does not make any difference
how steep the hill may be, even if it is
straight up and down, that tackle can
take it right over.” The train will carry
this tackle so as to be ready for
any kind of work. Consequently
my machine can travel by land or water,
hill or valley, dry land or ice—just the
same, though of course as great speed
cannot be made on hilly country as on
the level.

¢ No, Idon’t care to say just how I
have managed to overcome all these dif-
ficulties, but I know that the man in
Washington whoisgetticg out my patent
says it is unlike anything he ever saw
before.

““Now I do not want to form a com-
pany,”” went on Mr. Holmberg, * but I
do want to get a partner with some
money who will help me to build my
first train and get the thing started. It
won’t require a great deal of money,
only a few thousands, bus I want a good
man on whom I can rely. I want to get
to know the man first, so as to judge
whether we can get along together, for
am not going to let every Tom, Dick and
Harry see before hand what my inven-
tion is.

“ We will not sell the trains, but build
them ourselves and take people into new
country wherever we want to go. It does
not matter how far we have to go, for
our engine can take us anywhere. Then,
when we reach good, likely ground, we
can stop and prospect a while and if we
don’t like it there we can move on an-
other hundred miles or so without any
trouble. )

¢« Another thing I intend to do is to
carry along pipes by means of which we
can use steam to thaw oub the frozen
ground of the mnorth instead of building
fires to thaw the gravel asis mow done
inthe Yukon. Steam will work much
better and enable us to reach bed rock
quickly.””

Mr. Holmberg is a carpenter by trade,
but has had a good deal to do.with ma-
chinery and has good mechanieal ideas,
he says, so that he will put his machine
together himeelf, though he will pur-
chage the engine and boiler. The whole
locomotive—if it may be styled such—
will only cost some $300, the boats for
the train being of course additional.
Here is a chance, therefore, for any-
one who wantsto join Mr. Holmberg in
his enterprise. He is not sure where he
will puild his first locomotive, but
thinks that it will be in Juneau. If he
can find the machinery he wants here
he will buy that in Victoria and take it
to Juneau to complete the building of
his train.

ARKANSAS PARCHED.

Even Drinking Water Scarce in Many Parts.

LirrLE Rock, Ark., Oct. 7.—Drought
and forest fires are doing great damage
in Arkansas and the situation grows
worse daily.

ly when at their best were luscious.
There are, however, a goodly number of
excellent late shipping pears, which in
size and quality are far superior to any-
thing brought from the South. Mr.
Palmer recommends as most desirable
for cultivation as shipping pears the
Bussock, Louise Bonne de Jersey, and
Beurre Clairgeau. These are large
fruits of delicate flavor, and will stand
shipping very well.

The peaches and plums are mostly out
of cold storage and do not present nearly
go attractive an appearance as they
would have done if picked fresh from
the trees. They testify by their size
and general appearance that the prov-
ince can furnish any quantity of these
fruits. There are some late plums and
prunes that are excellent.

A small but admirable exhibit of
grapes is shown by Mr. T. G. Earl of
Lytton. There are several varieties,
among them being Magaras, Concords
and Delawares. They were grown in the
open as in California. The clusters are
{arge and splendidly filled and the flavor
is perfect.

Mr. Earl favored the CoronisT with
gsome observations on fruit culture in
British Columbia, on which subject he is
an enthusiast, as he well may be. He
says there is a very large area where
fruit can be grown to perfection. He
spoke particularly of the country around
Lytton, parts of Lillooett, the Okanagan,
the Similkameen and the Spallumcheen
valleys. He believes that the province
will soon be in a positien not only toj
supply the home market buf to ebip‘
hundreds of thousands of dollars’ worth
East every year. The great obstacle
now in the way of the proper develop-
ment of the fruit business is the freight
charges on the C.P.R., which are almost
prohibitive. If these charges were made
more ;moderate, Mr. Earl believes an
enormous fruit business would be very
soon developed.

FIELD CROPS.

Scarcely second to the fruits in excel-
lence is the display of root crops. Of
potatoes thereareafew very large samples
such as one always sees at fairs, but the
best part of the display of these tubers
are 1he moderatelv gized table varieties,
whieh, judacd from appearances, are
equal to any grown in any country. The
rutabagas are enormous and the man-
gold wurtzels are mammoths. Mr. Cun-
ningham, pointing to a fine sample of
rutabagas, eaid he had grown 65 tons to
the acre.

Judge H. M. Ball, One of the Historic Fig-
ures of Old Cariboo, Is No More.

Letters from Cariboo rczeived by last
evening’s mail chronicle the drzease at
his home in Barkerville, of Judge H. M.
Ball, a native of England and one of the
historic figures of the famous gold dis-
trict that he had long made his home.
The late honorable gentleman, who was
72 years of age at his demise, spent his
younger manhood in the Imperial ser-
vice in Australia, coming thence to Brit-
ish Columbia a little more than a quar-
ter of a century ago.

In 1871 or 1872 he wae appointed gold
commissioner for Cariboo, proving in
that capacity one of the ablest men
whose names are identified with the
mining history of Western Canada. His
just and courteous administration of the
mining laws won for him the cordial re-
spect and cc-operation of the mining
population, aud his commissionership
might be review 1 and copied with ad-
vantage by anyone having similar deli-
cate duties entrust d +> him.

THE WONDERS OF THE STARS.

(By a Banker.)

How mysterious are some of the
phenomena observed in the heavenly
oodies! How can we account for the
variations of eome of the stars? As an
example, the star Algol, in the constel-}
lation Perseus, for 2 days, 13} hours, is
a star of the second magnitude and then
it suddenly decreases, and in 3% hours
is diminished to the fourth magnitude.
It then increases in brilliancy, and in a
further period of 34 hours, again attains
its maximum. All this takes place in
2 days, 21 hours, 49 minutes. Another
start, Mira, in the constellation Cetus,
for five montbs remains invisible, then
it re-appears, its light gradually increas-
ing for three menths, and for fifteen davs
it is equal to « brilliant st+r of the second
magnitude, repeating the variations in a
ﬁged period of 33l days, 15 hours, 7
minutes.

