He took the oath at 3:38 this after­
noon in the library of the residence of 
Ansley Wilsox, a personal friend, with 
whom he stoppe^ earlier in the week 
when the physicians thought President 
McKinley would recover from the wound 
inflicted by the assassin.

Secretary Root who, 20 years ago, had 
been present at a similar scene when 
President Arthur took the oath after the 
death of another president, who fell a 
victim to an assassin’s bullet, almost 
broke down when he requested Mr,
Roosevelt on behalf of the members of 
the cabinet of the late President to take 
the prescribed oath. There was not a 
dry eye in the? room. The new Presi­
dent was visibly shaken, but he con­
trolled himself, and when he lifted his 
hand to swear it was as steady as 
though carved in marble. With the 
deep solemnity of the occasion full upon 
him, he announced to those present that 
his aim would be to be William McKin­
ley’s successor in deed as Well as in

Buffalo. N. Y„ Sept. 14.—The follow­
ing report of the autopsy on the remains 
of President McKinley was issued to­
day at 5 o'clock:

“The bullet which struck over the 
breast bone did not pass through the 
skin, and did little harm.

“The other bullet passed through both 
walls of the stomach near its lower 
border. Both holes were found to be 
perfectly closed by the stitehes, but tis­
sue around each hole had become 
gangrenous. After passing through the 
stomach the bullet passed into the back 
walls of the abdomen, hitting and tear­
ing the upper end of the kidney. This 
portion of the bullet track was also gan­
grenons, the gangrene involving the 
pancreas. The bullet fias not yet been 
found. There was no sign of peritonitis 
or disease of other organs. The heart 
walls were very thin. There was no 
evidence of any attempt at repair on 
the part of nature and death resulted 
from the gangrene which affected the 
stomach around the bullet wounds, as 
well as the tissue around the further 
course of the bullet. Death was un­
avoidable by any surgical medical treat­
ment, and was the direct result of the 
bullet wound. :

Survey Ship Britannia Now at Hono­
lulu.

Honolulu, Sept. 6,'via San Francisco, 
Sept. 13.—There seems to be serions 
trouble in Hawaii by reason of the fail­
ure of San Francisco exporters to ship 
cargoes of provisions here. Local stocks 
of food stuffs are becoming lower. The 
larger Honolulu dealers are refusing 
to fill big orders and small retail stores 
cannot replace their stocks as they sell.

The British cable ship Britannia, 
which has been surveying for the route 
of the cable from Victoria to Australia, 
has arrived here.

The 
arrival of the vessel here has revived 
talk of the possibility of getting cable 
communication with the outside world,

He 
was educated at the public schools, Po­
land Academy and Alleghany College, 
and before he attained his majority 
taught in the public schools. At the 
breaking out of the war between the 
North and South he enlisted as a private 
in the Twenty-Third Ohio Volunteer In­
fantry, on June 11, 1861. He was pro­
moted to commissary sergeant April 15,
1862, to second lieutenant September 
23, 1862; to first lieutenant February 7,
1863: to captain July 25, 1864; served 
successively on the staffs of Generals 
R. B. Hayes, George Crook and W. S.
Hancock. He was brevetted major iu 
the United States volunteers by Presi­
dent Lincoln for gallantry in battle,
March 13, 1865; was detailed as acting 
assistant adjutant-general of the First 
division, First Armv Corps of the staff 
of Gen. S. S. Carroll, and was mustered 
out of the service on July 26, 1866.

His last conscious words 
reduced to writing by Dr. Maun,- who 
stood at his bedside when they were 
uttered, were as follows: “Good-bye 
all, good-bye; it is God’s way, His wifi 
be done, not ours.” His relatives and 
members of his official family were at 
the iMilburn House except Secretary 
Wilson, who did not avail himself of 
the opportunity, aud some of his close 
personal and political friends took leave 
of him.

“William McKinley, born January 29, 
1843, died September 14, 1901.”

The foregoing is the inscription on the 
casket that will contain the remains of 
the martyred President. It is red cedar, 
and handsomely carved and covered 
with the finest black broadcloth. The 
interior is first lined with copper over 
which is a full tufted satin covering. 
A French plate glass runs the full length 
ot the top of the casket. The outside 
case is made of red cedar, finely finished. 
The corners are capped with polished 
copper, and toe handles are of the same 
material. On the top of the ease is a 
fopper nlate bearing a duplicate of the 
inscription on the casket.

Courtesies Exchanged With the German • 
Emperor.

Heia, Prussia, Sept. 12—Emperor Wil- • 
iiam( • Prince Henry of Prussia, Admiral ^ 
Tirpitz, secretary of the admiralty, and 
others in attendance on the two Em- • 
perors, dined with the Czar on board 
the Russian Imperial yacht Standart, 
after tiie imposing reception yesterday.

The Czar before dinner personally 
bestowed the order of St. Andrew on the 
German Imperial Chancellor, Count yon 
Bulow, and on Count von Euienberg, 
and gave portraits of himself to the 
lesser German dignitaries.

Emperor William decorated •Count 
Lnmsdorff, the Russian foreign minister, 
with tiie order of merit of the Prussian 
Crown and presented Baron Fredericks, 
m nister of the Prussian Imperial house­
hold and aide-de-camp general, with the 
Grand Cross of the Red Eagle.

The Czar and Emperor William re­
mained on deck nntil alter 11 o clock 
looking at the illuminated vessels. In 
the meanwhile the western, or blue 
squadron, which takes part in the man­
oeuvres today, put to sea, each Mip 
sa’uting as it passed the Standart. The 
Czar has appointed Emperor IVidiam 
to be chief of the Russian Dragoon 
Regiment, Narvano 39, one of the most 
famous in the Russian army. Its form­
er chief was Admiral the Grand Duke 
Constantine Nicolai vitch. Emperor 
William conferred with the Czar m the 
uniform of the Empress Alexandra re- 
g ment, the Secopd Dragoon Regiment 
of the Prussian Guard.

Herr Most objected volubly 
to the arrest, but to no purpose, and he 
was locked up at police headquarters as 
a “suspicious person.” 
fused to allow him to see anyone or to 
make a statement, the captain declaring 
he would not allow the prisoner to pose 
as a martyr. The complaint against him, 
which covers five and a half typewritten 
pages, is based on and quotes iu full an 
editorial which Most printed in his pa­
per on September T. It reads in part:

“The greatest of all follies in the world 
is the belief that there can be a crime 
of any sort against despots and their 
accomplices. Such a belief is in itself 
a crime. Despots are outlaws, they are 
in humm shape, what the tiger is 
among the beasts; to spare them is a 
crime- As despots make use of every­
thing, tie-chery, poison, murder, so 
everything should be employed against 
them. Yes, the crime directed against 
them is not merely a right, it Is also the 
duty of everyone who has the opportun­
ity to carry it out and will be his glory it 
it is successful. Revolution is nothing 
but defence; murder as an instrument 
of defence is not merely allowed, it is a 
dutv towards society when it is directed 
against a p ofessional.

“We know our enemies, we know them 
all and everywhere personally. There 
can be no abso ute success if they are 
again spared. Whatever stands on the 
other side of the line _which divides the 
camp of ruling possessors of power" from

Nanaimo, B. C., Sept. 12.—Messrs. D. 
R. Harris, Henry Shepherd and E. S. 
Cook of Nanaimo; J. Harpenny, Albernl, 
and Frank Todd, Nanaimo Lakes, have 
completed the survey of the Nanatmo- 
Albenni railway route. They describe 
the route as very feasible, and a very 
direct one.

CANADA'S VICTORY.

How the Dominion Riflemen Beat "the U.
S. at Sea Girt.

The following account of the Canadian 
riflemen's victory at Sea Girt over the 
United States team, la given In the New 
York Sun:

After holding for many years the Palma 
trophy, emblematic of the championship 
at rifle shooting, the United States today 
was obliged to relinquish It to the Cana­
dian riflemen. They ontshot the American 
team 28 points, the total score* being 1,522 
to 1,49*. On the 800 and 909-yard targets 
the Americans held their own very well, 
but when the two teams moved back to 
the thousand-yard range, the visitors walk­
ed away from their opponents. This was 
surprising to many in view of the fact 
that the Canadians have always been re­
cognized as fine long-range shots.

