THE VISIT OF THE MINING MEN.

The annual summer meeting of the
American  Institute of Mining Engi-
neers will take place in Victoria next
week. A number of the members are
already in the interior of the prov-
ince, and the entire visiting contingent
of about 100 will be here on Saturday
and will hold a five days’ session. The
importance of having the summer ses-
sion of this Institute held in British
Columbia is not sufficiently understood
by many of our/citizens.

The American Institute of Mining
Engineers has a membership of nearly
4,000, made up of the leading mining
engineers, geoslogists, metallurgists and
mine managers and owners in the
world upon the advice of whom the
largest mining operations in the
world are carried on., Nearly all of
those who will visit Victoria this week
are men of high professional standing.
Their attention will be called to the
mineral resources of British Columbia
in a way that would not be otherwise
possible. All of them have heard of
British Columbia Most" of them
probably have read a good deal about
its mineral resources in mining reports
and other official publications, but a
personal visit alone can give a living
interest to the subject.

D. O. C. Rifles, of Vancouver and New
‘Westminster, 350 strong, reinforced by
2 party of R. G. A, had landed in the
neighborhood of Oak Bay, encamped
at the Agricultural hall, and invested
the area between that place and the
Sea.

Many Amusing Incidents

took place. Major Hibben was of the
staff. The staff had advanced up Oak
Bay avenue with its escort and the guns
were moving into place on Foul Bay
road. Major Hibben had a moment tu
spare and he was in conversation with
some friends when the resident of the
premises on which he stood asked if he
would hold a ladder while the household-
er secured a hive of bees.

T. PETERSBURG, June 26.—The

red flag of revolution has been

raised at Warsaw, Kovno and

other places in Russian Poland,
out of sympathy with the  vic-
tims of the rioting at Lodz, and
so far as these cities are concerned,
the situation almost approaches the
‘dignity of open rebellion. The news
received in St. Petersburg is meagre,
on account of the rigorous censorship,
but it is evidéht that the troops are
being resisted, and a repetition of the
sanguinary conflict at Lodz is antici-
pated. The three big Socialist par-
ties in Russian Poland are well or-
ganized and have some arms, but the
authorities claim they have no chance
of success singlehanded. Neither the
Jewish Socialists (called the Bund),
nor the Social Democrats are separat-
ists, or what are known as the Polish
Socialists, but they are all bitterly
opposed to the existing government.
The affair at Lodz has seemingly acci-
dentally precipitated a crisis, but the
authorities declare that there is no
machinery for a general insurrection.
But this may increase the slaughter
in crushing the outbreak. So long as
the disturbance is confined to Russian
Poland the authorities believe they
can keep it in hand. The danger lies
in its spread to Socialistic organiza-
tions in other parts of Russia. The
Caucasus also are aflame with insur-
rection on a big scale.

Peas-
ant uprisings have also recurred in
several provinces, notably Kharkoff,
where the estates of half a dozen
nobles have been burned.

Warsaw in State of Siege

New York, June 26.—A story of cy-
clonic proportions accompanied by = ter-
rific deluge of rain passed over Harlem
and the Bronx this afternoon, causing
widespread havoc.

timistic feeling prevails as to.the future
growth of the city. B. S. Heisterman, of
the firm of Heisterman & Co., stated that
although there was nothing yet in the
nature of a boom in property to be re-
corded, there nevertheless was a steady
and increasing demand at prices fairly
maintained, whilst from the number and
mature of the inquirres now being made
there appears to be a reasonable prospect
of a considerabie increase of business as
the season advances. During the last
tmonth a considerable number of propet-
ties have changed hands at prices which
compare favorably with those ruling dur-
ing recent years. Beyond this, said Mr.
Heisterman, there is a continual persis-
itent inquiry and demand from the
Northwestern territories for both farm
and residential properties, which points
to an approaching steady influx of peo-
ple from the colder regions.

Brings News That First Sockeye of
Season Are Taken at Alert Bay. :

At 1 o'clock yesterday morning the
steamer returned from Naas and way ports |
of northern British Columbia, and the]

steamer Venture arrived on Sunday. The
steamers brought news that the Alert Bay
cannery had started to pack sockeyes, al-}
though the salmon were not running on any |
other of the northern rivers or imlets. Six !
hundred cases have been put up and the
salmon are ctill running.

Sockeyes have never In the history of
the fishing operations on this coast been
known to make such an early appearance
at Alert Bay. As a general rule the fish
first appear on the Skeena and at Rivers
Inlet, later working down the coast to
Alert Bay. A great deal of astonishmont!
was caused when the run started at Alert |
Bay first. Canners are at a loss to explain
the reason for the appearance of the fish
at that point.

The fish are also running. at Quathiasca
Cove, Cape Mudge, but the small 8,000-
case cannery there was mot prepared for
the early run. It is, however, . getting
ready as fast as possible. 4
On the Skeena and at Rivers Inlet there
were very few sockeyes last week and the
canneries had not started packing.

Herbert Cuthbert Tells of Pro-
gress of Great Lewis & Clarke
Exposition.

Victoria and Vancouver Exhibit
the Oaly Mark of Cana-
dian Enterprise,

Herbert Cuthbert, secretary of the
Tourist Association, returnéd from
Portland yesterday, where he has been
superintending the opening of the
British Columbia. exhibit at the fair.
The exhibit is situated in a centrol
part of the European building, and
may be said to be divided into three
parts. The first is built in the form
of a pyramid, and is made of the
different woods of the province built
up with grains and fruits. The second
is the metal case, which contains a
specimen of all the different metals
found in British Columbia; and.the
third is in the form of a booth, and
contains different specimens of game
and fish of the province. A model of
an Indian chief’'s house is also shown.
Mr. Sinton, who has been left in
charge, is no stranger in Victoria, hav-
ing resided in this city for some time,
but lately has been residing in the
United States. He is considered an
excellent person to have charge, as
‘he is well acquainted on the Coast,
and has a good idea of the possibilities
of British' Columbia. A large supply
of tourist literature has been supplied
him, and he is expected to turn a lot
of visitors toward Victoria and Van-
couver.

The exhibit of this city and Van-
couver is the only Canadian exhibit
at the fair, consequently all the Brit-
ish Columbia and Canadian visitors to
the exhibition enquire for the location
of this exhibit.

FEARS FOR LINEVITCH.

