BEECHER’S FARMING.
sl 2
Mark Twain Describes the Method by

Rising. ®

Mark Twain has written of Mr, Beecher’s
farm on the Hudson river as follows :
““ Mr. Beecher’s farm iste of 36 acres,
and is carried out on scientific principles,
He never puts in a plant or » crop without
consulting his book. He plows and digs
and reaps and sows on the best authorities,
and the authorities cost more than the other
farming implements do. As soon as the
library is complete the farm will be a pro-
fitable investment.  But book farming has
its drawbacks., Upon one occasion, when
it seemed motally. certain that the
ought to be cut, the hay book could not be
found, and before it was foani it was too
late, and the hay was all spoiled. Mr.
Beecher raises some of the best crops of
wheat in the country, but the unfavorable
difference between the cost of producing it
and its market value after it is produced
has interfered cousiderably with its success
as a commercial enterprice, His

He does not mind this, be-
cause he never expects to make an thing
on corn, And anyway it turns out ga has
the excitement of raising the hog, whether
he gets the worth of him or not. %il straw-
berries would be a comfortable snccess if the
robins would eat turnips, but they won't
and hence the difficulty. One of Mr.
Beecher’s most harrassing difficulties in his
farmingoperations comes of the close re-
semblance of the different sort of seeds
and plants to each other. Two years ago

This isnot the result
that in the interest of Canada we have
wished to see ; we have contended that for
the country’s good we should have three
through roads—the Pacific, the Grand
Trunk, and the Great Western, with new
eastern connections. It would have been
worth the country’s while to have made an
effort to secure this, but the opportunity is
gone, and now we must lay our account
with having only two great through lipes
in all Canada—the Grand Trunk and the
Pacific. - Three would have been better—a
very great deal better—for the Dominion
generally, and for the province of Ontario
above all. We must now content ourselves
with two, and make the best of it.

A
changed prospects, this-—greatly changed
indeed from what it was when the Credit
Valley not long ago was considered a
“‘gone up” concern. The Credit Valley
road has not passed iuto the hands of the
_syndicate exactly ; but it is said that
Mr, George Stephen, the head of the
syndicate, holds as his own private pro-
perty a controlling interest in it. The
futuire disposal of the Toronto, Grey and
Bruce,-and the Northern and Northwestern,
is matter for speculation ; whether these
roads, or either of them, will join the
Grand Trunk or the Canadian Pacific rail-
way, or remain independent, remains to be
seen. The probabilities appear altogether
in favor of a junction with one or other of
the two great railway powers of Canada.

To-day; no doubt, the Globe will come
out raging, and will storm its loudest to
the effect that the free people of this Canada
never, never will permit the fusion scheme
to be consummated ; and that public opinion
will compel parliament to refuse its sanc-
tion to the arrangement. We don’t think
that anything that parliament is likely to
do will amount to much as a means of pre-
venting the amalgamation, if the pro-
prietors of both roads respectively be
determined upon it. They will insist
upon their right to do what they please
with their own, and they will find means
of doing it, too, in spite of anything that
parliament is likely to attempt. The
Globe’s vaporing about locking the stable
door after the steed has gone, will amount
to nothing at all. Had our big conten.po-
rary three months ago takeu the line that
the World then took, and thrown all its
influence against the bills then before the
lozal honse for amalgamation east
of Toronto, and competition west of i,
there might have heen anuther tale to tell
to-dey. But the Globé was then, as it
always has been, possessed with the idea of
free trade in railways, and argued that
every charter applied for should be granted,

*if only no demand was made’ for public
money. There are reasons” for believing
that railway legislation in the local house
last session, when every bill that
favored the Grand Trunk and every
bill calculated to injure the Great
Western was passed, las weighed
heavily with Great Western proprietors,
causing them to take the view that the
fight for preserving the separate identity
and independence of thoir road was hope-
less, and that they might as well give up
and take the best the Grand Trank could
be induced to give them. These local
railway bills, all favoring the Grard Trunk
and directed against the Great Western,
were the few last straws that broke the
camel’s back. And the Globe may reflect
on the fact that it helped to pile them on.

The deed is now virtually done, however,
it is no use crying over spilt milk ; rather
let us accept the situation, as indeed we
must, and make the best of it. We are
to have only two great railway powers in
Canada, the Grand Trunk and the Syndi-
cate. Our efforts should now be directed
to the securing of perfect fair play to both,
the proportion of competition between the
two and the prevention of amalgamation.
To secure all this is the interest of the Do-
minion generally, and of this province in
particular. And we may suggest that the
local interests of Toronto, as affected by
the great railway deal, may well epgage
the immediate and very earnest attention
of our citizens. The World has for some
time back been reiterating this important
truth, that the new Pacihc railway arrange-
ment, with the accession of the Syndicate,
was precipitating a railway revolution in
Canada. The view was advanced. that
in creating the new combany and
handing over the Pacific road to it we were
not merely providing for connection with
Manitoba and other provinces yet to be in
the Northwest, but were also revolation-
izing the railway system of the old pro-
vinces—that of Ontario above sll. Per-
haps some of the sleepy-heads of the press,
who say nothing of ail this three or fou,
months ago, may begin to “see it” now,
