The President’s Message to England.

ToroNTO, Jan. 18, 1800.
The Editor of The Charity Organisation Re-
view, London, England:

Str: The Conference of Associated Charities of
Toronto, of which I am the chairmen, has directed

your columns to address a word of warning to
persons who may be intending to emigrate to
Canada.

We have no wish to deter from emigration any
who may have satisfled themselves that they will
find employment in Canada, and who choose the
proper season for arriving here. But neglect of
these conditions has often led to distressing cases
of misdi emigration, some of which are now
before us.

For all the lighter and more intellectual call-
ings, such as those of clerks and shopmen, the
market here is already overstocked, and even
patives find it difficult to obtain employment of
that kind.

For farm laborers there is still a demand in this
province: there is alsg a demand for domestic
servants. The demand for mechanics is com-
paratively ‘small, althq h some emigrants of
that class still do well. But farm laborers and
mechanics connected with the buil trade
should take care to come in the spring when the
season is opening, not, as they have too frequent-
ly done, in the late summer or the autumn, when

e season is about to close.

In the week, Jan. 8 to 10 of this year, the St.
Geo:x-ﬁe‘s Society, which confines its assistance to
English emigrants, received 33 b:rplicauons for
rellef. - It s{xnpears rom returns before us that of
the people’ in this city not less than 4 per cent.,
including probably a large proportion of emi-
grants or newcomers, have been receiving relief
of some kind.

The notion, commonly entertained, that living
is cheaper in the Colony than in the Old Country
is unfounded. It is calculated on the contrary,
that the cost of living in Toronto for a working
man is about 85 per cent.
