Games for Young Children.

During the long winter evenings it is
well for the young folks of all ages to know
some amusing gawmes so as to pass the time
pleasantly when a lot of them get together.
Here are a few :

“Fling the towel” Let the company
form a circle, with one of the players in
the centre. One member of the circle then
flings a large towel, aiming to hit some
other member. If the player in the mid-
dle is adroit enough to intercept it and
catches the towel on_ its way across the
ring, he takes the place of the one who
threw it, who then takes his stand in the
middle. If.it hits the one at whom it was
aimed, he must try tp get rid of it by
throwing it to another player before the
one stationed in the middle can catch it.

The game of *‘Santa Claus,” which is
not unlike that called * Donkey,” is great
fun. Tack upon the wall a big white
sheet. Make a large paper Santa Claus;
cat off his head, his feet, his arms, legs and
pack ; cut off his ears and nose; cut out
his eyes and paste his body on the sheet.

The olose of the year seems to be a fit-
ting time to review some of the events
which have characterized its short life. As
a matter of necessity such a review, in-
tended for newspaper use only, must be
both short and imperfect. In the field of
scientific research, 1890 has not been be-
hind its predecessors in results beneficial
to mankind, and it would take volumes to
make a full record of these instead of the
small space at our command. In the

must be noted the great advances made in
bacteriology. The presence of microbes in
the sputa of persons suffering from the
various fatal diseases to which men and
women are subject, have led to the belief
that these diseases are caused by & microbic
organism, and that each of these diseascs
is the prodact of its own distinet and
special microbe. Thus have the researches
of scientific discovery described the microbe:
causing scarlet fever, pneumonia, typhoid
fever, diphtheria, tuberculosis, and phthisis,
and efforts are now being made to discover
the means to destroy these fatal enemies
te our race. 'The year just passing away
has witnessed the discovery by Doctor
Koch, of Berlin, of a lymph which is be-
lieved to be a specific antidote against the
ravages made by the microbe which is
supposed to cause the tuberculosis and
phthisis. Should the predictions of the
_ -discovery prove true he will be regarded
as a benefactor of mankind of no mean
order, and 1890 will be coupled with his
name forever. It is devoutly to be wished
for, that this discovery will he followed by
similar ones in relation to other diseases,
and, as & matter of fact, it has just been
announced that a celebrated French physi
cian has discovered the means of destroy
ing the microbic cause of diphtheria. In

Fire at Yarmouth,
PRINCESS BLOUK, ONE OF FINEST IN PRO-
VINCES, ENTIRELY DESTROYED.

Yarmouth, Dec. 28.— Yarmouth had its
visitation from fire last night and at one
time it looked us though the whole town
must go. - As it is, one of the handsomest
brick blocks in the lower provinces is in
ashes, and after seventeen hours hard work
the fireman. are still on duty. About 12
o'clock last night fire was discovered in the
Princess.block, a three-story brick block
with splendid plate gles front, extending
over two stories, occupied by Viets & Den+
pis, dry goods merchants, and Geo. S. Tay-
lor, manufacturing tailor. - The fire was in
the basement and not being visible from
the front the whole cellar was a perfect
furnace before the alarm was sounded.

The fire departmenf, when they got
down to work, did nobly, but when the
fire got into, the elevator shaft the flames
shot up this flue, and in a moment the in-
flammable contents of every floor burséiuto
flames at once. Still the firemen.doggedly
worked away, but Yarmouth . becane
alarmed and'stores all - around” were. torn
open, goods bedraggled and tumbled on
trugks and borne off by hand, for it looked
a9 though the whole centre of the town
must go. The plate glass and iron front
of the building gave way with a tremen-
dous crash, and the flames shot acness the
street like discharges from unon’s
mouth.

THE DUTY ON FISH.

Toronto, Dec. 28.—A Washington special
says the treasury departiment has construact-
ed the provision of the new tariff act re-
lative to the free entry of fish to mean that |
fish caught by Canadian fishermen, even if
brought in by United States fishermen as
fish buyers who have supplied the tackle,
ete., shall not be entitled to free entry.

SHOW SERIOUS SHRINKAGE.

