In Besleged Mafeking.

Writing January 20, after théDfirst one
bundred days of siege had been completed.
A correspondent to an English paper says :
We have now begun to prepare for an in-
definite sojourn in Mafeking, and almost all
food stuffs beyond a few luxaries have been
taken over by the military authorities. ~Al-
though we have enough food to last several
months, this precaution is npecessary, as
when the siege is raised many weeks must
elspse before supplies can come in. The
garrison has been put upon a scale of reduc-
ed rations—one-half pound of bread and one-
half pound of meata dsy. The reduction of
bread took place in the early part of the
year, while the orders in relation to the
meat supply were iseued during this week.
Matches and milk are probibited for public
sale, and the latest order prevents the shops
from opening pplies of biscuits, tea
and sugar—preserves also—bave been com-
mandeered. It is perhaps difficult to define

ly what in the present circumstances
are luxaries, but, lesy there should be any
doubt upon the point, ‘the price of every
variety of d ible has been inflated to an
abnormal value. The shopkeepers and the
hote] proprietors, and indeed anybody who
can find ap g:dble excuse for doing so,
have tnbleg the price of their goods, pf -
ing that the inflation is due to the siege.

Lady Sarah Wilson, aleo shut up in Maf-
eking, writing to The Daily Mail, gives the
woman’s poiat of view, as follows :

There is -omal.hin?n very cowardly in the
fairly regular evening shell from the big
gun, whick: is usually loaded and simed a.
sundown and fired off between 8 and 9 p. mt
or even later, over a partially sleeping town,
very early hours being kept hére, when the
Boers must know men and women may be
killed indiscriminately.

With three
large port-holes for windows, it much
resembies the cabin of & yacht, and its effi-
ciency has been thoroughly tested, as it is,
1 think, the only shelter in the town on top
of which & ninety-four pound shell actually
exploded —without even making the glasses
jingle or disturbing vavious war trophies
hung on the walls inside.

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—The famide in India is, we believe,
greater calamity than our people at present
can comprehend. Generous givers in this
land of plenty have contributed liberally to
the relief fund and will be interested to read
some official report of the dreadful condition
prevailing in the famine district. For hu-
manity's sake the appeal for help in this
emergency is still being made, and is meeting
with sympathetic responses. When we con-
sider that ten times the population of our
own Dominion are on the very verge of
starvation in India, and that the gaunt
actuality is causing thousands of deaths
smong the native people, we can readily un-
derstand that subscriptions to the relief
fund now are as valuable as they werein the
@ rly stages of the famine. The United
States Consul at Bombay has just made a
report to the State Department, in which he
declares that the returns of people in distress
in India far exceed those recorded during the
initial stage of the famine three years ago.
At this period of that famine only a million
persons were receiving government relief in
all India ; to-day the official estimate places
the number at between four and five millions,
and the daily expenditure at about ninety
thousand dollars. The famine district em-
braces an area of about three hundred thous-
and equare miles, with a population of forty
millions of soule. To this should be added
a further area of about half the size and with
about half the population, in which scarcity
and distress prevail, but which is not really
famine stricken. Both the general govern:
ment of India and the various local govern-
ments have been liberal in providing relief
works, but as the most trying period of the
famine is now about to be expérienced, it is
& question whether the resources of the

. government will be equal to the strain.

The New York Outlook dealing with the
situation says: This famine emphasizes that
international responsibility the recognition
of which forms one of the characteristic fea-
tures of our age. If India were not a part
of the British Empire, there neither would
be nor could be the governmental relief
which is now provided, and which, though
inadequate for entire succor, is a great and
sorely needed relief. Because England has
the governmental responsibility for India
she has a responsibility beyond that of merely
governing, and in some measure at least
realizesit. * * * In an address to the
Imperial Legislative Council, Lord Curzon,
Viceroy of India, has called attention to this
feature in the present distress. During the
last famine, all the world, said he, seemed to
share India's sorrow, and all the world con-
tributed to alleviate its distress. At the
present time the thoughts of almost every
Eoglishmaa throughout the Empire are fixed
upon the war in South Africa. Meanwhile
the Indian ryot looks with heavy heart into
the future, and says, ‘“ God has taken away
my food; what shall I do?” From the Ma-
dura Mission of the American Board we
learn that in a large part of its territory but
one-twentieth of last-year's crop can be
realized this year.

