Butthe ef-
teet 15 to dnvo the fish AAway as completely
es if the water h oén poisoned. It is
understood that sorfe now recommendations
are about to be agbpted bearing on the mat-
ter, looking. it ufay be snpposed, in the di-
reetin of increased stringency. Certainly,
+is of little use for the country to pay con
sudernble sumns every year to breed fish, of
the haunts natural to them are to be plague-
striken by pine dust.

As there was by this tunc cvnsidurable
money on tho race, Mr. Wells determuned to
start her in the fourth heat, where, had she
had a good send off, she might have won the
race, but as tho heat went to Draper, the re-
sult of the race remamned in doubt over mght.

That she was the most valuable maro
owned in tho Dominion at the timo of her
death there js scarcely room to doubt, and it
is questionable if she would not have turned
out to be one of the fastest trotters ever raised
in tho Province had she been spared to come
to full maturity. Last season she showed 8
trial in 2:224 and she showed, if anything,
1t finer turn of speed this season than she did
last. She was carrying too mach flesh to be
in anything like first-class condition at the
tuno of lier last race.  Kitty Wells may be
described as a dark brown mare fiftcen and
thred-quarter hands high, with an un-
coiimonly long body, deep chest-and beavy
quarters. Though not talY, she was ag .ani-
mal of great size and snbstance, having fine
weight of bone and muscle just where trot-
ters need it, with o Join like a dray horse,
sbo had a finely spread jaw, clean cut wind-
pipt, and wide nostrils such ns any racer
might envy. She was Canadian bred, sired
by Young Royal George, her dam by a son
of Cour de Lion. She was ten years old at
thie time of her death, and $20,000 would not
have bought her the day before she died.

DEXTEROUS SWORDMANSHID.

At the Bombay Gymnastio Fete, held uot
varg long ago, someo interesting sword oxer-
cises of o kind not seen in Euvope were gone
throngh.  The swords used wero long with
very thin flexible blades; tho haudles were
in steeel glmives, und were at right aygles to
the blade. A lemon wus placed on the
rround, and the swordsman begay operations
y whirling himself and his sword in a most
alarming manner about the arenn.  Havivg
traversed overy other part he at Inst eame to
the spot where the unsuspecting lemon Iy,
and by sweeping the blade with oue of its
whirls just above the level of the sround, tho
lunon was sliced in two almost before any
ono was aware. The next thing to do was to
tuke a lemon betweon the heels, fling it up in
the air, and cut it in two beforo it foll.  An
outsider tried hard to do this, but failed.

THE »TI. LuUIls HUKSE DISLASE.

Asa matter of interest to veterinarians
and horsem.

to find, by the microscopic cxamination of
the orzans and parts of the horse examined
at the Belldfontaine stables, any pathologicel
condition not c¢vident by the 1icroscopic ap-
pearance at the -post-mortem held—onthe
28rd inst. It should have been stated in the
report by Drs. Mudd, Boutwell and myself,
that the pwnerons bard-bordered nleers of
the stomach sere through the dense epithel-
il layer of the coardiac portion, not a single
ulcer appearing in thoe villous or pyloric por-
tion. Thestomach contained three ounces
of comminuted undigested provénder, and
half a gallon of liquid ; hence » chemical ex-
aminution of the contents was easy to make;
and, as you requested it, it was done ; but,
as the horse had been sick two days, and had
takenonly drink, it could not be supposed
that the carlier contents had not been-pppro-
printed, or that stryclmine or other poison
producing sitch symptons as bad existed,
waould be found.
