There are enough stamps as every one
knows from his own experience in tryingto
secure them for his collection, that are
really scarce and valuable, witheutattempt-
ing to make out that a million varieties
that are as common as dirt, are scarce and
valuable.—S. A. D. Cox.

that in reality a stamp is nothing more nor.

less than a mere label, until it has done
actual postal duty, and while they may
been acquired upon paying aconsideration,
yet they must have done actual duty before
they can .be recognized in a phiatelic
sense.-—Every Paget.

Do not follow the crowd in your collect-
ing or in keeping abreast of the fashions,
you will pay many times what stamps are
worth. Have some originality and keep
in advance of the rush.—Chas. E. Jenney,

The collector who has mounted his
stamps with extreme care, does not wish
to have them recklessly pawed over. He
has carefully cleaned and pressed his
stamps, has gauged the perforations, ex-
amined the texture of paper anddeciphered
the watermarks often with much laborand
perplexity, lastly he has affixed the hinge
with precision and placed the stainp in the
ruled space provided for it, with the
utmost care so that every stamp upon the

page is plumb and true and the general
effect harmonious and pleasing to look
upon,—Edward H. Hall.

A very interesting fact in connection
with the philatelic history of New South
Wales is that it was the first to usestamps
for the prepayment of postage. This of
itself was for a long time doubted but it
has now been confirmed beyond a doubt.

There are some stamps the average col-
lector should get while he may. They are
not the rarity class, for it is presumed that
the collector belonging to the division in
Philately which shows the greatest numer-
ical strength, does not care to spend an
amount above a few dollars for any single
specimen.

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The Dubious Philatelist.

By Gro. W. STARNAMAN,

The greater majority of our travelling
philatelists are not infrequently confronted
with the question as to whether Philately
will not soon enter the realms of the past
and be regurded us a mere nothing in the
eyes of the public. As a sort of connecting
link in conformity to the above, I might
mention that those persons who are always
ready to question philatelists concerning
the future of Philately, are the ones whe
collect with only one object in view —the
hope that at some future time, the stamps
which they obtain for a cents will demand
fubulous prices, and by holding fast to
them now, at the outlay of u few cents
they will suddenly become rich by selling
at a large margin of profit; these and only
these are the peopie who doubt the future
of Philately.

Welive in a doubting world anyway.
No matter what is happening every day
there are and always will be. people who
continually doubt the outcome of any
scheme or question placed before the world
at large. But regarding the outcome of
philately, let me say to the doubting phila-
telist and for the benefit of those who are
“mable to answer the question to theirown
satisiaction, that philately has as bright a
future as it ever-had before.

The persons connected with our hobby
are gradually becoming more and more
numerous every day. Even in the most
remote parts of the world we find many
colleclors and not a few dealers, but there
are thousands and thousands of collectors
stillunkuown tothe activephilatelic peaple.
Tbe older philatelists of today are brimful

of the philatelic knowledge which in years
gone by the philatelic writers were only

surmising.  Their albums too, are well

filled with wmany scarce and desirable
stamps, which to the doubting philatelist_
represents a fortune of no small dimensions
and which perhaps in some cases it really

does represent.

The writers of to-day do not find subjects
to write upon as easily as they did in the
baby days of stamp collecting but to day,
as has often been stated before, philatelic
subjects are as hard to find as the veritable
needle in the haystack; natwithstanding
all this we still huve somevery fine literary
productions but only from experienced
writers, the small boy contributor mot
having the ability to compete with themore
expericnced writers. When he does try
his hand at writing, instead of receiving
sympathy from our philatelic editors, he is
generally ridiculed.

The dealers are more in evidence than in
former days but a great many are only
dealers by name, but may in the future
become the equal of some of our dealersand
firms of to-day. In fact some of these must
become such for there will always be large
firms and those of today cannot last
forever.

The journals of to-duy are gradually be-
coming par excellence and judging by the
appearance of a great many stamp papers,
philately is truly a great hobby. Indeed
some of the pupers are so fine as to almost
cuuse us to believe that they cannot pos-
sibly pay their publishers. If they can
withstand the stormy sea of philatelic
journalism for three or four years they will
no doubt btecome a paying investment.
There are some journals again, which do
not reflect much credit on their managers.
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In most cases however this is caused by
some new recruit to philately or by some
coliecctor who desites to make himself
famous as a publisher, but alas, hisaspita-
tions and expectations reach far beyond
the strength of his purse and the result is
his first effort is generally a very poor one.

The doubting philatelist is in most cascs
the exact counterpart of the speculator for
anybody who is connected with philately
for the education and enjoyment connected
with the study, rarely, if ever, expresses
suspiclon of the future of our hobby. The
speculator  however continually has his
%usplcxons as to tho advisability of invest-

ing his money in stamps.

Stamps are iiow commanding as good
prices as they formerly did with the excep-
tion perhaps that some formerly high-priced
stamps are cheaper than before, but to bal-
ance this statement those which were not
considered valuable now bring enormous
prices. Speculitiveissuesarebhecoming more
numerous every year. Of course collectors
residing in those countries which have not
as yet had a speculative issue are contin-
ually uphraiding  the other speculative
issuing countries, but when their govern-
ment do the same thing_ the} usually ad.
Yance plenty of good reasons to show that
the stamps are not speculative.

The societies with u few exceptions are
in a flourishing condition, although the
political eunthusiasm  has  considerably
ahated, the enthusinsm in stamps has in-
creased rather than rclaxed.  The number
of paid up members is not <o large propor-
tionately but. those who are members in
good stauding make better use of the
various dcpartments. In United States
the political enthusiasm has diminished to
a greater extent than in Canada,

These arguments will gencrally convince
the philatelist who is doubtful concerning
the condition of philately, that we still
have a bright future before us and that we
may expect to make greater headwuy in
doys t.o.come than we have in days past.

