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REVIEW or THE PAST YP.R.
The year that is past has been one of comparative peace and prosperity.

Eventful years, as a rule, are not happy yeare. No great facts stand forth
upon the record of 1872 ; and, for the interest of the majority, it ie well
that this has been the case. In Britain and her colonies the year opensed
with thanksgiving to God for the restoration of the Prince of Walee. The
Positivists would not believe that the recovery was due to anything but
natural causes, and somie of the boldest amnong theseunbelievors challengedthe
Christian ,world to an experimental trial of the efficacy of prayer. One of
fi best enbjects for trial would be the conversion of these infidels then-
mske . The legislation in the Bennett and similar cases in the Church of
]iland drove fr. Molynseaux and othe-rs out of the Establishment. Dr.
Pasey growled but would nlot be driven out, and the tinid Evangelicals, on
their part, show no disposition te give up the loaves and fishes. Arci-
bishop Tait set the heathen sojourners in London on their defence by ealling
attention to the need of mnissionary labours near home. One of the worst
features in the state of public opinion in many parts of England came pro-
minently forward, in th e justification of this contemptible defence by leading
journalists and others professing Ciristianity. The Englishi Presbyterian
Church celebrated the tercentenary of the founding of the first English Pres-
bytery at Wandsworth, and is thoroughly agreed upon the question of union
with the United Presbyterian body in Eniglanid, and in time with the Welsh
Calvinistic Methodists.

In Scotiand matters of education absorbed a great deal of public atten-
tion. The union of tie Chiurches is still in tie future ; and Dr. Begg, with
the rest of the anti-iunioiiQta, are fighting vigorously against the Mutual
Eligibility Sehene. Two border raids have attracted-a fair sshare of notice.
One is Dean Stanley's visit to the Established Chuirci ; the other, Mr.
Knight's to the Uniitarians of England. Dean Stanley was answered by
Dr. Rainy in a mamer that nay teaci hims and otiers the ditliculty' of lay-
ing a broad Church latform in the Presbyterian Ciureh. Mr. Kniglit has
abjured Mr. Martiieau . Two distinguished men, Dr. Normain MeLeod of
tise Etabished, and Profe-or lslay Burns of tlie Free Church, have been
missed from th( ir places. ' The tereenteniary of the deati of Knox was ee-
brated nut unly in Scotland, but throughout the Presbyterian worM.
Evangelistic work is tie Illiglands and other parts of Scotlad ias been
carried on during the pat year, principally by the deputies'of the Fiee
Church Asscebily, and las resulted in inueh spiritual good. In Ireland dis-
establishiment is working well for all parties. A greater share in publie
affairs is now taken by tiose who but recently bore the nane of dissenter's,
and greater activity ini matters of religion and Church organization is mani-
fested by tie once paid agents of tise State. Cardinal Cullen and tie Romisi
hierarchy have been en'davouring to get the supe-ntendence of education.
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into thir hands, but have not succeeded. Encouraging success is etill met
with in connection with the labours of the Assembly's missionaries to the
Romanists.

France lias had rather a sad tercentenary, that of the Bartholomew
massacre. Father Hyacinthe, spite of his matrimonial alliancejias been
joined by the Abbé Michaud and other men of comparatively evangelical
views. The priests who adhere to Rome, on the other hand, have busied
themselves and occupied the minds of the faithful with pilgrimages to all
sorts of shrines and the revival of miraculous agencies. Thc year has been
a famous one for Protestantism. The first Synod of the National French
Church held since 1660, sat on the 6th of June, and declared itself largely
evangelical. The name of the Count de Gasparin, who in 1849 establisied
with Frederic Monod the union of Evangelical Churches or Free Churcli of
France, appears among the obituaries of the year.

Since the conclusion of the war with France, the German Empire lias
been disturbed by the violence of the Ultramontane party, at the head of
whom stood the Jesuits. They obstructed the way of the Government in all
its attempts to form and carry out a igeneral system of education. The
High Lutherans made common cause with them for the purpose of obtaining
separate schools. At length Bismarck would endure it no longer, and pub-
lished an edict baxishing the Jesuits. The meeting of the Kirchentag, or
Congress of ChurchLs, at Halle, was the occasion of the well-known states-
man, Herr van Bethmann Hollweg, calling for a union of all the German
Churches, and advocating for the United Church a Presbyterian form of
government. The High Church Lutherans are the obstacle at present. At
the same time the Old Catholic Congres was held at Cologne. It was
marked by the careful way in which the canon lawyers of the Church
sought to establish legal ground of action, with a view to state recognition
and the consequent overthrow of the Ultramontanists. The Old Catholics
have gained great strength in many parts of Austria, a land once devoted to
the Pope.

In Switzerland a great man has fallen in Dr. Merle D'Aubigné, the
celebrated Church historian. His death, deplored throughout the bounds
of the Protestant Church, occ'uTed shoitly after the meeting of the Evan-

gelical Conference at Geneva, by which the hearts of God's people have been
cheered amid many rationalistic and anti-christian influences. Another
death meets us in connection with Italy. Dr. Lewis of Rome finished his
course with joy, living long enough to sec his labours crowned with nuch
auccess. A remarkable conference took place in the Eternal City, between
three protestant pastors and threce Romisli priests, resulting in the defeat of
the latter. A branch of the Bible Society has been established in Rome,
and a bonfire of religions books, most of which were copies of the Scriptures,
has been lit by priestly hands in an Italian village. The old Catholics arD
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inereasing greatly, even under the shadow of the Vatican, while the Walden-
sian and Free Italian Churches, with nany, foreign agencies, are actively
prosecuting the work of evaigelization.

The Spanish mission at Toledo, under Mr. Kinapp, a Baptist, lost a
pastor, an evangelist, a teacher and an organist to Roine, and the Papsts
have not yet stopped rejoicing. The other Christians stand fast, and many
are beinggatlhered into the fellowship of the various Protestant Churlie,.
The attempt upon the life of the King of Spain seemns to have strengthenled
the hands of the constitutional part), and the efforts of the young mionaith
to improve the uiorals of the nobility have not been without effect.

Holland has not been belinîd Sootland, England and France in tjhe
matter of tercentenaries. The celebration of the taking of Brill, whih laid
the foundation of Ditch civil andi religious liberty, belongs to the past year.
The convention of Young Men's Christian Associations was hîeld in this
Presbyterian land, whose Established and Free Churches are awaking into
new life, and bid fair to niake their influence felt as in the days of the
Synod of Dort.

In Sweden and Norway a strong churchly spirit still prevailz, but more
liberality exists than for nany long years has been mnanifested in Scandina-
via. The Baptists and Methodists are liard at work aniog the dead masses
of conventional Lutheranisn, but unhappily the Mrntuns follow clobe at
the heels of these evangelical labourers. In Ruîssia the distribution of
Bibles is still carried on with vigour. An Arnenian Protestant Churcli at
Shanaki, on the Caspian, was destroyed by the shock of an earthquake, and
twenty of the worshippers were killed on the spot, while nany of the
wounded have since died. The Bulgarians of Turkey have quarrelled with
the Greek Patriarcb of Constantinople, and are making advances toward
Protestantisin. A revival has taken place in Niconedia, a region celebrated
in the history of the early Clurcl. The Protestant Churches in Maiai,
on the confines of Syria and Asia Minor, were never in so flourishing a state.
A destructive earthquake in Syria laid the ancient city of Antiuch in ruin.

