'They carry
away with them a grateful recollection of the triendship and regard that were
extendéd to them, and they will long remember with pleasure the many pleasant
seagons of social and Christian intercourse tbat they have enjoyed while residing
among you. .

. Before concluding I have, in Mrs Fletcher's name, to thank the ladies of the
congregation for the constant proof which they have given of their desire to render
Jier sojourn amongst them pleasant and agreeable, and especinlly those ladies who,
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within the last fow days, havo ndded to their provious tokeus of love by presenting -
ber with the handsome china ton sorvico which sho hins just recoived.

And now, brethren, I commend you to that God who slone ona give o blessing to
the lnbors of his ministering servants, and I pray that my fooble efforts to promoto
Ilis glory and your spiritusl good mny not return to him void, but that they may
nccomplish that wherounto they wero designed, and that at lust wo shall togother
meot boforo the throne, and through oternity, without risk of separation, worship
Him who gave Hlimself for us that He might redeom us from all iniquity and purify
us unto Himself s n peculiar peoplo zealous of good works.
