Society of Manchester, by Mr. Brockbank, maintaited the
view just sîtated ; but in the disictuîsion which followed
severatrlrennt engineers entered their protest against it, and
adduce facts whiih tend to an entirely opposite conclusion.

Joule refers to t e inc'reased lharliness of the gronrrd by freez-
ing, by which the iron il subjected to a greater strain or shio:k
titan under ordinary circumanice.-Iarper's l/egazne for Dc-
cember.
