Mr, Redpath ntters
a plain and unguestionable truth when he
declares that the * days for soft worda have
passed by—Gladetone and John Bright can
get a grant of a million dollars voted by
Parliament for the prevention of death by
starvation in Ireland quite aa easily as the
Government of the Dominioa of Canada
got $100,000 voted them.” We regret
that we are also obliged to subacribe to his
statement that *“thus far the administration
of Mr, Gladstone has shown no intention of
doing justice to lreland,” Mr. Gladstone is
a8 ohlivious of Irish rights and claims as Lord
Beaconstield.

As the former
chuieh » chime of fine bells were rocently
peecuied, und on Sunday, November 22ad, |
they were solemoly blessed, or christened, by
the JRizht Rev, Bishop DeGoesvriand, of
Burlivutoa, The ceremonies begen at two
o'slock in the afternoon, and wus witoessed
hﬂz su immense congregation, the church
being filled to it utmost eapacity long before
the appuivted hour.

Its
pastor is the Rov. Father Jerome Cloaree, and
he hns recemtly held a very successiul fair
thus petted him about $4,000, which amount
is to be used to defray the expenses of com-
pleting the cdifice. The new church is located
a few blocks north of the Cathedral, and its
tall and stntely spire is one of the most con-
apicuuns objects that a person sees in ap-
proaching the eity, either from Lake Cham-
pluin, on the west, or from the top of the hill
on the enss.

THE JMPERIAL GOVERNMENT CONTEMPLAT-
, 1§G RETALIATION BY TARIFF AGAINST
FOREIAN . NATIONE ., DISCRIMINATING
_ AGAINST BRITISH GOODS. - :
. New Yorg, Dao..29.—A London special
aays the cahinet bave reached a decision on
the tariff question. A bill is to be prepared
-for introduction {uto “Parliament authorizing
the imposition of - duty on imports into Great
Britain from countrics imposing duties: on
imports from ‘ireat Britain. The measure
-will be founded” on 'the report of Lord
‘[ddesleigh’s commisrion on trade, which
finds :—First, that Eoglish trade depression
i3 due primarily to forsign competition, and
disposes of the previously accepted doctrine
of exceptional causes, such aa temporary
overstocking ;  second, that  succersful
foreign competition results from a fiscal
policy prohibitive of \imports of Eoglish
products ; third, that the rise of rents and
neceesnries is propertionstely greater than
that of wages, the standard of wages being
kept low by the effect on British industries
of foreign campetition ; fourth, that wide dis-
tress prevails in menufacturing districts
resulting from dearth of employment and in-
adequute wages for those who are employed.
The Government recognize the fact that a
acheme of purely protective duties will not
be semnctioned by puoblic opinion, but a
cautious rearrangement of the import tanif
with the view of compelling producing
countriea to concede favorable treatment
to Britiah products is demanded by the pow-
erful and growing commerecial element, by
the middle classes generally and more largely
than is generally supposed by the masses.
There is little expectation that the measure
can be proceeded with before Parliament has
disposed of the Irish question, but its intro-
duction in some form or other is certain,
Teriff adjustment is now Inlly recognized as
the third best card in the hands of the miuis-
try, and probably best of all for the electoral
campaign. If the bill should become law the
treasury or Privy Council will probably be
intrusted with its execution, being allowed
discretion as to the countriea to which it is to
be applied much on the lines as the Con-
tagious Diseases of Cattle bill. Numerous
meetings are being held, snd resolutions
pussed in all parta of the country strengthen—
ing the hands of the Government in introduc-
iog legislation for better terms for the ex—
portation of British goods to foreign countries.
The Cabinet coneiets mainly of professed free
traders, but the ground taken is that the
present fiscal syatem gives frea trade to pro-
duciog countries selling their goods to Great
Britain and denies free trade to British pro-

