|'educational establishment in Enuiscorthy destined to
withdraw from my superintendence and control u
young and very impressible portion of my flock, in
circumstauces where such stuperintendence and con-
trol are of parammeunt necessity and importance.—
Let me inform yon, thén, that the model school-is
exciusively under the: management and control of
the Nutiopal Board of ‘Bdueation. Within its walls
I possess no uuthority to visit, to inspect, to permit,
to prohibit, to approve, or to condemn. The com-
mission, which I bave received from Christ, . throngh
his’' Vicar, to tend and feed the little ones of my fleck,
i3 peremptorily arrested by the anthority of the board
at the threshold of thre model school, Should the
‘commissioners, - therefore, appoint’ teachers' in -the
madel schaol to whom [ should have -reason to ob-
ject on moral and religious grounds, I have no power
to interfere. Should the books, the use of swhich
they prescribe or.sanction, be found exceptiocable, I
have no authority to ‘insist on' their withdrawal.—
Should the ariful devices which an over-zealous Pro-
teatant teacher might employ to. undermine the faith
of the liitle ones, and estrange their minds -and
hearts from Catholic belief und practice, come to my
koowledge T may complaia -but my complaint may
pass unheeded, It is not-necessary for me to ascer-
tain thay such abuaes will nctually oceur in the mo-
del school ; enough for me to know that they may
coeur, Lo warrant me in unol exposing the fuith of
those poor childres, for whom I sm responsible, to
such a serious risk. There is bnt little in the history
of the National Board calculated to inspire such con-
fidence ng would justify me in comuntting that per-
tion of my flock wiich demands wmy most careful
superintendence to the uncoatrolled iostruction and
training of its officials. Confidence, it has been
said, is a plant of slow growth, and the proceedings
of the National Board since its first foundation, do
not tend much to gquicken the sluggish plant into
matority. 1amaware thats new principle bas been
iatroduced into the system of national education, by
which Pastoral authority in religious matlers is put
in absyaace, and parenta! authority substimmted in
ita place. In nccordance with this principle a re-
cent regulation of the Board provides that in all

drea have a right to require the patrons and man-
agers to afford opportunities for the reading of the

God bas indeed entrusted parents
with the guardianship not enly of the temporal, but

parent, cossulting the charncter, capabililies, and
wishes of his child, will select fur bim that profes-
sion or business which be may deem most expedient,
aad will precure for him that education which may
best qualify bim for it.

He may tender biz advice as
a friend ; be may even, as a Pnstor, recommend that
profession or department of business, which he looks
upon 23 most favorabla to gpiritual welfare of the
child. But it is the right, and the inalicnable right,
of the Pastoral Office to pronouace whetber any
given system of education i3 dangereus to Faith or
merals—to warn the child against that dnnger—to
withdraw bim from it - end to call upon the parent
to enfarce the probibition of the Pastor by his autl:o-
rity. If the Pastor, therefore, relying on just
grounds, is satisfied that the constitniion of the
Model Schowols iraperita the faith of the children who
may {requent them, be has authority to admonish
them of the daoger, to prohibit thewr from resorting
to them, aud to call on their parents to lend to his
injunciion the additional weight of their authority.

ProTEaTANT BstTABLISHIMENT PaTRONAGE.—On July
10:h there died his Grace the Lord John George
Beresford Archbishop of Armagh, and Primate of all
[relznd. As he belonged to the furtunate Beresford
family, it is aeediess Lo say ihat his Grace ha3 en-
joyed a lnrge and liberal provision from the revenue
of the Trish Church. We have bad the curiosity to
truce the Primate’s ecclesiastical history, aod the
reanlts, we bope, wiil be read with ialerest by all the
poor clergymen of the Church Bstablishment. Lord
Jolin Bereaford was born into the world with the best
of prospeets.  His relatives, near and remote, werd
suppused 1o hold noi less than one-fourth of all the
civil and ccclesiasticnl offices in Ireland. The best
of these, owerver, were of the latter class. When be
teft Bton 1iis father's cousin, George Beresford, was
Bishop of Kilmere at £6,000 per aanum, and his uncle
was Archbishop of Tuam, at £9,000. With theze
adsantages the young lord stepped at ooce from
dencon’s order to n Denuery—that of Clogher, at
£700 per anoum.  He remained in the deanery fur
seven years, when he was promoted to the bishopric
of Cork wnd Ossory, dt £5,000 a-year. In two years
another step was gecured, and his lordship was madle
hishop of Raphoe, at £5,000 a-year lle lapl:cd higher
then this, however, and looked not in vain. In ano-
ther two years be had left Raphoe fur Ologhes, which
yielded £11,000 a-yenr. At Clogher Lord George
remained until the Archbishopric of Dublin becnme
vacant—remained, that is for eleven yeurs. TFor a
Beresford to ask for this gift, was not to ask io vain,
and the Archbishoprie wis secured at £12,000 a-year.
His rise now had been rapid and considerable. He
had secured every better oflice than the one held, as
soon as the betler office hecame vacani, but thers
waa o botier Archbishopric than thut of Dublin, and
whnt was Armagh.  1is good fortuue of course did
not forsake him. He had uot been Archbishep of
Dublin moce than Lwo years when Lis Grace of Ar-
magh died. Atonce Lowd Joun putin his cliim,
nnd Armngh fell to his fot, At Armiagh be received
£15,000 n-year for forty years, Now let us see what

