esential tests and trial of machinery and armanient, including the submerged
Pperations of submarines and test firing of torpedoes and guns be effected
IGreat Lakes waters. My Government is in hopes that the Canadian Goveru-
Ient wiII approve the suggestion, it being understood that the proposed procedure
ito be effective only for the duration of the present hostilities.
