Asquith Gives Assurance

**We Shall Not Forget This Terrible Record 
of Calculated Cruelty and Crime,”

LONDON, April 27. —Speaking in the debate on the treatment 
of British prisoners in Germany, Premier Asquith said:

“It is a horrible story from every point of view —one of the 
blackest spots on even German methods of war. My object in rising 
is to say, with all emphasis and all deliberation, that we shall not 
forget, and we ought not to forget, this horrible record of calculated 
cruelty and crime.

“We shall, at the end of this war, hold It to be our duty to exact 
such reparation against those who are proved to be guilty agents in 
this matter as it may be possible for us to inflict. I do not think we 
would be doing our duty, either to those brave, unfortunate men, or 
to the honor of our country, or to the plain dictates of humanity, if 
we should be content with anything less than that.’’

PARIS. April 27.—French soldier» who 
suffered acutely from the asphyxiating 
gases released by the Germans say that 
their eyes were stinging and their throats 
contracting. Some of tne French soldiers 
became unponscious almost Immediately. 
Others, scarcely conscious, acted on In­
stinct and. crawling out of the trenches, 
staggered away from them.

The connecting trenches 
ed with fugitives who had fallen uncon­
scious that many soldiers were compelled 
to climb out and make their way toward 
the rear over the 

Faced
As soon as the Germans perceived that 

the French were leaving their trenches 
over ground they opened Up an Intense 
rifle and mschlne-gun fire along that por­
tion of the front, which Is about three 
miles in extent. It was this fire which 
caught the wounded brought to the hos­
pital, they having been picked up by 
French troops held In reserve. These 
reserves, counter-attacking, carried the 
greater part of ’ the trenches which had 
been evacuated.

Lemon-Colored Smoke.
Th» narratives of the wounded men 

differ In some respecte. The physicians 
at the hospital attribute this divergence 
to the psychological effects of a wholly 
new experience. Some of the patients say 
positively that the Germans threw bombs 
which on exploding distributed the gases.

The majority, however, speak of having 
observed a thick, lemon-colored smoke 
arising In front of the German trenches 
and concealing them as tho a heavy cur­
tain had been let lown. The gases hung 
close over the earth and, propelled by a 
gentle breese, crept toward the French 
earthworks caroely one* hundred yards 
away.

Majority
The physfcii 

permanent harm Is likely in the cose of , 
those who were not stifled to death. The 
survivors suffer poignantly from Inflamed 
membranes, but will recover without 
treatment. In some cases pneumonia or 
bronchitis may follow.

It Is the opinion of the physicians that 
the vapors must have been either chlorine 
or else of a sulphurous nature. It is hard­
ly believed that carbon monoxide was 
used, as this gas cannot be perceived with 
the eye.

It Is evident from the stories of the 
soldiers that the wind must be precisely 
right to give full effect to the gases, for 
If released in a strong breese the fumes 
would be dissipated and blown about be­
fore reaching the objective point. 
Meteorological charte of northern France 
show that the prevailing breeses are from 
the south and southwest, which would 
favor the allies rather than the Germane 
In the extensive use of gases.

LONDON, April 27.—Among the 
wounded who took part in the historic 
charge resulting In the recovery of the 
Canadian guns, and who are now be­
ing treated In London hospitals, is Sergt.- 
Major j. Grant of the 10th Battalion.

"We marched towards the- spot a few 
miles out of Tpree from which we were 
to make the charge and gain the woods. 
Darkness had come, but at rapid inter­
valle the night was turned Into day by 
the flares of German shells," he said.

"It was Just on midnight when the 
actual charge was made. Our artillery 
had already prepared the way for the 
onslaught. The flares of the Germans 
enabled us to see the wood about six 
hundred yards In front of us. Nobod 
knew what was there; we knew that 
was held by Germans and that it had to 
be taken.

Canadian Associated Press Cable.
LONDON, April 27.—A member of 

the Canadian Scottish, who has Just 
been received in the hospital with a 
'bullet wound in the arm, gave a gra­
phic description of the famous charge 
of the Canadians which led to the re­
capturing of the four lost guns.

RULES rOur neighbors to the south of us try 
to claim columbine ae a flower, pecul­
iarly native to their various states, 
but their claim le not founded on bo­
tanical facts- Columbine Is truly a 
flcwer of the wild#, and has become a 
oltlsen of our gardens only after long 
and persistent cultivation lasting thru 
all of five hundred or more years.

Its history points out that It was 
first transplanted from the wild places 
to gardens by an -Englishman under 
whose succmMuI cultivation colum­
bine seeds were gathered, and car­
ried to the Eastern States.

