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INTRODUCTION*

\Splendeurs et Miseres des Courtisanes is the title given to
tlie l(.ng and composite novel consisting of the following
parts: I., Comment Aiment Irs Filles; 11., A Combien
rAmour Revient aux Vieillards; III.. Oii Mhient les Mauvais
Chemins; IV., La Derniere Incarnation de Vauirin. About
half tiic first part appcannl in 1838, under the title of "La
Torp: ,.," along with "La Fenime Superieure" ("Les Em-
ployes") and "La Maison Xuoingen." This portion was
divided into three chapters. The remainder of the first part
and Tir.arly all the second was published in Le Parisien, May
21-Jui,v 1, 1843, under the title of "Esther ou les Amours
d'un Vieux Banquier,"" the portion entitled "La Torpille"
being also republished. In this form the story was divided
into three parts containing fifteen, sixteen, and fourteen chap-
ters respectively. Late in 1844 it was reprinted in three vol-
umes, along with "fichantillons de Causeries Frangaises," and
was supplemented with a fourth part entitled "Les Peines de
CiEur d'un Millionaire," divided into thirteen chapters. These
four parts correspond with the first two parts of the novel as
we have it. They were entitled "Splendeurs et Miseres des
Courtisanes; Esther." Still in 1844, the story in two parts,
"Esther Heureuse" and "A Combien TAmour Revient aux
Vieillards," entered the "Scenes de la Vie Parisienne" of the
"Comedy," the first part changing its title to the present form
in the definitive edition. Tlie third part ("Ou Menent les

Mauvais Clicniins") was printed in L'Epoqiir, JuU' 7-29, 1846,

under the title of "L'ne Instruetion ("riininelli'." It entered

the same year the ''Scenes de hi Vie Parisienne," under its

present title. In 181T it was published in two volumes as "Un
Dranie dans les Prisons,"' in conipany with "Esquisse

d'Honiine (FAtfaires"' ("Les Koueries d'un Creancier").

This version was in two parts and fil'ty-tlvo chapters. The

fourth part. "La I)erniere Incarnation de Vautrin," appeared

first in JjH J'rcssr, April 13-May 4, 1847, divided into two

parts and seventeen chapters. It was issued the same year in

three volumes along with "Les Martyrs Ignores*' and "Une

Rue de Paris ct son Habitant"' (see "(Euvres Diverses").

This version contained forty-one chapters and a "conclusion."'

In ISoo the "Derniere Incarnation"" was joined to the three

preceding parts of ''Splendeurs et Miseres," all chapter divi-

sions of the novel being su])pressed. The list of characters

is so long that it is ixis.-ible to give only the most condensed

information concerning tliein.

great success, and that even lawyers were surprised at the

truthfulness of his descriptions of criminal procedure, but he

contented himself with (iuotin>i the opinions of others. He

cannot, however, hav(! failed to perceive that, under the stress

caust.'d by ill icalth and <lebts, he was composing a book which

would be considered by many readers the most interestinjT

portion of the "Comedy," and would be placed by some critics

at the head of all his masterpieces.

Whether or not the "Splendeurs et Miseres" is superior to

"Pere (Joriot" or "Eufrenii' Tirandet" or *'La Cousine Bette"

is a question that admits of considerable discussion. It has

not the dramatic concision of the last novel, nor does it dis-

play such t{'rril)lc power. It is not so nobly moving as the

first two. On the other hand it has the most complex and

wonderfully managed plot of any story in the "Comedy"; it

introduces more characters than any other book, and manages

them with consummate success; it displays in an almost un-

rivaled way Balzac's knowledge of Paris; of its aristocrats

and parvenus, its thieves and courtesans, its lawyers and

policemen ; it is full of passages of subtle analysis ; and finally,

it is dominated by a general conception or a central idea that

may be grandiose rather than great, but is without doubt

tremendously impressive. In other words, while higher phases

of Balzac's genius may lu- exhibited elsewhere, this novel ex-

hibits that genius in ii totality more completely, perhaps,

than any other. It labors umlcr the disadvantage, of course.

that with the exception of the "Uistoire des Treize," it is the

most sensational of all Balzac's mature works; yet the very

fact that he made it so much more than a sens^ational nntiame

goes to j)rove tlin! it is the supreme effort of his genius. With

si"li characters and such an intrigue, who else could have

made such a great novel ?—for the critics are agreed that the

"Splendeurs et Miseres" is a great novel.

