PROTECT THE CANADIAN HOG.'

For some time past the customs regu-
lations of Canada have per‘mlttad Cana-
dian pork packers to bond in free-.of
duty American live hogs, provided they
weére forthwith slaughtered and 66 per
cent, of-the live weight exported as
bacon. Live hogs, outside of those
slaughtered for export, have to pay a
cent and a half a pound duty,

The minister of agriculture, Hon, Syd-
ney Fisher, has decided to recommend
to the government that they rescind
this bonding privilege because he claims
to be .possessed of information which
goes to show that these American hogs
glaughtered in Canada are being sold
in England as Canadian bacon, to the
gréat damage of the high reputation of
Canadian pea-fed pork in England.
