Public interest in the war revived greatly when it was learned from
Washington yesterday that Commiodore Schley,in command of the Hamp-
ton Roads squadron of the American fieet, had succeeded in driving
the Spanish fleet, under Admiral Cervera, into the harbor of Sansiago de
Cuba, and establishing a blockade at its entrance, holding the
Spaniards in a trap. Americans generally are exultant over the news, as
it is expected the strategy board will dispatch Admiral Sampson to
reinforce Schley and make short work of the Spanish fleet. The
Jocation of the Spanish fleet is; however, a matter of some uncertainty,
gince a report from Cape Haytiem on the north coast of Hayti, states

. that the fleet supposed to be at Santiago is really at Cienfuegos.

The squadron at Cadiz, under command of Admiral Camera, has
mce?\;'hed orders and is expected to sail shortly. It is not yet known
whether this fleet will start for the  Philippines or Cuba.

Comments in the English newspapers show that the celebrations held
in various American cities in honor of the Queen’s birthday were
accepted on the best of terms by the English people; The St. James
Gazette, which has hitherto beeu largely anti-American, has become
most .frlendly. The Wes_;tmins‘t-)r Gazette advocates a distinct under-
standing betwoep the United States and Great Britain. On the other
hand The _Mornlug Post has allowed a violent pro-Spanish communication
to appear in its columns, in which America’s “present
with Spain” is alluded to. b

Seventy-five Thousand More Fight-

75,000 men Into army corps, divisions, bai-
gedes and regiments.

Secretary Alger stated that the determina-
tion to issue the call had not been reached
until late yesterday.- The merits of it
have been canvassed more or less for some
weeks, but it was not until a few hours
before the call itself appeared ‘that the
move was finally decided upon.

Taken by Surprise.

Coming thus unespectedly, the War De-
partment had made no preparations for gx-
ecuting the call and it will be some days
before the detalls are worked out as to the
guota from each State, the calls to the
respective Governors of States, the mus-
tering points, and the general points of
concentration. ,‘

All that is settled thus far Is that the
enlistments are to be thrown open as they
were- at the outbreak of the civil war, and
are not to be restricted to the militia and
National Guard organizations of the several
States

TROOPS OFF FOR MANILA,

| Twenty-five Hundred Sailed from
San Francisco Yesterday.,

9=

San Francisco, Cal.,, May 25.—The start
was made for Manila late this afternoon
and the first American army to sail for a
foreign shore is now on the broad Pacific,

At four o'clock this afternoon Brigadier-
General Andcrson signalled from the Aus-
tralia for the City of Peking and the City
of Sydney to get under way. The signal
was seen from the shore and the waiting
crowds commenced to cheer wildly. The
noise was something terrific. Every steam
whistle In the city appeared to be blow-
ing, cannon were fired, and the din 'asted
for fully an hour. As the Australia passed
Alcatraz, Island, in the lead of the other
ships, the battery of United States artillery
stationed there fired a salute to General
Anderson. The colors were dipped In re-
cognition and tle steamships sounded their
sirens. .

The three transports carried abvat 2,500
mcen, The expedition, which .» under com-
mand of Brigadlier-General Ancerson, con-
sists of four companies of regulars under
command of ‘Major Robe, the first regimeut
California volunteers, Col. Smith; the first
regiment Ortgon volupteers, Col. Summenrs;

Eary; about 100 sallors and eleven naval
officers.

governments and of hearts, pleanding that the English and American branches
of the Anglo-Saxon race should.be joined in an alliance, not to be broken by
old controversies, but that* each should work in its sphere for the propaga-’
tion of Anglo-Saxon ideas of liberty, government and order.”

