The Boers when retiring dragged 82 guns
thru Kroonstadt.

Buller on the Move.

Gen. Buller is moving toward Newecastle.

Getting to the Meat.

Having come to the meat of his speeci,
Sir Hibbert put the question to the Post-
master-General in this wise: The Postmgas-
ter-General 'and Hon., James Suther|
bad taken part in the West Huron and
Brockville elections. Ift» was believed they
had done more than merély take part in

ublic meetings. The people believed the
Postmaster-General and Mr. Sutherland
were implicated with ‘the gang. Was not
this a case where the Postmaster-General
and Mr. Sutherland shouid be anxious to
expedite an exhaustive Inquiry? They
should not delay, but should hound down
the men against whom affidavits had been
produced. The irresistible conclusion was
that the Postmaster-General and Mr. Suth-
eriand dreaded further inquiry and had
dragooned their followers to pull them thru
this ordeal to prevent a full, free and un-
trammelled inquiry.

Only Two Parallel Cases.

The present position of the Government
was almost unparalleled.

Waish. In both cases the enquiry was
begun, and was stopped only when the in-
fermation adduced was damaging and dan-
gerous to the Government. The Govern-
ment was finconsistent in its position.

His point wae that *he Govern-
ment was in possession of evidence of
frauds in Ontario greater than any ever
committed in Manitoba,/ Why mnot act?
Because it would hurt it§ political friends.

Welland Vale Manufacturing Com-
pany at St- Catharines Suffer-
ed a Heavy Loss.

THE GREATEST CONFLAGRATION

Which Ever Visited the - Garden
City~Firemen Worked Hero-
ically—Loss $250,000.

§t, Catharines, Ont., May 16.—The most
dissstrous conflagration that has occurred
in the history of this city was that which
destroyed the large factory bullding occu-

“pied by the Canada Cycle and Motor Com-

pany, and the whole of the Welland Vale
Manufacturing Compauny’'s shops, with the
exception of the two storehouse buildings
at the north end of the yards. A fortunate
change of wind saved these buildings, the

fire having eaten its way thru the whole

premises just to a point where a spark

would have ignited the roof. S
Firemen Driven Back.

It was the flercest fire that the clty has
ever known, and the brigade were drfven
from point to point by the intensity of the
flames. Several lines of hose were destroy-
el before they conld be taken out, but there
was no shirking from the arduous task that
was before them.

Origin of the Fire,

It was about 3 o'clock this morning when
the fire originated ip the boiler room of
the bieycle shop, a room attached to the
main bullding. There were a few tool-
makers at work, and when the flames were
discovered an alarin was sent In from box
38, which Is situated just across the :anal
at the end of the float.” -

There was g quick response.  The south
end of the large bullding was a mygss of
flames.© The wind wasg blowing down
stream and fanned the fire to such an ex-

Flames Leaped Across the Lane.
