King Edward Will Go,

the official news of the death of the Dow-
ager Bmpress Frederick on board the
royal yacht. The yacht's flag was imme-
diately balf-masted.

King Bdward and Queen Alexandria will
Jeave here for Marlborough house to-mor-
row. It is not likely they will start for
Berlin until Wednesday. They will go to
Flushing, Holland, on the royal yacht Os-
borne, accompanied by the Vic and

The News at Ottawa.
Ottawa, Aug.5.—The following was given
out by the Secretary of State to-night:

Broken-Hearted Empress,

Empress Frederick was one of the most
unhappy of women. Her heart was brok-
en long ago, and her last days were steep-|
ed. in bitterness. A widow and abandon-
ed mother, a qoverelgn without a throne,
unloved by the people she tried faithfully
to serve, she may well have said, as is
gzported:

“I mean to live as long as I can. But
when I die no one will be sorry, least of
all myself.”

. 'And this Imperial woman was not 61
years old, she never let opportunity pass
to aid one of her sex, and wrote In 1888,
when in deepest sorrow for her husband’s
~ death:

I do not knovw whether it Is intend-
ed to erect a national monument to the
memory of this noblest, purest of men—
this pearl on a throne. But would it not
be advisable to try to cnrry some of his
ideas into execution? For instance, the
Institute for the Training of Women,
the Clinic of Diseases o the Throat,
the houses for workmen in Berlln, the
Pestalozzi-Froebel House? °* That
owuld have pleased my angel more than
& monument of stone or iron. He was
so beautiful that his picture would be
an ornament anywhere. But how of-
ten have 1 heard him say, “The only
way’ to show proger regard for one who
is gone is by doing some good deed
for the poor and the suffering.’”’

_Bismarck Hated Her.
It was Bismarck who set the German
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people against ‘‘the English woman,” as
he called her.

“The angllsh woman,’” said the Iron
Chancellor, ‘‘is not only a rf¥hts-of-man
woman, but a rights-of-woman woman,
which is worse. It is real revolution cn-
throned at Berlin.” :

“Unhappy woman that I am,” Victoria
Adelaide cried to her secretary even when
she was Crown Princess. ‘““The Chancellor
and my, future subjects hate me because
they think I am a democrat, and the demo-
crats will have naught to do with me be-
cause I may one day be a queen.”

There Is a law in Prussia that no Prince
can become King who is afflicted with an
incurable disease. Bismarck sought to have
the Crown Prince Frederick declared to be
suffering with cancer, so that, on the old
Emperor’s death, the crown might fall to
the present Kaiser, instead of to his father.

An international war was fought over
Frederick by his wife and the Chancellor.
If the court physicians cpuld have but
seen the sufferer, if they could but have
sald, ‘“He has cancer,”” the
would have won. %

. Won Husband a Crown.

Frederick, but for his brainy wife, would
never have sat on the throns.

But the cleverest woman King Hdward
ever knew brought from England the Eng-
lish physician, Morell Mackenzie; she |ar-
red every doctor from the sick room. Mo-
rell Mackenzie declared the Crown Prince's
malady was not such as to rob him of bis
rights. Old Wilhelm died. Frederick as-
cended the throne, and—after 99 days’ ten-
ure of it, died of incurable cancer.

Kaiser’'s Neglect.

The Kaiser showed omnly little considera-
tion for his mother, if all reports be true.
Long after the-hysperstrenuous young Wil-
helm had become Emperor in his turn and

broken Bismarck, her lifelong enemy, he

still took a strange pleasure, if report be
true, in wounding and slighting his mother
in her lonely widowhood.

After the death of her mother, Queen Vic-
toria, he paid her a visit in company with
his uncle, the new King, and probably at
his urgent request. That formal c#l of
condolence was probably the last until the
Kaiser was summon»d to the death sceue.

BARREL OF GASOLINE EXPLODED

BLOTTING OUT

A SCORE OF LIVES

Whole Block in Philadelphia Tumbled Down Over Heads of

Residents—Fearful Scenes

as Wounded Crawied From .

the Debris—City Hospitals Crowded With Sufferers.

