In converoatlon with The World the 

other day a citizen of Toronto, who (s 
in touch with the business community 
in general, hazarded an opinion as to 
the reason for the existing Inanition 
of the bicycle trade on this continent. 
He thought that It was at least par­
tially due to the absorption of the 
formerly numerous cycle manufactur­
ing enterprise* by two Immense trusts 
—one on each side of the International 
boundary line. When a large number 
of firms and companies were in active 
competition each kept a staff of enter­
prising travelers on the road, and so 
keen was the struggle for business that 
thousands of wheels were every year 
practically forced on the public. It 
Is no doubt a fact that under such 
pressure the rival concerns procured 
a great class of customers which a 
monopoly ungoaded by opposition can 
never be expected to reach.

Moreover it will be remembered that 
under former conditions the numerous 
rival wheel makers were wont to do­
nate handsome prizes to bicycle meets 
all over the continent. They did this 
to keep the business going with a good 
swing. Wide Interest was maintained 
in wheel sports, and not only did the 
various cycle agents dispose of many 
wheels at these meets, but they, thru 
the medium of these contests, created-

The Canadian and 
American bicycle monopolies have not 
considered it necessary to pursue the 
meet-premium policy, and perhaps the 
decline of the wheel Vrom the sports­
man's standpoint at least Is In great 
part due to this fact.

The firms which entered that combine 
under a mutual agreement- cut out all 
advertising. And what do we find? 
We are Informed that the sale of 
baking powder in cans has fallen off 
twenty-five per cent. The housewife, 
unurged hy attractive appeals in the 
press, now purchases baking powder 
In the bulk Instead of some favorite 
tinned brand.

To drive home our point as to the 
Importance of advertising, we would 
ask : How long would patent medi­
cine ventures last If they did not ad­
vertise? These concerns live, move 
and have their being in advertising. 
They depend almost entirely upon the 
power of the press to force their pro­
prietary concoctions on the public.

We believe that this is a questiom 
worthy of close scrutiny by the great 
trusts or combines of industries. Is it 
not a fact that these monopolies In the 
way that we have outlined to a great 
extent nullify the saving In operation 
expenses and the benefits of stable 
prices secured by combination ?

ment, or other form of suitable help.

(2) To establish and maintain con­
valescent homes and homes of rest 
for discharged soldiers and sailors, 
who are disabled and nécessitions; 
and to contribute to the support of 
such cases in their own homes If con­
sidered necessary.

(3) In time of war, to arrange for 
the accommodation of sick or wound­
ed convalescent soldiers and sailors In 
temporary convalescent homes and 
private houses.

During Its yet brief existence, it has 
been the means of doing much good 
in the direction above Indicated. When 

soldier or sailor is honorably dis­
charged from either of the services, 
he is given a “commendation ticket" 
testifying to his character and claims, 
and a handbook containing the names
