The pupils from Pointe-aux-Trembles sang several hymns during the 
evening. A Collection was taken up, amounting to $8 a. The proceed­
ings were closed by the benediction.

FORTIETH AHNUAL REPORT.

Your Committee in presenting the Annual Report would recognize 
with heartfelt gratitude the goodness of God, who for forty years has 
sustained the Society. During this long period there have been many 
seasons of discouragement and perplexity ; still, the retrospect is one of 
praise and thanksgiving for the way the Lord has guided and blessed the 
work. In comparing the state of the French Canadian people at the 
formation of the Society, with what it is now, it may be said with wonder 
“what hath God wrought’’ : At that period a Protestant French Canadian 
was hardly to be found in the Province, and the conversion of the Roman 
Catholics was generally considered a hopeless task.

Since then thousands have been gathered into French Protestant 
churches, besides many more converts who have left the Province ; 
numbers of youths have been trained in the Mission Schools, and are 
now ministers and teachers, or occupying useful positions in Society ; 
and in addition to the agency of this Society four leading Protestant 
Churches are vigorously pushing forward the work of evangelizing the 
French Canadian Romanists.

It is true the population has more than doubled, and the Romish 
Hierarchy was never better organised nor possessed of more political 
power ; and that at no time was it more opposed to the circulation of the 
Bible, and zealous in keeping the people in slavish ignorance and super- 
stition. Still the prospect of evangelical mission work was never more 
hopeful, the French Canadians being more accessible to the reading of 
the Word of God and more independent of priestly control.

It is unnecessary to trace the history of Mission work during these 
forty years, a brief statement can only be given of what this Society has 
been privileged to do. Under its first Constitution, before and after the 
formation of the Synod des Eglises Evangéliques, several mission churches, 
now united to other bodies, were formed and long supported by the 
Society, which has been thus honored in sowing seed that others are 
now reaping.

In Colportage work it has been the means of bringing out from Europe 
many faithful laborers, without whom, it is not too much to say, the work 
could not have been carried on with any degree of success. Through
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their labors and those of other brethren trained mostly at Pointe-aux- 
Trembles, over 50.000 copies of the Scriptures in whole and part, and 
largely beyond half a million of religious tracts and publications have been 
circulated by sale and gift.

Through its Mission Schools chiefly at Pointc-aux-Trembles more than 
2000 pupils have been educated, the hrger number of Roman Catholic 
parentage. Of these it is believed about one hundred and fifty have 
engaged in Mission work as ministers, teachers and colporteurs. Nearly 
all withdraw eventually from Romanism and become useful members of 
the community ; while a large portion have been hopefully converted to 
Christ, and exert a powerful influence upon their Romish fellow country, 
men.

Such, dear friends and supporters of the Society, is part (the whole 
none but God can know) of the harvest after forty years of sowing. Is 
there not abundant cause of thanksgiving to the Master of the vineyard ? 
Have not the labors, the prayers and the contributions of its friends, of 
departed ones now with the Church triumphant as well as of those who 
remain, been richly rewarded ?

Remembering all the way which the Lord our God has led us these 
forty years, and ascribing all the praise and glory to Him, it may be truly 
said that when the results of French Canadian Missions are impartially 
recorded, the influence for good of the French Canadian Missionary 
Society, both through its direct labors and in stimulating other instru. 
mentalities, will be recognized as of paramount importance.

So much for the past : the success of the future must, under God’s bles- 
sing, continue to depend upon the zeal and liberality of its friends. The 
Committee believe the Society is still called to its special work of Col­
portage and Mission Schools, carried on undenominationally like the 
Evangelical Society of Geneva and other associations laboring in Roman 
Catholic countries on the Continent of Europe. And specially is a 
society like this needed to labor in a district almost wholly Roman 
Catholic (the Census of these early French Settlements, showing only 
about twelve Protestants to one thousand Roman Catholics,) and where 
the power and influence of the priests, sustained by a legalized system of 
tithes and ecclesiastical machinery are all powerful.

In such localities the exercise of any ordinary ministry and the forma­
tion of evangelical schools are out of the question, for scarcely any will 
dare to attend the public services or send their children to school. Here 
the Colporteur is specially useful, quietly traversing the country, offering

/
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the Scriptures and religious books and tracts from house to house ,and 
above all, seeking to read and explain the Word of God. His rejoicing 
will be complete if in the house of some friendly farmer he can hold a 
cottage meeting, where from ten to forty of the neighbours listen to the 
reading of the Scriptures, ask questions, discuss religious doctrines, varied 
by the singing of hymns and with prayer, until late in the night they leave 
with awakened thought and feeling, leading frequently to permanent 
spiritual results.

