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HE'D WIDOWED

Dentlst Acqmtted on Murder
Charge May Die as Re-
sult of Bullet From
Wife's Mother.

NEW YORK, July 13.—Standing
within a few feet of the spot where a
little more than two years ago he shot
and killed‘ his father-in-law, Dr. Jas.
Weddell Simpson, a dentist of this
city, was shot and perhaps mortally
wounded to-day at Nonthport, L. I,
by his mother-in-law, Mrs. Bartley T.
Horner, the woman he made a widow.
Dr. Simpson’'s wife, from whom he
has been estranged. for many months,

was near him when the shot was fired,
but she did not witness the shooting.
Upon learning that it was her hus-
band who had been wounded, she re-
fused to go near him, and Dr. Simp-
son had to crawl to a house 200 feet
away to have his wound attended to.

Statements from Dr. Simpson and
frcen Mirs. Horner as to the:circum-
stances attending the shooting disagree.
The dentist says that he had received
word that his wife intended to sue him
for a divorce, and that he went to the
Horner home to talk with her about {t.
He says he rang the door-bell;
upon recelving no response, th
the door-pane. - He saw Mrs. H
he says, and ca.lled to her to open the
door. Then, Dr. Simpson says, Mrs.
Horner picked up a revolver and shot
him. The bullet entered his body above
the abdomen and he fell against the
door-sill. A second shot wag fired at
him, he claims, but the bullet went
wild.

Mrs. Horner does not deny that she
did the shooting, but she claims justifi-
cation, Thru her lawyer, Rowland
Miles, she said that Simpson had sev-
eral times called at the house, and
that his visits were unwelcome, When
he came to-day she says she ordered
him off the place, and when he refused
t¢ go she took up a revolver that was
lying on a rack in the hall and shot
at him. Constable Hanson, who ar-
rested Simpson in 1905, when the den-
tist shot Mrs. Simpson’s husband, ar-
rested Mrs. Horner this evéning. She
was charged with felonious assault.
After Justice Hawkins had fixed bail
at $5000, Mrs. Simpson, the prisoner’s
daughter, qualified as bondsman and
secured the release of her mother., Jus-
tice Hawkins set the heartnc of the
case for next W

wias not present
the -shot at Dr. Simpson she believed
her mother ‘was absohitely justified..
She says she was in’ a rear room of
the house at the time of the shooting.

“When my mother ordered Dr. Simp-
son off the place he made as tho to put
his hand in his pisto]l pocket,” said
Mrs. Simpson. “Mother believed he was
going to shoot her so she shot him.””

The shooting of Dr. Simpson to-day
was the climax in a bitter family feud
that has existed in the Horner house-
hold for,K years. At the trfal of Dr.
Simpson at Riverhead on a charge of
having murdered his father-in‘law
bgth Mrs. Horner and her daughter,
who is the wife of Dr. Simpson, gave
damaging testintony agoinst Doctor
Simpson. Much of the testimony at
that trial had to do with the uncon-4
genial condition of affairs in the Hor:
ner houséhold. Apparently there was
no change in the family relations after
the acquittal of Dr. Simpson, as he
has been making his home in New York
since that time, while his wife has re-
mained here with her. mother.

-The killing of Bartley  Horner and
the arrest and trial of Dr. Simpson
created a sensation not only in North-
port, but also-in New York, where the
doctor had a large and exclusive prac-
tice, Simpson admitted that he fired
the shot that killed his father-in-law,
but declared that the aet was wholly
accidental. .It was the contention of
the prosecutor, however, that the kill-
ing was done in cold blood and was
actuated by a desire on the part of
the doctor to prevent Mr., Horner from
making a new will cutting off Simpson
from any share in Mr. Horner's large
estate,

OTTAWA, July 18.—(Special.)—In
supply to-night Mr. Armstrong criti-
cized the minister of ‘agriculture for
failure to do anything to secure a re-
moval of the embargo on Canadian cat-
tle. :

JRADY'S ALLEY,

The Story of an Adopted Family.
TPhere is a true ‘ring of sentimernt to
be found in the experiences of foster-
mothers as told in The August Delin-
eator. One woman, who in" the gener-
osity of her heart took to her home a
{ whole family, tells her story as fol-
lows:

No, they are not my’ own children
I adopted them all. Five does seem
a.large number, but T didn't see how
d could take one without the others.

Where we' lived ten years, ago, the
rear of our house faced what was!'
known as “McGrady’s Alley.” There
was only .one house in the allev and
that was an old shanty. The McGradys
Were a 'Shiftless lot ;the woman, 4
pale, weak thing, the man, a sullen
creature. But the children, five of
them, were regular sunbeams, playing
on our back porches, begging for cook-
fes—and, indeed, they were often hun-

8ry.
Then one day as I was cuddling the
youngest McGrady baby on

I heard a cry, put the baby down and
.ruashed out. McGrady was there on a
stretcher, ‘and the poor wife was rock-
ing to and fro in ‘agony. She never
was herself again. We buried the fath
er, and after the funeral we held a
congultation over the children. Finally,

One is that it not only grows much
faster than the wild cactus, but it re-
produces many times more rapidly. The
wild cactus often puts out many new
leaves eagh season, but the leaves do
not bud and reproduce the same sea-
son. The Burbank cactus reproduces a
new generation every six weeks!

