(Special.)—R- L. Borden, K.C., the 
Conservative leader In parliament, op­
ened his Ontario tour here to-day under 
exceptionally favorable conditions.

Mr. Borden’s party was met by a 
large deputation at the railway station 
and escorted by a band to tfco centre 
of the town. At one o’clock, a pro­
cession was formed to Ferris Grove, a 
mile and a half south of the town, 
where over two thousand people-had 
assembled from all points in the coun­
ties of Northumberland and Hastings-

J. Fox, M.L.A., i 
East Victoria, After an address of 
welcome, Mr. Borden. was presented 
with a bouquet by Margaret Dickson.

“One of these lucky accidents," for the 
government.

The ante-mortem statement of Mc­
Adam aays:

“I, John McAdam, make the follow­
ing statement, knowing, that I am In 
peril of my life, from wounds received 
this day, and believing that I have no 
chance of recovery. ■ z

“I affirm that Sheridan put me out 
of his house on Saturday last. I walk­
ed at the convent gardens, and told 
him that if he came there I wi 
him out. He came at 8 o’clock 
and he struck me with a knife or some­
thing sharp which he drew from his 
pocket. I think I struck him first.

“His brother, William Sheridan, sep­
arated us. I felt blood running down 
my arm, below the armpit. Then I 
fainted."

Billy Sheridan has considerable, re­
putation as a lightweight wrestler and 
has appeared in several bouts in Tor­
onto. Ben Sheridan, while employed 
with hie brother at Williams’ piano 
factory, has been doing occasional 
work at the convent

McAdam was carried into the con­
vent. An autolst who happened along 
was sent post-haste for medical aid.

The General Opinion.
“There is a general feeling among

The annua! meeting of ths Canadian 
Purity Education Association was held 
last evening.

“Only those who are physically sound 
should assume the high office of par­
enthood.” said Dr. A. D. Watson, In 
hie presidential address. “Self-Indulg­
ence will lnveltably result in the 
birth of weak and puny offspring. Self- 
restraint is the great lesson that every 
parent should teach to his child If he 
would not destroy him. The roue, the 
dilettante, the grafter, these are the 
chief enemies of the nation. The self- 
reliant, robust, unsophisticated, hard­
muscled. clean-blooded toilers, upon 
whom these-parasites look down with 
insufferable airs, are of infinitely more 
value to the nation, and of more sig­
nificance to the future.

“We must equip our youth with a 
better knowledge of life-laws than were 
available to us In our early youth. 
They will need It more. We must not 
continue neglecting our children in 
school and out, printing degrading lit­
erature and corrupting pictures, hous­
ing masses of the people In unsanitary 
surroundings, pouring sewage into the 
lakes and drinking contaminated water.

“Governments are in sympathy with 
the best interests of the people, but are 
nqt warranted in proceeding far in ad­
vance of publl# opinion.- Just how 
they may help, those In power are 
eager to learn. Till associations such 
as ours are prepared to submit matter 
and methods, surely they should not 
expect governments to be aggressive In, - 
these movements. Till churches and 
congregations cease to carpet their 
floors and cushion their seats, till they 
make it possible to admit fresh air and 
sunlight, we cannot expect govern­
ments to meddle with the suicide of the 
good people who live amid the dim 
lights, and breathe the gerths and odors 
of a sanctimony that leads swiftly and 
surely to the adventures of the world 
to come.

Editor World : Your interviews pub­
lished in to-day’s Issue just about 
voice the sentiments of the majority 
qf the residents of this town. Our 
town council seem, to be quite incap­
able of sizing up the necessities of this 
growing community. A change in our 
government would be hailed with de­
light by the ratepayers. We have ask­
ed for drainage for some time, and 
there is no sign of anything being 
done in the matter. Our water sup­
ply is so short that our lawn water 
has been stopped, and we are at the 
limit of our supply for domestic pur­
poses, and they do not know where to 
get more. Our roads are in bad con­
dition. and nothing is being done to 
put them In proper shape. Our car 
service is execrable; no time table 
adhered to, and we never know when 
we can get a car. Things could not 
be worse mismanaged than they are, 
snd we are all crying out for a 
change. Annexation to the city seems 
to be the only remedy, and we are 
looking to it as a remedy and the only 
one in sight.

