There were 23,214 consultations in the General Out-door Depart­
ment, and 6,709 new cases; in the Eye and Ear Department, 4,746 
consultations, and 1,458 new cases ; in the Nose and Throat Depart­
ment, 2,834 consultations and 686 new cases ; in the Gynæcological 
Department, 1,570 consultations and 1,322 new cases ; making a 
total of 32,364 consultations.

The death-rate has been 8.4, or, if the 95 cases in which death 
occurred within three days after admission be deducted, 5.0.

Of the 233 deaths, 34 were due to phthisis, 4 to heart disease, 6 
to appendicitis, 21 to scarlatina, 12 to typhoid fever, 28 to 
pneumonia, 16 to diphtheria, 7 to apoplexy and 7 to fracture of 
skull.

The most important event of the year has been the removal of the 
infectious diseases from the brick building and the commencement 
of the long projected re-arrangement and renovation of the old 
Hospital buildings in accordance with plans drawn by Mr. A. T. 
Taylor, architect, and laid before the Governors at the Quarterly 
Meeting, held in February last. The City having assumed the 
responsibility of caring for patients suffering from infectious diseases 
which require isolation, the Hospital is now permanently relieved of 
this charge. Thanks to the generosity of many friends of the 
Hospital, the money required to defray the expenses of the proposed 
alterations has already been almost entirely subscribed and the 
work has been in progress since the first of April. It is hoped that 
within the year the alterations will be completed, and the entire 
hospital brought up to the standard of modern requirements.

Dr. W. F. Hamilton, after having served the Hospital most 
acceptably for two and a half years as Medical Superintendent, has 
resigned the position in order to commence private practice. He 
leaves the Hospital with the best wishes of the Governors and is 
succeeded by Dr. S. R. Mackenzie, who 1ms rendered good service 
during the past year as one of the resident medical officers.

Of the resident medical officers elected last year, one gentleman, 
Dr. A. I). McArthur, broke down in health after two months’ 
service, during which he earned a reputation for enthusiasm and 
devotion to work. It is feared that he is permanently invalided. 
His place was filled by the appointment of Dr. W. H. Jamieson, 
who, with the other resident medical officers, Drs. J. A. Henderson, 
S. R. Mackenzie, J. W. Lawrence and J. L. Walker, served faithfully 
throughout the year.

These positions, together with that of the anæsthetist, ably filled 
during the past year by Dr. E. W. Aylen, and those of the non­
resident clinical assistants, Drs.

Under the able management of Miss Livingston, Lady Super­
intendent ol t. e Hospital, the Training School for nurses has 
continued in satisfactory operation. During the year 210 applications 
have been received and 42 applicants have been accepted on 
probation, of whom 36 have continued as pupils ; 20 nurses have 
graduated during the year, bringing the total number of graduates 
from this school up to 64.
