They Favor Togo.

New York, April 13.—A St. Peters-
burg despatch to the Times says:—
‘““The majority of people here dis-
play scant anxiety for news of Ad-
miral Rojestvensky. It is deplor-
able, but it is true that many Rus-
sians would not welcome a defeat
of Admiral Togo, as that would im-
ply the defeat of their hope of re-
form.”’

Beef For Jépan.

San Francisco, April 18.—Fear of
Russian interference with contraband
laden steamers bound  for Japanese
ports is again beginning to aflect
shippers ang shipment. The steam-
ship Dorica which sails today for
Japan, has received orders to go
direct to Midway, and there await
instructions, Her cargo includes a
large shipment of mess beef for Ja-
pan, about 300 tons of leather and
some machinery.

Russian Army Reinforced.

Paris, April 18.—Captain Rode
telegraphs to the Matin, that he has
been the guest ol General Kaulbars,
commander of the second Manchurian
army at the Russian front. His
observations showed that the Rus-
sian army had been reinforced, and
is prepared to renew the battle. The
troops manoeuvre daily in battle
formation. The - Japanese cavalry
advance guard, the despatch adds, is
barely ten miles away, and frequently
cavalry skirmishes take place. The
prisoners captured have sabre cuts
on their heads, showing hand to
‘hand skirmishing. ;

Russians are Aggfasive.

St. Petersburg, April 13.—A de-
spatch from Gunshu Pass, dated yes-
terday, says the Russian advance de-
tachment on the. Manchurian road
pushed forward April 11, end bom-
barded Machantzy at midday. The
Japanese infantry and cavalry hur-
riedly vacated the place.

Coal For Russia.

Paris, April 18.—Herr Bekel, who
is charged with the duty of gathering
together supplies of coal for the
Russian second Pacific squadron, has,
according to a statement made to
the St. Petersburg cerrespondent of
the Matin, 70,000 tons at Saigon
and 50,000 tons at Shanghai, which
he expects the Russian squadron to
take on board.

A Ray of Freedom.

St. Petersburg, April 13.—The spec-
ial commigtee of the Academy of
Sclences which has been considering
the subject, has pronounced in favor
of the abrogation of the restrictions
placed upon the use of the Little Rus-
sian language in schools, hooks and
the press.

The Little Russians are the inhab-
itants of the southwestern and south-
ern parts of Rusisia, as distinguish-
able from the inhabitants of Great
Russia. ;

The Parliament Scheme.

St. Petersburg, April 13.—The re-
port that former minister of the in-
terior, Prince Sviatopoik-Mirsky,will
return to public life, as president of
the rescript committee, although not
officially confirmed, creates much sat-
isfaction, as his sympathy with the
principle of popular representation
is well known.

Numberless stories are being print-
ed abroad, giving details of the
character, composition, and date of
convocation of the coming parlia-
ment. The Associated Press can
state that they are premature.
Countless plans have been submit-
ted, the/favorite one being a parlia-
ment composed from two sources, an
upper house of 120 members, half of
them to be nominated by the Em-
peror, and half to be elected by the
nobility, and a lower house of 625
members, elected by various classes,
in all parts of Russia, including the
non-Russian provinces. But the com-
mission has not decided even in
principle, the nature of the composi-
tion of the parliamentary body. It
is the delay which has destroyed
popular confidence in the sincerity of
the government, and which led the
attorneys’ congress to undertake an
active propoganda in behalf of con-
stitutionalism. The press won a
very considerable victory in the de-
cision of the press commission, to
remove the censorship from foreign
press telegrams.

The regulations, however, will not
go into effect until the revision of
the press laws is complete.

VERDICT FOR
THE OPEN SHOP.
Ontario Labor Unions Fined
For Boycotting the Gurney
Co.

St. Catherines, Ont,, April 18.—Spec-
1al.)—The jury awarded a verdict of $1,-
500 against six unions of this city, in
the suit begun by the Gurney Foundry
Co., of Toronto, on account of the un-
ions having put Gurney goods on the un-
fair list. .

The Gurney Co., asked for damages of
five thousand dollars against each mem-
ber of the six unions, ten thousand dol-
lars from the unions collectively, and an
injunction to restrain them from further
boycotting the firm’s goods. The origin
of the suit is that in 1902 the Gurney
Company decided to run an open shop,

and the unions began to wage warfare
against the business of the company
throughout the pgpvince.

The bill provides for a branch from
Toronto to Ottawa, a distance of
229 miles, also for a line {rom
French river, through Ottawa, to
Montreal, a distance of 267 miles,
and from Sudbury to Port Arthur,
{a distance of 555 miles, to connect
E with  the Canadian Northern.

The bill also' provides for the com-
pany éntering into agreements with
the Quebec, New Brunswick & Nova
8cotia Railway Company, and in
this way Mesars.

ied a record in point of games pitch-
ed and won, but old-timers who re-
member Charley Radbourn still in-
| sist that the star twirler of the Pro-
| vidence Grays, who won the cham-
| pionship of the National league 20
| years ago, was the greatest box man
| that ever faced the home plate. Rad-
{bourn was a man of iron nerve, in-
|domitable pluck and great courage.
| He was also a close student of base-
ball and a scientific player. He was
not a marvel in point of strength,
but he had a head filled with gray
matter which he never failed to use.

The Providence team, which was a
crack combination in those days, was
made up of such players as Joe
Start, Jack Farrel, John Montgom-
ery Ward, Gross, Nava, Cliff Carroll
Jerry Denny, Paul Hines, Paul Rad-
ford and Charley Sweeney. In
Sweeney and Radbourn the Provid-
ence team had the best pitchers in
the league, but they were different in
habits and temperment, for Sweeney
was a bull-hegded chap, fond of
swilt-going companians, while Rad-
bourn was just the opposite. The
Providence team was coming down
the homestretch in the race for the
pennant, and had 21 games to play,
It was & close fight with Boston and
the Chicagos were also closing with
a great spurt, yet, with Sweeney and
Radbourn alternating in the box,the
Providence team looked to have the
best chance.

With 21 games last to play, there-
fore, Sweeney came to the grounds
one day in no condition to pitch.But
he insisted upon going into the box,
and nobady had the nerve to refuse
him.
