Ottawa, July 4—The Civil Service
Superannuation bill, which passed com-
mittee stage in the House yesterday,
will apply to all permanent employes
in receipt of $600 or over, and also to

SIXTY-FIRST VOTE

{Number of Ballots Taken

So Far Already Four
Above Record.

PROGRESSIVES MEET

Lafollette’s Candidacy Like-

Tired
out with their protracted efforts
to reach a solution, the dele-
gates were granted a respite af-
ter the 61st ballot, planning to
resume their task at 1 p. m.

" The deadlock was attributed
by Rockwell to the failure of
favorite sons to withdraw and
leave the race to the leaders.
Senator Glass was the only
member of this group to release
his delegates yesterday, but the
Virginians could not make up
their minds to take his advice to
go to McAdoo and decided to
stick to him a while longer.

Delegates Take Respite.

This morning the convention wds
given a respite from balloting until
1 p.m. while party pilots sought a
way out of the wilderness in which 61
futile attempts to select a president
nominee had left them.

Various plans to end the record
ballot deadlock between William G.
McAdoo and Alfred E. Smith were
under consideration but most of them
met with vigorous objection.

At the end of the 61st ballot early
today McAdoo had 469.5 votes as com-
pared with 50384 on the last ballot
Wednesday night, Alfred E. Smith had
335.5 as compared with 318.6; John W.
Davis had dropped from 67 to 60, and
Senator Ralston, after advancing from
80 to 97 on the 55th, 56th and 57th
ballots, was back to 37'%. James M.
Cox of Ohio retained 54 votes, Senator
Underwood of Alabama had 42, Sen-
ator Glass of Virginia 25, Senator
Robinson of Arkansis 23, Senator
Owen of Oklahoma 24, Governor Rit-
chie of Maryland 16%, former Sen-
ator Saulsbury of Deleware 6, and
Governor Bryan of Nebraska 2

Solutions Suggested.

Suggestions that both of the lead-
ing contenders withdraw to open the
way for a compromise nominee were
described as “absurd” by David Ladd,
Rckwell, the McAdoo manager, and
as “impossible” by Franklin Roosevett,
in charge of the Smith forces.

BRITISH DECISION
MAY HELP LUMBER
TRADE OF CANADA

Erection of Wooden Houses
Likely to Follow Short-

age of Bricklayers, ~

BRICK PRICE HIGH

Minister of Health Says the
Govt. is Prepared to Re-
ceive Suggesticns.

(Star Special Cable by Windermere,
Cépyright.)

London, July 4—The British Gov-
ernment announces a change of policy
which may benefit the Canadian ex-
trade. The shortage of
bricklayers and other house building
workers and the high price of bricks
under trade union restrictions are hold-
ing up the Government’s great housing
scheme. This embarasses the ministers
especially in view of the approaching
clection. Wheagley, Minister of Health,
announced in the Commons that the
Government was now “prepared to
considér proposals made to me by the
local authorities for the erection of
wooden houses.”

Hitherto the department has discour-
aged various Canadian progposals, es-
pecially British Columbian, although
cheaper and better houses could have
been provided in wood than in brick.
Wheatby now adds that he has become
aware of the fact that wooden houses
may be constructed in such a manner
with such quality timber as will re-
sult in great durability. The Canadian
Chamber of Commerce in London is
interviewing Wheatby to submit defin-
ite Canadlan ‘suggestions. Wooden
houses built for Hanoverian troops dur-
ing the Napoleonic wars are still in
use.

Indepen-
dence in politics rather than a “third
party” movement was emphasized as

Senator Lafollette was hailed as “the
tribune of the American people, their
greatest spok&sman and their raost
loyal defender.”

The recent Republican national con-
vention was referred to as “a lifeless
gathering of political puppets;” the
Democratic convention as “a disorderly
mob meeting, which responded to boss
control quite obediently in its voting”;
and' the Communists as “tools of re-
action who are constantly striving to
destroy the American labor movement
and create chaos in the ranks of the
Progressives.”

