He was released
on bail and still is awaiting trial.

“General” Mellows, who gained his
title as one of the leaders of the Easter
rebellion in 1916, escaped to the United
States and was followed by Dr. McCar-
ton, who was known to his Sion Fein
asociates as “the first ambassador to the
United States of the Irish Republic.” At
the time of the arrest of the two Sinn
Feiners, it was- declared by the -secret
service agents that they had conspired
with a German. agent, who also was
smken into custody.

The establishment of labor bureaus
in New Brunswick now is under con-
sideration and will be discussed by Pre-
mier Foster with a representative of the
labor department of the federal govern-
"ment who will be in the city in a few
days.

SIXTEEN OF 33 DEATHS
DUE TO PNEUMONIA
W INFLUENZA

Thirty-nine ‘deaths were reported to
the board of health during the week. Of
this number sixteen were due to pneu-

monia following influenza. Dr, Brown,
district health officer, expressed himself
as surprised at the number of deaths
charged to influenza. He is of the opin-
ion that if there is not a subsiding of
the disease in the near future the ban
will have to be placed on public gath-
erings in St. John. The list of deaths
was as follows: Mitral disease of heart,
four; cercbral hemorrhage, one; pneu-
momia and influenza$” sixteen; endocar-

PROHIBITION AND
 TRADE COMPAGTS

Anti-Saloon League of America
Says That United States Has
Agreements With Other Na-
tions That Must Be Modified

Columbus, Ohio, Jan. 4—Careful
guarding of trade agreements between
the United States and other countries
will ' be - necessary if nation-wide pro-
hibition is to be effective in the United
‘States and to be accomplished without
national embarrassment, believe leaders
of the Anti-Saloon Leagne of America,
that has headquarters at Westerville,
Ohio.

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Where Women Can
Now I@_Ballut

Glance at the Progress of Suffrage
in the United States—Hopes for
the New Year Lie in Action by
the Senate

New York, Jan. 4—What is known
among the workers for woman suffrage
in the United States as the “Victory
Map of 1918” shows fifteen white states
—fifteen states whose women enjoy full
rights to exercise the franchise. And,
although it does not appear on this par-
ticular map, the women of the territory
of Alaska also possess full suffrage.
These states, in the order in which they
have recogmized their women as co-citi-
zens with their men, are: Wyoming, Col-
orado, Utah and Idaho, Washington,
California, Kansas, Arizona and Ore-
gan, the territory of Alaska, Montana
end Nevada, New York, Michigan,South
Dakota and Oklahoma, the last three
baving joined the ranks at the November
elections of 1918.

Texas, the largest of the southern
states, has granted its women primary
suffrage, and its neighbor, Arkansas, has
done the same. Both of these states,
however, are known as one-party states,
and-it is said that a vote at the primary
election is the equivalent, even though
not the equal, of a vote at the general
election. Four more states—Ilinois,
North Dakota, Nebraska and Rhode Isl-
and—have passed laws bestowing upon
their women the right to cast votes for
the president of the United States, and
of these four all but Rhode Island have
also granted municipal suffrage to their
women. Vermont women have won the
right of complete municipal suffrage,
but not presidential.

The black :states with white dots scat-
tered over them are those in which wo-
men may have a voice in matters of
school management and in questions of
bonds and taxes. The twelve all black
states, however—Maine, - Pennsylvania,
Maryland, Virginia, West Virginia,
North and South Carolina, ' ‘Tennessee,
Georgia, Alabama, Indiana and Missouri
—are those in which, as yet, women are
not recognized as people.

As this “Victory Map”® stands today,
it indicates that in the nineteen states.
and one territory where women have
éither full, primary or presidential suf-
frage, they have a vote in 213 out of
the 531 electoral votes. In all, 11,016,964
women have the right to a . voice in
electing the president of the United
States, while 11,145,292 may vote on
municipal questions. Statisticians have
estimated that, excluding Alaska, sixty-
four per cent of the total territory of
continenta] United States is suffrage ter-
ritory; including Alaska, the percentage
is spixty-nine. It is also estimated that
of the total number of women of voting
age in the country, more than one-fourth
live in states where women have full
suffrage and two-fifths in/states where
they have the right of a voice in thé
election of the president of the United
States.

