The Bul­
garians who retreated from Istip had in­
tended to occupy Radovitch, an import­
ant town some miles to the east, but 
the Servian cavalry drove them out of 
this strategic position yesterday. The 
Bulgarians fled precipitately before them, 
leaving their dead and wounded in field 
and throwing away rifles, ammunition 
and food stuffs in their tracks.

St. Petersburg, July Id—Bulgaria has 
placed herself unreservedly in the hands 
of Russia, with the view of bringing 
about a cessation of hostilities in the 
Balkans and in order to prevent further 
bloodshed, according' to an announce­
ment made here today, apparently on 
good authority.

Athens, Greece, July 10—A Greek 
naval force today occupied the seaport 
of Kavala on the Aegean Sea hitherto 
in the hands of the Bulgarians. The
