The manoeuvres in the 
early stages will be confined to Norfolk 
and Cambridge though later they will 'cover

an area including Norfolk, Suffolk, Essex, 
Hertford, Huntington and Bedford. The 
mimic war will continue for five days.

Ottawa, Sept. 16-^Edward Kidd, M. P. 

for Carleton County, died -thia morning at 
his residence, North Gower, following an 
illness of several weeks from paralysis. 
From the first stroke he was recovering 
rapidly and was able to take a few steps. 
Yesterday morning, however, he was again 
seized and lapsed into unconsciousness. 
Doctor Channonhouse of North Gower and 
Doctor Kidd of Ottawa were continuously 
in attendance, but were unable to hold out 
any hopes for his recovery. He died with­
out regaining consciousness.

Mr. Kidd was born on September 9, 
1849, in the township of Oxford, Grenville 
County, Ont., of Irish parents. He fol­
lowed the pursuit of agriculture from 
youth, and latterly was engaged in the 
cheese industry. He was first returned to 
parliament in 1900, and again was elected 
in 1904, but resigned in favor of Right 
Hon. R. L. Borden, then leader of the 
opposition. Mr. Borden was elected for 
both Carleton and Halifax in 1908, and 
chose to sit for the latter. At the ensuing 
bye election in Carleton Mr. Kidd was 
again chosen and in 1911 he was once more 
returned by a handsome majority.

He was a member of the Church of 
England and was unmarried. The funeral 
will take place at half past ten o’clock on 
Wednesday, interment at Burritt’s Rapids. 
It is expected the premier and several 
members of the cabinet will be present.

Moncton, N. B., Sept. 16—The Trans­

cript tonight will say:—“The latest move 
by the anti-Scott Act party, aided by a . 
few politicians and office seekers in the j 
city of Moncton, to displace Stipendiary 
Magistrate Kaye and change the police 
commission so that Chief of Police Ride­
out may also be dismissed, has aroused an 
organized feeling of hostility not merely 
in the City of Moncton but throughout 
the county of Westmorland.

“Moncton is the citadel of Scott Act 
strength and the liquor sellers in their at­
tack upon this city are aiming at the 
movement throughout the county. Else­
where alarm has ben taken at the persist­
ence of attacks made upon the police mag­
istrate here. Elsewhere reports of church 
services in Moncton appear but outside of 
Moncton, the Moral, Social & Reform Lea­
gue, on Sunday, organized a movement 
within a few hours which resulted in no 
less than eight churches on Sunday even­
ing entering a protest.

“At Sackville on Sunday evening there 
was a large joint meeting of Baptist and 
Methodist congregations held in the Meth­
odist church after the close of the regular 
services. Dr. J. H. Secord was in the chair.
A number of stirring addresses were deliv­
ered by Rev. Dr. B. C. Borden, Dr. J. R.
Inch, Rev. Mr. Gann, Rev. Mr. Lucas,
C. W. C. Cahill and George 
A resolution was subsequently introduced 
but was not put to the meeting. It wae 
decided, however, by another resolution to 
send a committee to Moncton on Wednes­
day to attend the inquiry before the royal 
commission and watch the proceedings and 
to report back to another joint meeting so 
that, in the event of its being clear that 
this move was backed by the liquor party, 
the whole temperance force will be rallied 
in concerted movement.

There was a firebug at work this morn­
ing in North End, and his miserable en­
deavors proved quite effective.

When the blaze was seen this 
morning at about three o’clock, despite 
the heavy rain of last night, it had gained 
much headway and the flames appeared 
to have been fed with oil or shavings, since 
they had spread not only well over the 
rear of the house owned by George Kim­
ball, but over the back of that owned by 
Mrs. Margaret French across the alley, 
and full fifteen feet distant. Both seem­
ed to have taken fire simultaneously.

An alarm was sent in by a lad named 
Pirie, living across the street, and those 
living in the houses made ready to flee. 
There was but little time. The flames Lad 
eaten their way through the woodwork at 
the back of the Kimball house, which is 
occupied by Samuel Barton and family, 
and Lemuel Fudge, besides Mr. Kimball, 
and some of those whose bedrooms were 
in the burning section awoke to find the 
walls aflame with the glare from the fire, 
making the surroundings as bright as day. 
Two or three, realizing they had but a few 
minutes to make their escape, fled in their 
night clothes to the homes of neighbors.

