Toronto, Feb. 17th, 1891.—The 
Conservative meeting held in the 
Academy of Music this evening was 
perhaps the greatest political demon­
stration ever held in Canada and its 
e<fcets~yiH be far reading. -It was 
addressed by Sir Chas. Tupper and 
Sir John A. Macdonald in magnificent 
speeches. The great sensation of the 
meeting was the reaching by Sir John 
A. Macdonald, of a paper which 
showed that Farrar, the chief editor 
of the Globe, had prepared a pro­
gramme for the use of the enemies of 
Canada advising them as to the man­
ner in which Canada could be coerced 
into becoming a part of the United 
States. This document was sent to a 
printing office in Toronto to be printed 
and is in Farrar’s handwriting. The 
concluding part of it is as follows ;—

“A word in conclusion about the sit­
uation in the Maritime Provinces. 
Outside of Halifax, the people as 
a body are well disposed to­
wards the United States. The fisher­
man’s phrase, that they should like 
“to see Gloucester moved East,” in 
order that they might enjoy higher 
wages, commends itself to the major­
ity. Sir John Macdonald secures the 
election of a Tory majority from Nova 
Scotia only by a system of largesse 
and corruption carried on without 
attempt at concealment. A constitu­
ency which returns an opposition 
member is forthwith excluded from 
sharing in the railway subsidies and 
other appropriations lavished on the 
rest. The fishermen have a saying 
that a Nova Scotia, member on the 
wrong side at Ottawa is “a spare 
pump in a dry ship.” In Prince Ed­
ward Island, where it is impossible to 
spend public money except on a few 
wharves and lighthouses, the people 
return a solid Liberal contingent to 
Ottawa.

He said : “Unless we give our colonies 
commercial facilities we had better make 
up our minds to advocate the imperial 
position.”

Hon, Mr. Goschen chancellor of the 
exchequer said, “Whatever might be the 
fate of the motion England had no desire 
to influence the Canadian elections. 
He sympathized with some points of 
Mr. Vincent’s speech. He believed the 
increasing desire for a closer union be­
tween England and the colonies ought 
to be fostered. Still be hoped that sus­
picion of lurking protection would hot 
retard the union of the colonies. While 
he granted that the country must be 
prepared for some fiscal changes in the 
interests of that union the colonists 
must understand that it was impossible 
for England to tax corn. (Cheers.) There 
was no liklihood, he said, that the 
colonies would consent to a conference 

a free trade bass, there 
only remained the differental duties, and 
he failed to see how they could be im­
posed. lt seemed to him, therefore, that 
a conference would be merely an in­
vitation to follow a “will-of-the-wisp.” 
Mr. Vincent withdrew his motion.

The humors of canvassing would be a 
selling book; the scenes are rare—the 
situations at times rather compromising.

CoL James Domville in Kings is now the 
accepted Prohibitory leader. His con­
version has been sudden, but it is fre­
quent. We doubt if he will get even so 
far over Dr. Foster, as did J. W. Lawr­
ence over 8. L. Tilley. It pays to be con­
sistent, if even no higher motives sway 
us, and as usual at the close of every 
election, Mr. Lawrence finds this out 
He will probably now, as in the past, 
vow to change his vote, but when the 
day comes, he will be again at the poll, 
with either the enemies or the short 
sighted friends ofhis county.

The Globe editorial which we pub­
lished yesterday and which we republish 
today shows that in December, 1887, ten 
months after his election as a member 
of the House of Commons for this city, 
Ellis wrote and published an editorial in 
his newspaper advocating the annexation 
of Canada to the United States. On the 
hustings he repudiated the charge that 
he was an annexationist and declared 
himself loyal. When he became a mem­
ber he took the usual oath to bear true 
allegiance to her Majesty Queen Victoria, 
and the way he kept that oath was a few 
months later to advise the people of 
Canada to haul down the British flag, 
break off their connexion with the Brit­
ish Empire and become a portion of the 
United States. Such is the idea that this 
“nice little man,” Ellis, has of honor and 
consistency. To his mind these words 
have no meaning whatever and they 
do not exert the slightest influence over 
his actions. At the last session of par­
liament a resolution was introduced 
declaring the members to be loyal to the 
British flag, and the British crown, and 
the repudiating the idea of annexation in 
strongest terms, and for this resolution 
Mr. Ellis voted. He now repudiates this 
vote by advising the people of Canada to 
join the United States, and by telling 
them what a fine thing it woold be for 
them if they would do so. And this Is 
the man whom some gentlemen, who 
profess to be loyal and honest, intend to 
send as their representative to Ottawa.

It was collected at a cost of $6,622,000. 
In 1890 the revenue was $39,000,000- It 
cost to collect that, $9,182,941. In other 
words, it took $2,000,000 to collect a rev­
enue of $4,000,000. He challenged Min­
ister Foster to present the case in any 
other light.

The receipts of the govern ment of Can­
ada from taxes were in 1882-3 $29,269,698 
and in 1889 they were $31,587,071 so that 
the increase was $2,317,373. The cost of 
collecting this revenue in 1882-3 was $1- 
036,156, and in 1889-90 it was $1,236,396, 
an increase of $200,241 or less than ten 
per cent of the increase in taxes collected. 
The increase of expenditure, of which 
Mr. Ellis speaks about, wholly arose in 
the department of railways, public works 
and the post office, and was made for 
the public bene6t. The items of expen­

300 Steamers Laid Up.
Talking of vessels this morning a 

gentleman in the North end said that 
it was a dull winter for them. “There 
are four square rigged off shore vessels 
laid up here now,” “I never knew of such 
a thing before.” He spoke as if he felt 
that such a dull state of things 
in the vessel line existed 
here only. But when the position of 
things in other parts of the world in 
regard to shipping is considered, St John 
pe ople may not feel that they have any 
more cause to complain than other peo­
ple have in this respect An English 
paper which is an authority on such 
subjects says :—

“There are now three hundred|steamers 
lying np in this country, and they repre­
sent a carrying capacity of over 600,000 
tons. In the Tyne the number of idle 
boats is 81, in the Wear 18, in the Mer- 
>ey 28, in Bristol Channel 25, in the Tees 
34, in tne Humber 40, in the Clyde 20„ 
at Leith 40. Some boats are also lying 
up at Blyth, in the Thames, and at Med­
way etc. Some very heavy steamers 
are on their way home to join the retir­
ed list

“A very large number of hands are 
thrown out of employment by this large 
withdrawal of tonnage from trading. The 
demand for bunkers has also materially 
slackened. As to freights, they remain 
in most trades, not worth accepting.’4

A prominent shipping man in speak­
ing on the condition of things referred 
to in the above paragraph said that this 
state of affairs was the result of over­
production in the shipbuilding line in 
Great Britain, and that there were now 
too many vessels for the trade of the 
world.
