TRUTHFUL JOHN'S ABSURDITIES.

The truthful Ellis in bis Carleton
speech said :—

If the taxation had increased, so had
the cost of collecting it. In 1882-83, the
revenue from all sources was $3&000 000.
It was collected at a cost of $6,622,000.
In 1890 the revenue was $39,000,0000 It
cost to collect that, $9,182, 941, In other
words, 1t took $2, 000 000 to collect a rev-
enue of $4,000,000. He challenged Min-
ister Fos'er to present the case in any
other light.

The receipts of the government of Can-
ada from taxes were in 1882-3 $29,269,698
and in 1889 they were $31,587,071 so that
the increase was $2,317,373. The cost of
collecting this revenue in 1882-3 was $1-
036,156, and in 1889-90 it was $1,236,396,
an increase of $200,241 or less than ten
per cent of the increase in taxes ccllected.
The increase of expenditure, of which
Mr. Ellis speaks about, wholly arose in
the department of railways, public works
and the post office, and was made for
the public benefit. The items of expen-
diture in 1882-3 and 1889-90 under the
head of collection of revenue are thus
given in the public accounts :—

The reader will observe that of the in-
crease referred to by Mr. Ellis, $898,380
was in the post office department and
was incurred in rendering the postal
system of Canada more efficient. Since
1883 more than 1,600 new post offices
have been opened in Canada, and the
number of letters posted has increased
from 62,800,000 to upwards of 100,000,000.
The other large item of increase is in
the railway,canals and public works, the
increase being $1,284,066. Of this in-
crease the larger part must be charged
to the Intercolonial, the working
expenses of which have increased
from $2,360,373 in 1883 to $3,481,472 in
1890, This increase in the working ex-
penses of the Intercolonial is due to the
great increase of the traffic on that great
lide, but no one except Mr. Ellis would

MR. ELLIS AS AN ANNEXATIONIST.

The Globe editorial which we pub-
lished yesterday and which we republish
today shows that in December, 1887, ten
months after his election as a member
of the House of Commons for this city,
Ellis wrote and published an editorialin
his newspaper advocating the annexation
of Canada to the United States. On the
hustings he repudiated the charge that
he was an annexationist and declared
himself loyal. When he became a mem-
ber he took the usual oath fo bear true
allegiance to her Majesty Queen Victoria,
and the way he kept that oath was a few
months later to advise the people of
Canada to haul down the British flag,
break off their connexion with the Brit-
ish Empire and become a portion of the
United States. Such is the idea that this
“‘nice little man,” Ellis, has of honor and
consistency. To his mind these words
have no meaning whatever and they
do not exert the slightest influence over
his actions. At the last session of par-
liament a resolution was introduced
declaring the members to be loyal to the
British flag, and the British crown, and
the repudiating the idea of annexation in
strongest terms, and for this resolution
Mr. Ellis voted. He now repudiates this
vote by advising the people of Canada fo
join the United States, and by telling
them what a fine thing it would be for
them if they woulddo so. And this is
the man whom some gentlemen, who
profess to be loyal and honest, intend to
send as their representative to Ottawa.

THE WINTER PORT.
The Lumber of the Ottawa District to
_be Shipped via 8¢. John,

The prophesy that St. John would be-
come the Liverpool of America is being
verified. The possibility of shipping
the pine lumber of the Ottawa district
via St. John has been  much
talked of both before the building of the
Short Line and since the construction of
that road. Last winter a prominent
shipping firm in this city received a com-
munication from lumber dealers in the
upper provinces making enquiry as to
rates of freight from this port and stat.
ing that they were prepared to make ar-
rangements for shipping their lumber

VIA. ST. JOHN INSTEAD OF VIA. PORTLAND

and Boston provided that suitable facili-
ties for carrying on the business could
be provided at this port. The shipping
men who received this communication
were much elated at the prospect
of so large a bnsiness coming
this way but on examination it
was found that the necessary facilities
did not exist here for carrying on the
trade with sailing vessels, or with
steamers coming here at no stated time,
for when the lumber could not be dis-

- | charged directly from the cars into the

vessel, that was to take it away, it must
needs be piled out in such a way as
to be protected from the weather and be
kept dry. To provide the required
facilities at Sand Point meant the ex-
penditure of quite a large amount of
money’and the loss of a good deal of
time, and in view of these considerations
‘the project of shipping Ottawa lumber'iti
St. John was dropped for time. 3

The shipment of this lumber is of
course nearly all done by Montreal,
while the St. Lawrence is open to navi-
gation. But while Jack Frost keeps his
seal on that great river the immense
piles of pine lumber of the Ottawa
district are conveyed to Boston and
Portland by rail and are shipped from
there

MAKING A LARGE WINTER BUSINESS.

In point of distance Portland or Bos-
ton, especially the latter, have
a slight advantage over St John
in the competition for this trade,

but just here the interests of the Cana-|

dian Pacific railway are the interests of
8t. John. When this lumber is shipped
via the American ports mentioned the
Canadian Pacific railway has the carry-
ing of it only for a short distance and
the United States railways reap the rest
of advantage in respect to freight upon
it, whereas if the lumber is shipped via
8t. John, the C. P. R. has the whole
freight to itself.
THE C. P. R. PEOPLE ARE NOT BLIND

to their own advantages on the advan-
tages and claims of 8t. John in this re-
spect, and there 18 every indication now
that the shipment of Ottawa lumber via
the C. P. R. and St. John will soon be
begun. Mr. Tiffin, general freight agent
of the C. P. R. here, said to a Gazerre
reported today; “We are doing all we
can to

In regard- to the Ottawa lumber our
freight agent at Montreal is now endeav-
oring to make arrangements for shippin.
a certain amount of it this way. He ex-
pects to be able to send it so as to give
the Furness line steamers a good portion
of a cargo each trip. For the present
the lomber will probably be brought
around to the I. C. R. terminus for load-
ing the steamers. When proper facili-
ties are provided at Sand Point the
steamers may go over there. Of course
the expense of bringing it around to
this side cuts the freight down to us. All
we want is time, however, to bring a
large amount of business to St. John.”

The Ottawa lumber to be shipped from
here will be mostly dry pine boards, and
owing to the fact that dates of sailing of
the Furness Line steamers can be count-
ed on beforehand things can be arranged
8o that for the most part the lumber can
be transferred direct from the cars to the
steamers.

300 Steamers §Laid :Up«

Talking of yessels this morning a
gentleman in the North end said that
it was a dull winter for them. “There
are four square rigged off shore vessels
laid up here now,” “I never knew of such
a thing before.” He spoke as if he felt
that such a dull state of things
in the vessel  line existed
here only. But when the position of
things in other parts of the world in
regard to shipping is considered, St.John
pe ople may not feel that they have any
more cause to complain than other peo-
ple bave in this respect. An English
paper which is an authority on such
subjects says :—

“TIhere are now three hundredjgteamers
lying up in this country, and they repre-
sent a carrying capacity of over 600,000
tons. In the Tyne thenumber of idle
boats i8 81, in.the Wear 18, in the Mer-
sey 28, in Bristol Channel 25, in the Tees
34, in the Humber 40, in the Clyde 20,,
at Leith 40. Some boats are also lying
up at Blyth, in the Thames, and at Med-
way etc. Some very heavy steamers
are on their way home to join the retir-
ed list.

“A very large number of hands are
thrown out of employment by this large
withdrawal of tonnage from trading. The
demand for bunkers has also materially
slackened. As to freights, they remain

FATAL TENEMENT FIRE.
