ONTARIO MINING LAWS.

Vienna, April 15.—It is said here to-
night on refiable authority that the Em-
peror Nicholas has declared that noth
ing now remained but to abandon Tur-
key and-Greece to their fate and leave
them to measure strength.

His majesty is reported to have added
emphatically that if Turkey now de-
clared war, it would be exclusively due
to the provocation offered by Greece.

Greece would be regarded in Austrian

official circles as the actual assailant.
Larissa, April 15.—At Trikhila there

is a Greek army corps numbering about ;

6,000 men. In all, the Greeks have

about 80,000 regulars and some 20,000 |

irregulars ' on the frontier, but they
count a great deal on ‘reinforcements to
their armies through risin{; in KEpirus,
Albania and Macedonia.. The Turks,
on the other hand, have about 150,000
good, well-equipped. troops in line. .Of
these. forty-four battalions are Redifs,
raised in Rumelia, in all about 30,000
men, who are divided into two reserve
divisions.

but be had said but little that had a
direct bearing on bill No.. #4. Mr.
Booth' told a very doleful tale. He had
sai@ the C.PR. bad got hold of tke
province, that it was . useless to protest
and the people must take ‘their medi-
cine, but it remained for Major Mutter
to offer the most remarkable arguments
in favor of the bill. That gentleman
seid that the government of this prov-
ince conli not build railways the same
as in Awstralia because there  were
snowslides ‘in this country. . (Laughter.)
If Major Mnutter votes for Lhe ‘second
Teading of this bill, his constituents will
consign him to a place where' snowslides
are weleome.

participate in. the profits. With respect
to the British Pacific Mr. Cotton said
that the shortest and cheapest way io
give railway connection to Cariboo was
from the line of the C.P.R. The govern-
ment found tkat the people wonld not
swallow the British Pacific bodily and
they are now attempting to give it te
them niece by piece. He was firmly
convinced that the rcad from Penticton
to Boundary Creek was of so much im-
pertance that it should be built at ouce.
It was the key to the railway situation
and should be under the cgntrol of the
government. Mr. Cotton rtdiculed Mr
Pooley’s figures and showed that the
arrount necessary for the government to
borrow to construct the railways men-
tioned was far less than that stated by
the president of the council. If people
are going to,put up the moéney to build
railways they should have an interest
ic those railways. (Applause.)

MR. EBERTS.

| Hon. Mr, Eberts said if the aid sug-
gested in the bill was taken advantage
of by railways it would result advan-
tageously to the province.

.railway at once in order to preserve that
| growing' trade for the pecple of the
province. 'The opposition would not come
before the country with a pnlicy of gov-
ernment ownership of rmailways. The
government of the province of Ontario
i never took up the state ownership of
railways.

MR. HELMCKEN.

Mr. Helmcken said a great deal of
praise was due the members of the op-
' position for the way they put the case
tefore the house. Particularly was rhat
| praise due Mr. Cotton ‘for his“strong
speech, He went into the early history
"of British Columbia to show that even
in 1864 the question of a railway fron
[the coest to Cariboo was then -mooted.
The premier was entitled to considera-
{tien that he had at last the courage to
bring in such & measure as he did.” If the
government had introduced such a meas-
ure before this the country would be in
a better position than it is to-day. There
was a great deal of force in the policy
of the opposition, but it was better to
see’ that the best use was made of the
funds placed at the disposal of the goy-
ernment, There might be a decided ob-
Jection to giving ald to certain parties
for 8 road from Penticton to Grand
Forks, and the views of the opposition
cn this point should bLe ecarefully econ-
sidered by. the government. The inter-
'eitl of the people should not be over-

E by the Hebrews of Every
1_ "Clime.

' Devotional Exercises and Elaberate
Ritu‘aJ Observed at
Home.

