London, Oct. 29.—The =City Imperial
Volunteers, wh arrived at Southamp-
ton from South Africa on Saturday on
the British transport Awurania, reached
Bere by train this morning. They march-
ed through London, algng streets packed
By thousands, and received a-tumultuous
greeting, Such a demonstration was
rrobably never before evoked for such a
small body of volunteers. :

The postponement of  Liondon’s - wel-
eome until to-day diminished the number
eof spectators, but the enthusiasm could
scarcely be more general or genuine.
Early in the day Queen Victoria sent a
message to the returning ‘troops, wel-
ecming them and  inquiring as to their
Realth. The Prince of Wales came in
town . and | viewed the procession from
Marlborough Flouse. Among the other
moyalties watching the little band of men
in khaki uniforms were, Princess Louise,
Puchess of Argyle, Prince Edward of
Saxe-Weimar, and many other distin-
guished people.

The inward history of how these power-
ful influences ‘came to be set at work,
however, are knownsonly to g limited
few.

He became greatly exercised by
the news, and after my visitors had left
he. would  talk of nothing else, .He in-
sisted that something. must be.done at
once to remedy what he considered noth-

COAL AT WHITE HORSE.

Discovery of Importance and Value to
the White Pass Railway.

Important news was brought from
White Horse by Robert Lowe, president

{ of the Board of Trade in that city, who

arrived from the north on the steamer
Humboldt, which arrived in Seattle some
days ago. Mr. Lowe says that a, very
important strike of coal was recently
made near White. Horse by one of the
prospectors = employed. by him. The
strike is about 20 miles  from White
Horse and about 10 miles from camp 1%
on the White Pass and Yukon railway.
The coal is of a very good quality from
all reports, and runs in three seams, one
of which is 13 feet in width, one 6 feet,
and ‘the cther 18 inches. The seams can
be traced all alomg the mountain.;' and
from the amount of coal in sight’there
must be an inexhaustible supply of coal,
said Mr. Lowe.

If this turns out as well as expected
the White Pass apd Yukon railway wilt
not be forced in future to import alf
the fuel used by the railway from Comox
and other Island coal ports, but will un-
doubtedly purchase “their coal from the
local company. In ‘faet if is already un-
derstood that an agreement has ibeen
made by which the White: Pass and Yu-
kon  railway have agreed ‘to- purchase
their coal from the local eompany as soon
as they have their mine mgood working
condition.

NOTE TELLER'S HAUL.

New York, Oect. 238.—C. L. Alweod,
note teller of the First National Bank,
has disappeared. 'The bBank has given
out the following statement: ‘“The note
teller, who has beén in the employ .of
the First, National Bank for many years,
is a defaulter to a large amount. His
operations have continued for a consider-
able period, and have been skillfully con-
cealed’ through manipulation of his: bal-
ance book. The discovery was made by
ohe of the bank’s employees a few days
after the completion of an examination
of the bank by the United States examin-
ers. During the continuance of his
peculations, periodical examinations
have been made by several district ox-
aminers representing the cbmptroller’s
department, all expert accountants, and
the bank has also had frequent inde-
pendent examinations, neither of which
has developed any irregularity. The ag-
sregate of the false entries, amounting
to $700.000, has been charged off on the
books of the bank out of the reserve
fund without diminishing the surplus
and profits‘of the bank, as repmtod in its
last published statement. It is expectad
that the, shortage will be materially 1e-
duced by a snbstantial sum, of whlch
there is a fair pro%pect of recovery.”

The
French government, however, gave up a
part of the magnificent forest of Vincen-
nes to make room for them, and in these
lovely groves are erected many pavilions
which -bear the flags of almost all the
nations, and these, filled with the choic-
cst manufactures, attract great crowds
of visitors.

One of these pavillions belongs to Can-
ada, and is given up to the exhibition of
agricaltura]l machines of Canadian manu-
facture. - These compare favorably with
similar machines of other nations,

The walls of this building are coquet-

iishly decorated with British flags and |

the French Tricolor. - These with their
gay colors surrounding the Canadian
shields, here and there on the - walls;
brighten them and give a cheerful air to
the place., - The maple leaf too is very
much in evidence, Near the entrance
we see the name of the much-loved
country, fashioned out of the national
emblem,

To Mr. Jardine, one of the .Canadian
commissioners, is due the credit of this
handsome installation. He, himself,
superintended the work and directed it
with taste and skill,

The Canadian annex is given over to
the display of farm machinery, and a
meeting place of all those engaged in
agriculture or who are interested in it.
It is not too much to say that in this
department Canada need fear no rival.
Canadian farm machines are .so Afully
developed and perfected, that, we may
tell it with pride, they. are greatly ad-
mired by all the countries of Europe.
The proof of this statement is seen in
the large number of sales made by Mas-
sey-Harris & Co, to Russia, Germany,
Bulgaria, Roumania, Algeria and even
to the United States.

