Arthur Novikrai of August 27th has 
reached here. The paper speaks of the 
Russian, battleship Retvizan having shell­
ed Japanese troops who appeared near 
the village of Wudianfan.

The Novikrai confirms the official Jap­
anese report that the Japanese cruisers 
Kasnga and Nisshin bombarded two 
small forts near Golden Hill some time 
ago, but it does not say that these forts 
were silenced, as the Japanese reported. 
These two forts are in the vicinity of 
Wudianfan, which is commanded by 
fort No. 2. The Japanese mounted eight 
gnns in front of Wudianfan on August 
25th, and have established one large and 
one' small fort to the northeast of the 
village. A gun on one of the new Jap­
anese forts was struck by a Russian 
shell.

On the titSiu of August 25th, accord­
ing to the Novikrai, a piece of white pa­
per on the end of a pole was hoisted 
above the Japanese trenches. The Rus­
sians ceased fire and sent a detail for­
ward to communicate with thie enemy. 
The Japanese, in imperfect Russian, re­
quested assistance in removing their 
dead.

On August 26th, at 3 a.m., a Russian 
searchlight revealed the Japanese troops 
opposite fort No. 1 beginning operations, 
and thereupon the entire Russian line 
opened 'fire, occasionally using cannon. 
In reply the Japanese fired irregularly at 
fort No. 3. Daylight developed the 
startling fact that the Japanese had ad­
vanced a trench to the north of fort No.

A strong flanking column on the 
east is pushing rapidly north in an effort 
to head off the Russians. Against this 
column Kouropatkin has sent out a 
strong cavalry division to the northeast, 
which it is believed is already in position 
to check the Japanese flankers, while to 
the westward ‘he is moving /a 
division towards Sinmintfn, thirty miles 
west of Mukden, to meet any interfer­
ence that may be attempted from the 
direction of Yinkow or near New- 
ehwang.

Oyama’s advance is-reported to be en­
gaging the Russian rear, but it is not ex­
pected to develop anything more serions 
than a series of rear-guard actions tend­
ing to harass Konropatkin’s retreat.

There is nothing in the dispatches, however, to indicate with any degree 
of certainty whether the two armies will be forced to again engage at Muk­
den, or whether the Russians will continue to fall back to Tie Pass.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 8.—5 p.m.—The 
question) of contraband of war as con­
tained in the American and British notes, 
was presented to the Emperor yesterday 
by the commission which has been con­
sidering the subject There were present 
the ministers for foreign affairs, justice, 
marine and war. Foreign Minister 
Lamsdorff, who throughout has been fav­
orable to the American and British con­
tentions, made a strong argument in sup­
port of his position and was warmly sec­
onded by M. Muravieff, minister of jus­
tice. An opinioû by Prof. De Martins, 
professor of international law at the 
University of St. Petersburg, was favor­
able and was presented. No decision was 
reached, but the Emperor plainly mani­
fested his sympathy with C unt Lams- 
dorff’s view, and at the conclusion cf th.i 
audience urged the advisability of ù 
prompt decision. In consequence of the 
Emperor’s utterances, tho -foreign office 
is greatly encouraged and it is believed 
that a decision will soon be reached.

O Former Barkeeper Says He Killed Two

MUKDEN TO-MORROW.
East St. Louis, Ill., Sept. 7.—Accord­

ing to statements made to Chief of 
Police Purdy by Louis Kane, formerly 
a barkeeper in the Yellpw Dog saloon, 
the latter is guilty of killing the two men 
found dead under mysterious circum­
stances near Black bridge Monday night.

Kane in his statement says that his 
reason for killing Reynolds, a white man, 
and Green, a negro, was that they were 
strike breakers. He told Chief Purdy 
that be was formerly employed as a 
butcher, and, although he had; surren­
dered his card, he was a “strong union 
man and had used every means in his 
power 
ism.”

In describing the killing, Kane told 
Chief Purdy that he and several striking 
butchers had had an argument with 
Reynolds, and that the latter made a 
motion as though to draw a revolver. 
Kane says that he then shot Reynolds 
through the heart and hid his body in 
the bushes. According; to Kane’s state­
ment to the police he killed Reynolds at 
3 o’clock in the afternoon. After closing 
the saloon atr 7 o’clock at night Kane 
says he started to go home, and while 
crossing Black bridge recognized Green, 
who was approaching him, as a strike 
breaker.

