Although full details are lacking, the
duration of the fighting, the numbers
engaged and the losses so far reported
indicate that Liao Yang will prove to be
one of the greatest battles of history.

The Oyama dispatch announcing the
fall of Liao Yang had the effect of cheer-
ing all of the subjects of the Mikado.
Tokio is brilliantly illuminated to-
night, and joyful owds are parading
the streets cheering the exploits of Field
Marshal Oyama and Generals Oku and

MORE DESPEWATE
FIGHTING AT FORTRESS.

Chefoo, Sept. 4.—A copy of the Port
Arthur Novikral of August 27th has
reached here. The paper speaks of the
Russian battleship Retvizan having shell-
ed Japanese troops who appeared near
the village of. Wudianfan.

The Novikrai confirms the official Jap-
anese report that the Japanese cruisers
Kasuga and Nisshin bombarded two
small forts near Golden Hill some time
ago, but it does not say that these forts
were silenced, as the Japanese reported.

25th, and have established one large and
one' small fort to the northeast of the
village. A gun on one of the new Jap-
anese forts was struck by a- Russian
shell.

On i night of AKugust 25th, accord-
ing to the Novikrai, a piece of white pa-
per on the end of a pole was hoisted
above the Japanese trenches. The Rus-
sians ceaséd fire and sent a-detail for-
ward to communicate with the enemy.
The :Japanese, in ‘imperfect Russian, re-
quested assistance in removing their
dead.

On August 26th, at 3 a.m., a Russian
searchlight revealed the Japanese troops
opposite fort No. 1 beginning operations,
and thereupon the entire Russian line
opened ‘fire, ocecasionally using cannon.
In reply the Japanese fired irregularly at
fort No. 3. Daylight developed the
startling fact that the Japanese had ad-
vanced a trench to the north of fort No.
2. The Japanese then opened fire with
six guns onl the hill known as the Eagle’s
Nest, in the meanwhile continuing to use
sandbags for the further strengthening
of their newly-entrenched position. The
Russians poured a hot fire on the sand
bags, the Japanese replying from another
position three-quarters of a mile to the
northeast.

The Novikrai says in conclusion that
at 10 o’cloek in ‘the morning of August
26th the Japanese were unable longer to
endure the bombardment and abandoned
the newly-made tremch to the north of
fort No. 2, and fled to the low ground
near the railroad.

The Novikrai asserts that a Japanese
torepdo boat was sunk off Port Arthur
on August 25th.

On the night of August 29th-the Jap-
anese surprised the worn-out Russians
at Palichuang and inflicted severe losses.

The mnews from the front indicates
that Oyama, having failed to surround
Kouropatkin at Liao Yang, is pressing
Kouropatkin’s rear with all the power of
his tired troops, while hurrying forward
a column which crossed the Taitse river
at Bensihu (30 miles northeast of Liao
Yang and five miles due east of Yentai
station), in the hope of cutting the Rus-
sian line of retreat below Mukden. This
column may consist of fresh troops in
light marching order. The Bensihu road
joins the main road from Yentai where
the latter is intersected by the Hua
river, three miles below Mukden. Once
this point is passed, Kouropatkin’s army
will have the Hua river between it and
Oyama.

The only uneasiness is due to the pos-

As Kouropatkin was just north of
Yentai when the heads of transport enter-
ed Mukden yesterday, it is evident that
the retreating column is over fifteen
miles long.

JAPANBSE ATTACK ON
STAKELBERG’S CORPS.

Mukden, Sept. 6.—The following mes-
sage, describing the early eventsy of the
Japanese attack on 'Gen. Stakelberg’s
corps southwest of Liao Yang on August
30th, 'was written on the battlefield by
M. Kiriloff, one of the Associated Press
Russian correspondents, just before he
was shot through the lungs, and was sent
to Mukden for transmission:

“This morning around Liao Yang guns
thundered unceasingly. The heights
forming a semi-circle around the city
were dotted with jets of-flame and little
black and white clouds. The spectacle
was clearly visible from the water tower
of Liao Yang. The Russian left alone
was not engaged,

“At 7 a. m, the correspondent rode to
the Russian centre, where the Japan€se
were concentrating in an attempt to
break through, and climbed the neighbor-
ing heights, following a detachment sent
to relieve the skirmishers who had been
covering the battery commanded by
Pokotiloff, one of the heroes of Kiulien-
cheng. The Japanese, according to
custom, were shelling places where they
believed the Russian reserves were locat-
ed.

“Before the correspondent could reach
the battery he had to cross a danger zone
of one hundred and fifty yatrds, projec-
tiles falling and bursting on it until the
very ground seemed to quiver with
wrath.

“There was a touching scene when the
skirmishers were reached. A Russian
soldier met a brother whom he had last
seen ‘in their native village. There were
joyous greetings and a quick exchange
of news from home. Then each went his
way and settled down to the work of fir-
ing coolly and deliberately. The Japan-
ese fire. was spasmodic.

‘“T’'wo hours later the correspondent
reached the battery and found that Poko-
tiloff and arvother officer, Costroff, had
been killed. Out of 60 gunners 40 were
killed or wounded. Capt. Tarasoff was in
charge of the battery.

“The Russian officers had not eaten
anything since the previous day, and the
correspondent shared with them what
The taste of food
ecaused them to realize the intensity of
their hunger. Prudence urged the cor-
respondent to leave the spot, but he was
fascinated.”

REINFORCEMENTS
FOR THE JAPANESE

St. Petersburg, Sept. 7.—(2.10 a.m.)—
There has been no news from General
Kouropatkin since Monday afternoon.
This is attributed to the interruption of
direet communication Avith the com-
mander-in-chief, ogwing to the transfer
of telegraph offices to Mukden, whither
messages have to be sent by courier.

