The labors of the Seismological 
Society of Japan have established the 
fact that there is a chronic centre of dis­
turbance within a radius of a few miles 
from Yokohama.

It has been computed that the power 
of the steam engines of England would 
suffice to raise from the quarries and 
place in position all the stones of the 
Great Pyramid in eighteen hours.

Experiments have been made with 
compressed gunpowder, made to tit the 
drill-holes and cut into short lengths. 
It was found to possess many advantages 
over loose powder, among which is » 
saving of forty per cent in powder.

The evil effect of the electric light 
upon the eyes is due, it is supposed, to 
the constant changes in the intensity of 
the light, whereby the eyes are greatly 
fat’gued.

Machine-Work.

Weaving has been done by machinery, 
and possibly some other things, ever since 
the days of Job; but the present 
tion will always be pre-eminent for what 
it has done in the way of superseding hand- 
labor. Let me enumerate a few of the 
improvements that have been made within 
my own recollection. I remember thje 
time when every clock and watch that 
ticked in the world was made by hand, 
and no wonder that they were expensive 
luxuries. Each of the tiny screws had to 
be turned, and every cog in every little 
wheel measured off and cut by itself, and 
every part carefully adjusted to fit every 
other part, while the slightest defect in 
the complicated workmanship might utter­
ly destroy the value of the article. Clocks 
and watches have now ceased to be the 
luxuries of the rich, and the products of 
our American manufactories have taken 
precedence of the best time-keepers made 
by hand-labor abroad.

I have often, in my boyhood, watched 
the slow process of making a silver spoon— 
the gradual drawing of the bar of metal to 
the proper length, the hammering it into 
shape, the cutting and filing and polishing 
and etching— Ifehould think that it must 
have taken a fulrd 
a single врооп-^їщ* 
out of the mac 
rapidity, and if a cheaper metal is used 
they can be bought for a song.

I remember when it was said that it 
took seventeen men to make a pin, and 
the head—which was made by twisting a 
fine wire around the end of the pin—was 
always liable to drop off. Since that time 
I have seen a much better article produced 
without the touch of a human hand—the 
cutting, head-making, pointing, polishing, 
even sticking of the pins into the paper 
and folding up into packages, being done 
by machinery.

I remember when every boot and shoe 
worn in the United States was made by 
hand ; all the pegs and nails being driven 
in one by one, and each stitch requiring 
the prelimieary prick of an awl and the 
carçfuf insertion of a bristle attached to 
thSwaxed threads, each of which must 
then be pulled tight by hand, while the 
shoemakers, sittihg^on low, leather seats, 
and breathing an atmosphere that no one 
would suppose to be conducive to mental 
activity, wore away the weary hours iq 
high reasoning

Messrs. Galloway and Abel have 
found coal-dust to be an important 
factor in explosions of the gases in 
mines. A mixture of coal-dust and air 
is not explosive, but a quantity of fire­
damp too small to produce any effect 
when mixed with air alone, causes the 
mixture, to become violently explosive. 
Prof. Abel’s experiments show that any 
kind of dust mixed with air containing 
a small quanity of fire-damp converts 
the mixture into an explosive com­
pound.

D.\ Barety, of Nice, has successfully 
employed turpentine vapor in the treat­
ment of whooping cough. The drug is 
allowed to stand in plates in the room 
occupied by the patient, a resort to 
which simple expedient is believed to

of the malady. Dr. Barety was led to a 
trial of this remedy by observing a 
marked improvement in the case of a 
child severely affected who been 
allowed to sleep in a newly painted room 
redolent with turpentine odor.

The first complete description of the 
rwo newly opened pyramids of Sak- 
karah, in Egypt, has been given to a 
Cairo institute by Mr. Brugsch. They 
are located in the desert west of Sak- 
karah. The galleries and chambers are 
covered with hieroglyphics, in which the 
two words ‘<Merina” and “ Pepi” occur 
as royal names. M. Brugsch showed 
the two pyramids to be monuments of 
the two kings, Pepi and of his son 
Horomsaf, of the sixth dynasty of 
Manetho. The sarcophagi still stood 
in their old places; but of the mummies 
only one Was found—that of Horemsaf, 
deprived of its ornaments and robes. 
The pyramids were evidently plundered 
in ancient times. They are the earliest 
examples of royal graves in Egypt 
adorned with religious hieroglyphics. 
It is most remarkable that the Cairo 
Museum contains a tombstone erected 
to the memory of Una, an official at 
King Pepis court, the inscription on 
which stone refers to the building by 
Una of the pyramids which have now 
just been opened.

