IN MEMORIAM—HENRY ALLEN
THOMAS.

A correspondent writes: By « the
death of Henry Allen Thomas, which
occurred at Fredericton Junction on
the 14th inst., Sunbury county loses
cne of its most useful and worthy cit-
la2nS,.

Although Mr. Thomas had been at-
flicted with heart trouble ' for some
montbs, his sudden death came as a
great shock to everyone. He had
driven to Blissville in the afternogn,
and vpon his return he attended di-
vine service at the hall: He was ap-
parently in his accustomed 'health
and took his usual active part in the
responsive service of the church. It
Wwas not until leaving the hall that it
becj‘gze known: to his- wife that Mr:
Thdilas was feeling unwell. ' He got
into lis sleigh and as he was being
driven . home by Mr. Dibblee and his
fami'y, he lost consciousness. A few
nionmients after reaching his home, or
ahout five minutes. after he was
seized, he passed quietly away.

The funeral was held on ‘Wednes-
day, the Rev. H. E. Dibblee officiat-
ing, assisted by the Rev. Canon
Roberts of Fredericton. The large
concourse of people which attended
was an: eloquent tribute to the high
esteem in' which the deceased was held
by the community.

Mr. Thomas was in his fifty-seventh
year, having been born 'at :Frederics
ton ‘on December 28th, 1841 He was
2 master Mason and also a devoted
member of the St. Andrew’s Brother-
hood. For many vears he lived in

ly on his farm at Fredericton Junc-
tion about one year ago.

The deceased had always been
eagerly active in his support of every
movement which .makes for the bet-
terment of humanity.

For perhaps He therefore departed
for a season, that thou shouldst re-
ceive Him for ever.—Philemon 15,

In the beautiful letter of Paul the
Apostle to Philemon we perceive how
those who constituted the early church
tried to deal with the criminal classes
of society. Philemon seems to have
lived in the town of Colossae with his
wife and his son, and to have had in
attendance upon him a slave by name
Onesimus. Onesimus seems to have
stolen from his master and to have
Rhurried to Romie that he might hide
himigelf in the dense population of the
gredat city. Paul, ‘who met Onesimus
in Rome, and through whose instru-
mentality Onesimus was converted,
wrote the Epistle to Philemon with a
4 great deal of tact and skill in order
that - Philemon might Teceive,: in a
friendly manner, the runaway slave,
Who 'was the bearer of the letter. :

There was at that time no agitation
by social reformers against, the.great

evil of slavery. Paul the Apostie does
mot declare against it, although . he

stems to express the wish that Phile-
mon - would receive back Onesimus'.as
a friend rather than a slave, . How-
ever, Paul advises the slave to. return
to his master. Philemon was evident-
1y a kind master, and seems to haye
treated Onesimus in a confidential
way. riting;to Rhilemon, +Paul
says: “If he hath wronged. thee or
oweth thee aught, put that on mine
account; I Paul have written it with
