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TRUNKS SPECIALLY
BUILT FOR SMUGGLING

. Y. Gasonis Men Discoer a
New Dadge

False Botfoms o fhe f;ﬁﬁks Eaatle Pas-
ssagirs {0 Hide Thelr Valuables —
Waealthy Woman's Baggage Held

e o

NEW YORK, May 29.—A big French
steamer trunk brought into port by a
wealthy Boston woman has revealed to
the customs men, they say, not only
$3,000 worth of smuggled goods con-
cealed under a false bottom, also the
fact that such trunks are being regu-
larly manufactured by a firm in Paris
“especially for the American trade.”
In other words “smuggling trunks” are
a staple commodity in the French capi-
tal. The customs representatives on
the other side of the water have al-
ready begun looking for the manufac-
turers of the false bottomed boxes.
When the Kaiser Wilhelm IIL arrived
last Tuesday among her passengers
was Mrs. Fremont F. Chesborough,
wife of a rich Bostonian. On her dec-
laration slip she had entered dutiable
goods to the amount of a little more
than $100, which was plainly visible in
one of her three trunks. When the
trunks were emptied the smuggled ar-
ticles were found to include two seal-
skin sacks, Jtwo sable boas, twe sable
muffs, two silk gowns, and voile, a
large number of lace handkerchiefs
and napkins, several dozen pairs of
gloves and a number of Italan corals,
cameos and set jewelry. Placing a
very low estimate upon this collection
the custom appraisers sgid It was
worth $3,000. Among a bundle of bills
and invoices was one showing that
Mrs. Chesborough had purchased a
necklace costing 90,000 francs, or $18,-
000. This was not in the trunk, and
examination of the custom records
showed it had not been dellared or
levied upon. Yesterday Mrs. Chesbor-
ough’s husband came from Boston. He
was asked first about the $18,000 neck-
lace. He said that the necklace was
purchased by him in March and that
he had it sent to Washington to await
the tariff decision on set vearls. He
said that if the duty was reduced from
60 to 10 per cent. he would immediate-
ly bring in the jewels. Mr. Chesbor-
ough explains that his wife did not
understand the nature ‘of her act and
agreed to pay all duty on the undeclar-
ed goods. :

USUAL HALF HOLIDAY

Hardware Men Wanted Septem-
ber Mso

And Dry Goods Glerks Asked for June—
Neither Request Granied—What the
Merchants Think Abeut It

.The hardware clerks will give a sigh
of relier us they leave the stores 'to-
night when they realise that this is
the last Saturday afternoon and even-
ing in whaich they will have to work
for three months,

The customary agreement to close
at one o'clock has been signed this
vear by W. H. Therne and Co., Ltd.,
T. McAvity and Sons, Emerson and
Fisher, Smith, Robertson and Foster,
J. Lelacheur, The S. Hayward Co., and
the Jas. Rgbertson Co., Ltd. The
ship chandlers including.A. W. Adams,
J.'Splane and Co., and Jas. Knox have
also signed the agreement,

The agreement covers June, July and
August as in other years. An effort
was made to have the half holiday
éxtended to September, but as this
d@id not seem to meet with general
approval the idea was dropped.

Most of the wholesale houses in all
lines, the insurance and othér business
offices observe the half holiday ' the
year around, but it is only during the
past few:years that the retail clerks
have been given a chance to get away
from the ‘stores before Jate on Satur-
day evening. :

As this is usually the busiest time
of the week in the stores the employ-
ers: naturally do:not much ‘appreciate
losing: this trade: and -many’of the ‘ous-
tomers, espedially ‘those from ‘out of
| towm; find “it someéwhat of an incon-
venience. These things have tended to
keep the movement fromy| spreading
and make it the object for considerable
opposition. '

As far as is known the dry goods
stores and the men’s furnishing stores
will clossas usual during July and
August this year. Several of the lead-
g stores, speaking to the Star yes-
terday, said that the matter had not
been discussed, but they expected to
cliose for these two months. - It was
suggested a month ago that an effort
be.made to have the stores close in
June also but this did not amount to
anything. >

For severgl years an agreement was
made by the bopk stores to close on
Saturdays, but owing to the fact that
some of ‘the merchants did not keep
to the agreement the effort has been
discontinued. ‘One King street book
seller explained to the Star that a
large part of their trade was transi-
tory and would be lost if not taken ad-
vantage of at the time. To make up
for the half holiday he always lets his
clerks off gyring the week, and in this
way they get more time off than they
would on Saturdays.