We are accustomed to regard the so-
callcl ‘‘ fixed stara’’ as being alsolutely
stationary in the heavens. This, how-
ever, i8 not so, as the whole of the stars
are in rapid movement. Asan example, {
Arcturus is calculatcd to move through :
space at the prodigious velocity of no
lees than 197,000 miles an hour, or 54
miles per second. In a century, there-
fore, this great star traverses no less than
one hundred and seventy thousand mi'=
lions of miles. And yet toour vision his
position in the heavens is practically un-
altered, so vast is his distance from us.
Our sun itself is calculated to be
travelling at the annunal rate of
153,0€9,000 miles towards the bright star
Vega, which is now such a brilliant spec-
tacle in the zenith; but as that star is
calculated to be more than 115,000,000,
000,000 miles distant from the sun, we
need not be alarmed lest there should be
a collision in our time; aseven suppos-
ing Vega to be advancing towards the
sun at the same terrific rate, the crash
would not take place until 375,000 years
hence, so prodigious is space. Vega,
however, is by no means a distant star,
but may be regarded as one of our near-
est neighbors, another bright star,
Capella, being reckoncd to be more than
four times her distance. But the vast
body of the stars are plunged in tie
illimitable, fearful abyss of space, infir=
itely more profound and incalculable dis-
tances, it being only of the very nearest
stars that the parallax can be taken,
and the distance thereby calculated.

A celestial phenomenon which has
given rise to much popular error is that
of the ‘“shooting stars.” It was long
imagined by the uneducated that shoot-
ing stars were really fixed stars falling
from their position in the heavens, and
a brilliant display such as that of No-
vember, 1866 (which will be repeated in
1899), gives rise to considerable perturb-
ation amongst the ignorant. These bril-
liant visitants, however, are but minute
fragments of cosmic matter, a belt of
which appears to revolve round the sun,
and through which the earth travels in
the months of August and November,
which rushing through space at an in-
finite speed, are raised by friction
with our atmosphere to a heat so in-
tense that, in a few seconds from the
first impact with the air, they are re-
solved into gas. The average weight of
these little bodies is estimated at about
two ounces, but occasionally much larger
bodies come within our range, which
continue in an incandescent state for
several seconds before being consumed,
and preeenting a most brilliant appear-
ance. These are popularly termed mete-
org. And occasionally yet larger bodies,
of metallic origin, which have been
wandering through space for ages, come
within the sphere of attraction of our
earth, and plunge, with deafening roar,
into the soii, These are the meteorites,
or *‘ thunder bolts,”” which may be seen
in many of our museums.

How absolutely regular and immut-
able are the laws which govern the
movements of the heavenly bodies! The
earth performs its journey of 580,000,000
miles round the sun in 365 days, 6 hours,
9 minutes, 10 ec zonds and 75 bundredths
of a second, never varying probably the
hundredth part of a second, and from
year to year, and from age to age, travel-
ling over the exact position, relatively t>
the sun, it had previously traversed;
and this notwithstending that it is rush-
ing along at the rate of 68,000 miles an
hour, and that it is also revolving upon
its own axis at the rate (at the equator)
of 1,000 miles an hour.  These two
movements are performed with such
exact and absolute punctuality that
astronomers can calculate with unfailing
accuracy, and without the error of a
fraction of a second, astronomical events
which will happen many years hence.

The slightest divergence from these
fix(d and immutable laws weuld involye
us in overwhelming and appalling ruin.
But He who formed those laws can also
alter them ; and, moreover, He has re-
vealed to us in his word that at a certain
fixed time, known not even to the angels,
but only to Himself, some such diver-
gence will take place; and this earth of
ours will be burned up and destroyed;
and, judging from what we have seen in
other parts of the Univeree, we cn as-
sume that the final catastrophe will be
caused by the impact of some great body
in space, whose course will by the Al-
mighty fiat be directed towards this
earth, Perhaps even at this present
moment this body is on its way, and
hastening on to involve, at the fixed mo-
ment, this world and all it contains, in
fiery ruin and overwhelming annihila-
tion.

“‘Seeing then that all these things
shall be dissolved, what manner of per-
sons ought we to be in all holy conversa-
tion and gcdliness; lcoking for and hast-
ing unto the day of God, wherein the
beavens, being on fire, shall k3 dissolved,
and the elements rhall melt with fervent
heat. But the day of the Lord will
come as a thief in the night; in which
the heavens shall pass away with a great
noise, and the earth also and the works
'that are therein shall be burned up.””

A DIVESTIC TRAGEDY

Victoria the Scenme of a Shooting
Affray of Serioeus Char-
acter,

Thomas Cummings, Returning to
His Desolated Home, Creates
a Sensation.

Thomas Cummings, a sealer, yester-
day made a determined attempt to kill
Hallet Bailey, a clerk in the grocery
store of Erskine, Wall & Co. Both are
young men, and the trouble appears to
have arisen over Cummings’ wifé, whose
supposed association with Bailey during
her husband’s absence on a sealing
cruise arouscd his jealousy, particularly
as it is said that Bailey was at one time
engaged to the lady, the wedding day
being very close at hand when she ynex-
pectedly married Cummings.