The Canadians came to Sea Girt this 
year at the urgent request of the National 
Blfle Association. Other foreign riflemen 
were also invited to shoot, bat the Cana­
dians were the only ones to respond. They 
arrived on Sunday and spent the three days 
from that time until the match today al­
most exclusively on the long-range tar­
gets. The American team had not been 
Idle by any means, and put In much of 

time at practice, doing good work. 
The Canadian team that shot today was 
selected from twelve 
that country. Major 
the men were crack riflemen, and to select 
eight from among the number was difficult. 
Tonight his good judgment Is the 
many compliments.

The American team was chosen by Gen. 
era! Bird W. Spencer after a severe com­
petitive shoot extending over several days.

Capt. McLeod, poet, author and master 
of the ship Bufue E. Woods, now loading 
lumber at Chemalnus for Sydney, and Capt, 
Harris of the Fort George, also loading at 
Chemalnus, arrived by the noon train yes­
terday. Capt. McLeod, who was mate of 
the steamer Bristol, ranking between Brit­
ish Columbia and Ban Francisco for some 
time, has written a number of poema 
which have appeared In Harper's publica­
tions. He is from Honolulu, to which port 
his vessel took a cargo of coal from New­
castle, and he writes the following article 
regarding the so-called Paradise of the 
Pacific:

“Honolulu Is the most cosmopolitan city 
In the world. It contains about thirty 
thousand Inhabitants, all good Americans. 
They are composed as follows: Chinese, 
Japanese, Portuguese, Kanakas, Italians 
and nearly everything else. The only na­
tionality not to be found in any greet num­
ber are Americans. I don't think I met 
any (except tourists) during my sojourn 
there,. The Chinese are “Melicans;” so are 
the Japs. The Japs are as numerous there 
as they are on the Fraser river In the 
Salmon season. The little brown man Is 
In evidence on all occasions, and a bad 
scamp he Is at that. He apes all the white 
man's vices but none of his virtues. I’ve 

some laughable things there: for In­
stance, a Chinaman driving a cab with 
Nick Murphy painted on It; i Jap drinking 
Scotch whiskey In the Hibernian saloon 
kept by a Greek, the bartender being a 
Chinaman; the Boston Barber Shop kept 
by an Italian, all his men being Chinese, 
and yet all Mellcan man. The tourist who 
pays this place a hurried visit of a few 
days or maybe hours, and seeing different 
tropical trees and shrubbery growing spon­
taneously, goes home and proclaims his 
wisdom through the press by saying 
Honolulu is a paradise. Probably he 
not know the meaning of the word. Well, 
it is a paradise for the Chinese and Japs 
and a lot of other heathens that are dump­
ed there and bring plague and smallpox 
and dirt. But as for the white man, oh. 
It’s a veritable paradise for the energetic 
mosquito. Here Is his home. He abounds 
all the year round. No frost to stunt his 
growth or dull his fangs. Oh, can’t he 
bite. My ship was at the railway wharf 
discharging coal for 22 days, and before I 
got away I looked like a smallpox patient 
Just emerging from the hospital for the 
first time. I was glad to get away with 
my life. Getting burnt and roasted all 
day by a fierce tropical sun, and tortured 
nearly to distraction all night by mosquitos 
is not my Idea of paradise, not bv any 
means So says C. H. McLeod, Master 
Bark Bnfus E. Wood.

The new steam launch, which is being 
built at the Victoria Machinery Depot 
in the upper harbor, has been launched, 
and will be ready for her trial trip in 
a few days. She is lying at the Ma­
chinery Depot wharves, and had steam 
up yesterday. The new fishery protec­
tion steamer, which is to be used by 
Fishery Inspector Sword, for patrolling 
tire Fraser river, and British Columbia 
fishing grounds, is a pretty craft, and 
with her sloping smoke-stack, long nar­
row hull and general appearance she 
looks more like a steam yacht than any­
thing else. She will have a guaranteed 
speed of about eight knots, although it is 
expected she will be able to make ten in 
cases of emergency. Her engines, which 
are compound surface condensing 
gines, have been all but completed, and 
Mr. Watson is putting the last touches 
on her house work. She has a house 
running from well forward to within a 
few feet of her stem, the forward part 
being given over to her wheel house, 
and abaft her engines she will have a 
little cabin in which two berths will be 
placed. The fishery protection vessel 
will carry a crew of six men all told.

Her name has not yet been selected. 
When she was launched word was sent 
to Ottawa asking for a name for the 
vessel, but so far no name has been 
selected. She will be ready for service 
within a couple of weeks.

The Duncan United Mines has let a 
contract with the Rand Drill Company 
for a compressor to take the place of 
the one which was disabled at the PoOr- 
man just prior to the Granite Mines go­
ing into liquidation. The terms of the 
contract require the compressor to be 
installed in 40 days, but it is thought 
that the company will have the 
in working order iuside of 30 days. This 
compressor will be of sufficient capacity 
to furnish all the power required at the 
Poorman-Granite properties, and when 
it is installed work upon the property 
will be resumed on a larger scale than 
ever before, it being the présent inten­
tion to resume development with a force 
of at least 70 men. While the compres­
sor is being installed preliminary work 
will be undertaken. One of the main 
features in the programme of develop­
ment will be the sinking of a shaft, 
from which several new levels will be 
opened up. The company has had a 
crew of men at work for some time in 
getting the preliminary work in shape 
for the sinking of this shaft.

ROAD WORK.

H. W. C. Jackson came in last night 
from the St. Thomas wagon road to 
transact several matters of business 
arising in connection with the enter­
prise. A force of 50 men is now at work 
on the road and excellent progress is 
being made. One mile of the road has 
been completed and about five miles of 
the right-of-way prepared for the con­
struction gang.

Fake Bottle Message Found, Alleged to 
Be from the Lost Minnie.

The “me'eage in-the-bott!e” fool has 
been busy again.

Active Movement to Secure the Island for 
United State». yj

Little effort Is longer made to conceal 

the fact that there is an active movement 
to secure the early annexation of Cuba, and 
that it has the support of the administra­
tion. The Washington correspondent of 
the Philadelphia Press makes General 
Wood’s visit to the national capital toe text 
Of an exposition of the situation from the 
standpoint of those who favor this move­
ment. It is held that American control 
must continue until a Cuban president 
shall have been Inaugurated and a native 
government established, and that, even If 
the preliminary steps should be taken Im­
mediately, 112 days must elapse before the 
first election—for civil governors and a con­
gress-can be held, and 112 more before 
the second—for president and vice-presi­
dent—can occur. This means more than 
seven months at least, and If everything 
possible should be done to expedite 
matter, a government could hardly be es­
tablished before the latter part of next 
spring. The correspondent of the Press 
reports that lt Is the general belief that 
so long a postponement of the possible In­
auguration of a Cuban government means 
that there never will be one. but Instead 
the annexation of the Island, and he states 
that “General Wood’s report clearly Indi­
cates that annexation Is the only salvation 
of the Island."

It Is significant that the announcement 
was recently made that the revised Cuban 
tariff, on which a great deal of time and 
labor has been emended, will not be pro­
mulgated. General Wood Is quoted as jus­
tifying this on the ground tost It would 
be unwise to change the present system, 
but the correspondent of thé Press sur­
mises that “the real reason Is th*t the new 
tariff was to have been a part of the new 
Cuban governmental system." and If there 
Is never to be any Cuban government, there 
had better not he a new tariff. There Is 
an element In Cuba which favors annexa­
tion, and It Is understood to be their pur­
pose to send a d«'egat|nn of th»fr very 
strongest men to Washington when con­
gress meets to urge upon It the wisdom and 
advantage of bringing Cuba In as a part of 
the United States. Here certslnlv are 
signs enough of an active movement to se­
cure annexation. Whether there 1» to be 
any strong opposition apparently depends 
upon the attitude of the protected Inter­
ests In- this country, and that has not vet 
been made clear.

If it were possible for the gov­
ernment to fix a limit beyond which as­
sistance to railways should not go, even 
if that limit were a thousand or two 
miles, it would be possible to estimate 
with something like accuracy what de­
mand they would make upon the reven­
ue, but fib limit can be fixed, and it is 
therefore sound business policy to secure, 
if possible, from every railway receiving 
assistance some return that can be ap­
plied towards., other projects of the same 
or a different nature.

like an event of yesterday, a civilization, 
even then ancient in the land of its 
origin, had been planted in Egypt.