St. Petersburg, June 27.—The mili-
tary experts take anything but a hopeful
view of General Linevitch’s situation.
They do not believe he can be surround-
ed, but apparently do not consider the
possibility of a Russidn victory, Line-
viteh’s retirement to Harbin and the
isnlation of Vladivostock seems to be re-
garded as foregone conclusions when
iField Marshal Oyama strikes. Accord-
ing to the latest mews from the frout,
which ds thirty-six hours old, Oyama,
after forcing back the Russian right and
center, transferred his weight against
the left, compelling the Russians to give
ground there also. The military eritics
ihowever, agree that the frontal move-
ment is merely a feint for the envelpp-
ment of one or both of the Russian
wings without which nothing in the
shape of a decided victory is possible.
The Russian staff declares Linevitch is
keeping in touch with a flanking move-
ment and that it is not possible to take
him by surprise. .

Figure is Dead

Andrew Onderdonk, Who Buiit
Large 8Section of Line, Is
"o Mere.

Was Comparatively Young Man
—A Greal Captain of
Industiy,

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

‘Word reached the city yesterday of
the death at New York on ‘Wednesday,
June 22, of Andrew Onderdonk the
well-known contractor, and one of the
historical personages connected with
the construction of the great Canadian
Pacific railway in British Columbia.
He had the contract of what be-
came popularly known as the “Onder-
donk section” of the great railway,
which extended from Emery’s Bar, on
the Fraser river below Yale, to Kam-
loops, from the Dominion government,
in which enterprise he was backed by
D. O. Mills, the millionaire financier of
New York. During construction Mr.
Onderdonk and his family resided in
Yale, where he built a very fine resi-
dence. Both he and his family fre-
quently visited Victoria and were
very popular in local society circles.
His son, Shirley, visited the city only
& few years ago. Included in the
numerous engineering enterprises with
which he was identified was the build-
ing of the great sea-wall at San Fran-
cisco. S
As indicating the standing of the
man in the capitalistic world, during
his operations in British Columbia, it
may be mentioned that while here,
some legal case in which he figured
as a witness was before the courts.
He gave evidence that when he came
to British Columbia he brought with
him a letter of eredit practically un-
limited.

Only 56 years of age at the time of
his death, he had for 35 years been
associated with the hardest kind of
contracting. Several large contracts
were performed under his direction in
Canada. Between 1880 and 1885 he
built 400 miles of the Canadian Pa-
cific railroad in British Columbia, the
contract amounting to about $18,000,-
000. 1In 1886 he engaged in the con-
struction of the Entre Rios railway in
South America. After that he built
nine miles of tunnel, a part of the
drainage system of Chicago; and in
1895 undertook to construct part of
the Trent Valley canal for the Do-
minjon government, involving one of
the largest rock cuts in this country.
He also built a double-track rajlway
tunnel in Hamilton, Ont. In connec-
tion with the Union Bridge Company,
of Montreal, he built the Northwestern
elevated railway in Chicago, and got
& contract for four sections of the
Soulanges canal, and for half of the
Victoria bridge. Two of his latest
big contracts were the dredging of the
lower bay for the New Ambrose chan-
nel, and a part interest in the Jerome
Park reservoir job.

Latterly Mr. Onderdonk had been
general manager of the New York
Tunnel Company, which is building
the tunnel under the East river/ at
South Ferry.

Mr. Onderdonk was a bidder against
John B. McDonald for the original
Subway contract, but was several
thousand dollars above the price asked
by the man who secured it. Nothing
daunted, he went after the contract
for building the second piece of Sub-
way — the Brooklyn connection — and
was successful in getting what is
called the East River tunnel, one of
the most difficult pieces of work ever
undertaken by a contractor. Soon
after getting the award Mr. Onderdonk
organized the New York Tunnel Com-
pany, which by permission of the
Rapid Transit Company took over the
contract, and the work has been
pushed toward completion most suc-
cessfully under Mr. Onderdonk’s su-
pervision and in conjunction with the
Rapid Transit commissioner's engi-
neers,

Mr. Onderdonk was born in New
York city and leaves a widow and two
sons and two daughters. He was a
member of the Rideau Club of Ottawa,
the Metropolitan Club, New York, and
the Ardsley Country Club.

‘have been inconceivable. Amone many
instances cited as evidence of this it is
expected that the Chinese comprador has
refused a lucrative appointment with an
American company. .Advertisements of
American goods continue to be refused
by native newspapers and letters and
telegrams from all parts of China. as
well as from abroad, are being received,
asking the central government to take &
firm stand.

The chief obstacle is the question of
exclusion of coolies from Hawaii and the
{Philippines. It is urged that there is no.
reasonable objection to the landing of
coolies in Hawaii, where they do not
compete with American labor. P

All B, C. Indlan Tribes to Be Re-
presented at the Domin-
lon Fair.

A New Steamer to Ply Beiween
Nelson and Kootenay
Landing.

Through various Indian agents and
missionaries representive of nearly all
the British Columbia tribes, the fact
that the Dominion Fair is to be held
in New Westminster this Year has be-
come widely advertised among the In-
dians of the province, and the presence
of thousands of them on the banks of
the Fraser during the great national
exhibition 'is already a foregone conclu-
sion. The fair management has set
aside $2,600 for Indian exhibits and
sports and there promises to be some-
thing doing in lively fashion among
the redskins every day of the big fair.
The sports will include all sorts of
canoe races on the river, foot and horsec
races and tug of war on land in which
the females as well as the males will
participate. Ten Indian bands have
already entered the musical competi-
tion. The braves and their wives and
families from the most remote parts of
the province will also come to New
‘Westminster by their primitive modes
of conveyance and to some of them
this means perilous trips by water that
cannot be made in less than about two
months. While here the Indians will
be guests of the government and the
management of the fair. — Kamloops
Standard.

PLATINUM EXPERT VISITS.

Howard DuBois, the platinum ex-
pert, who has twice visited Cariboo in
search of platinum and osmiridum and
metals of the platinum family, left
Ashcroft yesterday to continue his in-
vestigations. At what particular points
in Cariboo Mr. DuBois will make in-
vestigations the Journal man was un-
able to discover. His office is in Phil-
adelphia, but most of the time he
spends traveling, on the hunt for pla-
tinum. That he is making a trip to
Cariboo at this time after making
quite a long visit there last year, raises
a suspicion that his people are of the
opinion that Cariboo is a favorable
field for the produétion of platinum,
osmirdum, etc. He will probably visit
Bullion. .

NEW DEPOSITS AT NORTH STAR.

Is Reported

Committee Finally Passes the
Measure After Prolonged
Discussion.

Minister of Justice Administers
Fitting Rebuke to Mr. Ross’
Bumptiousness.

Mr. Foster Offers a Seasible
Amendment Which Is Ac-
knowledged Fair,

From Our Own Correspondent.