Ottawa, Dec. he official returns of
the exports from and imports into the
Dominion for November show serious
shrinkage in the country’s trade compared
with the figures for the same month last
year. The total exports for. the month
were valued at $9,374,845, compared with
£10,057,668 in November last year. The
imports amounted to $8,001,305, against
20,132,431 in November, 1889, and the
customs receipts were $160,000 less than in
the same mouth last year:

In consequence of this a
Bi!l in relation thereto was sent from the
Council, for the concurrence of the Assem-
bly, en the 8th of August, and the Bill
passed the house on the 15th of the same
month, and received the assent of the Gov-
ernor. One of the provisions of this act
was that the Judges were to receive no pay
for their first year's services.
FOUR JUDGES

were at once appointed for this county, and
the first name on the list was that of Jona-
than Hoar.

From
this date he was usually styled ‘‘Judge”
Hoar, though he still continued to recom-
mend all the militia appointments for the
county.

In the election of 1765 colonel Hoar was
chosen to represent the township of Anna-
polis, and was a member of the House
when Granville received its first represent-
ation in the person of Henry Munro, and
we think he contintied to serve until 1770,
when Obadiah Wheelock was chosen to
succeed him. It is an interesting fact that
deserves record that both Hoar and his
successor, Wheelock, were both Louisburg
and Quebec men, and were present, with
the colonial forces, in the capture of both
of these strongholds of France. Several
etters of his addressed to Bulkeley, pro-
vincial secretary are to be found in the
MSS. archives of the provinces, one of
which goes to prove that he was resident
in Annapolis in 1763, and from that time
till 1768, and more or less until 1780, when
he died. His death, however, occurred in
Massachusetts, his native colony. His es-
tate was administered on by Colonel Prince
and consisted largely in real property.
Besides the 500 acres granted him near
Annapolis, he had a grant of 1000 acres
covering the west shore of Bear river, and
some 700 in other sec'ions of the county.
The whole of these 2200 acres were sold to
close his estate and were bought by the
jate John Ritchie, grandfather of the
Chief Justice of Canada for the munificent
sum of £20!!

Judge Hoar, from what we can glean of
his character, was respected by all with
whom he came in contact. As a judge he
geems to have discharged his duties with
impartiality and kindness of demeanor, as
a soldier, his personal courage was without
blot, and he was prompt and judicious in
fillibg the position he occupied, and as =
man he was honored for his courteous con-
duct to those around, generous in his
actions and thoughts, and always ready to
acknowledge merits in those who served
him. It cannot therefore be wondered at
that he was popular and a very general
favorite. -As we have said of his legisla-
tive colleague—Phillips—he contributed
much toward the welfare, generality, and
kindliness of the social circles of that early
day in the old eapital.

The Horse.

FEEDING FOR GROWTIL
The supply of really good horses is not
equul to the demand;, while the reverse is
the case with scrubs, Good brood mares
that will be able to do a sufficient amount
of work to pay for the keep will answer
every purpose on the farm fully as well as
geldings, and if they are properly bred will
bring a colt that will pay & good profit for
breeding. Every farmer or breeder who
has kept an account knows that it costs
but little more to keep a good colt and to
keep it well than it does a poor one that at
best will make unsatisfactory growth. One
of the principal items in raising a good colt
cheaply is & good pasture, One seeded to
blue grass is the best because it is fully as
putritious and less bulky. All through the
growing season grass can be made the
principal n, and one advantage with
blue grass is that it starts to grow very
ly in the spring, and in anything like a
cason will continue to grow until cold
weather in the fall. It will stand tramp-
ing better than any other variety and will
make a smoother growth on a colt than
\ more bulky grass.
During the winter clean hay or fodder
should make a rough feed while oats is the
l best grain ration. - A quart of oats fed daily
during the summer and two or thred®quarts
‘ during the winter with plenty of hay or
grass will secure a better development of
bone and muscle and a smoother, hardier
animal than almost any other ration. Good
shelter is nccessary diring the winter so as
to ke mfortable. The advantage with
|a good shelter is that it lessens very
| material the amount of grain. Colts
.d not be pushed, but it is necessary to
maintain a steady growth from birth to
maturity, secking at the same time to bave
it uniform and secure a- good development.
l Give an opportunity for exercise. This is
of more importance with growing colts than
| with any other ¢ of stotk, and during
1 the winter they should be turned out every
l‘]uy that weather will permit.