~—The prohibition question has again
practically received its quietus in the Domin-
ion parliament and the methods employed
in its defeat must be decidedly aggravating
to the friends of the cause, generally. Mr.
Flint, of Yarmouth, and Mr. McClure, of
Colchester, are both pronounced parliament-
ary champions of the cause, and yet it is
plain to be seen that both have knowingly
aided in shelving any attempt to obtain pro-
hibitory legislation. These men are in a
poeition, acting in harmony, to obtain from
the government a direct expression of their
intentions with regard to such legislation,
but their disagreement has simply saved
parliament from taking any stand in the
matter, and the electorate of Canada will be
forced to bide awhile longer before knowing
just how their representatives propose to
deal with a proposition that has their sanc-
tion through the plebiscite. Mr. Flint asks
for Provincial prohibition, and Mr. McClure
for Dominion probibition, and the general
opinion must be that they are merely tools
in, the hands of their parliamentary asso-
ciates to excuse them from the performance
of a duty, as a legislative body, to the peo-
ple they govern. It is not because the im-
portance of the question is doubted, that
parliament thus shirks a vote, but rather
because its very importance is dreaded. To
favor the temperance cause and antagonize
the liquor interests or vice versa would be to
develop the pivotal point upon which the ap-
proaching election will turn. As a matter
of fact neither political party is prepared to
place the prohibition plank in its platform
in spite of the result of the plebiscite, for the
liquor interests, thoroughly organized and
possessing an influence altogether too great
for their actual numerical strength, are
credited with abnormal strength in a battle
of the ballots. When the temperance peo-
ple show & like organization and a propor-
tionate strength, then parliament will cater
to their wishes. At present they are evi-
dently regarded by legislators as a body
with weak convictions and disorganized ef-
forts. It is possible that parliament has
made & mistake in judging of the present by
the records of the past—the next few months
will decide. Temperance people must now
understand that they have little to expect
from their leaders in parliament, and will
have to seek the remedy they require in
some other direction.

The United States and Turkey.

The United States threatens forcible
measures against Turkey to compel the Sul-
tan to pay the $100,000 damages for the de
struction of American mission stations
throughont Asia Minor and Armenia during
the time of the Armenian massacre. The
original claim was for $400,000; but on the
Sultan’s offering to pay one-quarter of the
amount cash down, the United Statesaccep-
ted the compromise. But ever since the Porte
has put off payment, while flattering the
P 1 ptibilities of the American am-
bassadors, whose influence he pretended to
be open to 8o long as they did not press too
urgently for the payment of the American

ission damag Three ive Ameri-
can ambassadors have come and gone from

. Constantinople since the Sultan’s promise of
iimmediate payment was made, but he has
not yet kept his promise. The last Awmeri-
can ambassador, Mr. Stravs, under instruc-
tion from his government, after pressing
strongly for the immediate payment, and be-
ing put off, notified the Sultan that he wounld
have to withdraw from Constantinople. The
British prees generally expects the McKinley
government to proceed seriously with the
Porte, and points ont that Austria, by sct-
ing energetically a couple years ago, com-
pelled the Sultan to settle the Bosnian
claims promptly. The United States press
urges its government to seize Smyrna as the
Britieh Government seized a Nicaraguan
port, and take possession of the custom
houses and collect the damsges. It ispoint-¢
ed out, however, that by such a course the
Uniced States might make trouble with
Germany, France, Italy and Russia, whose
commercial interests at Smyrna are consider-
able.

To Anticosti for Lobsters.

Mr. H. J. Crowe leaves today for Liver-
pool where he is fitting out two vessels and
twenty fishermen, with dories, to engage in
lobster fishing enterprise on the shores of
Anticosti. It will be remembered that after
the purchase of that island by M. Menier,
the French chocolate king, that lobster
packing on its shores was prohibited. The
fishermen undertook to create floating fac-
tories but were unable to obtain a license for
this method of packing their catch, and the
fishery protection service swooped down on
them and confiscated their traps and stores.
The industry was thus practically killed,
but it is proposed to overcome the difficul-
ties of the situation by transporting the
lobsters alive from the fishing ground to a
.cannery to be established on the Quebce
shore. For this purpose Mr. Crowe pur-
chased a welled lobster smack in Portland,
and will also use a steam tug for the same
purpose. He has associated with him a
practical packer of long experience, and will
no doubt make a success of his venture, as
Anticosti is recognized as the greatest lob-
stering ground of the Dominion. The fisher-
men engaged for the business are acquainted
with the waters and know the value of the
fisheries, as they operated there prior to the
trouble above mentioned. Mr. E. A. Dodge,
of Bridgetown, has been engaged as book-
keeper for the enterprise.