Nulla Vestigia Retrorsum.

It is not customary among philatelic
journals to see articles with the caption in
Latin phraseology. When an enterprising
journal however as the PuiLaTeLic Apvo-
CATE bears on its editorial page a suggest-
ive motto in the launguage of ancient Rome,
the offence may be palliated if not entirely
forgiven. At all events the expression, No
Steps Backward, has been merely used in
sdmonition of certain editors and .publish-
ers regarding the generul lack of “pictorial
illustrations in the current literature of our
pursuit. )

The very early periodicals were limited
to a few stamp cuts and the occasional
photograph of some prominent collector.
This is however as far as we can expect
them to go, for in the first days of philately
the publishing of a stamp magazine was a
task of Herculean proportions and not the
mere bagatelle it is at the present time.
The innovation however was intreduced
and, (:onsidci'ix!g the time which has
elapsed and the opportunities which have
becn afforded, it cannot be said that rapid
development has been the result in this
particular line.

Coming down to ‘the middle ages, so to
speak, of stamp collecting we find that
the art of illustrating, as far as philatelic
journals are concerned, is still of a rather
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crude nature, although evidences of im-
provement are plainly visible. Inaddition
to the stamp facsimiles and homely wood
cuts of prominent dealers and collectors,
the most noticeable feature is the fantastic
and somewhat grotesque pictures of a
feminine figure supposed to represent the
goddess of the pursuit. In the course of a
few years this grave and sorrowful duty
departed, leaving our editors devoting their
spare time and surplus cash to the pictorial
betterment of their journalsand magazines.

It has been repeated many times that
modern philatelic journalism has made a
great advancement from a literary point of
view, but it is also true that in emblematic
representation the same degree of progress
has been manifested. Elegant half tones
of prominent collectors and clear cut scenes
of philatelic interest are not unfamiliar to
our eyes. We are acquainted with the fea-
turesof T. K. Tapling, of Dr. Legrand,
and of Phillip von Ferray and have a kind
of an idea about the interior of Stanley
Gibbons’ establishment. The ‘Rocky
Mountain Stamp” has ably demonstrated
that it is not unworthily named and East-
ern and Western scenery have not been
without their champion, Altogether it is a
period of congratulation and we are proud
of our pursuit and of the journals which
represent it so admirably.

We have been looking on the bright
side of the question however; that it may
be even brighter and more glorious and
extensive, let the darker portion be critic-
ally reviewed. From my well littered table
of philatelic periodicals, a highly educated
person, who was however & non collector,
took up a leading magazine. After a turn-
ing of the leaves and a seemingly futile
effort at reading the journal was gently

thrown down and to my enquiring glance
came the words, ““it’s dry,” Having read
the magazine and knowing it to be liter-
ally teeming with information interesting
to stamp collectors, I endeavored to look
at it from the standpoint of an outeider.
To such a one it did not take long to under-
stand how it could be ‘‘dry” and indeed
tiresome asa three hours sermonor theolog-
ical treatise. The paper did not contain an
illustration from cover to cover. The
above example is not solitary but forms one
of a large number and the moral which it
contains is applicable to the majority of
our periodicals.

Publishers must remember that it re-
qnires more than good matter well printed
to hold the interest ot the ordinary run of
people and their publications to be popular
and successful must recognize and act on
this truth. Not only is the illustrated
magazine necessary to the regular collector
but to the new recruit and uninitiated it is
abseolutely imperative. As a prominent
factor in the permanent existence of phil-
ately, as a maintainer of interest with the
general class of collectors, as a drawing
can! to the young beginner, and as a con-
verting power among the non philatelic,
the illustrated periodical must and does
wield & tremendous and far reaching
influence.

The opportunities for pictorial represent-
ation are not hard to be found in our mag-
azines, neither are they fewand far between.
In a scientific article on the stampe of a
certain country it will lend point to the
subject not only to present cuts of the diff-
erent varieties but also to give one or two
bright natural sketches together with a few
portraits of the leading statesmen and
rulers. This in itself covers considerable

ground but if a writer mentions a well
known collector, whether living or dead,
it will add to the interest to see the photo

graph. Then again pictures of philatelic
occurences, either social or business in their
nature, will catch the reader’s eye and in-
creasy his attachment for philately. The
list might be continued but it would be at
the risk of squandering the limited capital
of attention.

It i of course impossible to obtain all
the reforms and improvemeunts advantag-
eous to philatelic journalism. It does not
do however to be sat'sfied with present
things. The higher wo aim, the nearer will
we be to the mark of ideality. Want of
sufficient capital as well as the lack of pat-
ronage retards the progsess of our maga-
zines. That an advance is being made is
most praiseworthy. But the matter of
illustration Las been somewhat neglected
of late by our periodicals. Let philatelic
publishers take as their motto, Nulla
Vestigia Retrorsum and may there be no
lagging footsteps in the Journalistic race.

Hints to Advertisers.

By THE ADVERTECT.

When sending advertisements always
mention that you will remit on receipt of
marked copy and bill.  This pleases the
publisher as it gives him an opportunity
of losing postage in additon to the space
in the paper (if the adv. is inserted).

When preparing an advertisement to
take a one inch space take a piece of paper
note size, then with a fine pointed pen
write out your adv. If there is not room
on the front put your address on the back,

For a quarter page adv. a sheet of foolscap
will probably be large enough if you use
plenty abbreviations.

Always statethatyou wantcertain under-
lined words in large type and that you
particularly desire a cut of some kind, and
a small border around the adv. The print-
er never saw an ad, before and therefore he
is very thaukful for your advice.