The assassination of Earl Mayo in India lias called attention to the
Mahoniedan iniluence still working in that unhappy land. The influence
of undenomninational Universities and Colleges, lias led to fears, that while
the Ilindoos are heathenizing England, the English nay heathenize India.
Missionary labours are abundant ; the Free Church schools and colleges
are doing good service in education, and the large numbers of children
thrown upon the hands of the United Presbyterian rmissionaries are being
carefully instructed in the truth. Burnali still brings forth fruit in its old
age. The new Mahonedan Kingdon of Tali, within the bounds of the
Chinese Empire, is seeking to strengthen itself by Eurupean alliances, and
has opened communications with the muany followers of the false prophet in
the Flowery Land. Mission work goes on vigorously in nany places, and
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in none witlh more success than in the Island of Foinosa. Japan seemsi
thoroughly awake to the requirements of the age. Many of its youth are
gaining a Christian education in the United States and Britain. The edicts
against Ciri.stianit% , levelled at the votaries of Rome, have been taken down.

Tarning to Africa, the last year gives ns the discovery of a valuable
papyrus fron Egypt, containing a narrative of the Raneses' dynasty, con-
firming, in many respects, the Mo. aic history. Abyssinia is stretching forth
her hands for the gospel. The variou' "Missions in the East and ,West, of
the American and Scottish United Presbyterian Churches, and of the English
Societies, report encouraging progress. The diamond fields of the South
have attraeted nany adventurers, among whom the gospel lias been preached,
while the Kaffirs and Hottentots have not been forgotten. The success of
Mr. Stanlev's searchs for Dr. Livingstone lias filled mia'y hearts with joy,
which will not. be complete, lowever, until the veteran Missionary returns
in person. Madagascar is nîow settling its ecclesiastical organization, a
inatter of no little difliculty. It aiready secs the dangers of independency.

The Presbyteriain Chirches of Australia and New Zealand are growing
rapidly, and the lack of labourers in these regions has been in part supplied
by Missioiiaries sent out byv the Colonial Committee of the Free and other
British Presbyterian Churcies. Fron Canada Mr. Tait, formerly of Bristol,
lias gonse to their aid. Another martyr, the Rev J. D. Gordon, lias watered
the soil of Erromanga in the New lebrides with his blood. The slave
trade in the sanie region carried on by traders from Australia, liaq been
checked by the attion of the British Governnynt, which took an unworthy
revenge for the murder of Bishop Patteson. Many Protestant natives were
nassacred by the Roman Catholie inhabitants of New Caledonia, and the
French Cathýolic priests have not succeeded in clearing themselves of this
characteristic stain. A more pleasing spectacle was afforded in Roman
Catholic Tahiti, where the Queen and ber principal officers assisted at the
opening of a Protestant Church.

Smnall missions are now planted in many parts :>f South Anerica from
Tierra del Fuego northwards. Chili and Brazil are more prominently
before the eye of the religious world tlian the other States in this respect.
In the West Indies and British Hunduras the United Presbyterian Missions,
that of the Church of the Lower Provinces, and others, have been much
blessed. The progress of the gospel in Mexico continues to be exceedingly
gratifying. Many priests now proclaim the truth, while Bible and Tract
Societies and Young Men's Christian Associations flourish. The whole of
this long neglected land may soon be won for Christ. The year opened in
the United States with the conversion to Christianity of Mr. Hepworth the
Unitarian. Many revivais have taken place in different parts of the country.
The death of Mr. Greeley, one of the candidates for the presidency, and
tie great fire of Boston, aie recent events unconnected with religion.
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The Ainerican Presbyterian Church has bcen troubled with two closely al-

lied questions, the raising of w hich do nut speak well for its office bearers-

the demi-;siont of the ofice of the miuis:ry, and the election of elders for a

.liniter' term of service. The m liole oi the Bible has at last been translated

into the language of the laquimaux.

Among vets ini thie T>,iniaion, w e haî e tO note tle arrival among us

of the Earl of l)ufferin, the niew G0 u% rnor-Generai, whue kindness and af-

fability have already won him golden opinions.

The Clurch of thv Lov er Pro inec- ha, tu repovrt an initercsting work of

grace in Cape Bletoan, w here ]abourers are much needed. A good work has

also been carried on amîong te Acadian French by tolportt urs from Montreal.

The question of union is settled, as far as the tw-o Churches of the Lower

Provinces are concerned, and they are sinply waiting for the completion of

negotiation., by the larger bodies in the WVet. In the Churches of Ontario

and Quebec there. is still .some hesitation, caused principally, but not alto-

gether, by diliculties connecteal with educational institutions. Instru-

mental music in our own Church is now a congregational question. The

ranks of the ministry have been recruited by many welcome arrivals from

the mother country. The Churches there have comie to the lelp of our

missions with men and means. These are all prosperous. Manitoba lias

been reinforced by the addition of labourers from our own Church, the sister

Church in connection with the Church of Scotland, and the Irish Presby-

terian Church. Its College, under Professor Bryce, is succeeding well.

ir. Jamieson's report from British Columbia is gratifying. Mr. Nisbet, of

the Saskatcbewan Mission, at present on a visit to Ontario, has at length

got an efficient fellow-worker in Mr. Vincent. Mr. McKay, the missionary to

Formosa, is progressing rapidly with his preparatory linguistic studies, and

will soon be able to proclaim the Gospel with ready tongue to the sinple

nAtives. Valuable aid lias been rendered to the Home Mission Committee

by the Students' Missionary Societies of the Colleges in Toronto and Mon-

treal. The Church i., taking up the grounl to the north. of Lakes Superior

and Huron, forming a Iink< in the chain that is to stretch fron the Atlautir

to the Pacifie. Father Chiniquy still pro.,ecutes hi.i evangelistic labours in

Kankakee, and occasionally in Canada; and the wor.k of French evangeli-

zation in Lower Canada lias already resulted ln much gond, a result t

which the instructions of Profetr Coussirat, ia the Montreal College, have
not a little contributed. In various pla, t, the year that i, past has been a

year of grace. The Synod of Montreal, by means of its evangelistic depu-

tations, ims done, much, ard will yet do more to quicken religious life within

ite bounds. .,The Cllege' ai bath in a flourishing state. deficient in the

numbers, indeed, but noat ii tL .eal and efficency of their profesors, and

llessed w-ith a body of earn'.it anad intelligent stuidents.

"'HE SPIRITUAL INSTRUOTION AND CONVERSION OF THE
CHILDREN OF THE CHUROH."

(A paper read before the Presbytery of Ottawa.)

No Christian parent or pastor can fail to entertain deep solicitude for
the spiritual welfare of the young conmitted to bis care. But what are
the best means of securing, under God. the end in vi-w ? How shall faith
in the Divine promises best find a fitting expression in the spiritual uptrain-
ing of the children of the covenant? Some would urge the duty of prayer
in the consecration of their offspring to God, as an effectual means ; and in
the offering up of earnest, importunate, supplication at a throne of grace
they would consider parental obligation fully diLcharged, leaving results to
Him alone who can turn the hearts of men as le turneth the rivers of
water. But as prayer iteelf i; only one mode of expressing our faith, or
rather the offcring up of our desires unto God,-it follows that prayer alone
does not cover the wiole ground of Christian responsibility and duty.
Rather, wu are to i iv p1a yi as îcsGug upon a basis warraited by Divine
testimony - so as tu eccure the fulfilnvit of the Di% ine promie. Tlis basis,
we conceive, is the istrtion of youth in the thing of the Kingdon.

All along in the hiztory of God's Church, the conversion of children and
youth is predicated as being based uponi their moral instruction. An en-
.omiuin was pronounced on Abralhamiî because lie comnmanded his children
and household, and iniîtiuuted themi to keep the way of the Lord. The
Israelites were enjoined at the giving of the law to tuach all the words
which Jehovah commanded " diligently unto their clildreu." One of the
proverbs of the wise King wvas to the sanie effect Train ip a child in the
way lie should go ; ad when lhe is old, lie will not depart from it." And
besides the off -repitcd cxhurtation addresed to Christian parents t" bring
up their children iii the nurture and admonition of the Lord," we have left
on record the godly examuple of Lois and Eunice in training up young
Timothy, who, froni early childhood, was instructed in "the Scriptures,
which aie able to make wise unto salvation."