The cavalry
ia pursuing the enemy. Two guns aad twenty
baoners were captured. The English Jost one
officer killed and 21 men wounded., The
Egyptian ullies of the British lost eix killed
and 13 wounded. A recent report states that
the Arabs at Ginaia Abai numbered 7,000,
of whom 1,100 were riflemen. They hud six
guns and plenty of ammunition. The guna
were placed in the eartbworks and the lino
of fire wae direct on the Nile, Bo as to oppose
the passage ot a steamer. Abdel Kuder
Pasha, Minister of War, formerly Governor
of the Soudan, in a recent conversation on
the Egyptian question, said: “If the
English retire on Wady Halfa, they must
retire on Assouan and if on Assouan then on
Cairo. Every pace in advanco gives the
Eoglish a hundred friends. Every pacein
retiring gives them two hundred onemies,
half in front and half in rear. England
may gain victory after victory, but
if they are tfollowed by retreat
the English Government has uselessly
wasted Dlood. Thera is not onein ten who
will not believe in Eagland's defeat. I say
that a retirement now would be fatal.” When
asked whether thy queation was insoluble he
replied, ‘¢ No, it requires two things, firat, a
fixed policy to crush the rebellion,
secondly, money, Let England attack
the enemy in force, and after the
latter’s defeat, open negotiations with
native emissaries and money. lingland
could detach the soldiers, who ore now the
baclkbone of the rcbellion, and also some
tribes who are alwnys jonlous of each other.”
When asked what sum would be required the
minister said, * Perhaps two millien pounds,
but their policy would ba the cheupest in the
long run.”

A tew yesrs ago the Witness used to he
very much more ** anti-Papist ' than it is to-
day.

Mesats. Macdonald and White allege, show-
ing that I understeod what was necessary to
be done at the time, desired to do it, bat was
prevented from eo doing by the Miaister of
the Interior, Mr. Mills. In- my letter of the
25th of last month it establisked by nn-
questioned facts that the Adwinistration of
1877 earnestly desired to deal thoromghly
with the half-breed question. The appoint-
ment of Mr. Machar and: myself, the
clear and wrgent instructions addressed
to us, the result of cur work in the Province
of Manitoba, and finally my misslon to the
remote North-Weat, constitute proof which
no error in a matter of detail on the part of
Mr. Mills, admitting that such oconrred, can
invalidate, or even weaken. And now, what
was the act of the Minister which the Tories
tell us, at this late hour, interfered so much
with my -duties, and was therefore g0 injurions
in its results to the best intereats of the hall-
breeds.

Our Governmeut has made what -
is facetioualy spoken of as troaties with the
Iudians, by virtue of which some tribes have
been removid to reserves, und police barracks
built near them, ostensibly to preserve order,

but practically to confine the Jndians
to a small narea, to give them ra-
tions of rotten pork, and to spread.

Ask what good the Government hes accom-
plished, and, excepting oflicjals or persone
that have profited by pubtic plundur, nobody
seems to know. The white inhabitanta are
anything hut satisfied ; the farmers are con-
tinually complaining und petitioning, and the
immigrants tind nearly nll the pood land in
the hunds of monopulivts, who huve rniged the
price on actual settlers,

Whereas, the volame and profits of the
trade with the Dominion of Canade and
province of Newfoundland havebeendecreased
and hampered by the duties on food products
exacted by either country; -

Resolved, That the Chamber of Commerce
earnestly favors the appointment of such
commissioners, both for the settlement of the
fishing rights and for the negotiation of an
equitable treaty of reciprocity with the Da
minion of Canada and the province of New-
foundland, to tho end that profitable relations
with our nearest neighbors may be estab-
lished, and for the general advantage of the
commercial interests of the country.

Resolved, That a copy of these resolutions
be sent to each of the senators and represen-
tatives to Congress from this state, asking
thewn to use their influence to promote the
appointment of the commissioners, n8 recom-
meunded by the President.

THE AWFUL PUNISHMEXT INFLICTED ON
A RRUTAL XEGRO FOR IKILLING A
WHITE GIPL—IIS CRIES FOR MEBRCY
UNHEEDED BY HIS STERN [EXECU-
TI1ONERS.

NEw  OrLEays, Dee, 80, 1885.—0On the
mornine of December 17 Miss Carrie Boyer,
a charming young lady of Gainestown,
Ala., went down to the river to take the
boat for Mobile, to spend tbe holidays with
her rolatives. On arriving at the steamboat
landing she discovercd that she had forgotten
something, and started to return home, which
was about amle distant. While onher way
she was brutally assaulted by a powerful and
repulsive locking negro. who found himself
thwarted by the bravery of tlie young lady, who
stoutly resisted the attack, The sconudrel,
unabie to effect his purpose, pulled out a pistol
and shot his victim through the head and then
r;n off. She lived only two hours after the
shot,

The intelligence ot the outrage and murder
spread rapidly. In a short time nearly all the
mzn in Clarke county were out searching for
the ruffian who had committed the deed. The
excitement was intense, and from the threats of.
ths pursuers it was certain that if the negro was
canght he would be suminarily and terribly
dealt with., The young lady did not recogmze
her assailant and could give no particulars
likely to lead to his identification, This ren-
dered his capture extrewely diflicult. Clew
after clew was followed, but eachendedin
fatlure. Tho search, however, was not relaxed,
but proved unavailiog for severar days.