Her engices were found to work very freely and

EvictioN or TeNayTs — AcTiox ran Linern.—Every
friend of the Irish tenantry and every friend of jus-
tico will be well pleased with the recult of the trial
# Brabazon rersus Potls," an abbrevinted report of
which appeara in our columus. The facts, briefly
stated, are these -- A correspondent of Saunders’
News Lettcr, whe had been specially depnted to re-
port upon the agricnlwral state of the West of Ire-
land, furnished to that journal an sccount of some
harsh evictions which hed recently been eflecield by
a Major Brabazon —known ugtil lately by the name
of Captain Higgios- upon a proverty which he had
parchased io the Incumbered Estates Court, The
letter of thie correspondeat stated that a number of
tenants at will, solvent tenants wha had fully peid
up their rents, were evicted by the Major, and had
their hovses levelied. Ninety human beings were
thua cast on the world in bitter swinter weather, and
on u wet slesty day. The facts were all trae, &nd
the corresnondent stated them mildly—1t might al-
nost be said coldly and stoically. DBut Major Bra-
bazon tuok fire. He did not see why newspaper fel-
lows shonld have apytbiog whatever to say to the
management of his property avd bis mode of dealing
with his tenantry. Was be not to be aliowed to do as
be liked with his own? 1le took nn action against
Saunders for libel. That journal very properly and
spiritedly, instead of making humble apologies, went
into court nud defended the articie. Happily the re-
sult was a verdict in favor of ike defendant, with
costs agrinst tho plaiotilf. This verdict is u triumph
for the press und for the people. Many are the dan-
gers of the journalist who dares to raise his voice
agninst the deeds of landlord cruelty which nre be-
ing done every in this island, but worze things might
happen if evers land proprictor might evict, uuroof
and desoiate a3 he pleased, acd then punish the
journalist who should dare to tell the bare {ruth of
his proceedings, Io that way the action of public
opinion would be completely swothered, snd one
portion of the country wight be depopulatea without
anything being known of the fact in pinces not far
diatant. Major Brabazou tried a bold, and andacious
stroke against the press and the people.

the royal proclamation agamst Garibaldi has no
10 any considerable extent affected the previous

1657 auvother was deprived of his See for refusing to
take the outh to King William of Glorious Memory.
If Apostolic succession conferred any szcerdotal or
priestly character on these Bishops, from St. Austin
of Angustine in the year 596 by virtae of succeszion,
we see £o reason why the True Witness should seek
to deprive his Grace, the present Archbishop of Oan-
terbury, of the benefit or character derived from his
predecessors.” — British Canadian.

If we notice the above viruleat effusion, which
we chp from the British Canadian, it is n or-
der that we wiay repudinte any design of ¢ vilify-
ing end abusing Protestants” in general, or mem-
bers of the Anglican sect in particular, in that
we refuse to recognise the validity of their Or.

Gentlemen holding govérnment situa-
tinns as bishops, priests, and deacons in the
Church of England as By Law Established, re-

seets ; and yet it would not be just to assert that
because of that refusal, Anglicans “ take a great
dehight at vilifymg and abusing Dissenters of all
denominations.”  As amiable and accomplished
gentiernen, richly endowed with all natural vir-
tues, we highly lionor many, very many, of our
separated brethren; but at the same time, we
bave as little regard for the value of their pre-
tended Orders, as we have for any otber well es-
1zbiished sham.

and to dispense with all and every defect.

Aund yet if that arbitrary Queen’s Government
had had it in their power to produce any legal
evidence of the fact that Matthew Parker had
really received Episcopal Orders, they would
havelbeen able not only to put to silence their Ca-
tholic adversaries and slanderers—such as Allen
and Bristow and Stapleton—who apenly declared
that the pretended consecration of Parker was a
sham, but to bring to the block Bonner the most
detested of all the Prelates whoe in the previous
reign had distinguished themselves by their se-
venty against Protestants.

“ILLEGAL ARREST oX Canapiaxy Soin.—Several of
our officers have beer on the look-out for a deserter
named Tom King, who escaped into Canada a short
time since, and on Wednesday succeeded in effecting
his capture at Waterloo, after & desperate struggle.
Some two or three weeks ago the fellow King was
arraigned, in company with his wife, before Taoner
on a charge of having abducied a girl nomed Whalen
for purposes of prostitution. The Justice suspended
proceeilings in the case ou condition that King would
enlist in the U. S, army, He accepted the latter al-
ternative, and was immediately sworn in, A short
time afterward he deserted to Canada, where he has
remained ever since. Wednesdny morninz two of
our officers crossed the river, and as we learn, with
the consent of the authorities there, proceeded to ar-
rest the deserter.

The same
night six of our officers started on the same errand,
and reaching Waterloo, proceeded to the house which
conteined the ignoble carcase of the abducler and
deserter.

We hope however for the sake of peace that the
details as given by the Buflalo Courier are ex-
aggerated ; but whatever the consequences we
alse hope that the British Government may take
prompt zod efficacious measure to procure re-
dress for the outrage, and to prevent its repe-
tition.

SUICIDE 15 FrancE.—A writer i the Paris
Monde says :—* 1f there is any crime pecular
to societies in a state of decadence it 1s assuredly
suicide. It 1s so natural for man to Jive! For-
merly the law held suicide in horror, and branded
it as a crime. The frequency of suwcide now
obliges the legislator to assume more humble
bearing. What do statisties tells us? Why
that in the space of thirty-two years, from 1827
to 1858 mclusive, 92,662 suicides have been
committed in France, being an average of 2,895
in the year. The suicide of males, which have
only teen kept distinct since 1836, amount to

. 56,562, and of females to 18,548—the yearly
average for the former being 2,459, and for the
Jatter 807. This difference is only to be ex-
plained by tbe fact that the religious sentunent
acts more powerful on women than on men. 1t