Columbine le a true tramp of the 
wild, roaming from Rockies to the At­
lantic, among the grim canyons of the 
Colorado regions, ( the emblem flower 
■of Colorado), climbing Mexico's moun­
tains, flaunting crimson trumpets, 
honey laden, among the steppes, 
lonely mv» for the tramp of Cossacks' 
hoofs, twinkling gold, on sunny slop* 
of -Persian hills, or glowing darkly blue 
among the sand-strewn rocks of 
Sitka’» ‘barren glooms-

However, of this graceful blossom 
of the wllde we need not talk since we 
have the home-staying plant to Mtlsfy 
(?) us with Its airy bloeeome of varied 
hues.

Columbine Is one of the first peren­
nials to wake up In spring. To me, the 
strange wee doubled-up fists of shoots 
present such a characteristic picture, 
winning their way so early thru snow 
and frost-free *rth, that their first 
coming is ever an entrancing wait. 
Then to see the gradual opening of 
thoae doubled-up little flats, watch 
them mysteriously become gleaming, 
changing rosettm of metallic huw, 
cuddling the moisture among the 
shimmering leaves until every drop is 
a fire opal of untold beauty,—to watch 
the rapid development of rosett* Into 
scalloped Leaves of hounded Korms, 
delicate, graceful, g fit setting ifor the 
qulck-up-Aootlng stems upoh whose 
frail reach* will dance the swinging 
clumps of strange-shaped blossoms,— 
why, the whole plant Is a mystery, 
never ending!

(Flowering *rly In June, seeding In 
July, it is possible to gather the seeds 
from this June bloMomlng and plant 
for next y Mr's seedlings. As a rule 
columbine takes two years after the 
first seeding to-blossom, but by plant­
ing seeds early this June and trans­
planting the e*dlinge In September, 
you may have gorgeous bloom next 
June. I know no better way of working 
ur a satisfactory stock of columbln* 
than by seedlings. But where it Is 
possible for one to buy last year’s 
Medllnge and transplant them now, 
bloom may be expected, provided the 
transplanting Is done very carefully.

Where It Is possible, I would never 
try to divide and transplant your 
clumps the same spring that you ex­
pect bloMom, *pectally if the clumps 
are large. But, if you do try the 
transplanting this spring, do It now, 
before the blo*om-spikes are sent up, 
and in breaking the roots apart, be 
careful not to bruise the soft, queer 
substance of the root; plant as deep ke 
seems right—that Is, deeper than 
at first thought seems right— 
and keep well watered until 
ten day» or two weeks have pre­
cluded all poMlbtllty of the plant wilt­
ing. If it do* wilt, and If bloeeome 
do not come this summer, be patient, 
the plant will be all the better next 
year- This Is best done on a cool, 
damp day, after seeding had taken 
place.

Dr. Falconer referred with modest 
Pride to the work of the university in 
connection with the war, and be quot­
ed the statistics as to the number of 
men from the university who had gone 
to the front or were on their way. Of 
the staff Itself, including those about 
to go, there were 62. Of the gradu­
ates there were >98, Including 27 of 
the staff, 244 officers and 124 men In 
the ranks. Of undergraduates there 
was a total of 440 on service. The total 
amounted to 840 men.

Biemarek'e Policies.
'The policies of Bismarck, as they 

seem to have prepared for the present 
war,” was the subject of Dr. Falcon’ 
erie address to the club. Bismarck, he 
said, was the most dominant man of 
the 19th century, and he or*ted mod­
ern Germany. Bismarck recognized 
that the great object to be attained 
was the welding together of Germany 
under the leadership of Prussia. From 
the very beginning he realized that it 
could only be accomplished by a policy 
of "blood and Iron,” of monarchical 
absolutism anfl the development of the 
Prussian military system, which in­
volved hatred of Britain.

He traced the various stages of Bis­
marck’s achievement, the absorption of 
Schleswig-Holstein, the treatment of 
Alsace-Lorraine, and the humiliation 
of France In 1870- His disre 
th* rights of smaller nations 
in some ways one of the most potent 
causes of the prwsnt situation of the 
races today. France for years cherish­
ed a policy of revenge, and if there 
had been no alliance between Russia 
and France, there would be no war to­
day.

at Burwash Hall on Friday night that 
the first duty of a citizen was to dis­
tinguish between the true and thi 
plausible. In the spirit of this in­
junction let us inquire what a general 
election at this time would mean to 
Canada.

At first blush the plausible state­
ment seems true that an electoral cam­
paign would excite and unsettle the 
people. If we were really In a time 
of truce an election would unsettle our 
minds, but unfortunately this country 
has been rent by party feud and be­
ast by faction for at least four years.