We cannot, however, feel sure that our praise is justified

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until wo havo examined two or three iinfnvorable critieisms
that have been made a<,'aijist the booiv. One is that it ought to
have ended with the tieatii of Lucien an<l tiie failure of Vau-
trin'.s .-eheiiie.s the transformation of the king of the coiiviets
into a i)o]ice agent being described at siicli Icngtli as to deprive
the climax of its full effeet. This criticism is just, but it ean
''• nu'l. as a similar charge was in tlie case of "Beatrix," by
..le statement that all we need do in order to preserve the
artistic unity of the novel, is to treat "La Derniere Incarna-
tion de Vautrin" as a setjuel to '-Splendeurs et .Misery's"
rather than as an integral part of it. Balzac's groupings of
his stories can hardly, as we have seen repeatedly, be con-
sidered highly important, and when we can save a master-
piece from idemish by disregarding his order of arrangement
we are justified in so doing. 'J'iie novelist liim.«elf seems to
have felt that excuses for the existence of the fourth part
were needed, and it is (|uiie clear that a novel written in such
a fragmentary way can be somewhat rearranged without
much resulting damage.

.\ still more seri(uis charge relates to the part played by
\autrin. who is dedand to he a grosslv exaggerated per-
sonag(—a character with whom a great realist should have
had nothing to do. That there is truth in this charge also
can scarcely be denied. Vautrin is a striking type of that
•Vuperior imin" who in one f(u-m or another haunts romantic
(irtion and poetry.* Even (ioethe and Byron, in "Faust" and
'Manfred." were seduced into attempting the portrayal of
this fascinating being, and liab.ae was in good company when
be .ndeavored to vary the type. It is only of late, w"ith the
divelopnient of the leveling tendencies of democracy and the
success of the realistic and naturalistic schools of fiction
''''•unded by Balzac, that the average man and the decadent
Iiave been able to oust the 'Vuperior man" from his place in

\'autrin, then, is the criminal hero made hirge and com-
manding through Bal/ac-s genius. In the "Vicaire dcs Ar-
dennes" and '\\rgow le Pirate" -ve have the same character
in germ, but one iias only to compare the pirate-banker and
his rodoutable lieutenant with \autrin and his aunt in order
to sec the difference betu.rn '-Splen.leurs ct .Miseiv-s-' and a
mere sensational romance.

Objection may be made also to l^stlier—the idealized cour-
tesan, just as Vautrin is the idealized criminal, with the dif-
ference, however, that Esther's puri)oses ar- good and Vau-
trin's mainly ba.l. Yet. after all, the .Magd len idea is a mov-
ing and partly noble one. and Balzac has .succeeded in making
Esther a patlietieally attractive character bv empha^sizing one
of thos(? genuin.. pas.ions women of her class are known to
experience. That Eucien is not worthy of this passion does

Through Lucien we are brought
into relaticms with the Grandlieus and their exclusive set,

with the dandies, and witii the Journalists. Through Jacques
Collm we make aequaintance with J'rudcnce Servien, I'ac-

(ard and other criminals only less strong and astute than
their remarkable chief. Through Xueingen and his senile
passion we become interesteil in the thre.' great detectives
and their method.s. We hold our breath a> "the combat deep-
en-^." We shudder at the fate that befalls i,ydie and Esther,
I'eyrade and Contenson. We confess at the end of the ..lecond

part that no author has done more than Balzac to prove that
evil ways lead to the retribution described in tlie third part.

It is needless to comment at length upon the merit of

Could llerrera understand the nature of a poet's love?

When once this feeling has nutunted to the hrain of one

of these great little men, after firing his heart and aiisorbing

his senses, the poet l)ecomes as far superior to humanity

through love as he already is through the power of his

imagination. A freak of intellectual heredity has given him

the faculty of expressing nature l)y imagery, to which he

gives the stamp hoth of sentiment and of thought, and he

lends his love the wings of his s]iirit ; he feels, and he paints,

he acts and meditates, he multiplies his sensations hy thought,

present felicity becomes threefold through aspiration for

the future and memory of the past ; and with it he mingles

the ex(juisite delights of the soul, which make him the prince

of artists. Then the poet's ])assion becomes a line poem in

which human ])roportion is often set at nought. Does not

tiie poet then place his mistress far higiu-r than women crave

to sit? Like the sublime Knight <•( la ]\Iancha, he trans-

figures a peasant girl to be a princess. He uses for his own
behoof the wand witii whicli lie touches everything, turning

it into a wonder, and thus enhances the pleasure of

loving by the glorious glamour of the ideal.