Government Officials and Railway
Pneses.
Weekly Sun : -Recent investigation by a
committee of the | Dominion Parliament
shows that a number of Dominion officials
have been in the habit of charging the
Governmeilt with thelr railroad fares when,
as a matter of fact, they were traveling on
passes furnished by the Canadian Pacific
and Grand Trunk Railways. The money
these officials recelved for rallroad fares
went, therefore, into their own pockets.
To simple-minded people who are not
skilled in drawing fine distinctions between
right and wrong, the practice of charging
the Government with railroad fares while
traveling free will seem nothing less than
fraud, which the Government will do well
to stop at once, We do not belleve that
the Government should discontinue paying
necessary, traveling expuses, but we be-
Heve that it should prohibit the acceptance
of passes, The cqixntry can afford to pay
its officials’ expenses, but it cannot afford
to have them placed under obligations 1o
corporations now far too powerful for the
public good, 2
Parliament cannot well condemn officlals
for following an }exwmple set by nearly
nine-tenths of its .own members. That
members of Parligment should accept fav
ors from the rallroads seems to us even
niore objectionable than the ‘acceptance of
passes by officials, Like!officials, they are
paid more than sufficient for all necessary
traveling expenses; yet, while accepting the
sums so paid them, they travel free. Some
members receive almost as much for mile-
age as for indemnity. We pay every year
over $31,000 to n;.embers of the Dominion
Parliament for mileage, and over $30,000
of it goes Into their own pockets, With
our :e\pgesentntdves setting such an ex-
ample, it Is lttle nder that our servants:

When John E. Jenkins, a young colored
men, who llves at: 68 Centre-avenwde, re-
sponded to the entreaties of his 6-year-old
gor. JClmny, and save him a copper tu
spend for candy late yesterday afternoon,
he little dreamed of the tragedy that cop-
per would iIndlirectly cause.

Little Johnny rushed -joyfully from the
house toward the nearest candy shop. AS
he was crossing Centre-avenue a peddler’s
wagon wae being driven down the street,
the horse traveling at a slow gallop. John-
ny's little red cap blew off, and as he turo-
ed to plek it up he got directly in front ofv~
the horse. (One of the frout legs of the an'-
mal struck the child squarely in the face
and knocked his-head back with such forde
that the neck was broken. The driver of
the cart pulled up, the horse and looked
around. Seeing that the child lay motion-
less in the roadway, the man became
frightened and drove quickly. away.

Mrs. Jenkins, the boy's mother, was il
in béd, having recently been confined. One
of the child’s, companions hurried into the
house and told her of the tragedy. She
jumped from her bed and, rushing out into
the street, picked up the vieeding form of ..
her child. Jenkins was working In the
garden at.the back of his house, and his
wite’s agonized cries brought him to the
street. He took the boy from the frenzled
woman's arms and carried him to Scho-
fleld's drug store on Chestnuf-§tréet. There
seemed to be a spark of life left, but it
lasted only a few moments. Dr, Johnson of
Blm-street. and ‘Dr. Todd were summoned,
but life was extinct when’ they arrived.
Three boys who witnessed the fatality
told the police that the man who drove the
horse was Frank Curaso, an Italian .fruit
dealer,. who. llves at 56 Centre-avenue, and
the lads say the horse was beilng driven
recklessly.

Controllers’ Ax Swings Swift and
fHard, But Rate Remains 18

And a Small Fraction—Heavy Cut'l
in Public and High School Boards
and Terrific Decimation of the
Committees, Particularly Fire
and Light and Parks and Gar-
dens—Debentures (o Pay for Re-
mainder of the New City Hall