Philadelphia, Aug. 5.—A terrific explosion
in a block of six buildings on Locust-street,
above 10th, to-night, completely wrecked
five of the structures and caused the death
of from 10 to 20 or more persons. Oker
two-scord of others were more or less seri-
ously injured. Some of those taken to
the hospitals will die. It is estimated
that at least 35 persons were in the five
buildings when the explosion occurred, aud
the exact number of dead will probably
not be known for 24 hours.

The buildings were occupied as follows :
Locust-street—No. 1008, Houseman's pool
and billiard rooms; 1010, Morris Rosenthal's
second-hand clothing store, occupied by
Rosenthal, his wife and five children; No.
1012, William Jones (colored), restaurant,
occupied by Jones and about 15 boarders;
1014, George McClemmy’s grocery store, oc-
cupied by MecClemmy, clerkand servant
girl; 1016, Patrick Quigley’s grocery store,
occupied by Quigley, wife and three chil-
dren, and his uncle; 1018, Albert Mountain's
grocery and meat store, occupied by Moun-
tain, mother, sister and clerk.

Barrel of Gasoline,

The explosion occurred about 9.30 o’clock.
What exploded and how it happened Is not
known at this time, but it is belleved to
have been a barrel of gasoline In one of
the three grocery stores. With the excep-
tion of No. 1008, the front walls of the
buildings were blown outward into the
street, while the floors and roofs were
blown upwards and fell straight to the
ground. Almost every building within a
radius of two blocks above the scene of
the explosion had windows shattered and
were otherwise damaged. KEvery building
on the opposite side of Locust-street was
more or less wrecked, but none of them
fell.

Crawled From Debris,

A terrible cry went up from the ruins
the moment the explosion occurred. Wo-
men, children and men could be seen
crawling from the debris, while the agoniz-
ing eries of others were heard in the wreck-
age. From all the surrounding -buildings
injured people came running and fell in
the street unconscious. -

To add to the terror, fire broke
out in the debris the moment it
settled to the ground, and in less thaa
five minutes the great pile was burning
fiercely from end to end. A general alarm
was turned in for fire apparatus and ambu-
lances, and in the meantime the work of
rescuoe was voluntarily begun by those Im
the neighborhood that were not inured.

Fire Soom Put Out.

When the firemen redched the scene the
flames had gained great headway and were
igniting the buildings across the street.
The fire, however, was soon under control.

and, with the exception of a small blaze

here and there, was extinguished in a few

ninutes. The work of digging away thd

ruins was then begua in earncst. Near

the edge of the debris several colored men

were taken out and sent to the hospitals.
5 An Awful Find.

While the firemen and policemen were
digging into the debris and hauling away
heavy thmbers in several sections of the
wreckage, cries were heard, coming from
the cellar of Mountain's grocery store.
Iifty men with rope and tackle were im-
wediately put to work at that point and
pulled away the roofing and flooring which
had fallen into a massed head. From the
bottom of the pile, doubled up, were taka)
4 man and a woman. The 'man was able
to speak, but the woman'was apparently
dead.

Hospitals Crowded. '

While the work of .escue wus going «un
in the exploded block, hospital attendants
and others made a search of all the dam-
aged houses on the oppodite s!dé, and al-t~
most a score of persoms were taken to vari-.
ous hospitals from these places. The Jef-
ferson and Pennsylvania Hpspita 8
were soon crowded with the lnured. None
of those taken to the hespitals have died
up to midnight. Two hundred men ace
now at work clearing away the wreckage,

These are two colored women, one color-
ed manand two colored children. These
unfortunates are so badly injured and un-
dergoing such severe suffering that their
names co.ld not be obtained. Others at
the various hospitals will also die. Among
these are Samuel Gale, aged 40 (white), and
hig daughter Florence Gale, aged 20. Both
are badly burned in addition to other in-
juries. . Of the Rosenthal family, Minnie,
aged 12, was taken from the ruins serious-
ly injured, and will die.

Many Bodies Burned.