The laborers employed by the Society are men of Christian experience 
mostly trained for their important work on the Continent of Europe, such 
being especially suitable. With them as well as with the teachers in our 
Mission Schools, the question of denomination is entirely subordinate to 
that of bringing souls to Christ from the soul destroying errors of 
Romanism; a consideration all important in laboring among a population 
so ignorant of the rudiments of evangelical truth.

While thus occupying a position and carrying on a work undenomina­
tional like that of the Bible and Tract Societies, the Society forms a 
special rallying point for evangelical Protestants to labor aid bear public 
testimony together against the errors and aggressions of the Church of 
Rome, thus neutralizing the arguments strongly and successfully urged 
with its followers, from the apparent divisions of Protestants.

COLPORTAGE.
At the commencement of the year, thirteen missionaries were employed 

in this department ; but subsequently, owing chiefly to reduced income, 
five of these faithful laborers, some of them connected with the Society 
for many years, had to be parted with. This retrenchment was made 
with deep regret, and it is to be hoped better times will lead to more 
extended operations, the necessity of which is so important to the cause 
of French Canadian evangelization.

It is a cheering fact however, that although the staff of colporteurs had 
to be reduced, yet the circulation of the Word of God and of religious 
books has been maintained at the average of past years. Indeed it is 
nearly equal to that of last year which was exceptionally large. Thus 
there have been circulated 147 Bibles, 1280 New Testaments, and 1621 
Portions of the Scriptures : a total of 3048 as against 3300 circulated the 
previous year. Of tracts and other books of religious instruction the
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large number of 56,300 has been placed in the hands of the people. The 
previous year’s total was 53,486.

EXTRACTS FROM THE JOURNALS OF THE COLPORTEURS.

For months past the Journals of the Missionaries of the Society have 
supplied many instances of the growing anxiety of the people to become 
acquainted with the Word of God, now so wickedly withheld from them 
by their priests. It was a naive but significant observation of a Colpor­
teur lately, “ how interesting would this work be, if it were not for the 
priests.’* It is interesting to see these uninstnicted people gathering in 
their cottage-homes in the evening, to listen to the strangely sweet story 
of the Gospel ; to ask questions as to its meaning ; and to express their 
surprise that the priest should call this a bad or dangerous book and 
keep it from them. Yet this is now frequently experienced.

The following extracts from the monthly reports of the Missionaries will 
be found full of interest.

" At the first village I did not make a long stay ; for the first house I entered at the 
close of the day, to lodge there upon the invitation of the master, I had an unfortunate 
rencontre. The priest came in to spend the evening in card playing ; and having 
learned that I was a book-dealer, asked to see my wares. Naturally, a lively discussion 
was the result of his inspection ; and more naturally, this young priest did not fail to 
overwhelm me with one of those charitable vocabularies of insult of which the Romish 
clergy have the secret. He did not succeed in making me retaliate by an insult, but he 
succeeded only too well in having me put out of doors in a dark night to seek a lodging 
elsewhere through frightful roads, where I stumbled about in mud and water, until I 
crossed a wood and reached another range of houses. I learned after,,-ards that the 
fact of my expulsion became known, and that both the priest and the master of the 
house were severely blamed by the neighbours. I went afterward to a neighbouring 
parish, and found that some of the inhabitants had visited California, and had brought 
back enlarged ideas.

“ We are much encouraged this month. Three young men came to our house at differ­
ent times to hear the gospel. One of them has decided to sever his connection with the 
church of Rome : I have written to try for his admission to Pointe-aux-Trembles
Institute..............We have" had many meetings in houses in the evenings, from ten to
twenty persons being present. At one place the master of the house went out and 
gathered about fifteen of his neighbors ; and although some at first were noisy yet after 
a little there was quiet attention for two hours while we read and explained the Scrip­
tures ; showing the terrible consequences of sin, and the blessings of the gospel. Some 
of those who had been noisy and laughing were now weeping. One man said 11 Well
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friends, if we heard as much once a month, would we not be happy ? After this my 
companion and myself took opposite ends of the room and each with a group around 
him sat answering questions till after midnight ; when we retired exhausted with 
fatigue, but rejoiced and happy at what we had witnessed. The next morning five of 
the same persons were in the house, anxious to hear more of the gospel and we had another 
meeting. It is to be noticed that the priest had, on the Sunday previous, preached a 
formidable sermon against the “Swiss having heard that we were in his parish try. 
ing to circulate the word of God. He had bidden them to bum our books, and to 
chase us away with sticks. But the Lord was stronger than he, and we got liberty of 
speech in almost every house we entered ; finding both men and women eager to hear 
what we had to say’’.