To make this point plain: On the
Thornless Caetus Farming Company's
farm at Indio, Cal., in the sun-baked
Coachella Valley, the leaf or slab. thrust
into, the ground buds and reproduces
new'leaves with buds on them jn- six
weeks!

A young green slab
thrown out on the desert soil .at Indio,
exposed to. the flerce rays of the tropi-
cal sun, without a drop of moisture
save what it could seize from the air,
was—after six weeks of such neglect—
thrust a few inches into the ground.
It immediately grew green again, bud-
ded and reproduced. .

Plants accidentally blown over, mu-
tilated or uprop’ed, showed no concern
mor. injury wnatever, no arrest of
growith nor deterioration in quality.
One slab was cut up into strips and
the strips planted separately. Each
section of this leaf went right ‘ahead
growing and prospering. Severa] hun-
dred of the leaves were set out in the
sun-baked soil and left alone for ten
weeks without a drop of water. They
ali budded and reproduced Just the
same. o

The company is now preparing for its
first distribution of 'plants next spring.
Orders are being taken from every
part of the civilized world.

A Talk With a

Thames Man in the
ore.

4 London Globe.

A bright sunny- day in spring with
mosphere so clear that you could look
far out beéyond the Nore and trace
the coastline nearly down to Margate.
Sheerness was ‘almost opposite. and
Garrison | Point at the ‘lower corner
and the Molg in the centre of tHe
Medway, -standing out distinctly and
in the mouth of the river were two or
three warships. The pilot, for :he
presently so proclaimed himself, was
armed with a large binocular glass
with which he scanned~*the estuary,
but his investigations were chiefly far
out to sea, as if he were 'in expec-
tation' of some ' vessel ;0f importance
heaving into sight. Again and again
he turned the binocular in ithe same
direction, only to be disappointed, and
after & while he laid the glass down
by his side on the seat upon which
he was sitting. He was a cherry man,
bronzed and weather beaten, with
clear, penetrating eyes. He was some-
‘where about middle age and inclined
to be communicative.

Now .and then, after a few casual
and cheerful remarks, he would take

ary seaward intently, but ke still fail-
ed to discern what he wa$ in search
of. A crowd of sailing vessels, barks,
brigs and schooners and smaller craft
were lying off the long pier yonder.
“’Tis a head wind,” said the pilot,
“and they can’t get out to sea, but
the breeze is favorable for my son,

Without. ghe aid
of the binocular, being gifted with
long sight, we saw a dark mist out
in the estuary seaward, apd as the
pilot noticed we were gazing Intently
ho snatched up his glass and turned
i: in the direetion: toward which we
were looking. The ship his son was
piloting had hove in sight at last and
he was satisfled and she and her com-
panions came braVely on with a stiff
easterly breeze hehind them.

Questioned as to exciting times dur-
ing his career he complacently an-
swered that he had met with very few
mishaps, but he grew excited again as
he spoke of the pleasure river Steam-
boats. He had met with a great fright
vears ago, and would never forget the
awful scene. He was returning down
stream on the eventful evening when
the Princess Alice was cut down by
a big steamship. He did not pass until
after the collision and the rescue of
gcme ‘of the passengers, but he said
it was horrible to hear the cries of the
men and the screams of the women
and children who were lamenting their
lost friends and relatives and urging
the rescuers to make further efforts
when all hope was abandoned. The old
pilot, was much moved, and said: “I
shan’t forget that Princess Alice disas-
ter to my dying day and the horrible
shrieks and cries of those who had
had relatives and friends aboard.”

e . Menning of Directoire..

. The name “directoire” has an inter-

esting history. After the fall of the
| Frv?nch monarchy, near the close, of the
eighteenth century, when the govern-
ment of Francé was known as the di-;
rectory, educated people were specially
‘interested in Greek cjyilization, and
this being the case the style of cos-
tume seen in Greck works of art appeal-
ed strongly to the ladies of the period.

The directoire gown is simply a re-
vival of the Grecian idea of women's
dress. The idea is essentially close
draping, which half hides and half re-
veals the human female form in {ts
principal lineg and contours. The vogle
of the directoire gown 1in-the eighteenth
céntury was a popular movement-in
the direction of simplicity In

‘When this.Greek type of costume was
revived many years later, it received
‘the name of the period of the French
directory, and it is in the French spell-
ing of the directory that the gown is
" krown to-day.

: Later Modifientions,

It is worth while remembering that
just as the original directoire gowns
“worn in the eighteenth century were

women’s dress, so the directoire style
now in vogue in Paris and being intro-
duced into the United States and Can-
ade is an adaptation of the earlier
styles. Those without a knowledge of
Greek female dress or of the history
-of the directoire gown naturally rthink
it is a radical' and undesirable depar-
. ture in costume-making. It requires
.what. ‘is practically a seamless robe,
because the usual goring of skirts and
darting and seaming of bodies are ab-
sent; and, the garment, instead of being

Jbut graceful folds.