IN CURING MANY DISEASES ? -4rooms,

I KINGSTON, June 14—(SpeciaL)— 
Bishop Mille delivered his charge Tues­
day afternoon at the 46th seeeion of the 
synod of the diocese of Ontario. Deal­
ing with British politics, he made this 
reference: >

“Half of the house takes an active 
interest In the affairs of the nation, 
and is composed of the very beet type 
of English life, men of honor, highly 
intellectual and highly educated, whom 
England could not do without The 
house of lords, however, should be re­
modelled: as at present constituted it 
is independent of, and in no way re­
sponsible to, the people.

That the lords should hold one-fifth 
of the land area of the United King­
dom, or nearly 17,000,000 acfee, which 
neither they nor their forefathers ever 
purchased, or ever earned, and pay 
practically no taxes; and refuse to 
pay, is a condition that may well 
cause—as it does—dissatisfaction, and 
calls loudly for a remedy. This state 
of things is largely responsible for the 
degeneracy and slum life of the cities 
of England.

The house of commons, however, 
while nominally representing the peo­
ple, as a matter of fact, does not al­
ways do so. In England, as here, men 
are chosen for candidates by conven­
tions which have been packed and 
manipulated.

Dealing with capital and labor, the 
bishop said: Capital and labor, in this 
as in almost every country, is main­
taining an armed neutrality, and this 
neutrality, unfortunately, is constant­
ly being broken. Our sympathies, na­
turally, go out to the laboring classes, 
and would always remain with them if 
it were not that they sometimes allow 
themselves to be made mere tools in 
the hands of men who have engineered 
themselves into the positions of heads 
of unions, and as such—even from for­
eign countries—direct strikes for the 
gratification of a whim, or to gçt 'no­
toriety, or to shpw their importance 
gnd authority. The arbitrary and 
reasonable character of the rules of 
some labor unions are such as to alien­
ate the sympathies of all thinking men. 
The very rights they pretend to uphold 
they will not allow to those who do not 
belong to the union. If a man doe# not 
conscientiously see his way to join the 
union they will not allow him to work ; 
he and his family may starve. Now, 
the underlying principle of sudh a 
course is robbery, and the carrying of 
it out would be murder.

Dr. Armstrong: “1 won’t. I have 
read Dr. Jackson’s booïc without being 
shocked. It contains as fine construc­
tive paragraphs as were ever uttered 
In this conférence. What Is the teach­
ing of the book? I turn to the opinion 
Of Rev. W. T. Davison of Richmond 
College, England, one of the highest 
authorities on the Old Testament. He 
Says the addresses are valuable as put­
ting In readable form the gains to 
faith from studying the methods of 
modern criticism. Dr. Jackson dwells 
upon the constructive, not the destruc­
tive, element of modem criticism. I am 
willing, and we all ought to be, to be 
bound by the essential doctrines of our 
church, or step out. But as to the 
settings of truth wherever found, we 
Ought to demand liberty.

"We should stand upon the essential 
principles on which our church Is 
founded, but when you ask me to say 
that" the Bible stands as a book of 
history and science tvhen It only claims 
to "be the final authority on religion, 
thçn we get iritp difficulty* and are di­
vided.

Dr. Jackson needs no deb&te. They 
have intimated clearly that they are 
guilty. I have two children, graduates 
of Victoria College, and If I had had' 
my present light on the doctrines 
taught there my children never would 
have gone to Victoria. I’m sorry to 
say it, brethren, but it’s true, that a 
large stream of students are going out 
from Victoria College, ruined for life 
as far as their religious faith is 
cerned." (Cries of "No, no!")

Rev. Dr. Burns rose to a point of 
order. This was practically 
ralgnment of the college professors 
and should not be allowed, he said.