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R GOULD PLANS |
ANOTHER RAILWAY

Would Link Presque Isle
With C. P. R. on Que-
bec Border

“If the project becomes a reality it
will make Maine and Quebec more
neighborly,” commented Hon. A. R.
Gould, president of the Aroostook Val-
ley Railroad, at the termination of a
convention in Montreal during which
he had outlined a proposal for the con-
struction of 112 miles of new line

through Aroostook county, Maine, to
connect Presque Isle with Frontier
Lake on the Quebec border.

Senator Gould was in Montreal yes-
terday, says Wednesday’s Gazette, hav-
ing come here for the purpose of meet-
ing officlals of the Canadian Pacific
Railway. Afterwards at the Windsor
‘Hotel he explained the proposals which
had been discussed and which are now
under consideration. The line, if built,
would give a connection between two
termina points of the Canadian Pacific
an dwould offer to that road a second
line across the State of Maine, bring-

the cities of Montreal and Quebec
clgiser to the heart of a rich country,
and affording a more direct route be-
tween Quebec and St. John.

The Project.

“The project was under discussion
in 1012,” said Senator Gould. “But
the outbreak of the war put an end to
any proposals for new railway con-
struction. Afterwards costs of labor
end material precluded action, but the
time nmow appears to be propitious for
the development planned. There is
now a Section to Washburn in opera-
tion. This is an electric road, and the
proposal is to operate electricaily
throughout. There is ample water for
the development of electric power. Fur-
ther, it is planned to furnish electric
power for such saw mills as may be
erected and obviate the use of steam
power and reduce the fire danger. The
proposed line would run through a
heavily wooded country and open up a
million acres of timber. There is
ample pulpwood, with hardwood on
the ridges. By taking out the hard-
wood and handling the softer woods
\on a proper plan, it has been estimated
that there will be more room for the
smaller stuff to grow and.that there
will be more wood in that section a
hundred years hence than there is now.
This is to be a forestry plan, developed
along scientific- lines. From another
point of view, the line would give con-
venient access to a wonderful fish and
game country.”

There is, it appears, a considerable
movement of freight in both directions,
and Senator Gould said that the pro-
posed new line would effect a consid-
erable reduction in distances and give
business to Canadian railroad connec-
tions. e of this would be due to
the e of Michigan furniture manu-
f2 rers to get into the forest section
tdr certain hardwood suseful in their
trade and which they are now com-
pelled ‘to. séek farther afield.

In conclusion, Senator Gould said
that the proposed line would bring a
rich country within easier reach of
Montreal.

SAYS GUNMAN'S

Bangor Official Talks of the
Man Arrested by Biddis-
combe Here.

Police Inspector Frank J. Golden,
who returned to Bangor on Sunday
from St. John, N. B., making the trip
in John H. Lyon’s Packard touring car
which was recently stolen’and was re-
covered in St. John, calls Dan O’Brien,
arrested here by Detective Biddiscombe

John Davis. Golden said Davis made a
trip to Bangor in a Ford sedan which
he took from John E. Black’s garage
in Woodland. The abandoned Ford
was found by the police in the yard
of the Sidney Robinson farm on the
Odlin road.

According to the inspector’s story
Davis is one of four men who recently
made a series of breaks between Port-
land and St. Stephen, N. B,, including
a break at Columbia Falls, where large
quantities of clothing, tobacco and
other goods were stolen.