Suffragists have differed somewhat as
to the ;best methods of procedure, but
have striven to achieve their ends both
by state campaigns and by attempts to

Now is the time and the peace table
is the place to provide for such even-
tualities, dry leafers believe. It does not
matter, they say, whether the subject
under consideration is liquor or some
other product. The peace conference
should adopt rules covering the case of
a government which decides that it will
not permit the manufacture and sale of
any article of commerce, and to ‘guard
against violation of the law by forbid-
ding exportation of that. article to the
nation that does not want it.

ment to enfranchise the women of the
nation,. known as the “Susan B. An-
thony Amendment,” has been presenteds
to congress; meanwhile, state campaigns
have been carried on unflaggingly until
now the National American Woman
Suffrage Association, to whose president
Miss Anthony gave that message, feels
that the time has come “beyond perad-
venture of a doubt” to give up the cost-
ly state campaigns and bend all of their
efforts toward obtaining favorable fed-
eral action. :
. The house of representatives of the
United States has already gone on record
in favor of the enfranchisement of the
nation’s women. The senate at the last
session defeated such an amendment by
two votes. Now the short and last ses-
sion of congress has convened, Suffrage
forces have secured one of the two
necessary votes and the National Amer-
ican Woman Suffrage Association is
most optimistic concerning the second
one. Some suffragists are saying that
they feel confident that the amendment
will go -through with sixty-five votes,
that the Democrats will see to it, as they
will make it a party issue, being un-
willing for the Republicans to get the
gloty of it. :
Judging from the general sentiment
am suffragists, the amendment will
be reintroduced into the senate before
long. Every precaution to secure suffi-
cient votes to carry it will be taken,
however, as, should it again be put to

He is not, in the commeonly accepted |
sense, eloquent; he is not a “polished” |
orator, he does not play upon the emo-
tions or arouse the passions of men; he
s ‘pot & Calhoun, a Webster, or a
Blaine, any more than he is a Sheridan, |
& Burke or a Disraeli; he has not ‘the |
mellifluous voice of a Depew or a
Bryen, the hammer-and-tongs method |
of a Roosevelt, the charming manner
of a Taft; he does not count for effect,
upon giddy flights of rhetoric, nor upon
digressions into illustrative anecdote, as'
did one of the greatest of his predeces- |
sors; in short, it is the message that he |
has for the world, and not the mannert
of its delivery, that appeals alike to|
those. who hear and to those who read
his speeches,

And this message is the same today
as it was fifteen yeafs ago, when he was
talking to groups of educators rather|
than to groups of nations. If one will |
take the trouble to run over the ut-|
terances of Woodrow Wilson as the!
head of Princeton University, as gov-
ernor of the State of New Jersey, or as
president of the United States in the|
dnte-war period, one will perhaps be
amazed to find how consistent are his|
views'now with those to which he gave'
expression leng before the problems of |
today could have been anticipated by
the most farsighted individual. The
explanation of this, the reason for it, isI
that he has always looked beyond his
immedigite environment, beyond exist-
ing social, political, and economic bound-
aries, beyond the horizon of his period,
to the larger aspects of human relation-
ship and human interest.

‘Others ' were not able to hold him
down to established’ conventions at
Princeton. New Jersey politicians were
unable to discipline him to partisan re-
gulations. As governor of New Jersey, |
and as president of the United.

Not
the White House, the capitol; the Dis-
trict of Columbia, nor the United States |
of America could for him arrogate to
itself the right of control, in the name|
of democracy, or in any other ncme, over!

John B. Jones, as commissioner of
water and sewerage, assumed charge of
his new office this morning and devoted
the forenoon to a preliminary survey of
the business now under way, This after-
noon he is. accompanying the city -en-
gineer to East St. John to inspect the
water extension work.