The house owned by Mrs. French was 
occupied by the families of James Mc­
Leod and Robert McFarlane. The damage 
done there was not so much as in the 
other house. The firemen promptly check­
ed the flames, but had to work tirelessly 
unjil about six o'clock before all was out. 
Their services were greâtly appreciated, 
as they were successful in confining the 
fire to the rear of the houses, although 
the flames had taken a strong hold be­
fore they arrived.

The rear of the Kimball dwelling was 
badly gutted. The occupants managed to 
save some of their furniture. Mr. Barton 
-had no insurance, but Mr. Kimball car­
ried protection on his house and furniture, 
and Mr. Fudge also had insurance on his 
furniture.

Mr. Bradford is an Englishman, 
and one of the most vigorous exponents of 
practical work for the good of young peo­
ple that has ever visited St. John. He is 
a member of the Playground and Recrea­

000,000,000 has been spent in liquor, while 
$2,000,000 has been expended in an en­
deavor to prohibit the traffic.

“Several people who are prejudiced 
against the liquor traffic are unwilling to 
aid in hindering it,” said Mrs. Livingston. 
“They say, ‘look at the industry, look at 
the working men who benefit from the 
manufacture,’ but from a careful study of 
statistics it has been found the working 

benefit less from the liquor industry

Don Juan Aladro Kastriota, senior re­
presentative of the historic house of Kas­
triota, and lineal descendant of George 
Kastriota, known as Scanderbeg, the na­
tional hero of Albania, has just issued a 
manifesto declaring that the soi-disant 
Prince Kaetriota-Scanderberg, who recent­
ly sailed from Brindisi for Albania, with 
the object of stirring up more trouble 
there, is nothing but an imposter and a 
fraud, who has no Kastriota blood in his 
veins, and not the slightest warrant for 
his adoption of the name or title. Don 
Juan himself has long been recognized by 
leading Albanians, as well as by the Turk­
ish authorities, as the only heir of Scand- 
eiiberg.

Don Juan, who makes his home in 
Naples, is a former member of the Span­
ish diplomatic service, from which he re­
tired with the rank of minister plenipoten­
tiary, and divides his time between Paris 
and Naples, in which latter city he makes 
his headquarters. About a year or so be­
fore Sultan Abdul Hamid was deposed, he 
offered to make Don Juan, pasha and Ot­
toman governor general of the provinces 
of North and South Albania. But Don 
Juan was shrewd enough to understand 
that this was merely a scheme on the part 
of the padishah to estrange him from the 
Albanian people, and declined the honor 
on the ground that, as a descendant and 
heir of that Scanderbeg, who had spent 
some twenty-five years in the successful 
task of liberating Albania from Turkish 
thraldom, he could not become a Turkish 
pasha. Abdul Hamid retorted by setting 
a price on his head. But Don Juan kept 
out of his clutches and is perfectly content 
to wait until the Albanians themselves 
summon him to rule over them as an in­
dependent sovereign. He is very rich, 
and derives a large income from,his vine­
yards in the Xeres district of Spain.

In Italy Don Juan is made much of, 
for there is not a city in the peninsula, 
nor in Sicily which does not have its Al­
banian committee, composed usually of the 
principal citizens of the place—committees 
which have but one object in view, the 
liberation and independence of Albania. 
The relations between Albania and Italy

FALL FURNITURE !John Bradford, known in many cities 
and towns throughout the North Ameri­
can continent as a highly successful 
munity worker, lectured before a small, 
but deeply interested audience in the Con­
gregational church, yesterday afternoon, 
under the auspices of the Y. M. C. A.
R. B. Emerson, chairman of the school 
board; A. M. fielding, representing the 
Playgrounds’ Association ; Rev. Miles F.
McCutcheon, Rev. Frederick S. Porter,
William C. Cross and others occupied seats 
on the platform.

Mr. Cross introduced the lecturer, who- 
dealt with hie subject, The Responsibility 
of the Community Towards Its Coming 
Citizens, under four heads; 1. Relationship 
of our Educational System to Boys and 
Girls; 2. Of the Church; 3. Of the Law; 4.
Of Recreation. . .

Into the first . division he went 
deeply than îhto any of the remaining 
three, pointing to the fact that, since the 
old time home had. almost disappeared as 
the result of the influence of our modern 
life, an institution therein the youth of 
the country may be properly trained was 
necessary. To this end, he advocated the 
proper selection of those placed in charge 
of the schools, and, Incidently, the pay­
ment of sufficient salaries to those engag­
ed in school work that the proper instruc­
tors might be obtainable. The turning of 
the schoolrooms into gymnasiums, reading 
rooms and class rooms at night for young 
men and women employed during the day 
and the employment of physicians to ex­
amine not only the school children but the 
employed young men and women, were in­
novations urged.