Last evening ushered in the Passover fes-
tival of the Hebrews, and in all countries
and in every clime the scattered remnant
of Israel duly commemorated their ances-
tors’ deliverance from the cruel yoke of the
Egyptians. The handful of adherents of
the Hebrew faith Tresident in this city
werg no exception, and duly repaired to
their synagogue last evening for the open-
ing .services of the week of prayer. The
feast of Passover begins according to the
Jewish calendar on the fourteenth day of
the month of Nisson. ‘“And ye shall ob-
serve the feast of unleavened bread; for in
this self-same day have 1 brought your
armies out of the land of Egypt; therefore
shall ye observe this day in your genera-
tion by an ordinance forever.”” This di-
vine. command the Jews have faithfully

kept. After the evening service the head
of every Jewish famll[y searches in every
place and apartment In

leavened bread is generally kept, for every
crumb of leavened bread must beé destroy-
ed. During the festival, instead of the cus-
tomary baker’s loaf, thin disks eof unleav-
ened bread are' used. The unleavened
bread, called matzos, is imported for local
purposes from San Franecisco. These mat-
zos_are symbolical of the unkneaded dough
which the Israelites carried on_their backs
in their hasty flight from Egypt. The
Passover festival is essentially domestic in
its nature, the service at the synagogue
being a mere preliminary to the devotional
exercises and elaborate ritual observed at
bhome. The domestic ritual is performed
usually at a long narrow table on which
are placed various symbolical dishes, mix-
tures of almonds, spices and apples ingeni-
ously typifying mortar and bricks; bitter
herbs and salt typifying the plagues with
which the Egyptians were afflicted and the
sorrows of the Israelites; cups of raisin
wine suggestive of the redemption, and
burnt lamb bone, reminiscent of the ex-
emption of Israel’s first-born.

e domestic ritual is conducted by the
head of ‘the family and is called ‘‘Seder.”
At this service in ancient times the slave
sat with the master. The ritual consists
of a recitation of the marvellous escape of
the Israelifes from their taskmasters, and
joyous thanksgiving for the many_mercies
extended te thes chosen people by Jehovah.
Quaint oriental melodies with minor re-
frains and hymns of praise are also sung.

The service at the synagogue is conduct-
ed in Hebrew. Indeed it would be diffi-
cult to translate into English the pictur-
esque metaphors and allegories with which
the readings of the law and the scripture
are interspersed. In the morning service
of the first day the psalms of David are
intoned by. the cantor.

Scattered through the service are various
}-assages showing that the Jews are look-
ng to a return to the Holy Land. Feor
instance, ‘“With abundant love hast thou
loved us. O! Lord, our Gog¢, and with ex-
ceeding great mercy hast thou compassion
over us, O! our Fathér and our-King, for

| the sake of our ancestors who trusted In

Thee; to whom Thou. didst teach the sta-
{ tutes of life, Thou also be gracious unto

us, and teach us, we beseech Thee. There- |

fore bring us back in peace from the four

‘JAPAN AND HAWAIIL

Alleged Unlawful Exclusion of Japanese
Immigrants.

Washington, April 13.—The Japanese le-
gation has received telegraphic advices
from official sources in relation to the re-
cent deportation from the Hawaiian is-
lands of a number of Japanese immigrants
which do not entirely agree . in -all details
with the accounts already published in this
It ‘appears, according to these ad-
vices, thdt Gut of 668 Japgnese passengers
brought to Honolulu by the steamer Shin-
shini-Maru, 302 voluntary passengers and

| 146 contract laborers were sent back to

Japan. The Hadvailan authorities refused
to allow these people to land on the
ground that the voluntary passengers
were not possessed of: $50 in gold each, as
provided in the landing law, and because
the contract laborers  had -not complied
with the provisions of the landing law in
securing Erevluus approval -of their con-
tracts. The passengers thereupon petition-

While it is true that one, not two Japanp-
ese men of war, as stated jn press dis-
patches, has been sent to Hawalii, officials
of the Japanese legation state most posi-
tively that this action has not been taken
for- the purposeé of menating the Hawailan
government, but simply to preserve order
among the Japanese residents in the is-
lands, who might possibly become excited
by what they. regard as a violation of the
rights of their countrymen.