The agricultural machinery of all kinds
made by this firm are more convenient
and ‘more perfect than any that have
hitherto been offered on the continent,
80 it is not surprising that the interna-
tional jury .awarded them a grand prize,
an award which, in the opinion of all,
is fully merited. . ‘The Massey-Harr's
collection of farm mAchinery is a very
extensive one, and occupies the greater
part of the annex,

Several other Canadian manufacturers
of farm machinery have taken part in
the universal exhibition, amongst others
the Vanity Plough “€6., ‘of Brantford. A

Men-
tion should also be made of the David
Maxwell Co., of St. Mary’s, Canada,
which exhibits a large and varied collec-
‘tion of .agricultural' machines. ‘It is
regrettable that this firm does not keep
an agent in Eurcpe, as its exhibits at-
tract a great deal of attention, and
there is no doubt that its businesg could
be greatly extended with a live agent
to push its machinery,

! Study of Bible to Be Made a Plea-
sure as Well as a
Profit.

Scheme Worked Out by Toronto
Clergymen---Will Apply Ra-
tional Teaching Methods.

Rev. Charles Xaton, of Bloor street
Baptist church, has been revolving a
few ideas about the Sunday school
and with Mr. Baton ideas soon become
concrete entities because in his congre-
gation he has the earnest men and the
open purses that can put a goed thought
into practice.

Mr. Baton’s belief is that the Sunday
school ought to be, not a perfunctory
institution, but a vital force in the Chris-
tian scheme and tq make it a vital force,
human rpature must be taken into ac-
count. All the self-sacrifice and enthu-
siasm of Sunday school teachers will rfot
compensate for wrong methods 0; in-
struction, and eager modérn- -minds,
whether in children or ' grown people,
must be furnished with proper food. it
is almost as important to interest the
intelligence as to stimulate faith, ,tzec‘ause_
faith operates pest with the assistance
of reason. . That, as I take it, is Mr.
Eaton's position on the Sunday schpol
question. He will apply raﬁongl teaching
methods to the study of the Bible.

New Quarters Opened.

As a first step in the direction of the
ideal Sunday school, Mr. Eaton’s congre-
gation has obtained a large building next
to the church., This has been renovated
and altered to meet the special needs of
the case, and yesterday it, was opened
with appropriate ceremonies and a large
attendance. The school will accommo-
date twelve hundred students. I't has
plenty of light and air and pleasant
color. There are rooms in it.in which
the “social side will be cultivated! with
the aid of good literature and good com-
radeship. The Sunday school is to be a
vital force, and vital forces, in the hu-
man economy, do not act through un-
pleasant mediums. Therefore, a ¢heerful
home for the Sunday school was the
first thing to be considered. Howeyver, a
college without a curriculum is like faith
without works. so Mr. Eaton passes on to
the next phase of the subject. .~

Gone to Seed. 1)

“The modern Sunday school,” says Mr.
Eaton, ‘‘has gone to seed.  The ayerage
boy attends Sunday school 40 Sundays
in the year for ten years. He is taught
the Bible & half hour each Sunday.
There are 400 Sundays in his ;S‘ximday
school course—400 Sundays of half an
hour each. In ten years, then, he spends
200 hourg on the study of the Bible.
Two hundred hours reduced tg K days
means eight days. In ten years: eight
solid days of Bible instruction! How
much science, how much mathematics
could the very best college student learn
in that time?

“The failure of the Sunday school is
due chiefly to wrong methods.  In this
new enterprise of ours we are under-
taking three things. @ The first of these
is to make the Sunday school the second
session of the church. That s, the
church must take the Sunday.  school
seriously. Along this line we shall pro-
vide classes for young men, for' men,
mixed Bible classes, classes for advanced
students and normal classes for teach-
ers. In Bloor street church we are par-
ticularly fortunate ,in ~having :a great
amount of teaching talent. In every de-
partment we have an expert right at
hand.  Dr. Welton of McMaster Hall will
have the advanced class in charge ‘and
Chancellor Wallace. the normal = class.
In short, it is our intention to apply, ‘in
a modified way, public school methods to
Sunday school work, o

Home Instruction. -

“The second thing we undertake is to
improve the quality of home instruction.
Here has lain a fatal weakness. Parents
have turned over to the Sunday: school
teacher and to the preacher the religious
training of their children.. Part of the
business of the new Sunday school will
be to conduct a systematic campaign in
the homes of the parents, so that they
shall pay less attention to pleasure or
business and more to fitting their children
for life. -‘Among the children of well-to-
do people there ought to be more chivalry
i toward womanhood, more general polite-

‘ness and a sturdier .moral sense. The
- home influences must help us along this
- line, ‘ .
“The third clause of our prospectus is
to improve the quality of Sunday school
| teaching. There will be, as I said be-
fore, a Normal class under Chancellor
- Wallace, who will teach the teachers how
to teach. Then ‘with trained teachers
{ and prepared scholars, the Sunday school
session ought to -have some meaning.
i There will be a thoreugh grading and
' classification of the scholars, and in every
“way we shall use the best educational
methods.”
| Discussing the subject generally, Mr.
Baton said that he believed the study of
the Bible should be conducted in. the
light -of reason ‘#nd history. However,
the new Sunday school will not occupy
itsell with ! e
. The Higher Criticism,
because that is. a university study, and,
. really the higher critics wrangle over very
[ trivial things. Who, for instance, cares
whether there was one Isaiah or two?
' “This doesn’t mean,” said Mr. Baton,
. “‘that we are going to shut out the light
of science. We are simply going to neg-
lect polemical trifies and get at the truth.