Kane says that he hid behind* a sup­
port of the bridge until Green was with­
in a few feet of him, when he placed 
his revolver on a ledge and fired, the 
bullet penetrating Green’s heart.

lowing particulars of the collision on the 
C.aP. R. àt Sintaluta, between the trans­
continental express, to which the vice­
regal couches were attached,' and a 
ïréighl strain :

“A serious accident occurred Friday j. 
"on the G^P. R. at^Siktaîtita. The num- 
brir of killed is çtated definitely to be 
ft*e, all of whom are women: Mrs. J. C. 
j^owsett, of Edmonton, returning home 
from Winnipeg; Mrs. Warren, Sand 
Point, Ont.; Miss Agnes Shirly, ticketed 
from Ottawa to Strathcona; Kate and 
Annie Hermit, of Toronto, bound for 
Calgary. Five people were injured.

“The accident is the worst that has 
occurred to any passenger tram on the 
western division of the C. P. R. since 
the establishment of the road. It oc­
curred at Sintaluta*, about 300 miles 
west of Winnipeg.

“His Excellency Lord Minto, Lady 
Minto and party were on the wrecked 
train, bat none of the vice-regal pas­
sengers were injured.

“The cause of the accident was a mis­
placed switch.

“The wrecked’ train was part of the 
regular transcontinental express which 
left Winnipeg Thursday morning. At 
Brandon, however, the train was divid­
ed into two sections, owing to the heavy 
traffic. The first section had passed 
the east-bound freight a few miles west 
of the scene of the accident The second 
section, made np of tourist cars, sleep­
ers and the Minto coaches, was follow­
ing about Itn hour later, orders having 
been issued to pass the freight at the 
switch at Sintaluta. The freight, it is 
supposed, in getting into this switch, had 
passed "thé side track on the main line 
and backed down. It Is thought that 
the switch was left open after the freight 
had got itswposition on the side track, 
with the result that when the express 
approached it was diverted from the 
main line and clear track to the rails on 
which stood the freight.

“All those killed and injured were con­
fined to the passengers -in the first tour­
ist car. The second tourist coach was 
also badly smashed up, but none of the 
passengers on this car is reported1 to 
have been injured.

“A special train was made np, and the 
vice-regal party proceeded1 on towards 
Vancouver about six, hours after the ac­
cident. Noue of this party was injured.

“An inquest was held at Srotahria this 
afternoon, as a result of which the en­
gineer and conductor of the freight 
were held for criminal negligence.

Buenos Ayres, Sept. 7.—The revolu­
tionists of Paraguay have captured 
Villa Encarnacion, with its garrison 
and their arms.

A report from Uruguay of the defeat 
of General Vasquez, minister of war, 
in the ! recent battle between the Urte 
guayan government forces and the revey- 
lutionists at Cuchilla, Negra, was pub­
lished only* in Buenos Ayres newspapers 
favoring the revolution in Uruguay.-

I estimate the 
casualties of the revolutionists in killed 
and wounded at 170 officers and over 
600 men, they leaving in our camp alone

'rebels estimate their hisses at 1.200. The

killed and 53 wounded; men, 83 killed, 
345 wounded and 84 missing. I have 
limited this dispatch tc actual occur­
rences withoût reference to the trans­
cendental importance of the military* 
operations.”

OBSERVATIONS OF A

BRITISH NATURALIST

DIED IN SAN FRANCISCO.

John McClnng, Formerly a Resident of 
Victoria, Passed Away in the 

Bay City.

Travelled Through the Central Portion 
of British Colombia for Foar 

Months.

News has been received from San 
Francisco of the death, in that city, of 
John McClnng, formerly of Ontario and 
more recently a resident of Victoria. 
Mr. McClnng came to the coast six years 
ago, before which time he was a prom­
inent figure in the business life of On­
tario, he having had extensive interests 
in Bowmanville, Kingston, Toronto and 
other cities of that province.

Mr. McClung’s active business career 
began in Bowmanville, where for many 
yeafs he was the managing partner of 
McClnng Bros., from which firm he with­
drew and with the late Sénator McMas­
ter formed the firm of McMaster, Mc­
Clnng & Co., wholesale dry goods mer­
chants of Toronto. After the dissolu­
tion of the latter firm -Mr. McCIang en­
gaged in the jobbing trade, at the same 
time conducting retail stores in several 
ef the cities and towns of Ontario.

In 1898 Mr. McClnng removed to Cali­
fornia, where he made some investments 
in fruit farms, subsequently coming to 
Victoria to reside. He found, however, 
that his interests in California required 
hie presence in that state, and last fall 
he took up his residence in San Fran­
cisco.