The ‘utmost confidence prevails at the
war office that the Russian army is
slowly but surely effecting their retreat
without risk of being cut off. Never-
theless intense anxiety is felt throughout
the whole nation and this feeling is
shared by the Emperor. His Majesty
will not go to Warsaw or Libau, and re-
mains closeted for hours with his mili-
tary advisers. It is believed that the out-
come of these deliberations will be an
order to mobilize several more army
COorps.

Late yesterday evening the Associated
Press obtained the following statement
from the war office:

“No telegrams whatever were received
from Géneral Kouropatkin to-day (Tues-
day). It is inferred that the only Rus-
sian troops remaining at Yentai Septem-
ber 6th are on the rear guard, whose
mission is solely to retard the meove-
ments of the Japanese. It is quite con-
sistent from the position of affairs to sup-
pose that a portion of the Japanese forces
entered Yentai, there being no intention
to hold this point, as it is of no intgrest
or value. Stores have been removed
and whatever was not removed was burn-

“An official telegram will probably ar-
rive this (Wednesday) morning. The
transfer of the telegraph office to Muk-
den hag caused delay in the direct trans-
mission of messages.”

St. Petersburg is full of the wildest
rumors, some claiming that General Kou-
ropatkin’s rear guard fhas been annihil-
ated, that Kouropatkin has been taken
prisoner, and that Port Arthur has fall-
en. These alarmjst reports were .circu-
lated on the bourse and at one time
threatened to cause a panie.

REINFORCEMENES
FOR KOUROPATKIN.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 6.—The Emperor
hag received the following dispatch from
General Kouropatkin, dated September
5th:

“To-day (September 5th) the army is
advaneing northward. It has extricated
itself from the pousition which was so
dangerous, in which it was placed, being
threatened by the enemy and. having a
narrow front. The enemy ,throughout
the day eannonaded our rear guard, es-
pecially its left flank, but without much
effect. We lost about 100 men to-day.”

It is stated that by the end of October
the fourth, eighth- and thirteenth army
corps, totalling 192;000 men, will reach
the front, and that before the end of
September 1,100 guns will have been dis-
patched to General Kouropatkin.

UNABLE TO CHECK
ADVANCE OF JAPANESE.

Parig, Sept. 6.—A -dispatch to the
Temps from Liao Yang says:~“A crowd
of people rushed forward toward the
depot. I was-standing in the refresh-
ment room. of the station when three
Japanese shells burst in' suceession
about -150 feet away. Many persons
were killed and a sister of /charity was
wounded. The people were terrified and
fled, leaving their baggage, whereupon
the Chinese plundered the trunks and
valises and the Cossacks grabbed the
stock of champagne in the refreshment
room. I left for Yentai, where a bat-
tle with General Kuroki had already be-
gun. - A Russian officer who- held back
the first Japanese assault on Liao Yang
told me that he never saw such fury:

The Japanese hurled themselves im
masses against the barbed wire defences
and fell into the trap ditches, but they
continued their advance. At Yentai
General Kouropatkin had the disadvan-
tage of being on a plain, while Kuroki
had the advantage of a position on the
crests of the neighboring hills.”

An official of the Japanese legation,
in the course of an interview to-day, said
he expected that the battle deciding the
future of Manchuria would occur at Har-
bin, as General Kouropatkin's flight has
been too hurried.to permit him to en-
trench at Mukden owing to the distance
of Harbin ' from Mukden (about 325
miles) and the approach of winter. The
battle, the official added, would not oc-
cur probably before spring. In the mean-
time, if Russia desired peace, she would
be able to open negotiations, but the Jap-
anese government would never make the
first proposals for peace. The reported
Japanese peace terms were mere indi-
vidual speculations, as the Japanese gov-
ernment is not considering peace. They
are calculating that the war will last
three years and are making preparations
accordingly, leaving Russia to make the
first overtures for peace.

The Temps quotes an ‘“eminent Rus-
sian,” who is junderstood to mean the
Russian ambassador here, as follows:
“Russia will never make the first pro-
position for peace. Further, she will en-
tertain no proposition for intervention,
even if it comeg from the powers having
the greatest sympathy for her and which
she considers her friends: This is the
unalterable determination of our "Em-
peror and government.”

MORE JAPANESE
EN ROUTE TO FRONT.

London, Sept. 7.—The Daily Mail's
Newchwang correspondent, cabling un-
der date of September,6th, says: ;*The
Russians are relying mainly on Tiehling
and are avoiding Mukden. Eight trans-
ports arrived here ‘to-day with troops,

Yang. The Russians have been partly
intercepted between Liao Yang and Muk-
den.” !

TAKE MORE CHEERFUL
VIEW OF SITUATION.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 7.—1 a.m.—As
the Russian newspapers begin to realize
more fully the catastrophe which Gen.
Kouropatkin avoided at Liao Yang, and
the skillful manner in ‘which he upset
Field Marshal Oyama’s plan to surround
the Russians, they take a more cheerful
view.of the result, and are beginning to
bestow upon Kouropatkin great praise.

It is now apparent that Oyama’s pur-
pose by pressing the Russian positions in
front of Liao Yang was to hold Kouro-
patkin’s attention while the Japanese
wing was thrust around the Russians to
block!the Russian line of retreat. But
Kouropatkin, at its very inception, had
bis eye upon this flanking movement and
countered by early withdrawing his main

army ‘to the right bank of the Taitse
fiver, changing his front to meet and
hold Gen. Kuroki in check while Ger:
Zaroubarc's command crossed, burning
the bridges behind him.