Despite the boasted power and intel­
ligence of human beings, many things 
are doubtless familiar to lower orders 
of animals which can never be perceived 
by man ; while a large part of the 
animal world may look upon things as 
very different from what they appear to 
us. Sir John Lubbock has just record­
ed some interesting facts concerning the 
effect of light upon ants. His conclu­
sions are that these insects must have a 
very different perception of light and 
color from what we do. We all know

have wrangled and contended upon the 
floors of the Legislature for years, like 
a pack of half-starved and hungry 
wolves over a dead carcase in the forest. 
That this statement is correct, has been 
shown by the bitter animosity with 
which certain members have, time and 
again, arraigned the Government tor 
their unjust and illegal acts, as well as 
the wasteful, shameful manner in which 
they have long squandered the revenues 
of the Province upon themselves and 
their hungry followers in the House, 
and afterwards—when the chance 
offered them— gone into that very 
Government and helped to perpetuate 
the very evils that they had so tiercely 
and vehemently denounced a few short 
months or weeks before 
Legislature. Look at the men who now 
compose the Government of this Pro­
vince ; have they not all—with 
two exceptions—been guilty of sacrific­
ing their honour, character and reputa­
tion to their inordinate greed and thirst 
to have a share in the “ Spoils of Office?” 
Let any person who doubts 
tions take up the Debates of the Legis­
lature at the time the Hon. Robert 
Young was in opposition and read his 
opinion of the deeds and acts of the same 
Government he is now the President of.

Let any person turn up the Debates 
of 1870-74 and read the speeches t»f 
Messrs. Hannington,Landry and Adams 
if they wish to become acquainted with 
the language these honest, upright, 
patriotic gentlemen used when they 
denounced the Government, of which 
they now are members, for its corrupt 
practices as well as the wholesale man­
ner in which its members squandered 
the revenues of the Province. Our own 
member— the upright, patriotic Hun. 
Michael A dams—could find no language 
strong enough to express his sentiments 
respecting the corruption and dishonor 
of Messrs. Fraser and others. It is un­
necessary for me to give the people of 
this county his former opinion of the 
Government he is now a member of. as 
they heard of it from himself in 1874-3 
when lie denounced its members as 
being worse than Ala Baba and liis 
forty thieves, who lived, thrived and 
fattened upon the wholesale plunder of 
the people.

discourses which were initiated on Thurs­
day. Hon. P. A. Landry, announced to 
the Assembly that the Committee on Edu­
cation had decided amongst other steps,to 
have a respectful address forwarded to the 
ecclesiastical authorities in Nova Scotia 
praying their support and co-operation in 
the work of establishing schools in that 
Province in which both the French and 
English languages might be^taght. He 
then introduced as speakers on Education 
Revs. Messrs. Biron, Director of the college 
of St. Louis, and Pelletier, P. P. of Mada- 
waska. Both gentlemen made excellent 
and practical discourses. They were 
followed by Messrs. Chouivard of Quebec, 
Turgeon, of Gloucester, Dionne, of Quebec, 
and Poirier, of Ottawa. Thediscourse of 
Mr. Chouivard was full of go<W points, all 
fully appreciated. Dr. Dionne, editor 
the Courier du Canada, made an excellent 
plea for the role of the press, and was fre­
quently applauded during the course of 
his very able address.

Mr. Poirier of Ottawa also delivered a 
sparkling address, and at its conclusion 
Hon. Mr. Landry was called upon to make 
some remarks in English. In complying, 
he thankel those who had given him this 
oppoitunity of stating what he and hie 
brethren of Acadia meant by this Conven­
tion. *Nde only regretted that continuous 
speaking in the open air had so exhausted 
him,that it would be impossible for him to 
repeat in English the many noble senti­
ments which during the two days past had 
been expressed in French. His greatest 
wish wns that he could give expression to 
those sentiments, for his hearers would 
then understand that the Acadians had 
united here for no disloyal purpose, had 
not any intention of keeping themselves 
separate and apart from their countrymen 
of other nationalities, but simply and 
solely to improve their condition and ad­
vance their prospects, in doing which 
they would walk hand in hand with their 
English, Irish and Scotch fellow subjects. 
The Acadians admitted that thus far they 
had been behind hand in material progress, 
but they did not admit that they were in­
ferior to any nationality in intellect, in­
dustry, moral or physical courage. They 
had been long deprived ot advantages 
afforded to their more fortunate neighbors, 
bat this Convention woulff have the effect 
of stimulating their courage.

Why 
tlemen, I do not hesitate to affirm that 
they have shown themselves the most 
well-behaved people in the Dominion of 
Canada.”