In conversation with the Star sev-
eral King street merchants seemed
opposed to the Saturday half holiday
during any part of the summer, and
some suggestions were made as to how
it might be avoided. One man said
that if the proposed ‘‘day light bill”
was puti nto effect and there was an
extra hour of daylight every evening,
the need of a half holiday could not
be urged with as much weight as it
now carries. .

Another merchant said that it would
be better to close early on any other
day than Saturday and if the stores
united on a oertain day in the middle
of the week it would be’ worth while
running excursions and keeping other
attractions going for the benefit of
those who would be thus able to pat-
ronize them.

Later at Chatham He
lowerad his mark to 2.221-2.- On the
same day in a race against hoppled
pacers Blomidon Jlowered his mark to
2.211-2. Blomidon’s dam, Kissle, bred
on the C. X. Larrabee Brookwood
ranch, Montana, was a mare with per<
fect high action and a show mare of
excevtional qualities,

The pedigree of Lord Hastings shoull
attract the breeders. Mr. Hayes has
undoubtedly secured a fine animal.
With Lord Hastings’ fine speed he
should obtain a low mark and have
years of usefulness afterwards.

Radio-Aetivity Adds a Few Million Years or
$0 o Geologic Timg.

LONDON, "May 28—The perennial
problem of the age of the world has
received a new contribution based on
the antiquity of radio-active minerals.
Geologists figured some time ago the
age of the earth at least 230,000,000
years, and the estimate held until nm.a-
thematical physicists computed that
the sun itself had not existed more
than 115,000,000 . . 2

The discovery of radium and the
theories of radio-activity seem to be
going to re-establish the geologists®
contention. Lord Rayleigh’s son, R. J.
Strutt, who is already an cminent
scientist, announces as the result of a
recent experiment with a chunk of
thorianite, containing helium, that the
latter could not have accumulated in
less than 240,000,000 years.

Experiments on a larger scale whichy
are now going on will probably lead to
an extension of this time.

are giving thought to the problem of
how the lantern und screen cvan be |
used to advantage in systematic in-i
struction.

On this account certain educational
authorities in Great Britain feel that
without interfering with the commer-
cial aspect of the picture * business,
they may be able to adapt this indus-
try to their own purpose. The present
suggestion is to give instruction in his-
tory and geography by means of the
films, yet at the same time, not to do
away with that home study which is
so necessary for the welfare of the
pupils. It is recognized that individual
effort is the secret of all success in
education, and in so far as pictures
do not interfere with this effort thay
will be valuable as an aid to educa*
tion.

MINERAL DEPOSITS
RICH IN RADIUM

News of Important Discovery
in Porfugal Veritied.

Reports of Remarkable Health-iving
Properties of Cerfain Stream
Led fo Investigation.

| while ago of mineral deposits, which
! proved rich in radium show that de-
! posits are situated near Guarda, ad-

jacent to the main line of the Paris~
Iisbon Ralilway. The discovery was
made in a curious manner. A British
mining engineer of the name of Pow-
er, learning that the Portuguese in the
vicinity attributed remarkable health-
giving properties to i certain stream,
visited the loeality and found that in
one place the stream flowed over a
yellow «uartz encrusted with erystals
of uranite phosphate, containing ovef
50 per cent. of oxide of uranium.