About half past one o’clock Cummings
and Bailey went into the Poodle Dog
restaurant together. They were appar-
ently on good terms and they went into
the first room that they came to, re-
marking that they wanted tochat awhile
without being disturbed. Frank Casey,
who is a waiter at the Poodle Dog, at-
tended to the two men, but after serving
them to soup, Baileysaid to him that he
need not bother with them any more as
the lunch was going to be a long one.
Out in the public. dining room
Messrs. Douglag, Frost, Speed and
others were dining, and they were
astonished by the sound of a sudden
scuffle and then two pistol shots in
quick succession. Before there was a
chance to ask or obtain any explanation,
Bailey fell out of the room screaming,
“ My God! I’'m killed!”

He picked himself up and ran for the
front door, Cummings following close
behind. As Bailey tried to open the
door his assailant, who was holding his
revolver in both hands, fired again. The
bullet emashed through the front glass
door.

Cummings followed his victim out and
was promptly arrested by Constable
Cameron. He made no resistance and
was taken at once to headquarters where
he was charged with “ shooting:at
Alexander Bailey with intent to mur-
der.”” He had $116.70 in his pockets as
well as a gold watch,

Bailey had his wounds attended to by
Dr. Crompton. One bullet had passed
through the fleshy partof the thigh, and
a second after striking the front of the

 shoulder had lodged im tne back of

the neck,  Dr. Crompton had the man
taken to the Jubilee hospital at once and
extractsd the bullet, and there is no
further danger apprehended.
Cummings, the prisoner, is a man of
medium height. He has bright blue
eyes and a heavy, tawny moustache. He
was found by a reporter at the police
station sitting back in a chair reading a
novel.

‘I have nothing to say.”” he said,
‘‘nothing whatever. You can just tell
my friends that I’m not losing heart
about it. I’m all right.”

Further than repeated assurances that
he was “all right,” Mr. Cummings
would not speak, except to impress on
his visitor’s mind the fact that the novel
he was reading was a good one.

There are those who say that Cum-
mings’ jealousy was not justified by
facts, but that over-meddlesome friends
had magnified what were possibly harm-
less indiscretions into more serious of-
fences.

In any event Cummings hag believed

himeelf a greatly injured man. When
he sailed sealing eight months ago he
left his bride of less than a fortnight well
provided for, with a comfortably furnish-
ed house on Henry street and half
his pay coming to her from the
owners of his vessel, This money she
drew until June last, when she went to
San Francisco. He knew nothing of this
change of residence,and when his vessel
reached Cape Flattery he was so eager
to be reunited with his wife that he
rowed all the way home, upwards of 60
miles, rather than endure the delay of
the schooner.
Arriving to be faced by the bitter dis-
appointment of a vacated house, his
tempef was not in condition for the
story that his friends told him—that his
wife had married him in a fit of pique
arising out of a quarrel with her
former sweetheart, Bailey, and that
as soom as he had gone to sea
her heart had returned to its former
keeper. Whether he invited Bailey
to lunch with him with the express pur-
pose of shooting him is not yet definitely
determined.. Bailey says that he did,
and that he told him so as they faced
each other across the table, and Cum-
mings snapped the revolver twice in his
face before it worked properly and the
first shot was fired.

They wereall
promptlypaid, and this had the effect of
quieting the apprehensions of many,
Mayor Wilson Smith addressed &
crowd of a couple of hundred depositors
on a street corner, and reasoned with
them with some effect. The bank man-
ager says the conduct of the people was
very foolish, but the bank will pay
everyone who eomes.

New Yorg, Oct. 8.—Dun’s Review fo=-
morrow will say: Reports of Canadian
trade continues more favorable. Mon=-
treal reports good wholesale trade, im
some lines active, with satisiactory eol-
lections and unchanged money markets.
At Winnipeg wholesale trade continues
beyond the average, and retail trade is
fairly active, with wheat moving freely.
The bank exchanges indicate a volume
of business largely exceeding that of pre-
vious years. At Victoria trade continues
favorable and good collections are re-
ported by leading houses in dry goods,
groceries and hardware, both wholesale *
and retail.

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'HE ‘FARMERS AND
e LEGISLATION.

Whatever difference of opinion may
exist as to the advisability of a third
party movement under the leadership of
the Farmers’ Alliance or any similar or-
ganization, there is no doubt that the
condition of some of the farming sections
is such that an effort ought te be made
to devise legislation in their interest.
The matter is a very difficult one to deal
with,and possibly the objections that
will be made to some needed reforms are
at.present insurmountable, but discus-
sion is always timely and out of freedis-
.cussion good is almost certain to result.

There is not enough of such discussion
in'British Columbia. In the legislature
a few gentlemen delight te pose @8 the
friends of the farmer, but as yet they
have done very little more than ventilate
.a few abstract principles and do = little
.miscellaneous scolding. What the agri-
cultural interests need is practical dis-
.cussion ; that is, discussion on .definite
issues, for'the evils complained -of are
not simply theoretical and they -cannet
be reached by mere tkeoretical reme-
-dies.

-One of the points om which farmers
need relief is the interest charged on
mortgages. There is mo guestion on
/this point. Most cf the mertgage 'leans
were made when property wasat thetop
notch and prices of all kinds were high.
Prices have fallen, and that és equiva-
lent to a corresponding increase in the
rate of interest. If a man engages to
pay-10 per cent. interest on hay fland
with hay at $16 per ton and hay drops to
$8, he is paying the equivaleat of 26 .per
cent., which is practical eenfiscation,
“The :farmers who have their farms
mortgaged are as a rule little better than
gervants of the mortgagees, working
‘hard and living cloge in order te pay 'in-
‘terest. There is no doubt that'a remedy
ought to be.provided, if a praetical one
.can be suggested, and it ought not o 'be
;impossible to devise one. The desire of
most farmers, who have spoken or writ-
‘ten on this subject, is that the gowern-
ment shall come to their rescue, either
by borrowing money and lending it to,
the farmers to redeem their mortgages
agthey fall due, or for the government'
o guarantee the interest on money to.
be borrowed by voluntary assoeiations'
.of individuals. :These plans ought to be’
very fully ventilated, for we are confi-'
.dent that if a practical means of assist-
ingfarmers in this respect can be dis-
.covered the legislature would be glad to
sanction it.