THE HEATING OF SCHOOLS.

Among the important matters which 
our school trustees have to arrange and 
decide upon are those which relate to 
the physical conditions under which the 
pupils are taught. They have to care 
for the bodies as well as the minds of 
their pupils.

An illustration of this is presented by 
the discussion with regard to the heat­
ing and ventilation of onr new High 
School. It seems to be important that 
the facts of science shall be borne in 
mind in connection with this matter, 
as otherwise the pupils are liable to he 
defrauded of their proper quota of 
fresh air, unless the decision be ar­
rived at that the arrangement of the 
heating apparatus for the various rooms 
shall be in accordance With the princi­
ples that make for health. It is com­
monly believed by those who have made 
a study of such apparatus, that the 
great desideratum is to provide, an abun­
dant supply of warm fresh air, and a 
means of removing that which has been 
vitiated by the breathing of the pupils. 
The allowance of air per pupil, L e., the 
amount of air from which the oxygen is 
taken, ia placed at a minimum oi 20 
cubic feet per minute. Taking the aver­
age number of pupils iu a class at even 
so low as 25, it becomes evident that 
no less air is required than 30,000 cubic 
feet per hour.

Since that time I have seen many 
collections of Japanese antiques, but 
never anywhere have I found anything 
that for perfection of growing color and 
delicate detail resembled the bits of 
Satsnma with which I parted. And this 
circumstance is characteristic of Japan­
ese art. That art is disappearing, and 
the traces of its past greatness thac re­
main are becoming fewer and more elu­
sive every year.

There was recently exhibited in this 
city a collection ot paintings and prints 
in color which, it was asserted, marked 
“the revival of a dormant, if not dead 
art." It consiste* of, .wot* produced in 
Japan within the last four years, by ar­
tists who had been encouraged by two 
Americans to return to the traditional 
methods of the past. The collection was 
spoken of as the first fruits of an artistic 
Renaissance in the Land of the Rising 
Sun. It was related how some of the 
men whose work was shown had been 
fouud occupying various menial posi­
tions, and never expected that It would 
be made possible tor them to practise 
the art they learned in their youth; and 
it was stated in the.catalogue of the ex­
hibition that a little effort would result 
in the wonderful art-crafts of old Japan 
being revived.

It seems to me that, much as those 
who care for beautiful things would like 
to believe this Renaissance to be pos­
sible, it is actually an impossibility. The 
very admission made by the well-iuten- 
tioued Americans alluded to, that they 
discovered old men who once were fam­
ous artists, and set them to work again, 
appears—though the promoters of the ex­
hibition forgot it—conclusive proof that 
the supply of artists In Japan has run 
dry. The Americans did not find prom­
ising young men Who were capable of 
producing good work it a market were 
found for it. Perhaps a few such young 
men can be trained in the old methods, 
and exécute prints aud pictures' which 
will be fair imitations of the styles of 
Hokusai and the other great masters, 
but never yet in. the world has an ar­
tistic Renissances, or any other kind of 

' a Renaissance, been made to order. 
There is no use in trying to alter this 

state of things, and very little in re­
gretting it—the art of Japan is dead, 
and lovers of the Wonderful things that 
were once produced, the metal work, 
and ivory carvings, and kakemonos, and 
lacquer, and textiles and pottery can 
only seek to acquire whatever good 
pieces they are able to find in the mar­
ket. Soon there will be noue left. The 
museums and millionaires will have them 
all—aud of all arts that of,Japan re­
quires to be studied at home, closely and 
continually and unhurriedly.

Take a piece of old Japanese metal 
work—a sword guard, for instance, 
which yon can now purchase at a sale 
for a dollar or two—to any of the 

. manufacturing jewelers in this city. 
Order a fac-simile of it made. The 
chances are that the order would be 
refused as impossible of execution, bnt 
if it were accepted, the bill would not 
amount to less than $75.

with toe outlines of the foot, and the 
method of fastening by soft, easy strap 
around toe ankle allows free play for 
the joint. No one is a higher authority 
on toe foot than Mr. T. W. Nunn, the 
consulting surgeon of the Middlesex 
hospital, and he expresses emphatic ap­
probation ot the iunovation. He points 
out that for comfort and well being in 
walking it is necessary that the heel of 
the wearer should remain perfectly 
steady in the back of to* shoe, and that 
unless this is preserved, holding the 
foot in the proper line, (which is from the 
centre of the heel to the centre of the 
great toe), “treading over” and conse­
quent abnormal strains occur. With 
the sandal this becomes impossible. At 
the same time, he Urges upon parents 
not to look upon the sandal as a cure 
for retraction (crumpling up) of the toes 
or many other of the seemingly small' 
deformities of the feet. These are far 
less often due to bootmakers’ mistakes, 
or merely local causes, than to obscure 
after consequences -of measles or other 
infantile complaints.

Never before in its fcistory has the 
wholesale boot trade witnessed such a 
remarkable phenomenon as the sudden 
demand that has sprung up within the 
last few weeks for sandals for children’s 
holiday wear. Early visitors to the 
populat seaside resorts have noticed that 
shoes and stockings are practically aban­
doned by boys and girls up to the ages 

^S111?6611 an<i fifteeu years, and that 
the little legs are as sunburnt as cheeks 
and fingers. Even in London, in the 
West End and in thé park, numbers of 
children are already wearing them, and 
those connected With the great industry 
of Leicester and other ceutres confess 
themselves completely puzzled as to the 
origin and swift development of the in­
novation. In a way it has had a some­
what dislocating effect upon this branch 
of commerce, inasmuch as the demaud 
for children’s ordinary boots and shoes is 
practically at a standstill, while those 
firms who have been able to adapt their 
machinery to the new need are simply 
overwhelmed with orders. It is, of 
course, too early to sity what may 
the future effects of the new fashion.

A few inquiries in toe city one after- 
nooti this week sufficed, to show the 
magnitude of the demand that has 
arisen. One of the largest of the Leices­
ter manufacturing firms, which has 
Showrooms near Cheapside, admitted 
that it is in arrears already with its 
orders, though it is now, and has been 
for some weeks past, turning the sandals 
out at the rate of nearly 1,500 pairs 
a day. In another instance the heads 
of one of the huge distributing houses 
of general drappery in Oannon street 
sent to another wholesale bootmaker for 
samples and prices to quote for a pro­
vincial buyer, and received the reply 
that they had not a specimen pair left 
to send, and that their machinery would 
be engaged to its utmost capacity for 
the next mouth on the contracts already 
in hand. A uotable fact on the subject 
is the strange rapidity with which the 
fashion has become general. Up to last 
season a few hundred paire, chiefly to 
be worn by ladies, for bathing on shingly 

of beaches, were all that were required. 
It is about six weeks since the present 
“boom” began, and for the last mouth 
it has been extending by leaps and 
bounds. Existing machinery required 
considerable adaptation to enable it to 
cope witirthe altered patterns, and many 
firms hesitated to make the modifica­
tions, believing that the demand was due 
to a merely passing whim. Hence those 
more enterprising bouses are deriving 
the benefit, and nt present prices of 
sandals are relatively Very high com­
pared with those of boots and shoes, 
with their greater amount of workman­
ship. Bargains and “job lots" are con­
sequently not to be looked for this sea-

Brooks and Rogers Arraigned on Charge- 
of Manslaughter.

Eugene Brooks, elder of the Christian 
Catholic Church in Zion, and John Ro­
gers, one of the adherents of that church, 
upon whose shoulders a coroner’s jury 
on Thursday placed " the responsibility 
for the death of Rogers’ little daughter,, 
who died of diphtheria without medical 
attendance, were arraigned in the city 
police court yesterday on the charge ot 
manslaughter, the information being 
sworn to by Supt. Hussey, of the pro­
vincial police force. An adjournment 
was asked for until Monday by the 
Superintendent, and was granted, as 
both Messrs. J. S- Yates, who appeared 
for Brooks, and George E. Powell, who 
appeared for Rogers, consented.

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Dramatic “Confession” of the 

Conscience Smitten Elder 
Amends Former Evidence.

Cottage City Arrives With Late 
News of the Northern 

Country.