TTAWA, June 27.—The battle over

the V., V. & E. bill was finally de-

termined in the house in committee

to-day. The opposition was not to
the construction of the V., V. & E. as a
Canadiap road on ‘Canadian territory,
but to the evident disposition of some
of its promoters to serve the interests of
J. J. Hill at all costs to Canadian en-
terprise and home development. The
opposition was successful in so far that
it succeeded in placing upon the govern-
ment the responsibility for authorizing
any diversions south of the international
boundary which may be required to over-
come the difficulties of construction on
the Canadian side. This responsx_bxhty
is still more strongly enforced in an
amendment whiech Mr. Foster gave no-
tice he will move when the bill comes
before the House. The meeting this
morning was the sixth upon which the
bill has been before the committee.

W. F. Tye, chief engineer of the C.
P. R., explained the routes of the Co-
lumbian and Western and the proposed
V., V. & E. roads. He spoke with knowl-
edge, having been engineer and made the
surveys for the Columbia and Western
and having been employed in connection
with other surveys in this region. He
declared it was reasonably possible to
find a route for the V., V. & K. all with-
in ‘Canadian territory and that there was
no reasoun for crossing into the States for
the eastern terminus of the railroad. He
also maintained that on 1,285 miles of
the general line with which the V., V.
‘& E. proposes to connect there was only
one branch tbat did not run to the north
and tap Canadian trade.

Mr. Foster then addressed the com-
anittee in opposition to the bill, which he
said would enable J. J. Hill to tap the
rich mining distriets of Brfitish Colum-
bia and take away its ores and have
them smeltered on the American side.
There was nothing this line would take
into Canada except a very few articles
that Canada herself might well produce.
These ores 'Canada should keep for her-
self and develop into the finished pro-
duct. They were becoming scarcer in
the States.

Dunean Ross declared the whole op-
position to the bill was bolstered up
by the C. P. R. monopoly.

The Minister of Justice replied with
emphasis that the C. P. R. monopoly
had nothing to do with it. The only
reason this bill was again before the
cammittee was that the V. V. & E.
wanted to divert its line south of the
boundary in the interests, it was said,

. of J. J. Hill, and those who were op-
posed to that had a perfect right to
have their own opinions respected.

Ralph Smith read a message from
several points urging the passage of
the bill. He quite admitted that the
people of these particular places want-
ed a railway that would run south
into the States.

“And if it weren’t for the markets
of the States,” declared Mr. Ralph
Smith, “there would not be an indus-
try in British Columbia.”

“What about the lumber industry?”
asked Mr. Bennett.

“That’'s an exception,” Mr.
admitted, amid laughter.

Mr. Henderson read a telegram from
the board of trade at Chilliwack urg-
ing their member, Mr. Kennedy, to
support an amendment compeling the
V. V. & E. to build from Princeton

. west, and to construct entirely in
Canadian territory.

After Mr. Kennedy had urged his
anxiety to get the railway as an ex-
planation of his position, a vote was
ordered to be taken on Section 3 of
the bill as amended at the previous
meeting. There was a good deal of
dissatisfaction at this, as the members
wanted to know if the adoption of the
section would prevent further amend-
ments, and Mr. Sproule raised a point
of order to that effect. ‘

The chairman declined to give a
direct ruling, and amid shouts from all
parts of the room declared Mr. Sproule
out of order, whereupon Mr. Sproule
appealed from the ruling of the chair,
but the doctor was not supported, the
vote being 106 to 28 against him.

The vote on the amended third sec-
tion, which enables the V. V. & E. to
make such connection on its railway
as the governor-in-couricil may deem
expedient for the purpose of avoiding
difficulties in construction, was then
put and carried by 78 yeas to 60 nays.

Mr. Foster then moved a new sec-
tion as follows:

“Provided that the
council shall grant no power
company to construct south of -the
international boundary line unless it
shall be shown to be necessary in
order to avoid engineering difficulties:
nor until ‘satisfactory guarantees have
been given that the line from Clover-
dale to Princeton shall be completed
on Canadian territory within a reason-
able time.”

Hon. Mr. Fielding urged that the
amendment be not moved in commit~
tee, but moved in the House, by which
time the government would consider
it and be prepared to state its policy
in regard thereto.

Mr. Foster agreed to this as fair. The
remaining clauses were adopted and the
bill ordered to be reported as amended.
' The following militia changes were
announced to-day: Rocky Mouxntain
Rangers Provisional Lieutenants H. R.
Townsend and R. A. Baird to retire; to
ibe provisional lieutenants, Archibald B.
MacKenzie and Archibald I. MacDon-
ald; gentlemen No. 2 Company, Lieut.

Germany’s Note
Is Reassuring

Answer to Frence’s Proposals
on Moroccan Situatlon
Allays Friction.

Insls-ts on Previous Overtures
In Friencdly But Firm
Tone.

Pariy. June 27.—Germany’s reply to
the French note on the subject of
Morocco was presented during a con-
ference at the foreign office today be-
tween Prince Radolin, the German
ambassador, and Premier Rouvier.
‘While most friendly in tone and lack-
ing a peremptory tone, Germany’s re-
sponse maintains the position that the
Moroccan question must be regulated
by a conference of the powers without
any agreement in-advance limiting the

to the

scope ‘of such conference. This was
accompanied by the presentation of
Germany’s general point of view in
such an amicable spirit as to disarm

isuspicion entertained concerning Ger-

many’s ulterior motives. It is thought
that Premier Rouvier will be prepared
to terminate the controversy either by
accepting the conference or submit-
ting counter propositions. However,
he informed Prince Radolin that n»>
decision will be made until the Ger-
man note had been submitted to the
council of ministers Friday.
Tension Has Diminished

Tension in official quarters has
notably diminished, and this is only
explainable on the theory that a cin-
ference will be accepted, as Germany’s
response does not make any notable
concession. However, the agreeable
tone adopted by Germany and the en-
tire absence of menace appear to make
the most favorable impression. This
is a most fortunate turn of affairs, for
while France sincerely seeks to avoid
a rupture, anything offensive to the
national pride might have inflamed
{)utlyllc opinion to a point beyond con-
rel.

Reports from foreign sources that
France recognizes Germany’s influ-
ence in .Persia as compensation for
the renunciation of that country’s
claims in Morocco have somewhat an-
noyed French officials, who in strenu-
ous~ terms authoritatively deny any
such understanding. Germany views
the rumor as a diplomatic ruse to ex-
cite diplomatic suspicion re Russia’s
agreement.

St. Petersburg, June 27.—Private dis-
patches from Paris say that Germany
has achieved a diplomatic victory over
France by reaching an agreement with
Premier Rouvier for a settlement cover-
ing not only Morocco, but other ques-
tions by which it is presumed ‘Germany,
like Great Britain, will secure compen-
sation for quit-claiming her interest in
Morocco. Germany’s quid pro quo, ac-
cording to report, will be obtained in the
near East in the recognition of her in-
fluence in Persia.