Canadi in the F Line.

COL. OTTER SHOT IN THE NECK,

London, April 30.—A special despatch
from Thaba N’Chu, dated Thursday, describ-
ing the fight at Israel’s Poort, which is about
seven miles west of Thaba N'Chu, says:

*“Three hundred Boers were strongly en-
trenched on two kopjes. The place of honor
was given to the Canadians, who advanced
very closely under Col. Otter. The Boers
reserved their fire until the Canadians had
reached the wire entangl Then they
opened with a terrific hail of bullets.

“ The C(Canadians, however, had taken

ood cover, and were not greatly damaged.
ey were ably supported by the Grahame-
town Horse. Successive rushes brought them
right up to the kopjes, when Col. Otter was
struck twice, one bullet inflicting a nasty,
but not dangerous, wound in the neck, and
the other tearing the badge from his shoul-
der. Bat he still cheered his men on until
the kopjes were carried. The Boers bolted.
The British losses were 20 in killed and
wounded.”

A despatch to the Daily Mail from Thaba

N’Chu, describing the same engagement,

says :

“The British artillery shelled the kopjes
all day from three positions. The Boer
positions were extremely well chosen, con-
sisting of a long range of steep hills, with
narrow paeses between, commanding a vast
extent of country.

** The mounted infantry made a wide turn-
ing movement, while the foot infantry ad-
vanced within two thousand yards, under
good shelter. "
 During the afternoon the battle became
general and extended over a frontage of ten
miles. The rifle, Maxim and artillery fire
wae deafening.

“ At three o’clock the Canadians advanced
in open order, but meeting with a terrific
fire, they took shelter in a donga. When
they finally captured the kopje, the Boers
were seen retiring north and east with
wagons ; and, subsequently, when the infan-
try made a dash, the rest of the enemy fired
a few shots and cleared off.

“On occupying Thaba N'Chu we found
the stores and hotels all looted by the Boers.
The natives complain of having their horses
and cattle stolen and of cruel treatment.
The Englishresidentsweresubjected to taunts
and insults.

“] learn that yesterday Boer reinforce-
ments from Brandfort came too late to assist
their comrades. We found a heliographic
message from President Steyn to Gen. Botha,
saying it was unadvisable to send more
troops to Fourteen Streams, as the Federals
were already too weak between Bloemfontein
and Kroonstad, and because their were 50,000
British at Bloemfontein. The farmersaround
here have all been forced torejoin the enemy.
Most of them have taken their sheep and
cattle along.”

Bloemfontein, April 27.—The Boers last
Wednesday made a partial stand midway
between the water works and Thaba N’Chu
early in the morning upon a number of
kopjes. There they were attacked by
mounted infantry, Canadians and Shrop-
shires, who, rapidly advancing, cleared the
hills.

The Boers retreated hastily
eastward, leaving several dead and wounded
upoa the field behind them.

All Well at Mafeking.
London, April 26.--An official despatch
from Mafeking reports all well on April 10.
London, April 26.—Farther reports from
distressed Mafeking declare that though there
are water, food and ammunition there enough
to last until the middle of May, they are
only so on a restricted scale, the food not
being more than enough to barely sustain
life. Two pints of soup and two quarts of
oat bran are everybody’s daily rations, but
if the siege lasts much longer it will be diffi-
calt to find more than one ration. A census
which has just been taken shows that the
population numbers 7,250, -

London, May 1.—Coutinuous fighting,
though not of a very severe character has
peen in progress in the neighborhood of
Thaba N'Chu during the last few days. The
Boers have been steadily thrust back on the
eastern side of the town by a strong force of
mounted troops under the personal command
of General French, but as was to be expected
they are preparing to offer a stout resistance
to further advance of the British in the di-
rection of Ladybrand, consequently they
have only fallen back to take up a strong
position on one of the endless mountain
ridges, barring the British path. From
Brandfort comes the news that the Dewets
Dorp and Wepener commandos . have ar-
rived safely at Boer headquarters. There is
no disposition in this country to grudge the
Boers credit for the clever way in which
they manage in the nick of time to elude the
British columns sent if possible to compass
their destruction.