Do not forget to mention very emphatic-
ally that your adv. must go on the cover.
Other advertisers want their advs. on the
cover and you may as well be with the rest.

If you receive the paper the day after
you send your copy and find that your ad.
is missing write to the publisher treating
him unmercifully for omitting your adv.
If this was not done the publisher would
be overwhelmed with joy. This would be
a terrible thing,

Always ask the publisher to print and
send postpaid a few hundred circulars from
your adv. as a favor to an old customer.
Of course it is understood that you are not
expected to -1y extra for the circulars,

If you do not remit on receipt of bill-and
the publisher writes about it, politely in-
form him that you are “‘dead broke” and if
he likes to expose you it is all right.

Always quote prices a little higher than
other dealersand if you do not receive good
returns, tell the publisher that you do not
wish to continue advertising in & paper
that has not the circulation it claims.

The above rules if faithfully carried out
will cause the publisher to rejoice when he
reads after your name, “The funeral was
attended by a large conccurse of sorrowing
relatives.”

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Trials of a Beginner.

As a beginuer 1, like all other noviees in
the science of philately, experienced many
trials and tribulations; but the mistakes 1
made only endeared me the more to our
beloved pursuit. I commenced collecting
in 1892 by selecting the cheaper grade of
foreign stamnps off approval sheets.

1 had often heard of valuable finds of old
stamps and one day with my mind filled
with great ideas of conquest, I made a raid
upon some old trunks in the garret, where
after scveral hours of rumaging I was
rewarded for my trouble by the finding of
a three cent red 1861. I was greatly
elated over my find for I thought I had
discovered a rare stamp, which, because I
had found it in an old garrct thereby
having an old look and by the fact that
it had been used during the war, made it
appear valuable to my eyes.

As I did not colleet United States
stamps I thought by selling my valuable ()
stamp that I might be able to increase my
collection extensively. With that end in
view I wrote a dealer ““who bought rare
stamps for cash” cuclusing the stamp and
the maodest. request that he should send
two dollars in payment for the stamp. It
is needlesy to say that 1 was sadly disap-
pointed when Treecived the reply that the
dealer coukl not use the stamp at the price
stated, for during the interval hetween
the sending and the arrival of the letter 1
had bailt many cistles upon the manner in
which I would spend the money. I thought
the dealer had missed the chance of his life
by not buying the stamp, so I wrote
another dealer in order that he might take

advantage of my liberal offer.

Again I received a negative reply, but
undaunted 1 wrote several other dealers
each time receiving the samne answer. 1
was now completely discouraged and the
reader may not wonder that my faith in
philately was somewhat shattered. I
thought it was not what it was “‘cracked
up to bg.” -

I had heard that there was a stamp  col-
lector in a neighboring town, so happeniug
to go therc on a visit I resolved to visit the
collector and show him my precious ‘three
cent red. With faltering footsteps I was
ushered into his presence, where I was re-
ceived with a friendly smile and kindly
salutation. But alas! for my exultunt
hopes. When I asked him what he paid
for specimens of my variety, I was nearly
struckdumbby the reply that he paidfifteen
cents per hundred. The good man noticed
my situation and inquired what the trouble
was. Then followed the sad tale as told
above, after which with a few kind words
from the dealer I departed with a handful
of common stamps and a pocket full of
experience.

Advertise in the ADVOCATE.
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An Interesting Find.

A few months ago the writer (who had
just moved to a certain town in Ontario)
while having some old commercial rubbish
removed, came upon a large collection of
stamp papers printed ten or eleven years
ago—there were no less than twenty-five
different, stamp journals—published sll
over the North American continent. No
one knew how they came there, 80 it was not
difficult to acquire ownership of the lot.
Perhape the most interesting papers in the
lot were numbers 1 to 6of the Niagara Falls
Philatelist being the complete set as the
publication discontinued with the 6th num-
ber, at the time the C. P. A. was just
forming, and the first number contams a
prospectus regarding it.

The set practically contains the history
of the movement from its inception until
its completion as an association duly
officered, etc., and with other items of in-
terest forms a valuable relic of Canadian
Philatelic History.—A part altogether from
the famous locality which aspired to this
journalistic effort.

Among the other papers are many in-
structive articles—one only of which I can
now refer to—an illustrated contribution
to the Philatelic Gazette of Chicago, on the
‘‘oddities” in stamps, these were chiefly in
perforations, etc. It occurred to the
writer that & most interesting page or two
could be employed by every collector in
this way—we all have run across oddities
of perforations, and in the late issue of
maple-leaf stamps may be found many
broken letters and peculiar freaks in the
printing, which now, owing to their variety

and scarcity must become valuable. This
would seem to be the very opposite of the
desire for perfection in specimens—the
more unique the better—and would form a
sort of philatelic ‘“‘wild flower garden” em-
bracing all sorts of curiosities in perfora-
tions, colors, imprints and errors, with a
special value of their own.

Early Days of the

American Post Office.

By C. A. 8.

In the office of the Postmaster-General
hangs a little chart giving the postal sta-
tistics of the United States for each year
since the beginning of the government.
From this chart it appears that in 1780, the
firat full year of Washington’s administra-
tion, there were seventy-five post offices
and eighteen hundred and seventy-five
miles of post-routes. The gross revenue
was thirty-five thousand nine huadred and
thirty three dollars, and gross expenditure,
thirty-two thousand one hundred and forty
dollars. In 1895 there were seventy thou-
sand and sixty-four post offices, nearly balf
a million miles of postal routes, a gross
revenue, in round numbers, of seventy-
seven million dollars, and & gross expen-
diture—not including the earnings of the
subsidized Pacific railroads—of nearly
seven millions.