To n eglect this duty, thenî, is to runi counter to the vill of God as made
known in Scripture. It w oul be going as much in the face of Providence,to expect the conversion of a child in answer to prayer, without the employ-
ment of other means of moral culture, as it would for the larnier to expect a
crop of grain witlout sowing ,the seed. The genial warmth of the sun,and the fertilizing rains of leaven, would all be lost without the sowing of

seed. Oui Father in ieaven worki not but in the ust of mseans-whether
in the natural or spiritual kini gdorm. Conversion, no doubt, is a moral
miracle, but it is one which w ù have no riglit to expect without employing
the mneans ordained of Gud. And whilc He is Sovereign in the matter of
salvation, to w hums of right beloqgs the gift of tie Spirit,-yet if the parent
or the Church, or both, are in the exercise of a faith whicl nust have
respect to the Divine connands, training up the children of the covenant in
the way of the Lord, they have reasonable ground for expecting the conver-
sion of those children, anîd of claiiniusg the fulfilment of that precious pro-
mise in Isaiah. " I will pour my Spirit upon thy seed, and niy blessing upon
thine offspring." The reaping will invariably correspond with the sowsng.
The incorruptible seed of the Word deposited in the virgin soil of young
hearts will (by the Spirit's blessing) be productive of saving results-an
that in meet proportion to the mleasure of effort and amount of toil expended'
in preparing the heart for the good seed of the kingdon ; so that in some it
will produce thirty-fold, in others sixty, and in more even an hundred-fold.

Next in importance to moral instruction, as well as next in the order
of nature, is the force of exanple. The Bible order is first nurture, then
admonition ; and included under this latter is example. In the moral train-
ing of youth, with a view to their conversion, precept without example
would be of little avail. The eye and the ear of youth are both sensitive
orgaus in the inbibing of moral impressions. Proverbially quick to observe
the faults or inconsistencies of others, children will profit little by word-
teaching, when their instructors convey the idea that their profession and
practice are in diametric opposition. Tie legitimate outcome of such a
course of training must and will be hypocrisy. No training at all would be
better than this, in su far that the virgin soil of unbroken ground would be
there to operate on by right influences, instead of having the soil pre-
occupied and rankly crowded with the weeds of hsypocrisy, religious for-
mality without the power, worldly-mindedness, and sin. There is great
danger in an age when we are free fromt persecution, and wien the cnrrent of
worldly airms is so powerful, of the Ciurcli of God drifting into a con-
dition of luxurious ease, and among the more prominent defections of the
present day, the sin of wlich lies at the door of parents, is the want of
family traininq-including, as that terni does, instruction in religious trutb,
godly example on the part of parents, and the rigit governient of youth.
The old sin of Eli, inI "not restraining his sons" when they " made them-
selves vile," is too consmon, alas among professors of Christianity, while
the faithful conduct of Abralam in commanding his children and house-
hold, instructing tiesm in the way of the Lord, is far fron being the uni-
versai practice of tie Churchs visible. Tie loosened reis 0 too oft n tirown
over the neck of children and youth, and the result is thsat mansy are ruihing
madly on to destruction.

It is not, then, in any spa.smsodie efforts that the remsedy for exi-ting
evils is to be found. It is not, we iumbly think, in asy special or occasional
services for the yougn, however well-intentioned, that a moral panacea
exists. The root of tile evil lies in the want of well-directed, systemsatie,
prayerful effort in the famsily, and on the part of iarenits ! The fanily iý
the nursery of the Ciuri. Thisi is why God iii His infinite wisdom
ordained that the family, as such, should Le placed in dloe jsxtaposition
with the Churcli, amade a part of the covnant Isral of God. We have the
most abiding faith -i tisi Divine nethod of dealing N itis the children of
thse covenat, in its w idomn, its adaptation to the wants of s-ociet, its ulti-
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mate succ. Anîd if God lias thrcatened to pour out his fury upon the
familes who call not upon His naine, as Nvell as upon the heathen who pro-
fess not Iis name, bas IIe not al-o promied to pour out of lis Spirit upon
the seed of Jacob, and His bles>ing uponl their offslp inîg, that they shall
apring up as anong the grass, as willows by the water-courses ? And as the
iesult of observing the Divine conmmand in the proper uptraining of child-
i*en, and claining upon beleving effort the fulfilinent of Divine promises,
oar liearts will be cheered and the Churcli perpetuated and religion revived,
by seeing our youtlh entering into covenant - ith Israel's God, one saying,
"j arn the Lord's, and another calling biniself by the niame of Jacob, and
another subscribin' with his hand unto the Lord and surnaming himself by
the name of Israel.'

The sum of the whole matter nay be expressed thus-the religious in-
struction of our youth, the godly example of parents, family govermnent
and discipline exercised in a firm but Christian spirit,-these, acconpanied
by believine prayer for our children's spiritual welfare, are the grand means
which our 1 ather in Heaven hath ordained, to the end that lie iniglit secure
to the Churcli " a godly seed." All other imeans are only subsidiary to these
-such as sermons to the young, Sabbath schools, and other moral influences
outside the family. Even the Sabbath school, however useful in some re-
spects, more especially in gathering in the outcast and the neglected fron
among the youth of our un-christianizcd population, should never be allowed
to usurp the place assigned to family instruction and training. The
tendency, on the part even of parents w ho are professors of religion, is to
transfer the responsibility of inistructing their chîildre-n in religious things
tu Sabbath sLhool teachers, too xmany of whomN are unqualified for tlie office,
both hy nature and ly grace, and do not realize any bpecial responsibility in
the umatter. Moreover the kind of instruction often coxmmunicated, more
especially in our rural districts, i unatisfacto:y and of a fitful intermittent
nature, oecurriig only at intervals, gencrally but once a m euk, and often
only for the suminr nolths! At be.st and under the imost favourable circun-
stances, it is only one hour out of Seven days iii the week that the Sabbathî
sclool teacher has to reacli ti mind and conscience of his pupil, with not
unfr, quently a feaifal odds to conteid against fromt adverse influences.
low inadequate such a provision to meet the wants of those nho are perish-
ing for lack of knowledge.

In conclusionî, it is suggested that mi.i.ters gie pecial prminice in
their palpit addres.-, to tic duties, incumbemit on parents, thiat pastors make
conscience of speaking personadly to the you li f our Church on the subject
Of religion, and fuirtlher that the aiuelnt lractice be i evived, which lias well
nigh flle int di. ue, of houldiin diets for tatechetical examinîation, say
once a ycar, in conliection m ith pastoial .sitationi, and as a part of it. The
nmost benefieial re>m1ts for the Ciureh and societv may Ie aIticipated from
sucli a course; s that, we re all the hurclhes throuhout tle land to act
upon the suggcstion, soon wmould " the w ildeiness and the solitary place be
glad for themi, and the desert rejoice ard blossomt as the re."