CAPTURED,

On Sunday a negro named Dick Reed was
arrested on suspicion by » white man and two
negroes. At the time of his arrest Reed, who
was many miles away from the scene of the
criine, carried with hin: a gun, from which the
lock was missing. This led to his arrest, as near
the dead body of Miss Loyer a gun lock had
Leen picked up. e captors envried Reed back
to Gainestown, where the lock was fitted to the
gun and was found to mateh 1t perfectly, Con-
fronted with this evidence of his guilt, and
charged with the crime, the scoundrel admitted
that he had attenrpted to outrage DMiss Boyer
and then murdered her.

The news of his capture had spread, and aut
thig time over two hundred men had assembled
in the hamlet. Reeds confession sealed his
fate, - It was decided that he should die
at once., The majority insisted that he
should be burned at the stake., The Jecizion
was carried 1nto effeet without delay, The
wretch was firmly bound to a post near by.
Eager hands brought wood and shavings well
salurated with lerosene. A blazing fire
was soon kindled around the trembling
negro, whose screams for mercy produced
no effect upon the stern men surround.
ing him. After he had roasted a
while the fire was scattered and he was allowed
to feel the full agony of burning. Then a new
fire was buiit, and this in turn, after burmng
some time, was taken away. This process was
repeated three times. Reed made no outery,
but lis contortions showed that he suifered
terribly. His judges and executionors were
determined to avenge his crime, and the fuel
was heaped on the fire aud the forked flames
played around Reed’s body until it was entirely
consumned, nothing remaining but a few charred
fragments, which will, it is hoped, serve asa
torrible warning to others,

ever, Mr. Hamlton's brother, who lives in On-
tario, heard of his ead demise and immediately
camea to Montreal to claim his body. After a
long search he succeeded in finding the body
yesterday in the Victoria dissecting ronms half
dissected, and throngh the influence of Dr, Mig-
nault succeeded in regaining possession of it.

New Youg, Dec. 30.—A littlo church

stands on the southeast cormer of Stinton
abd Forsyth streets, in a neighborhood not
usually considered very attractive, even to
to those who inhabit it. I& is the Qoman
Catholic Church of St. Stanislaus, the ounly
Polish church in the city. Because it is the
only Polish church, thither yesterday morn-
ing came people seldom to be seen ia that
neighborhood except when dabbling in char-
ity, and others whose faces are more familiar
when seen across the faotlights than when
geen ic the daylight of o winter morning.
With residents of the neighborhood, who
rattled off complicated processions of con-
sonants with an air that proved them Poles,
the strangers poured into the little church
until it was crowded .to see performed the
marriage ceremony of Ealph Modjeska, only
son of Mme. DModjeskn, the well-known
Polish actress, and Felicie Benda, his cousin.

An awning extended from the narrow door
of the church to the edge’ of the sidewalk.
The passage way it made was lined on_either
side by membera of the Society of St, Stanis-
laus, each wearing a broad red and white
scarf and holding o lighted candle of ysllow
wax. In the veatibnle atood eight of the St.
Stanislans Guards in full uniform, with drawn
swords. To the Christmes decorations with-
in the church others had beea added even
more in keeping with the occasion. In the
vestibule, over the middle aisle, wua the
word **Welcome,” and between the lamps on
eitber side of the gate inuo the sanctuary
hapg a msrrisge bell in white flowers. White
flowers were on the altar, and wreaths of
smilax covered the rail.

Shortly after halt psst eleven o’clock the
wedding party drove up to the church, and
to the wedding march from *‘ Lohengrin” the
procession up theaisle began. First marched
four guardsmen in their scarlet uniforms snd
fur-trimmed caps.  {'he bridegroom followed,
escorted by two younyg ladier, 31iss Thaurston
and Miss Nellie Thurston, in accerdance
with the Polish custom, which prescribes
that the groom shall be led by two
unmarried ladies and the bride by two
wnmorried men, Miss Benda was led by
Measrs, Joseph Gilder and E. G. Nadal, and
was followed by the Counnt and Countess
Bozeota Chlapowski, The rear of the pro-
cession was brought up by two more gusrds-
men. Miss Thuraton was dressed in blue,
Mise Nellie Thurston in pink, and each car-
ried a Douquet of hyacinths, lilies of the
valley, and camellias. The bride wore white
silk, the frout of the skirt covered with pearl
embroidery. Orange flowers were looped
upon the dress, and on her head was o tulle
veil. She wore no jewels. Mme. Modjeska
was io » welking dress of salmon colored
silh, with bonnet to match, and wore dia-
monds.