In the first place the country has 
been agitated and unsettled by the na­
tionalist faction in Quebec. A number 
of men, no doubt believing themselves 
U> be right, have argued that we should 
hold aloof from the rest of the empire 
In war and in peace- Their influence 
has not been confined to tne Province 
of Quebec and is apt to be' more far- 
reaching than we suspect among our 
newly arrived citizens from continental 
Europe and the United States

What was merely faction became 
party prejudice and arrived at a na­
tional and Imperial crisis in 1913, when 
the irresponsible senate, controlled by 
the Liberal party, threw out the naval 
aid bill and forbade the commons and 
the people of Canada to contribute 
dreadnoughts to imperial defence. 
Since then there has begn a deadlock 
between the two houses of parlia 
ment, contrary to British traditions of 
responsible government.

We are not passing Judgment on the 
two parties or the two houses, but that 
deadlock must end. It can only be 
ended by a general election. 
r The Liberal premier of Quebec, from 
hie place in the legislature of that 
province, has declared that the Con­
servative-province of Ontario is deal­
ing oppressively with French-speaking 
Canadians- The bilingual agitation It 
A far more serious thing tnan many 
people realize. It permeates every 
parish In the Province of Quebec. You 
will find collections being taken up and 
money raised In various ways for the 
"wounded.” By the "wounded” they 
mean the French-Canadlans living in 
Ontario.

No doubt In time this unhappy state 
of affairs will be cleared up, but at 
present we have no hesitation In eay- 
ing that the provincial election in 
Quebec is to precede the Dominion 
election and that in anticipation o? 
both a bitter and insidious factional 
campaign is being waged night and 
day not only In the Province of Quebec 
but in eastern Ontario and many other 
places in the Dominion-'

We need not comment on the furious 
party lighting at the last session of 
parliament. Suffice It to *ay that par­
ty feeling never ran higher in "the 
green chamber. Never have the two 
houses of parliament been more bitter­
ly hostile to one anothei*. Even the 
bill preserving the franchise to our 
soldiers, the principle of which nobody 
opposed, was so wantonly amended by 
the senate as to make It almost gro­
tesque. The people are being openly 

i taugli* to rebel against the war taxes 
I upon the ground that the money they 
f Pay in will be misappropriated by th« 

government or its friends ty way of 
graft.

Is it not. therefore, idle to say that 
a truce will be violated by holding 
usual quadrennial elections for parlia­
ment? The election, instead of unset­
tling, will settle a great many things- 
We want the government of Canada to 
■feel that It has the confidence of the 
people and to know that it has 
her of years before it. We want the 
two houses of parliament m be in 
.cord. We want the-people to unite up­
on seme policy of military and naval 
defence, nationally and imperially. Wo 
want the will of the people expressed 
at the next election to be carried ou: 
without senatorial vetoes or qualifi­
cations. We want the Nationalist and 
bilingual agitation? to die out, as they 
will aa soon as the election js over.

But let us get somewhere: let us 
Settle things now. Let us get rid of 
•fifty feuds and factional agitation as 
soon as possible. Whether It be Sir 
Robert Borden or Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
let ns choose a prime minister who

Which do you consider more 
patriotic, to buy manufactured 
articles which are Imported so as 
to help increase the revenues of 
the government, or to buy the made- . 
in-Canada goods and thereby help 

. to give employment to working- 
men?
This is one of those catch questions 

which, following the most illustrious 
of all examples, one might decline to 
answer categorically. Any direct 
answer given by the prime minister or 
the minister of finance could easily 
distorted, and there is no valid reason 
for the Scribe's failure to propound 
the same question to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier.

The fallacy, underlying the argu­
ment. coiled like a snake In the ques­
tion is that the man who buys a pro­
duct manufactured1 in Canada pays 
nothing into the public treasury. He 
does not do so directly any more than 
he does when he buys an imported 
article, but he does indirectly in one 
case as well as the other.

Take1 any article you may think of 
as an example—whether it be a plow, a 
shirt or an umbrella. We find first of 
all that the manufacturer has paid a 
tariff
whether tt be pig iron or raw cotton. 
He has also paid a tariff i duty on his 
machinery or part of it; upon the coal 
he has consumed and perhaps upon 
semi-manufactured products which 
have gone into the finished article. 
The I money thus advanced by him is 
collected from the ultimate consumer,, 
Just as the importer of the finished 
article collects sooner or later from 
the consumer. The man who uses the 
plow or wears the shirt is the man who 
pays the tax, and he contributes to the 
public 1 revenue whether he buys the 
domestic or the imported article.

In the case of the article manufac­
tured in Canada, the 'Canadian edn-
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Rallying Power
the Fathers of Confederation adopted 
the Canadian constitution, known as 
the British North America Act, they 
took for their precedent the house of 
lords in England as a model for the 
senate in Canada, and no person, Lib­
eral or Conservative, will question 
their loyalty and wisdom for doing so, 
but in their appointments to the sen­
ate they did not foresee the con­
tingency which now occurs, tho they 
were not to blame for It.