Such a love is the \ery essence of passion. It is extreme

in all things, in its hopes, in its despair, in its rage, in its

melancholy, in its joy; it tlies, it leai)s, it crawls; it is not

like any of the emotions known to ordinary men; it is to

everyday love what the perennial Alpine torrent is to the

lowland brook.

"But if it is the most in-
tcrcslin^r of the Iniil.linirs of I'aris. it is also the least known-
least known to jicrsons of the upper classes; still, in spite of
the interest of this liist<orical (lij,'ression, it should be as slum
as the journe;- of the prison vans.

What Parisian, what forei,<rner, or what provincial ciin
have failed to observe the ^doomy and nivsterious features of
the ()uai (Irs I.unettes—a structure of black walls Hanked by
three rouiul towers with conical roofs, two of them almost
touchin-r e.Kh other? This quay, bcrinnin.e at the Pont du
Change, ends at the Pont Xeuf. A square tower—the Clork
Tower, or Tour de ITTorloge, whence the signal was given
for the massacre of Saint-liartbolomcw—a tower almost as
tall as that of Saint-.Iac(iues de la Boucherie, shows where the
Palais de Justice stands, and forms the corner of the quay.

These four towers and these walls are shrouded in the black
winding sheet which, in Paris, falls on every fac^^ade to the
north. About half-way along the quay at a gloomy archway
we see the bi'ginning of the private houses which were built
in con.<e(iuence of the c(mst ruction of the Pont Xeuf in the
reign of Henri JV. The I'lace Hoyale was a replica of the
Place Dauphine. The style of architecture is the same, of
brick with binding courses of hewn stone. This archway and
the Rue de Uarlay are the limit line of the Palais de Justice
on the west. Formerly the Prefecture de Police, once the
residence of the Presidents of the Ptirlemruf. was a depend-
ency of the Palace. The Court of Exchequer and Court of
Subsidies compl(>ted the Supreme Court of Justice, the Sov-
ereign's Cimvt. It will be seen that before the Revolution the
Palace enjoyed that isolation which now again is aimed at.

This block, tliis island of residences and official building.',
in their midst the Saiute-Chapelle—that priceless jewel of
Saint-Louis" chaplet—is the .•sanctuary of i'aris, its holy place,
its sacred ark.

The nundjer of the otllcials is less than might be

supposed ; there are but twenty ; their sleeping (piarters, like

their beds, are in no respect different from those of the

pistoles or private cells. The name pistoJe originated, no

doubt, in the fad that prisoners formerly paid a pistole

(about ten francs) a week for this accommodation, its bare-

ness resembling that of the em])ty garrets in which great men
in poverty begin their career in Paris.

To the left, in the vast entrance hall, sits the (iovernor of

the Coneiergerie, in a sort f)f otlice constructed of glass panes,

where he and his clerk keep the prison-registers. Here the

prisoners for examination, or committed for trial, have their

names entered with a full description, and are then searched.

The (piestion of their lodging is also settled, this depending

on the prisoner's means.

curs, sonic crinic or riiisdemeanor becomes aggressive,—then
the law refers to the police, and immediately, if any docu-
ments hear on the suspected criminal, the jndge is iufornied.
These records, an analysis of his antecedents, are merely
side-lights, and unknown heyond the walls of the Palais dc
Justice. Xo legal use can he made of them; Justice is in-

formed l»y theiii. and takes advantage of them; hut that is

all. These documents form, as it were, the inner linini;

of the tissue of crimes, their first cause, which is hardly ever
made public. No jury would accept it; and the "whole
country would rise up in wrath if e.\cer])ts from those docu-
ments came out in the trial at the Assizes. In fact, it is the
truth which is doomed to remain in the well, as it i.s every-
where and at all times. There is not a magistrate who, after
twelve years" experience in Paris, is not fully aware that the
Assize Court and the police authorities keep the secret of half
these squalid atrocities, or who does not admit that half
the crimes that are committed are never punished by the
law.

If the public could know how reserved the employes of the
police are—who do not forget—they would reverence these
honest men as much as they do Cheverus. The police is

supposed to be astute, Machiavellian; it is, in fact, most
benign. But it hears every passion in its paroxysms, it

listens to every kind of treachery, and keeps notes of all.

The police is terrible on one side only. What it does for

justice it does no less for political interests; but in these it is

as ruthless and as one-sided as the fires of the hKiuisition.

repayment or security, and so forth, and so forth."