It took the Board of Control just five

{)outs yesterday to give the draft estimates

rom beginning to end their first rev'sion.
But In that time they played terrible havoe
with the expectedly expanded figues, cut-
ting off some $330,000 odd from the lump
$3,252,883 expenditure called for In th2
original draft. Controller Hubbard’s haud
was most unsparing, even In connectiou
with committees, of which he himself is
a member, while the Mayor took somewhat
of a medium course between the former
and Ald. Leslie, who seemed in general the
most disposed to be liberal. Ald. Burrs
missed the morning session, but in the af-
ternoon his scythe generally swung with
his colleague Ald. Hubbard’'s. In the
morning the devastation began with a sort
of preliminary 'skirmish, in which among
others the Public School. Board lost $20,-
000 and the High School Board $15,000 on
the draft. But it was after luncheon when
the Board of Works' demands were con-
sidered item by item that the slaughter be-
gan. This committee alone suffered to the
extent of $130,605, leaving it still about
$17,000 more than was’ finally granted Jast
year. The Fire and Light Committee was
cut down in the fire departnient estimates
alone by $10,380. The lighting estimates
being not touched, the appropriation of
$301,374 given last year is still excecded
Owing to the removal of the
$101,000 taxation bogiefor finishing the new
City Hall, last year's appropriation to the
Property Committee excéeds what ihe
board yesterday conceded by over $9000.
Nearly $18,000 was lopped off the Parks and
Exhibitions estimate of $72,553, leaving the
sum allowed for 1898 some $8000 less than
the 1897 estimate, The controllers allowed
their own bond, $10,656 less than the draft,
or about §5000 more than last year's allow-
ance. The Board of Health, after yes:
terday’s cut, will get about $2500 less thun
they got a year ago. ‘The Public School
Board get about $12,000, the High School
Board about $3000, the Separate School
Board about $1150 and the Technical School
Board about $1400 more than they got last
year by yesterday's revision.

Taking it all in all the rate “vould be
reduced about 2 3-53 mills should yesterday’s
cyt remain in force, leaving the rate for
1898 still slightly over 18 mills.

Police and Justice Badly Seathed.

The item “Administration of Justice” was
the first to come under scrutiny. For the
maintenance of courts, with the ¢ity’s pro-
portion of jury and court house expenses,
20,600 was granted, being $2100 less than
was asked. This grant is the same as
last year's. The formidable sum of $234,-
395 was estimated to maintain and pay the
Police Department. <Inciuded in it was the
sum of $1600 to Medical Officer Dr.
Sprague for inspection of policemen. Aid.
Leslie considered: this an outrageous price
to pay, besides cost of medicine and the
$250 asked for @ ‘‘speclal medical - attend-
ance.” The Mayor will interview Police
Commissioners tojsee if $1500 of this eannot
be dispensed with. Meanwhile the depart-
ment is clipped $2000 for a start; $22,500
was asked for jail maintenance, but $1000
was chopped off, leaving the same grant
as last year. The item, police court offi-
cers, $8572, was left untouched.

Publie Library Cut $3000.

The Publie. Library Board asked for $33,-
430, which, less the estimated receipt and
cash on hand, $3760, left $31,670. ‘FPhe
controllers were not inclined, however, to
pay out 7000 for new books and $2900 for
binding, and $3000 was struck off.

Don’t Need Charity Now.

Controller Hubbard called attention to
the fact that there were three teachers at
the Viectoria Industrial School for Boys,
where there were only ninety Inmates, and
the latter number ¢ontinuously decreasing.
The trustees asked for $7607, but were
only granted ®$6607.

When the various other similar Institu-
tions were under consideration Ald. ITul-
bard thundered forth for .a cut in all the
charity grants on the ground that pet‘er
times would warrant it.

P.S. Board Lopped $2000.

The Public School Board put in a little
bill for $448,811, from which the treasurer
had subtracted Government grants amount-
ing to $24,011, leaving $424,800 required of
the city. Ald. Hubbard, who has been
attending School Board meetings of late,
found fault with the item §18,000 for repa=rs,
especially in view of the $100,000 grant for
new schools. They also billed the eity
$19,500 for fuel, which amount, said the
controller, was $1500 more than was used
for the whole water works system. He
recalled how two years ago the Board had
paid $2 a ton more for coal than the city.
“The total increase on all the items,’ add-
ed His Worship, “is $32,073 this year, so
1 think we can take off from $§20,000 to
$30,000.” Ald. Leslle considered a cut ef
$8811, to make the grant even money, suf-
ficlent, but Ald. Hubbard took the economi-
cal extreme, suggesting a cut of $25,.00.
The Mayor's figure, a $20,000 cut, was
adopted.