Up to 1.30 a.m. the police or fire officials.
cannot add to the list of the dead,' but
are positive that a number of bodies are
still buried under the ruins. - Large forces
of firemen and policemen are at work re-
woving the yast amount of wreckage, but
at this writing have found no bodies.
There are many persons missing, accord-
ing to the statements of the neighbors, or
those who were famillar with the mowve-
ments of those occupying the buildings. It
is supposed that a number of bodies ,will
be found in the ruins of the restaurant of
the colored patronage. Quite a number
were seen in the place immediately pre-
ceding the explosion.’

From 40-to 45 persong are to-night lying

in the several hospitals suffering more or
less severe.injuries. ‘The rescuers came
acrosss an inanimate body of a colored
woman, but, remarkable to relate, the
woman was alive, and asked for water.

Yacht Beats Wind.

During the recent yacht trials the Con-
stitution was more than once reported as
sailing at a speed greater than that or
the wind prevailing at the time. This
was probably regarded incredulously by
the lay reader.

It is a well known fact, however, that
salling vachts of the higher type, when
the wind is lying just right, may at times
actually exceed the speed of the propelling
wind. This is especlally true of racing
machines like the cup yachts, censtructed
on the finest lines of the very smoothest
material, which has been polished until
the resistance to the -svater is the slightest
possible. Of ‘ecourse such a result cannot
be attained In beating to windward, nor
even in running before the wind. It oe-
curs on the point of salling known as a
broad reach.

This can best be illustrated to the lay
mind by placing a billiard ball in a groove
cut diagonally across a table, and suffici:
ently deep to prevent the ball from readily
rolling out of it. If a billlard cue or a
flat stick be taken and pushed squarely
down the length of the table, the ball will
he shoved along from one end of the table
to the other, reaching the further end
simultaneously with the stick. Assuming
the table to have been three feet by four,
the length of diagonal groove—according to
the well known theorem that the hypo-
tenuse of a right angled triange is equiva-
lent to the square root of the sum of the
squares of its two right angled sides—will
he five feet. Jn other words, the billiard
ball will have traveled five feet, while
the propelling force—namely the stick—has
only moved four feet.

Now, if the billiard ball were a cup
yacht instead and the propelling breeze
blowing eight miles an hour, it may be
readily seen that the yacht, ‘with its tre-
mendous sail area and with its smooth un-
derbody offering the minimum of resist-
ance to the water, could easily cover ten
miles in traveling a course lying diagonal-
ly across the direction of the wind. That
is just what happened in the case of the
Constitution and I8 what happens in some
degree with every yacht on this point of
salling, -the excess of speed over that of
the prevailing wind depending, of course,
entirely upon the spread of sail, the non-
resisting lines of the model and the smooth-

“The Chinese,” says M. Delauney, a
writer, “smoke what are called instanta-
neous pipes, since the tobacco in them is
consumed after two or three puffs. The
Gouda pipes evidently would not satisfy
them, as one puff suffices to empty them.
Neither would they satisfy the Roers, who
are accustomed to keep their pipes forever
in their mouths.

“This, however, is an age in which little
things are popular. The ancient races liked
large things,  as the Pyramids and the
buildings at Nineveh and Babylon show,
and we, in turn, prefer small things. In

-other words, megalomania has given place

to micromania. The Chinese are very
fond of little things and apparently we
have acquired the taste from them. When-
ever distinguished tourists call at the
factory in Gouda they are presented with
tiny pipes, and are bound to admire both
the skill of the workmen and the superior
quality of the earth employed in the manu-
facture.

The stems of these pipes are ornamented
with arabesques on both sides and almost
along their entire length. Each bowl also
is Dbeautifully decorated with an oval
frame formed of small pearls,within which
are various devices, such as a garland of
flowers, a child playing with a skipping
rope and a portrait of the young Queen of
Holland.”

Naturally, these dainty things are ex-
tremely fragile, and ‘‘therefore,” says M.
Delauney, “it Is hazardous to handle them
often, and much better to keep them in a
box which is lined with cotton.”