Later on, another says ;
“Our report for this month is very encouraging. Am mg the families visited we 

have had many opportunities of specking of Jesus and his love ; and have been listened 
to with attention. Several nights we have gathered a number of French Romanists, to 
whom we have tried to explain the gospel. In a store where we offered our books the 
man bought a copy of the Scriptures ; and a long conversation followed which was 
listened to by many persons with apparent interest. One man to whom we offered the 
gospel accepted it gladly and said I will rememb»r you forever : I hope God will bless 
you for you offer the true gospel of Christ Another said “ This is Christian morality, 
and the salvation of the soul. I will buy the book for I have long wanted it but 
our priest will not let as have it.” He asked many questions ; and promised, with the 
help of God, to follow the teachings of the Scriptures. Another who had asked many 
questions about purgatory and confession, l>cught a gospel to see for himself whether 
what his church taught was the truth. Speaking to a group of men we were first 
insulted, but afterwards listened to with attention, and our books declared to be dif­
ferent from the bad ones against*which the priest had cautioned them.

We have had many meetings in the houses of the people in little companies of from 
to to 20 persons. It gladdens us to see men and women surrounding us to hear about 
Jesus. May the Father of mercies bless what we have done in our weakness,”

It must not however be supposed that the work of the Colporteur is 
always so encouraging, or that he is everywhere received with such 
cordiality. The influence of Protestantism is very unequally distributed.

Thus, while in the County of Huntingdon, there are 7,503 Romanists 
to 8,791 Protf slants, and Brome and Shefford taken together have about 
16,000 of each faith, on the other hand the whole range of river counties 
gives figures such as these : on the north side, Joliette County has over 
22,000 Romanists to 400 Protestants; the next County, Berthier, has 
nearly 20,000 to 150 ; Maskinonge 15,000 to 159 ; St. Maurice 11,000 to 
79. On the south side of the river, beginning opposite Montreal, 
Laprairie Country shows 11,500 to 357 ; Chambly 10,000 to 436; and 
in Vercheres the Roman Catholic population is actually 12,707 to 10 
Protestants. Proceeding downwards, Yamaska gives 16,000 to 157 ;
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Nicolet 23,219 to 43; Lotbinicre 19,728 to 878 ; and Bellechasse has 
but 3 Protestants to 17,000 Romanists.

In some of these lower counties the Colporteur is apt to receive rather 
a cold reception. One who is laboring here says :—

“ In two families where I should have succeeded in selling some tracts, and where I 
also hoped they would buy a New Testament, I found myself generally opposed by a 
visitor who succeeded so well in persuading the people of the wickedness of my book, 
that a discussion began which ended in my being expelled from the house.

A mile farther on I sought to lodge in a house where there was a numerous and 
comfortable family. There was a large assembly there that evening, with which I did 
not mingle, as they were chiefly relatives of the family, but I heard that they were 
speaking of me and of the discussion I have named. In the morning, at parting, I 
sought to offer my books ; and to my joyful surprise they showed me two of our illus. 
trated papers carefully framed, in the best room ; which one of the sons had received 
in Montreal. They accepted with pleasure some tracts ; and owned to me that they 
had heard of and disapproved the treatment I had received in the other house. This 
simple fact refreshed me more than my night’s slumber.”

Sometimes the Missionaries are able to take advantage of special 
domestic circumstances which give opportunity for a word in season. 
Thus in one case a Colporteur writes :—

111 entered a house where I found a half-drunken man with his elbows on the table, 
whereon stood a gin-bottle. His wife sat by the window in tears. The man invited 
me to drink, but I told him I did not use liquor, and asked his leave to shew him why. 
I then read to him the Scriptures which warn the drunkard : but he was so overcome 
with the drink that he fell asleep. Hot tears continued to fall from his wife’s eyes ; but 
we had not exchanged a word. At last I tried to encourage her to lay before the Lord the 
case of her unhappy husband. “ Oh ”, she said, I have done everything : I have been 
to the good St. Anne; I have had masses said; I have performed neuvaines; but 
nothing has changed him.” “Madame, I said, I believe you ; but permit me to say that 
you have left out Him who alone can do what you desire. You have been to St. Anne, 
and St. Joseph ; to the priest and to the Virgin, but not once to Jesus himself : and yet 
he has said “ come unto Me, all ye that weary and are heavy laden, and I will give you 
rest.” Take this Bible, and read it with prayer that the Lord Jesus will give you His 
Spirit. She promised me to read it daily, end we knelt in prayer. She was much 
moved, and declared she would hope in Jesus ; even against hope.”

Another report says :—
“ In many cases I met with open opposition, in others an incredible indifference ; but 

in others again I succeeded in placing Testaments and tracts : and although the priest 
renewed his commands concerning our books, I met with some who put aside his men­
ace, and reserved the right to judge for themselves. On the whole my visits were suc­
cessful ; for there were few houses in which I did not place books. In a second locality 
I found no opposition from the priest, but poverty so great, and indifference so general 
that I could do little. In the next parish I found some opposition amongst the men at
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the saw-mills : but some were of more liberal mind. “ The word ot God ”, said one 
is better than that of men : consequently there is no sin in eating meat in Lent, but in 
thinking evil.” This remark gave me occasion to speak of the errors of their church. 
The men listened attentively ; and at last confessed that the church of Rome is far from 
being infallible.