Features of 1908 Gown.

", The main style features of the
eightenth century directoire gown were
scant, clinging skirt lines, with train,

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INVIDIOUS LEGISLATION.

In the efforts which have been. put
forward to discover THE HIDDEN
HAND and its relation to annexation
of sthe outskirts of the city, The World
has the one purpose to serve—that of
showing that direct and indirect means
have been taken to burk the opinfons of
the majority of the people. It has not
yet been found out why the change in
the: Municipal Act goverming annexa-
ticn was made in 1906. Calling, as the
act now does, for a clear majority peti-
tion of the ratepayers of any district
: before annexation can be brought into
“effect, an almost insurmountable ob-
stacle has been put in the way. Non-
residents who have little knowledge of
the wants of the districts in which
ti%y are property-owners under the act
have equal rights with those who feel
the burden of two street railway fares,
or the entire-absence of street rafiway
accommodation from the boundary of
the present city limits. Desires for bet-
ter sanitary arrangements and the
other city privileges can also be denied
by those who are not sufferers by their
absence. The sections of York Town-
‘sl.-lp surrounding the city, which are
fully as congested with population as
are West Toronto, East Toronto and
Ncrth Toronto, are not treated in the
same way as are these municipalities,
In the latter a majority vote, and not
a majority petition, is the requisite for
annexation to the, city. Circumstantial
evidence of the strongest character
points to the electric interests as THE
RIDDEN HAND responsible for the in.
vidious legislation. Tht desire of the
strdet railway to keep down its ‘mile-
age must not stand in the way of giv-
ing adequate and cheap transportation
to territory which .sooner or later will
bécome part of the city, neither must
the city be barrassed by franchise
gBrants in districts which will be part

~ of the city at the termination of the

Tcronto Rail way agreement.

CHEAP STREET TRANSPORTATION.

Ten years ago the City of fInl,
England, with g population of about
260,000, so far as its street transpor-
tation was concerned, was in the
hands of a private company that uper-
ated a system of single lines and horsa
cars and gave an exceedingly poor
service. So bad Indeed was the ser-
vice that it brought into existence a
supply of horse vehicles plying ail

over the city at _penny (two

cent)
fares.

" One' of the romances of nineteenth
century scfence, rivaling that attend-
ing the localization of the outermost
planet of the solar system by Profes-
sor Adams of Cambridge and Lever-
rier, the famous French astrcnomer, is
the anticipation by Dr. Russel Wal-|
lace of Darwin’s theory of natural se-
lection. But unlike the acrimonious
international controversy which arose
over the discovery of Neptune, the in-.
dependent suggestion made by Dr.
Wallace did not disturb the equanim-
ity of Darwin or "affect the personal
friendship of these two eminent scien-
tists. Indeed there was ever a mag-
nanirious contest by each to extol the
achievement of the other. Only the
other day the veteran Dr. Wallace
again paid chivalrous tribute to his
dead comrade at the fiftieth annivers-
ary of the reading of the joint essay
in which the theory of natural selec-
tion was first submitted to the world.
Darwin, said Dr. Wallace. had con-
ceived the idea twenty years earller,
and had been constantly laboring to

publish until his proof was jcomplete.
On the eve of its nnblicatlm the con-
ception flashed. across the mind of Dr.
Wallace, who might have woclﬂkned;
it, but preferred to appear as joint
author of the immortal essay. Dr.
Wallace will not, however, rank hlm—l
solf on an equality with Darwin. “Our
respective shares,” he sald. “I roughly
estimate, in proportion to the time
we had spent upon #, when it was
first given to the world, as twenty
years to one week.” Dr. Russel Wal-'
lace has heightened his own sclentific
reputation by  his chivalrous action
and posterity will not deprive him of
his honorable association with one of
the great epoch-making achievements
of scientific discovery.

Mon-
tezuma was so angry at this unfavora-
ble report that he ordered Ocelotl to
be publicly burned as a coward who
wished -to frighten with- childish tales
the courage of his warriors, until then
ever successful.

"There is a curlous legend still told
by the Amatecas to the effect that
Ocelotle stopped at Aamtian onhis way
back from Vera Cruz and that the
people flocked about him to hear what
he had to say. ‘Ocelotl told them - of
the fair faces of the strangers, their
garments, which shone as bright as
the sun itself; the great beasts they
rode and ‘how: they cfume armed with
weapons of the god of thunder and
lightning. The people of Amatian held
& meeting in-the public square and
when the chiefs had heard the story
of Ocelot]l they decided that the new-
comers were jindeed the warriors of
the|/ emperor o¥ the 'sun and that there
was therefore no use whatever in op-
posing them. So they sent a message
to Cortez, saying that they had decid-
ed to become his friends. .
Whatever truth there may be in this
legend it might well have been true,
for it embodied in it the characteristics
of the Amatecas as a people. They have
ever been clever diplomatists. When
the Aztecs werz at war with all the
people around them the Amatecas suc-
ceeded in’ making a treaty of peace
with them which protected them fromd
invasion by the Aztec army.