Hr. Hincks—"You may take down 
what Dr. Cleaver says. If he utters 
a slander he 1$ not protected."

Dr. Cleaver—"We must take the 
bitter with the sweet. Surely the 
church which employs the professors 
has a right to tel! Its professors to 
conform In their teachings to the doc­
trines that the church believes to be 
true, and not to preach any doctrines 
that the church disapproves of.

"In /hy youth I used often to-go 
shooting. At first I shot indiscrim­
inately at a flock of crows, but I nev­
er hit one. I had to aim at one par­
ticular crow. We don’t question that 
there is good in Dr. Jackson's book, 
but one single grain of strychnine in 
a pound of good meat will kill."

The committee recommended that the 
city lease Balmy Beach Park at the 
extreme east end of East Toronto for 
five years, the conditions being that 
the dty pay for the upkeep and remit 
the taxes.

The city applied to the legis­
lature last session for power to acquire 
it, but this was refused.

The Tank Danger.
In view of the disaster in Montreal 

due to the collapse of a water tank, the 
civic fire and light committee yester­
day ordered City Architect McCallum 
to report on the regulations governing 
such construction in Toronto, altho 
Chief Thompson’s explanation largely 
relieved apprehension.

In reply to Aid. Hambly’s query, the 
chief said he had no further responsi­
bility for the safety of such tanks after 
inspecting their erection, the city arch­
itect being charged with the duty of 
further Inspection. The bylaws provid­
ed that the steel supports must be of 
four times the strength actually need­
ed to hold up the tank. He was satis­
fied that there * was no local danger 
from this source.

Aid. Maguire, who was a witness of 
the Montreal tragedy; said he had been 
told that dampness had rusted the 
bolts of the steel beams, and that the 
eastern city was to pass a bylaw which 
would compel tanks to be placed on 
four brick walls. This was being done 
with tanks on up-to-date buildings. 

Exits In Theatres.
A discussion on fire exits in theatres 

wgs started by Aid. Hambly, who said 
he had been informed that there 
no outlet from the upper gallery of tne 
Princess Theatre. The chief stated that 
excellent exits were afforded from the 
galleries as well as the ground floor, 
and that be could not understand the 
attacks snade on that theatre.

ham Palace.
LONDON, June 14.—The question of 

a national memorial to King Edward 
will be prominently before the public 
before long. Among a number of sug­
gestion» which are already being con­
sidered Is the impdtrtant on* that 
Buckingham Palace should be either 
largely rebuilt' or at least provided 
with a new facade, for the front of 
the palace as it now stands 1» about 
as ugly as an old weather-stained 
barracks. Several prominent members 
of the royal institution of British 
architects are strongly In favor of 
the new facade proposition. Indeed, 
there Is some reason for believing 
that plans are nbw In existence for 
the provision not only of a finer fron­
tage for the palace, but also of an 
entirely new storey.

The gorgeous Victoria memorial, 
even In Its present unfinished condi­
tion, makes the King’s residence ap­
pear by comparison mean, shabby, 
dwarfed and squat. When the memor­
ial Is completed the public will be 
shocked by the contrast, and It will 
be surprising If there be not an out­
cry for a new Buckingham Palace 
which will really be worthy of the 
King.

CHICAGO, June 14.—The inter­
state commerce commission yesterday 
won the first round of its legal battle 
to enforce reductions In Pullman 
sleeping car tares.

Judges Grosecup, Seaman and Baker
of the United States circuit court de­
nied the application of the Pullman 
Company and the Great Northern 
Railway for a preliminary Injunction, 
restraining the taking effect of the com­
mission’s order of March 15, reducing 
ag- unreasonable the charges of upper 
berths and some of the lower berths 
between Chicago and St. Paul, St- Paul 
and Seattle, Ct. Paul and Fargo, St. 
Paul and Superior, and St. Paul and 
Grand Forks.