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THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK

The Royal Bank of Canada, in its
July circular, says that certain fav-

orable developments in general busi-
pess took place during June, although
on the whole trade was comparatively
quiet. One of the favorable indica-
tions is the advance in wheat, which
amounted to seventeen per cent. since
the middle of April. Another favor-
able factor, so far as Canada is con-
cerned, is the indication that the
world’s wheat crop will be smaller
than that of last year, a reduction of
93,000,000 bushels being predicted for
the United States. Under such condi-
tions, if the Canadian wheat crop turns
ous as is now confidently anticipated,
the gain to Canada would be very
Jarge. A large crop and a large mar-
ket at favorable prices would bring
renewed prosperity to the West, and
would be reflected in much greater
general business activity in the East.
The bank circular devotes a good deal
of space to the Dawes Report, the
chances for the acceptance of which,
it says, have been improved by recent
political changes in France. It says
the Dawes plan ‘is the first one in
which common sense and practical
business principles have been the de-
ciding factor in determining the main
provisions.” A very favorable review
of the plan from the financial stand-
point is given. It lis pointed out, how-
ever, as has been pointed out over and
over again by British statesmen and
financiers, that the payment of repar-
ations by Germany depends upon the
selling of her goods all over the world.

/. Many countries are afraid of the com-

petition of cheap German goods; but,
in the opinion of this Canadian financ-
fal authority, “apart from theé reverses
which may be suffered by industries
manufacturing goods in which Germ-

. any was pre-eminent before the war,
_the general effects of her return  to

active commercial life will not be

‘bad.” It is pointed out that Germ-
any's increased sale of her own goods

* will be accompanied by

increased
purchases of food stuffs and raw ma-
terials, and in the latter connection
Canada would undoubtedly be one of
the countries which would reap some

¢ benefit.

ENCOURAGING THE TOURIST .

The value of the tourist business has
been recognized by the Union of Mun-
icipalities of the Province of Quebec.
Last year the Union took the initial
steps in the formation of a Tourist
Association, and this year a resolution
has been adopted urging all the people
to organize to welcome tourists and
provide them with the best possible
accommodation. The Union urges that
every Municipal Council adopt the best
means possible to encourage in every
way the tourist business throughout
the province. Special reference was
made by several speakers to the in-
crease in business and the distribution
of money that result from tourist traf-
fic.

While a new interest has been
aroused in this matter in New Bruns-
wick during the past year, we are far
short of doing what ought to be done
to attract tourists and provide for their
accommodation. The number of hotels
is being increased in the northern part
of the province, but no definite plan has
been adopted to provide accommoda-
tion in many places which tourists
would find delightful if at the same
time they could be comfortable. This
is a matter in which every Municipal
Councll in New Brunswick should be
interested. The movement of tourists
this year is on a larger scale than ever
and will continue to grow. Motor
cars from many States were to be seen
on our roads this summer much earlier
than usual, and it will be entirely the
fault of our people if the influx of vis-
itors, who spend money freely where
they can get the desired accommoda-
tion, does not continue to grow from
year to year. Our roads are in good
condition and are steadily being im-
proved. What is most needed is or-
ganized effort to attract visitors and
to see that the accommodatjon provid-
ed for them is such as to make them
desire to come again, and to tell their
friends of the charms of a visit to New
Brunswick.

THE GROWTH OF WINNIPEG

On June 18, 1874, Winnipeg was in-
corporated as a city. Its population
was about three thousand. Four years
before, 215 souls comprised the whole
population of the village of Fort Garry.
In 1902 the population of Winnipeg
was about 50,000 and today, including
the suburbs, it is close to a quarter of
a million, making the third city in
Canada in point of population. The
Winnipeg Tribune, in a review of the
half century since incorporation,
quotes some remarks made by Lord
Dufferin in 1877. The Governor-Gen-
eral expressed the hope that there
would soon be a railway to carry the
surplus grain of Manitoba to market,
grain that, he said, was imprisoned in
the s‘orehouses for want of a means
of transport. Within two years a rail-
wny was constructed to the American
boundary, xiving connection wiih St.