Commissioner Jones said this merning
that it had been suggested to him that,
on account of the lateness of the sea-
son, it might be well to let this work
stand over until the spring. He did not
see that this was possible as the city
was under obligation to furnish water
to the county hospital, apart from ' the
other requirements in East St. Johyr and
the pipe line across the flats had proved
entirely inadequate for this service. He
is taking steps to familiarize himself
with the situation but does not expect
to make any change in the plans.

IMMIGRATION AND
FORMER SOLDIERS

Maj.-Gen. ‘A’ D. McRae, C. B.,
Expects Large Number Will
Come to Western Hemisphere

“Millions of soldiers of the great war
have already decided that they will not
return to their previous indoor lifee and
will emigrate to the western hemis-
phere,” said Major-General A. D. Mec-
Rae, C. B., former quartermaster-general
of the Canadian forces and recently
chief of staff under Lord Beaverbrook
of the British ministry of information,
who has just returned to Canada. “A
considerable percentage of these men,”
he went on, “will go directly to theland.
No country is receiving more favorable
consideration than Canada, but if we
are not in a position to accept the set-
tler he will go elsewhere, principally to
the countries of South America whieh,
having assumed no share of the burden
of the world’s war have the advantage
of low taxation to offer.

“Too much must not be expected
from the effort to place the returned
Canadian soldier on the land. It has been
estimated that only about 15 per cent
of our returning soldiers will be con-
tent to become farmers. Until unem-
ployment is satisfactorily overcome only
such immigration should be admitted
as is destined for the land and which
has the necessary means to be self-sup-
porting. This necessitates a very . big
| increase in the money requirements of
the incoming settler,“who should have
at least sufficient funds to finance him-
self for his first three years’ residence in
Canada. . In this respect the immigrant
from the United States, on account of
his close proximity to his former home
and his familiarity with the conditions
of our country, might be treated on a
somewhat more favorable basis.”

‘The local pension board has received
advice from the head office at Ottawa
that increases have been made in allow-
ances to children as well as brothers
and sisters of deceased or disabled sol-
diers, For children and brothers and
sisters of deceased or disabled soldiers
whose mothers are still alive in-
creases have been made as follows:
First child to receive twelve dollars per
month, an increase of four dollars; the
gecond child to receive ten dollars and
the third and other children of that
family to receive eight dollars per
month; this latter allowance has remain-
ed urehanged.

Encreases for orphaned children are

advanced, for the first child, from sixteen

lars; the second child twenty dollars

per month and the third sixteen dollars,
which remains unchanged.

All these increases are retroactive
from September 1, 1918. The children
of disabled pensioners are increased sim-
ilarly on a sliding scale in proportion to
the disability of the soldier.

COLORED SNOW.

A study has been made by A. N.
Winchell and E. R. Miller of the Uni-
versity ‘of Wisconsin of a shower of dust
which discolored falling snow at Mad-
ison and elsewhere. According to some-
what scanty reports this colored snow
covered an area of at least 100,000 square
miles and probably much more. The
total quantity of dust is estimated to
have been at least a million tons, and
may have greatly exceeded this, per-
haps even amounting to hundreds of
millions of tons. A study of the char—{
acter of the dust and of the attendant |
meteorological conditions leads to the
belief that the dust was blown all the
way from arid regions in the farsouth- ||
western United States, and was there-
fore transported 1,000 miles or more.

CRIPPLE HUNS IN A1

London, Nov. 27—(Correspondence
Associated Press)—For the -Allies to
take 2,000 airplanes from Germany, in
accordance with the terms of the armis-
tice, means militarily crippling Ger-
many in the air beyond hope of early
recovery, while immensely adding to the

HARNESSING TIDES
IN BAY OF FUNDY

(Christian Science Monitor.)

Sydney, . C. B.—With the return of
peace it is probable that there will be
a resumption of the attempt to harness
the tides at Cape Split on the Minas
Channel, a branch of the Bay of Fundy,
where it is estimated there can be made
available 33,000,000 kilowatt hours per
annum. The project was first under-
taken several years ago by Dr. George
B. Cutten, a graduate of Yale University
and who is president of Acadia College,
Wolfville, Nova Scotia, and Prof. R. P.
Clarkson, an American professor of en-
gineering at Acadia.” It has been in-
dorsed, both from the engineering and
commercial standpoints,”by a New York
firm of consulting engineers, whose en-
gineers were on the ground for some
months.