“Some people,” said the speaker, wear 
religion as they would a coat, but religion 
ie what you are, not what you say you 
are.” To this end, he advocated the in­
stitution of church schools, to supplant the 
Sunday school, for the subject taught in 
Sunday schools was the Bible and the 
Bible should be studied everyday and not 
on Sunday alone.

THE LIBERAL POLICY

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in demanding larger 
markets, has given the Liberal party a 
battle-cry for the next’political campaign. 
This question was not settled last Sep­
tember. No question is settled until it is 
settled right, and Canada needs and must 
have larger markets. Hon. Mr. Lemieux 
was quite right when he said that “the 
vote of September 21 was not a vote 
against the fiscal policy of the Laurier 
government, but a vote of prejudice and 
passion.”

The present government has the support 
of the trusts, and they demand their 
price, which must be paid by the Consum­
ers of the country, while many of the lat- t 
ter, who are also producers, are denied 
access on favorable terms to their natural 
market.

It is most unfortunate that the progress 
of Canada should be retarded by political 
partisanship. The wave of artfully aroused 
prejudice, deliberately encouraged for 
political purposes by demagogues, has had 
two bad effects. It has delayed the in­
crease of prosperity which will come with 
larger free markets, and the curbing of 
the greed of the trusts; and it has delayed 
the construction of a Canadian navy. Both 
of these results are to the discredit of the 
party in power, and upon calm reflection 
the people perceive that a costly mistake 
was made when the government which 
had done and was doing so much to pro­
mote the welfare of the country was set 
aside to give place to the champions of 
privilege and national discord. The de­
mand for larger markets has not been 
overcome, nor is the triumph of the trusts 
complete. Here are some pertinent re­
marks from the Grain Growers’ Guide:—

“The railway magnates, protected manu­
facturers and bankers always meet de­
mands for changes in our fiscal policy by 
declaring that Canada is ‘exceedingly pros­
perous,’ They arrive at this conclusion by 
keeping their eyes on their own bank ac­
counts. These gentlemen certainly are pros­
perous, but they absolutely refuse to pass 
prosperity around. It is a popular dish, 
and they should remember that no gentle­
man gobb es all the good things at the 
banquet table.”

The tories are strong on banquets, but 
the people are beginning to ask who pays 
the bills and why the banquet table should 
not be enlarged.

F. N. Hall, of the Moncton & Buctouche 
Railway, has been running a gasoline en­
gine in connection with a stone crusher. 
He has now substituted natural gas for 
gasoline and reports a saving of <5 per 
cent, in the cost.

The Dominion Textile Co. recently in­
stalled gas as a substitute for fuel purpos­
es. For 15,602 hours, it consumed $141.75 
in coal. Since natural gas has been install­
ed, the fuel cost for 14,210 loom hours, is 
only $102.05. Proportionately to the num­
ber of loom hours, the cost of the coal 
fuel should have been $129.10, an actual 
saving of $27.05 on coal, but if the number 
of loom hours be taken in each case under 
natural gas supply; the cost of the latter 
for 15,602 loom hours would have been 
about $112.04 or a saving of natural gas 
against coal in that case of $29.71.

In addition to this there is the decrease 
in the cost of handling of about 20 per 
cent. This of course is due to there being 
no cinders or dirt.

Word' received this week, telling of
the death of a priest well known in St. 
John some years ago, Rev. Father Joseph 
Wissel, C. SS. R., caused much regret 
amongst a large number of Catholic people 
not only in St. John but throughout the 
Maritime Provinces and Newfoundland, 
where he was the first Redemptoriet to 
conduct a mission. His death occurred 
suddenly in Wilkesbarre, Pa., where he 
was giving a retreat. He succumbed to a ■ 
stroke of paralysis.

He was the oldest priest in the Order of 
the Most Holy Redeemer in America, 
having reached his 82nd year. He was a 
pioneer in mission work. Had he lived 
until March of next year he would have | 
been sixty years a priest, which is a record | 
attained by few, particularly in the ranks ; 
of the Rcdemptorists where the duties of 
office are so exacting.

Father Wissel was a native of Bavaria 
but came to America when quite a young 
man. He was ordained by Bishop Newman 
in 1853. He soon gave promise of being 
a valuable acquisition to the list of mis­
sioned in the Redemptorist congregation, 
being recognized as an able and forceful 
speaker and having a personality which 
endeared him to all with whom he came 
in contact. With tome other missioned 
he came to St. John in 1883 and conducted