His Honor Judge Harrison Applies
the Law in‘the Case of Rich-
ards vs. Price,

The Defendant Held Not %Have
Complied With the Provisions
of the Act. X

%

In the case of Richards vs. ‘T‘rice in
ghe' county court-the following judgment
has been handed down::

The plaintiff in this action claims tkat
she duly and lawfully on the 23rd Feb-
ruary, 1807, located the Spero fractional
mineral claim, sitvate on sec. 49, Met-
chosin’ ‘district, and duly recorded the
same, and that the defendant illegally
located and recorded a mineral: claim
caHed the Fractional Last Chance on
the same land and eclaims possession of
the land, and that the -defendant’s rec-
ord may be declared void and cancelled.

‘The defendant counterclaims that he
auly and lawfully located the Last

Chance and that the defendant unlaw-/

fully entered his claim and illegally lo-
cated the ‘Fractional Sperv ¢laim and

~'that :the plaintiff’s record may be de-

clared void and cancelled.

The defendant, a free miner, enters
ed on the plaintiff’s lands, sec. 49, Met-
chosin district. . He says he startedsat
the Indian reserve post. This post, an
old survey post, was at the. intersection
of sections 45, 46, 49 and 50.  He tack-
ed. on. this spot a paper on ‘Which the
words ffollowing were written: ‘“Last
Chance mineral claim, eas! cdraer: post,
running west 260 feet.. Henry Price,
free miner’s license 90805.” West of
this post he cut and squared a trees(a
legal post) put on it a paper on. which
the following <words were . written:
“Last Chance mineral «<laim, north cor-
ner post running 260 feet east. Henry
Price, free miner’s license 90805.”

He then went along the shore line,
and near an old mining shaft,” which
was sunk on a vein, and which shaft
some men were then bailing out, and
close to which Le found rock in place.
he placed a post. On this post fie cansed
to be written the- following .words: “Last
Chance minerd] claim, west cofner post
running morth 175 feet. - Henry Price,
free miner’s license 99805.” .

‘A mineral claim owned by thé defend-
ant and- others called the *“@Garibaldi”’
adjoins sec. 49. Thig claim the defend-
«nt had assisted in locating and markiog
out. -He tacked on the initial post of
the Garibali claim a paper non which the
- followinr words were writben: “Last
Chance mineral ¢laim, south corner post
running 175 feet west from this. Henry
Price, free miner’s license 90805.”

He did not mark any post:as an in-
itial post or as a discovery post, nor did
he number any post as a namber 1 or
number 2, nor did he mark out any lo-
cation line.

On the 25th day of January, 1897, hc
made an affidavit before the gBld com-
missioner, in which, among other things,
he swears that he had placed = No, 1
and No. 2 post and discovery post of the
legal dimensions on the said  Last
Chanee ‘fractional mifiéral claim. That
he had written on No. 1 post the follow-
ing words: “Henry Price, free miner’s
certificate No. 90805, Last Chance post,
No. 1.” That he bad written on the No.
2 post the following words: “Henry
Price, free miner’s: certificate No, 90803,
Last Chance post No. 2"’ and that he
had marked .the line between No. 1 and
2 posts a8 required by section 16 of the
mineval act, 1896;° On the back of the
affidavil is’ a sketeh ‘plan referred to in
the affidavit showing the boundaries of'
the claim marked by posts at each cor-
ner “Post.Ne. 172 “Post No. 2, “Post
No. 3,” and’ “Post :No. 4.”

claim : there nor- does it appear that he
was g free miner.

On the 23rd Februakty, 1897, the plain-
tiff’s agent, F. G. Richands] located, and
on the 24th February,”1897, recorded on
sec. 49 for the plaintiff the “fractional”
Spero mineral caim, eovering ‘within a
minpte fraction: the Last Chance. No
person was then on'/the T.ast“Chance
and 1o work had been done by the de-
fendant.

No question arises in this case as to
there being a vein or:lode or rock in
tace in the ground eliimed by ‘these
perties. - The plaintiff attacked the de-
fendant’s location and record on the
grounds of his want of compliance with
the act as to locating and recording.