I believe .that religion should have-

science as her handmaiden.. There is not
a single great discovery of science which
cannot be fitted .into -our Christianity.
The church niust welcome knowledge and
adjust it to belief. One of the features
" of the new Sunday school is the improve-
ment and enlargement of the library,
which will comprise the best ‘thonght on
the relation ‘of “science and - nature to
Christianity. At the head of the, library
is' Mr; Allan M, Donovan, a gentleman
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as important as any in the school.
Those - Without Homes.

“Another thing that we must grapple
with,” continued Mr. Eaton, “is the fafzt
that hundreds of boys and young men in
this city are practically homeless. * For
these there will be pleasant rooms, open
day and night, the whole week through,

and come under the influence of higher
ideals. There will be books and good
magazines. There are no pipes and' to-
baceo in our scheme. I do not believe
that the end justifies the means or in
doing a little wrong to make a great
right. You cannot get the good out of
a man by pandering to his vices. There

want the young fellows to think a bit,
and to think they must read.

New Methods.

“I believe,” said Mr. Eaton, as a ﬁngl
word, “that we must get away from offi-
cialism in church work. I believe in per-
sonality, not in machinery. The method
of Christ and His apostles was to go to
the people, not to wait until the peop}e
came to them. We build a splendid
church and ask why the people do' pot
flock to it. We must have recruiting

From time to time reports have reach-
ed Victoria of the big potlatch which is
being held by the Chilkat tribe of In-

! 'dians at Klukwan, their principal vil-

lage. This village is situated about

twenty miles above Pyramid harbor on |
the Chilkat river upon ‘the bank of the |
More than usual interest at-

taches to this potlatch, for it is being
conducted on an exceptionally large scale
and the reason for giving it is quite out
of the common, . .

Potlatches, as a rule, are local in their
object, but this one has some imterna-
tional features|connected with it #nd will
be a-histonigal event in the aboriginal
It ap-
pears that in the ‘early part.of the cen-
fury the Sitka Indians raided and slew
a number of Fort Wrangel Indians, in-
flicting on them snch severe losses as to
largely destroy the prestige of the tribe
and in consequence of this a bitter feud
has sinee existed between the two tribes.
Now the Sitkas, Wrangels, and -Chil-
koots, with their subdivisions, all belong
to the great native stock called Tlingit,
and the Chilkats lately came to the con-
clusion that it would be a good think to
bury old animosities and bring about an
offensive and defensive alliance. The
Chilkats, occupying an intermediate
position and being a principal tribe, could
afford to be the peacemakers, so they pro-
ceeded to get up a potlatch, probably un-
equalled in magnitude, and invited the
Sitkas and Wrangels to come to Kluk-
wan, meet upon a common ground and
take part in the revels, drink seal oil, and
consummate the truce

In addition to the above mentioned
tribes whkich have been invited to attend
the potlatch the Stick Indians from the
interior are also invited to be present.
This is -also a notable incident, for until
within the past few years this tribe was
In a sort of semi-dependency upon the
crafty and warlike Chilkats, who looked
upon them almost in-the light of slaves
and would not allow them to come down
to the coast, but. stopped them at the
passes and there exacted from them a

heavy toll on all goods which were sold

to the Sticks.

It is stated that upwards of $30,000
worth of property will be distributed and
silver dollars, blankets and furs will
change hands frequent and free. The
jvhiskey smugglers have been busy try-
ing to bring in liquor, but they are close-
ly watched by a detachment of United
Stfite_:s troops, now stationed at Haines
Mission. The potlatch will be conducted

on a most elaborate scale and -t is most
likely that no such elaborate doings will

ever be seen again ‘on this coast.. A

pumber of photographers have made ar-
rangements to be on hand to take views
of the scenes that will be enacted there.

When we got about six miles from
Fontesvilla, I saw 'lights on the track
and could not make it out, as I knew
no engines were about. Up came an
other trolley with four of my friends in
it, all armed. This was about midnight,
and it was bitterly cold on the swamp.

The Consolidated Cariboo Hydraulic Min-
ing Company, Ltd., of Bullion, Oariboo dis-
trict, B. C., completed the clean-up for
the second run on the 1st instant and have
shipped the result thereof in one large
ingot of solid gold, aveighing 9,040 troy
ounces (753 Ibs, 4 ounces), valued at $154,