Mr. McClnng was a life-long Conserva­
tive, and once contested West Durham 
as the candidate of tuat party.

Although the deceased gentleman 
lived several years beyond the allotted 
span he, up until the last, was actively 
engaged in business, his work ceasing 
only with his life.

British Columbia, from Ashcroft to Bar­
kerville, a very rich field for 
birds and small mammal. An exceed­
ingly valuable collection of specimens 
was procured, numbering over six hun­
dred. This represented 147 species. Of ' 
these 36 were British birds, and of these 
30 I obtained' complete life histories of 
35. Of strictly British Columbia birds 
there were 111 species, and of these I 
obtained 22 perfect life histories, giving 
a total of 37, showing that the study of 
the British Columbia fauna was more 
complete than the strictly British. But 
l found the British Columbia birds so 
fascinating in their habits and nesting 
that I paid more attention to them than 
to the strictly British birds.”

A previous naturalist who spent fif­
teen months in that district made a list 
of 91 species observed. Mr. Coburn, who 
has spent four months only here, gives 
a list of 147 species observed, which 
shows that he has been making very 
good use of his time.
Columbia birds, several entirely new to 
the province escaped the observation of 
all other naturalists.

Side trips were made to various parts 
of the Cariboo road, one being 40 miles 
due east from the 70-Mile House to a 
lonely lake heretofore unvisited by an 
Englishman, to study the breeding haunt 
of Bonaparte's gull.

It may be of interest here to note that 
to study the habits of birds it is neces­
sary for the observer to conceal himself 
for sometimes many hours at a stretch.

“In the case of the water fowW said 
Mr. Cobum, “I have had to stand up to 
the middle among the sedges for hours at 
& stretch waiting for birds to come to 
their nesting site. The recovery of some 
of the specimens was attended with 
great difficulty in consequence of there 
being neither boats on the lake nor dogs 
to retrieve. Where birds fell into he 
water they had to be recovered by shim­
ming or wading. In most instances I 
have gone into the water fully clothed* 
with the result that I would have tj 
walk about from place to place the whole 
•day long with wet clothes. In fact I 
rarely returned to the ranches with dry 
clothes on. v

‘‘I have hàd some very exciting adven­
tures, both in regard to tree climbing 
and sinking out to my depth in the soft 
muddy bottom of the lakes.

“A very interesting series of small 
mammals were procured cn my trip, in­
cluding the various kinds of rats, mice 
and squirrels. Of the two former very 
little appears to be known, and I was 
anxious to get a completed series of 
these mammals to get the British Colum­
bia forms properly named.”

Mr. Coburn has been four months in 
travelling through the interior of British 
Columbia. “But I found the time far 
too short to study the fauna of the dis­
trict as thoroughly as I would like to 
have done,” he added, ‘ and it may be 
f"und necessary to pay a second visit to 
follow up farther north certain j>t the 
birds.’’

port, has created an impression that the 
gentlemen composing that body have 
been charged with some offence. The 
board consists of Capt. Wm. Grant, 
Joshua Kingham, A. B. Fraser, sr., and 
Oapt J. G. Oox. It is, perhaps, need­
less to say that the probity .of none of 
these gentlemen is impugned. The 
charge, which it is understood has been 
laid with the minister, has reference to 
matters alleged to have taken place prior 
to the appointment of these gentlemen, 
and a letter has been signed by all the 
pilots and addressed to some of the com­
missioners, in which they make this very 
plain •

The investigation which the Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries has been asked, 
and which, it is stated, he has decided, to 
hold, has to do with the secretary of the 
board, E. Crow Baker. An affidavit has 
been filed with the minister by one of 
the pilots claiming a balance due him 
from 1893 to 1899, inclusive, of $1,301.31. 
Under the system in force the secretary 
of the pilot board, who receives a salary, 
retains from all pilot tolls collected ten 
per cent, for the expenses of the board 
exclusive of the salaries of the .pilots. 
At the end of the year any balance over 
and above expenses is divided among the 
pilots themselves.

The affidavit of the pilot in question is 
to the effect that he received none of the 
balances -mentioned; and, further, that 
on August 11th, 1900, he was asked ‘t> 
sign, and did actually sign, receipts for 
these moneys, notwithstanding that he 
had received no portion of them.

SUCCESSFUL SPORTS.

Exciting Athletic Competitions During 
Afternoon at Caledonia 

Grounds.