Both the Russian and. Japanese ac-
counts seem to agree that until the Rus-
sian army was withdrawn from Liao
Yang, I\ourop‘lil\m had beaten off the
Japanese assaults in front of Liao Yang,
and that the Russjan, -commander-m-
chief’s  first movement; agaxust Kuroki
was ‘also measufably swecessful.

While not ‘underestimating the difficul-
ties attending the task of the retirement
of the army northwafd, and the con-
tinued threat from Oydma’s right, the
Novoe Vremya evidently ‘considers that
it already has practically been’ success-
fully accomplished.

The Novosti says: “In England, France
and Germany the serious nature of the
consequences of the defeat of the Rus-
sian army is fully appreciated, and as
the views of their military critics are by
no means unfavorable, there exists no
reasons why we should give way to de-
spair over a defeat “hxch never took
place.”

The Invalid Russ, the army organ,
continues to maintain that Oyama met
with a strategetical defeat, but it ex-
presses the opinion that Oyama has not
yet given up hope of flanking Kouro-
patkin, for which he is strengthening
Kuroki and diminishing. the pressure
against the Russian rear.

The Novoe Vremya, reviewing the situ-
atiom, declares emphatically that neither
mediation nor peace are now thought of.

No further details. of the losses sus-
tained by the Russians during the ten
days’ fighting have been received. How
leng the roll of casualties ultimately will

CONFESSES TO MURDER.

Former Barkeeper Says He Killed Two
Strike Breakers in Chicago.

Bast St. Louis, Ill., Sept. 7.—Accord-
ing to statements made to Chief of

Police Purdy by Louis Kane, formerly
# barkeeper in the Yellpw Dog saloon;
the latter is guilty of killing the two men
found dead under mysterious circam-
stances near Black bridge Monday night.

Kane in his statement says that his
reason for killing Reynolds, a white man,
and Green, a negro, was that they were
strike breakers. He told Chief Purdy
that e was formerly employed as a
butcher, and, although he had surren-
dered his ecard, he was a “‘strong union
man and had used. every means in his

power to further the cause of wunion-
ism.”
In describing the killing, Kane told

Chief Purdy that he and several striking
butchers had had.-an argument with
Reynolds, and that the latter made a
motion. as though to draw .a revolver.
Kane says that he then shot Reynolds
through the heart and_ hid his body in
the bushes. According: to Kane's state-
ment to the police he killed Reynolds at
.3 o’clock in the afternoon. After closing
the saloon at 7 o’clock at night Kane
says he started to go home, and while
crossing Black bridge recognized Green,
who Wwas approaching him, as a strike
breaker.

Kane says that he hid behind a sup-
port of the bridge until Green was with-
in a few feet of him, when he placed
his ‘revolver on a ledge and fired, the
bullet penetrating Green’s heart.

Minto coaches, was follow-
ing- about An hour later, orders having
been issued to. pass the freight at the
switch at Sintaluta. - The freight, it is
supposed, in getting into this switch, had
passed thé side track. on the main line
and backed down. ¥t 'is thought that

which stood the freight.

“All those killed and injured were con-
fined to the passengers-n the first tour-
ist car. The second tourist coach was
also badly smashed up, but none of the
passengers on this car is reported to
have been injured.

“A special train was made up, and the
vice-regal party proceeded on towards
Vancouver about six hours after the ac-
cident, Nome of this party was injured.

“An inquest was held at Siotalvta this
afternoon, as a result of which the en-
gineer and conductor of the freight
were held for criminal negligence.

REMAREKABLY RICH.

An Island Mine Yields Good Refurns From
Its First Shipment.

A second shipment will in a short time be
made from the Cascade copper mine on the
West Coast. This mine bas had a most
remarkable history, its ore showing phe-
nomenal values.

The returns from the Tacoma smelter for
the first shipment shows ‘that the 93 tons
shipped ‘gave u return of very mnearly
$2,000.

It will
probably be about 300 tons, and the ore s
said to be richer tham ithe first shipped.

Work was not commenced until May, and
the showing in the mine fs reported to be
excellent, so that the Cascade may be ex-
pected to make for itself a record in the
province of British Columbia.

It is proposed by a number of prom-
inent members of the Victoria Lacrosse
Club to organize a ijoint stock company
for the purchase of the Caledonia
grounds, which have been offered the as-
gociation by Chas. F. Todd for $4,000.
As far as can be gathered the intention
is to value each share at one dolar, and
allow everyone interested in sport to as-
sist in securing this splendid area for
atheltic purposes. No difficulty is expect-
ed in raising the sum mentioned by any
of  those .principally concerned, ag it is
generally '‘conceded that if each member
of the local sporting fraternity took only
one share the necessary fund would be
secured. 4 )

Only recently has the project assumed
definite shape, and. providing present ar-
rangements are carried through the re-
quired support will be requested shortly
after the conclusion of the lacrosse sea-
son and final ‘megotiations euntered into
with Mr. Todd asseon as possible.

Once the grounds are purchased it is
proposed to bank al the meneys ac-
quired through rental and other incident-
als and devote it to improvements. A
thorough systemy of drainage will be the
first innovation, sp that the area, no mat-
ter how heavy the rain during the week,
will always be in' first class conditioa,
Lnen the aceommodation for spectators
will probably be .increased by blasting
the rocks at the northern end to allow
the construction of a large grand stand
snould it ‘be considered necessary.

Persistent rumors have been in eircu-
lation .lately that a syndicate is comtem-
plating the purchase of the grounds for
building purposes. There is, however,
1o ground for such statement, according
to those in’a ‘position to knew, but the
probability of such a thing oceurring has
hastened Thomas Hooper, G. “Saider,
i Rev. W. W. Bolton and ‘other members
of the club in arranging the details of
the scheme so that it might be carried
to a successful conelusion this winter.