When a parliamentary return is de­

manded and produced with 
establish the working of an existing 
Act, or to ascertain its value in compari­
son of the previous state of the law, the 
facts produced are usually accepted as 
conclusive evidence as far as they go for 
or against the point at issue. In like 
manner the returns made on behalf of 
this Journal, and published a fortnight 
since, are entitled to the confidence of 
the timber trade. They were made by 
men in search of plain truth, and with­
out pre-conce.ved opinions on the sub­
ject they had to investigate. They 
took their impressions as recorded, en­
tirely from circumstances that came 
under their own observation, and doubt­
less their statements will have consider­
able weight in influencing the transac­
tions of importers from this time to the 
end of the season. But iu a mechanism 
so vast as that which constitutes the 
trading power of the British Empire, no 
pliase or prevailing aspect of trade is 
relied on as determining anything that 
can be accepted as ruling for a length of 
time, and many who do not attempt to 
gainsay that the trade is in an unfavour­
able condition to-day, nevertheless do 
not hesitate to insist that all these dis­
couraging statistics which we have un­
ravelled will have to give way very 
speedily to an active and important 
demand which the expected supply 
from abroad is not likely to exceed, and 
that, therefore, a good sound trade 
be pretty safely relied on up to the 
eluding transactions of the timber trade 
of the present year.

Nothing would be more agreeable to 
us,in a commercial sens , than to accept 
this view of affairs without 
but we confess we can at present discern 
but very slender grounds for such a be­
lief. At the sales in Liverpool, report­
ed in our last nunibe**, though pitch 
pine timber maintained its ground 
pretty well at an average of about 70s. 
per load for hewn and about 62s. 6d. 
for sawn, spruce deals could not be sold 
at a profit. A cargo from Halifax did 
not average above £6 10s., another 
from Musquash £6 7s. 6d., one from St. 
John about the same, while from Bath­
urst (9 ft. lengths only) the average 
price was about £5 10s. per standard. 
Last year at this time, though the 
prices had gone back from the opening 
quotations, they were a pound a stand­
ard better than they are now at Liver­
pool.

They 
drove to the Hotel with Sir Hector and 
his son. Mr. D. T. Johnstone, jr., 
who was present with his team looking 
out, as usual, for passengers, drove Mr.

Goods shipped from Bath­
urst for Shippegan have been landed and 
left at Caraquet, where the vessel’s owner 
lives, simply because it did not suit his 
private business to send her further. It 
is a fact also that this packet has been run 
to Miramichi this season as much as to 
Bathurst—purely on the private business 
of her owner. It is urged that others who 
tendered for the service did so with the 
understanding that it was to be a regular 
one and the business community certainly 
thought that when the Public Works De­
partment made the contract, its head or 
its representative would see that it was of 
some value to the trade of the County.

We should like to know what there is 
in the above to justify the Advocate or Mr. 
Young in representing us as stating “the 
Four Brothers made two trips to Mirami­
chi in the pay of the Government or on 
account of the Provincial subsidy ?” We 
complained of the irregularity and inade­
quacy of the service—that Mr. Young 
made his vessel a public packet, when it 
suited his convenience only, while others 
who tendered did so with the understand­
ing that the vessel engaged was to run on 
the Bathurst and lower ports route only.

It is well to be particular about these 
thiqffljJ^erTwESbtbq^eople dgpire to know 
is, why the Board is soTÎêTpîese and ineffi­
cient? As at present constituted, if their 
District were a cow-track they would not 
dare to have it baled ont after a rainy day, 
if the owner of the offending cow objected- 
Such is the result of having lawyers in 
every salaried office of the Government to 
create public organizations for political 
purposes only.

After the next—and, thank Heaven, the 
last—session of the present Assembly, the 
people may find out that the remainder of 
the briefless barristers supporting the 
Government, have supplanted, Messrs. 
Perley, Young, and Marshall—a very 
small loss it is true, but it will enable the 
people to fully assert their absolute im­
becility in the exercise of the ballot ami 
encourage the lawyer-Government in 
making offices for those whom they wish 
to cajole by meaningless appointments. 
“The Law’s delays” are emphasised by 
Hamlet, but if Shakspere lived at the 
present time, he might further illustrate 
the killing by lawyers, not only of time* 
but of our victims of diphtheria and kind­
red diseases, through the local Govern­
ment’s appointment of a mock Board of 
Health. However, the Lawyers and 
Doctors have it amoug them, and so long 
as the Government supporters who repre­
sent the County agree, the people must 
remain helpless. It is, however, fair to 
ask why a Board of Health is appointed 
for Chatham, if the only lawyer on it— 
and he a Government supporter—cannot 
inform his colleagues what their duties, 
powers and jurisdiction are?