Professor Barboni, formerly a pro-
fesser of chemistry in Parls, states
that the mineral, by reason of its
greater facility of treatment, ought
to to be at least three times suparior
to pitch blende for radium-producing
purposes. Professor . Walden, of the
chemical department of Oxford Univer-
gity, found the uranite particularly
pure. It contains approximately 360
milli-grammes of radium to the ton
of mineral. “Investigations reveal the
existence of ¢ne main lode extending
for a mile and a half, with a width
of five feet at the surface to twelve
feet at a depth of fifty feet. The lodes
are true fissure lodes formed by volcanic
action. The discovery is all the more
important since the chief source of the
world’s radium supply in Bohemia is
locked up and is only avallable for
Austria. A syndicate of British capl-
talists, it is announced, has obtained
control- of the Portuguese deposits. It
is hoped that the price of radium will
sobn be reduced by 50 per cent

| both occur together. In England (not

Scotland) the tenement type is quite
exceptional and almost confined to
London, Tyneside, and Plymouth; the
separate cottage is universal and by
far the most important feature of Eng-
lish housing. In Germany the tene-
ment predominates, though it is not so
universal as the cottage in England.
France comes between the two. But
as regards the number of rooms usu-
ally occupied, by working-class famil-
fes the French standard is below both
the English and the German. 'The
following table indicates the relative
prevalence of workingclass dwallings
containing from one to six rooms in
the three countries.

Etienne, Limoges, and Paris they
form from 26 to 28 Dper cent.,
only eaualled in England by the three
worst London poroughs—Holborn (27
per cent.), Marylebonne (26.3 per cent.)

ROME, May 28—The bronze eques—
¢rian statue of Victor Emmanuel II,
fntended to surmount the monument
to the first King of Italy on the Cap-
itol, has just been cast. Owing to the
huge proportions of the statue, which
is the largest in the world, special
moulds had to'be provided for the cast-
ing. They were ‘divided into thirteen
géctions. :

An idea of the colossal size cf the
statue may be formed from the fol-
lowing figures: The King’s sword is
over twelve feet in length and weighs
about 775 pounds. The harness weighs
over four tons. Over thirteen tons. of
metal were used in casting the horse's
chest and bedy, while the head of the
King, including the helmet, measures
geven feet amd weighs 46,250 pounds.

There is room for thirty men inside
the hollow body. Its size is unparallel-
ed in history or legénd, with the ex-
ception of the celebrated wooden horse
fabled to have been used at the siege
of Troy.

George A. Hortor, manager of the
establishment, was in the office at the
time of the accident and feels very
badly over the sad affair and injuries
to Mr. Ward. He cautioned the young
man yesterday morning not to touch
the - elevator until the necessary re-
pairs were attended to. :
Last evening it was learned upon in-
quiry at the General Public Hospital
that the operation had proven success-
ful and the patient was doing as nice-
ly as could be expected.

It is considered most fortunate that
the accident had not resulted more
seriously. Had the weights hit the
young‘man on the head his injuries
might have resulted fatally.

OMAHA, Neb., May 28 — Three small
schoolboys yesterday brought about the
arrest of three men believed to be the
robbers who last Saturday held up the
Overland Limited train on the Union
Paciic R. R. at the city limits of
Omaha, and a woman school teacher
today discovered the looted mail
pouches seized at that robbery. To
these three boys and to their teacher
probably will go $15,000 reward offered
by the Union Pacific R. R. if the pris-
oners prove to be the men wanted.

The police made the arrests, but to
the sharp eyes of schpolboys belongs
the credit of diseovering the hidden
tools of the robbers, thus bringing
about the arrests of the suspects, and
to the deductive reasoning of Mrs.
Nora Freeman, a teacher, scores of de-
tectives ascribes the finding of the
hidden mail pouches, in’ the attic of
the school.

When schoolboys yesterday found
hidden on the banks of the Missouri
some burglars’ implements, they told
their teacher, Mrs. Freeman. She ad-
vised the police and detectives after a
thirty hour vigil, and last night they
arrested the three men now-in custody.

The Congress of the Evangelical
Free Churches in Swansea was, on
Wednesday, roused to a considerable
pitch of excitement and tumult by amn
address by Rev. Joseph Hocking,
London, on “the alarming development
of Modern Romanism.”

Romanists were in Par-
liament and were seen everywhere.
Romanists were also an insignificant
portion of the population so far as
numbers were concerned, and yet see
the prominence given to Roman Cath-
olic . views.