There are other points ipon which the
flegislature might find itself able to assist
agriculture. It is said that thereis need
.of reform in the system of municipal
government in force. At present it is
alleged that only a very small per cent.
of the taxpayers are able to vote at
maunicipal .elections, owing to the fact
that the great majority have been un-
able to pay their taxes. It is worth
considering whether there might not be

little more latitude allowed on this
point. The present arrangement is
alleged to result in the retention of the
control of the municipalitiesin the hands
of rings.

Without any doubt there are some
things which the legislature .can do to
assist agriculture, and notably by aiding
in the improvement of farm stock. This
is a subject that has been already re-
ferred to, and will be considered again
in future issues of the CoLonIsT.

What we want to-day particularly to
do is to say to the farmers of British
Columbia that the way to secure legisla-
tive aid in the direction needed, is to
make their voices heard. We adwise
againet an attempt to do too many
things at once. Rather let the farmers
decide upon two or three things which
seem to be the most urgent, and press
these forward for consideration. If too
much is attempted, differences of opin-
jon will arise, and the best laid plans
will be defeated. Our advice to the
farmers is to agitate for such relief as
there is reason to hope the legislature
can be persuaded to grant, and such as
can be recommended as based on practi-
cal business principles.

FARM MORTGAGES.

As a general proposition we are op-
posed to governmeut interference with
private bueiness, 1f men get'themeelves
into business difficulties, it is a good
plan to let them get themselves out
again. To eucourage the belief that the
government stands in some measure
bound to help men over the consequences
of their mistakes of judgment or protect
them against fluctuations in the value of
property, is, we think, a radiéasl econo-
mic error.

remedies must be provided, and'a gov-
ernment should not ehrink from apply-
ing them, if ‘it is possible to do Bo with-
oat injustice to other interests.

Yet we fancy that it might be found pos-
sible to do something in the direction
indicated. With%a desire to.contribute
towards the solution of this difficult
problem, we offer the following sugges-
tions, premising that they are simply
tentatéve, and that drecussion' may show-
them to be impracticable :

If ton or more owners of mertgaged
farm property so desire, let them be per-
mitted to form ‘®emselves <into a
mortgage ' redemption association. The
captal of the asseciation should consist
of an amount equal to tem per cent. of
the morigages te be redeemed, and
should be fully paid up and deposited
with the government before.a certificate
of incorporation should be isseed. This
‘gum the government skould be required
:t0 inveet in gooed securities and hold as
w fund to guarantee interest on the
\mortgage certificates te be issued by the
association.

‘Having beea}thus incenporated, the
association would be authorvized to take
mortgages from stockholders in amounts
not to exceed 80 per oent. of the value of
their farms, the rate of interest not to
exceed six . per cent., whish mortgages
would be held in trust bv the associa-
tion to secure mortgage redemption
bonds, to be issued at the lowest rate at
which they could be dispesed of at par,
the principal and interest-of -such bonds
to 'be .guaranteed by the .government.
‘The margin between the interest paid by
the mortgagor and that paid on the cer-
tificates should be used as asfund for the
redemption of outstanding certificates.
‘The interest on the government deposit
-could be employed for & like purpose.
If .a person at any time .desired to pay
off his mortgage he could do so by pur-
chasing outstanding eertificates to the
amount of his mortgage and delivering
them up to be cancelied, and..upon so
doing he would be entitled to-a return of
his subscription to the eapital stock and
any accamulations of imterest. A little
ocalculation -will shew that in ten
years 'he would acecumulate suf-
fieient in this way to pay fully
itwenty-five per cent. of the mortgage.
The .government would be safe in its
guarantee, because it would always have
three years interest on hand, and as the
whole guarantee fund would be respon-
-gible for any past due interest and the
-expenee of foreclosure and sale, it would
‘be the interest of the members of the as-
-8ociation to insist upon prompt payment
from the mortgagors. ‘'The mortgage re-
.demption .-certificates would mot be
.chargeable against any particular piece
ofland, but would simply be certificates
-of indebtedness issued by the assoeiation

|under a government guarantee.

‘We make-the above suggestions -sim-
ply to indicate a line upon which some-
thing may posesibly be done to help the
farmers of British - Columbia to redeem
their property. The plan may be open
to objections which do not appear at
first sight, and we.wouid be very glad to
hear the views of correspondents upon
it. We see manmy -difficulties in the way
of the government:borrowing money and
going into the loan ‘business. It would
be better, we think, to let the farmers
themselves pool the .credit of -their re-
speetive properties, and with a govern-
ment guarantee get the money in the
open market. This weuld prevent poli-
tics from playing any part in the trans-
action, and would enable the farmers to
maintain their independence of aetion.

THE WESTMINSTER FAIR.

The management and exhibitors are
to be congratulated upon the great sac-
cess of the fair at New Westminster. It
is a splendid object lesson as to the
capabilities -of British Columbia. It
bears out to the fullest extemt all that
has ever been written as to the future of
agriculture in this province, when once
it gets upon a proper basis. It kindles
interest into enthusiasm, and suggests
that, great a thing as it would be to de-
velop the mineral wealth of the pro-
vince, it would be still greater to place
its agriculture where it ought to be.

In the course of his well-timed re-
marks at the opening of the fair, Lieut.-
Governor Dewdney suggested that it
might be timely to think of holding a
provineial exhibition. This idea seems
to be very general among the people at
Westminster, who feel that the time has
come when an effort should be made to
get together a representative exhibition
of the agricultural proddcts of all parts
of the province. The suggestion is well
worth considering.