There has been illness in the family 
recently. On August 34 the little boy 
'had sore throat. That was Saturday. 
On Monday witness had sore throat. On 
Wednesday the little girl who died got 
it. We sent for Mr. Brooks to come and 
pray for her. He came then, and after­
wards up to the time of her death. Wit­
ness had him pray for her, and she got 
better. Thought there was no danger 
and let the children out in the yard. 
Deceased took cold again at the open 
window on Saturday. Monday she be­
gan to cough and was quite bad all 
night. Mr. Brooks was away at Van- 

He came back on Tuesday 
night and was sent for and came and 
prayed for the child. She slept pretty 
well that night, and seemed easier be­
tween 12 and 1 o’clock. Did not think 
she was going to die. Became alarmed 
only about five minutes before she died. 
Knew she was quite sick, but didn’t 
think she was going to die. Did nothing 
for her or any of the others except to 
pray to God to heal her. Mr. Brooks 
was present when the child died. He 
had been there nearly all night, from 
9 o’clock. He did not advise us to do 
anything for the child. He went out 
about 11 o’clock to send a telegram to 
Dr. Dowie, Chicago, to haye Dr. Dowie 
pray for the child. I thought about it 
and when he proposed it I asked him 
to send the message. Did not consider 
it necessary as its mother tovdo any­
thing for the child. “I knew God could 
heal.” Had been a member of the 
Christian Catholic church for about 18 
months. Before that did ' not go to 
church. Have lived in Victoria three 
years next Christmas. Joined the 
church through reading Leaves of Heal­
ing and hearing Brooks preach. We 
were taught by the paper and by Brooks’ 
preaching that it was unnecessary or 
wrong to use medicine or call in a 
doctor in case of sickness.- - That is the 
teaching of the Bible.

When the child was very ill she had a 
rattling in her throat when she breathed. 
It increased until about 15 minutes be­
fore she died. Knew the 'Maitby family. 
Knew that they lost a child some time 
ago in the same way. Knew they had 
trouble over the case, but did not con­
sider it a duty to inform the health 
authorities. Heard people say the dis­
ease was catching. Thought it might 
be diphtheria or croup. The night of 
the child’s death was with it all the 
time, so was her husband. Knew the 
child needed careful nursing. Think 
Brooks was sent for every time he came 
to the house. Never lost a child in this 
way before coming to Victoria.

“I was ill two days and a half, and 
prayed for myself and Mr. Brooks pray­
ed for me, and I know God healed me.”

Brooks—“Had the other two children, 
a boy of eight, and a girl of seven, and 
yourself the same disease, and were 
you all cured by prayer?”

Witness—“Yes. God healed ns all.”
To a Juror—“I account for the child’s 

death by her getting a relapse from 
catching cold. I feel in my heart that 
was the cause of her death.”

James Wilson, city saiutary inspector, 
sworn: Visited the Rogers house on 
Wednesday, September 4, in course of 
his duty. Found the body of deceased 
there and took measures to quarantine 
the house. Had the body removed to 
the morgue at the instance of the 
coroner. Was present at the post mor­
tem held by Dr. Frank Hall on the 
following day.

Dr. Hart summed np the evidence. 
Pointing out the duty of the jury to 
bring in a verdict according to their 
understanding of the evidence. He ex­
plained the law in the case, and stated 
that if there was sufficient proof that 
the child’s life might-have bq^Bpared 
for one hour or one minute, it was suffi­
cient to warrant them in bringing in 
a verdict which would hold the persons 
involved accountable for the child’s 
death. He went on to explain the fath­
er’s duties and liabilities and the re­
sponsibility of Brooks for his neglect 
to advise the parents to call in medi­
cal assistance and take precautions to 
prevent the spread of. the disease.

IU the case before them there was 
not evidence of murder as there was no 
proof-of malice. They might bring in 
a verdict of manslaughter, or if they 
found no evidence of criminal neglect 
on the "part of the father or Brooks they 
might find a verdict of death from na­
tural causes.

THE VERDICT.
The jury withdrew for half an hour, 

and on returning to court presented the 
following - verdict: “That Victoria
Helen Rogers did die from the effects 
of diphtheria, not having received any 
medical treatment and that John Rog­
ers and Eugene Brooks, on the 4th day 
of September, 1891, at Victoria, B. C., 

feloniously and unlawfully kill and 
slay the said Victoria Helen Rogers.”

Rogers and Brooks, who were in 
court, were immediately taken in charge 
by the police. It is probable that they 
will appear before the police magistrate 
today for a preliminary hearing of the 
charge against them, when they will be 
represented by counsel, and if commit­
ted for trial an application for bail may 
he made.

Up to a late hour last night the ac­
cused had not applied for bail.

The adjourned inquest in the case of 
Victoria Helen Rogers, daughter of John 
Iiogers of Sayward avenue, whe came 
to her death by diphtheria accelerated, 
as it is alleged, by the neglect of her 
Iparents to provide medical assistance, 
■■resumed yesterday afternoon at 2 
lo'clock, in the city police court, before 

Hart, coroner.
l)r. Fagan, provincial health officer, 

sworn: Was present at the post mortem 
made on the body of deceased. The body 
was that of a well nourished child. Dr. 
Hall made the post mortem examina­
tion, and witness was present to take 
bacteriological specimens for examina­
tion. Took specimens from the throat 
and examined them according to the 
usual routine. Found bacillus of diph­
theria present. From the cursory exami­
nation of the body would conclude that 
the child died of diphtheria. Had no 
doubt that deceased had the disease.

Eugene Brooks, recalled—Addressing 
the jury the witness said he had a little 
confession to make regarding his last 
testimony.

“I asked the doctor that I might have 
this privilege, and he has very kindly 
consented to do so.

“I feel that I did not honor God in 
my evidence at the last inquest.

“I wanted the privilege to make that 
right.

“God says, ‘When you are brought 
before kings, judges and rulers for my 
sake, take no thought of what yon shall 
speak for it shall be given you in that 
hour.’ This, I am sorry to say, I did 
not do, I did take thought, and in that 
way I disobeyed God. I feel that I 
cealed truth, which in the eight of God 
is equal to lying. Not that I knowingly 
or consciously told an untruth, but by 
not enlarging upon my answers I felt 
that I concealed truth that God would 
have had me speak. Not only in this 
case, but in other Cases, in the other 
trial, the abbreviations did not honor 
God. When I learned it my con­
science smote me very severely, and I 
went to Dr. Hart and confessed to him 
and asked the privilege of confessing 
to you. I also feel that I did wrong 
in objecting to answer questions. I 
don’t think I ought to have done so. So 
if there are any questions which I did 
not answer to your satisfaction I will 
cheerfully answer them.”

The Coroner—“There was one ques­
tion which was not answered specifi­
cally. That was in regard to your 
teachings as to the use of medicines, 
and the summoning of medical aid.”

Brooks—“I will be very glad to ex­
plain that. You will understand that 
our faith teaches ns that the bible is 
the word of God. and believing that we 
must accept its teachings without ques­
tion and obey it. The word of God 
says, 'If any Of you are sick, let him 
call in the elders of the church to pray 
over him, and the prayers shall save him 
and the Lord shall raise him up. God 
says: They shall lay hands on the 
sick and they shall recover Jesns Christ 
is the saviour today, yesterday and for­
ever, according to Hebrew XII. 8, and 
that in scores of passages of like import 
the Lord instructs us what to do when 
sick. It is not only positive but nega­
tive. He says—Men may take many 
medicines, there is no healing for you. 
Ye are all physicians of no value.

“Now, in virtue of these facts I teach 
that men ought 1» believe and obey 
God, and as I have so often said, ought 
to obey God entirely: Hence it naturally 
follows to reject aH doctors and all 
remedies. Therefore my teaching is 
more positive than negative, and that 
is the reason we reject doctors and medi- 
eines. We oppose all remedies and all 
doctors.”

Coroner—“The fact which, yon did not 
make clear was whether medical aid 
was only unnecessary or actually 
wrong.” " ... ,

Brooks—“I believe it is positively 
wrong. I can’t say it is wrong for all, 
but it certainly is for those who know 
the truth. For myself, I considered it 
positively wrong, but I could not say 
that it would be wrong for evéryone 
who is not a believer. I mean that in 
the sight of God I could not say that 
it would be a sin for others, but for 
me it would be.” ,

Coroner—“You told us you remained 
at the Rogers house the greater portion 
of the night before the child’s death. 