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Derelict Seen

Off Gaorioa Reef

Upturned Sloop Sighted From
Dolphin In Waters of Gulf
of Georgla,

Frelght Moving Quickly on the
Yukon — Heavy Travel on
Princess Victorla,

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

On June 20th when the steamer Dol-
phin was bound north she passed a dere-
lict sloop floating in the Gulf of Georgia
off Gabriola reef, with its mast still in
position, its bowsprit high in air and its
stern submerged. The sloop was a ves-
sel of séven or eight tons burden. News
of the finding of the derelict was given
in a letter received from a passenger on
the steamer who wrote from Ketchikan.
The writer states that the Dolphin ran
‘alongside the derelict and eireled about
[it for ten or fifteen minutes, it having
been sighted about two miles off Gabriola
reef, and says: “From its peculiar po-
sition it is evident that the vessel was
provided with an engine, and that the
weight in the stern was keeping the after
end down, while the air in the bow held
the hulk uPright and prevented it from
sinking. The mast was at the surface
of the water and between it and the up-
'per fastenings of the rigging a quantity
of seaweed and floating kelp was jam-
med. This would indicate that the dere-
lict had been in the water several days.
The mast being at the surface, with this
mass of weed at the outer end, acts as
a rudder and keeps the keel of the boat
aleays to the wind and sea, a position in
which the least resistance is offered, and,
unless run down, there is no reason why
it should not keep afloat for a very long
period. That the hull and house are
staunch is attested by the way the air
is held inside.

' “The hull had been newly painted a
bright green, with a white ribbon around
the main rail. The short bowsprit was
painted white, as was also the masthead.
The under-water body was freshly paint-
ed with brown metallic paint, ‘and an
iron bobstay had been treated with the
same material. The decks had recently
been put in condition, and an oar lash-
ed in the port rigging indicated that this
had not long been completed. No sail
was bent, and the topmast was brokemn
off short at the cap of the lower mast.
iThere was a small trunk cabin, about
eighteen inches high, rising above the
main deck, extending forward to the
mast; no deadlights or hatches were to
[be seen in the part of the cabin exposed,
and the forward end of it was rounded.
“All indications point to the fact that
this was a small auxiliary power boat
which had recently been put in order for
the summer season and was evidently
blown off the beach, having since been
drifting about at the mercy of the tides
and angry winds of the \Gulf of Georgia.
“There was no name forward nor any-
thing to denote the little craft’s owner-
ship, but the absence of a license number
is taken as an indication that it was not
a fishing boat, and it is probable that she
belongs to some resident of one or the
other of the towns along the Vancouver
island coast, or possibly at Nanaimo or
mox.

“After the officers of the Dolphin sat-
isfied themselves that there was nothing
to be done the vovaze northward was
‘resumed.”

INVESTIGATED SHELTER.

Capt. Townsend Takes Sounding in
San Josef Bay, on West Coast.

An Alberni correspondent writes that
on her last trip to the West Coast Capt.
Townsend of the steamer Queen City
made soundings in San Josef bay to as-
certain what kind of shelter was afford-
ed from a southeaster, which sweeps up
the open bay with tremendous force and
makes unchorage in the open bay almost
as dangerous as remaining outside and
fighting the storm. He found, after a
thorough examination, that the water ex-
tended almost to the shore, in a certain
part of the bay, to a depth of five fath-
oms, which will permit him, in times of
heavy weather to get fairly good protec-
tion from a southeasterly wind. San
Josef Bay is the only shelter afforded
between Quatsino sound and Cape Scott.
At the same time Capt. Townsend ex-
amined Sea Otter cove, and found it to
be a fine harbor for vessels drawing
seven or eight feet of water. Sea Otter
cove is a beautiful land locked inlet off
San Josef bay.

TRAVEL HEAVY.

Princess Victoria Now Carrying More
Passengers Than Last Season.

The Ohlo is eleven days at sea, but
is known to have been delayed by bad
boilers. The steamer Edith is out eighteen
days from Seattle for Cape Nome. The
Seattle Post-Intelligencer says the delay of
both the Ohio and the Edith is looked upon
a8 indicating that the steamers have en-
countered some trouble, the view generally

FOUNDERED OFF HORN.

British Ship Agnes Lost Off the Cape
During Snowstorm. -

The American ship Aryan, which reach-
ed -San Francisco on Monday, 169
from Baltimore, bringing the master and
ten members of the crew of the German
ship Agnes, and bringing news that the Ag-
nes foundered in a furious snowstorm off
Cape Hora.

The boat’s crew picked up by the Aryan
was but one of three which abandoned the
ill-fated Agnes before she sank. A care-
ful search over a wide expanse of sea for
traces of the other two missing boats
proved unavailing.

The Agnes was a vessel of 2,135 tons,
and sailed from Shields November 10 for
Valparaiso. She was spoken on January
10 in latitude 6 degrees south, longitude
23 degrees west. Since then she was on
the overdue list for some time, but was
finally crossed off as uninsurable, shipping
men having become convinced that she had
met disaster. :

Two
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PROGRESS OF WORK
ON C.P.R, HOTEL

Force of One Hundred Men to
Be Employed Shortly on
Huge Structure,

Probably few of those who daily pass
and repass upon the new causeway ever
pause to consider or ever fully realize
and appreciate the just magnitude of the
works which are going on steadily day
by day under their eyes, or recognize
how great is the volume of genius, labor
and material coustantly called into re-
quisition;- how great the continual flow
and circulatior of monetary expenditure
needed in the task of evolving out of
chaos a structure of the dimensions ap-
parent from the most cursory view of
the new C. P. R. hotel enterprise, the
foundations of which have just been
brought to a stage of satisfactory com-
pletion.

The stupendous work of the super-
structure is now about to be immediately
dealt with, and in view of the immense
benefits which must accrue to the trade
of the city alike incidentally during the
ceurse of construction as well as more
directly when the great edifice shall have
become the completed structural orna-
ment of the Bay. A representative wait-
ed upon the president of the construction
company yesterday for the purpose of
gleaning some detailed information con-
cerning a matter of so much public con-
cern,

“There you are,” exclaimed Mr. Bar-
rett, in reply to a request for kuowledge
concerning his bewildering domain, at
the same time indicating with a wave of
the hand the masses of material which
lay around. “You can tell the publie
what you see. The material is to a great
extent upon the ground, the remainder
rapidly coming forward. Of the steel
work, much of the column and girder
kind are already in evidence, and eleven
carloads are in process of delivery.