The Liquor Problem in New Zealand.

The difficult problem of the control of the
sale of strong drinks appears to be solved to
some extent in the highly cultured and ad
vanced colony of New Zealand. On these
islands the free school system ranke high.
All children over seven years are compelled
to go to school. There are free high schools
and universities.

The liguor problem is solved in this way.
The sale of malt and epiritual liquor is a
matter of local option. The law, however,
permits no saloon, but innkeepers may sell
under license. If a man is onge seen coming
from one of these inns in a state of intoxica-
tion . the proprietor is arrested and fined,
and for a secdnd offence he forfeits his license
forever. There is scarcely any drunkenness
in that country.

The City of Hull in Ashes.

FIFTEEN THOUSAND HOMELESS — DAMAGE
TWENTY MILLION DOLLARS — FOUR LIVES
LOST AND OVER TWO THOUSAND BUILD-
INGS DESTROYED,

Outawa, April 27.—An insignificant:look-
ing fire that broke cut in one of the hum-
blest abodes of the neigboring city of Hall
was the origin of one of the most appalling
conflagrations Canada has yet known; that
has burned to the ground the larger part of
Hull and swept across the entire western por-
tion of the city of Ottawa and out into the
country beyond to an area that can only be
measured by miles. Thousands of families
are left absolutely penniless, the most of
them of the very poorest class, and the saw-
mill, paper mills, matoh factory, electric
power houses, carbide works and a hundred
other industrial establishment of one kind
and another that gave them employment
are razed to the ground. The charitable or-
ganizations of the distriot and private meana
have done what they could to afford relief
but bucdreds of delicate women and chil-
dren spent the night in the fields, homeless,
and keeping guard over the few odds and
ends of their household effects that were
saved.

In the city of Ottawa alone, with the con-
tiguous municipality of Hintonburg, the
area that has been cleaned out Division
street westward is at least a mile by a mile
and a half. In addition to this there is the
entire Chaudiere, the seat of sawmills, flour
mills, carbide worke, saw works, lumber pil-
ing grounds, etc., the C. P. R. depot and
half a mile square of residential property
and across the city of Hull, with which com-
munication has been almost entirely cut off,
the entire business portion is gone, with val-
uable lumber yards and at least' half of the
residential area.

Summed up, yesterday’s losses include
over two thousand dwellings, factories, mills,
stores and other buildings destroyed, esti
mated to reach twenty million dollars, and
between twelve and ﬁﬁaen thousand persons
are homeless.

The cause of the conflagration is not diffi-
cult to explain. It was entirely due to the
wind which at times reached sixty miles an
hour. The firemen were no sooner getting
to work in one place to get the flamee under
control than the showers of sparks started
things going in some other place. Arm-
chair critics and those who had nothing to do
but look on were profuse in their suggestions
and in their criticisms of the fire brigade.
But the truth was that the wooden houses
and the lumber piles, both as dry as tinder,
and lying right in the path of the wind,
held out inducements to the spread of a
blags once well under way that no human
power could control. The burning lumber
piles, especially, created a whirlwind of
eparks that could not fail to open up new
trouble somewhere. So rapid were the
movements of the fire that a portion of the
Ottawa Fire Brigade that went across the
bridge at the Chaudiere, to Hull, were not
able to get back to Ottawa, owing to the
burning of the bridge planking, and even
saw their hose wagon burned before their
eyes, without being able to get it away.

Scenes of the most heartrending character
were to be met with well nigh every turn,
the aged and the sick being rescued from the
devouriog element and borne to the hospital
and in many cases to private houses as night
came on and the outskirts of the fire zone
were lined with the forms of worn-out wo-
men and children, pale and wild from fright
and staggering from physical weakness, All
night long hundreds of these people spent
without shelter and many without clothes
to keep warm.