As an example of the salaries, it may be
stated that for the year ending with
October, 1791, the receipts of the post-office
at Worcester, Mass.,, were fifty-eight
dollars, of which one dollar was allowed for
incidental expenses. thirteen dollars for the
compensation of the postmaster, and forty-
four dollars were turned in as surplus
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revenue. In 1895 the amount paid to post-
masters, was over sixteen million dollars.

Between those two dates there isa devel-
opement whose recital forms the most mar-
velous and romantic chapter of our history,
For, while the population of the country
has increased less than twenty fold, the
number of post offices has increased nearly
& thousand fold.

The gross revenues of the post office at
Pueblo, Col., Battle Creek, Mich., or
Fitchburg, Mass are now larger than the
postal revenues of the entire country in the
first year of the administration of Wash-
ington. In that year five hundred thou-
sand pieces of mail matter were handled
and now over five billion pieces, or an in-
crease of ten thousand fold.

But there was an American postal sys-
stem prior to the year 1790. True, there
was no general post office in England for
half a century after the first settlers came
to Jamestown, and for nearly half a century
after that was established the few post
offices in-America were under the patron-
age of their respective colonies.

On the ‘‘seventeenth of February, 1691-2
William and Mary granted by letters-pat-
ent to Thomas Neal power and authority
‘to erect withinevery or any of the Chief
Ports of the several Iselands, Plantacions
or Colonies in America, an Office or Uffices
for receiving and dispatching away of
letters or packquettes.” The rates of post-
age were to be the same as those prescribed
by the act of CharlesIl, or such other rates
as the Planters or others will freely give.”

Under this patent Andrew Hamilton was
uppointed Postmaster-General of America,
and was succesful in securing concessions
from the separate colonies. He established
a weekly post from Portsmouth, N. H.,

.southward all the way .to Virginia; but in

doing this he nccessunily ran into debt, for °
it seems that the expenses of the tirst four
years were about five thousand dollars
annually, while the revenue was less than
two thousand dollars,

In 1707 the crown bought back the Neale
Patent, and in 1710 Parliament erected a
post office for America, with New York as
the centre of operations, and prescribed
rates of postage, with sumary process
for their eollection.

From the purchase of the Neale patent
until 1775 postmasters were appointed from
London, the best known among them being
Spotswood of Virginia and and Benjamin
Franklin. Franklin was appointed post-
master at Philadelphia in 1737 by Colonel
Spotswood, late Governor of Virginia, and
then Postmaster-General,

Franklin was postmaster at Philadelphia
from 1737 until he became Postmaster-Gen-
eral for the Northern division in 1753, in
association with Wm. Hunter for the
Southern division, who had been a printer
and postmaster at Williamsburg, Va.
Franklin was postmaster-teneral for twen-
ty-one years, for a large part of which time
however, he was out of the country. He
was removed in 1774, as he says by ‘“a
freak of ministers.”

The Continental Congress as early as
July, 1775,—a year before the Declaration
of Independence,—assumed control of the
postal service of the colonies, and appointed
Benjamin Franklin Postmaster-Gieneral for
the purpose of runuing a line of posts from
Falmouth or Portland, in Maine, to Savan-
nah, in Georgia, with as many cross.posts
as he might see fit. Franklin’s son-in-law
Richard Bache, was the deputy, and was
chosen Postmaster-General on November 7,

’
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1778, owing to the: absence of Franklin,

Richard Bache served as Postmaster-
General until January 28, 1782, when Eb-
enezer Hazard was appointed in his place.
Hazard had been deputy postmaster at New
York under Franklin, and in a memorial
to Congress in November 1776 prayed for
an increase of his compensation as such,
declaring that he was not able to employ
an assistant.

Samuel Osgoode of Mass., was the first
Postmaster-General under Washington,
and a copy of his.first report, dated Dec.
9, 1789, two montls after his appointment
is now among the.archives of the P. O.
department. .

The growth of the American postal
system from this time to the introduction
of railroads, nearly fifty years which may
be called the stage-coach era, fully kept
pace with the growth of the country, and
it may be interesting to note, in these days
of large postal deficits, that from 1789 to
1834 these were only eleven years in which
the Post Office depurtment did not turn in
gome surplus to the Treasury.

The mail was originally confined to
letters, and not until 1792 were newspapers
admitted by law, and then at the rate of
one cent a paper for the first hundred
miles, and a cent and a half for longer
distances. At this rate the postage on a
daily paper at the subscription price of
eigl.t dollars a year, would be four dollars
and sixty-eight cents for any distance over
& hundred miles.

The entire revenue of the post office in
the first year of Mr. Jefferron’s administra-
tion *vould not now pay the salaries of one-
half the letter carriers in the city of
Philadelphia alone,

Of the two hundred thousand post offices

1
listed in the Directory of the Universal

Postal Union, which practically includes
the postal system of the world, over seventy
thousand are in this country.

The Post oftice Department of the United
States is the lurgest business machine that
has ever existed in the world, and is daily
engaged in the strenuous task of keeping
pace with and outstripping the growth of
our country and.its adoption of all the
forces of modegn progress, whether material
or social.

A new postal departure, which is of par-
ticulur interest to travellers, has just been
instituted in the Grand Duchy of Baden.
The scheme is this; Supposing that in the
course of a journey you want to despatch
a telegram, all that you have to do is to
write your message on a postcard with the
intimation that you wish it wired; affix the
requisite amount of stamps, and drop it into
the letterbox attached to the train. When
the train stops the box will be cleared and
the wire sent off without futher trouble to
ou. Postal reformers in other countries
will doubtless make a note of this.