If ieed be, let there Le a imoxe frieunt exlhange of pulpits, that pastors
may find time and strenmgtli to devote tIleil enries mule thani hitherto to
pastoral visitation in coniection u itL the youmg cf families. Let the
Shorter Cateciimu f, r more adS anced ehiuldr<n a, anîd some simiiplcr book,sucli as Brown's Mothe's Catecliim, or Williison, for the very y oung, be
l ut , itiiiii the reah of evey iamily, whidi sll le tiaiied iii the know-
edge of Lible t ruth, and thus piepared f r tle anniual catecietical diet.
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If we would revive religion in our laud, we must return to primitive
methods, as in the days o! the Apostles and of our Scottisi forefathem ià
Refornation timues, when P.cpsitury teachinj iorned su prominent an elemènt
in the instruction of the muasses. We live in a practical age, in which the
people who are asking for the bread of liffe % ill not be satisfied with the

tlhsks of a dead fornialismn, or have their souls fed with the outer shell
of Christianitv, but with the living kernel of gospel tîuth. The carneat
prayer ot pastors and of parents, and of ail church members, should be the
cry of the prophet in the valley of N ition ; "Come froni the four vinda
O>reath, and breathe upon these slain, that they nay live ; " or in the
languiage of the Church in Solomuoni's Song, " Awatke, O north wind, and
C-1 , thou -outhî ; blow up(n ny garden, tiat the spices thereof may flow
forth."

AT.HANASIUS.

A NEW YEAR's STORY FOR THE YOUNG.

Mo!e a!.n fifteen centuries ago, ju.4 three hundred and twe've ye<ua
after J (, ChrI.,t vý La . 2lthlehen, a numaiibei of boys were plaving
on tie a shlre. near the geat city oi Alexandria iii Egypt. It was the
month ot Januarv, but January iii Alexandria is very diFerent fron flih
same month in Canada, fl'r ail tie flow ers and trees are. in bloomn and leaf
wha. '. , .m g titese boys, who played upon the sandy
beach ut qhe Meditnauu o, eie w1as one who seemed to be the leAder
of thuir sports. He was a bright, fearless lad, about fourteen years of age,
and the other boys called him Athanasius. His Christian parents had
giyen hin a beautiful naine at his baptisîn, for iii Greek it means the
undying. immzuortal one. But. I fear. they lad iot initructed him very
well in the truth of God's Word, wlich tells us how reverent we should be
in worshippiing Hlim tlat made the htavens and the ear th, and who is high
above ,theu all. Young Athinasius called his cormpanions to jn
iimi in a gaine thiey lad often played at before. It was to make
believe that le was their niiitîler, and they were elders and deacons
and the congregation, all tmet together to w orship 'as on the Sabbath
day. While this was goimg on, a good man called Alexander, who
was bishop of Alexandria (for there were bishops at this time
placed above miniisters, although the Bible says this ought not to
be), was looking out of a window in a houte near the spot where the bo)ys
were playing. When he saw what they were doing he was shoeked at bheir
imitativn of things divine, and sent at once for the parente of the children,
among whon le specially m iIîed to see the father and mother of Athanasia.
.A.fter they caie, Alexander told themx, that since thoir sons delighted even
to imitate the work o the Gopel ministry, they should train them up to
bu true and faithful miniîters of Jesus Christ when they came to be men.
So Athana.îius was pti under learned and pious teacier',, who taught him
the knowledge of the one gieat 3ook which tells us of God the Father antd
.Nis Son Jeus, and which make, the foolish and the Iiful wise and good.
.He liked, above all thinigs, the story of Jesus Chrit. U knew all about
Run as the httle Babe of ethlehen, the wonderfut Bvy of Nazareth, the
Teacher sent fronm God wlho went about continually doing good,and the Man of
S-orrows that hung upun the bitter cross ; but he loved also to think of Him
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as King Je4uq, the Father's only b'egotten Son, the brightness of the
Father's glory and the express image of His person, who had said, "1 and
the Father are one." As soon as le became a good scholar, Bishop
Alexander took him into his house and made him his secretary. Btit
Athanasius wished to be able to preach about Jesus Christ ; so at last the
ininisters were called together and he was made a deacon. Now, it is not,

the business of a deacon to preach the gospel, but to take charge of the
buildings and the money of the church and look after the poor people in it.
They did many things even in these early days, however, that Go's Word
never told thei to do, and to inake a deacon preach was one of these. So
Athanasius became a deacun, and preached to the boys lie once had plàyed
with, and before Alexander and many more, that Jesus Christ the Saviour
is the only begotten Son of God.

Now nearly all who called theniselves Christians believed what
Athanasius said about Christ, because it is so plainly written in the Bible.
But, for more than seventy years there had been people in Asia Minor and
Syria and Africa who did not believe, or said they did not believe (because
people don't always believe what they say) that there are " three persons in
tle Godhead, the saine in substance, equal in power and glory.» There was
such a main in the Church in Alexandria ; his name was Arius, and he was a
presbyter or elder ; for the word presbyter means elder, and the Presbyterian
Church is the Church of the Elders. He wa&, much older than Athan-
asius, who was only a deacon, and would have liked to be bishop instead of
Alexander. Because he was not elected, he quarrelled with Alexander, and,
Alexander was not a very good friend to him. Indeed, where there are
bishops set over ministers, there are nearly always quarrels, for many of the
iinisters think that they have as good a right to be bishops as another, and
when one is appointed, the others don't like to submit. Every minister in
the Presbytenian Churcli is a bishop, so that there is no need of quarrelling
about who shall be first. Well, this Arius began to teach the people that '
Jequs ChriQt, although very great, is simLply a creature, and not the only be-
gotten son of God,-juet what the Unitarians do to-day. Alexander disputed
with him, and Athanasius helped him with proofs out of the Word of God,
like those we find at the end of the answers in the Shorter Catechism. At
last the great Emperor Constantine, who ruled over the world, and who was
the first Christian that sat upon the throne since Jesus Chint was crucified,
called all the principal ministers together in the city of Nice in Asia Minor.
More than three hundred of them caine from many parts of Europe, Asia
and Africa, and sat down before the Enperor in the jeat hall of bis beauti-
fil palace. Anong them were Alexander the bLshop, Arius the elder, and
Athanasius the dea'on. The Emperor made an oration, teling the ministers
ho-w glad he w-us to see themu al there, and Alexander deUvered a speech
against Arius after lie had been questioned about his doctrines. Then a
clever man called Eusebius rose and defended Arius, and others followed
him, all making excuses for what Arius. had said, until Athanasius could ený-
dure it no longer. He was a deacon, and only twenty-seven years old, while
most of those who spoke were bishops and old men ; but the'Emperor and
the Council allowed him to speak for Christ. So Athanasius arose with
muci trembling, for lie was a very modest man, although bold for the tmth,
and began to speak. Soon Lis heart became warm, and he spoke with great
boldness, as Le tuld how Jesus was no creature, but God's o4ybegotten $onani equal 'with the Father. All the bishops and elders listened to his
eluent words witb great attention and earnestness, and when his speech
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was ended, moist of themi said "lThe deacon is rigit, and the doctrine of Arius

is contrary to the Word of God." Then Arius was put out of the Church,

and the ministers went home again, all spskinr of the bold and eloquent

young deacon of Alexandria, wlio lov 'd the Lorc Jesus, and whom God had

raised up to be a defender of the faith.
Eusebius and the others friend' of Arius were verv ançgry wh Athan-

asius for getting them put out of the Churcb. The vear after the Council,

Alexander died, and Athanasius was imade bishop l h place. You nay be
sure that lie would not allow any one to preach Arianisi near hlm. Nine

more years passed away, and during ail this tiiie is eneinies were busy
againstlhim. Atlasttheysaidthat he had killed a bishop called Arseniuand
h cut off the dead man's hand. So the Emperor called a Couneil at lyre
to see if this was true. Atlhanasius did not know what to Io, for certainly
Arsenius lad disappeared, and nobody 31eemed to know wliat had becone of

him. But he put bis trust in GOud, a 1d went to Tyre. liiz enemies brought
the hand into the Council and sail, " This is the band of Arsenius, whici