The leading guardsmen took position on
either side of the altar, and six little girls in
white scattered flowers before the bridal party
as they took their seats, the groom with his
escorts o the left, the bride with hers on the
right of the entrance, while the Count and
Countess Buzenta sat in the gateway. Then
from the sacristy came his Grace Archbishop
Corrigan, attended by theRev. Dr. McDonaell,
his secretary ; the Rev. Father Klimecski, pas-
turof S5, Stanislans’s, aud Fathers Gramlewicz,
Belcher, and Marcinkowski. The Archbishop
took Lis seat on the left of the sanctuary, and
Futher Klimeeski began the marriage service.
On o silver dish he carried to she Archbishop
the twa riugs which Mme. Modjeska had laid
npon it to be hlessed by the prelate. Then
he repeated the words of umion, and the
newly nnreried couple returned to their
former scats, while the priests retired to the
gacris'y to prepare for the mass which was
to follow. After Mr. IHarvey, of $t. Ann's
Church, had suog Mercadante's 0 Salu-
taris Ifostia,” the Archbishep from hiy
throne uaddrcssed the youog couple. His
Grace gaid thut he was glad 1o grant the re-
ijuest which Father Klimecski had made to
him, no$ only because of the intereat he took
in them personally, but aleo beuause of the
firm stand their native vountry had ever
taken in behalf of the faith. He pointed ont
the sacredness of the ties they had assumed,
and closed with the solsmn words, *“ \Whom
God hath joined, them let no man put
asunder.”

The Mass was celebrated by Father Klimec-
ski, with Father Gramiewicz as descon and
Father Belcher as sub-deacun. The music
was by the Polish composer Kalliwods, and
wagsung by the choir of the Church of the
Most Holy Redeemer. After the Mass, while
Mendelssohn’s wedding march was played, the
bridal party advanced to the table on which
the marriage rogister lay opened, asnd stood by
while Churfes Bozenta Chlapowski and Pres-
cott Hall Bitler signed the record. Then, pre-
ceded by tho six guardsmen, they paseed
down the nisle under the crimson banner of
the St. Stanisluus Society through the crowd-
cd vestibule, and down the passage lined by
torch bearers to their carriages, in whichthey
were whirled away to the breakfast at Del-
monico’e.

-Creek, but 1hat it conld prove it waa done at
Batoche when the Canadians troops carried

- thiat village on June 12, -

There ure several officers and men who were
at Batoche, and to-day all of them admit that
the latter churge is troe, They assy that
Capt. Howard, in their presenco, scalped one
dead man afler the fight at Batache, and that
he made no Becret sbout it. The scalping,
they say, tock place the day after the fight,
when one of the rebel waunded died.

*Whether the man scalped by Capt. Howard
‘wha & half-breced or an Indian they could not
say, a8 it was often diflicult to distinguish one
‘from the other.,

The incident is likely to cause a stir in
French Canadian circles, as Capt. Howard is
-about to start u cartridge factory in the pro
“vinge of Quebec, und his French Canadisn
meighbora will be furious if they discover

*that he scalped u half brecd, and i ie likely
to aserionsly interfere with his business. On
“the other band, so far aa the pnblic has been

HOW HROWARD ADMITS THE CHARGE.

i The following despatch which has been re-
-oeived in Montreal regardingthe above will
serve to bear ont THE Post's cﬁrge :

. New HaveN, Conn.,, Jan. 2—Lieut.
Bownrd, of Gatling guu fams, when asked
to-duy if it was true that he had scalped a
-dead man after the fight at Batoche, zaid it
was not. What he did do was to cut offas
Araphy the scalp-locks of young White Cap,
fou of old White Cap, chief of a band of
renegnde Sionx who years ago were driven
out of Minnesota for being engaged in the
great maesacre. Howard says other officers
alac helped themselves to hairy souvenirs
frem the heads of dead ludians, but no scalp-
in;; was done or acts of brotality perpetrated,
Yuung White Cap wae found with three
‘bnilet holes in his body, every one made by
the Gatling ¢un that Howard worked. The
gcalp-lock referred to is now exhibited as a
trophy in the room of the machine platoon of
the .'(s;ta.to militis, which Lieut. Hloward com-

-mande.