When a political party Is In power 
for ten or fifteen years, they generally 
—and have the 
their friends for appointment in the 
Canadian Senate, and the result is 
that when the party goes out of power 
there is a large majority of that party 
In the senate, as manifested in 1896 
and 1911, and the result is that the 
new party have to wait from five to ten 
years before they have their own 
party majority, and the great problem 
Is: How can this be remedied or re­
formed and still retain the usefulness 
of the senate?

After some careful study of our con­
stitution, permit me to suggest a re­
form in the senate which will 
come the above difficulty and make 
the senate more in touch with the 
people.

I would suggest that Premier Bor­
den apply to the English Government 
for an amendment of the British 
North America Act, which would give 
to the different lteutenant-governors- 
in-council of the provinces the power 
to recommend to the Governor-Gen­
eral of Canada the appointment of 
all members of the Canadian Senate 
within thirty days after a vacancy in 
each province, and that each senator 
will hold office fjr ten years.

?ftjso that the number of senators 
shall not exceed one-third of the num­
ber of members in the house of 
mons, the latter being governed by the 
increase of population in the Province 
of Quebec, under section 61, B.N.A. 
Act.

Probably the most satisfactory 
tribute to Canadian prowess comes 
from Berlin, where it is now admitted 
that, but for the interference of the 
Dominion troops, the quick fall of 
Ypres had been anticipated. The 
Canadians smashed the advancing 
German line and threw eleven regi­
ments into confusion. Confusion In a 
German regiment means defeat. 
Without officers, the soldiers who are 
trained not to think but to obey, go 
tc pieces. "Trust and obey, there's 
no other way,” is the German military 
maxim, and it is as futile in war as 
In other departments of life where 
initiative and self-reliance are needed.

A German officer commenting upon 
the difficulty of fighting British troops 
dwelt upon this feature. He said it 
was , like fighting an army , of non­
commissioned officers. Everybody 
knew what to do, whether lie was told 
or not. When the Canadians found 
the world going to bits around them, 
and all Unes of attack turned topsy 
turvey, they accepted the situation 
with the same sang-froid that the 
national training in lacrosse or hockey 
or football has given them. They 
learn In team sports to think like 
lightning and to act like the thunder­
bolt.

There is a story told of the Ameri­
can civil war in which a demoralized 
private was described as requesting 
Instructions how to get to the rear- 
"There ain't no Far in this battle,” 
was the information given him- There 
was no rear for the Canadians when 
the Germans drove past their flank, 
after breaking thru the French terri­
torials They formed up and charge* 
at the enemy front and rear, and, 
when surrounded, fought back to back 
until they had cleared the ground.

They "upset all German calcula- 
tiens." according to the Berlin de­
spatch. and that is the finest tribute 
that could have been paid them.

President Barrow of the International j 
League has Issued his annual pointer- 
sheet to his umpires, and the speeding up 
of ball games is his main idea. A few of 
the Instructions are:

To avoid accidents, Insist on catchers 
taking masks and protectors with them 
when changing Innings, and do not allow 
bate or other articles to lie around on 
playing field.

Put snap and energy into your work. 
Do not allow game to drag. Be on top 
of every play. Never lose sight of the 
ball. If In doubt over a play, you may 
consult with your associate before mak­
ing decision.

Never start a game without a thoro 
understanding with’ your associate and 
both captains regarding ground rules. An­
nounce all special ground tales to the 
spectators. Do not permit ground rules 
that conflict with playing rules.

strikes In a loud, 
i luick tone of voles. Raise the right hand 
i or each strike called. When calling 
“out,” also raise the right hand. When 
calling "safe" hold out both hands, palms 
downward. Face the play until you are 
sure the ball Is caught and held. Take 
nothing for granted.

Should the pitcher let the ball aMp out 
of hie hand In “winding up” call a balk'' 
If there are men on bases, if not. call a 
ball. Also call a balk for any bluff mo­
tion of pitcher’s arm, leg, shoulder, hip, 
or body, or If he Is In position holding 
the ball with both hands and takes either 
hand off except to pitch, or throw to 
base.

Hurry the games along. Urge the play­
ers to run to their positions; call “batter 
up" when the side Is retired. The pitcher 
may pitch three balls to "warm up" at 
the beginning of an Innings. A pitcher 
who replaces another during an Innings 
may pitch five balls to "warm up.”

When two clubs agree on a certain time 
to stop a game, announce to the spec­
tators that the game will be stopped at 
the time agreed upon, unless the Innings 
can be finished within a few minutes.

Your decisions on matters of play are 
absolutely final, and the less you explain 
and argue the better. An appeal may 
only be made on a question of rules, and 
then only bÿ the team captain.

Should you be convinced that you have 
misinterpreted a rule, change your deci­
sion accordingly: but If not convinced, 

ntinue game as per your ruling, allow­
ing the disputing club to "protest" Do 
not announce a "protest’’ to spectators, 
merely notify the opposing captain.