Must Raise Fees Again.

The Collegiate Institutes’ Board asked for
$50,012, or, including debt charges, $60,-
493. Last year they had been granted
$32,027, but owing to the reduction in fees,
had been obliged to ask for $50,000 this
year. Ald. Hubbard was opposed to having
the taxpayers pay in this way for a higher
education, and $15,000 was struck off.

From the Separate School Board applica-
tion for $39,0090.was chopped $1500, being
proportionate to the Public schools reduc-
tion.

Last year the Technical School Beard ask-
ed for $12,229, and got §10,000. This time
they applied for $13,419, and will get §11,-
419.

They Even Attack Hospitals.

Two thousand dollars was struck off the
public hospitals estimates of $38,500; $2500
from the Local Board of Health’s estimate
of $25,881. Last year this board were al-
lowed $23,300. For the Isolation Hospita:
was asked $42,028, only $38,800 being spent
last year. Ald. Leslie called attention to
the $3000 increase in Salaries to temporary

|staff and $2500 was clipped from the esti-
mates.

At Salaries of Officials.

Then the controllers came {o their own
department. The first cut was one of $500
n incidental expenses for the City Solici-
tor's Department. For printing, advertis-
ing and stationery was asked in all 010,-
000, but $1500 was cut o%. Things looked
ominous when the Assessment Department
was attacked and the Mayor began to show
a little anxiety, possibly about Mr. Flem-
ing's salary. This question, however, was
not raised and the board was content with
lopping off $1156, the amount asked for to
issue postal cards notifgying the electorate
where to vote. Last year this department
got along with $19,262. From the $16,500
to cover ‘“miscellaneous’8upplies, compris-

ing supplies to and conveyance of destnﬁteJ

persons, postage and telegrams, csb hire,
extra clerieal assistance, special votes of
Council, expenses of deputations, etc., was
cut $1500. .

It was estimated that $2000 would be me-
cessary for the ‘“reception of distinguished
visitors,” but the board cousidered $1000
enough.

Five thousand dollars was lopped off the
£15,000 for Interest on bank advances prior
to collection of revenue, the ‘ITeasurer
promising a cinch on lower rates of inter-
est

'!home for a shot gun. He came back
with it and shot his uncle, who died
from the effects a few days thereafter
in the Huatsville hospital.

But the chief interest in the Assizes
centres in the trial of Willlam James
| Hammond for the murder of his wife
Katie Tough, on the sixth of March,
1896, For this crime Hammond has al-
ready been twice tried. On the first
oceasion the jury disagreed. In Decem- |
ber last the second trial took place, when
the jury returned a verdiot of guilty, and
the prisoner was, sentenced to be hanged
on the 18th of February Jast. But Mr,
Johnston, Q.C., was successful in his
application for a new trial, At the first
trial the evidence given by the prisoner
at the Coroner’s inquest was not ad-
mitted by Mr. Justice MacMahon. ' At
the second trial Mr, Justice Meredith |
adqﬁ;ted this evidence, but under the
deeigion of the Court of Appeal it will
now be excluded.

IS CERVERA IN A CAGE?

Reports are All Uncertain —~Sampson
and Schiey Still Looking for Him.

Ou board the Assoclated Press despatch
boat Wanda, off Havana, May 23.—(t'lled
Key West, Kla.,, May 2b.)—At daybreak on
Sunday morning the entire squadron un-
der Rear Admniral Sampson wus 1ying di-
rectly opposite the entrance to Yavana har-
bor, about ten miles off shore, a formidable
mouse-colored fiotilla of battleships, mout-
tors, cruisers, yachts, lighthouse tenuers
and torpedo boats. The peaceful inactivity
noticed the day before on board the vessels
of the fleet had given way to scenes of
great life and bustle. The decks of every
ship swarmed with crowds of blue Jackets
and white jackets, marines and officers.
Around the flagship, from whose mainmast
fluttered the crimson penvant of precedence,
roclked on the choppy waves a score or
launches and gigs from surroundifig Wut-
ships, each manned by sailors in spotless
white. They had brought aboard the flag-
ship the commanding officers of their re-
spective vessels, where they had appar-
ently beén summoned for orders.