?ls(otic Horseshoes in a Castle.

f there be any virtue in hors shoe
Oakham Castle, England, shouldc‘b?h?fl:
luckiest place in the world. The casr‘lo
has a collection of horseshoes which has
been accumulating for hundreds of years.
It contalns shoes of silver and goldl and
each one has an interesting history. :

Somesvhere back in the Middle Ages ‘the
residents of the castle made It their cus-
tom to demand a horseshoe from every
peer who chanced to ride by their gnteé.
In case the peer had no horseshoe he was
obliged to leave the money to buy one.

The law- of the country made it possible
to fine a peer should he refuse to con-
tribute a horseshoe to the collection.

Oakham Castle has for years been used
as a municipal building, but the quaint old
custom still survives.

The shoes of the collection are of many
sizes and designs. It contains shoes con-
tributed by Queen Elizabeth, the Prince
Regent, George IV. and the Princess Vie-
toria.

#1t has been a custom when a member
of the royal family contributed money to
buy a shoe In proportion to the size of the
gift.

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THE END OF A GREAT DOUBLE
TRAGEDY.

The death of the Empress Frederick,
from the same malignant disease that car
rled off her husband, makes one of the
tragedies of humanity, and goes to Illus-
trate, as has been {llustrated countless
times before, how insignificant are those
in the highest station, as In the lowest,
to cope with the dread terrors of our poor
existence. If there is anything that we
ought to know, it is that death in its most
undesirable. form awaits allke the prince
and the peasant. And yet, somehow, we
think that there are two destinles in this
respect, one for the fortunate, one for
the less fortunate. But the lot Is a com-
mon lot, and the prince Is as near to it
as the lowly subject. Everything was
done that science could suggest to try and
save the late Emperor, just as everything
has been done for months past to try and
save his.noble widow, but in vain. All we
can hope is that some day medical skill
may catch up with cancer and its cause;
but so far little headway has been made,
and it stands as the most hopeless of all
the scourges that beset our kind. Only
one slight sign of encouragement is seen
in the history of these tweo, and it is that
cancer, like other scourges, is communie-
able from one to the other, and, if it is,
that we can at least take steps to avoid
the contagion that comes of contact! The
doctors assure us that is something, and
they are certainly giving us reason to hope
that that other scourge, consumption, may
be met and minimized in its ravages by
isolation. :

But of a nature equally tragic with the
cause of their death was the fortune of
the lives of the Emperor Frederick and
of the Empress Frederick. Each was the
highest type of - intellectual power, of
statesmanship, of human sympathy, of his
and her respective family. Of all the
Brandenburgs since Frederick the Great
the late Emperor Frederick was much the
best: he played a great part in the Franco-
Prussian war and the ynification of Ger-
many, and had probably the highest ideal
of and aspiration as to what the future of
his country ought to be; and ‘of all the
late Queen’s family the Princess Royal,
the deceased of to-day, was the ablest In
mental power, In grasp of polities, and
consecration of life to duty—her reigning
brother, King Edward VII., is on record
as * saylng she was the ablest wo-
man he had ever Known—; and yet these two
highly gifted persons, mated as husband
and wife, qualified to play the highest
part in the history of their time and of
their country, were pursued by a hostility
and an opposition that is unparalleled in
history. Bismarck and all his school, the
men of blood and iron, had no use for
either Frederick or his consort, still less
for the widow. What the reason was for
this long and interminable hostility the
world does not yet know, but whatever it
was It was manifestéd in season and out |
of season, and had much to do with their
unfortunate death. Gifted both of them
to play the highest parts and to have
worked out the most desirable kind of un-
derstanding between the English and Ger-
man peoples, they were never allowed
to play the part. That -is the other side
of the double tragedy!

A POINTER TO MR. DRYDEN.