111 learned that a woman with whom I had left a New Testament, had taken it with 
her to the village where she went to mass ; and, shewing it to a friend had been advised 
to take it forthwith to the priest. She unfortunately did so : and this so-called servant 
of Jesus Christ took the sacred volume, and tearing out the body of it threw it in the 
fire, giving the woman the covers, “ to make a housekeeping book Notwithstand­
ing I entered one house where I was listened to with interest, and something like 
approbation, but once arrived at the centre of the village the work became impossible 
through disputes and contempt, A heavy snow storm came on also, and I was obliged 
to return.

Another parish appeared to us virgin soil in regard to Colportage. We found no 
opposition ; but the excessive rarity of money, the little taste and utter want of inter­
est in reading made our visit less fruitful than we could have wished. Yet we were 
able to leave tracts or gospels where we could not sell. A good woman where we 
din;d shewed us an abridgment of the New Testament in which she often read with 
pleasure. When we gave her a complete copy at parting she received it with an 
elusion of gratitude. In one house the mistress in a conversation politely but 
firmly defended her trust in the church; and said that without sueh a trust one could 
not be sure of one’s salvatfcn. At the moment when I was seeking for a comparison 
lo shew her how needful it was to have some assurance concerning that wherein we 
trust, my companion’s chair gave way beneath him, owing to a defect in the floor. 
" See said he”, I trusted in the solidity of this plank ; and it has failed me.” The 

good woman was struck with the aptness of the illustration ; which helped her to un­
derstand the reasoning addressed to her.”

THE DAY BREAKING.

“ I have remarked in the country, in connection with the late political events, that 
many persons arc not afraid to speak their mind about the priests ; but this indepen­
dence is not so pronounced as in the towns. One man acknowledged that he did net 
believe in the teachings of the Church of Rome, and prided himself on his position : 
but he would not compromise himself by avowing the views which the Scriptures 
teach. We left him a Testament, and he declared that no one should harm it but 
himself. “If there is anything wrong in it. he said, ‘I will destroy it myself.' 
We passed a pleasant evening in another house where we found a Testament. In 
another, the mister of the house said, * I do not conceal from you that I read the 
Scriptures.’ In another family where we slept, a Bible and a Testament were placed 
upon the table ; and we had a pleasant session.”

“ At 14 different times I have been able to address meetings in the houses of the 
people. Sometimes twenty Roman Catholics would hear the reading of the Bible for 
the first time. Of 120 families visited, 96 gave me permission to read. In twenty ot 
these the people went for their friends. Some said it was no use to take the Bible, as 
they could no. read, and the priest would soon destroy it ; but they asked me to come



often and they would gladly listen. I had several such cases. In one place I asked 
a man to buy a Bible : he said ‘ I must know what book it is first ; I have heard my 
friends say it is a nice book, but I never read it. I told him that if he would ask some 
of his neighbours in that evening, I would read it to them. At the time I spent two 
happy hours in reading and answering questions. One old man regretted that he could 
not read : a young lad said he would buy a book, and come and read it to him. It 
repaid me for many insults to hear this.

At another place, a man threatened to beat me if I came to his house with my books, 
as they were written by bad men : the priest had said so. Further on an old French 
Canadian who was very bigoted, refused to sit down to eat with those who were 
entertaining me : yet he remained to hear me read and pray, then he said, ‘ Is that 
book what you call the Bible?’ Yes, * Well Sir, there is a mistake somewhere ; they 
always told me it was a very bad book, I must see to this ! Truly the time is come to 
work. People want to know the salvation of our Lord : shall we refute them this ?”

RAYS OF HOPE.

“Among the many families we have visited, numbers have been glad to accept the 
Scriptures or tracts, and we can say that for years we have not found the people so 
well disposed to listen to the Word of God. Every night we were up till late with 
dozens or scores of men and women gathered round, listening with interest and avidity 
to the Gospel : and all our meetings closed with prayer, when all present would kneel. 
Some were shedding tears on hearing the love of Christ to us poor sinners, and questions 
of all kinds were being asked from all parts of the room. Hundreds would willingly 
leave Rome and its errors were it not for fear of their clergy ÿbut the time is approach- 
ing when they will do it.