The Injunction was denied on the 
grounds that neither company nad 
made a showing of irreparable Injury 
sufficient to justify the court in hold­
ing up the order. By the same decis­
ion the court dismissed without pre­
judice the application of the Santa Fe 
and St. Paul Railways, which operate 
sleeping cars itfhemselves or jointly 
with the Pullman Company, to inter­
vene as co-complainants.

8 The present prices of freighting from 
222 to the Frederickhouse are $4.00 for 
100 lbs. There is no regular passenger 
service In use as yet. It may be said, 
that this route seems to solve the 
transportation question as well as it 
can- be solved under the circum­
stances.

One point, which, in regard to both 
of the above routes renders them dis­
advantageous, is the low water pre­
vailing in Frderickhduse Lake and 
River. At present at the southern 
end of the lake there is about half 
a miles of sand bar covered by only 
six inches to a toot and a half of 
water. It is necessary to pack goods 
over this distance, as it Is impossible 
to paddle It without running aground.

There are two other possible routes 
both of which have as their main 
route the Mattagam! River. The more 
logical of the two starts from Bisco 
on the C. P. Rf from where a trip of 
40 miles is taken to Nivens base line. 
There are numerous portages along 
this route the end of which is in a 
three mile portage along Nivens base 
line to Gillies Lake, which, is In the 
western part of Tisdale Township.

The other route necessitates the tak­
ing of a construction train west from 
Cochrane on the Transcontinental to 
the Mattagami River; from there can­
oes of launches sixty miles up the 
Mattagami to Tisdale Township. 
There are a number of portages and 
the going Is all against the current. 
The chief disadvantage of both these 
latter routes Is their length.

only two portages and both afe short, 
being only five chains. The route ends 
at Porcupine Lake.

The great advantage of this route 
is that, with the establishment of 
launches and the building of good 
roads over the two short portages or 
the Porcupine, heavy loads, of freight 
can be taken in with scarcely 
rehandling.

From the passenger standpoint the 
route is not advantageous. Going in, 
the sixty mile canoe journey takes 
two and a half days and coming out, 
fourteen hours. The great objection 
to the route is that a thirty mile 
distance as the crow flies is more than 
doubled.

The second route begins at Mileage 
222, where the old winter road started 
for the Porcupine. From this point a 
seven mile wagon road will lead du* 
west to Frederickhouse Lake, but at 
present this is completed for only 
three miles. At the Frederickhouse, 
launches will meet the wagons and 
from there the 228% mile routé will 
be followed. The route • will continue 
into Goose Creek, which empties into 
Night Hawk, just south of the Hud­
son Bay Post. Leaving Goose Creek 
there is a mile and a half portage 
into Bobs Lake and from Bobs Lake 
there is a half mille portage into Por­
cupine.

It is intended to build good summer 
roads over these last two portages 
and there should be no difficulty In 
making the distance either way In one 
day.

There are at present four possible
$ routes into the Porcupine, writes Ham­

lin Brooks Hatch in The Canadian 
Mining Journal (June). Two of these 

being used now, and the other 
two are given on the government map 
qf the district, but are at present 
simply possibilities for the future.

THE CDNUDl BAPTIST

Lively Debate in Central Bapti 
Association on Prof. Matthews’

BROCK VILLE, June 14—(Special)—

The university and Prof. Matthews 
were called upon to state clearly: 1st. 
The whole of the various charges of­
ficially made against the teachings of 
Professor Matthews.

2nd. The whole of the evidence sub­
mitted in support of these charges.

3rd. Prof. Matthew.’s own views as 
taught by him In the university on the 
various questions raised.

The committee on resolutions endors­
ed the views of the Arnprior church In 
a special report, which created a storm 
of opposition. A resolution amending 
the report was introduced and passed, 
expressing no opinion regarding the 
matters in dispute. "A good deal of 
rest would be allayed,” the motion con­
tinued, "if Prof. Matthews would make 
thru the columns of The Canadian Bap­
tist a statement of his position In re­
ference to the Inspiration and author­
ity of the scriptures and various other 
questions which have caused discus­
sion during the last few- months, and 
we therefore request him to make 
such statement.”