Paul, Minn.; and in 1881 the Canadian
Facific began active operation. The
rapid growth of Winnipeg was assured
by its position. It was on the edge of
the great prairie country as yet unde-
veloped, and the growth of the latter
iiaGe it a centre of ever-growing traf
ficc In the early days all mall, pas-
senger and freight traffic to and from
Western Canada was routed by way of
Winnipeg. It became a great railway
cenlre, and the most important grain
c¢entre on the continent. It is today,
from the financial and commercial
standpoint, the centre of the Middle
West. Other cities are now challeng-
ing its supremacy because they are in
the heart of the grain country, and be-
cause there is now a large and growing
movement of grain to the Pacific Coast
instead of through Winnipeg for ship-
rient to the world’s markets. Nothing,
however, can prevent Winnipeg from
becoming a larger and larger city. It
has a great hydro-electric system pro-
viding cheap power, and, indeed, The
Tribune declares it has the cheapest
electric power on the continent, along
with a water supply adequate for the
needs of a million people. The city
has had its boom periods, sometimes
followed by periods of extreme dull-
ness and loss to enthusiastic real
estate investors; but after each dull
period it recovered and again forged
ahead because its people never los:
confidence in the future. In this there
may be a lesson for cities much older,
whose location is an assurance of their
future greatness if the people will but
have and give expression to an abid:
ing confidence in their destiny. Other
Canadian cities congratulate Winnipeg
on its splendid record of half a cen-
tury, and rejoice with its people that
its future is so bright. Standing at the
door of the granary of the Empire, it
must enjoy continued growth and great
prosperity. FEastern cities do not envy
the western metropolis. Many east-
ern men and women have gone there
and achieved success in life. It is a
magnet which will continue to attract
the ambitious, who will there find op-
portunity to share in a great develop-
ment, and to achieve individual suc-
cess.

Up to last night the Democratic Na-
tional Convention had been unable to
agree upon a candidate for the Presi-
dency of the United States. The
partisans of McAdoo and Smith have
refused to give way, and no dark horse
has been able to emerge with any pros-
pect of winning the race. It has even
been suggested tha#t the convention
adjourn to some other city, although
it is not easy to see why such a move
would have any effect upon the views
of the delegates. Perhaps before to-
norrow some means of breaking the
deadlock will have been discovered. In
the meantime a national conference is
being held in Cleveland in the inter-
ects of the Progressive forces of the
United States, and it is suggested that
Stnator LaFollette may consent to ac-
cept a nomination for the Presidency
in opposition to both the Republican
and Democratic candidates.

The Standing Committee on National
Railways, in its report to the House
of Commons at Ottawa, strongly urges
the Government to look into the pos-
sibilities of improving the steamer ser-
vice between Canada and the West In-
dies. It expresses the view.that both
freight and passenger business could be
greatly increased if modern vessels with
cool air and cold storage facilities and
greater speed were provided. The
Government has already given assur-
ance that the possibilities of increased
business with the West Indies will be
{ooked into during the recess, and it
may be hoped a decision will be ar-
rived at which will result, in winter
at least, to the advantage of Maritime
Province ports.

A Maritime Province delegation has
been urging the Government to re-
duce the freight on coal from Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick to ‘the
Central Provinces, to encourage the
production of coke, and so lessen the
quantity of fuel to be imported from
the United States. It is intimated that
a similar proposition has been or will
be made in behalf of Alberta coal. The
appeal ought to be favorably consid-
ered, because greater prosperity in the
coal industry has a very beneficial
effect upon other lines of business, and
Canada should not be at the mercy of
the United States for any portion of
her coal supply.

A CHANGING ORDER IN
s POLITICS

(Boston Transcript.)