At the base of Cape Split the tide
runs with remarkable rapidity and for
the greater part of the year the rise is
from thirty-five to forty-five feet. The
‘mcthod to be employed in harnessing
[ this tidal race is the utilization of the
'current - motar invented by Professor
Clarkson, which was tested on the
Conestoga River last year by Prof, C. M.
Allen, chairman of the Waterwheel
| Testing Committee of the Ameérican So-
i ciety of Mechanical Engineers. The
| motors are to be installed first between
the bluff at Cape Split and a natural
rock pier which rises from the water 400
| feet or so from shore.
i “The motors which can thus be first
| installed,” the engineers report, “will give
an amount of primary power sufficient
| to afford, for the first development, a
’delivery at the switchboard in the pow-
| er house of electrical current of 5,000
| electrical horsepower continuous twen-
‘ty—four POWET,. or such other dis-
| tribution of this power as the market
| demand may require.” On the top of
the bluff a large reservoir is to be made
and water elevated to it by the power
from the current motors. At the foot
| of the bluff a power house will be buflt
' on the shore of the bay, equipped with
| hydraulic turbines actuated by water
| brought from the reservoir by penstocks.
| The head will be 825 feet.

Since the armistice was signed many
restrictions on commerce have been
withdrawn, while in the case of those
which remain, licenses are being granted
much more freely than previously. Par-
ticulars regarding these relaxations will
be published weekly in the Board of
Trade Journal, the official organ of the
imperial government for notices regard-
ing trade. Orders placed during the war
period néw have good prospects of being
executed, and arrangements for new
business should be made without delay. |

" AND DRY SITUATION

|
Survey by Methodist Board of|
Temperance Indicates Ranﬁcu-g
tion of Federal Constitutional
Amendment Before Feb. 1 i
Washington, Jan. 4—A survey of the
wet and dry situation throughout the
United States, just completed by the|
Methodist Board of Temperance, shows
that there are 2,546 dry counties and
351 wet counties. This is a dry gain
for the year 1918 of 460 counties. Dur-
ing the year the drys won state-wide
.victories in Ohio, Florida, Wyoming and
Nevada, with a recount pending in Min-
nesota. ‘They were defeated in Mis-
souri and California, but elected ratifica-
tion legislatures in both states. There
are at present thirty-one dry states, not
including Texas, where a state-wide pro-
hibition law was held by the state su-
preme court to be contrary to the con-
stitutional provision for local option. At
present, opening of saloons in that state
is being prevented by injunctions and
refusal of the comptroller to grant k-
censes. .
The probability is that the federal

constitutional prohibition amendment
will be ratified before Feb. 1, 1919. The

Large exemptions have: been
granted, and this money must be made
up from other sources. There will prob-
ably be a bigger increase in the. assess-
ment than ever before.”

Wages in the civic departments have
been increased and the school board will
probably assess heavily to cover a large
overdraft, part of which anyway will
have to be assessed for this year. The
cost of maintenance in the hospital,
municipal home and St. John County
Hospital has also soared. All this re-
quired that the council be careful. It
was possible there would be an increase
in the rate along with an increase in
valuation. AIll this, however, was prob-
lematical until the: assessors completed
their work.

“It is as serious a time as we have
ever had. When the people find their

I taxes up they will hold the council re-

sponsible. They will not realize that
only about a third of the assessment is
acltnally within the control of the coun-
cil.”

_an Never be Restored, Declares
Karl Seitz, Leader of Socialists
—Entente Loan is Needed

The only bright spot in the “tragedy
of Austria,” was the release of the
country from the Hapsburg autocracy,
which could .never be restored, declared
Karl Seltz, leader of the German Soc-
ialists in Austria and president of the
National Assembly of German Austria,
in an interview given in Vienna.