The defendant’s counsel admitted that
if jt were not for sub.-gec. D of sec. 16
it ‘'wonld be impossible to give judgment
ir; his client’s favor. g

As to sub-sec. D the plaintiff’s coun-
sel contended that that sub-sec. did not
apply to this case.' 'That the sub-sec,
was only intended to benefit discoverers

I do npot agree with the construction
so sought to be placed on sub-section” D,
and it is net necegsary to depart from
the mineral ‘act ‘and resort to some otu-
er statute to ascertain the meaning of
the words “‘actually discovered.” ’

The word locator as»used in the act
evidently includes free miner, and Is
used with reference to free miners gen-
erally. -

The act (v., ss. 12, 13, 16, 24 and %9)
does not restrict the location of a min-
eral claim to the first discoverer of rock
in place or to the discoverer of a new
mine, but gives any free miner the
right not only to locate claims but g!so
to locate claims abandoned, and claims
located but not duly. recorded, and the
locator (free miner) must mark ' any
mineral claim heé loeates by posts, and
section 16 requires him also to place a
legal post at the point where he has
“discovered” rock in place, on ~which
shall be written’ “discovery post;” the
afbdavit he is required to make gshows
that the word ‘discovered” in that part
of the section and the word “found” are
used synonymously, and the words
“discover” and “found” are used with-
out any qualification. In other words,
every free miner ‘locating any clajm
is at the point where he has removed
the covering from or exposea to view or
has met with or fallen in with  “rock
in place” in any of the different ways
legal post on thefs m o7a cmfwym
in which “rock in.place” may be dis-
covered or found to place a discovery
post, etc.

The only qualifying word used in con-
nection ‘with ‘“discoyered” in subsection
D is “actually,” that is, in faet, or "in
faith, really, in truth, positively.

To support the construction advanced
it would be necessary to give the word
“discovered” in subsection D, of settion
16, a meaning which wouid be obviously
different to the meaning it has in the
earlier part of section 16. Neithér the
sense of the section nor the sense of the
act requires this to be done.

A number of objections to the valid-
ity of the defendant’s location ‘and- re-
cord based on his non-compliance with
matters specified in the preceding” sub-
section of seetion 16 were raised and
cases prior to the passing of thdt-sub-
section were cited ‘in which locations of
mining claims were decided to be in-
valid. ¢

But it is not necessary in this case
to decide as to what non-observances
of section ‘16 are material or-imma-
terial, as the question which first pro-
sents itself upon the facts as they ap-
pedr in evidence is: Does the defendant,
having discovered mineral in = place,
come within the provisions of sub-sec-
tion D so &8 to be entitled to any bene-
fit it may confer? and I .th.nk not.
Nerther section 16 or any other section
of the act is repealed. Sub-section D
deals with failure to comply with and
non-observance of the provisions of sec-
tion 16, but section 16 still - remains
part of the act and there must, I think,
still be a bona fide attempt to-comply
with the provisions of thesaet, including
section 16.

The act reguires that ev@ry mineral

“claim must have a lacation line which

must be marked at each extremity by
a post, and the location ard location
line must be defined on the ground in
such a way that the initial point and
final point, and the direction of the lo-
cation line, and the extent of the claim
on each side of the line clearly appear.
and, until the claim is so marked and
particulars showing this has been done
are furnished to the recorder, the loca-
tor is not entitled to a record.

Section 16 .goes into particulars and
sjates ‘how the intention and general
rpquirement of the act are to bhe carried

ut, but, without dwelling on the min-
utiae of the manner in which section 18
provides ‘it is to be carried out, the pro-
visions as to survey and the other refer-
ences.in that section to the loeation line
and sections 18, 19, and 20 clearly show
that the claim must be located in the
way I have stated, and I do not think
that sub-section D, in section 16, over-
rides the act and allows the locator in
locating to disregard nbt. only the de-
tails of section 16 but also the require-
ments of the statute. Here the defend-
ant made no ‘attempt tomark out his
claim 48 ‘réquired by the ‘act.
_ . But, ‘further, . sub-section D seems to
me to only . apply /to cases of non-ob-
servance or non-feasance. Section 16
provides, that the tlaim shall not be re-
corded wunless the application shall be
accomranied by an affidavit, and sec-
tions 19 and 20 also require informa-
tion and particulars of what has been
done to be furnished to the' recorder.