Throughout the afternoon the Cale­
donia nark presented an animated scene. 
Before the sports commenced at 2.30 
o’clock crowds commenced to enter the 
north and south gates, and when, the first 
event was called it is estimated that at 
least 4,000 people were in. attendance. 
Careful provision, however, had been 
made for the accommodation of all, and 
seats weire available for ail who wished 
them. Not a minute was unnecessarily 
wasted, as soon as one event was com­
pleted the next was announced. At regu­
lar intervals the pleasure of the occa sion 
was supplemented by choice musical 
selections by the City band. These were 
thoroughly enjoyed and the crowd ex­
pressed thelVffppreciation by hearty ap­
plause.

The races were successful -from every 
standpoint There was not a contest 
■that did not attract a good number of 
entries, and the finishes in almost I'-ery 
case were close and exciting. Excrp- 
tional interest was taken by local ath­
letes in the initial competition—a one 
•hundred yard dash open only to ama­
teurs. In this-the contestants represent­
ed Nanaimo, Vancouver and Victoria, 
and, to the surprise of most spectators, 
a sprinter from the former city was" vic­
torious. Harry W. Ferguson, the athlete 
referred to, did not reach the line much 
in the lead; in fact the margin was so 
small that there appeared to be scarcely 
any advantage. T. Cessford, of this 
city, captured second place, putting up 
a splendid race.

Such an auspicious start put the crowd 
in good humor. The 100 yards i(open) 
and the girls’ races were watched with 
interest, and that following, the married 
ladies’ eveitU roused considerable enthu­
siasm. The single ladies’ contest was 
close and was captured by Miss Ethel 
Creed only after a hard run against five 
other competitors. W. Ferguson again 
distinguished himself in the 220 yard 
amateur event, securing first -place, fol­
lowed closely by H. E. Taylor, of this 
city. The open 220 yard race also drew 
a -number of entries, and an outside 
sprinter, William Good, of Nanaimo, was 
successful; E. L. Harrison was second.

The obstacle race attracted consider­
able attention. When the event was an­
nounced many competitors presented 
themselves. From the start the contest 
was full of amusing incidents, 
desperate efforts of some of them to sur­
mount the difficulties which best their 
path were laughable and the crowd 

to thoroughly enjoyed the fun. B. C. Pet- 
tingeil demonstrated his superiority over 
any competing athlete in the quarter 
mile race. He ran against H. W. Fer­
guson, the crack Nanaimo sprinter, and 
left him far in the rear, crossing the 
finishing line first without being at all 
pressed.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office,
31st August to 6th -September, 1904.

During this week there has been -little 
change in the distribution of barometric 
pressure, and the weather conditions over 
the North. Pacific C^ast. The barometer 
has been normally above thirty inches, and 
only fell slightly upon several occasion® 
during -the eastward passage of 
moderate ocean low areas across the north­
ern portion of this province. Although the 
latter have not caused any rain either on 
Vancouver Island or the Lower Mainland; 
they have done so along our northern coast 
and In Cariboo and Kootenay. The amount 
in Kootenay, however, has not been suffi­
cient to extinguish the prevailing bush 
fires. There have been no high winds’ re­
ported either on the Straits or along the

A delay occurred 
in carrying out the arrangements, and it 
was not until Saturday of last week that 
thê matter* was finally settled and the 
agreements entered1 into.

By this arrangement it is specified 
that -the new company formed shall be­
gin preliminary surveys within GO days 
in the Flathead/coal country. The work 
of .construction will -begin shortly after 
this survey is made, it is expected by 
those interested.

As outlined in the Times, the tran­
sportation company acquirer a control­
ling interest in a group of 100 claims, 
which are set aside by the Kootenay 
Coal Company and the Nelson syndicate 
for that purpose. The Kootenay Coal 
Company is largely a Spokane concern.

The railway end of the new company’s 
work, it is said, will be kept entirely in­
dependent of the mining department, 
and they will really form two 
ies. It is also reported that satisfactory 
arrangements have been- made in draw­
ing up the agreement whereby the com­
panies interested in turning over the coal 
claims will be safeguarded with respect 
to rates for the carrying of their coal.

An announcement is not made as to 
where the railway will be built, but there 
is a prevailing impression that it will -be 
by way of Morrissey or Elko, which is 
léss than 20 miles distant.

High Average Daily Percentage for 
Eight Days of School.

The record of school attendance (lur­
ing the eight days of August after the 
opening of the term, is conspicuous for 
the high average daily attendance. But 
this is due to the fact that a very large 
proportion of pupils presènted them­
selves on the opening day instead of 
straggling along a -week or two late, ns 
is usually the case.