If the Caledonia park passed out of
the hands of Mr. Todd and was divided
into lots for building it would be a dis-
astrous blow to all kinds of sport. It
would mean that all football or lacrosse
matches would have to be played at Oak
Bay, which are not as good grounds and
located at such a distance from the city
that it seriously affects the attendance
at the best of matches. !

H'his danger should therefore rouse all
who desire to see Victoria teams do
credit to themselves and the city they
represent in ‘competitions with outside
aggregations to the necessity of support-
ing the lacrosse club in the proposal out-
lined. !

REVOLTS IN REPUBLIC.

Revolutionists in Paraguay Captured a
Whole Garrison—The Battle in
\ Uruguay.

Buenos Ayres, Sept. 7.—The revolu-
tionists of Paraguay have captured
Villa Encarnacion, with its garrison
and their arms. The position of thé gov-
ernment of Paraguay is becomirg weak-
er daily and its ultimate surrender or °
complete overthrow is inevitable.

A report from Uruguay of the defeat
of General Vasquez, minizter of “war,
in the ;recent battle between the Uru®
guayan government forces and the revo~
lutionists -at Cuchilla, Negra, was pub-
lished only*in Buenos Ayres newspapers
favoring the revolution . in Urugtiay:-
There is an abstract frcom an official
dispateh’ received by Fresident Ordonez,
of Uruguay from Vasquez, dated ~Mon-
day-as follows: R
° *On joining the northern division' of
the army we attacked the révolutionary
forces which were ‘well armed and
equipped and supplied with - artillery.
Notwithstanding this, we forced ‘them,
after severe fighting, to retire into Bra=
zilian territory. Added to this splendid
triumph the northérn division succeeded
iz placing out of action General Saravia
and other rebel leaders. I estimate the
casualties of ‘the revolutionists in Kkilled
and wounded at 170 ‘officers and over
600 men, they leaving in-our camp dlone
130 dead. 1 am informed that the
‘rebels estimate their ldsses at 1,200. The
‘government,”easualties .arc: Officers, 11
killed and 53 wounded; men, 83 killed,
345 wounded and: 34 missing. I have
limited this dispatch te actual occur-
rences - without reference to the trans-
cendental importance of the military
operations.” e

'CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Salt Lake, Sept. 7.—A special to the
Tribune from Schofield, Utah, says: Two.
men are dead and a third seriously in-
jured by an accident in the Winter
Quarters. colliery. The men were at
work in the mines when, without " any
warning, there was a fall of rock, and
two were caught and their lives crush-
ed out.

TAXATION RAMPANT.

At the time the government’s assess-
ment act was brought into operation we
predicted that the people would awake to
a realization of the privileges entailed
in living under the McBride regime when
the hour to pay their taxes arrived.

The hour has at last come, and from
Island, coast and interior comes a sus-
tained roar of protest. Nor is the protest
against the principle of taxation only, but
it is alleged that the provincial assessors
are diseriminatory in the application of
the bill. The Boundary Creek Times de-
clares that in that section the large land
owners escape with a minimum of as-
sessment, while the small land owners
are taxed to the fullest extent the law
allows.

The Revelstoke Herald also is vigor-
ously attacking the system, and declares
that the government may take all the
consolation it can out of the Lillooet
election for it will win very few when
the people at large get an opportunily to
deal with thent. :

In the Fraser valley the farmers are
up in arms. The assessors have been
putting heavy values on the growing
fruit and grain erops before the farmers
ean tell whether they will ever realize
these crops. Worse than that, in the
case of fruit crops, the asessors refuse
to make any deduction for the cost of
picking and packing. The matter has
been referred to the commissioner of
taxes at Victoria, and he stands by the
~assessors, showitig their unjust system-1o
be according to government instructions.
John Oliver, M.P.P., has flatly refused
to make the declaration or accept the de-
partment’s.ruling, and has chal]engmj the
departmrent to take him to court oa the
matter, as he contends the action of thie
department is illegal, and says he will
undertake to prove it.

TRADE WITH THE EAST.

Repeated attention has been called to
the market which will be opened in the
Bast for the products of this country
and of the United States, at the termin-
ation of the war. Omne of the articles
which is in greatest demand is flour, and
this has been filled largely from Puget
Sound because the Americans ship a
cheap grade which meets Japanese neéds.

A sreport by Consul General Bellows,
recently issued, gives an insight into the
manner in which this flour is used.

He says that Japanese families gen-
erally are beginning to use wheat flour
for various purposes. Nearly: every
household is now using it to make the
dittle cakes and sweetmeats which they
use with their tea several times a day
in large quantities. A still larger
amount of a cheaper quality is used for
paste by the manufacturers of screens,
umbrellas, fans and other articles of that
kind. Since the war began hard bread
has been introduced into the army as an
alternate ration with rice. The soldiers
relish the variety; hardtack is easy to
handle and carry; the nutritive value of a
pound of flour is equal to that of a pound
of rice, and it costs less.

export their best rice to France, England

the laboring class from Korea, Burmah,
China, Singapore, and other parts of the

this low grade of rice, and it will be easy
to do so when the soldiers come home
with their appetites for hardtack and
wheat bread.

GOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP.

Advoeates or state ownership of pub-
lic ‘utilities. will watch with deep interest
the results of-tife appointment of a gov-
fFermment “board  n -6~ EnitedsBtates” to
investigate the control of wireless tele-
graphy. ih that country. The board has
made its report and has declared unmis-
takably for public ownership. All super-
vision and control is vested in the war,
navy, and agricultural departments.
The commissioners claim that an efficient
system is mecessary for the economical
management of the fleet in time of peace
and its efficient manoeuvring in time of
war. In certain cases only would the
commissioners regard private stations as
desirable, and even then they are to be
licensed and carefully supervised.