Since writing the above we have inter­
viewed Dr. J. S. Benson, one of the gen­
tlemen who was appointed to the Board. 
He seemed to be quite indignant at what 
he considers an attempt of the Government 
to place himself and the other gentlemen 
oi the Board in a false position. He said 
“ you are at liberty to state that I have 
“ tendered my resign ation to the Govern - 
“ ment as a member of the Chatham Board 
“wf Health. I give as my reasons that I 
“consider onr appointments were made in 
“ jest or as a burlesque, and I do not feel 
“inclined to allow myself to be made a 
“ target for the public by this or any other 
“ Government. I was willing to act as a 
“ member of the Board and to have done 
“my utmost to remedy the evils and 
“ nuisances which are in our midst, but 
“which the Government—in neglecting 
“to give us any law or copy of law to 
“ gnide us, or even to tell us how far our 
“ authority would carry us—politely say 
“ must still exist and we must put up 
“ with them, to serve their political ends* 
“even at the sacrifice of life.”

We shall, no doubt, hear of the vacancy 
being filled up, for it is a policy of the 
Lawyers, who play the Government busi­
ness at Fredericton, to make apppoint* 
ments of all kinds—useless and otherwise*

An Alnwick correspondent sends us some 

information in reference to a sale of road 
repairs in that Parish, illustrating the 
manner in which Hon. Mr. Adams’ ap­
pointees do their work, and also indicating 
the class of men selected by him to expend 
public money. It seems that in his desire 
to multiply offices, in orde- to make the 
patronage at hi# disposal go as far as pos­
sible, Mr. Adams divided the work former­
ly done by Mr. Hierlihey, giving to Mr. 
Peter Legere a coramissionership. Legere, 
like some of the persons who have been 
.appointed to the magistracy in Alnwick 
by Mr. Adams, can neither read nor write, 
so he is in the hands of some of Mr. Adams’ 
other friends to a considerable extent, 
though his son-in-law. Mr. Oliver Robi- 
cliand, does most of bis writing for him. 
On the 14th inst. the work on the Marcel 
Hache road, which is in Legere’s district 
was sold, the management being divided 
between his son in-law and two sons—the 
latter doing the measuring with a tape 
line and being u.ider public pay. These 
interesting relatives and employes of the 
Commissioner were bidding in nice jobs for 
themselves, and the few intimate friends 
they have, were allowed to do the 

Among the other transactions 
which indicates how the public interests 
are served by Mr. Legere.—There was a 
piece of low roadbed to be built up with 
what is known as “corduroy”—rather 
more expensive than ordinary construction, 
being made by laying a foundation of poles 
or trees side by side. This was stated to 
be thirty rods in length, and bids 
made for it on that basis, but it was knock­
ed down to one of the young Legeres, who 
managed the tape line. He was, however, 
not required to do thirty rods by measurej 
but a piece said to be thirty rods, and 
which turned out to be hardly twenty 
rods in length. The discovery was not a 
difficult one to make, for in other sales of 
two-rod sections for repairs, the measure, 
meut was so palpably short when the 
Legere interest was involved that objec­
tions were made by some people of the 
settlement present and, at last, a re­
measurement was demanded, which, being 
made, developed the fact that the tape 
line had been so manipulated as to make 
each two-rod section only about seven 
yards long. Some twenty persons were 
present and witnessed this sample opera­
tion by one of Mr. Adams favorites. We 
are informed that his chief men in that 
quarter, including Messrs. Petrie, Fayle 
and Legere, give great dissatisfaction to 
the people, exercising a kind of terrorism 
and espionage upon them, which 
them to look forward to the time when 
they will be able to avail themselves of 
the ballot as the most effective means of 
securing more equitable control and ad­
ministration of their interests. Although, 
in this instance, the people present saw 
plainly what was going on, they were 
afraid to speak of it for some time, until 
the fraud became so palpable as to cause 
general criticism, which could not be sup­
pressed—even by the ^read which many in 
the settlement have of the peculiar 
methods resorted to by people of the 
Legere stamp for revenging themselves 
upon neighbors who interfere with their 
lawless practices. It is by the cultivation 
and encouragement of such people that 
Mr. Adams hopes to secure votes in place 
of those he is daily losing among more 
decent people in the different parishes. 
The French of Alnwick are surprised to 
find their more respected neighbors entire­
ly overlooked, when Mr. Adams has office 
or employment under Government to be­
stow, while men in whom they have no 
confidence, and who are looked Upon by 
them as being no credit to their nationality, 
are selected by him for promotion. They 
are beginning to learn, however, that their 
general progress is being retarded and the 
disabilities from which they often suffer, 
increased, by their allowing such men to 
rule over them. There are plenty of honest, 
independent Frenchmenin Alnwick who 
are qualified for public offices, and it is an 
insult to the French for any member of the 
Government to overlook these and appoint 
men like Peter Legere to responsible posi-