The Westminster fair suggested two
things, one that the capabilities of the
province in an agricultural and stock
raising line are incalculable, and the
other that not much has as yet been
done to utilize them. There is not the
least reason’ why British Columbia
should not produce all its own butter,
but it does not. Our imports of eggs
and poultry run up to a dollar and a
halfa head. We make very little cheese.
We send abroad for most of our mutton.
‘We import large quantities of beef. We
gend thousands of dollars away for fruit.
We even purchase condeneed milk and

If our province
was not one of the richest portioms of
the earth it would either have been
bankrupted or abandoned.

TrE News-Advertiser has found a sub-
ject worthy of its attention, but has
managed to dispose of it in a first article
of not more than six inches length.
Probably later it will be properly venti-
lated in emtenso, as becomes & theme of
such magnitude. The topic is the open-
ing of the parliament building, which
gomeone has suggested shall ‘ take place
with a ball or. something of that kind as
soon as the building is ready. To the
minds of erdinary mortals there is no-
thing particularly incendiary in such a
suggestion. Such things 'have occurred
before without in the slightest degree
weakening the wmillars -of ‘the constitu-
tion. We have in mind one-or two such
affairg, and it was not'thought necessary
for the Lieutenant-Governor to call the
legislature together for the purpose.
Perhaps the News-Advertiser will be
good emough to suggest-a form of pro-
clamation suitable forsuch an occasion.
How would it-do to use the ordinary form
with the word * Dancing’’ in one cor-
ner, after the fashion of an*‘ At Home ”
card? None of the beoks on constitu-
tional law -deal with this question,
doubtless through -eversight, or possibly
it may be the resultof a dire conspiracy,
a part of a general plan that originated
in the remote past to enable the Turner
government to carry-out -its unholy de-
signs. And thesaddest part of it all is
that but a short six 'months ago things
might hawe been so different.

Taar amiable paper the Nelson Tri-
bune has very .many things to say
against the provincial government on ac-
count of the E.& N. Railway grant. It
will probably not do any.good to tell the
Tribune that Mr. Turner and his col-
leagues had no mere to-do with that
contract, directly or -indirectly, than the
man in the moden. Our opposition
friends are never particular as to facts.
In regard to the statement that the
Dunsmuir interests-<dominate the legis-
lation of this provinee, ‘it is wholly un-
true. Mr. Dunsmuir’s interference in
public affairs is purely the invention of
a lot of peeple who, because they would
like someone to buy them, believe that
others have been bought. It is a literal
truth that Mr. Dunsmuir does not in-
terest himself in public affairs to any-
thing like a degree cemmensurate with
the vast intereste which he represents.
It is about time tkat this.constant refer-
ence to the Dunsmuirs in connection
with provincial affairs was dropped.
We do not suppose that Mr. Dunsmair
cares anything about it, for he probably
does not know anything about it. Our
obijection is to the introduction of ficti-
tious issues into polities.

Ir 18 pleasant to note a grewing recog-
nition of the desirability of all the B.C.
cities working together to secure the
Yukon outfitting trade. There will be
plenty for us all,if we can .only get
the facts before the world. It is-said that
Hon. Mr. Sifton is very enthusiastic over
this. If so, he can easily help us. The
issne of mining licenses to prospectors
will do more than any thing else. Make
it obligatory to take these out in order
that the staking of claims may be legal
and sell the licenses in B.C. cities, and
evervone will come here.

Wz no not know that we are under
any particular obligation to defend the
editor of the Kamloops Sentinel; but on
general principles we think it is wrong
to assail a newspaper editor for what he
did in former days in his capacity as a
reporter. A reporter is assigned to do
certain work and told how todoit. It
is his duty to do as he is told or throw
up his job, and as most reporters are
not the possessors of large bank balances,
they generally do as they are told.
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Mz. H. A. BurxETT, of this city, acted
very promptly in correcting a serious
omission on the part of the Metropolitan
Magazine. In the October number of
that periodical the Klondyke was de-
gcribed and Seattle was named as the
great starting point.

Bosron, Oct. 7.—Henry N. Whitney,
president of the Dominion Coal Co.,
confirms the report that a syndicate is
about to begin the manufacture of gas in
competition with existing companies
controlled by the -Standard Oil Co.

He said: *‘The report that a syndi-
cate, which is comprised chiefly of New
York capitalists, has secured the control
of the Massachusetts Pipe Line Com-
pany, is correct. I have already an-
nounced that I have passed over the
Dominion -Coal Company’s interest to
the syndicate. We are going to make
coke and will have a large plant in Ev-
erett, and we intend to give Boston
cheaper gas than she is now getting.”

A Buffalo Banker’s Tribute to the
Superiority of the Dominion
Banking System.

CANADIAN STONE PREFERRED

And Admitted Free of Duty for Use on the
Buffalo Breakwater.

Burraro, N. Y., Oct. 6 —A Washing-
ton despatch to the Express to-day says:
‘ Canadian stone used in eonstruction of
the breakwater in the harbor of Buffalo
will be admitted free of duty. Assist-
ant-Secretary Howell, of the treasury,
gent instructions to that effect to-day to
the collector of customs at Buffalo. The
decision of the treasury department was
made in response to a letter from
Representative Hooker of New York,
chairman of the house committee on
rivers and harbors. The letter repre-
sented that a large quantity of stone is
required and that Canadian stone ig
considered superior for the purpose.
The collector is instructed to allow the
material in question to be used on the
breakwater without requiring entry or
the payment of duty except on such por-
tions as may be landed in' the United
States aud not used on the breakwater.
The ruling is based onthe decision made
heretofore which allows the free entry
of foreign materials used in the construc-
tion of bridges on the northern frontier.