Brooks—“Yes.”
Coroner—“Yon did not make it clear 

why you remained.”
Brooks—“I knew that the child was 

quite sick. There was no one there, and 
they had been up a great deal, so I re­
mained. I did nothing for the child in the 
way of treatment. I went down town 
about 11 p. m. and sent a telegram to 
Dr. Dowie, of Chicago. I saw that we 

not gaining the victory, that tiie 
child was getting Worse, weaker. I did 
not give up hopes till the mother called 
me in, and said, ‘I believe she s dying.
I looked at the child and saw she was 
dying. From midnight till about 4 a. 
m., the child seemed tp be better. Pre­
vious to that the restoration had been 
somewhat obstructed. I held several 
opinions about the nature of the disease, 
and at one time thought it was diph­
theria, and a contagious disease. Did 
not feel it my duty to notify anyone. 
We took proper precaution to prevent 
others coming in or the children going 
out to injure others. It is all a ques­
tion of isolation and I don’t think it 
matters who takes the precautions, 
did not know aboslutely that it was my 
duty to notify the authorities nor that 
there is a law to that effect.

“I have never made any charge for 
my services. There is a tithing system 
by which members contribute to the 
support of the church. We teach that 
one-tenth of everything belongs to God. 

‘The collections are taken as in any 
other church and forwarded by me to 
headquarters. I do not keep any set 
of books or anything of that kind. I

You seem to wish to pry

The city council met last evening as 
the streets, sewers and bridges commit­
tee to deal with the report of the city 
engineer respecting the plans for the new 
steel bridge at Point Ellice and other 
matters of a minor importance. Besides 
the Mayor and aldermen, there were pre­
sent Messrs. Horne Payne, Bautzen, 
Goward and Sperling, representing the 
Street Railway Company, who have un­
dertaken to pay part of the cost of 
the new bridge. A number of details in 
connection with the proposed bridge 
were settled and the recommendations of 
the city engineer as to calling for tend­
ers were adopted. Two sets of plans 
are to be prepared by the engineer- for 
the bridge builders to tender on, and 
they are also to be allowed to submit 
designs of their own. In this way the 
builders will be given an idea of what 
is wanted, and will also give the coun­
cil some of their ideas on modern 
bridges, all of course to be in keeping 
wih the requirements and cost- The 
plans submitted to the minister of public 
works at Ottawa and approyed were 
placed before the council, and of course 
these will have to be adhered to in so 
far as they effect the navigation of that 
part of the arm. The roadway is to be 
24 feet in width, and there are to be 
two sidewalks of five feet each. The 
bridge is to be built to carry a weight 
of a continuons train of 32 ton cars, and 
is to be built on a line with the Centre 
of Work street, and not on the side of 
the streets as was the old bridge. The . 
track will be on the north side of the 
bridge. The bridge will be 3 feet 6 
inches higher than the present one at 
the Work street end. and seven feet 
higher at the Bsqnimalt end, so that the 
greater portion of the hill at the Esqui­
mau side will be done away with. Ten­
ders will be called for at once, and the 
contractors will be given six weeks in 
which to get in their tenders. It was 
decided some time ago to build the stone 
piers by day labor, but it was decided 
last last night to' also call for tenders 
for cylinder piers; so that if the super­
structure costs more than estimated the 
stone piers can be replaced by cylinder 
ones.

When it came to taking np other busi­
ness, Aid. Cameron, chairman of the 
finance committee pointed out'that th'è 
finances were at a very low ebb; and it 
was decided not to vote any more money 
until the taxes come in, which will be 
towards the end of October, so- that an 
idea can be obtained as to the amount 
the council will have above what they 
estimated.

The meeting adjourned as nobody had 
anything to suggest “That would not 
cost anything.”
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WER 613. ADULTERATION OF 
JAMS AND JELLIES

Official Bulletin. Respecting the 
Adulteration Practised By 

Manufacturers.

The department of agriculture has just 
published a bulletin issued by the inland 
revenue department giving the results 
of analytical examinations of j/Bns and 
jellies, made by Dr. Fagan, provincial 
health officer, Victoria, and Mn.. Teur- 
chot and Miss Tyrell, in the inland rev­
enue department’s laboratory, Ottawa. 
The examinations were made in accord­
ance with a request of J. R. Anderson, 
depots minister of agriculture,, acting 
upon a suggestion made by the Fruit 
Growers’ Association of British Colum­
bia. The fact that jams and jellies im­
ported into Ihe province were sold at 
prices below actual cost of production 
aroused the Fruit Growers’ Association 
to a well founded suspicion that such 
goods could not be genuine, and in order 
to test the matter, asked Mr. Anderson 
to bring it to the attention of the Do­
minion government. The department of 
inland revenue secured samples from 
retail dealers in Victoria and Vancouver 
of all .the jams and jellies in stock, and 
submitted them to very careful analyises, 
duplicates of most of the samples being 
also analysed by Dr. Fagan. The re­
sults are set forth in the bulletin as 
follows:

The first collection of 12 samples was 
made in June, and these samples were 
sent to the district analyst, duplleates 
being sent to this office. On the 19th 
June. Mr. Anderson wrote, saying, that 
certain ones of the samples collected did 
not represent the cheaper grades of jam, 
and asking that these should be replaced 
by samples regarding which suspicion 
seemed to be justified by the low price 
at which they were offered for sale. In 
consequence of this, seven (7) other 
samples were purchased on the 7th July, 
and sent to the local analyst, the dupli- 
categ coming to this office.

Dr. Fagan reported on the 24th Au­
gust. but I judged it advisable, before 
reporting to you, to have the whole mat­
ter carefully investigated, and for this 
purpose placed it In the hands Of Mr. 
Tourchot, who, assisted by Miss Tyrrell, 
has made an exhaustive research- and 
furnished a report which » worthy of 
credence.

The nature of this work is such as to 
make demands upon the resource fulness 
of the analyst, inasmuch 
crimination between the tissues of the 
fruit from which the jams claim to be 
made and the tissues of other fruit or 
vegetables used as adulterants is far 
from being an easy task, snd there is 
very little work on record which can 
guide the analyst in his investigation. 
The treatment which the fruit receives 
in the manufacture of jams further 
tends to nbscure characteristic features 
of the fruit in its natural state. It has 
been found necessary, for these reasons, 
to examine many samples of jams of 
known origin, and, in some cases, to 
prepare jams from the frnit, in order to 
place the conclusions of tEe analyst be­
yond any peradventnre.

Results may be summed up as .follows: 
19 samples were purchased in duplicate; 
of these, 3 were not analyzed, viz. :

One sample plum jam, made by 
Crosse & Blackwell; one sample straw­
berry 1am, made hy j£eiller & Son; one 
sample strawberry jam, made by Batger 
& 00., all imported articles.

Four C4) other samples, though not 
analyzed by Dr. Fagan, were analyzed in 
this laboratory, viz.: One sample peach 
jelly one sample red currant jelly, one 
sample strawberry jam, one sample 
gooseberry jam.

Of the twelve (12) samples analyzed 
both by Dr. Fagan and (duplicates) in 
this laboratory, Dr. Fhgan reports 9 
genuine, and 3 adulterated only as re­
gards coloring matter. In two (2) of 
these. Dr. Fagan finds magenta, a coal- 
tar dye which is very prone to contain 
arsenic acid, which is therefore very 

■properly regarded as objectionable in 
dyeing food materials.

Mf. Tonrchot’s work corroborates Dr. 
Fagan’s so far as the presence of artifi­
cial coloring matter is concerned, al­
though he is not prepared to identify 
magenta: 'Mr. Tourchot further finds 
seven (7) of these samples to be adul­
terated with foreign vegetable tissue, ap­
ple tissue being clearly demonstrated in 
two samples plum jam, two samples 
raspberry jam, two samples strawberry 
jam. one sample black currant jam, 
while one of the strawberry jams con­
tained fig as well as apple tissue.

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AN EMPEROR'S HOLIDAY.

How Strands Joseph of Austria-Hun­
gary Spends His Time.

S WORKS. From Le Figaro.
The Emperor Francis Joseph never 

lets a day go by without attending to 
current affairs, studying parliamentary 
tills and affixing his signature to an in­
finity of acts which he examines in their 
minutest details. He always keeps in 
contact with his ministers, and never 
ceases to work with them for the good 
of all the somewhat restive subjects 
who are grouped round his throne at 

.Habsbourg-Lorraine. He thus shows 
himself to be the worthy grandson of 
the great Maria Theresa, and also a 
true descendant of those Dukes of Lor­
raine whose administrative talent made 
itself felt at Nancy, at Florence and at 
Vienna—that is to say, wherever Dame 
Fortune, caprifeious enough in her deal­
ings with them, called thém.