“Of the granite required, all is already
on the ground, having been brought down
by scow from Nelson island. There a
large number of men have been some
time employed in quarrying the stone.
“A similar gang of men are busy on
Haddington island hewing sandstone, of
which some twenty-two thousand feet
are required for trimmings. The body
of the building has been changed from
sandstone to grey brick, and of these a
huge quantity, amounting to over three
million, will be required.

“The stonemasons’ work is to com-
mence in about ten days’ time. Of stone-
masons I am taking all I can get. The
number may be about five and twenty,
and about a similar number of brick-
layers will commence work in about
three weeks.”

“Taking twelve fruit farms in On-
tario and twelve fruit farms here, you
will see better average results in Brit-
ish Columbia, in attention, care and
even varieties of fruits grown, than yon
will in any other part of Canada.
Many fruit growers in Ontario culti-
vate quite as enthusiastically as many
do here, but it is the average results I
am speaking of.

Eyes Opened

A. McNell of Ottawa Deeply Im-
pressed With What He Sees
; In British Columbia.

‘s tlere on Trip of Investigation
—Great Possibtlities on
This Island.

A. McNeill, chief of the fruit division
commissioners’ branch, department of
agriculture, Ottawa, is at the New Eng-
land. To a Colonist representative he
said: “I am here to familiarize myself,
and through me the department, with the
developments of the country and the po-
sition of the fruit industry.” The Domin-
ion Department of Agriculture has lately
been charged with the enforcement of
the fruit packing law, and it is my ob-
Ject to regulate the nature of the pre-
scribed packages to the best advantage
of all concerned. It may be explained
that the department of trades and com-
merce has traunsferred the fruit packing
law to the department  of agrieulture,
and I have been specially charged with
the enforcement of the same generally
throughgut the Dominion. This I pro-
pose doing through the medium of the
same officers as are inspectors adminis-
tering the Fruit Marks Act; as by this:
simple method the maximum of both
economy and dispateh will be secured.

‘I have visited,” continued Mr. Mec-
Neill, “your fruit merchants and dealers,
from whom I.have obtained much useful ;
information and I have gathered from |
them their views upon the existing dif-
ferences between the packages ‘they uase
and those sanctioned by law. The Ameri-
can packages used in the Californian
fruit trade, for instance, are well adapt-
ed for distant transport, whereas the
Canadian packages are better fitted for ;
mear-by markets—not - including the |

Northwest. . :
( “Plums, cherries, peaches, currants

market, near by. They did not put
the fruit up to last. When, however,
they secured far away markets they
continued to ship their surplus to these
markets in the same packages they
shipped to near points. The result was
inevitable failure, as far as the distant
shipments were concerned.

“Thus apart from all conditions of
climate and soil, British Columbia is
in better condition to appropriate the
markets of the prairie provinces, but
Jjust so far as the freight rates will al-
low them.

“As far as soil and climate are con=
cerned, however, I think the dry val-
leys, such as ths Okanagan, are most
suitable for fruit growing, when it is
considered that irrigation cost but $2
Per annum per acre. This cost is a
mere trifie as compared with the ad-
vantages of dry climate, as well as
abundant moisture for growth. The
dry atmosphere gives the shipping
texture. On my visit there was still
eough rainfall to keep the leaves a
deep green, therefore thers was a free-
dom of the worst of all fungi, the ap-
ple scab, and this healthy foliage gives
the trees almost a double capacity of
growing. The leaf is to a tree what
the lungs and stomach is to an animal.
If a horse has weak lungs and stom-
ach, it cannot perform its task. So it
is with a tree with scant foliage. The
green leaf means healthy fruit. Plenty
of moisture in the ground and rain
enough o keep the leaves from being
clogged with dust, is sure to be follow-
ed by a big crop of healthy fruit.

‘Another feature here is the freedom
from the codling moth and San Jose
scale, as well as the scab, and these
healthy conditions reduces the expense
of cultivation from $6 to $10 an acre.

“Speaking specifically, the British
Columbia methods and orchard prac-
tices, and the prevalence of clean cul-
ture is nothing short of remarkable.

“I did not see in my whole trip a
single orchard of any pretensions

jwhatever where clean culture was not

practiced.

“This is in marked contrast with
Eastern Canada, where carefully culti-
vated fruit orchards are a great excep-
tion. -

“In Ontario not more than ten per
cent of the orchards are clean cultured.

“The next rzint is the almost uni-
versal prevalence here of thinning out
the fruit, a practice I might say, which
is unknown in Ontario, among even the
best orchardists. The natural result
of thinning out-is that. the quality of
the fruit is much better. I make this
prediction, that in the nature of things

the cultivation of fruit will become a
scientific study here for all time among
fruit growers, and result in a high
standard of excellence, and for this
reason: In many of the valleys the
land is being rapidly sub-divided into
comparatively small lots, and among
those who have to make a living off
their lot. From the nature of the sit-
uation they cannot go in for the coars-
er products, such as grain or cattle,
which demand high freight rates in
comparison to their value, so they de-
vote the very greatest care to make as
much out of their fruit orchard as pos-
sible, and they will be exceedingly an-
xious to grow fruit that will command
the best prices in the markets, so that
at the most, the early vegetables will
be the only addition to their fruit crop.
So that in time there will be in British
Columbia a fruit and vegetable busi-
ness entirely out of proportion to the
amount of available land for such pur-
boses under ordinary conditions.
“The Ontarion farmer does not have to
grow fruit. He has plenty of land and
can raise grain and cattle, and it makes
him indifferent as to his fruit very
;)ftetllt, and as to his ‘method of market-
ng it. !
“From these facts the British Colum-
bia fruit grower should in the course
of time, entirely monopolize the mar-
kets of the prairie provinces.
“In the natural course of events the
British Columbia fruit should flow to
the East as far as possible. Let the
Ontario farmers try for the market if
they will, but their fruit should also go
eastward.
“In reference to the freight rates I
think a railway should not try to se-
cure all the tolls possible from an in-
dustry, and thus kill it in its infancy.
I think the fruit business should be
fostered here by the railway. The C.
P. R. have made concessions. I think
they. chould make further concessions.

“The three sources of supply are On-
tario, British Columbia and the States
to the south. Of these three sources
of supply certainly the one that should
receive the least consideration would
be the States to the south of us, though
in the matter of freight rates the re-
verse seems to be the case. Even On-
tario could afford to be generous inas-
much as the farmers there are capable
of engaging in a larger number of al-
ternative industries, and are not lim-
ited to any particular line.”

Mr. McNeill left for Vancouver Isl-
and today and’will return to Vancouver
Tuesday and proceed to Ottawa.

(In the Full Court.)