Several of the hotels were thrown open to

these poor people, and no doubt a great deal
of distress was prevented by quarters being
provided for hundreds in the drill hall and
the exhibition grounds. What was wanted
was organized relief, and this was something
that could not be done in » day. At any
rate it was not done, though private citizens
everywhere did all that lay iu their power
to succor the distressed. In Hull the churches
did what they could, bnt the most of the suf-
ferers simply camped in the fields over night.
The hardest part of the sad case is that the
sufferers are of the class who can least afford
it. There are very few homes of any size in
the affected districts of either Hullor Octawa.
The land was covered with the small wooden
dwellings of the men_ employed in the mills
and factorier, the great majority of them are
French Canadians, which it had taken the
faithful industry and saving of years to raise.
Work cannot possibly be found for all these
and there is sure to be acute suffering unless
the government comes to the rescue.
Among the buildings which were destroy-
ed were the Booth saw mills and offices, the
Ottawa Electric Company’s, and Ottawa
Electric Railway Company’s power houses,
the Ottawa Saw Works, the Victoria Foun-
dry, the Parr Planing Mills.

Oao the Hull side the E. B, Eddy Com-

pany’s cffices four paper mills, two dry kilns,
wooden and indurated ware factory, match
factory and machine shops are a complete
loss.
The Eddy Company's sulphate mill, down
Ottawa river, was saved after a hard fight,
and curiously enough the large Roman Cath-
olic Church escaped without being touched.
By means of the lumber piles the gre spread
away down to the lower part of Hull and it
was with difficulty that Gilmour and Hugh-
son’s mills were saved. Their lumber yard
was pretty well cleared out.

After the War.

(New York Tribune.)

After the war, what then? Beyond a doubt
there will be great changes in South Africa.
The dream of Capetown will be realized in
‘‘one land from Lion's Head to Line.” A
race that has been stagnant will be vitaliged
with new life, a land that has been wasted
will be utilized for humanity, and what were
four or five separate and sometimes jarring
States will be united into one great and
strong dominion. Yet it is probable that
elsewhere the changes wrought will be still
greater and of greater import to the world.
They will not be so mach in maps and names
but in knowledge and epirit and purpose—
the factors which make and unmake maps at
will.

For one thing Great Britain will bave
“found herself.” She has long needed so to
do. For many years she has permitted her-
self to wink in slothfgl overtrust and let
her *‘cannons moulder on the seaward wall.”
This war has roused her to the need of mili.
tary reorganization and reequipment, and
has at the same time revealed to her her
potency in that direction, if she but will.
We may be sure that now she will. Not
again in our time will an Eoglish army find
itself less well equipped than its opponents.
Not again will the Eoglish army require to
be hurriedly recruited from among the un-
drilled ranks of peace. Gonecription will
not be negded. RKut without it the world’s
great fighting rage will keep itself in fighting
trim,

And this, too, other powers will realize.
Great Britaio will no longer be lightly held
a negligible quantity in wars by land. She
has long ranked as the foremost naval power.
Henceforth she will rank among the great
army powers as well. The nation that can
send over two hundred thousand men to &
war seven thousand miles over sea, without
conscription and without perceptible draft
upon her populodg resources, and the men
who in a strange Tand and trying climate,
excite the wonder and admiration of even
their foes by their valor and their endurance
—the nation that can do that is an import-
ant military power on land as well as sea.
That fact the continental powers will hence-
forth recognize, and there will be less talk
of “*sacking the modern Carthage.”

In brief, there has come to the British em-
pire through this war much the same experi-
ence that came to the United States in the
war with Spain. Just as we realized that
south and north were one again, so it finds
that all ite'parts and members are ome in
epirits sympathy and interest, in war as

well as ingenoe. And just as this country
was raieed from self inclusion to the higher
and broader estate of a world power, so the
British empire is transformed from the as-
sumed estate of shopkeepers and traders to
that earlier and truer one of empire builders
and realm corquerors. The old spirit of ad-
venture and of conquest flames free. The
race is a fighting race again. What that
has meant in ages past history tells. What
it will mean in the present and the future
we shall see. The great fact is that this
race isstill in the full flush of vitality and
of creative power. The day of its degenera-
tion is far hence. So much at least, the
Transvaal war has demonstrated to the
world.,

Terrified by Trifles.

QUEER INCIDENTS THAT HAVE TURNED THE
TIDE OF BATTLE.

It is a peculiar circumstance that hard-
ened and trained troops will go through a
long fight surrounded by all the horrors
that are inseparable from war, without
flinching, and with the utmost apparent
callonsness; and the same men will be struck
terrified by a single trifling incident.