Penny Postage.

Imperial penny postage will have far-
reaching consequences; it is *.ndoubtedly a
grewt onward movement in the career of
civilization, and in the developement of
wider national sympathy and entiment.
But great as are the benefits tc follow the
adoption of universal cheap postage, the
tirst result, and not the least, will be to
make plain that a postal sevvice, however
cheap and comprehensive, is in itself in-
sufficient for the increasing daily needs of
the now widely distributed British peoples.
1t will be seen that in addition to an ocean
penny postal service the circumstances of
our world-empire demand a cheap ocean
cable service, extending to every posession
of her Majesty.

The carriage of letters at any known
speed consumes time, and the length of
time consumed depends on the distance
traversed. The telegraph, on the other
hand, practically anuibilates space, and in
this one respect has immeasurably the ad-
vantage over the ordinary postal service,
especially in the case of of correspondents
who are separated by the greatest distan-
ces.—Sanford Fleming in the Globe.

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lllegal Use of Stamps.

Stamps must not be used for
Currency.

The law imposes a penalty upon any per-
son selling stamps without a stamp vendor’s
license. This has been the law for many
years, bnt has remained dormant owing to
there having been no fractional currency
whereby small sums of money could be sent
by mail. This difficulty however, has ceas-
ed toexist since the adoption ot the postal
note system, whereby remitters can send
fractional currency by postul note for any
sum from 20 cents up to 5.

It seems that country postmasters are
paid & commission on the amount of stamps

sold, the intention being that these stamps
are to be sold purely for local postuge ve-
quirements, But some ) enrs igo some post-
masters, thinking to increase their silaries,
developed the system of inducing persons
to buy stumps and remit them to aties in
payment for goods.  This practice works a
fraud upon the public treasury, and many
years ago legislution was passed to prevent
it. Now that the postal note system has
done away with the necessity for payment
by postage stamps, that practice should
cease and those who in the past have been
in the habit of receiving payment in post-
age stamps would render a service to their
correspondents by warning them against a
continuance of that method of payment.

It develops our imagination; it increuses
our sense of observation and aids usin
the study of many difficult subjects.

First let us see how philately may affect
the imagination. Is there one among we
philatelists, who, looking at a stamp from
some far-off country, has not pictured to
himself, or herself the place from which
the stamp originally came? As we gaze
upon that small piece of art, we imagine
we see it handed out to the purchaser
—mayhap a swarthy African, in scant
clothing. We see him affix it to his letter,
with a smile on his face ora tear in his eye
—for even an African has his joys and sor-
rows. The little stamp has a long journey
to travel and very begrimed it is, before
the letter on which it was placed is handed
to the person for whom it was intended.
The stamp has done its postal duty, but its
true philatelic career i3 yet to begin. It is
sold to a philatelist, to gladden his eye,
and afford him many happy hours of study.
He nctices a small murky appearance upon
its face as if moistened by a small drop of
water.

Was it a tear? Had that letter brought
the news of a fond friend’s death? Maybe

s0. Who knows? Andso our imagination 1

is awakened, and that little postage stamp

calls up within us thoughts that would
“otherwise have never seen birth,

By studying the different shades, varie-
ties of watermarks, etc., we learn to be
very observant. We notice many interest-
ing things —insignificant in themselves—
which others pass by without noticing; or
if they do, not thinking them worthy of
their consideration, forgetting that small
things go to make up the large; thut the
tiny drop makes the spring, without which
we could not live. So we see that philatel-
ists are observers of small things.

As an aid to the study of numerous sub-
jects, philately has no equal.

Take for instance the subject of Geogra-
phy. Even a small school-boy, who is
“Lounded” on the north by his ignorance
of this suject and on every other side by
his stupidity, cannot fail to learn lessons of
lasting benefit by the collecting of a few
foreign stamps.

His interest is at once awakened and he
wants to know more of the countries from
which his stamps originally came. And he
generally finds it out.

There is something very unique about a
stamp, which not only attracts but holds
our attention.

Thus the study of stamps instructs us
with much knowledge, which by any other
means would be more difficult to acquire.
And we would not realize half the pleasure
in acquiring it as from the study of our
grand old hobby—philately.

“All hail, Philatelia!
Thy realm to extend,

Thy science to foster,
Thy cause to defend—

Till proutt and triumphant,
Thy faume shall prevail:

Our troth do we pledge thee—
Philatelia, all hail!
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The Inelegibility
of Review Editors.

The Review Department of many of .our
philatelic papers, has degenerated to such
an extent, that it is a waste of space tothe
publisher and valuable time to the readers,
to observe such filthy paragraphs, Many
untruthful and sarcastic remarks are pub-
lished therein, to the detriment of not only
the paper’s interest, but also to the paper’s
patrons,

Readers of the philatelic press, with a
very few exceptions, prefer to peruse noth-
ing but the best manuscript, absolutely
free from contemptucus statements. To
fill the columns allotted to the Review Ed-
itor with a tirade of abuse, unfavorable
to certain contributers, who he may have
an imaginary grievance against, or, whc he
wishes to give a cowardly ‘‘roast,” is not
only uninteresting reading, but very disre-
spectful and undeceiving, and such mis-
representations are readily believed by the
unsuspecting reader.

These ‘‘Reviewers” pay nothing for the
space they occupy with their vile vituper-
ations, and in most cases the only compen-
sation they receive, isa copy of each paper
they are expected to review without favor.
The amount of friendship or enmity, you
have for a publisher, whose paper you have
under review, should never overbalance
your just and honest opinicns.

As one publisher said, ‘It would be
much more preferable, not to include a re-
view depactment in a paper, unless the re-
viewer is fearless and independent, and
agrees to give his honest view, without any
discriminations—be it either friend or foe.”