Athanasius cut i"ff. Athanasiussaid it waq not true, but no one would believe

him, for nearly all the ministers in the Council had had their inds poisoned

against him by the followers of Ariu4. While they were prepagin to con-

demn hi, Archelaus, tle governor of Tyre, caie to Athana-is and said,

"Be of do6 confort, all will be well." hlie Athanaiams p-ave-d to God

again to lielp him. Soon Archelaus returned with somine soldi'ers, who led
in a man wearing a long cloak ; and Paul, the h);-liop1 of Tyre, eried out, as
he came in, "ITis is Arseniius '" And so it waz. le hlad been iiding in
the city, waiting, I suppuse, to sce Athanainu conmiiined and perhaps ut
to death for killing hin. Tien Athanasiu said ta his eciiSers, " is tis

Arsenius P" and they lad to reply, " Yes, it is indeed lie."
" Is this his hand which you have laid lefore the conncil ?
They replied that it was. Athana:ius drew aside one fold of the long

cioak and showed Arsenius's îight hand, and afterwards lie irew aside the

other fold and showjd his left hanil. Theit h- sail to the council, " Arsen-

ius, as you sec, is found to have two hands ; let ny accueuers show the place
whence the third was eut off." In spite of this, tic enemies of Athanasius

would not leave himi alune ; and the next year they prevailed on the
Emperor to Lbanish him far off to the city of Treves in n7au 1 . But that

saine year Arius died a sudden and awful death, and, before the next was
ended, Constantine appeared before God's judgment seat.

It would take nie a lon- time to tel], and you to read, of all the persecu-
tions and banishiments of Atlianasius. le suffered then all bocause of his

loyalty to the Lord Jesus Christ. If lie lad been willing to abate ever so

little of the glory of tic Saviour, the enperors that succeeded Constantine
would have made a great man of him; but God made hin a greater nan
than any or all of the kings of the earth were able to do. Twenty years of

persecution passed away, during which hehad been alPowed now and then
to remain in peace for a little tne among his people, w-ho always celebrated
his return fiom exile uith great rejoicings. Then the emperor Constantius,
the third son of Constantine, who was an Arian, sent an army against him.
Bis people were assembled with him in a church in Alexandria, although
it was nght, to worship God. Some, who were ontside as sentinels on the
watch, came into the assembly and told A thanasius that a general and five
thousand men, armed with swords and clubs, bows and arrows, were conung
to take him prisoner and put him to death, according to the Emperor's
orders. Athanasius sat still on his seat, and told one of the deaçons to read
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the 136th Psaln, vhile the people answered to every verse, "For lus mercy
endureth for ever." As they were answering, the soldiers came into the
clurcli, and the people about Athanasius begged himn to leave th.em and.
iake his escape. But he offered a prayer to God and then disnissed the
congregation, for fear that they slould suiffer on his accout. "It is better,"
he said, "for me to meet the danger alone, than that any of our people
slould experience the least injiury." After the congregation, weeping
because of their bishop's great danger, had nearly all left the cliurch, and
the soldiers stood round about him, thinking that le was quite safe in their
hands, some of his friends laid hold of hin and hurried him quietly out.
When the officers went to the place where he had been sitting to take
hiim away, no Athanasius was there, so wonderfully had God blinded these
men. But, although Athanasius had escaped and was in safe hiding in the
Egyptian desert with others that lad fled from persecution, many of his
people who loved Christ remained, and tlese endured dreadful sufferings at
the hands of those who denied their Lord. The worst of their persecutors
was the new bishop, w'hîo had taken the place of Athanasius. Ile was au
Arian, a very wicked inanu, generally called George of Cappadocia ; .and,
strange to say, it is this wicked persecutor of themu that honoured Christ
who is the patron saint of England. He is the famous St. George, and the
dragon that lie pierced was the holy Athanasius. What a pity that Christian
England should have its name coupled with that of this bad man and cruel

persecutor.
Two years later, and the whole of the Churches became Arian, while

those who honoured the Son equally with the Father had to flee into deserts
and far off places, where the rage of their enemies could not find them.
Many councils were called, and, although some good men who sat m them
gave their consent to doctrines which they did not understand because the
Arians had artfully worded themn, most of the ministers were afraid of the
Emnperor and denied their Lord, while they condemned His exiled servant,
Athanasius. Even his old friend Ilosius, of Corduba, a bishop of Spain,
who had long stood side by side witl himuî battling for the truth, signed an
Arian creed in his hundredth year ; and the bishop of Rome was glad to
buy peace with the Emperor by doing the sanie. He was all alone, it
seemned. So Elijah once thought, but God told him that there were seven
thousand men in Israel who lad not bowed the knee to Baal, and doubtless
tiere were more than seven thousand in the world at this time who still
said, like Thomas to Jesus, " My Lord and my God." But Athanasius felt
that God was with him, and "if God be for us ; who can be against us ?
What if all the world was against him, the truth was on his side, and Christ,
for whose glory lue suffered all, vas his strength and his slield. So he
spoke the true brave words, the like of which I trust we all will be able to
speak when we find ourselves alone on the side of truth against its enemies,
however many and wise and powerful they may be,-" I, Athanasius,
against the world." What a spectacle for the angels in heaven vas this one
loyal stout-hearted man alone standing·up for Jesus, while Church and State,
bishops and emperor, all that was great and noble and learned in the earth,
stood up in arms against him ! And what a sight to inspire us as we look
backlthrough these fifteen long centuries and say, "I believe with Athan-
asius."

When Constantius died, he came back to Alexandria again; but Juian,the
new Emperor, wlho is called the Apostate because he 'became a Pagan aer
being educated in the Christian religion, banished him once more. " This
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is a cloud that will soon blow over," said Athanasius, as he went forth to
exile, surrounded by his weeping flock." " The son of the carpenter is
mnking a coffin for you," answered an aged minister to Julian, who had
ask¢d him why he should be afraid of Jesus, seeing that He was only a
carpenter's son. Julian went out to war with the King of Persia and a
javelin laid him low on the field of battle. Some old writers tell us that
lie filled his hand with the blood from his wound and threw it towarde
heaven, crying, "O Galilean, thou hast conquered." Then Athanasius
returned from his last long banishment. He was never forced to fly far
away after this, although another Arian emperor named Valens ordered the
prefect of Alexandria to break into his church with an armed band, and
caised hini to conéeal himself for four months in his fathier's tomb. The
people had so learned to love the noble old nian, that, when the Arians
agam pressed the emperor to banish or kill him, they banded together foi
his protection, and Valens was afraid, and left him alone. One of the hiet
things that we read of Athanasius doing was to put a man of great powe1
and influence, the Governor of Libya, out of the Church, because he lived
a sinful and vicious life. As he honoured Christ, so he honoured the
Church of the Saviour, and would not allow t.he unholy and profane,
liowever high in earthly rank, to remain in lier memnership.
At length, worn out with bis muany labours and trials, he fell
asleep in Jesus, we trust, to be honoured in heaven by Hin who says
" Them that honour me, I will honour." He died at Alexandria, in the
month of Janary of the ycar three hundred and seventy-three, just fifteen
hundred years ago. Although all these centuries have gone over his grave,
there is not, among the great fathers of the Christian Chure, a greener
nemory than that of the boy whou we found playing the minister on the

sea shore of the Mediterranean - Athanaiuq, iow truly onv that shall nevei
die.

DEAR SIR,-Will you have the goodness to notice in your next issue,
that circumatances having rendered a visit to Ontario at tlis timxe absolute-
ly necessary, and as I must spend the present winter in the provinces, it
will give me great pleaure to visit ,uch uf the congregations Uf our church
as may desire to have more full information respecting our mission to the
Indians of the Saskatchewan than it is possible to furnih by meani 4-f
letters to the RECORD.