HOW HOWARD DID IT.

Here ‘“‘Gat” Howard says “‘he did not
mealp, bat simply took off & scalp lock.”
‘Then we wounld like to Lnow how this
Howard imagines he can deceive an
intelligent public by such criminating
equivocation; when everybody having
the Jeast knowledge of the methdd of scalping
knows that it ia not the whole top of the
cranium which is taken but simply the *‘acalp
lock ¢’ and then the uncivilized Indian only
scalps a warrior whom he has met in
personal encounter, The ecalp of his adver-
sary i taken as an evidence of his victory.
No Judian ever scalps dead men, such as was
done on the 13th of June by Howard, a sup-
posed Christian and civilized ** bummer,”

IRISH HOME RULE,

THR GOVERNMENT IN COUKCIL CONSIDERING
THE QUESTION—CHURCHILL'S PLANS,

A Cabinet conncil was held to-day which
lasted nearly two hours. It is believed the
ministry decided to adhere to the local gov-
erument scheme for Ireland ; also, in case of
the government being defeated on the quea.
tion to diszolve Parliament and appeal to the
coustry on the *‘dismemberment of the
Empire” cry. Lord Randolph Churchill, it
is snid, will draft the new Irish biil, and will
have charge of it in the HBouse of Commons.
There hus been considerable uncertainty as
to the course Mr. Gladstone shall decide to
pursue on the remssembling of Parlisment.

HOME RULE BILL.

Loxpoy, Jan. 4.—Parliament, it is an-
nounced, will meet on the 2Lst instant. 1t is
understood to be settled that the Queen’s
speech will anuzounce the intreduction of the
Irish bill resolved on by the Cabinet on
Satarday. The decition met with strong op-
position, the landed element in the minietry
being solidly in favor of restrictiog the bill to
on enlargement of the authority of existing
local boards. The bill is being drafted
and will be ready for presenting eurly
next week. The Qucen has approved the
principles of the measure. The legislative
chambers are to have exclusive authority
over the revenue and expenditures of the
country, The chambers will have the power
to undertake public works, such as the con-
struction of harbors. There ia no authority
over police, militia, tariff or external rela:
tiobs in any shape. Provision is made
pgainst the threatened creation of » natioual
volunteer army, through tha catablishment
of rifle clubs, by the retention of the punitive
statutes and Imperial contro! over all moneys
raised, whether by rates or loans.

Before I would place my hand between
the hands of other men, in a secret lodge,
order, class or conncil, and, bending on my
kne= before them, enter into combination with
them for any object, personal or political,
good or bad, 1 would pray to God that that
hand and thatkoee might be parsiyzed, und
that [ might become an object of pity, and
even the mockery of my fellowmen.
tSwear, sir! I, & mac, an American
citizen, a Christian, swear to submit inyselt
to the guidance and direction of other men,
surrendering my own judgments to thei:
judgments, and my own conscience to their
keeping! No, no; sir. I koow quite well
the fullibility of my own judgment, and my
linbility to fall into errer und temptation,
hat my life has been spent in breskiog the
bonda of the slavery ot men, I, therefore,
know too well the danger of coafiding power
to ircespousible hands, to muke myself w
wiiling sluve.” X
Tnis is what Duniel Webster saya in a
letter dnted Boston, Nocember 20, 1831 :
CAll sicret wssociutions, the members of
which take upon themselves cxitanrdinary
abligations to one another, aud ure bound
together by secret oaths, nro naturally sources
of junlous nud juss alarm to others ; are cape-
cinlly unfuvorable to harmony and matusl
confidence wmong men living together nnder
popular institutions, and are dangerous to the
general cause of civil liberty and good goveru-
ment. Under the iofluence of this convic-
tioa, it is my apinion that the future adminis-
tration of ull such oaths and the jormation ot
all euch obligations should be prohibited by
law."”

The Inte Lord Beaconsfield had this to say:

*+ Secret mocieties are hurrying the civil
Governments of the world to the brink of o
precipice, over which law and order will
ultimately {all and perish together.”

1z a Jetter to « friend, Janusry 220d, 1874,
Wendell Phillips opens hia mind in this way:

“] wish you success most heartily in your
efforts to rouse the community to the danger
of secret societies, They are a groat evil;
entirely out of place in s Republic, and no
patriarch should join or uphold them,