A’half hour later, the gigs and faunches
left the flagship and returned with thelr of-
ficers aboard to thelr own vessels. Almost
immediately the thick clouds of black
smoke began to pour from the smoke stacks
of the assembled fleet and slowly, almost
imperceptibly, the flagship began to move
to the eastward. A number of vessels
were left behind on the blockade duty, the
acting flagship flying a blue pennant. About
two hours later a large double-mast-
ed and double-funreled cruiser
leame steaming under full headway from
the westward. When within halling iis-
Ttnnce and without slackening her speed, she
'exchanged signals with the acting flagshp
off Havana. A string of colored buntiug
was holsted aloft on the flagship's halliarcs,
'and ,the cruiser pushed on to the east at
| full speed.
| Afterwards the squadfon was In the
{Nicholas Channel, off Cardenas, heading for
the old Bahama channel. The squadron
was proceeding with care, for Admiral Cer-
vera had not yet actually been bottled up,
and care must be taken lest the fox turn
and dash out of Santiago, around the cast
end of Cuba, up through the windward
passage, and north to attack the citles of
the Atlantic coast of the United States.

In all likelihood Commodore Scheley will
be able to spring the trap, and then Rear-
Admiral Sampson may hasten to Santiago.

The native insurgents are actlve-and bit-
ferly hostlle to the remnant of Spanish rule
which  still Temains, They control tne
country absolutely to the ve muzzles of
the cannon on the walls of Manila, The
insurgent forces investing the city on all
the land approaches number 7000 and are
well armed, largely from the looted ar-
senal at Cavite. Fourteen insurgent lead-
ers, including Gen. Aguinaido, have return-
ed from Hong Kong, arriving here May 19,
and have begun immediately to organize
the rebels for a desperate attack on Manila.
It is expected that the garrison soon wx‘li
be engaged In savage warfare against these
implacable enemles of th eSpaunlards. X

It is now reported by the Spanish author-
ities of the city that 100 persons, were
slaughtered by the Insurgents during the
cenfusion and fiight of the defeated troops
and sailors from the burning ships and
eaptured arsenal at Cayite after the battle
with the Americans, The district between
Cavite and Manila swarmed with insar-
gents, who cut down fugitive soldlers rlqht
and left. This makes the total Spanish
loss 500, as the Amerlean guns destroyed
400 lives.

Spanish Torpedoes Were Ready.

I have had a talk to-day with an Amerl-
can named Sllverl lately employed by the
Manila Electric Company, who escaped to
our ships & few days ago, and is now on
the American transport Zafiro. e says
that, with the assistance of men from his
company, the Spaniards had completed be-
fore the battle 25 electric torpedoes, to he
used in guarding the entrance to the bay,
The work of glaélng them, however, had
not been finished, and the promptmess of
Admiral Dewey in entering the bay defeat-
ed the plans to keep him out,

The American fleet is In perfect condl-
tlon, and discipline on board ship is unre-
laxed, The Admiral has his forces well
in hand and evidently is confident that he
can continue to control the situation. What
his relations are with the Insurgent leaders

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IS EUTHANASIA JUSTIFIABLE ?