It is said that Mr. Dryden cannot
hold his office of Minister of Agricul-
ture and also an investment in a Dako-
ta ranch, and must give up one or the
other. The Tory papers naturally fall
In with the suggestion that he- should
abandon the office, while The Stratford
Beacon would prefer to see him aban-
don the ranch. As Mr, Dryden is far
too good a Minister to lose, those who
think a choice should be made wiil fol-
low the light of The Beacon,

The above from yesterday’s Globe is an
intimation, altho a gentle one, that the
party leaders cannot support the Commis-
sloner of Agriculture in his unpatriotie
ranching investment. The ball started
rolling by Mr. Pettyplece keeps on the
move, and while here and there in the Lib-
eral press a defender may be found, other
Liberal papers condemn Mr. Dryden. The
Clinton New Era,owned by Robert Holmes,
M.P., hits the nall on the head when it
says: “Mr. Dryden, as Minister of Agricul-
ture, will find it difficult to justify his
choice of South Dakota as a place even
for private speculation in stock raising.”
The Goderich Signal also pitches into Mr.
Dryden in vigorous fashion, and no doubt

| THE ARGONAUTS PRO AND ALSO CON

In the Dread of Appearing Chur-
lish and Cowardly Aren’t the
Committee at Best
the Latter ?

London, July 81.—In the letters to the
Times and other newspapers discussing the
question whether the Henley regatta shall
continue open to foreginers or not, those
who say, ‘‘not” are distinctly more numer-
ous, and thelr names individually more
welghty, than the other side. From
Rudolph Lehmann, Dr. Wane of Eton and
the Warden of Radley downward, thost of
the men well known to the public as row-
ing men have maintained that Henley is
not the .place for International contests,
and the press has agreed with them.

Before saying anything of their reasons
for this opinion, the views of the few who
have publicy opposed them may be dis-
missed In a very few words. First.and
foremost comes the argument that having
once let the foreginers compete it will now
appear a case of “funk’ to turn them out.
Some few say that as Leander - year by
year absorbs all the best rowing material
that comés down from the two universi-
tles, other clubs have no chance against
them, and therefore it is as well that a
good foreign crew should come and make
the famous club fight its hardest to keep
its place.

With regard to the ‘funk’” argument,
it is perfectly certain that this and this
alone has kept Henley open to foreign
entrants up to the present time. From
the first there was a strong feeling against
allowing them, and this feeling has been
growing constantly stronger. Now that
the question has been tackled fairly and
squarely in the open, it seems quite plain
that only the dread of appearing churlish
and cowardly prevents next year's regatta
being settled as one for Britishers only.

The arguments of Lehmann, Grenfell
and all the other advocates of a purely
British Henley are easily summed up.
Henley Regatta was instituted, as its
original constitution states, solely for the
purpose of encouraging - university, metro-
politan and local rowing. To admit foreign
competition, It is argued, will prevent the
regatta trom fulfilling its purpose. If a
foreign crew rows against an Oxford Col-
lege, a Cambridge College, a London Club
or a Dublin club or college it is impossoble
to prevent the public from lookiug upon
the race as an international one. Instead
of a foreign crew rowing against, say New
College or London, the event is looked
upon as the country trom which the visi-
tors come against England. There is al-
ready 4 certain amount of discontent at
the position of Leader. It is argued that
its ull-absorbl_ng nature prevents the
other metropolitan clubs from renewing
their strength, and that in consequeuce
tl}e Grand is generally a gift for them. A
similar state of things has been the case
from time to time in London Rugby foot-

ball. This, of course, is a strictly amateur
game, :

The Harlequins, Richmond, Blackheath
and other clubs have from time to time
been so popular that ome or another of
them has had the pick of all the good foot-
ball men that came to London after leav-
ing school or the universities. Bwt it has
been found that this correets lvself in time,
and fhat, the same as dogs, every club
has its day, the net result working well
for the game. And the same condition
is looked for at Henley in respect to lLe-
ander, the Thames, London and other row-
ing clubs. Only, it Is urged, if Henley is
turned into an ‘international regatta, there
will be no hope for this. If the Grand
Challenge Cup is to be looked upon as the
amateur championship event of the world
for eight-oared boats, then some club must
be kept strong enough to defend it against
all _comers—this club, of course, as things
are now, must be Leander. And here
comes the difficulty, the injury, it is argu-
ed, to British amateur rowing. If the
Grand Is to be considered an international
champlonship, English rowing men natur-
ally want to retain, not for this or that
club, but for England. Then.some one club
or another must have as good a crew as
can be got together. That Is to say, l.e-
ander must have first call on all its mem-
ers. At present Legnder men who are
qualified to row for an Oxford or Cam-
bridge College and are wanted by their col-
lege, row for their college. Leander does
not take them unless the college does not
want them.