A young woman who had during the past year attended our meetings, and to whom 
we had often spoken in private, was sent for by the priest, and argued with in presence 
of a crowd who had come purposely to hear what would be the result. After some 
time, the priest seeing that he could not prevail and that she was quoting the Gespel 
to him in answer to all his arguments, got in a passion, and said ‘ if you continue to 
listen to those men and do not come back in our midst, you will be damned.' She 
answered * M. Curé,’ as long as I trust in Jesus Christ and His purifying blood, and 
listen to what these men say of the Gospel of Jesus, I shall not be damned, but I shall 
have a place in heaven ! The priest was silenced, he only said * well, go and I will 
pray for you.' Those who were listening were amazed to hear her answers ; and all 
agreed that she spoke like a Christian. She is now decided to openly follow and 
confess Jesus before all men.”

Other Reports are in the same strain ; as thus :
“ During the past month I have met crowds of men and women who gladly listened 

to the teaching of the Word of life and to prayer. At one house I could freely speak 
of Christ till late in the evening. I then offered prayer : then some one in the room 
asked me if I was too tired to read more ; as it was so good. I then resumed my 
reading and conversation till after midnight ; the people being amazed to hear the 
Gospel. They said the priest must be very wrong in forbidding them to read such 
good things. In another place the house filled with the neighbours as soon as they 
heard,! was come, as, I had meetings there before ; and many « elcomed me gladly.
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I read and «poke to (hem till very late at night, concluding by praying with them. I 
have had such meetings at every house where I lodged ; and can to a certain extent 
organize regular evening meetings in scores of places where from ten to thirty Roman 
Catholics are anxious to hear;11

“ Thanks to God, I have been much favored during the present month. There is a 
great movement in favor of the Gospel ; and I have been lately called to go again to a 
place I had but lately visited, I have also been called to go into a place where I had 
never been, nine miles further on the mountain, to visit some Canadians who wished 
to see me. I went to one family where I found the wife to be a Christian woman, who 
had been the means of bringing her brother to the knowledge of the Gospel : and now, 
living on the mountains, she profits by every occasion to speak of the Saviour to her 
neighbours. I Lad an interview with one young man in his bam : he could not have 
me in his house ; his wife being opposed to the Gospel. But he is quite decided—cost 
what it may—to follow the Lord. I have been able to distribute many Testaments, and 
tracts ; and all the persons I have visited desire me to come again..”

“This month I have circulated many books and tracts. An old man told me that 
he believed the books I had previously distributed were being read, and were doing 
good. He knew of two young Canadians one of whom said to him, ‘ once I believed 
the Bible to be a bad book for common people to read ; but as it was offered to me so 
cheaply, and was said to be so important to my soul’s salvation, I bought it and began 
to read it Now I believe it to be a good book :—the Word of God, that everybody 
should have and believe’ : then turning to his young friend he said * you need not be 
afraid to read the Bible ; it is the word of truth 1 A Notary in the village bought a 
Testament and a packet of tracts : he sat down at once to read, and giving several 
tracts to others in the house he said, * read these ; they will do you no harm.’ ”

11 On eight different occasions I have held Cottage meetings ; and in every case I 
found it a sure means of doing good to many souls. In one house I met twenty persons, 
and after an hour’s conversation on religion one said ‘ you can read us what your book 
says about the resurrection. I read accordingly ; and a man said ‘ you think that 
Christ is now at the right hand of God, praying for us : and how as io Mary ?' 1 She 
is in heaven, a saint.’ 1 Not praying for us ?* 1 No, there is but one mediator, Jesus.’ 
' But’ said he, ‘ we go to Mary first ; the priest teaches us so.’ * You must obey God,’ 
I replied. 1 Yes but the priests are learned men, and know better than we ignorant 
people.’ So our conversation went on for some time, and at last the man said, 'here 
is fifty cents to pay for your Bible : I will read it and do its teachings. At another 
place the master of the house invited me to stay, and said 1 after supper you will have 
many hearers.’ It was so ; for soon twenty-four Romanists and seven Protestants 
assembled. Here also I read and argued and prayed with the people. One man dis­
puted for a long while till silenced by the Word ; when he said * I am convinced, and 
will speak plainly to my priest.’ ” —

Such extracts as these could be multiplied many times, but those given 
may fitly introduce an observation already offered by the Committee in 
the pamphlet of ‘ The Field and the Work ’ which it lately issued :—

" Two things come now chiefly int view ; one is the pressing need for some evan­
gelical agency to act upon the spiritual ignorance and destitution of the people ; the



other is the form which that agency must necessarily assume. The need consists partly 
in the unprogressive character of the civilization fostered by the priests ; an evil fraught 
with injury both to their people, to the Protestant minority, to the contiguous Provinces, 
and even to the United States. And there are the deeper issues flowing from the 
authoritative teaching of a faith, which makes void the commandment of God by the 
tradition of men ; which obscures the tender love of God in the mission of His Son by 
interposing other mediators ; which blinds men to the sad facts of a sinful heart and its 
need of divine grace ; and which practically makes salvation the work of the priest, and 
not the gift of God. Some say " why disturb the people in their happy simplicity ?” 
They are not happy. They are ground down by the demands of their clergy ; they 
feel helpless in the grasp of the church. The priest, claiming the attribute of God, has 
the caprice and imperfections of a man ; still they are dependent on him for sacrament 
al grace, for the forgiveness of their sins and the favour of their God. And always 
before them is the dread horror of purgatory ; vague perhaps to the thoughtless and 
vicious, but an unspeakable agony to the more thoughtful and earnest. Surely there 
is need lor those who know the glorious liberty of the Gospel, to send it to the 
darkened minds and burdened consciences of the French Canadian people.”