The old-time political oratory no
longer rings true. Such examples of
it as have been given at the national
conventions this year failled to arouse
the expected response, notwithstanding
the noise that they provoked. It was
so in Cleveland; it was so in New
York. Claiming all the political virtues |
for the one party and attributing all
the political sins and evils to the otheg
does not impress either the audiences
in whose presence the speeches are
made or the wider audiences who
“listen in” and read the newspaper
reports. ‘Take the speech of Senator
Harrison of Mississippi, for example.
Leading Democratic newspapers -ex-
pressed disapproval of that type of
campaign effort. Even the more mod-
etate remarks of Senator Walsh were
described as the address of a prose-
cuting attorney.- Criticism of the Mon-
dell speech at Cleveland may be made
on somewhat the same lines.

There is, fortunately, a tendency to
laugh at the claim-everything brand of
oratory. Ridicule is a mighty weapon
against it. To laugh it into the dis-
card is easier than to get it there by
mere denunciation. The spell-binder
who can stand verbal assault as long
as it is serious in form has no stomach
for facing velleys of ridicule. The old-
time speech is doomed. It is destined
to take its place in the future with
those toasts that, in the days of the
grandfathers, were offered at political
dinners, and which are now regarded
as among the diverting curiosities of
political literature.

Tactics change in political cam-
paigning. On the whole they change
for the better. There are fewer torch-
light parades than there once were.
Time 'will come when there will be
fewer of such demonstrations in politi-
cal gatherings as those which have
turned the Democratic gathering this
week inté something resembling a riot.
It might be said that the time will
come when they will disappear alto-
gether. Appeal to sentiment there
will always be, but it will not be the
appeal represented by sheer hubbub.
In all these things there may be evi-
dence that the general level of intelli-
gence and the general understanding
of the real issues involved in a politi-
cal campaign are rising. But the
change is not yet effected. There will
be many another blah-blah speech and
many another riotous demonstration
before the old order comes completely
to an end.

THE CHURCH OF THE ELEGY.

(Boston Herald.)

Gray’s “Elegy in a Country Church-
yard” is one of the best known poems
in the language. The church and the
yard commonly associated with the

‘musings of the poet now are in danger

of being so encroached upon by the
city of London as to lose almost en-
tirely the aspect of rural quiet de-
scribed in the poem, and the church
building has become so unsafe that
structural alterations already are un-
der way which it is hoped will change
only for a time the outward aspect of
the edifice.

The suburbs of the great city are
fast, reaching out towards Stoke Poges.
A peal estate sign anfounces that
building lots are for sale in the mead-
ows which since Gray’s time, almost
two centuries ago, have kept the qulet
and beautiful characteristics of the
scenery of the Thames valley. Gray
knew and loved the landscape, typically
English, and reaching awayP:(’) ‘Windsor
and Eton. Exertions are now making
to save these acres of meadow land
and thus retain the setting of the
church and its burial yard as they were
in the time of the poet.

The “ivy-mantled tower” of the
poem is under sentence of removal. A
temporary wooden canopy is to be put
over the square base and a wooden
scaffolding now surrounds the spire.

nder the tower the Penn family had
a large square pew, but that now is to
be abolished, and other changes are
necessary owing to the decay wrought
by time.

Whether Gray actually wrote his
“Elegy” here is a matter of debate.
He may have contemplated more than
one of the country churchyards then
aboundihg in England. But he lived
at Stoke. It must have been the place
of his meditations. There he was
buried., A century ago a handsome
cenotaph was erected on the meadow
lands in his memory and made large
enough to be seen for a considerable
distance.

The plight of the historic place must
int_erest all lovers of literature. If a
thing of beauty is a joy forever it is
true, too, that a great poem is a uni-
versal treagure. The place also has as-
sociations of interest to Americans for
another cause. The family of the
Penns lived in the vicinjty. The foun-
der of Pennsylvania was buried in the
neighborhood. His son bought the
manor of Stoke in 1760. The Penns
built a large manor house, which now
is eald to be the quarters of a got
club, and they made a “curious private
entrance into the church from the old
house.” England is making public
cause for the raising of the money to
preserve the spot from ruin by these
enemies, time and suburbia. “Far from
the madding crowd” it was when
twilight féll on that summer evening
of the poet’s reverie, and the “mad-
ding” never should be permitted to
intrude upon a solitude held in rever-
ence round the globe. ;

TWO GREAT LAKES ON BAFFIN
ISLAND.