The fate of German Austria was es-
pecially tragic, he said, because she had
been accused wrongfully of kindling the
war.~ History would prove he declared,
that the German-Austrians had no ex-
pansive aspirations against the. Slavs,
and always had opposed the action
which started the war. No country in

»the world, Herr Seitz asserted, had suf-

fered such brutality and persecution at
the hands of the military class as nad
German Austria.

A federation of; nations comprising
former Austria-Hungary, perhaps, would
be desirable in the interests of capital-
ists, Herr Seitz continued, but such a
thing was impossible for a long time,
not only because the Czecho-Slovaks now
are fighting against the Germans, but
owing to the insuperable difficulties of
arrangement “of common customs, tax-
ation, financial and traffic systems, to
say nothing of the difficulty of langu-
age. Austria,” however, cannot exist
alone because of her geographical posi-
tion, and because the arteries of traffic
unite her with South Germany and
thence with all of Germany upon whom

Herr Seitz contended that the smooth-
iness and order with which the revolu-
tion in Austria had been achieved, had
i done much to restrain the spread of Bol-
i shevism in Germany.
| Entente subjects who had remained in
i Austria throughout the war had, he said,
suffered no ill-treatment from the peo-
ple of German-Austria, who had . no
hatred against England, France or Am-
erica. Herr Seitz expressed hope that
with the conclusion of peace any hatred
lagainst the Germans in Austria would
' cease.

THE DEPOSED SOVEREIGN

All Gold Coins in Britain Required in
National Interest.

There is disappointment in store for
those people who are looking: forward to
the return of the golden sovereign with
the war over. They will be required in
,the national interests, to continue to use
“Bradburys” for some time to come.

It is proposed that all the gold coins
in the country shall be scooped up, as
it were, into the Bank of England; and
a body of financial experts appointed by
the government to advise on the after-
war problem suggest that all banks shall
transfer any gold now held by them to
Threadneedle street.

Before the war the Bank of England
had about 88,000,000 in. gold in its re-
serve coffers, and there were another
123,000,00 at the bank and in the hands
of the public. It is suggested that for
the purposes of foreign trade and for
the needs of our reconstruction period
an effort should be made to concentrate
at least 150,000,000.—Tit-Bits,

Children's Aid Comes Across Case
Described as One of Worst Yet
Encountered by Agent

What .turned out to be perhaps the
worst case of neglect with which Rev.
Geotge Scott of the Children’s Aid So-
ciety has yet been called on to deal was:
brought to his attention on Friday by
County Policeman Scunders. As a result
of their investigations Mrs. Stiles Dun-
ham and her little daughter Annie, six
years of age, were lodged in the Muni-
cipal Home and later on the husband and
father was lodged in the county jail by
the policeman and will be called before
Magistrate Adams to give an account of
his conduct. What makes the case all
the more distressing is that both mother
and daughter were ill.

The family, consisting of the father,
mother, and two daughters, Florence,
fourteen years old, and Annie, six years
old, lived in the upper flat of a house
about two miles from the city, on the
Marsh Road.. When the two men called
there Friday it seemed hardly possible
that anyone was living in ‘the place as
the rooms, so far as any could be seen
were bare of furniture of any kind. The
policeman had been there before, how-
ever, and, pushing open a crazy door, re-
vealed a little room where the woman
and her little girl were vainly endeavor-
ing to keep warm at a scanty fire in an-
old stove. It was easy to see that both
were ill with heavy colds and under the
circumstances it was . wonderful they
were alive at all. There was no clothing
in the house for the little one, who was
lying under a dirty blanket on a cot on
which several pieces of filthy matresses
had been thrown. As for the woman
except for a dirty old cloak round her!
shouldeérs she had ng clothing. ;

Mrs. Dunham said that they had'lived
in that place for the last three weeks.
There was ne fuel in the house and noth-
ing to eat.’. Her eldest daughter had
gone away that morning and her hus-
band had gone into the city in search of
her. He had been working steadily last
surumer making good wages but all that
he gave her ‘was enough to buy food.
She did not know what he did with the
rest of his méney.

No time was lost in getting into touch
with Mr. Wetmore and he sent a team
from the Municipal Home with bundles
of clothing and blankets for the woman
and child and in the meantime fooa was
got and was eaten ravenously.