The defendant did not fail to file an
affidavit, but in it he swore that he had
complied with the law and gave particu-
lars whieh were false. /

This was not merely a failure to com-
ply or non-observance, but a mis-feas-
ance, and one: of ‘the conditions of sub-
section D, which he claims as sole sup-
port of his' record, is that there should’
be a bona fide attempt to comply witk
the provisions of the act., but his record
is not based on bona fide attempt to
comply with, but.on a violation of the
act,~and must fall. - The defendant’s
location and record are declared void
and the record is.to be canecelled, Costs
to be county court costs on the higher
scale. E. HARRISON. C. C.. I.

SCHOOL ~ TRUSTEES

Principals of the Oity Schools Report
on the .Curriculum of
the Schools.

Trustee McMicking Wants Something |
Done at Central 8chool to Pro- .
tect Pupils’ Health. -

A meeting of the.board of school’
trustees was held on Twuesday evening
at thesoffice of the secretary on the. cor-;
ner ¢f  Fgft and Broad streets, . The’
principals of the various schools were
in attendance and at the request of the |
board they presented the following re-
port on the subject discussed at the last
meeting of the board, nameély, the tend-
ency on the part of the teachers to pre-
pare the pupils for examination rather
than to educate them.

To the Board of School Trustees:

Ladies and Gentlemen:—At your re-
quest, expressed through your legisla-
tive committee, that mieans be devised
to check the temdemcy on the part of
teachers to prepare pupils for examina-
tion rather than to- educate, and \sp in
this ‘way ~to ‘raise . the standard of- the
schools in this. city, we your principals
recommend the' following ior your con-
sideration:

‘Whereas with the present system of
eight graded schools it is possible for a
pupil to enter the high school at ten
years of age (unless there be twa sec-
tions in each class), thereby endanger-
ing the health of the bright pupil anfi
practically preventing the average pupil
from enjoying a high school education,

And whereas some of the text books
at present in use, notably the readers
and the text boek on agriculture, are
not suitable. for publiec schools; .

And whereas the .idea prevails among
teachers that their class room work is
judged by the number of; pupils promot-
ed, an idea conveyed to them by reso-
lution of a former trustee board; )

Therefore be it resolved that: it
would be in the best interests of edu-
cation in this city to reduce the numper
of grades to six, with yearly promotion
examinations, and that we would re-
spectfully, advise that your. board con-
fer with the trustee W®ards of other
cities in the province with a view to se-
curing a change in the text books at the
hands of the council of public sehool
instruetion, and that your teachers - be
notified that their ability is not recog-
nized wholly on the number promoted,
but more largely by their real work as
in the daily work of their class.

The principals, who were unanimous
regarding the opinion expressed in:the
report, thought that should their sugges-
tions be carried out the “cramming”
system complained of would receive-its
death blow. 3

Trustee McMicking wanted to know
if the .mind of a child would be ex-
panded by the study of agriculture. ;. If
80, could not the other subjects in the
curriculum be worked to the same pur-
pose. F

Miss Cameron, on behalf of the prin-
cipals, explained that this matter was: to
be brought up at the mext meeting; of
the Provineial Teachers’ Institute: Fur-
ther discussion on the subject was,
therefore, deferred until after the meet-
ing of the institute. §

The principals also asked for apthor-
ity from the board to appoint teachers
in -charge of primary divisiong in  the
various schools to assume charge of ‘the
principals’ work when found necessary.

After some discussion the communi-
cation on the matter was laid on the
table for future consideration. Ameng
other. matters dealt .with in the same
manner were :a letter from Miss Cam-
eron on the rearrangement of “the de-
partments of South Park school; a let-
ter from Mrs. Kate Soper asking why
her girl was not allowed to attend
school, and an application from 8. Shep-
pard for a position on the teaching
staff,

Chairman Hayward announced that
he had received a $100 flag as a pres-
ent for the central school, providing the
following conditions were complied
with, namely, that the flag be presented
and. accepted by a graduate of the
school. ' The gift was thankfully ac-
knowledged, the board stating that they
were quite willing to comply with the
conditions. - -

" The next mitter to be considered was
the subject of proposed amendmentsito
the sehool act now before the local le-
gislatare and“'@fter some discnssjon . it
was ‘decided ‘that ‘the board wait upon-
the’ l6¢dl ‘membeérs and urge them to
opposé’ the *dmendments. o