The arguments adduced in support of
public ownership of wireless telegraphy
apply with equal force to the ownership
of telephones, telegraphs, and railways.

GERMANY'S DEFENDERS.

The Kaiser's Speech on the Army and
Navy.

Hamburg, Sept. 7.—Emperor William,
in a speech thanking the burgomaster
for the welcome aecorded him on his ar-
rival here yesterday, recalled his visit
iu October, 1899, and the speech he then
made appealing for creation of a great
army and navy.

The success of that appeal, he said,
was to be seen in the flower of the Ger-
man navy, which was now lying at
anchor in thé mouth of the Elbe.- The
German people themselves, the Emperor
sai®, were entitled to keep the fleet
‘where it was needed, to protect their in-
terests, ahd nobody would prevent it be-
ing entrusted to the people according to
their will and pleasure.

Emperor William then referred in com-
plimentary terms to the work of the
army his grandfather trained in weld-
ing the Empire, and said that since the
German people has been one and the
Fatherland fully equipped, there has been
peace. In order to -emphasize the mili-
tary character of theé day, he said he
| had given orders that the regiments now
| garrisoned in Hanse towns should in fu-
ture bear the names of those cities, and

Vancouver, Sept. 6.—Dr. Robt, Tel-
ford, charged ‘with' manslaughter in con-
nection with the death of Miss Bowell
was acquitted this morning by Judge
Bole. A big crowd in" ‘court cheered
loudly swhen the decision was announced.
The judge decided he could not possibly
conviet on circumstantial evidence.

In his decision Judge Bole held that
the evidence mdduced was almost entire-
ly circumstantial, and that it was not
inconsistent with the prisoner’s = in-
nocence. He' pointed out that much of
the evidence was expert testimony
which, he wsaid, consisted largely of
matters of opinion, and that all testimony
founded on opinion is weak, uncertain,
and should be weighed with great cau-
tion.

‘His 'Honor concluded: “Applying these
rules to the present case for the purpose
of enabling the courf, in its capacity as
a jury, to finally determine the degree
of weight to which under all circum-
stances the evidence given is entitled,
can it be said that the court, as the jury,
would be justified in finding the prisoner
guilty? I think the answer must be in
the negative. The accused is therefore
acquitted.”

FAVORS FREE TRADE.

lext ©f Resolutionr Which Has Been
Adopted by the Trades Union
Congress.

Leeds, Eng., Sepf. 7.—The Trades
Union Congress at to*tday’s session adopt~
ed by an almost unanimous vote the fol-
lowing resolutions: 5

‘““That in the opinion of this congress
any departure from the principles of free
trade would be detrimental to the inter-
ests of the working classes, on whom the
burdens of protection would press most
heavily and injurious to the prosperity
of the nation as a whole; that protective
duties, by increasing the cost of the peo-
ple’s mecessaries are unjust in-incidence
and economically unsound, subsidizing
capital at the expense of labor, and that
a system of preference or retailiation by
creating cause for disputes with other
countries would be a hindrance to inter-
national progress and peace.”

During the discussion references to
King Edward’s love of peace were loudly
cheered. His Majesty was described as
the “Only statesman England possessed.”

A resolution condemning conscription
was carried by acclamation. The con-
gress instructed the parliamentary. com-
mittee to circularize all trade unions re-
commending that their members obtain
from their representatives in parliament
a pledge to oppose any government which
shall attempt to impose ‘the system of
compulsory militia service upon the coun-
try.

SUCCESSFUL SPORTS.

Bxeiting Athletic Competitions During
Afternoon at Caledonia
Grounds.

Throughout 'the afternoon the Cale-
donia park presented an animated scene.
Before the sports commenced at 2.30
o'clock crowds commenced to enter the
north and south gates, and when tha rst
event was called it is estimated that at
least 4,000 people were in attendance.
Careful provision, however, had been
made for the accommodation of all, and
seats were available for all who wished
them. Not a minute was unnecessarily
wasted, as soon as one event was com-
pleted the next was announced. At regu-
lar intervals the pleasure of the occasion
was supplemented by choice musiezl
selections by the City band. These were
thoroughly enjoyed and the crowd ex-
pressed their—appreciation by hearty ap-
plause.

. The-races were successful from every
standpoint. There was not a contest
that did not attract a good number of
entries, and the finishes in almost 2very
case were close and exciting.  HExcep-
tional interest was taken by. local ath-
letes in the initial .competition—a vne
hundred yard dash- open only to sma-
teurs. In this-the contestants represent-
ed Nanaimo, Vancouver and Victoria,
and, to the surprise of most spectators,
a sprinter from the former city was vie-
torious. Harry W, Ferguson, the athlete
referred to, did not reach the line much
in the lead; in fact the margin was so
small that there appeared to be scarcely
any advantage. T. Cessford, of this
city, captured second place, putting up
a splendid race.

Such an auspicious start put the crowd
in good humor. The 100 yards j(open)
and the girls’ races were watched with
interest, and that following, the married
ladies’ eventT, roused considerable enthu-
siasm. The gingle ladies’ contest was
close and was captured by Miss Ethel
Creed only after a hard run against five
other competitors. W. Ferguson again
distinguished himself in the 220 yard
amateur event, securing first 'place, fol-
lowed closely by H. E. Taylor, of this
city. The open 220 yard Tace also drew
a ‘number of entries, and an outside
sprinter, William Good, of Nanaimo, was
successful; E. L. Harrison was second.