LIVED WELL ON HIS WITS,

A Slick Swindler Who Has Picked Up a

ONLY POLITE INQUIRY.

That Is the Nature of the Supposed Ulti-
matum to Spain From the United
States.

TALKED TOO MUCH.

The Disastrous Weakness of a Naval
Attache in London.

Lonpox, Oct. 6.—Senor de la Camara,
naval attache oi the Spanish embassy in
London, has been recalled. It is be-
lieved that the action of the Madrid gov-
ernment 1n recalling him was taken in
consequence of his utterance in an in-
terview published on September 24 in
which he was reported as saying that
while Spain had no desire to go to war
with the United States, if forced into a
conflict with that country she would
make a good showing, considering the
position of the United States in the
world.

He further said that the United States,
in his estimation, wasnot a very formid-
able sea power, many of the American
vessels not being equal to the require-
ments of foreign warfare. He did not
think that Spain had any definite plan
for a naval campaign in the event of war,
but if such existed it would be modified
by any assistance received from another
European power. The belief is preva-
lent here that the Spanish government
shares the general impression that Senor
de la Camara has talked too much.

BACKING UP SALISBURY.

London Press Applauds Him for Staying
Out of the Proposed Conference.

LoxpoN, Oct. 8.—The Daily Graphic
and other papers this morning justify
Lord Salisbury’s refusal to participate
in a conference as to pelagic sealing
which includes the representatives of
Russia and Japan.

The Standard says: It rests with Sec-
retary Sherman to find his way out of a
self-created difficulty without a sacrifice
of dignity.

The Daily News says: The impetuos-
ity of the United States and their desire
to include countries indirectly interested
are unpleasant features of the contro-
versy.

BRITISH EXPORTS.

Markets Must Be Found Elsewhere to Offset
the Effect of the Dingley Tariff.

Lonpox, Oct. 8.—The morning papers
comment upon the continued decline in
British exports. The board of trade re-
turns for September show a seven and

one-half per cent. decline for the month
as compared with the corresponding
period of last year. Itis admitted that
this is mainly due to the Dingley tariff,

The Times says: *“ Whatever its ulti-
mate effect, it is clear that the immedi-
ate result of protection in America is to
close the American markets very largely
to British exports. We may as well
make up our minds to this fact and eeek
an opening for our goods elsewhere.”’

THE SILVER CAUSE.

Great Britain’s Determination Will Not Be
Stated for Some Weeks.

Loxnpon, Oct. 7.—The predictions made
in these dispatches on Saturday last to
the effect that Great Britain’s answer to
the bimetallic proposals would be de-
layed have been confirmed.

Arrangements have now been made to
hold informal conferences between the
chancellor of the exchequer and other
British officials on one side and the
United Statés, monetary commissioners
and the United States ambassador on
the other, for the purpose of securing a
definite understanding as to what the
United States and France expect. Con-
sequently the promised answer may be
delayed some weeks.

WA BRITAIN DECLINES

The Washington Government Sup-
plied With Full Information
as to the Position.

No Delegates to a Second Confer-
ence Until the Whole Basi-
ness Is Adjusted.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 7.—The state de-
partment has received full information
a8 to the position of the British govern-
ment on the proposed Behring Sea con-
ference. This proves to be much more
complete than the brief cable reports
from London indicate, as the depart-
ment has been advised not only of Great
Britain’s declination to enter a confer-
ence unless it is limited to the experts
of the United States and Great Britain
and Canada, but also has been informed
quite fully as to what led the Marquis of
Salisbury to this conclugion.

The British view as laid before the
state department is that at no stage of
the negotiations has the British govern-
ment agreed to a conference, except be-
tween the experts of Great Britain,
Canada and the United States. It is
not questioned that Secretary Sherman
and Ambassador Hay made suggestions
that the conference should be between
the powers interested, and that some of
thenotesfrom the United States expressed
a desire to have Russia and Japan take
part in the conference, But it is pointed
out that these suggestions came from
the United States, and until accepted
could have no effect in determining'the
nature of the conference. So far as the
suggestions were accepted, the note of
Lord Salisbury of July 28 is said to
stand alone, and this note, it is stated,
mentioned only a conference between
the United States, Great Britain and
Canada.

The latest correspondence on the sub-
ject leads to considerable doubt as to
who will participate in the coming
meetings. It has been understood that
the difficulty will be bridged over by
holding two meetinge, in one of which
Russia and Japan will participate with-
out Great Britain, while a second meet-
ing would be held between the experts
of Great Britajn and of the United
States. Itis understood that Ambassa-
dor Hay was directed to effect such an
arrangement in case Great Britain de-
clined to enter the general conference.

But there is now some question whe-
ther the British authorities will partici-
pate in any way until a definite decision
is reached as to who will take part in
the general conference, as there is un-
derstood to be some reluctance gn the
part of the British to join in a dual con-
ference, and some doubt whether the
British experts will leave for this coun-
try to attend either a general or limited
conference until an understanding is
reached on the entire subject. As the
conference is so near at hand—the first
plan having been to hold it on October
23—the negotiations are necessarily by
cable, and by this means a satisfactory
adjustment may be reached.

HE BURNED THE VESSEL

And Ships Carpenter Karlsen May End His
Life in a British Prison.

SaLEM, Mass., Oct. 6.—Captain J. W.
Dunham, whose ship the Favonius was
burned at sea near Pensacola, Florida,
on September 19, and who has juss

reached his home here, gives the details
of the affair and of the arrest and trial of
Karl Karlsen, a Norwegian carpenter,

who was accused of setting the fire.’