If Francis Joseph does not take what 
could be strictly called holidays, he does 
get change of air, for he goes regularly 
to Ischl for the two months of July and 
August. While ther?"'the Emperor al­
lows himself no change in his work. As 
at Vienna, he is up with the lark, and 
seated at his writing table, on a corner 
of which is put his first breakfast—tea 
and a slice of cold meat. After having 
glanced at the newspapers, he receives 
tiie state messengers who come from the 
capital, bringing their hig red leather 
portfolios. He gives audience to his 
ministers or to other important person­
ages who have asked for one.

A little before breakfast, which is at 
12 o’clock, he takes a short walk in the 
town. One sometimes meets him wear­
ing a general’s undress uniform; a coat 
fitting t:ghtly at the waist, trousers well 
lulled down by the orthodox straps, a 
ight cane in his hand and a cigar in his 

.month. In the afternoon he goes .in 
search of his grandchildren, the sons and 
daughters of the Archduchess Marie- 
Valerie, who have a delightful play­
room in the park of the Imnerial villa, 
a small pavilion hidden amid larches and 
maples, and full of wonderful toys. Af­
ter having amused himself with watch­
ing their games, the Emperor again 
takes a walk and pays some visits. He 
often goes to the Duke and Duchess of 
Cumberland at Gsmnden and uses the 
ordinary steamer to cross the Lake of 
Traun. He always gets back to din­
ner, which is served between five and 
six o’clock, ar essentially family meal, 
at which the Archduchess Gisele, Marie- 
Valerie and their husbands. Prince Leo­
pold of Bavaria arid the Archduke Fran­
cis Salvator, are present. After dinner 
the Emperor sometimes sees some the­
atrical performance, but more often he 
stays at home and smokes, and at nine 
o’clock retires to his own rooms.

Such is the daily and patriarchal life 
which Francis Joeepu and the members 
of his family lead at Ishcl. Nothing in­
terferes with it except the days devoted 
to shooting. At Vienna the Emneror 
has too much to do to be able to indulge 
in this amusement often, but he can 
sometimes be persuaded into it. At Ischl 
such affectionate subterfuges are un­
necessary; he often has staying with him 
guests such as the King of Saxony or 
Prince Leopold of Bavaria, and to ar­
range shooting for them becomes the 
duty of a host. The Emperor does not 
care at all for shooting; he looks with 
contempt on . hare and partridge. He 
must have more noble game at which to 
take aim with the express rifle of Eng- s
lteb make—which he always uses—

A DERELICT.

Wreck of Vessel 250 Feet Long Sighted 
Near Equator.

The steamer Meteor, which has arrived 
at San Francisco from Baltimore, re­
ported sighting a derelict vessel in lati­
tude 10, 34 minutes north longitude, 99 
degrees, 33 minutes west, which is off 
Central America, and not a great dis­
tance north of the Galapagos Islands. 
The discovery was made August 29. The 
wrecked vessel is described as about 250 
feet long, with one spar standing upright 
about 4 feet abbve water.

TheAt the present time agriculture plays a 
comparatively small part in the develop­
ment of British Columbia; A glance at 
the enormous imports of agricultural pro­
ducts into the province makes this quite 
evident. It can be safely asserted, how­
ever, that the production of agricultural 
products, owing to more enlightened 
methods, increased number of people en­
gaged in farming, and of land under cul­
tivation, the erection of creameries, etc., 
has materially increased during the past 
few yeais. In spite, however, of this 
accession in volume of products there has 
been a large- increase in the imports of 
agricultural products. This is explain­
able no doubt by the great accession to 
the mining population of the province, 
the opening up of new districts "such as 
Atiin, where practically nothing is pro­
duced, the increase in the lumbering, 
fishing and sealing industries, and lastly 
the opening of the Yukon country, the 
supplies for which are drawn principally 
from this province.

The topography and climatic condi­
tions seem to lend themselves to a na­
tural division of the province into three 
distinct divisions as follows: The Up­
per Mainland being all that portion to 
the eastward of the Coast range of 
mountains, and including within its lim­
its the large cattle ranges and what is 
known as the Dry Belt owing to the 
small precipitation. The Lower (Main­
land, being all that portion, on the sea 
coast to the westward of the Coast range 
and including within its boundaries the 
rich Delra lands of the Fraser. This 
part of the country is generally wooded 
heavily with forests of magnificent tim­
ber and is the most humid portion of 
the province. The islands being all that 
portion including Vancouver Island and 
the islands adjacent thereto. This por­
tion of the province partakes somewhat 
of the characteristics of the other two 
divisions and resembles the first part 
in the distribution of the flora, and its 
lessened precipation.

CEREALS AND FRUIT.
The production of cereals, with the 

one exception of oats, is not increasing 
throughout the province. Wheat it is 
true is produced in considerable quanti­
ties in tiie Okanagan and Spallumcheen 
country and in the vicinity of Shuswap 
but even there under the most favorable 
conditions for its production many farm 
ers a e awakening to the fact that it is 
not always the most profitable line of 
agriculture.

The orchards which have been set out 
during the last few years are gradually 
coming into bearing with the result that 
the production of fruit i,s largely, increas­
ed and improved meth’ods of picking, 
packing and shipping are forcing them­
selves oil producers in O der to compete 
wi h their active competitors to the 
south. , '. . ; i

DAIRYING AND LIVE STOCK. 
Co-operative dairying is finding more 

and more favor with the farmers gen­
erally, and advantage is being taken of 
government assistance in several local­
ities for the erection of creameries. The 
product is, however, .far short of the de­
mand, and since the industry la certain­
ly profitable it is a matter of some curi­
osity why, this branch is not developed 
more rapidly. Ore condensed milk fac-

* The production of beef cattle is report­
ed a profitable business in nearly every 
section of the country whether produced 
In large herds on the extensive ranges of 
the upper country, or in the smaller num­
bers of stall fed animals.

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AN IMPERIAL STAMP.

Idea of Having a Stamp for the Whole 
Empire.

Mr. J. Hemiiker Heaton has been agi­
tating for an Imperial or international 
postage stamp, and backs up his plea 
)y letters from Britons in various parts 
of the world, pointing out how often the 
need arises to send a small sum,for Brit­
ish stamps, to the Old Country to pay 
for postage. A Canadian correspondent 
says- “I have long thought some meth­
od should be invented -by which a few 
cents could be sent to England to make 
some small purchase, or to secure a 
sample copy of some publication. It 
would promote trade in the Empire and 
be an ever-present evidence of our unity." 
The postmaster-general, however, has 
definitely refused to be a pqrty to the in­
troduction of an Imperial or internation­
al stamp, on the ground of the absence 
of a common coinage and England’s 
financial gain from the present condition 
of the postal system. Mr. Henniker 
Heaton now appeals to Lord Londonder­
ry to try the experiment of having for­
eign and colonial stamps sold at the prin­
cipal post offices in the United Kingdom, 
so that people can exchange stamps sent 
to them from abroad or buy stamps to 
send abroad to prepay return postage

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THE STRANDED BARODA.

The stranded ship Baroda. which went 
ashore near the Coquille river, seems to 
he in as bad a state as was the lost ships 
Potrimpos and Glenmorag, both of 
which were so badly stranded that they 
could not be floated. No arrangements 
have been made to salve her as yet, for 
the person who attempts the feat takes 
considerable risk on his hand, for sal­
vers will have to accept a contract on 
the “no cure, no pay” plan. The com­
pensation of the achievement will he on 
the percentage basis, and salvers will 
have to pocket all losses. As the ves­
sel is worth $75,000(.success will doubt­
less be richly rewarded.

The Baroda is broadside on the beach, 
with her bow -toward Coquille. She is 
six feet in the sand, and is resting' easy. 
Low tide leaves her high and dry, so 
that one may walk around her. She has 
ceased to float at high water, and the surf 
is idling the sand up behind her and 
forcing her up the beach, as was the 
case with the Glenmorag and the Potrim­
pos. Tugs cannot render any assist­
ance. It seems likely that all work of 
saving the vessel must be done on shore. 
She has about 400 tons of ballast aboard, 
which will have to be removed. Oapt. 
Marr and his crew have been living on 
the beech in tents made of sails, and 
have stripped the ship.