Jackson vs. Drake, Jackson &
Helmcken—This  was an appeal from
the judgment of Mr. Justice Irving,
who decided in favor of the plaintiff.
The dispute is in respect of a reduc-
tion of rent for certain premises
owned by Messrs. Drake & Jackson,
and occupied by the firm of Drake,
Jackson & Helmcken. A reduction of
$10 per month was made by one of
the owners, Mr. Drake, but the co-
owner, Mr. Jackson, did not feel bound
by this, and,claimed $6 per month as
his interest for the period the reduc-
tion was in force. Evidence was
given, however, to show that the two
partners agreed to the reduction. The
Full court decided in favor of the de-
fendant firm, and allowed the arppeal
with costs. 4

Log Raft Scheme

Capt. Robertson Is Planning to
Make Huge Shipments of
Island Timber.

Export Tax the Only Obstad.le
in the Way of the
Enterprise.

Captain H. R. Robertson, of ocean
raft fame, is on a visit to Victoria
and staying at the Driard. His ob-~
Ject ostensibly is change of air and
scene, and the desire to renew old
acquaintances of eight years ago. A
Colonist reporter yesterday found him
courteous but cryptic, but in the
course of a pleasant encounter en-
deavored by negative and inverse
methods to arrive at some interesting
result; hence it transpired that Cap-
tain Robertson. will not leave the
Island without devoting some atten-
tion to the furtherance of his pro-
Ject. .

There ig however, a certain tax
upon the export of timber which forms
& stumbling block in his path, a tax
designed, as he imagines, for the pro-
tection of the industry in home
waters, and distinctly beneficial for the
purpose for which it was imposed, but
in the unlooked-for event of a great
expansion of the timber trade in the
direction of the Orient, constituting,
in his estimation, a needless, and, he
believes, unintentional impediment to
business. The tax runs in a gradu-
ated manner, from 50 cents for small
to $5.50 for long timbers. It is long
timber that is required for the rafts.
But for the unwelcome discovery of
this import tax, there appears to be
no doubt, in Capt. Robertson’s mind,
of the successful establishment of a
great industry. :

“Were it not for that tax,” ejacu-

lated the captain, with a burst of in- .

cautious fervor, “I would put on a
hundred men right away and we
would do ten times more business
than all the mills in the country put
together; and it would not interfére
in the least with the existing trade of
the Island.

“Your trade, roughly speaking, is all
eastward. Take Shanghai as an ex-
ample. You send 5 per cent. of the
lumber that goes there; the rest is
from the States. 'We propose to take
the timber solid and cut it there as
may be required.

“The mills might oppose us? Yes;
but the reason would be that for the
class of long timber we require, we
can afford to pay a longer price than
they. Lumbermen also? Yes; they
are opposed to rafting on general prin-
ciples, but in both cases their opposi-
tion is based upon erroneous prem-
ises.

“All the way to the Skeena river
the country is covered with big tim-
ber. I propose to take- it from the
north end of this Island. I anticipate
no difficulty whatever in transport, al-
though it is a long tow—some forty
days or more. The worst weather on
the Pacific Coast, at any rate in the
northern latitudes, is between Cape
Flattery and San Francisco, and this
has been successfully negotiated over
and over again.

“With such a mass of material to
draw upon, it is a thousand pities that
from an apparently accidental cause,
an industry of such gigantic propor-
tions should remain undeveloped. I
say gigantic, for there is practically no
1imit as regards market in the Orient,
and under reasonable conditions the
enterprise could be made to pay, even
down to firewood.”

Captain Robertson will remain in the
city for a few days.

A NEW MINERAL.
Strange Composition Reported to
Have Been Found in Lillooet.

A Kootenay exchange publishes the
'following under the caption “A New
Mineral:”

" An unusual mineral has been found in
Lillooet, the -discovery having taken
place during the process of cleaning up
on the dredge of the Iowa company
which is operating on the upper reaches
of the Fraser river. A quantity of heavy
sand, having a grayish color and metal-
lic lustre, was found, and Dr. Heffman,
of the Federal Geological Survey Depart-
ment, to whom a sample was forwarded,
reports that it is made up of iron-nickel
alloy, 47 parts: platinum, 43, and other
minerals, 10. The “other minerals” com-
prised iridosmine, native gold, magnetic
oxide of iron, titahic iron quartz and gar-
nets. The ivon-nickel alloy is strongly
magunetic, and on analysis gave over 75
per cent. of mickel.

 There are only two instances known
where a mineral of similar composition
has been found, at Awatua Bay, N. Z.,
where it is found associated with gold,
platinum, tin, chrome-iron ore, etc., and
on the Elvo, in Piedmont, Italy, where

it is also associated with gold and other

minerals. Dr. Hoffman graciously pro-
poses that this new mineral shall be
 known as “Souesite,” after F. Soues, of
,lCIinto.n,‘who is one of the oldest gold

Impressions of a
C.P.R. Official

A. R. Creelman, K. ¢. Tells of His
Recent Visit to Vancouver
zland.

Makes Reference to the E. & N.
Deal and the Big Tourist
Hotel,’

The Montreal Star in its issue of June
20th, had the following: Mr. A. R.
COreelman, the general solicitor of the C.
P. R., returned from the West Saturday
afternoon, delighted with all that he saw
‘Wwhile en route. Mr. Creelman’s time
was pretty well occupied, as he was only
abseht from the city about three weeks,
during which time he completed arrange-
ments for the transfer of the Esquimalt
& Nanaimo railway to the C.P.R.

! This is a railway which starts at the
city of Vietoria, and runs through a
yery valaable section of the island of
‘Vancouver, the resources of which, min-
eral and otherwise, were such as to in-
duce the great trancontinental ra.lway
to take over the line in question.

“As far as I could judge,” said Mr.
Creelman, “the whole province - is de-
lighted to think that the C.P.R. has ex-
tended its_interests still further on the
island of Vancouver. When I reached
[Victoria, there were still some difficulties
connected with the trausfer of the line,
but I think:I have now provided for all
these.”
| Mr, Creelman pointed out that the
line was only seventy-eight miles long,
but he indicated at the same time that
swhat it lacked in length was amply’
compensated for by the value of the ter-
witory which it is designed to serve.

From Victoria, he said, it extended to
‘Wellington and Nanaimo, traversing be-
tween these points a fairly well settled
farming district, for most of the distance,
and tapping, at the northern end, the
coal districts of Ladysmith and Na-
naimo. It also reaches Mount Sicker
copper region and several other districts
where there are evidences of rich mines.
i While the resources along the line of
the railway are as yet comparatively un-
developed, there is a good supply of tim-
ber along the route and sawmills located
here and there in the neighborhood of
the railway. It is on this account, as a
guarantee that the resources of the island
will be fully developed in the next four
Yyears, that the people of British Colum-
bia hail the advent of the C.P.R. to the
island. .