Every war of any importance, particularly
wars between civilized nations, is prolific in

@ incidents of trivial character in themselves,
but so unusual and unnatural that they ap-
peal to the natural instinctive horror of men
more suddenly and intensely than appear
the main terrors of days of carnage and sur-
rounding seas of suffering. Such anincident
is the one, for example, which occurred at
the battle of Worth, in the early days of the
Franco-Prussian war. =

In the heat of the great battle a wing of
the Prussian army was charged by the regi-
ments of French cuirassiers, in the hope of
turning the wing and facilitating the falling
back of the French infantry. But the cuir-
nasiers were driven back by the unflinching
Prussians. Again the cuirassiers charged,
snd again they were driven back by the
withering fire of shot and shell.

¥or a third time they came down agair,
and the enemy waited for them to draw
pearer, a horrible, blood-freezing terror
seized the Prussians, and for the moment it
looked as if they would turn and fly, or be
cut down without defending themselves.
But in a moment they had pulled themselves
together and beaten back for the third and
last time the gallant cuirassiers.

The sight that terrified the Prussians ap-
pears nothing very much in black and white.
It was a regiment of cuirassiers led at a
dashing rate toward them by a headless offi
cer sitting upright in his saddle and appar-
ently encouraging on hie men. It was no
less a person than Futzuud de Lascarre of
the 3rd Regiment of Cuirassiers, whose head
had been carried completely off his shoulders
s the troop broke into the third desperate
charge by a cannon ball, which also took off
an officer’s hand and cut the bugler in two.

It is remarkable and singular thav at the
battle of Forbach, which took place the
same day at Worth, a very similar incident
occurred, and did more to shake the nerves
of the Germans than hours of roaring cannon
and fighting had done.

While a regiment of Prussian infantry
were standing in reserve, watching the fight
as well as they could frem their positions of
shelter, a charger belonging to a regiment of
of French dragoons (one which was practi-
oally destroyed in the battle) galloped right
into the midst of the men, who rushed to
arrest it, and immediately fell back in alarm;
for swinging to the bridle was the whole left
arm of the charger’s rider, the fingers of the
hand firmly grasping the reine. The arm
appeared to have been severed a few inches
below the shoulder, and was certainly that
of an officer, but who the officer was has
never been satisfactorily established.

8o moved were the hardened men of battle
at the horrible sight that no one would touch
the horse, and the animal was allowed to
gallop off, to be killed a few minutes later
in crossing before some Prussian guns.
T:ifling as the incident was, many of the
brave fellows, who witnessed it, declared
that their first, almost irresistible, impulse
was to throw down their arms and bolt.
Yet it was with the help of just such men
that General von Goben routed the French
that memorable day in August, 1870.

It is a well-known fact that the finest
and bravest troops the world can produce
(in which class we believe our own Tommy
occurs) have no immunity from that strange
and mysterious madness known to mllitary
histrry as ‘‘war panic.” A heavy war,
frequent guinary gag! ts, night
marches and surprises sometimes play havoc
with soldiers’ nervous systems and render
them more like high-spirited colts than men
who have taken the field prepared to suffer
immeasurable horrors and take death cheer-
fully.

Those who have read deeply about the
peninsular war will perhaps recollect that
one or two British regiments, the very pick
of our army engaged in the war, were so
terrified that they were absolutely routed
during one night’s march by nothing more
tangible than a false rumor.

The troops were marching along in good

order, cheerfully chatting as if they were on
the way to marnccaver on Aldershot Plains,
when a rumor ran down the lines that the
enemy was at hand. The next moment the
line of orderly soldiers was changed into an
elongated mob of armed men throwing away
arms, baggage and all they carried, running
away in every direction, blind terror in
their hearts, their faces blanched and their
ears deaf to the thundering commands of
their officers.
; For the moment they think but one sen-
timent; one emotion; a sudden, passionate,
blind terror, and they fled without thinking
whether they were running into the arms
of that thing they dreaded or not. It
was a terror that was madness, and only ite
madness redeems it from dishonor. If any-
thing were necessary to demonstrate the un-
naturalness of the panic it would be done by
the grand fact that the moment it became
known that the enemy was really at hand
the men instantly fell in and showed the
utmost eagerness to attack. The rumor
when false set the men flying like ‘a horde
of nervous women; the rumor being true,
unquestionably, made the women of steel
again.