This is the only feasible and practicable
remedy, that couldd be suggested to put a
stop to this abuse, and I may say right
here, that some of the publications, which
claim the distinction of being first-class,
are also guilty of including such malicious
and misleading statements, in their col-
umns perhaps unintentionally,

Philatelists, as a general rule, are not
quick to take offence, but when the matter
is carried to a certain point, beyond endur-
ance, then the wrath that is cast down
upon the head of a philatelic editor, is in-
deed felt.

No attempt to be sentimental is intend-
ed, but I'm only embracing my language
in asfew words as possible, at my command.
Turning aside from the disrespectful Re-
viewer, and centering our attention on a
few other *‘stripes” or classes of Reviewers
who consume much valuable space, in
airing their opinions, we will proceed.

Some Review Editors are incompetent,
and a hasty glance over their writings will
instantly indicate such deceptiveness.

Another class is those who simply write
to please certain publishers, (whom they
are on friendly terms with), never attempt-
ing to review the good and bad points of
such publications, for fear of getting their
‘‘exchanges” cut off—or their noble heads
a la Sir Walter Raleigh.

Another style of Reviewers, are those
who judge a paper by the cover; it is need-
less to state that the saying ‘‘Never judge
a man, by the ccat he wears,” was never
intended for their ears, or perhaps they
were unapprised. This style of reviewing
actually happens almost every month.
To mention that the cover is very pretty
or handsomest, or the colors blend beauti-
fully, or the tints are well selected, etc., is
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all very well but to negleet the matter
under the covers is incomprehensible, and
such a reviewer(?) is wanting in the proper
qualitications of such a position.

Another variety, but of the same as the
previous class of reviewers, i~ the one who
reviews twenty or mote publications in the
space of about ten inches, allowing for each
publication about half an inch. Is it pos
sible to thoroughly review, and present an
extended report in this small space? My
opinion would be to the contrary; to famil-
larize your readers with the important
contents, the space of three inches allowed
each paper under review is none too much,

Some reviewers have a habit of st.at,in'g
that such and such a paper contuins the
‘‘usual contents,” whether this is an insin-
uation or a puffis beyond my comprehen-
sion. To the uninitiated *‘usual features™
has an inconceivable meaning. Whether
the reviewer wishes to construe that the
contents are the saume as previous issues,
or are similar to what other publications
contain, I am merely able to conjecture. To
review & paper in the correct form, doit so
that a/l your readers will exactly know the
nature of the contents.  Some of your
readers may never have had the opportun-
ity or the piivilege of examining the pub-
lication under veview; what can they un-
derstand by the *‘usual features”™ Be plain
but perfect. and sincere and  accurate,
Before I praceed any further, Idesire it to
be distinctly understood that no insinua-
tions or remarks are intended or aimed at
any particular coutributor in the capacity
of reviewer: and any excerpts selected were
chosen at random, and werely serve to
illustrate my arguments, and any sugges-
tions proposed are simply the wnter's
individual opinions.

There is still another cluss of reviewers,
who are noted for their unwarranted
and sarcastic expressions and remarks,
it duesn’t make a particle of difference, how
valuable or interesting the contents of a
publication may be. Their remarks are
generally aimed at the initial number of
new publications, and the reflections thus
unjustly cast, does an enormous amount of
damage, which will tuke many months to
obliterate.

It is impussible to judge the future of
any publication by the first number; the
publishers are under many severe unfore-
seen ditliculties—I1 speak from experience,
and it takes at least sixty days to ) repare
your number 1, in shape to be issued, and
then it is by no means perfect. Reviewers
should take these circumstances under con-
sideration and review accordingly.

Reviewers, by ull ineans be just, upright
and honest; be impartial to all and do not
condescend to favor your individual inter-
ests. Hold aloft your friendship; all pub-
lishers and editors like criticisin, if it is
deserved: suggestions ure valuable, pub-
lishers invariably desire to improve their
magazines, to the satisfaction of their
readers.  If we did not suggrest or criticise
publishers would be absolutely in the dark,
but  under no circumstances criticise
untruly.

Do not place a false definition on the
word,--Review; be perfectly free and in-
dependent, and express your views in as
forcible and interesting vocabulary asisat
your command.

When a publication is under review, and
any article or note, which you cousider to
Le interesting te the majonty of your
readers, by all means have such excerpts
published with your manuscnpt.

An unbiased review is a pleasure toread,
and 1 tervently hope to see the day when
all reviewsare conducted in such a manner
us to win praise from ‘he most pessimistic
cntic.

The
use of Canadian Revenue stamps, to illus-
trate may be taken in ill favor, but never-
theless those very stamps, although at
present much neglected, are without doubt
very much prettier than any CUncle Sam
has issued in the revenue line.  Mr. Ro'ie
had an eye to beauty in using the Canada
revenues to illustrate his book.

Mr. Rolne has a very humorous way
about his expressions, and although he has
been dubbed the Mark Twain of philately
he may be dubbed something else in the
eyes of the general public, and perhaps
attain as much favor as has the world-
renowned Mark.

the future demands of philacely.

The number of Revenue stamps printed
in a sheet is now 216 in plice of 200 as
formerly. The change was made to accom-
odate the size of the presses on which the
stamps are being printed.

Interest in Philatelic literature seems to
be rapidly reviving. Societies all over the
country are endeavoring to collect a library
and have committees always on the lookout
for volumes.  One of the finest libraries in
the country is shortly to be disposed of at
auction in New York. The library is the
property of the old time philatelist Joseph
dJ. Casey.