Meantinme I may only 9tate that before leaviug the mission I had the
isfaction of welcomiing the Rev. E. Vincent, and I am truly thankful

sat t at last a second missionary has been appointed.
Up to the time f ny leaving, 32 famihes had settled around the miseion,

al of which, with a very few exceptions, are cither Indians or half-breeds.
The communion roll contains the names of 30 members, 12 of -whom are
hidians; all the others except 5 are half-breeds.

A aubstantial church was built last snimer with 120 sittinge. which
mae be increased to 150. The attendance on Sabbath mornings i nearly
10in the afternoon, about 80.
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I& the settlement there are 40 children of school age, and 30 under
that ag. 26 obildren attended school during the past year. At the tie
of my leaving 8 children were kept by the mission, but since that time I
have 1arned that two have returned to their parents ; those that are still
with us are orphans, and not likely to be removed.

The fixed and movable property of the mission (including the churoh
just, erected) amounts in value to not less than seven thousand, dollars.
($7,000).

The ldians are now generally well disposed towards the mission, and
there is evidence'that not a few are convinceti that ours is the better way,
though as yet they are not piepared to corne boldly out on the side of
Christ. 1 -I

The ministers of congregations that wish to be visited will oblige by
communicating without delay, either witli yourself or with me, so that I
may be able to make appointnents in sucli a way as to involve the least
possible expenditure of time and noney im travelling.

FREE OHUROH MISSIONS.
In the December number of tne Free Church Record, Mr. Stevensn,

of Madras, gives some interesting notes of iissionary travel in Southern
India, le bears testimony to the spread of Enlish infidelliterature among
ed.ucated Hindoos. The journal of a Jewish colporteur in Hungary, which
appears in the same number, shows that the Jews have not altogether lost
the spirit of enquiry, and holds out encouraging hopes that many Israelites
many soon be found in the ranks of the Israel of faith. Mr. Wisely, of
Malta, writes of the great success of the Harbor Mission, the object of which
is to furnish the Scriptures and religious literature to the ships of all
nations which visit the ports of that ancient island.

Sir David Baxter, ot Kilmaron, Bart., lias left the sum of $275,000 to
the missionary and other benevolent schenes of the Free Church.

Mr. MeGrecor, of Canterbury, New Zealand, gives the gratifying n.ews
of the rapid spread of Presbyterianism in that province, and indeed through-.
out the whole colony.

UNITED PRESBYTERIAN MISSIONS.
This v'gorous parent Church is looking out for new fields to conquer i

the Japanese islands. The Foreign Mission Committee intendts laying the
matter of this Mission before the patrons of missionary work in the Chuxch
as it did in the case of the Indian and Chinese Missions, being
confident of a hearty response. The young people of the Churcli are to be
interested in the work, and much is looked for from their united co-operation.
A New-Year's juvenile offerina has been asked for on behalf of the Walden-
sian and Free Ühurches of Italy. The lattr of these churches, althoug.
evangelical in doctrine, is unsettled in governuient, the present systemn
being an unhappy compound of Presby3tery aid1 Independency. This will
aoon be remedied. Mr. Shoolbred, of Beawr, India, rep orts t he conversion
of Ram Dass, a Rajpoot priest. The following account o f hib reception into
tie Churcli is interesting
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"When after mîy address I called upon Ram Dass to rise and read a
statement, whilih lie iad prepared, of the gronndas of his change of faith
and desire of Christian baptisn, very deep interest was aroused, and every
eye was fIxed on our convert. After slowly rising and allowing his eye,
bright and steady with the light of firi resolv e, to drink in all the detailh
of the crowded sehoolroum, as if seeking to accustom hiuself to the un-
wonted scene and position, Ie began tu read in a vuice clear and powerfui,
showinc, scarce a trace of his recent illness. The paper, which of bis own
accord Ïie had prepared, lad, on the previous day, been read over to me. E
exposed the falseness of the Rani Sneh and other lindoo religions, and the
impostures of their priests; briefly contrasted with them the simple and
godlike doctrines of the Christian faith; and affirmed in language of glow-
ing enthusiasm the peace and satisfaction which the reception of that faith
had brought to his spirit-a peace and joy which neither as neophyte, nor
priest, had ho ever known from his former faith and vaunted santliness.
Knowing the proneness of men in his circumstances to long-windedness, I
was glad to assure myself that the reading of the paper would not occupy
much more than ton minutes, but to my surprise and chagrin, I found Ram
Dass treating it as lie had been accustomed to read bis shasters. Every
sentence was made a text for a long extemporaneous commentary, very gond
and telling I admit, and thoroughly enchaining the attention of his audi-
ence, but threatening to prolong the services tll far on in the night. I was
therefore obliged, however reluctantly, to cut him short, and ask him to
confine himself strictly to his written statement.

That finisled, he responded in a firm, manly way to the questions of
the formula ; and having invoked the divine blessing on the solenn rite, I
baptized himi into the faith of Christ, of which, God grant that he may I-e
longsparedto be a living witness ani a powerful and successful preacher.
Since his bapti-m we lave been mucli pleased with his quiet and consistent
conduct. The thrcatened return of his former ailment kpt him weak and
unfit for a time for work ; but witl growing strength lie has been eager t
engage in some active service. Besides baraar work, he is teaching thejunior
classes of our orphan boys, and steadily preparing himself for teaching the
senior classes also. In this his aid lias come most opportunely, as the grow-
ing activity of our lithographic press already demands James's almost un-
divided attention."

ENGLISH PRESBYTERIAN MISSIONS.
For the first time iii tive years the MESENSER is itloit eCws of tii

Chinese Mission. It gives, however, thue followiig note upon the "nl1i1l
Indian -ission of the English Presbyterian Church:

"It is some tine since we have said anything about our snalR but not
unfruitful mission at Rampore Bauleah, in Rajshaye. The serious illne,,s
of our native missionary, the Rev. Behari Lai Singh, during last wminte
threatened the discontinuance of our mission ; but that period wîe
admirably tided over by the indefatigable labours of bis wife, Mrs. Singi,
and since then the work las gone on as formerly. Behari, thougli aged 1-y
his late illness, is iii good hîealth, and is sanguine that there is spiritvil
work being done which will appear hereafter. le remarks in connection
with this, "When God's servants are deeply and sincerely cGnscioui 'f
their own insufficiency they are sonetimes exceedingly near to the gladnee
and power of God "-a sentiient to which all true servants of God will
heartily respond.
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At an exaninati,,n of the g irls in the orplanage lately, at which the
Lieutenant--Governor of Bengal happened to be present, there was a large
attendance of the peuple, and the following day a number of them ex-
pressed their desire that their own children imight have the benefit of the
industrial training given to the orphants. This has opened to the mission-
ary and his wife a wide prospect of useful work in the district should the
ineans be supplied to enable him to extend this industrial and Christian
training.

Behari lias passed through the rainy season without suffering in health,
lut he is much in need of a furlough ; and buth Dr. Murray Mitchell and
Mr. Fordyce, of Sinl, urge on the Committee the necessity of obtaining
for him some relief.

THE IRISH EPISCOPAL CHURCH

Certainly does not seem to become more Protestant. No doubt at nany
of its Diocesan Synods resolutions were passed expressing approval of the
labours of the Revision Committee. But in sone cases the satisfac;ion
seemed rather with their moderation than with their thoroughness. And
there are indications that Ritualism is making inroads and receiving sup-
port, especially in influential quarters.

At thc opening of the Dublin Synod the Rev. Travers Snith preached
by special appointnent of the Archbishop, and proclained the Real Pre-
bence, the Power of Absolution, Baptismal Regeneration, and Apost'olical
Succession. A few of the clergy ventured to utter a protest. One of then
attempted to introduce a motion of disapproval irito the Synod, but the
Archbishop's assessor ruled it incoupetent, and Mr. Smuith was elected to a
prebendal stall as a punishment for his Roinanizing tendencies!!

THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND
Is still agitated by the Bennett judgment. The Rev. C. J. Bird, for twelve
years Vicar of Christ's Churcli, West Fordington, has resigned his living.
The Rev. Capel Molyneaux received a hearty greeting at the Conference of
the Church Association. He expressed his belief that if the establishment
were broken up to-morrow, the evangelical clergy would lold their own;
but if they allowed things to go on for a few years as at present the Ritu-
alists and Romanists would have it all in their own hands. He was aston-
i4hed at the apathy with which the Bennett judgment was received. These
were words of true wisdom, but they met a poor response. The majority
of the Church Association and of the Evangelicals are utterly opposed to
secession and disestablisiment.

THE ENGLISH PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH

Is likely to fall in with the moveinent for disestablishment in consequence
of the Bennett judgneut. At a meeting of London Presbyterian ministers
and office-bearers, on the 5th instant, Dr. Fraser, in an able paper, declared
that Prebbyterians mtust now pronounce for disestablisiment, " because
there seems to be no other way to deliver the Staite fron complicity in the
spread of deadly error, and to give the Protestantibxn of England a clear
field and fair play." Mr. Dykes, Dr. Edmond, and the rest of the meeting,
toncurred in this view of the matter. The London Presbytery bas appoint-
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a committee to*consider and report what Stepd the Church ouglit to take
in consequence of the Bennett decision.

RELIGIOUS STATI8TIC& IN ENGLAND.

The Nonconfornist has been collecting and publishing statistica regard.
uig the comparative strength of the several denominations in the principal
.towns of England. In the fourteen largest towns, excluding London, each
wth a populfation of above 100,000, ony 5 0 places of - orship belong to
the Establishment, and 1,125 to the variousi Noiconformist bodies. Since
1%1') the per centage of sittings fu.rnished by the Establishment has declin.
ed fromu 4:3 to 40.2, whle the per centage supplied by Nonconfornite has
xisen from 58 to 59.8.

andl Pob.teCi,îf by 106U. In twenty towus, with from 50,000 to 100,000
inhabritîati each, the Establishment has 292 places of worship, with 222,-
878 sittings; and Nonconformists, 809 chapels, with 443,565 sittings.
Since 1'"1 the proportion of sittings provided by the Establish-
ment has fallen from 38.3 to 33.4 per cent., while the proportion provided
by Noneonformists haz risen from 61.7 to 66.6 per cent. The Church of
England has increa.ed itsý sittings since 1851 by 40.9 per cent.; Cougrega-
tionalista, by 97.2; Baptists, by 63.6; Primitive Methodists, by 112.1; anl
Presbyterians, by 258.2 per cent.

The followin, item is full of interest in cojnnection with the fact that
the first Englisli 1iebytery was formed at Wandsworth on the 20th of
November, 1572.

, LoDoON, V ANDSwoRTH.-The fi'st meeting of this congregation wam
held on the 7th Nov.-Btev. John Matheeou, Moderator of Session, presid-
ing. There was an attendance of about 120, and the meeting was charac-
terwsed by a heartiness of tone which gives good ground for hope for the
future. A report [rom the provisional committee, in which the history of
the station was given in detail, was read and adopted. Refiolutions were

proposed pled-ing the congregation to the erection of a Church and evangel-
iatic work.

Ane nd elognunt ditcuurues were delivereà
on he occasion, by theRevdLs Pi ofessors Gregg and Caven, of Knox Collegg,
Toronto-Professor Gregg preahing in the mn rning, frvuj Isaiah iv., 5,
and Professor Caven in the eveaing from Psalm lxxxiv., 10.

At both diets of worehip, thehouse was crowded to its utmoxt capacity,
and in the evening a very considuable congregation not flading room m
the new house, assembld in the old chuch adjoiniug, whe, an di'iitional
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service w'as kindly given by Professor Gregg,. The collection in aid of the
building findli amounted to $78 27.

The new churcih, the plan and specifications of whieh were furnished
by Sni h and Geninell, areitects, Toronto, is built in the Gothie style, of
red brick, with white brick dressings.

For the last twenty-six years God las put this honour upon His people
a.isociated 'i the Evangeli1 Alliance, viz., to bring together in " prayer
and supplication" all, ur every land, who call upon " the same Lord, both
tieirs and ours."

It will be in the remtbane of many of you tliat at the formation tf
the Alliance in 1 $46, among the re.olution.s unanimou1y passEd by tkt
great Assenbly of Chlristians, of many different Nations which met in Lon-
don, was the following :-

S " That ià be recouimended that the week beginning with the firt.
Lord's Day of January iii eadi year be observed by the members and
friends of the Alliance throughout the world, as a season for concert
in prayer oun behalf of the grand ojets coutemplated by the

" Alliance."
That recommendatijn vent forth throughout the world, and was at fixst

to a imere limited extent, but afterwards very generally adopted. In cou-
sequence, each succee'dinxg year las been ushered in with the simultaneous
olfering of United Prayer in almost every land, by Christians of all Nations,
"agreed tonthing the things they asi of God."

Known to y'.J «J , Beloved Blrethren, is the still increasing observance
of this Annual Week of United Prayor. low hallowed and refreshingý have
been the meetings of ('hritians cf every name united in Christ, anaI united
in the true Churdi of the living God. Iow remarkable also have been the
events of Di% ine P:ovidence, confiiing our belief in the promise, that the
united prayers tif (;od's peopl shall never be presented in vain. In proof
of this, and as Cdling foir d'evout and grateful acknowledgment, we would
venîture to rein'îd y ou of the outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon the

After the papers in the case liad been read, and
commissioners from the Presbytery of Ontario and the congregation of Woodville,
as well as representatives of the congregations of Baltimnore and Cold Spring,
had been heard, the members of Presbytery expressed thoir views. Mr. Murray
then brieflv addressed the court, stating in effect that lie considered it his duty to

accept the cal1 to Woodville. It was then unanimiously resolved that Mr. Murray
be loosed fromi his present charge and transferred to the care of the Presbytery of
Ontario, to be by thein inducteý into the pastoral charge of the congr<gation of
Woodville.

The committee appointed to draw up a schedule of nisionary meetings,
submitted a plan which was adopted and ordered to be printed.

Through inadvertence. Mr. Urquhart's resignation of bis charge at Perry-
town was not noticed in a former number of the REeoRD. The resignation was

laid on the table at the Septeiber meeting of Presbytery. Parties iavin« beei

heard, the case was considered at great length, it W;aq finally resolved, tiough
with niuch reluctance, and to the ideep regret of all the brethren of the Presby-

terv, that the resignation - acceptel and Mr. Urqu'hart re-leased froa ains charge.