It is said that Gladstone’s life would
have been prolonged by two meonths if
his physicians had not resorted to “most

otent means” for relieving the pain
which accompanied his malady. 'The
doctors did not allow ‘the malignant
growth from which their dxstinguished
patient suffered to run its natural coursd,
It was inevitable from the first diagnosis
that. the disease must result fatally’

What the doctors really did, to speak |l

plainly, was to anticipate -by a com-
paratively easy and painless process
what was sure to result, a little later,
amid suffering and anguish, not only to
the patient himself, but to his friends
and relatives. If there is an excuse for
bestowing upon an individual the boén
of euthanasia it is in cases like that of
Gladstone's passing away. It was un-
doubtedly the wish, or rather command,
of Gladstone himself and of his family
that the doctors should spare himself
and them the agony which accompanies a
lingering and certain death. The subject
of euthanasia has.been much discussed
among both doctors and laymen. While
a resort to the practice is often humane,
yet on the whole the resultant of public
opinion is probably favorable to the
granting to physicians a discretionary
power that may be open to abuse, even
to a class of men in whose intentions and
conscientiousness the public has almost
perfect confidence. .~ Mr. Gladston®’s
physicians are fraak in their avowal of
the administration of medicine for the
purpose of freeing their patient from
suffering and shortening his days. The
official stateylents make this plain, and
the subject promises to eventuate in con-
siderable discussion. We think, however,
that few will criticize the line of treat-
ment followed in this and similar cases.

PROHIBITION AGGRAVATES THE
EVIL.,

The London Times of April 13 last
published a valuable account of ‘the
working of prohibitory liquor laws in
Norway. The people there are géhuinely
alarmed at the spread of liquor drink-
ing, and after trying the Gothenburg
system, which purified the pothouses,
eighteen towns resolved to prohibit the
sale of liquors altogether. They did pro-
hibit it, closing every spiritshop, with
the result that drunkenness immediately
and decidedly increased. Not only was
a strong kind of port wine drunk in
guantities, but illicit stills were/ set up
in most back kitchens, and tHe people
drank the raw spirits with lamentable
results. Even the children were found
intoxicated, and the arrests for drunken-

ness increased by from thirty to eighty |

per .cent. Prohibition, in faect, totally
failed, as it always will fail where it is
not supported by a popular conviction
that it is criminal to drink alcohol.
There it succeeds, and then it is also
totally unnecessary. It is always for-
gotten that the population of any town
or village can prohibit the sale of
lquors at once and finally by the sim-
plest of expedients, viz, not buying
them. The dramshops will not give
away one drop. Drink is not sold be-
cause it is seen, .but because it is wished
for.

LET THE COUNTRY BE EXPLORED.

The Federal Government should not
hesitate to vote a reasonable subsidy for
exploring the country between Chester-
field Inlet and Great Slave Lake, with
a view to ascerta}ining the feasibility and
desirability of constructing a railway be-
tween these two points. It is claimed
that the building of 150 miles of railway
will place Hudson Bay in communication
with the wheat /fields of the Saskatche-
wan valley, and also open up a navigable
waterway between Ontario and the Yu-
kon gold fields. It is said that millio
of acres of the best wheat land in/the
world would be rendered accessible by
the opening up of this route. The other
half of this great project consists in
the building of a railway from Missina-
bie station on the C.P.R. to Moose
Factory, Hudson Bay, a distance of 250
miles. The Ontario Government sent an
exploratory party over this district last
fall and much valuable information was
obtained. The least the Dominion
Government can do is to have the terri-
tory west of Hudson Bay thoroughly ex-
plored this summer. The country will
then be in a position to decide whet
the proposed routes should be bonused to
the extent asked for, or whether they
sliould be supported at all.

A PROTRACTED NUISANCE.

One mistake at least the United States
has made and that is in declaring war
before the country was ready to carry
it to a speedy and successful {issue
It is not Spain, but the United States,
ithat is responsible for the declaration
that led to open hostilities. The United
States is responsible for the war, and as
% long as the war continues it is more or
less of an international nuisance. The
European nations have a just cause of
complaint if their interests tn the Philip-
pine Islands and in the West Indies are
jeopardized by the continued incapacity of
the United States to establish a stable
government in the captured territories.
As it is, the end of the war is by no
means in sight. It is already;more than
a month since active hostilities began.
The prediction of those who said the
war would be over .in ten days has
come wide of the mark. It looks indeed
in the light of the past month's ex-
perience that it will  still be several
months before it is brought to a con-

clusipn. The American army is a help- j

less crowd of unt.-n{ned men, who either |
have not weapons or who do’ not kmow
how' to use them. 'The United: States
ls not ready to invade Cuba vr to occupy
h‘he Philippines. It is _only after the

MEN AND THINGS.