The natural tendency would be to alter
this if a foreign crew threatened the
Grand, and the result would be bad for
college rowing. Few things, it is found,
benefit rowing more than sending a good
elight to Henley, whether it is successful
or not; if deprived of ome or two of their
best men a college would not feel so in-
clined to go to the expense of Henley.

For another thing, it is ureged that Hen-
ley is not a fitting course on which to row
a championship race, in particular it is too
short.

Another argument is this: At present
the colleges and clubs at Henley go in for
several events. Members of an eight will
be rowing in one or two events as eights,
in another as a four, in another as a patr,
and so forth. As all do it, and all train
in the same way and to about the same
extent, it makes the contests a fair trial
of their relative merits, and at the same
time henefits thelr rowing all round. RBut
a foreign crew only enterg for one event,
trains and practices solely with a view
to that one event and does not allow its
members to fatigue themselves by taking
part in other events. To meet this success-
fully the English crews would have to fol-
low the same policy, and that is contrary
to the whole aim and object, not to men-
tion sentiment, of Henley.

The bulk of Enrglish oarsmen, in short,
do not want to change the character of the
regatta from its present combination of
rowing such as is the annual Oxford and
Cambridge boat race. Take a Leander
eight, for instance, and the men composing
it are young fellows of independent means
with a few starting in some profession.
Three weeks Is all they care to give to
Henley. A fortnight together before the
consider enough. . But of
course, it is not enough If they are to meet
crews who have been in training for weeks
or months for one particular race.’ And
the same applies to other eclubs and col-
leges. hTe question is, are they to alter
their ideas or not? They evidently do not
want to do. They would prefer that an
international race should be made a dis-
tinctly separate affair, and rowed on an-
other course. Putney to Mortlake to wit.
At the same time nayone who knows Eng-
lish athletes knows that it would not be
easy fo get up such an international con-
test regularly. Oxford and Cambridge
men will train readily to row against one
another, and when that race is over the
winnér has no desire to gain fresh laurels.
He is quite content to wait for next year’s
race against the same opponent. and iIs
strongly disinclined to giving the time and
trouble and expense of training to meet
another. Englishmen do not care for too
serious an element to enter Iinto thelr
sports, and the word “International’” has
a portentous sound.

The
doings of ‘the horses that wera leased by
Mr. Lorillard to the late Lord Wiliiam
Beresford are doubtless fresh in the mem-
ory of our readers, as is also the fine per-
formance of David Garrick in winning the
Chester Cup. Mr. Lorillard had the first
claim on the services of Maher, who Is one
of the finest jockeys that ever wore 8ilk
elther in this country or any other.

Much as Diomed. who was the first Derby
winner, did for the American turf, it was
the opinion of Mr. Lorillard that the great-
est boon to the American nation, as far
as the improvement in the breed of horses
was concerned, was the Importation of
Glencoe. Not long ago he told us that
his great alm always was to cross the
English Glencoe on the American. Well
might he value Glencoe as an acquisition
to the American turf. Had he gone a lit-
tle earlier we should not have had Poca-
hontas, - and thus there would now be no
Stockwell, Rataplan or King Tom line.
Glencoe was by Sultan, and Lord Jersey
thought he was a great horse until he was
beaten by Plenipotentiary, who was train-
ed by Mr. Batson’s gardener., *“I came the
first half, mile,” sald Jim Robinson, ‘‘ac-
cording to orders, as hard as I could lick:
but when I looked round there was the
great bullock cantering close by my side.”
An American offer that was made for Plen-
ipotentiary after he had won the Derby
was £5000 and £1000 per annum as long as
he might live. The older generation al
ways declared that Plenipotentiary was
absolutely the best horse of any thme.
Glencoe won the Two Thousand Gufneas,
ran third for the Derby and then won the
Goodwood Cup. At four years of age he
won the Ascot Cup. He was then sent
to the stud at a £16 fee, and to America
In 1836. Immediately before going he got
Pocahontas, who was the first foal of Mar-
pessa.