MISSION SCHOOLS.
Reference was made to the fruits resulting from the Mission Scho ols 

which go hand in hand with the Colportage work, in building up the 
churches and preparing Missionary labourers. The Committee has 
assisted the schools at Grenville for a portion of the year, and that at St. 
Lin continuously, both affording encouragement.

The chief work however is at the Mission Schools at Pointe-aux- 
Trembles, now thirty three years in operation. The Committee continue 
to have unabated confidence in Mr. Bourgoin, the Principal, as well as 
his equally zealous co-worker Miss Cairns, Directress of the Girls’ school. 
They have also every reason to be satisfied with the faithful services of 
their assistants Mr. Watier and Miss Bouchard, and the house management 
of Madam Bourgoin in the Boys’ department.

The annual examination was held on 16th April, in presence of a 
number of friends from Montreal, and perhaps no more suitable represen­
tation of the work can be given than in the report taken from the 
11 Montreal Witness.”

The classes were examined in the following subjects : Reading, grammar, composi­
tion, arithmetic, geography, history, English reading, algebra to quadratic equations 
and geometry. These exercises were very satisfactory as evidence of the intelligence of 
the French-Canadian youth and of the care and painstaking of the teachers ; and were 
followed by an animated questioning on Biblical subjects which was joined in by several 
Ministers present, who brought eat the ready answer of the papila to questions en in-



spiration, tradition, worship of the Virgin, prayer, the person and work of Christ, pur­
gatory, faith and works, confession, &c., &c. The following resolution was then moved 
by Rev. Chas. E. Tanner, seconded by Rev. J. Provost ;

" That we have listened with deep gratification to the examination now concluded, 
and that we desire to express our unabated confidence in this Institution and its man­
agement, and to commend it to the sympathies of the Christian public."

In moving this, Mr. Tanner spoke with great feeling of the pain he had felt in 
hearing of the financial difficulties of the Society, of the delight the exercises had 
afforded him, and strongly urged the maintenance of this work on its old undenomi­
national basis as best adapted to its success.

The Rev. C. Chiniquy in a characteristic speech, then moved “ That the thanks of 
this meeting be tendered to the Teachers for the evident zeal and faithfulness withwhich 
they have performed the duties of their office.” He said that these children were 
doing a work that was far beyond anything he or other ministers could hope to do. 
They went where no other agency could reach, into the homes of the people, and into 
the confidence of their families, carrying with them the precious fruits of the instruction 
they had received, dispelling prejudices, and calling out the better feelings of the people 
towards the gospel. Each child was a little missionary. Mr. Chiniquy then addressed 
the pupils in French, and was followed by Rev. B. Ourriere, who seconded the reso­
lution. After singing the National Anthem, the party dispersed, reaching town before 
dark, after a most pleasant and enjoyable ride.

Similar testimony has recently been borne by the same paper, especially 
as to the decided influence of these schools on the temperance question. 
The reporter says :—
"It is impossible to commend these schools too highly to the friends of Protestant Evan­

gelization in this Province. A rigid discipline is observed in both schools, and the 
intellectual and religious influences which surround these young French-Canadians and 
future citizens are of a nature to leave lasting and most salutary effects. Biblical in­
struction in the principles of a pure Christianity occupies a prominent place in the daily 
routine of study. Everything that piety, fidelity and exertion can accomplish is being 
done to form in these schools men and women that will prove in the future the firm 
supporters of all that is good. Pecuniary means, however, are lacking, as usual, but 
this year the want is more severely felt than ever before. In Mr. Bourgoin the Society 
is fortunate in having a gentleman admirably fitted in every respect for the responsible 
nosition he occupies.

The annual temperance meeting was held last Friday evening, and was addressed by 
Mssrs. Abbott and Rivard, of Montreal, and by Mr. Henri Auger, a student, and the 
Principal About seventy of the pupils signed the pledge, and a deep interest was ma­
nifested. These temperance meetings have been held annually now for seven years 
(with one exception), and nearly all the pupils who have passed through the schools 
during that time have signed the pledger It is rare now to find a French Protestant in 
this country who is not a temperance man. "

The following report from Mr. Bourgoin cannot fail to give encourage­
ment to all interested in these schools.
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REPORT OF BOYS’ SCHOOL FOR THE YEAR 18 78.
When we review our last scholastic campaign we can but bless the Lord who, like 

in the past, has so evidently prospered our labours. No sickness has prevailed around 
us and all iur pupils have enjoyed perfect health.