That the southern part of Baffin
Island contains two lakes commarable
in size with Lake Ontario, and that
the island, which is almost a thousand
miles long from north to south, is
nearly five times as large as Cuba, are
some of the striking facts brought out
in a report by F. D. Henderson, D.
L. S.. of the topographical survey of
Canada.

Mr. Henderson, in the  capacity of
surveyor and topographer, accompanied
the 1923 Arctic expedition of the
Northwest Territories branch, depart-
ment of the interior of Canada, under
J. D. Cralg, D. L. S. His duty was
to survey lots for posts for the Hud-
son’s Bay Company, the Royal Cana-
dian Mounted Police, and other pri-
vate interasts at the points at which
the Canadian government steamer Arc-
tic called, and to take magnet observa-
tions and make topographical surveys
wherever possible. Work at Craig Har-

Ottawa, July 3—The ways of Par-
liament are many and devious. Taday
it passed the superannuation bill, Qver
which it was anticipated there wauld
be some difficulty, but the Comni‘us
made no difficulty about it. It affects
about 50,000 civil servants all over
Canada, and provides that on the re-
tirement of a civil servant, after a
stated period of service, he can draw
a pension of seven-tenths of the awgr-
age salary received in the five years
preceding his retirement.

Ottawa, July 8—There was signed
at Laurier House tonight the first|
treaty ever signed in_Canada,'a” com-
mercial treaty between Canada and
Belgium, in which each nation grants
to the other most favored treatment on
their whole tariff schedules.

Following the Winnipeg strike
of 1919 rigid changes were made in, the
Immigration Act in regard to the ad-
mission of persons seeking to over-
throw constituted authority by force.

The bill passed the committee stage
after prolonged discussion and stands
for third reading. :

C. G. M. M. Deficit,

Ottawa, July 3—An unanimous
recommendation that the House of
Commons should pass the vote of
$900,000 contained in the estimates
to make up deficit in operations of
the Canadian Government Merchant
Marine for the fiscal year ending
March 1925, is contained in the re-
port of the House standing commit-
tee on national railways. The re-
port draws attention to the fact that
the amount requested is $600,000/1less
than the vote of last year. The com-
mittee urges the Government to give
serious consideration to the possibil-
ity of developing the chilled ‘beef
trade between Canada and Great
Britain. It is pointed out that the
ships in this trade between the Ar-
gentine and Great Britain have re-
frigeration capacity of from 15 to 30
times greater than the four ships of
the Canadian Government Merchant
Marine operating from Canada with
refrigerating plants on hoard.

Regarding the West Indies trade,
the report says:

“1t is felt that passenger and
freight business between Canada
and the West Indies could be greatly
increased with resulting profit it

SHIPPED FROM HERE

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GIVES UP NE
YORK BUSINESS

Lord Mayor of Bath, Eng-
land Sells Bindery He
Built Up.

With the announcement yesterday of
the sale of the Chivers Bookbinding
Company at 911 Atlantic avenue,
Brooklyn, there is revealed an unusual
story of international business, says the
New York Times. The mian who built
up the concern-in Brooklyn from small
beginnings was Cedric Chivers, now
Lord Mayor of the historic town of
Bath in, England. He has crossed the
Atlantic more than one hundred times
to keep in touch with his interests. He
is now giving up his business in New
York in order to contest a seat in the
British Parliament.

Karl F. Schaefer of the B. J. Schaefer
Company of 69 Park Place, New York,
announced that he and Frank M. Bar-
nard of the F. J. Barnard Company
of Boston had acquired the Chivers
plant, founded by Chivers in Brooklyn
in 1907. It is one of the largest binders
of classical books and libraries in this
country and the merger of the three
concerns will cgnstitute the largest.