The obstacle race attracted consider-
able attention. When the event was an-
nounced many competitors - presented
themselves. From the start the contest
was full of amusing incidents. The
desperate efforts of some of them to sur-
mount the difficulties which best their
path were laughable and the crowd
thoroughly enjoyed the fun. B. C. Pet-
tingell demonstrated his superiority over
any -competing athlete im the quarter
mile race. He ran against H. W. Fer-
guson, the crack Nanaimo sgprinter, and
left him far in the rear, crossing the
finishing line first without being at all
pressed.

EVENING MEETING.

Addresses Delivered Before .the Work-
ingmen_ in:the City Hall Last
Evening.

There was a good attendance at-the
meeting held in the city hall last even-
ing. It was 'presided over by George
Coldwell, president of the Trades and
Labor Council of this city.

Joseph Martin, K.C., after giving a
digest of some of the important cases
which had been before the English courts
in’' recent years, gave advice to the work-
ingmen- to support one of the great par-
ties, alfernating its support as they saw
fit in their own interests. The Socialist
speakers, B. T. Kingsley and J. H. Haw-
thornthwaite, M.P.P., took exception to
this and preached the doctrine belonging
to the Socialistic camp. J. D. McNiven,
M.P.P., in his speech was very optimis-
tic. He believed the cause of labor was
making advances. The exercise of good
judgment on the part of the workingmen
was, he thought, doing much for the
cause. He advised workingmen to enter
politics and to make themselves felt in
the political parties with which they
allied themselves.

George Coldwell, in “his openjng ad-
dress, thanked the thousands who had
assisted in making the celebration a suc-
cess. He did so on behalf of the Trades
and Labor Council, the -workingmen of
the city, and the citizens as a whole.
He announced that no interruption would
be allowed. The speakers were there as
their guests., He asked the speakers to
refrain from any personal allusions. .

He thanked the council of the city for
its eo-operation. . During the year the
workingmen had had nothing but cordial
treatment in dealing. with the business
men of the city. A large part of trou-
ble and perhaps -all of it might be over-
come by workingmen becoming better ae-
quainted with the business men. He
thanked the merchants of the city for.the
donations towards prizes. They- had
treated the committee in a- worthy man-
ner. The members of the legislature had
been very kind also towards them. In
thig connection he Telt “it would not-be
out of ‘the way to specially mention Mr.

MecNiven. - Since he had entered the leg-
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islature he had spared no-pains to serve
them, q

The press was also cordially thanked
for its services. The commiittees were
also thanked. {

Joseph Martin, speaking on labor leg-
islation, said he always liked to come to
Victoria. He liked the place. During
the last few years there had been most
important cases, especially in England,
dealing with labor brought before the
courts., A great deal of divergent opin-
ion had been; raised among eminent men
in coanection with these.

The first in jmportance was Allen vs.
Flood. This . was ih connection_ . with
shipbuilding. Iw this case two carpens
ters had done in another yard some work
usually done by  iron workers.
they came to the new yard the subject
_of whether-ornot'they should allow these
men to work om-thez strength -of their
previous record arose. = The employers
'were finally given warning by Flood, the
London delegate, that there would be
trouble if these men were employed. The
employers therefore refused the two men
work. - Aetion was then taken against
Flood. The case was appealed.even to
the Privy Council.. In-  this case the
opinion of judges was asked to be sub-

mitted. There was a great difference of :

opinton. The decision though not unan-
imous, was that Flood liad not done a
legal wrong in giving the opinion to the
iron cm?)any that there would be trou-
ble if these two men were employed. It
was held by Lord Watsony that ‘if the
men themselves and not the London dele-
gate had gone and threatened a strike
that a wrong would have been done.
The principle was established that no
labor men shall have the power to go
and work a legal wrong against any
man.

The next case alluded to- was one
which had its application to all. This
was the Mogul case, in which the Mogul
Ship Company opposed McGregor. The

agents of the Mogul company were in- *

structed to act for the combination only
in the hope of securing the trade.
other rule was that shippers who sent
all their freight by the line should get a
rebate of 5 per cent. from regular rates.
It was manifestly intended that the com-
bination was endeavoring te secure all
the trade. It was held, however, that
the combination; was doing nothing ex-
cept to advance its own inferests.
law lords held that the combination was
not doing an illegal act although the acts
were clearly intended to injure other
shippers. This was a case whiclé was
always cited in laber cases. 5
Another case, Quinn vs. Letham, was
usually regarded -as against labor men,
but he thought this construction should
not be put on it. As soon as labor men
or any .class asked for privileges to du
something to advance their own cause

against other classes the ¢ause failed. !
This was a case in which some man who |

worked for a flesher had made himself
obnoxious. The fellow employees went
to Quinn, the flesher, and threatened that
if this man was mnot discharged that
Quinn woudd be put on an unfair list or
something. Quinn refused to do this and
the union men went to a retail dealer
who had been accustomed to purchase
from Quinn and threatened not to buy
from him if he dealt with Quinn. The
case-was alse carried to the House of
Lords, who declared in favor of Quinn,
holding that no combination of men could
legally deprive a man _of his means of
livelihood. This, after all, was a fair
decision if workingmen did not seek to
get privileges not enjoyed by other por-
tiong of the community.

The lagt case was that of the Tascott
Railway Company vs. The Amalgamated
Societies. In this the principle of taking
action against an ineorporated labor
munion was established. i

Labor uniong had been organized to
get redress from . class privileges. * If
labor men sought to get, privileges neot
accorded to otherg then they would be-
come obnoxious. =

In the case of Giblin vs. the National
Union of Labor of Ireland, the officers
of a union were held to be responsible
for the acts off the union. In this par-
ticular case a man was not only ex-
pelled from the' union, but was practic-
ally declared inot to be allowed to earn
a living on the earth. It was decided
against this course, the courts holding
that the union had gone too far. «

The Glenmorgan Coal Company vs.
South Wales Miners’ Federation was
also cited.