The case was heard before the United
States commissioner as provided for by
treaty with Great Britain, the Favonius
being a British vessel, and upon the
evidence submitted the accused car-
penter was beld, and has been sent to
England for trial, with the witness who
testified against him,

The evidence showed that the carpen-
ter was so anxious to avoid making the
voyage to Rio Janeiro that on the day
preceding sailing he intentionally muti-
lated himself by cutting off with an axe
the end of two fingers of his left hand,
but a physician who was summoned on
board the ship said the man was able to
proceed in the vessel. A short time be-
fore the fire was discovered the man was
seen to approach tke forward ventilator
with a large roll of oakum in his hands.
All efforte made to extinguish the fire
were fruitless, and the vessel was aban-
doned. The punishment for the erime
of which Karlsen is accused, in the
United States, is death, and in Great
Britain is life imprisonment. The Fa-
vonius was of 1,600 tons burden. The
ship was valued at $50,000 and the cargo
at about $15,000.

THE DALTON TRAIL.

Rothschild’s Representative Came That
Way and Found It Good Travel-
ling.

Tacoma, Oct. 6.—Henry Bratnober,
the celebrated mining expert, acting for
the Rothschilds, of London, has reached
Tacoma direct from Dawson City. He

came over the Dalton trail, and made
nearly the whole trip alone. When
within a hundred miles of Lynn Canal
he found the mail carrier, who had lost
his bearings, and they came out the bal-
ance of the distance together. Mr.
Bratnober left to-day for San Francisco.
He refused to talk about his own busi-
ness, but said that the amount of gold
on the tributaries of the Yukon had not
been exaggerated.

Summer Hotel Collapsed. .

CuarLevorx, Mich,, Oct. 6.—The big
hotel at Lindsay Park, which has been
the largest summer hotel among north-
ern Michigan resorts, collapsed yester-
day and is a total wreck. Forty work-
men were buried beneath a mass of
broken timber and splintered boards.
In a short time the injured were taken
out. Pierce Kendall, of Charlevoix, and
Guy Hamilton, of Grand Rapids, were

instantly killed. Ten others were badly
injured.

A number of deputations went to the
palace, where they were received by the
Captain-General. According to official
accounts, they assured him that it was

- the desire of all loyal inhabitants of the

They also expressed confidence that the
Madrid government was *‘ inspired with
altogether too high designs for the wel-
fare of country to withdraw the illustri-
ous chief who had subjugated the insur-
gents.””

Captain-General Weyler, after thank-
ing the deputations for their assurances,
said he had accepted the command in
difficult circumstances and without con-
ditions, The success of the campaign
could be estimated and properly appre-
ciated from the visible facts. In the
course of several months four important

rovinces had been nearly pacified, and
ge was confident of being able to pacify
the two remaining provinces at the
proper time with the forty battalions
ready for the task.

A GERMAN LLOYDS FLYER,

The Latest Big Steamship Makes a Record
Between New York and Plymouth,

Prymouvrs, Oet. 6.—The North Ger-
man Lloyds steamer Kaiser Wilhelm der
Grosse from New York for Bremen ar-
rived here at 3:05 o’clock this afternoon.
The time of passage from New York to
Plymouth was 5 days 15 hours and 10
minutes. The big ship’s average speed
was 21.9 knots per hour.

The time across is better by 18 hours
and 14 minutes than the time of the
Hamburg liner Fuerst Bismarck, which
held the Plymounth record of 6 days 9
hours and 24 minutes since August,
1896, and at this rate beats the South-
ampton record of the American liner St.

NEWS OF Tk CAPITAL

Coast Guard to Prevent Smuggling
in Nova Scotia—More Trouble
for the Tartes.

Fire Sufferers—Place for An-
other Liberal.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

Orrawa, Oct. 7.—Officials of the cus-
toms department realize that it is prac-
tically impossible with present facilities
to prevent smuggling along the eastern
coast of Nova Scotia, owing to the prox-
imity of the French islands of St. Pierre
and Miquelon. A proposition is now
under consideration therefore to estab-
lish a coast guard for the section named.

The
Premier spoke at great length, He en-
larged on the advantage of the St.,
Lawrence route for trade and tourists,
reading a telegram from Mr, Fielding
that the Peterson company had made
the required deposit for the fast line ser-
vice to-day.

domestic merchandise of any August in
the history of the government.

The exports were $79,490,264, For the
first eight months of the year they were

age | $61,810,000 in excess of the first eight

months of 1896, so that the bureau offi-
cials believe that the exports of the year
will far exceed those of last year, which
was itself a record breaking year.

The value of all imports, dutiable and
free, for August was $39,848,312. These
figures show a decrease of about $50,-
000,000 compared with 1896, due to a
heavy reduction in the importation of
raw wool.

Peru Citizenship.

Lima, Peru, Oct. 6.—The TUnited
States, British and German ministers
here have reiterated the representations
which they had previously made to the

Peruvian government asking for the
legal register of non-Catholic citizens.
The minister for foreign affairs replies
that the government had strongly re-
fused to approve of a bill introduced for
this purpose.

A THRIVING MUNICIPALITY.

The Garden District for Vancouver City
Makes. a Flourishing Report.