; POULTRY FOR A LIVING. 4. Cows should' always have 
to salt.

6. Cows should never be driven fast 
nor treated unkindly.

6. It pays to make cows comfortable 
at all times.

7. All the vessels used in handling 
milk should be thoroughly cleaned im­
mediately after using. A washing in 
tepid water, to whifch a little soda has 
been added, will prepare them for air­
ing, that they may remain perfectly 
sweet. A brush is preferable to a cloth, 
for cleaning. They should be protected 
from dust, which always carries large 
numbers of bad forms of bacteria.

8. Milk with dry hands, and only 
after udders have been washed or brush­
ed clean.

9. Tin pails only should be used.
10. All milk should be strained im­

mediately after it is drawn.
11. Milking should be done and milk 

kept only where the air is pure. Other- 
odors will injure,

12. All milk should be aired imme­
diately after it is strained. That treat­
ment is equally beneficial to evening
and morning rafik-

13. In warm temperature all milk 
should be cooled to a temperature of 60 
degrees Pahr. or lower.

14. Milk stands should be constructed 
to shade cans or other vessels containing 
milk, and to protect them from the rain. 
Swine should not be fed near the milt 
stand.

WHAT THE DOCTORS SAY. access
A good many of the reports published 

of results with poultry refer only to a 
hundred or two hundred hens, and these 
seem to indicate that the average 
grower of poultry does not go very ex­
tensively into the business. There are, 
of course, thousands who merely raise 
poultry as a side issue on the farm. A 
few choice colonies or a large barnyard 
flock are kept, and the returns from 
these are found good enough to warrant 
continuing the business. In fact, .poul­
try will be raised in a small way on 
all farms because of the need of fresh 
eggs and meat. Then, too, the poultry 
will eat up a great deal of stuff that 
would otherwise prove mere waste.

But this is an era when people want 
to raise poultry as a business for the 
purpose of making a living income out 
of it. The question of a living income 
is variable, and may run all the way 
from $500 to $1,500 a year. Many be­
ginners and would-be beginners are ask­
ing is it possible to make the latter 
income from poultry. They do not 
mean at the outset, but after they have 
learned a good deal from experience and 
have studied the matter carefully. The 
reports of a good many poultry keepers 
indicate that they make $200 to $300 a 
year, but that is hardly sufficient for 
anybody except a farmer who has other 

to depend upon.
answer to these questions can be 

given Affirmatively, but with some 
qualifications. To make a good living 
in raising poultry, that is, from $1,000 
to $1,500 a year, one must have a good 
head for planning and organizing. The 
whole matter is to be found in the an­
swer as to whether one can make a 
fair profit in 50 or 100 chickens. The 
person who can take a colony or two 
of one or two hundred chickens and 
make them pay is in a fair way to en­
large his plant so he can make a good 
living. But 'What he has learned in a 
small way must be rigidly applied on a 
larger scale. The temptation to de­
viate from this rule gfeuorally causes 
trouble. If a colony of 50 hens is pay­
ing well it is reasoned that .by doubling 
the colony twice the profit will be rea­
lized. This is not exactly true, for the 
plant must be enlarged, extra work be 
given, and the initial expense increased. 
If .the beginner thinks he can keep 100 
chickens in the same place and manner 
as the 50 he will soon leam in sorrow 
of his mistake. The colony system must 
be observed rigidly, and every increase 
must be made by adding more colonies 
or flocks. It can be figured out on the 
basis of 100 chickens. The profits ob­
tained from a flock of this size can be 
duplicated only "by making all other 
flocks just as separate as the first. Thus 
1,000 hens make a pretty formidable 
number to look attef, and a large farm 
to accommodate them, but with a little 
planning and systemuthey can be handled 
as profitably as 100. iWhen one can 
handle their thousands as well as their 
hundreds they can make a comfortable 
income in poultry keeping.—Annie Web­
ster in Indiana Farmer.

THE NEW APPLE BARREL.
The new apple barrel authorized by 

the Dominion for use in 1902 is smaller 
than that adopted by the American 
apple shippers. Their’s has a head 
diameter of 17% inches, staves 28% in­
ches long, and a bilge 9 by 4 inches out­
side measurement. Our barrel 26% in­
ches between heads, a head diameter 
of 17 inches, and a middle diameter of 
18% inches, and is intended for apples, 
pears and quinces.

The official announcement of the phy­
sicians as a result of their autopsy on 
the President’s body, that death re­
sulted from gangrene of the wounds, led 
to much discussion of the causes lead­
ing up to this gangrenous condition. It 
developed that Dr. Wasdin, of the con­
sulting physicans, and an expert of high 
standing in the marine hospital service, 
strongly supported the view that the 
murderous bullet had been poisoned, and 
that this was one of the moving causes 
of the gangrenous condition. The area 
of this dead and gangrenous flesh 
source of much surprise to the surgeons, 
reaching a circumference about the size 
of a silver dollar about the internal 
wounds.

Aside from their officially signed 
statement, the doctors were averse to 
discussing the autopsy, but some gen­
eral expressions were secured on the 
point» involved. Dr. Matthew D. Mann, 
the surgeon, upon whom fell the respon­
sibility of operating upon the President, 
immediately he was sTor, in the course of 
a cursory talk, said: “First of all, there 
was never any contention or unseemly 
discussion among the physicians as to the 
method of treatment of a case similar to 
the present one in importance. In no 
case was there ever a better under­
standing as to what should be done. We 
worked together as one man. There 
were honest differences .of opinion some­
times among ns as to what was the bet­
ter mode of procedure-under certain con­
ditions, but the minority always were 
convinced."

“About the criticisms that were made 
as to the insufficiency of the original ex­
amination and the failure to locate the 
bullet at the time of operation, were they 
justifiable?”

“I think the report made today,” Dr. 
Mann replied, “is a sufficient answer to 
your question. It shows very plainly 
that the location of the bullet had noth­
ing to do with the final outcome of the 
case. That resulted from danger which 
appeared in the path of the bullet. Even 
our efforts today to locate it, as stated In 
the deport, were unsuccessful. I believe 
it went into the muscle at the small of 
the back. We followed the hole made 
by the bullet until it went into the mus­
cle. We searched one hour and a half 
for the missile of death. The X-ray 
instrument was not used, as the appli­
ances were not handy. This serions 
damage was done to the organs through 
which it passed, not to the locality where 
it now resta ”

“Your report says the first bullet, strik­
ing in the breast, did no barm?”

“Yes, that is correct. That bullet evi­
dently struck a button and then shied 
off without doing any damage. Had it 
eot met some obstruction, it surely would 
have killed the President immediately. 
Below the locality where it struck the 
flesh was quite flabby and contused. To- 

iuvestigation developed the fact 
that the first bullet struck the President 
on the right side of the breast bone near 
the edge, between the second and third 
ribs. In our original examination we 
said it was to the left of the breast 
bone. The mistake in the first announce­
ment was due to the very hasty examin­
ation we made at thé time of shooting, 
when the question was not so much as 
to the exact locality of the wound# as 
to that of getting to work to save the 
President’s life.

"The general system of the patient 
failed to respond ta the demand made 
#a it, tor a revival from the shock suf­
fered by the shooting. It was probably 
due to a tow state of Vitality, pot to poor 

health, mind you, but to a system that 
■was con8^“?ahlv rou down and needed 
rest and recuperation."

“This report says the heart walls were 
very thin. Was this condition peculiar 
to the President, or is it a common com­
plaint? Did the use of smoking tobacco 
by the President have any important 
béaring on the caffe7”
• "A. man whose hhà'rt walls are very 
thin k usually one who leads a sedentary 
life, and whose heart gets no great 
amount of exercise. ' This organ, like 
that of any other, requires active exer­
cise to keep it in perfect condition. No 
doubt the President’s heart was suffi­
cient for him in his ordinary business 
affairs, when no strain was required. 
When extraordinary efforts were neces­
sary the heart was unable to meet 
them.

"No I don‘*t think the smoking habit 
affected the President’s heart to the ex­
tent of making it figure in the result in 
this case. He was not a great smoker, 
end at one time we even considered the 
propriety of permitting him to have a 
cigar.”