Mr. Creelman said that on the trip
out he went right through to Vietoria
without stopping, and stayed there until
he had completed the transaction of the
Esquimalt & Nanaimo railway. “The
people of Victoria,” he added, “look to
a great expansion in their ecity through
the building of the company’s big hotel
at that point, and the company’s opera-
tion of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo rail-
'way. and the administration of the
lands.”

Speaking of the progress being made
upon the hotel at Victoria, which had,
he said, an irreprochable site af the head
of the harbor and in full view of the
stately parliamentary buildings, Mr,
Creelman observed that .the: foundation
had already been laid and the first storey
was now going up. Six storeys of the
hotel will be devoted to guests’
rooms, accommodation being ar-
ranged at present for over two
hundred - persons. All the rooms
will have bath rooms adjoining. Ample
provision has been made for rapidly
emptying the hotel in case of panic from
fire or other causes as all the corridors
flead to fire escapes. Crowning the build-
ing will be a handsome tower, beneath
which there will be arranged an observa-
tory from which a splendid view of the
district surrounding may be obtained.
|Altogether Mr. Creelman is of the opin-
ion that the new hote] will form a not
unworthy addition to the long list be-
longing to the company, now stretching
from the Atlantic to the Pacific.
¢ “When I reached Viectoria in May,”
said Mr. Creelman, “the roses were in
full bloom and had been for some weeks.
The climate was almost tropical. And
Victoria is one of the most delightful
cities in ‘Canada in which to live.”

Fish Poachers
| Are Warned

Capt. Newcomb of D.G. 8. Kes-
trel 8ays They Know When
to Dodge iils Vessel.

Anna Arrives for Lumber— -Excur-
sions to Vancouver—Min-
nesota’s Mishap,

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

D. G. 8. Kestrel has returned from an-
other trip to the fishing grounds of He-
cate straits in search of poachers, and
she reports that United States fishermen
are constantly advised regarding the
movements of the vessel. Telegrams are
sent to Seattle, whence news is sent
north. It is written that no foreign fish-
ing vessel may operate within the three-
mile limit, if it is found out, and the Kes-
trel developed a habit of dropping into
Hecate straits before the Yankee sailing
vessels could get well clear of the dan-
ger zome, says the Vancouver
While they were never captured, the
hearts of the skippers must have been in
their mouths on several occasions, and
something had to be done to prevent the
captains from becoming nervous wrecks.
The trouble was that even if they did
not want to poach they would often be
forced to run inside the harbors for
shelter from storms or to avoid the dan-
igers of a strong tide in a calm.

' With the Yankees. to see a necessity is
to meet it, and Captain Newcomb, re-
ports that the sailing vessels have all
left Hecate Straits and have gone to the
west coast, their places being taken by
two steamers and three gasoline vessels,
independent of wind and tide, and much
better able to get out of the way than
a sailer. It may be placed to the credit
of the Kestrel, also, that she has caused
a new style of steamer to be built. The
three gasoline launches are about 2Q or
25 ton boats and the propelling of such
large craft by gasoline is a new depar-
ture, brought about by the exigencies the
Kestrel has made,

While Capt. Newcomb states that he
has little doubt that the Yankees dash
into British Columbia waters and poach
a good cargo once in a while, he says
they do pot now make a practice of it,
the various white fishermen and Indians
up the coast having no reports to make
about them. A feature of the new order
of 'things is the establishment of an in-
telligence department by which the Yan-
kees know, the hour at which the Kes-
trel leaves this port for the north. Word
is sent up from Seattle to the foreign
! fleet in Hecate straits and arrives before
| the steamer. Captain Newcomb learned
of this from a Yankee shipper, who,
laughingly, told him exactly when he
sailed for the banks.

BURNING YUKON. COAL.
Steamers of Yukon Service Using Fuel
From®'the Northern Mines.

. According to Dawson newspapers, the
steamers of the Yukon fleet are now
using coal taken from the mines at Tan-
talus. The”“Yukon World says the
steamer Bonanza King arrived at Daw-
son on June 13th with sixty ‘tons of
Tantalus coal, and the steamer was burn-
ing coal from the Tantalus mines. The
Yukon World says: ‘“Her furnaces were
altered last 'year for tests of the Ta_n-
talus coal, and the test proved so satis-
factory that a contract was made with
Captain Miller, of the Tantalus ceal
mines, for some four thousand tons of
the coal for the use of the White Pass

steamers during the present season. ;

Four other boats on their second trips
to Dawson this season will use the coal
as fuel. These are the 'Columbia, Can-
adian, Victorian and the Casca. The
necessary alterations in the fire boxes
of the first three named will be made
at Whitehorse before starting on their
next trip down the river, and they will
come in under coal.

This is liable to work a temporary
hardship on the wood camp men, but
they will probably succeed in obtaining
employment in the collieries along the
upper Yukon, of which that of Tantalus
is not the only one.

NEWS FROM NELSON.

Fruit Growers Jubilant Owing to the
Great Demand.

Nelson, June 27.—Small fruit-grow-
ers here are jubilant, not only because
of the abundance of the crop which is
Jjust coming in, but because of the de-
mand, which is much greater than the
supply. The Dominion Express Com-
pany has put on a special car for
fruit twice 'a. week between here and
Winnipeg to meet the growing de-,
mands of the market. Wholesale deal-
ers here declare that the demand for
Kootenay strawberries is so great that
they cannot supply one half of the
orders. One farmer here, A. B. Shan-
non, brought in yesterday several
crates of well-graded strawberries,

the ordinary berry on the market runs
about sixty to the pound. The fruit
is particularly well colored, and is
more than ordinarily sweet. The
other small fruits, such as raspberries
and cherries, are also promising well.
One farmer reports that his cherry
trees last year yielded him $20 apiece.
The news of the sale of the Gooder-
ham interests in the War Eagle, Cen-
tre Star and St. Eugene mines has re-
lieved the tension in lead mining cir-
cles. As long as the St. Eugene, the
principal producer of lead, was ex-
porting to KFuropean smelters, the
local smelter here was likely to go
short of ore. Many of the lead mines
in the nearer vicinity of Nelson also
produce zinc, and they are unwilling
to ship until an installation of zine
Sseparators gives an opportunity for
the marketing of zinec. Hence the
dry ore belt in the Slocan, where many
Washington mining men are deeply
interested, cannot easily find a market
for their ores, principally needed as a
flux. But with the St. Eugene in the
control of-<the Trail smelter and of the
C. P. R, there is no likelihood of such
foreign shipments. Hence the local |
smelters will be supplied, and hence'
can give a favorable rate to the Slocan
mines.