Such “‘war panics” are mysteries; even

the most experienced military officer cannot
satisfactorily explain them. There is some-
thing so unnaturally—almost uncanniiy—
unreasonable abont them which eliminates
any dishenor; and it is particularly remark-
able that ‘“‘war panics” have mostly occurred
among regiments whose fearlessness and
prowess have made the hearts of their
countrymen heave with pride.— [ 7id Bits.

Origin of the Red Cross Soclety.

SOMETHING ABOUT A NOBLE INSTITUTION
AND ITS WORKS,

Just now when Red Cross nurses are 80
prominently before the world through their
work in the Transvaal, and in fact where-
ever the needs of humanity call them, it
might be interesting to know something of
the society and how it originated. The
story is that on June 24, 1859, a terrific
battle took place near the village of Solfer-
ino, Italy, between the allied French and
Sardinian forces and the Austrian army.
The army of the allies consisted of four di-
visions of the Sardinian army under King
Victor Emanuel, and four French army
corpe, led by Emperor Napoleon IIL. They
were opposed by a large Austrian army under
the command of Emperor Francis Joseph.
The battle raged for sixteen hours, and
ended with the defeat of the Austrians. It
was a dearly bought victory, for the allies
bad lost 18,000 men, while the loss of the
Austrians was no less than 20,000, besides
6,000 prisoners and thirty cannon. What a
scene of carnage and bloodshed! Thirty-
eight thousand men killed or wounded, cov-
ering the field of battle, with scarcely any
provision to attend the wounded, rescue the
helpless and comfort the dying. 1t is true
there were some small field hospitals, but
their equipmeut was of the scantiest sort
and in the face of this overwhelming catas-
trophe their help amounted to but little.
Untold numbers of wounded that might
have been rescued from an early grave, per-
ished miserably on the field of battle.
Eleven years later, June, 24, 1870, the bones
of the slain on that field of battle were gath-
ered in three great ossuaries which were
consecrated in the presence of representa-
tives of France, Italy and Austria.

The scenes of carnage and suffering on
that day were witnessed by a true philan-
thropist, a Swiss gentleman, Henry Duanant,
a physician, whose name, as has been aptly
observed, deserves to be inscribed in letters
of gold. He published a ghastly account of
what he had seen on the battle field and in
the two scanty military hospitals of Solfer-
ino and appesled to all civilized nations,
that if men must fight the horrors of battle
should at least be ameliorated by some rules
of amenity. Dr. Dunant, in conjunction
with his friend, Moynie, chairman of the
Geneva Society of Pablic Uiility, conceived
the idea of having the permanent neutrality
of the sick and ambulance service acknow-
ledged by all civilized nations. They formed
associations for the promulgation of this
ides, and at length pressed it upon the gov
ernments of Europe, nearly every one of
which sent representatives to a conference
held in Geneva, Switzerland,. in the month
of August, 1864. As a result of this confer
ence a convention was drawn up, known as
the Geneva Convention, by which is meant
an international agreement, the purpose of
which is the amelioration of those evils that
are invariably in war, the prevention of use
less cruelty and the establishment of a volun-
tary service to nurse, comfort and tend the
wounded and disabled. By this convention,
and the declaration of the neutrality of the
military sanitary service, the Red Cross
movement displayed its international char-
acter; apart from that it is a strictly nation-
al institution, each country having its own
Red Cross Society, serving its own army.
The emblem of this society is everywhere a
red cross, with the exception of Turkey,
where it is & red halfmoon, and Japan, where
it consists of four red squares.

There are now Red Cross societies estab-
lished in thirty-three different countries, and
they are no longer considered merely a priv-
ileged and tolerated institution, but an ex-
ceedingly useful aid in time of war, and as
such, highly appreciated and carefully pur-
tured by every government. It may not be
generally known that in Eogland, as well
as in Russia, a red enameled cross is be-
stowed on ladies who have rendered conspic-
uous service in time of war.

“ There is plenty of encouragement for
young authors who get their manuscripts
“‘declined with thanks.” The publishers are
an eccentri¢ race, and very far fromm infal
lible.

It is not easy to understand how a book
like ** Vanity Fair,, could go through the
hands of 20 pablishing houses, to be refused
by all. Fortunately Thackery had sufficient
belief in his own work to risk bringing it out
himself, the result being a moderate fortune
and a great name.

A laterinstance of the density of publishers
was the treatment of* Miss Marie Corelli’s
“Romance of Two Worlds,” her first work
which was as nearly as possible lost to the
world through the want of belief in its mer-
its by Mr. Bentley’sreaders. Carlyle’sgreat
work, “Sartor Rseartus,” was rejected by
all the chief publishers of London, who treat-
ed it with something approaching scorn.