It hus been announced in some stamp
papers, that the idea of granting to private
corporations, companies or individuals, the
right to have revenue stamps made after
their own designs, for proprietary purposes,
had been revoked. This seems tohave been
an error. According to the Metropolitan
Philatelist,anyone purchasing two thousand
dollars worth of a kind can have dies made
according to their own fancy, the only re-
striction being that the size of the stamps
are limited three shapes: 1x1 inch, §x 1
inch and 2 x # inch.

The new urmy frank stamp which has
been used in some parts of the country in
franking army letters, seems to have a
taint of speculation attached to it. It re-
sembles the ten cent 1869, and is the pro-
duct of the brain of B. C. Kenyon, who is
a prominent philatelist and at vne time the
foremost member of the Philatelic Society
of New York. Mr. Kenyon is a Major and
paymaster of the U. $ volunteers of Culif-
ornia. I hope we will be happily surprised
to learn in the near future that the stamp
is one regularly issued without discrimina-

tion,

Don’t get nervous dear reader, there isn't
much, only a new variety of the one and one
guarter cent proprietary. This time it is
an orange brown.

Speculation in Omahas is running fairly
wild. Prices bob up and down like wheat
on u Board of Trade. There is a gradual
rise however, and is likely to continue on
the incline until the bubble shall burst.
The eighth centers are quoted at two cents
each or two dollars per hundred among the
trade.

Left strips of the small surcharge have
at last turned up in the far west. Several
numbers have been discovered and now that
they are in existence it will only be a short
time until we shall know the exact plates
and panes used,

In stamp journalism we have one paper
which in future will be of great value
to stamp collectors and to the sci-
entific philatelist.  Every issue comes
out brim full of the finest sort of informa-
tion, and rarely has a line in the entire
volume, but what is worth reading. With
the horde of stamp papers that are publish-
ed to-day, all bidding hard for patronage,
very few have attained the position in
philately that this journal has attained.
The presswork is not a3 good of late as
formerly, but this discrepuncy is amply
atoned for, with valuable information. I

Business and Pleasure.

In the collecting of postage stumps, bus.
iness and pleasure are combined until their
separate identity is almost lost. 1t is a
pleasure to collect stamps as they come, it
is a business to buy specinens needed to fill
sets, It is a business to conduct an exchonge
correspondence: it is a pleasure to receive
letters from all parts of the world.

I remember that 1 begun with gathering
stamps from the waste basket of a business
firm and sending them abroad in answer to
exchange notices, The stamps received in
exchange I mounted on sheets and sent to
other collectors. Then 1 began to send
out wholesale lots—1000 mixed U. S. for
1000 mixed foreign—and my stock built up
rapidly. )

Of cowse I have received thousands of
damaged stamps--<tamps with some perf-
orations clipped, stamps with corners gone,
and stamps soiled, rubbed or heavily can-
celled, These sick stamps have gathered
in a hospital box awaiting a chance to do
some good, and now I see a way. To any
beginner who will send return postage
(Canadian stamps will do), I will send an
ambulance full. That is where the pleasure
comes in,

Now for the business! You have often
seen advertisements of 100 different
stamps for 10e.” Perhaps vou thought it
was afraud. You did not see how they
conld be sold so cheap, But it is all right:
they were got for nothing in exchange for
sml-npi picked out of waste baskets. I have
thousands of stamps that I am selling for
10¢ a hundred, all ditferent.  Most packets
contain about 25 common U. S, and nothing

else but Europeans. Mine contain uo 17, S,
and have about 25 from Asia, Afrfea, South

i ness.,

America and Australia. I have a packet
of 200 better and ditlerent ones for Hue.

When a collector has 1000 varieties he
wunt:: to take one country at a time and
et alt of ita inexpensive stamps that be
has not bought in packets, Brazil is an
interesting country,one of the first ¢, issue
stamps. 1 have made up into packets a lot
of 1000 Brazilians. There are 13 varicties,
including the 1850 issue with a big numeral
in the centre, the 1866 issue with portrait
of Dom Pedro, current high values, a post-
age due stamp, and newspaper envelope and
Wrapper stamps—ia  representative lot.
They catalogue nearly H0¢, and I will send
them postpaid with 1¢ Omahas feronly 20¢

Belgium is another interesting country
with varied designs.  Some of her stamps
are very common, I have some very old
ones and some very recent ones which you
may want. Theie are the old imperforates
of 1831, the Leopold 1 of 1866, the current
issue with label *‘not to be delivered on
Sunday,” and the beauties commemorating
the Antwerp and Brussels Expositions.
There are ten varieties, cataloguing 25c,
and I will send them for 10c.

Perhaps British Colonials are most inter-
esting to a Canadian, and single stamps
are needed for an album of several thousand
varieties. Huve you seen the old natal 6
penny of 18677 I think it is one of the
prettiest stamps ever issued. It has the
heautiful coronation portait of the Jubilee
stamps and is printed in an exquisite deep
lilac. I bave about 50 copies which were
used to pay the revenue on banking busi-
The cancellation is light and clean,
and they have been spared the rubbing of
a mail journey around the world. They
are gems.  With them are the current 4
penny  and 1 shilling similarly cancelled,
The three stamps catalogued 38¢, and I
send them postpaid for 20¢. T do not ex-
pect to be able to duplieate this offer.

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The One-Cent Omaha.

By APEMANTUS.

The one-cent Omuha, like the one-cent
Columbian, iliustrates a period of discovery;
and both stamps are, I believe, the most
beautiful design and coloring of any in the
series, The period of history illustrated
by the one-cent Columbian is guite fam-
iliar to every ane, while on the other hand,
that illustrated on-the one-cent Omaha,
though nearly two hundred years later,
has very little notice even in our school
histories. Although the two discoverers
nor the two discoveries can in any way be
compared, the discovery of the Mississippi
by Marquette was by no means an unim-
portant one, und we believe the perusal of
the account of the journey will prove both
interesting and profitable.