A report was submiiitted aud

read by Rt-v. J. M. Kmaag, fromn a commaiittee appinte' at the foregoing neeting

te prepare a plan for loldling mis ioha.ry neetings throughout the bunis ii the

course of the winter. The report waus received anid adopted, with instructions to

the connittee that they have the report pinted and s-end copies thereof to the

various Sessions connected with the Presbytery. A petition was read froin cer-

tain beads of famnilies and others residing at Vivian ani its vicinity, in tue

towaship of Whitchiurth, praying the Prebytery to take steps for the erection of
a mission station in thiat locality, in ronnection writh the con«regation of Monnt

Albert. After sene consideration it was noved and agreel to appoint Rev. J.
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Dick and Mr. Fotheringliam to visit said locality, to make enquiry anenlt the
propriety of the step proposed, and to report to a subsequent meeting. Professor
Caven rejPorted that, after due notice, he had gone and preached to the congreg'1-
tion of Weston, and moderated in a call which was in favour of Mr. Robert Pet-
tigrew, preacher of the Gospel. The call was read, and was found to be signed by
35 menbers and 34 adherents. The call was sustained, and put into the hands
of Mr. Pettigrew, by whom it was acer pted. . The moderator and the clerk were
appointed a committee to assign to Mr. Pettigrew subjects of trial for ordination.
It was agreed that the Presbytery meet at Weston on the 8th of January, at 10.30
a.m., to receive Mr. Pettigrew's trials, and proceed with the services of his or-
dination at 2 p.m. The resignation by Rev. R. Monteath of the pastoral charge
of York Mill and Fisherville was accepted. The Presbytery expressed their high
regard for the Rev. R. Monteath, and their best wishes for his welfare and cou-
tinued usefulness. The following is the minute adopted by the Presbytery :-

The Presbytery take this opportunity of expressing their higli regard for the
Rev. R. Monteath as a Christian brother, having frequently experienced in their
intercourse with hini his kindness and courtesy, and that a charity which thinketh
no evil, which rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth most in the truth ; as a
minister, who lias been for so many years in connection with the Church, in the
land of our fathers, and in this land, they would bear testimony to his faithful-
ness in preaching the gospel, to his patience in enduring hardship as a good
soidier of Christ, and to his numerous and unwearied labours in the cause of the
Master ; as the clerk of this court, they have to bear testimony to his diligence,
faithfulness, and punctuality, and iii respect to the manter in which lie has kept
the records, they have to express their high approval of his despatcl and accuracy.
And in conclusion, the Presbytery express their hope that the way may soon be
opened up for Mr. Monteath to enter again into the active service of the Church,
in sone sphere which God in his providence nay appoint. It was agreed that
Mr. Monteath be continued meanwhile as clerk of the Presbytery. Rev. Mr.
Reid introduced the case of Rev. Donald Fraser Sage, a licentiate of the Free
Church of Scotland, and son of the late venerable Mr. Sage, of Resolis, who had
arrived lately in this country. It was agreed to receive Mr. Sage as a proba-
tioner of the Church.

PRESBYTERY OF PAaRs.-This Presbytery met at Woodstock on 17th ult
We give the following items of business transacted. Arrangements were made
for induction of Rtev. W. Caven as pastor of congregations of Tilsonburgh and
Cullodin. On the reading of a circular from the Pýresbytery of Manitoba to the
effect that they would, at the next meeting of the General Assembly, ask leave to
receive, as a minister of this Church, Rev. N. MeDougall, of the Presbyterian
Church of Canada in connection witi the Clurch of Scotland, it was agrecd to
correspond with the Presbytery of Manitoba for fuller information.

A circular letter from the Presbytery of Brockville was read with reference to
the reception of Rev.J. Douglass of the Congregational Body, and Mr. Boyd of the
American Presbyterian Churcli. A very favourable report of a congregation
being formed in Burford was presented. The report was received and a committec
appointed to organize the congregation, which is to be connected with Mount
Pleasant, at present under the charge of Rev. T. Alexander. Rev. W. Reid was
nominated as moderator of next General Asembilv. Rev. J. McTavish ivas
nominated as mission agent. Notice was given by difen nt mnemîbers that at next
meeting there would be nominated for the chair of Sytematie Theology in Knox
College, Rev. W. McLiren, Rev. J. McTavish, and Rev. W. A. Hodge, of Al-
legheny. On application the Presbytery unanimiusly rotored Ut v. S. Baler t>
memi:ership, in the Clurch.

First : That tht nominating conmittee shall consiet of one
mnember to be apointel by each Presbytery-the convener to be designated by
the moderator. SecodU : That lthe noninating conmittee shall submit a list of
the standing comimittees as propoed for the ensuing year, and also an alphabetic
list of ail the naines containid in the ,ane, together with the naines of the vanious
conmittees on w lic'hî they art rCzpbectively placed, and shall cause these lists to

be posted in the hall of the place of ncting not later than the liist Friday of
asseimbly. Thtrd: That the anblyi idl vote the standing conmnittees an lie
next Wedlnesday. The rei mit n th staanding of rotired miaisters was approved

simpliciter. Mr. Gordon gave noti. e that at next meeting lie would move that
Mr. John McTa-iiah of Woudstock bu nomiiinîated Profossor of Systematie Theology
in Knox CollEge.

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TiHE PRESBYTERIAN QUARTERLY AND PRINCETO REVImW, OCToBER,
1872.

The first article in this October numnber of the Presbyterian Quarterly is
fron the peu of )r. Henry Neill, on " The Righteousness of God" as set
forth principally in Pauil's Epistles to the Romans, Corinthians, &c. Dr.
Neill is " comspelled to aver that the ' Rigiteosiusness of God' referred to is
that righteousness of which God is the autior ; which gave character to the
life, and made inexpressibly valuable the crucifixion of Jesus Christ, as the
Son of God became obedient unto death ; a righteousness denanded by
justice and satisfying it ; and which, when revealed to a believing soul, is
revealed as belonging to it by divine constitution and lordly gift ; and as
truil as if wrought ot by itself, securing for it sailvation and everlastiig
life. Dr. Neill objects to the definitions of McKnight, Barnes, and othiers
of the governmental school, deemns that of Moses Stuart too narrow, and
that of Lange and Olsbansen,who emibrace in it regeneration and sanctifica-
tion, too broad ; but agrees with Calvin, Haldane, Chalmsers, and Hodge.
Professor Welsh, of Union College, Schenectady, contributes a second paper
on Faitlh, its plan and prerogative. He is led to combat the views of
Spencer and Mill and the whole sciool of Positivists whom Comte called
into antagoism to natural and re-vealed religion. li arguments are those
of morality and moral fredon, of order and design, of iuniversal belief, and
of the affirmations of reason. On these he establishes a place for faith in
God. A subject of a totally diffèrent character engages the attention of
David Magill of Princeton, "Florentine Piilosoply in the days of the
Medici." In his interesting essay he passes in revieiv the Greek Platonists
Gemistius Pletho and Cardinal Bessarion, Marcilius Ficinus, and the
martyr Saronarola wlio tausght him to preachs the gospel, vhon thle writer
shows to have been no imeani philosopher. The Rev. C. S. Mott, of Flem-
ington, N. J., takes for the title of lis paper, " The Annihilation of the
Wicked," and places at the head of it the naines of live books by Landis,
Hudson, lartlett, George, and Constable, atta'cking or upholding the theory.
Mr. Mott traces the theory from Origen downwards. He shows that the
fundamiental principles of the system are ; lst, that God did not endow
man with a soul essentially inmmortal ; and 2nd, that the grand and final
penalty of sin is extinetion of being. These t'wo propositions Mr. Mott
very satisfactorily proves to be false. " John Wesley: his character and
opinions" is contributed by Professor Gillett, of the University of N. Y.
It is a review of Tyerman's Life and Ties of Wesley. whici las already
occupied the attention of the Edinburgh and British Quarterly Reviews.
The sixth article is the first part of an outline of Dr. Dorner's system of
theology. It bristles with scientific terms whiclh, though valuable for the
class-room night possibly furmn unpopular preachers if too closely adiered
to. The Rev. Asa S. Colton, of Princeton, on Japan, gives a pleasing
sketch of Japanese politics and religion. Another historical article follows
by the Rev. Tillman C. Trowbridge, mnissionary in Central Turkey-" The
Early History of the Ottoman Turks," fromu the days of Ortogrul to the fall "
of Constantinople. The notices of contemporary literature, theological and
literary intelligence, are as usiual complete and full of interest.