‘Gibraltar witnesses the first overt
manifestation of the hostility of the
Spaniards to England.

The Rock
Is a truly accurate description of the
pied a terre which Great Britain has
at the entrance to the straits. There is
no flat or level land near it except the
peutral belt. At the base of the Rock
there stretches towards Spain g narrow
neck of low land for about half a mile.
It is formed evidently by the washing
up of sand agound the huge mass of
granite which thrusts itself up to rival
the peaks on the African side. Om this
neck of land there is marked off p
neutral belt, stretching about a quarter
of a mile, and washed on one side by the
waters of the Mediterranean and on the
dther by those of the Bay of Algesiras.
The British sentries pace up and down
8ll the time under the shadow of the
rock,while just a quarter of a mile across
the Spanish sentries keep up a like
watch and ward. On the Spanish side
af this neutral zone and across from
Woter to water stretches a close net
wire fence designed to prevent dogs
Inden with smuggled goods from enter-
ing Spain. 'The British troops are for-
Hidden to enter Spain except by the
traveled road which leads from the rock,
and on which the Spanish custom house
dgtands. It was the forbidden entry on
Spanish soil by water beyond thik neutral
belt that caused the shooting of the
English soldier. ‘It was justified by
éxisting regulations, and cannot be
properly objected to by the British
Government. : orig

Apart from its immense importance as
4 military station, Gibraltar is interest-
ihg as a gigantic landmark in an other-
wise rather tame coast line. The south
of Spain, westward from Gibraltar, is
flat,and even Cape Trafalgar,conspicuous
in history as it is, is merely a low, sandy
¢liff scarcely 30 feet high. ‘Across the
Straits, Africa presents a more impos-
ing appearance, but Gibraltar is the
only pillar of Hercules on the side of
Spain. -

Commodore Schley Has Him Locked|

Up at Santiago.

Spanish Fleet Dare Not Comé Out of
the Harbor, and Will Run Out ot
Supplies if It Remains—A Prize of
$15,000,000 Awaiting the Ameri-|
can Fleet,

Washington, May 25.—There seems to be
no longer any{ doubt that the Spamsh teet
l%; in Santiago harbor is hemmed in by
Commodore Scnley's squadron and that
thelr escape is quite impossible. Members
of the Cabinet are exuitant over to-day's
news and, although they are not willing 1o
make public tbe.source of their informa-
tion, they regard It as perfectly . trust-
worthy. They are not willing to state the
exact position of Sampson’'s fleet, but do
say that it is acting in concert with Schley
and can come to his relief at any time
should the situation require’it. 7The pub-
lished report that another and more formid-
able tleet is en route from-Caaiz to {he
relief of the imprisoned squadron is not
credited By members of the Administration,
but should this prove to be the fact, ‘the
move would be welcomed by American
naval authorities, as it would -certainly
resuli, it is said, In the destruction ot the
two fleets, instead of one. It is auihorta-
tively stated that the situation of the San-
tlagqe bharbor is such that the Amesican

| gunboats, which are available for the pur-

pose, could successfully pré&vent the escape
of the Spaniards, thus relleving a consider-
able part of both Sampson's and Schley's
fleets for operations elsewhere.