During the past year 100 boys have been benefited by our school. A large part of 
our time is devoted to the teaching of the elements of the most useful branches of 
science, but our main object is to prepare our pupils to become true and useful Christians 
who will be in the future the pillars of our young French Protestant church in Lower 
Canada. Wç want men of piety and zeal prepared by a long and conscientious study 
of the Bible to defend their faith against the constant attacks of the giants of Rome. 
Our ambition is to make our institute a focus of Christian life spreading afar the true 
light of the Gospel.

During the past year the results of our work have been very cheering and encourag­
ing, Fifteen pupils, boys and girls, have been hopefully converted to Jesus and continue 
to walk in the straight path among their ignorant and bigoted countrymen, fighting the 
good battle against error and superstition, often persecuted even by their own parents 
who do not shate their religious opinions. Last summer we have received over 200 
applications for admission to our school, but we regret to say that our lack of means, 
and perhaps of faith too, did not allow us to admit as many pupils as previously ; and 
many of those who have been admitted have not been able to come for cause of poverty.

Our present pecuniary difficulties have sometime spread a dark cloud on the destiny, 
of our school, which has gloriously resisted all the storms of the thirty-three past 
years j but even during tb ;se gloomy days, many rays of the heavenly light piercing 
through fear and anxiety, have brought in our soul hope and courage : and if at the end 
of this year the Lord asked us “ Did you lack anything ” ? with heartfelt gratitude we 
would answer : “ Nothing, O Lord, thou hast provided !”

Harmony, peace and friendship reign in the institute ; and we have many reasons to 
believe that the present session will not pass before several of our pupils reject the idols 
of Rome to accept the Gospel as their guide and Jesus as their only Saviour. With 
the exception of Miss Mathie whose class has been amalgamated with Miss Bouchard’s 
our staff of teachers remains the same.

Mr. Watier continues to devote all his time and his strength to his work. Mrs. 
Bourgoin superintends the household.

DEPOSITORY.
The Bible and Tract Depository was continued under the efficient 

charge of Mr. VanBueren until October when the premises were given up. 
The library books in use were sent to Pointe-aux-Trembles to form a 
reference Jibrary for teachers and pupils; and the new stock divided 
between the Montreal Religious Tract Society and Messrs W. Drysdale & 
Co., with whom arrangements were made for their sale ; the former taking 
the French religious literature and the latter receiving those bocks which
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were classical and educational : the Scriptures and Tracts suited for 
Colportage remain with the Secretary.

FINANCES.
The yea. commenced with a debt due the Treasurer of $3107, which 

from similar causes that led to its formation soon largely increased. Under 
these circumstances, the Committee felt it needful to call a special meeting 
of the Society which was held on the 2 5th April, when it was resolved to 
discontinue the Colportage work in Montreal, and to dispense with the 
services of the Revd. J. A. Vernon, the respected superintendent of 
Colportage, as well as of some of the Colporteurs.

It was further resolved that the Trustees should be requested to dispose 
of the Mission property not required for the purposes cl the Society. 
In accordance with this resolution the Church and Mission buildings 
on Craig Street were sold to the First French Methodist Church, the Congre 
gation previously in connection with the Synod des Eglises Evangéliques 
having dissolved itself. The Mission church at Grenville was also sold. 
The proceeds of these sales, payable with interest by yearly instalments, 
have been transferred to the Treasurer, who has assumed the mortgages 
as so much in liquidation of the debt due him ; leaving a balance still
owing of $857, as here shown :

This balance it is hoped will be nearly met by the properties at Belle 

Riviere and East Templeton. On the Mission school buildings at Pointe 
aux Trembles there is a mortgage of $600, for repairs formerly made. 
The Committee were doubly gratified by the sale of the Montreal property, 
as not only affording much needed relief to the Society, but securing the 
efficient carrying on of the same evangelical mission work for which the 
buildings were erected.

The Committee also thankfully acknowledge the receipt of the sum 
of$1,677, from the late congregation of the Craig Street Church:

E
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being the balance of the bequest to them of the late Benaiah Gibb, Esq. 
According to the wish of the donors, this sum has been vested in 
Trustees appointed by the Committee, with instructions to apply the 
interest for the benefit of the Society’s Mission Schools.

With respect to the current General Funds Account, the Treasurer’s 
statement shews the total income this year to have been $10,860, derived 
lrom the following sources ; Quebec and Ontario, $5,787 ; Nova Scotia, 
and New Brunswick, $204; Great Britain, $4,226 ; United States, $454 
and Depository $ 189.