Mr. Barnard, who is Secretary of
the Employing Bookbinders’ Assccia-
tion and Chairman of the Educational
Vocational Committee of that organi-
zation, will be president of the con-
solidated companies, and Mr. Schacfer.
w.il‘. be treasurer. The Barnard firm, it
is" said in the announcement, bound
the original edition of “Uncle Tom’s
Cabin” and also the first edition of
Watts’ “Hymn Book.”

Member of Hamilton Club.

Cedric Chivers has been known to
the prominent business men in the
Hamilton Club of Brooklyn fog years.
He was regarded by the club members
as retiring and conservative. They
knew of his interests in England and
that he divided his time between the
two countries, but were astonished late
in 1922 to learn that he had become
Lord Mayor of Bath. They heard that
he had espoused government aid for
unemployed and all the policies of
Lloyd George, and was elected by a
large majority in spite of the general
defeat of his party. At the time a
member of the Hamilton Club ‘said:

“Mr. Chivers was always the cour-
teous English gentleman. His appear-
ance and manner were conservative. He
did not appear radical the few times
he discussed English politics in the
club, but he contended steadfastly that
the United States had played Europe
unfairly in not joining the League of
Nations and he strongly supported
every manifestation of the League.
What his ideas about labor were he
never expressed, but I remember his
telling me he never had a bit of trou-
ble with the employes in the book
bindery.” i

Chivers’ methods as “American.” He
has staged mass meetings and parades
and made strong personal appeals. He
has denounced “the plutocrats of Eng-
glish industry,” “the profiteers,” “the
muritions interests” and “the war
lords,” and has termed the wave of
‘opposition to the League of Nations as
“lunacy.”

It is said that the success of his
business in Brooklyn, together with
wise investment of the proceeds that
made him wealthy, was the foundation
of his subsequent business ventures in
England, where he opened large book-
binding establishments in London and
Bath. e s ;

ATE FOR BOUT
WILL BE CHANGED

Boxing Commission Orders
Switch to Avoid Conflicts
With Other Clubs.

A change in the date of the ‘pro-
posed Gene Tunney-Georges Carpen-
tier light-heavyweight battle, scheduled

The only difficulty involved with the
selection of July 24, Chairman Brower
said, was Johnston’s argument that this

Pierre Wertheimer’s great horse|
comes to this country to meet the
best of our turf in a series of three
match races.

With increased facilities for trans-
porting four-footed champions, there
is no reason why horse racing should
become as international as tennis or
golf, on a more limited scale.

| Signs Say Twenty and New
Law Will Not Change.
Them.

Albany, N. Y., July 4—Motorists
who drive less than 30 miles an hour
in the village of Colonie will not be
molested, Justice of the Peace Harry
N. Hall of that village has declared.
In making this announcement, he added
that’although the signs along the road
inform drivers that the limit is 20
miles an hour, no driver who kept
within 80 miles would be arrested.
“Since I have been judge we have never
arrested any one here who has been
going under 30 miles,” he declared,
“unless the driver was drunk or driving
recklessly.”

Justice Hall said that the recent
change in the State motor vehicle law
had nothing to do with the decision of

catching the one who had “stepped” on

the gas.

Justice Hall said that the village
would continue to maintain the motor-
cycle policemen. The new law permits
the village to retain $1 for each in-
habitant of the village, but after that
limit has been reached all of the fines
must be turned into the State treasury.
The new law also makes it a violation
for a village to maintain motoreycle
policemen whose sole compensation is
derived from fines or depends upon-the
number of arrests he makes.

Justice Hall said the village would
pay the salaries of the motorcycle men
hereafter. Under the village ordinance
Justice Hall can only impose a $10 fine
[for speeding, but the new State law
. graduates the fine according to the
offense from $1 up to several hundred
! dollars.