Referring to- two late cases in British
Columbia courts, he held that their being
vet before the courts he would not go
into them to the same extent. These were
the cases of Centre Star vs. Rossland

Miners’ Union, and Mitehell vs. Wood. !

In the latter it was held the case of
Quinn vs. Latham applied, and so he
had argued in his presentation of the
cause. It differed only in that it was
urged that employers combined to work
injury 'to a workman by means of a
black list.

In concluding he pointed out that the
way for labor men to advance thair in-
terests was not to form another party
but to throw their weight into on2 party
when they believed that this party woull
advance their interests. But the labor
men should be just ag ready to throw
their influence with the other party when
they deemed they could profit by it.
Labor representatives wur: elected ‘to
parliament but they did not rema.n as
such. The workingmen should take a
lesson from the farmers. They had
found it impossible to get what they
wanted by electing Patrons of Industry.
Now the farmers swung their influence
with individual men. In Canada there
was a great bulk of nullities. What
was the use of a man who was always
a Grit or always a Tory? These men
went up like sheep. A small independent
band of men who voted either Liberal
or Conservative just ,as they thought
was the better for the time being
thus controlled the election. That was
the way the labor ;men would best serve
their interests—by going back on the
party which went. back on them, until
they got a party which would give them
what they wanted. >

E. T. Kingsley, of Vancouver, was the

next speaker. ‘He wished that the work- '

ing men understood all the schemes
worked upon them by the business world.
It was the toil and sweat of the work-
ing men which gave the business men all
they had. They did not need to thank
the business men for any presents. They
could not give back to labor.all it got
from it. ; :

He acknowledgéd that the laws and ‘
the decisions .quoted—~were good agcord- -

ing to the law. Butthese decisions were
given from" the standpeint of- property.
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That was the only thing considered. The
| working man must surely have property.
This was labor power. The capitalist
did not sell labor power but dealt in it.
"l‘hey sold the produets of the labor
power a®d derived a profit; all that a
working man made above a living wage
¥e=nt to swell the coffers of the capitalist.
he capitalists controlled the reins of
government, and as long as they did the
laws were made to give them the control
of the instruments of -industry. How
long would it take foz-the wage earning
class to get satisfaction by &werving
from one party to another? They would
never get satisfaction in that way. The
only way was the overthrow of the cap-
italist system. :

Profit wag the motive power of indus-
try to-day. As soon as profit ceased in-
dustry ceased. Profit was something got
for nothing, and was theft. Wage slaves
were robbed every day of the products
of their toil.

Lebor day was given by the governing
' clasiés. ‘It was not like the 1st of May
in the old land, where the working mem,
without asking permission; got out, gath-
ered about their leaders 'and speakers

| cipation.
| Within the same twenty-four hours
while a splendid banquet was spread for
the wage earners was another spread of
rich viands, and the class which sat
down: to it never did 4 good thing' in
their lives.
| . J. D. MeNiven, M.P.P., had confidence
in the good judgment of the labor people.
He had every confidence that that good
judgment would lead to better things.
As years went by there was shown a
marked improvement in the cementing
together of the working men. Labor
Day parades were intended to awaken
i respect by all. The past year had been
an important one for organized labor. It
had made advances during the year. Op-
position had naturally been met, but this
was disappearing. Labor men had each
a duty to perform. As he commanded
: the respect of his employer he advanced
the interests of organized labor. Mem-
berg of trades wumions should not feel
secure in the support of the umion in
doing wrong. It should be remembered
that others have rights and that only in
being right was ‘their security. There
should be more sound judgment and
fewer lockouts and strikes. An advance
was being made in this. Capital was
also organized. With both sides thor-
oughly organized the results would be
better. Strikes and blacklists would then
 become too'terrible to deal with. He be-

lieved that labor men should take part
in politics. He was a labor man and a
Liberal. He believed the Liberal party
- would do the best for the labor party.
There - were others who might believe
the Conservative party would do better
for the cause of labor. If so get into
that party and endeavor to make it what
you think it should be. The labor men
i should make themselves felt in which-
’ever party they becomes attached to.
i They should come to the front.
l He had nothing to do with the Social-
i ists, but if the Socialists in the House
brought forth a measure in the interests
of workingmen he would support it.

Reading the platform of the Dominion
Trades and Labor Council he held that
the working men had good principles to
fight for.

There was too much shadow chasing
among labor men. They should get into
politics, practical politics. Be citizens
of the country. Nothing was gained by
selfishness and class legislation. Class
legislation may be got one session only
to be nullified at the next session.

Making allusion to Socialism, he said
that he was sorry that this had arisen
just at the time when trades unionism
was at its zenith. There was danger of
disruption, which some Socialists had
for their object.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite, M. P. P., said
that the parade on the streets to-day
was one of humiliation, showing as it
did the control which the capitalist class
had over the working classes. The long
list of legislation introduced by himself
into the legislature was useless under
the present conditions.

He contended that trades unionism for
practieally one hundred years had done
nothing to benefit the working men,

With the increase of capitalism the
conditions on the labor market was to
be made worse. This would increase
wealth on one hand and want on the
other hand.

The remedy lay in the formation of a
class conscious party among the wage
earners, to take the means of wealth pro-
duction out of the hands of the ecapitalist
elass.

WEBKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Vietoria Meteorological Office,
31st August to 6th September, 1904

During this week there has been little
change
pressure, and the weather conditions over
¢he North Pacific Cuast. The barometer
has been normally above thirty inches, and
only fell slightly upon several occasions
during the eastward passage of a few
moderate ocean low areas across the north-
érn portion of this province. Although the
latter have not caused any rain either on
Vancouver Island er the Lower Mainland,
they have done so along our northern eoast
and in Cariboo and Kootenay. The amount
in Kootenay, however, has not been suffi-
cient to extinguish the prevailing bush
fires. There have been no high w;inds- re-
ported either on the Straits or along the
Coast; on the otuer hamd, fogs have been
general upon several days and particularly
on the Washington coast. Bush fires are
still prevalent from the Sound southwanrd
to California, and temperatures ranging
from 90 in Oregon to 104 in the Sacra-
mento valley have been reported upon more
than one day.

In the Canadian wheat belt showers have
occurred upon several days, otherwise the
weather has been fine and moderately
warm.

! Tour of English Association Football

Mrs. E. R. MacGregor, corresponding
secretary of the board of mapagement of
the Provincial Refuge Home, submitted
a report, after which instructions were
given the committee on letters and tele-
grams to convey a message of sympathy
from the convention to Mrs. J. C. Hen-
derson, of Chilliwack, who has for years
been closely associated with 'W. C. T.
U: work, and is now seriously ill.

" Following this was the report of the
sub-committee concerning the work on
the new W. C. T. U. Refuge Home build-
ing. Plans-had been prepared by Messrs.
Hooper & Watkins, but it had been
found that the figure-suggested, $3,500,
would not cover all the necessary ex-
penses, John Lester had been awarded
the tender at $4,175, and the work super-
intended by Mrs. Spofford and Mrs. Holt
completed - satisfactorily.  The  build-
ing contains eleven bedrooms, besides an
isolation ward and nursery, with separ-
ate toilet accommodation for matron and
inmates, committee parlor, matron’s par-
lor, dining room, kitchen, pantry, scullery
and wash house, all finished plainly but
in the most approved manner. The ad-
4 mitionak cost-of electrie light fixtures was
about $27.50, bringing the total cost of
the building up to $4,202.50. The finan-
'cial statement of the building fund show-

ed: $1475.57 raised by the unions, the
balance. necessitating a mortgage, bemg
raised on the old building on Cormorant
street, and 4 mertgage .of ‘$1,200 to be
placed on the new building in order to
meet the final paymrent.

Some discussion followed on-the—best

way of clearing the mortgagé placed on
the new building within a year,-and al-
though several suggestions were made-no
definite action was taken. The matter
was left in the handa of the committee
on resolutions.

“Beloved -comrades, we welcome yoa
all to owur -twenty-first annual convea-
tion. Twenty-one years-ago, in the old
‘Pandora street. Methodist chureh; - in
this ecity,” our-organization -was -ace-n-
splished. - Seme -of you remember :the ne-
casion and recall our solemn and sincere
promise to-engage in this work till-vie-
tory should. erown our -efforts or-death
should end them. We are here to-dav-to
renew that premise and reeeive the in-
spiration. whieh - younger. and more nu-
merous faees give.

“It might -be: wéll to glance in- retm—
spect over. the years that have passed
away, ito glean lessons from our failures
and strength from our.successes.

The erection of our new
home will, we trust, enable a larger work
to be done through the coming years
than was possible in the past. I would
ask you to give this subject your earnest
thought and prayer, as well as your
labor and support. The little we can de
is all too little, the most we can do is
never too much.

They
assert that were he the dispatcher the city
hall would have been invaded by hundreds
of grouse—fine, plump, matufed specimens
—who, acting under instructions would have
equally distributed themselves among the
various officials.. Should Mr. Topp receive
another visitation it is quite likely that he
will move his guarters to the basement.

A RAILWAY FOR

THE COAL FIELDS

AN AGREEMENT HAS
BEEN ENTERED INTO

Interested Co;npanles Have Devoted One
Hundred Claims Towards Furnish-

ing Transportation.

Over a week ago the Times announced
that negotiations were in” progress for
the eonstruction of a railway into the
Kootenay coal fields. A delay occurred
in carrying out the artangements, and it
was not until Saturday of last week that
thé matter' was finally settled and the
agreements entered into.

By this arrangement it is specified
that the new company formed shall be-
gin preliminary surveys within 60 days
in the Flathead/coal country. The work
of .construction will begin shortly after
this survey is made, it is expected by
those interested.

As outlined in the Times, the tran-
sportation company acquires a control-
ling interest in a group of 100 claims,
which are set aside by the Kootenay
Coal Company and the Nelson syndicate
for that purpose. The Kootenay Coal
Company is largely a Spokane concern.

The railway end of the new company 'S
work, it is said, will be kept entirely in-
dependent of the mining departmesnt,
and they will really form two compan-
jes. It is also reported that satisfactory
arrangements have been made in draw-
ing up the agreement whereby the com-
panies interested in turning over the coal
claims will be safeguarded with respect
to rates for the carrying of their coal.

An announcement is mot made as to
where the railway will be built, but there
is a prevailing impression that it will be
by way of Morrissey or Elko, which is
le€s than 20 miles distant.

1ln connection with the ' deal great
praise is given Judge Prather, of Spo-
kane, for the indefatigable way in which
he worked for the consummation of this
most important matter connected with
the opening up of the coal territory. w.
Teetzel, of Nelson, representing his. syn-
dicate, worked faithfully, and the result
of the negotiations is due to these two,
and J. MelIntosh, of Grand Forks.

Judge Prather and Mr. Teetzel left
for home on Saturday evening, after
spending several weeks in this city me-
gotiating with each other and with out-
side parties interested in the transpor
tation arrangements.

- It is understood that the local
transportation committee is taking the
matter up with the C. P. R. in an ener-
getic manner, so that an announcement
may be looked for at an early date.

It is announced by R. H. Swinerton,
secretary of the B. C. Agricultural As-
sociafion, for the benefit of those who
intend exhibiting at the show to be held
here from Sept. 27th inst. to October