Vaxcouver, Oct. 7.—(Special)—Bur-
naby fruit and vegetable growers are
very well eatisfied with the aggregate re-
sult of their efforts at prize winning at
the New Westminster exhibition, hav-
ing succeeded in gaining quite a respect-
able number of awards%ora fruit and
market growing district that is yet only
some four years old. Municipal affairs
are in good shape in Burnaby, the coun-
cil having, after doing mucfvx good road
and other work and attending fully also
to such other important matters as the
care-of public health, the maintenance
of sick and disabled poor, etc., a sum
still in hand of over $3,800, available for
further improvement work, interest
payments and routine charges, calling
for cash disbursements before the end of
the year. The ecouncil will in all pro-
bability earry to next year’s credita
cash balance of at least $700 and credits
in respect of taxes due and in arrear
respectively, to a further extent of $7,000
or more. The ginking fund, most of
which is safely invested on
sound mortgages of property held
by thrifty local cultivators, will
meanwhile have been brought up to
more than the full legal amount. The
several small municipal loans locally
made out of the sinking fund, material-
ly assist small holders in improving their
land, while the interest thereon is usual-
ly paid half-yearly without difficulty,
out of the proceeds of small road con-
tracts taken up by the borrowers with
the council after,as a rule, no little
competition. The expenditure of the
municipality on its improvement work
practically all enures to the' benefit of
home labor, as such work, when on
roads, is divided into sections of moder-
ate extent and local men then take it up,
associated in little groups of working
partners, on terms with which outside
local contractors find it impossible to
compete. The council thus secures
good work, done cheaply by its own
people. Burnaby has a population of
only about 500 men, women and child-
ren, yet out of its limited number of
adult male residents at least sixty usual-
ly earn respectable sums yearly by mun-
icipal work. This fact greatly advan-
tages the thrifty local small cultivator.
It is worth noting also that the govern-
ment small-holding settlement at Cen-
tral Park, Burnaby, promises to become
a complete success, very easy terms hav-
ing to the delight of all the residents
been obtained from the Land and Work
Department at Victoria. Already good
houses and other improvements have
been erected and made in the settle-
ment, representing probably, as regards
the Burnaby portion of the settlement
—part of which lies in South Vancouver
—a total value of at least $30,000.

Yet these things
might be made valuable objeet lessons,
if those in charge of the exhibition
would ingist upon certain conditions be-
ing observed. If with the sack of oats
there was exhibited a bundle of the straw
unthreshed, and with them there was a
card telling the weight per bushel, the
number of bushels to the acre, the char-
acter of the soil, the length of time be-
tween gowing and . harvesting, and what
cultivation the ‘land had received, the

* exhibit would tell a story that would be
of value to hundreds. If similar facts
were told about other farm produce the

impossible to aseertain any particulars
desifed about exhibits of any kind. It
would be well for the managers of ex-
hibitions in this prevince to give thia
matter some attention. .

THE BEGINNING OF
CHRISTIANITY.

A painting by Joseph Aubert has for

its central figure a tall personage in a

white robe, representing Christ, and

around him, kneeling in different atti-

udes and with intense earnestness de-

picted in their strong Jewish faces, are

ten other figares of men, Beneath the

picture is the legend: *““Go ye into all

the world.” The figares and the sur-
roundings are, of course, purely imagin-,
ative, yet something of the kiud took!
place nearly nineteen centuries ago, and:
it maybe helpful to try :and form a men-!
tal picture of it, for there is surely to-
 day ne more potent factor in hyman life
than ‘the movement which was set-en
foot by this commission.

The words quoted-are a part of the fif-
teemth verse of the-sixteenth chaper of
St. Mark’s gespel. As the story is there
told there wereélevenin the group to
whom Christ appeared and spoke ‘the
above message. The eleven were
“at mest” at the - time., St.
Matthew’s account of the incident
is somewhat different. * He says that the
eleven disciples had gone to a'mountain
in Galilee by-an appointment with Jesus,
and he gives the wordsof direction some-
what differently than St. Mark does.
St. Luke’s-version of the incident indi-
cates that he believed the commission to
the eleven was given in Jerusalem. B8t.
John does not mention it at all. These
apparent discrepancies are of no par-
ticular moment, for it is evident that
there must have been a final interview
between Jesus and his disciples, and
that in consequence of his directions to
them they at once began the propaga-
tion of what we know as Christianity.
The beginning of 'Christianity may
therefore be said to be the incident
which Aubert has chosen as the subject
for his picture.

To properly understand the nature of
this beginning it is necessary to review
in brief the career of Christ as it was
understood by the men who received the
commission. Whether they were mis-
taken or not as to some of its incidents
is not very material from the stand-
point from - which we are now
-examining it. The facts of this career,
as accepted by them, were that Jesus
was born “in pursuance of a divine
promise of a redeemer for Israel. They
expected that he would set up a king-
Ldom of his own, having first driven out
the Romans. He displayed wonderful
powers, and go great was the charm of
his personality and the force of his
teaching that the populace became
enamored with him. But he made no
effort at popular leadership, and when
the masses saw that he did not intend to
restore the throne of David, they turned
against him and clamored for his blood.
There was nothing very uncommon
in this, for there were occasions before
and there have been occasions since
when the populace have hounded to
{death men whom they were willing to
hail as leader. At the time of his
entry into Jerusalem he could have in-
eited rebellion by a word, but he-wonid
not speak that word, and when the chief
priests took advantage of the popular
disappointment and brought about his
arrest, his disciples forsook him. Even
Peter, who had plenty of courage as aiter
events showed,denied in the most profane
manner that he knew anything of him.
We can best measure this disappoint-
ment when we reflect that here was a
man descended from the royal line of
Judah, gifted with miraculous power,
able to feed thousands without a com-
missariat, able to call the dead to life,
to heal the wounded with a touch, to
arouse the people with a word, and yet
he stood stood by and refused to relieve
them from the oppression of Rome. *As
though this were not enough, he was
crucified before their eyes. If ever a
mission making extraordinary claims
had come to a miserable ending, so far
as human eyes could see, it was the mi=-
sion of Jesus. :

But now a most extraordinary thing
happens. He whom they had eeen cru-
cified and buried appears again to them,
On several occasions he held intercourse
with them. Theydo not appear to have
had very much confidence in the evi-
dence of their senses, for St, Mark says
that the words quoted were spoken after