“It has been suggested, Dr. Mann,
, that the bullet which went into the 
President’s abdomen was poisoned, and 
that this was what caused death. Do 
you think there is any basis for the re­
port?”

“The authorities and the physicians 
have received a number of telegrams 
and letters alleging that the bullet was 
poisoned,” Dr. Mann replied. “I don't 
know whether it was or not. A chomi 
cal or a bacteriological examination of 
the remaining bullets in the pistol will 
be necessary to determine that, perhaps 
both. This conclusion would be very dif­
ficult to reach for many reasons. All the 
tissues through which the bullet passed 
were dead. This is very remarkable in­
deed. The area of the dead flesh in the 
stomach was perhaps as great as s sil­
ver dollar in circumference. Dr. Was­
din, the marine hospital expert, 
strongly inclined to the opinion that the 
bullet had been poisoned.

“Just a word in conclusion,” said Dr. 
Mann. ‘I think in justice to the other 
physicians and myself, something should 
be said about the bulletins issued every 
day. We aimed to make them as plain 
as poss'ble and to state the facts as sim­
ply. They were given as hour to hour 
talks of the President’s condition, con­
taining no opinions, not making any 
prognostications, simply a narration of 
conditions make with a desire to keep the 
public informed from day to day of the 
actual state of affairs.”

Another one of the physicians, who 
asked that his name should not be used, 
said: “So far as the treatment of the 
case was concerned, both from a surgi­
cal and a medical standpoint, it 
successful. The abdominal wound was 
fatal from the start. The physicians 
should feel relieved over the result of 
the autopsy, because it revealed the fact 
that the abdominal wound was neces­
sarily fatal, and that nothing that was 
done or could be done would more than 
delay the inevitable result. The gov­
ernment, the family and the profession, 
were fairly represented aniong the physi­
cians and surgeons making the autopsy.”

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EUROPE AND MOROCCO.

France Would Dearly Like to Seize the 
Country.

From Fortnightly Review.
The trend of recent events in Moroc­

co, and the embassies from the Sultan 
now visiting the principal European capi­
tals, bring forcibly to the public mind 
Lord Salisbury’s warnings, uttered 
few years ago, that the settlement of 
conflicting interests in that portion of 
Africa must for some time to come ser­
iously occupy the attention of the “chan­
celleries” of the Great Powers................
Signs are not wanting to prove that 
France believes in her power to cause 
this opportunity to arise, and to profit by 
it when it does. The success of her 
policy of co-operation with Russia in the 
Far East emboldens her to play the same 
card nearer home, and Russia has lost 
no time in profiting by her friend’s over­
tures to urge the necessity of granting 
her a coaling station and port of refuge 
at the western end of the Mediterran­
ean. Conld France only believe that the 
war in South Africa had sufficiently 
weakened England, what better oppor­
tunity than the present for a combined 
effort against Morocco, in conjunction 
with Russia! What a “revanche” for

The concentration of a powerful fleet 

in these waters under the guise of naval 
manoeuvres, and the simultaneous mobil­
isation of a strong field fbree on the 
Algerian frontier, may be as innocent 
and harmless a coincidence as the Quai 
d’Orsay would be sure to point out 
were the question put. But in these 
days of rapid decisions and develop­
ments it is none the less true that the 
knowledge of having the power to strike 
successfully is often the statesman’s 
opportunity and justification for using it: 
the abstract question of right or wrong 
is too often governed by expediency and 
the confidence of eventually succeeding. 
What is England’s attitude in regard 
to this momentous questiou? Clearly 
for the moment the status quo, as long 
as it can be maintained; open up trade, 
if possible, but, at all sacrifice of con­
scientious scruples, bolster up the ini­
quitous government of the Sultan, al­
though it is as cruel and corrupt as that 
of the worst Arab slave-trader’s horde 
in darker Africa. And, failing the main­
tenance of Morocco’s independence, the 
sincere hope that, in thé general scram­
ble which would follow on its collapse, 
Tangier, at any rate, would be secured 
for her.

This, then, is the general position of 
affairs: France is determined to treat 
Morocco as she treated Tunis; the 
“kroomir” incident is as easy to invent in 
the Tnat as in Tunis, and the facility ■ 
with which she secured that country, 
and the success of her undertaking in 
assimilating it, encourage her in believ­
ing that it is her mission to treat Mo­
rocco in tiie same way. Russia's ac­
quiescence and assistance are assured be­
forehand, in exchange for a port near 
to Gibraltar. England is apathetic, so 
long as she believes that Tangier will, 
in any event, be her portion. Germany 
has her views on some of the Atlantic 
coast towns, and would wish to secure 
Casablanca and Saffi, or, failing these, 
compensation sonth of the Atlas, in Sus. 
Spain, looking with hungry eyes on the 
inheritance she has counted on for so 
many centuries, recognises her own im­
potence, and feels that, not only she can­
not enforce her own claims, but that 
she runs a serious risk of losing her 
outlying possessions. Italy has hopes 
and aspiration all over the northern 
coast of Africa, bnt she. too, is power­
less at present to give effect to them.

What, theu, should be England’s atti­
tude if, as the political outlook portends, 
the moment is rapidly approaching when 
the rival claims will clash into open 
disruption. Is she bold enough and 
strong enough to say to all the world 
“hands off,” and to assert her own pro­
tectorate over Morocco? That should 
be her true course if her hands were 
free; the merg seizure of Morocco might 
be easy enough, but. for some years to 
come, the process of assimilation would 
constitute a heavy drain upon her naval 
and military resources, which wonid 
certainly be a cause of weakness to the 
Empire. On the other hand, to allow 
France to extend her sway from Tripoli 
to the Atlantic, would be to abdicate all 
command of the Mediterranean; for even 
if she secured Tangier, unless it were 
accompanied by a large enough extent of 
country in its rear, to maintain it in food 
and trade, the mere possession of an 
isolated fortress, such as Gibraltar, is 
no longer a guarantee of defence, bnt, 
quite as often, a source of weakness, or, 
at any rate, of responsibility, which 
entails more sacrifices to maintain it 
than compensating power resulting from 
its possession.

LADY CHORISTERS.
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MATURE FRUIT.
Immature fruit, due to fungous dis­

eases, or the attacks of insects, are read­
ily recognized; there to ^direct physical 
injury, and the fruit inform and color 
shows the damage. Immature fruit, due 
to inefficient nutrition, does not carry 
the mark so plainly. In fact, the only 

test is the quality and keeping pow- 
Though the outward form may be 

fair enough, fruit grown on a starved 
soil is sure to fall off both in flavor 
characteristics and in the ability of tie# 
fruit to resist an early decay. Few 
planters ' but have had ample personal 
experience with just such conditions. 
The slip-shod planter wonders why his 
fruit always takes the tail of the market, 
or why his goods always rot quickly. It 
is very simple, and a little < 
will make the matter clear, 
nrudh as do animals, so far aa^nutritkm 
is concerned. They take their food from 
the air chiefly, but this food must go 
through a certain process before it is of 
any value to the plants. Just what this 
process is, is not so well understood as 
the materials the process needs to carry 
on its work; these materials are com­
monly called manure^or fertilizer, and 
the chemists say these materials are 
simply nitrogen, potash and phosphoric 
acid. Not only are these materials 
chemicals simply, bnt the useful part of 
manures or fertilizers is just these three 
substances let the planter take note of 
them well: Nitrogen, potash, and phos­
phoric acid, for all manures are useful 
to him only as they contain these sub­
stances. These three ingredients of 
plant food . are useful to plants from 
whatever source derived. It iff not at all 
necessary that they come from manures, 
or from noisome, decaying, ill-smelling 
substances are as good s. source of sup­
ply as old-time manures, even better in 
some cases. There is one point, how­
ever, .that demands attention—Plants 
must have their food soluble in water. 
So long as the ingredients of plant food 
are bound up into insoluble forms, they 
are useless.

PROVIDING FILANT FOOD.
We see it often stated that the soil 

contains all the food for plants the 
crops of the country can use. Now, as 
the plant food must be soluble before 
plants can make use of it, it is evident 
that this wonderful store existing 
turally in the soil, is not availabli 
plant food, else it would long since have 
been washed out by rains and drainage. 
It is quite true that a small quantity is 
mode available each year, and many 
farmers place great dependence on this 
store, but it never pays in the long 
run.