Merchants Tell of
Trade Prospects

Indications That Commercially
Victoria Is on the Eve of
“Good Times.”

—

Collections Good and Demend
for Provisions Is Steadily
Increasing,

In view of the mauny important influ-
ences of a commercial and industrial na-
ture which are at the moment arresting
the careful attention of business men, a
Colonist reporter yesterday waited upon
the heads of some of the prominent
'whples_ale houses with a view to getting
]thell{r impressious as to the trade out-
ook,

. Messrs. Pither & Leiser report that
the trade of the season has hardly yet
opened.' Nevertheless, so far the volume
of business this year shows a marked
improvement upon last. The northern
-busmcss_ls opening som>what later than
usual this year, but the prospects are of
a distinctly favorable nature. Next
month is the month for shipping to the
north, but already several considerable
shipments to Dawson, Whitehorse and
Atlin have gone forward. “There are de-
ve}opments,” said they, ‘“pending and im-
minent on Vancouver island upon which
our serious attention is fixed with the
h'ope and intention of securing a propor-
tion of the trade benefits which may
shortly accrue; whilst on the mainland
the advance of railway construction in
upper British Columbia is destined to
create potentialities for every enterpris-
ing man of business of a very satisfac-
tory and reassuring pature.”

B, H. Wilson, of the firm of Wilson
Bros., finds that on the whole the posi-
tion of business is satisfactory and about
on a par with last year. The trouble at
Nanaimo is to be regretted as detrimental
to trade interests, but other influences
more than counterbalancé this local and
temporary hitch. “The lumber industry
in Hast Kootenay is quite a factor in
our business,” said Mr. Wilson, “and as’
they are shipping heavily to the North-
‘west now, practically all the mills are
running full time and the demand for
goods is naturally created to an extent
eminently satisfactory to us.

e far as this firm is concerned, the
great extension of the fishing and can-
ning industry affects us little, but it has
its d:stxnct'tavora-ble influence on the
trade of this city. In the ranching and
fruit growing sections of the country the
conditions are very much better than
they were, owing to recent development
of the industry and greater shipping fa-
cilities. In the matter of railway exten-
sion, though a_certain amount of con-
struction is going on, there is not that
development that was hoped for earlier
in the year.

““With the one exception of Nanaimo,
trade all over the country may be de-
scribed as fairly satisfactory.”

serious point. Secattered disturbances
continue, but order has been generally
restored.
Warsaw, June 28.—The Associated
Press learned late to-day that the pro-
posed mobilization in Russian Poland
will be confined to certain country dis-
tricts of the southern provinces of Po-
land, exemption Warsaw and Lodz,
where orders have been given to take in
from the reserves the sufficient number
of men to make up the regular comple-
ments of regiments which have been re-
duced in strength by sending men to the
Far Hast, thus keeping up the full
strength of the regiments on duty in Rus-
sian Poland.

At Esquimalt

Cruiser Boston of the U. 8. Navy
Anchored Yesterday to Buoy
at Esquimalt

Will Remain Until 8unday—Ger§
man Crulser Falke Is.
Coming Here.

The U. S. S. Boston, a cruiser be-
longing to Admiral Goodrich’s fleet,
which has been engaged in firing prac-
tice off Port Angeles for some days,
arrived at Esquimalt yesterday and
will spend several days at the naval
harbor. i

The Boston will remain at anchor
in Esquimalt harbor until Sunday,
when she will leave on a visit to
Puget Sound points. The other ves-
sels of Admiral Goodrich’s squadron—
the flagship Chicago, cruiser Marble-
head and torpedo destroyer Perry—
will leave Port Angeles today for
Sitka, on a cruise through Alaskan
waters.

The fleet has been staying at Port-
land, and left .the Columbia river port
at the close of last week, coming
north' to’ Port Angeles, whence the
Boston came yesterday to Victoria.
She will be thrown open to visitors
during the afternoons while she re-
mains in port.

Another - warship expected here
shortly is the German cruiser Falke.
The Falke is a fourth-class German
cruiser, and, like the vessels of Uncle
Sam, she is en route to Sitka, after a
cruise of Southern and Central Amer-
ican coasts. The Falke, which came
into notice during the Samoan war,
was built in 1891, and it is five years
since ‘she last went into commission.
Four years of that time she was sta-
tioned on the Atlantic. She has been
on the Pacific Coast about twelve
months. :

She is a vessel of 1,762 tons, and can
make about 16 knets. She carries
eight 4-inch guns, five 1%-inch, and
four Maxims. She is equipped with
two torpedo tubes.

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the province. Along with Mr. Justice
Walkem: and the late C. Booth, after
fighting the battle of responsible gov-
ernment.. he was returned as the
Second of the three members from the
Cariboo district’ to the first provincial
bparliament - of ' British Columbia.

His parliamentary experience ex-
tended over sixteen years, and he was
recognized in the assembly as a for-
cible speaker and strong debater. For
many years he was chairman of sup-
ply and.deputy speaker, his thorough
knowledge of parliamentary procedure
fully entitling him to that honorable
position.

In 1872 he joined the engineering
staff of the Canadian Pacific railway,
soon becoming divisional engineer, and
for ten years was engaged in engineer-
ing and exploration in connection with
that road in every part of the prov-
ince.

In 1876, on the recommendation of
Sir Sandford Fleming, he was selected
by the Dominion government to define
the international boundary line on the
Stikine river between the Dominion of
Canada and the United States terri-
tory of Alaska. This important work,
involving as it did the interpretation
of the convention of 1825 was per-
formed by Mr. Hunter in a highly able
and satisfactory manner. Copies of
his plan and report were deposited in
the archives at Ottawa, ‘Washington
and. Downing Street, and the “Hunter
Survey” was frequently referred to by
the tribunal which recently, gave final-
ity to this international question. Mr.
Hunter's report was also the subject
of criticism and review bafore the
same distinguished tribunal by whom
the boundary which he established was
accepted, a circumstance greatly re-
dounding to Mr. Hunter's credit.

In 1887 he explored and reported on
the Pine River pass as a railway
route through the Rocky mountains.
In 1883, under the instructions of the
late Hon. Robert Dunsmuir, Mr.
Huntre commenced the location of the
E. & N. railway, which was construct-
ed under his supervision. On its com-
pletion he organized the operating and
traffic departments, and for 25 years as
general superintendent and chief en-
gineer has responsible for the
management of the road and all con-
necting interests.

Latterly he has held the positions
of director and vice-president of the
company. During a short leave of
absence, in conjunction with Mr H.
P. Bell, he designed the Quesnel dam,
which was afterwards built under Mr.
| Hunter’s supervision, and still re-
‘mains, a proof of his skill as an en-
gineer.