““Tom Jones,” the novel which opened up
a new field in English fiction and to which
Dickens always acknowledged the greatest
indebtedness, failed altogether to attract a
publisher untill Fielding had made a name as
a dramatist.

** Uncle Tom’s Cabin was refused by a
dczen publishers, to be at length brought out
in serial form by a Washington paper.

¢ Lorna Doone,” which by some critics is
said to be the book which will live out of
this age, went around to more than half a
dozen publishing houses before one under-
took to bring it out. Curiously, the mar-
quis of Lorne did much to bring the book
before the public.

*“Mr. Barnesof New York” was rejected
by all American and London houses alike to
whom it was offered. Mr. Guater’s last re-
source was to publish his story himself. It
is said that out of that tale and ** Mr. Potter
of Texas” he netted as much as $50,000 in
one year.— Odds and Ends.

Important to Know.

It isimportant to know that tuberculosis
can be introduced into the human system by
drinking the milk of a cow infected with this
dread disease. It ie on this account a natter
of vital importance to be careful as to the
milk we drink. Now, there is one poiut on
which all keepers of cattle should be inform-
ed, and that is this: tuberculosis can be
given to a healthy cow by a consumptive at-
tendant, Neither a man nor a woman nor a
child suffering from consumption should be
allowed to go into the stall of a cow or
any other animal housed in that way.
Neither should a consumptiveperson be per-
mitted to milk a cow, even in the open, be-
cause the breath of & consumptive, as well as
the saliva and nasal secretions, all contain
the bacilla of tuberculosis, and the cow either
inhales the one or takes the other up with
her food. This fact is not so widely known
as it should be. Too much emphasis cannot
be laid on this rule, namely: “‘Donotallowa
consumptive person to care for or in any way
handle healthy horses, cows, calves or other
stock, "’ because the disease is transmissible
from the human being to the cattle, and vice
versa. :

Consumptive persons should not be allow-
ed to make bread, cake, pies, butter; in fact,
they should not do the cooking of a family.
All this may seem hard lines for the person
who is already afflicted but when such per-
sons duly reflect on the fact that they may
make themselves a source of danger to others,
they will cheerfully submit to its reasonable-
ness.

It is important to know, also, that because
certain diseases only become developed inan
organism as a result of the weakening of the
nervous system, which has thus ceased to
regulate the functions of nutrition, that such
diseases cannot be cured untill the nervous
system is restored to its natural coudition.
For this réason it is most unwise and some-
times fatal to allow one’s health to give way
withont earnest inquiry into the cause, with
a view to finding the proper course of treat-
ment. The nerves perform a very important
mission; they are virtually the feeders, the
builders of the body. Just as soon as the
perve of a tooth becomes diseased toothache
is established as a warning; and toothache isa
warning heeded by most intelligent persons.
They go to a dentist, and he doctors the
tooth. It is strange that other aches are not
so well understood and acted upon. When
a person has neuralgia of the heart great
alarm is felt aud the doctor is sought. Neu-
ralgia in any part of the body is an impor

tant symptom and should send the sufferer
to a competent physician. The system of a
person who has neuralgic pains is ready for a
break-up in some organ. The lesson of neu
ralgia is, make haste to build up the vital en-
ergies leat some incurable condition sets in.

It has been very recently discovered that
peoriasis and eczema are minor diseases of
the same type as leprosy, snd that leprosy
results from pretty much the same condi-
tions. All this goes to show the very great
importance of keeping the body well nour-
ished by suitable food, living in apartments
that are flooded every day with the generous
sunshine and pure air, and not allowing one’s
health to°run down until nervous exhaus-
tion setsin. Nervous exhaustion bewilders
the best physicians and taxes all their re-
sources. Not one physician is there in a
hundred but would rather treat ten acute
cases than one chronic sufferer, for physicians
of repute glory in bringing a patient through
an iilness. Acute cases get well or die, but
the chronic cases are a tormrent to
themselves no less than to the kindly, well-
intentioned and ekillful doctor. Keep up
the strength of the nervous system whatever
else you do, is my advice to all women, and
if your efforts are not euccessful, go to your
family doctor, aek his advice as to your
Ladies' World.