Marquette was a jesuitPriest whoaccom-
panied Joliet, sent by Frontenac, (then
governor of New France) on a voyage of
discovery tothe Mississippi. Their outtit
was very simple. Providing themselves
with two birch canoes, and a quantity of
smoke meat and Indian corn; on the seven-
teenth of May, 1673, with only five men,
these two adventurers, Louis Joliet and
Jacques Marguette started on this exceed-
ingly dangerous voyage. Leaving Point
St. Iguace their course was westward;
they soon passed the Straits of Mackinaw
and coasted along the north shore of Lake
Michigan and Green Bay. stopping at eve-
ning to build their camp-fire in the edge
of the furest, they reached the Menominie
river and ascended to the Indian village.
Here the Indians tried to dissuude them;
the banks of the Mississippi, they said,
were inhabited by ferocious tribes, who put

every stranger to death; and that there
was a4 demon n the river, whose roar could
be heard a very pgreat distance and he
would engulf them in the abyss where he
dwelt, and that the heat was so intense
that they would immediately perish.

The travellers next reached the Missicn
at the head of (ireen Buy; entered the Fox
River; crossed Luke Winnebago, and fol-
lowed the greut windings of the river Le-
yond. Elk and deer were abundant. On
the seventh of June they reached the
Miamis and weredelighted to find a cross
planted in the place. The Indians had
decorated it with a number of dressed deer
skins, bows arrows, ete., as an offering to
the great Muuitou of the French, a sight
by which Murquette says he was extremely

consoled.
They remained here until the tenth of

June, when with two Indians for guides
they resumed the journey. All the town
camedown to the shore to see themdepart,

The river twisted among the lakes und
marshes choked with wild rice; and, but
for their guides, they could scarcely have
followed the narrcw channel. It brought
them to the portage, where, after carrying
their canoes a mile and a half over the
prairie and threugh the marsh, they laui.ch-
ed them on the Wiscounsin, bade farewell
to the waters that flowed to the St. Law-
rence, and committed themselves to the
current that was to bear them they knew
not whither,—perhaps to the Gulf of Mex-
ivo, perhaps to the South Sea or the Gulf
of California. The§ glided down the tran-
quil stream for several days. At night
bivouaced,—the cances inverted on the
baunk, the flickering fire, the meal of bison-
flesh or venison, the evening pipes, and
slumber Leneath the stars: and when in the
morning they embarked again, the mist

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hung over the river like a bridal veil; and
then melted before the sun, till the glassy
water 4nd the languid woods basked
breathless in the sultry glure,

On the 17th of June, they saw to their
right the broad meadows, bounded in the
distance by rugged hills, where now stands
the city of Prairie du Chien. They bhad
found what they sought, and “with a joy,”
writes Marquette, “‘whichIcannotexpress,”
they steered forth their cunoes on the
eddies of the Mississippi.

Turning southward they paddled down
the stream, through a solitude unrelieved
by the faintest truce of man. On the 25th
they discovered foot-prints on the western
bank and a well-trodden path which lesd
toan Indian village where Jeliet and Mar-
quette passed the night. They were es-
corted to their canoes in the morning by
the chief and six hundred tribesmen.

Aguin they were on their way, slowly
drifting down the great river. They passed
the mouth of the Ilinois, and glided
beneath the line of rocks on the east-
ern side, cut into fantastic forms by the
elements, and marked as ‘““The Ruined
Castles” on some of the early French maps.
Presen.ly they beheld a sight v lich re-
minded them that the Devil was still lord
paramount of this wilderness. On the Hat
face of a hgh rock were painted, in red,
black and green, a pair of monsters, each

The rock where
these tigures were painted is immediately
over the city of Alton, IlL. They are almost
entirely obliterated at the preseat time.
They soon after reached the mouth of the
Missouri. Their light canoes whirled on
the mirey vortex like dry leaves on an
angry brook. “I never.” writes Marquette,
“suw anything more terrific.” They pass-
the lonely forest that covered the present
site of St. Louis, and, a few days later saw
on their left the mouth of the Ohio,

Several days later as they neared the
mouth of the Arkansuas, they saw a cluster
of wigwums on the left bank. Their in-
mates were all astir, yelling the war-whoop;
several large canoes, filled with savages,
were putting out from the shore, above and
below them to cut off their retreat, while
others waded into the water toattack them,
fuiling to reach the canoes one of them
threw his war club, which flew over the
heads of the startled travellers. The elders
of the village finally arrived and on seeing
the peace pipe invited the Frenchmen to
come ashore. They did so and found a
better reception than they had reason to
expect. They passed the night in the
village.

The travellers now held a consultation
as to what course to take. They had gone
far enough to establish one important
point, that the Mississippi discharged its
waters into the Gulf of Mexico. They
thought themselves nearer to ils mouth
than they actually were, the distance still
being about seven hundred miles. They
resolved to return wo Canada for fear of
being killed by Indians or captured by
Spaniards and the results of the discovery
lost.

I had escaped every peril from the In-
dians; I had passed forty-two rapidg, and
was on the point of disembarking, full of
joy at the euccess of so long and ‘ditlicult an
enterprise, when my canoe capsized, after
all the danger scemed over. I lost two
men and my box of papers, within sight of
the first French Settlements, which I had
left almost two years before.”

We sincerely hope that this issue will be
a benefit to a large number of collectors,
as the majority of the articles coutained in
this issue are original contributions from
the pens of experienced writers, who know
what they are speaking about.