A study of the defences of the harbor and
the topographical - features, however, has
convinced the experts that to undertake to
carry the place by storm from the sea and
to attack the fleet while it is under the
protection of the forts would involve 'so
great a loss of life on the part of the Unit-
ed States as to be entirely unwarranted
under the existing conditions. The harbor
is known to be mined and these mines are
so well .protected by judiclously placed
shore batteries that the usual methods of

‘countermining could be practised only wilh

the utmost peril to the sailors ol the fleet.
Morro Castle, one of the principal defenc:
of the harbor, is perched upon a very hi
elevation. Its guns, if served wirn any-
thing like fair gunnery, could rain a most
destructive ‘fire downfupon the ships and
not even the battleships and monitors are
designed to resist a plunging fire of thls
kind. The effort probably will be made to
keep Cervera inside Santiago harbor until
starvation causes the surrender of the
Spanish squadron and the forts of Santiago,
That this can be done Is not doubted by
paval experts, as the marrow channel con-
necting the inner harbor with the sea, re-
quiring any Spanish ships to emerge singly,
would expose them to almost certain de-
struction at the hands of a couple of ar-
moured vessels or monitors, commanding
the entrapce. Of course there is-always the
danger of these wateh dogs being them-
selves attacked and destroyed by some of
the torpedo gunboat destroyers, attached
to Cevera's squadron, provided their com-
manders are desperate enough fo face the
tremendous primary and secondary Uat-
teries of the Ameriran warships. There is
also some risk of ap attack on the blockad-
ing vessels from without,

The news has reached the Navy Depart-
ment to-day that the Spanish torpedo gun-
boat Terror had cleared out of the harbor
of Port de France, after having taken coal
from the Alicanfe.

“] give the Spanish squadron a three-
months’ lease of life if they are In San-
tiago harbor,” said g prominent naval ofti-
cer this morning. He explained tnat ue
based his calculation on the length of time
that the supplies of the fleet would hold
out. Long before that time expired tne
town of Bantiago, which probably would
be cut off entirely by the insurgents and
perhaps by United States troops, will ve
practically starved, but following the Npis-
ish practice elsewhere, Havana and Manila
for instance, the military and naval forces,
appropriating all the food supplies, wouid
hold out longer. The Yong walit involved
in this calculation, the officer explained,
would have a very substantial compensation
in the probable acquirement by the Un:ec
States of the splendid vessels that go to
make up the Spanish squadron through
their surrender. They represent in money
valne -alone about $15,000,000, and have an
addiflonal value to the United States at
this juncture that cannot be expressed in
figures.

On' the whole members of the Administra-
tion regard the present situation as most
favorable for the American cause and do
not doubt that in a very short time, ac-
tive operatlons will begimr against Havana
and Cuba by both the military and naval

forces.

THE MOTHER LODE.

Scientific Attempt to Find Source
of All Klondike’s Wealth.
vancouver, B.C., May 25.—A great deal
of attention has been attracted In Goast
mining circles during-the past few days by
the advent of one Prof. C. F. Conrad, who
beads an expedition to the Klondlke coun-
try for the avowed purpose of making the
first scientific attempt to locate, by purely
geological indications, the supposed great
mother lode which has enriched: the vast
placer deposits of that region. In comver-

sation the professor outlined his theory.

For many years he has made a speclal
study of the composition, line of travel and
original location of matenrial found in placer
drift. The geological periods to which the
various boulders and gravel belong are
classified with relation .to their original
pesition. The line of travel is determined,
not so much by the present conformation
of the country topographically, but more
with a considerafion of the more easily
eroded formations which lle between the
present drift and the first available point
at which the value-bearing strata of the
drift can be located in original geological
position. At this point many things are
to be considered. Chief df these in all of
this northwestern country I8 the Influ-
ence of glacial action. It has already been
demonstrated by recent discoveries in the
Copper River district that the work of
glaciers has been largely instrumental in
forming the majority of the Alaskan de-
posits, Prof. Conrad will not only seek
the mother lode, but by special arrange-
ment will furnish the Dominion Govern-
ment with a quantity of much needed sci-
entific data concerning the geological con-
ditions of that new and unexplored sec-
tion.