The expenditure has been : Education, $4,739 ; Colportage, $5,291 ; 
Agency, $2,048 ; Secretary and office expenses, $1,278 ; Printing Report, 
special appeals &c., $293 ; Interest, $580 ; Miscellaneous, $t48 ; in all 
$14,377 ; showing a deficiency on the year of $3,518. Adding to this 
the balance against the Society last year of $3,107, makes a total debit of 
$6,625, which has been covered, as already shown, by the sale of the Craig 
Street property, and leaving a balance on hand on General Funds account 
of $375, after discharging all current liabilities.

For this unexpected surplus, and the almost extinction of the old burden 
of debt, in a season of such commercial depression, the Committee would 
express their" fervent gratitude to the Lord of Hosts who saith “ the silver 
is mine and the gold is mine. ” They cannot but regard this, taken with 
other indications, as a further call of God to the friends of the Society 
to continue its work, notwitstanding the peculiar difficulties which face 
them ; and to go foi «rard in faith, depending upon the promised aid of the 
Holy Spirit, and trusting to receive in larger measure the sym- 
pathy and support of the Christian community. Upon it must rest 
the responsibility of continuing and extending the work; for the Committee 
can only administer, with all due economy, such funds as may be entrusted 
to them.

AGENCY-
As stated in last Report the office of General Agent in this country 

was discontinued, and the work in this department has been done as pro­
posed by the General Secretary, and partially by the Revd. S. T. Gibbs, 
and Mr. Bourgouin. The results will be seen from the printed lists.

The Revd. R. T. Thomas has acted as General Agent in Great Britain, 
but owing to the commercial distress in the parent country, and other 
unavoidable causes, he has been unable to secure that success in his cob 
lections, which is due to his zeal and activity.
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The Committee regret that they have felt called upon to accept the 
resignation pressed upon them by their much valued General Secretary, 
to take effect from the ist May next. For some time he has urged that 
an endeavour should be made to conduct the Society's operations at dimin­
ished expense in view of its restricted operations and of the financial 
pressure ; and to enable the Committee to act freely, he considered it his 
duty to tender his resignation. The Committee have reluctantly concluded 
that it was advisable to follow this disinterested counsel ; so that arrange­
ments will have to be made in due course for a successor, who shall 
devote only a portion of his time to the work.

The Committee regret the resignation of the gentlemen signing the 
following letter to the Secretary dated ioth December, some of them 
having long been members. It explains the omission of their names from 
the list.

“ Dear Sir, be kind enough to remove our names from the Committee 
and list of Office bearers of the French Canadian Missionary Society, and 
oblige yours truly, D. H. MacVicar, Peter Wright, John Scrimger, 
James Fleck, James Croil, John Campbell.”

SCHOLARSHIPS.
As in former years the Committee would acknowledge with gratitude 

the liberality of various Churches, Sabbath Schools and private friends in 
aiding the Society by Scholarships. The cost of each pupil for a session 
is about $40. Reports of the pupils thus assisted are sent quarterly 
during the session to their supporters. Applications for scholarships 
addressed to Mr. Bourgoin, Pointe-aux-Trembles tn haut, will be thank­
fully received and pupils allocated.

friends who have so long and liberally contributed to the Society. To 
the Montreal Ladies’ Society, to the Belleville Ladies’ Association, and 
to the various Congregations, Branch Bible Societies, Sabbath Schools 
and contributors, whose aid has been so important, the Committee would 
tender their warmest thanks.

SUBSCRIPTIONS AND DONATIONS..

In addition to ordinary subscriptions and donations, the funds may be 
specially aided, ist, by subscriptions for scholarships at Pointe-aux- 
Trehibles ; the board of each pupil for the Session costing at least $40, 
but smaller amounts will be gratefully received and specially applied. 
This mode of advancing the cause is earnestly recommended to Sabbath 
Schools. Reports of the pupils will be sent during the Session. 2nd, by 
supporting a Colporteur, which requires about $500 per annum, 
including travelling expenses.

It is requested that all monies be remitted to the Treasurer, James 
Court, Esq. Correspondence respecting the Mission Schools and work 
of the Society should be addressed to the Rev. Wm. Williams, General 
Secretary, Montreal.

Finally, the Committee would express their settled conviction that it 
behoves Christians of every name to do what they can to sustain a work 
so proved by time, and so honoured of God as that of the French 
Canadian Missionary Society. Gratefully acknowledging the good hand 
of God in again freeing the Society from debt ; they ask the prayers of 
Christian friends, that there may be a plenteous effusion of the Holy 
Spirit upon the missionaries connected with it, upon the interesting but 
benighted people among whom they labor, and especially upon the 
priests that they also may be brought to the light of the Gospel.
