RAISULI’S EXPLANATION.

The Present Trouble is Due to Perse-

secution of the Bandit’s Tribe.

LONDON, June 20.—The correspond-
ent of the Daily Mail at Tangier, un-
der date of June —, says that a letter
has been received on that day from
Raisuli, in which the bandit says:

“It is well that the Englishmen and
the Americans should know the truth
regarding my doings,why I have taken
Perdicaris. All that has been said in
Tangier about me, as well as the
statement that I hate the Christian
Europeans and want to drive them
from Morocco, is wrong,

“I desire to do mo wrong to any
Christian. Should trouble come, it
will come from KEurope, for if troops
are landed we will fight.”

Raisuli says the cause of the pre-
sent trouble to the deposed governor
of Tangier, who with his family, gov-
erned Tangier for generations, perse-
cuted Raisuli's tribe, killed boys, mu-
\ilated children and disregarded all
the principles of their religion.

Raisuli says that when he went to
Tangier he had no intention of taking
Perdicaris any more than he had ef
ek (4 7w her Furopean or Ame-
rican, bur he is now glad that he took
an American, for, he says, America
will be forced to, fight the Sultan,
overthrow the governor and release
the innocent prisoners.

The letter also says:

“Mr. Perdicaris is safe and wants
for mothing except to.see his wife.”

A special messenger from the bri-
gand arrived at the British legation
today. It is rumored that Raisull de-
sires that his immumity shall be guar-
anteed by Great Britain and tuae Unit-
ed States.

The legations here confidently anti-
cipate the arrival of Messrs. Perdicaris
and Varley within two days.

A FIRE TRAP.

Bt

Crew Tell of the Rotten Hose, Inflammable

Material

Lying Around Loose, and No

Aﬁempt Made to Check the Flames.

NEW YORXK, June 20.—The death
list of those who perished in the Gen-
eral Slocum is growing ‘at an alarm-
ing rate. Bodies came to tthe surface
today off the shores of North Brother
Island singly and in groups of twos
and threes, until at dusk 102 additioral
had been recovered. Every passing
steamer seemed to churn up the water
to such a degree that with its wash

one or more bodies would be swept|

into the beach. Between the heurs of
three and six in the afternoen, 45
bodies, some of them badly mutilated,
were- taken ashore by the searching
parties.

This brings the total number of
bodies recovered up to 730 and yet
there are something like 323' persons
unaccounted for. A number of these
are among the unidentified lying at the
morgue' and over on North Brother Is-
land, and the ‘‘unrecognizable” that
have been buried in tthe Lutheran cem-
etery on Long Island.

The coroner’s inquiry into the dis-
aster was begun today. Thousands
of persons gathered in and around the
armory, in the borough of The Bronx,
where the inquest was held. Among
those examined were Frank A. Barn-
aby, president of ithe Knickerbocker
Steamboat Company; James H. Atkin-
son, fthe secretary of the company;
Mate Flanagan of the Slocum, and
several members of- the crew.

According to the testimony of John
J. Coakley, one of the Slocum deck-
hands, he never had been instructed
in a fire drill since he became an em-
ploye of the Knickerbocker company,
at, the beginning of last season. Coak-
ley said he first learned that the steam-
was on fire when a small boy called
his attention to smoke rolling down
from the bow. He said he ran up
toward the bow of <the steamer and
found a blaze in the locker, where the
oil for the lamps was kept. He
dumped charcoal on it, thinking to
smother the flames, then cut down
hose and called for assistance. The
fire was so hot fthat they were driven
olut; but they got the hose in position
and had just directed a stream on
the fire when the hose hurst. No at-
tempt was made to replace the ruined
hose, he said, as the passengers were
in a panic.

The witness was unable to give any
informatlon as to the origin of the
fire. The room in which it started
was lighted by a common ship lamp
when in use. He r¢membered that a
quantity of salt hay which had been
packed around a barrel of beer glasses
brought on board that day, had been
stored in the locker, and said that it
was the custom of the men to light
matéhes in the locker when they went
in there for anything.

James Corcoran described the solid
water washer attached to the stand-
pipe to pravent water dripping into the
hose and rotting it. To get this off
so the hose could be used, it would
have been necessary to disconnect the
hose from the standpipe. Corcoran did
not see this done.

Bdward Flanagan, the mate for the
last two seasons on the Slocum, who
hired the deck crew of that boat, said
that the forward cabin where the fire
broke out, was to Keep old lines and
worn out awnings and brooms. Flan-
agan denied any knowledge of the
“false’” washer which blocked the fire
hcese.

“Who coiled up that hose ?”’

“I don’t know. It was always coil-
ed that way.”

«what orders did you give your
men ?”

“wWhen I got back from motifying
the engineers, I manned 'the pipes.
Then when the water pressure came
a coupler blew off and the hose burst.
I then ordered some of the men up-
stairs to free the life preservers and
lower the life boats. Then we tried
to reach the other standpipe, but we
could not pass the flames.”

Flanagan said he was present when
the special inspection took place and
at this point the coroner ordered In-
spectors Fleming and Lundberg to
leave the court room.

Flanagan, however, said he did not
accompany the inspectors on their
rounds. He knew, he said, that ten
or twenty of the life preservers were
ordered by one of the inspectors, He
declared that all the preservers were
stamped 1891.

U. S. District Attorney Wise asked:

“pid you ever have a fire drill »”

Flanagan placed his hands on his
forehead and then replied: “Not to
my memory. 1 did not keep track.”

“Did you ever see the fire hose un-
coiled since the season opened ?”

“Not to my memory. I don’t recall
it. I have been very sick.”

Flanagan said he never counted the
life preservers aboard, pbut he was con~
fident that more than the 2,500 called
for were aboard and in easy reach of
the passengers. In his opinion the
life preservers were in first class con-
dition.

To Mr. Gilbert, Flanagan said two
or three inspectors made the inspection
of the Slocum in May last.

““Did the inspectors take any of the
life preservers .from the rack ?” asked
Jurcr Congressman Goulden.

“] @id not see them. I only know
they inspected the lifz= preservers be-
cause t{x,_ey pointed ouat 20 or more they
condeniied. 'They \cere in diffevent
paris of the shig.”

Flanagan. admitted telling the coro-
ner and Assistant District Attorney
Garvin at different times that the in-
spection was made of the life preserv-
ers on the promenade deck only.

The inquest was then adjourned un-
til tomorrow.

COLUMBUS, O., June 18.—The elec-
trocution of Moses Johnson, a negro
murderer, in the state penitentiary to-
day was almost as harrowing as that
of Michael Schilier yesterday.

AT SYDNEY.

HALIFAX, June 20.—James Ross,
president of the Dominion Coal Com-
pany, arrived at Sydney this after-
noon.

They were given good
wages and P. W. A. men claim a bonus
of fifty dollars besides. So far as the
lockout is concerned there is practical-
ly no change.

‘The house spent thg balance of the
night debating the bill of MacLaren
of Huntington, to prohibit the import.
ation, manufacture, and sale, of cigar-«
ettes, which was carried, 50 to 27. Hon.
Mr. Fitzpatrick took a strong ground
against the bill for its lack of definite«
ness. Why, he asked, was cigarette
tobacco to be allowed to be imported
if the evil was to be stamped out.
The second clause of the bill was car-
ried, 39 to 25. Iitzpatrick then point«
ed out that to pass the bill meant the
wiping out of established industries,
and Clarke of Ontario suid to pass thie
bill without machinery, to carry it out,
meant its repeal next year and a block
and barrier to legislation against the
use of cigarettes by minors.

At 12 o’clock the house divided on sec-
tion three, which was carried 39 to 35,
when motion for committee to rise was
lost by tie vote of 87 to 37, the chair-
man voting to go with the bill. Sec-
tion 4 was earried 41 tc. 34. :

Aupcthar motion. o rinort rprogress
was defeated by 35 to 38 and the bill
as amended was finally carried 41 to
32, when committee rose. Lancaster
then brought up his bill to amend the
law regulating certificates to masters
and mates on inland Canadian waters,
after the minister of marine had brok-
en his pledge to put the measure on
government orders.

The house at 1.45 a. m. voted down
Lancaster’s bill by 17 to 39. The house
adjourned at 1.45 after Monk had ask-
ed for further returns of the Dundon-
ald-Fisher correspondence and for the
originals tabled as well as the copies
thereof.

OTTAWA, June 15.—The budget de-
bate is on its last legs, but there will
be more or less criticism of the tariff
changes when they are formally intro-
duced by Hon. Mr, Fielding. * Yester-
day the leaders of the two parties pre-
sented their views. It was generally
expected that Sir Wilfrid would not
speak till near the end of the discus-
sion, but Mr. R. L. Borden made out
such a strong case, and presented his
views so forcibly that the first min-
ister apparently was afraid to put up
any of his cabinet to reply. Sir Wil-
frid is having a strenuous time of it
this session, but he is in good health
and spirits. Hard work has no ter-
rors for the old man eloquent, It is
a good thing for him it has not, as
with some ministers absent from the
house for various causes, and with
others present in whose judgment he
has reason to repose little confidence,
the premier has to assume personal
partment, save possibly that presented
responsibility for almost every de-
rartment, save possibly that presided
over by the Hon. Clifford Sifton, who
brooks no interfetence from any quar-
ter,

Mr. Borden was at his best. He
was calmly aggressive and his state-
ments were put in a more condensed
form than usual. Neither did he load
down his argument with too many ex-
tracts, a habit into which many of the
speakers have fallen this session.
Comparing the record of the Laurier
government with that of its predeces-
sor from the standpoint of expenditure
the leader of the opposition used some
very: effective figures, Between 1892
and 1896 the conservatives had spent
$210,709,000, while between 1899 and 1903
the liberals had spent $287.960,000, or
ten millions more in 1903 than in 1899,
These figures, said Mr, Borden, were
especially significant in view of the
fact that the present government had
not in that period undertaken any
large work like tbat of the construc-
tion of the Canadian Pacific railway.
Mr. Borden went on to show how tax-
ation had increased under the Laurier
rule. In days gone by Sir Richard
Cartwright had declared that taxa~
tion was altogether too high, that a
surplus was an evil, and that every
dollar taken from the people beyond
that actually required for the admin-
istration of the country’s affairs was
highway robbery. But what were
the fagcts since Sir Richard accepted a
portfolio ? From 1899 to 1903 the total
taxes collected were $204,348,000, while
from 1502 to 18C4 there was an increase
over these figures of $66,796,000. And
this increase the gallant knight had
attempted to defend with high rage,
sneers and more or less senseless epi-
thets. Had he no other answer to
make, asked Mr. Borden, to the fact
that under the present liberal rule
there had been_an average annual in-
crease of taxation of $13,159,000. The
opposition leader ' then proceeded to
show that while the tax per head was
$3.13 in 1878, it had grown to $8.87 in
1903. Taxation per head had increas-
ed 87 per eent since 1836, while the
expenditure had increased 62 per cent.

Referring to the question of prefer-
ential trade, Mr. Borden said he was
glad to hear from the finance minister
that the two parties were as one in
this matier, but it appeared to him
that they must have come together
speedily, as the cénservative policy @s
set forth in a resolution moved by Sir
Charles Tupper in 1899, was then vot-
ed down by the government. If there
had been any change it had been on
the gevernment side of tha house. Mr.
Fielding had dictirctly dedlared when
his preferentiacl tariff was brought
down that he wamted no praterence for
Canada in the British market, but since
then the threat had been thrown ocut
that unless Canade was given a prefer-
ence in the old land, her preferemtial
tariff would be withdrawn. The gov-
ernment if it had repented had repent-
ed too late. Mr. BorGen took the
ground that if the geverament had tried
as hard to get a reciprocity with Great
Britain as it had with the TUnitad
States, Canada would have realprocal
trade with the Bridsh Isles tcday.
Passing on Mr. Borden remarked that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier when in Eagland
did not stand on the same platform br
advocafe the sama pelicy as that laid
down by Hon. Mr, Fislding this ses.
sion, and announced with even great
er firmness by the minister of finazmee
last year. Laurier told the Eugiish
people he wanted no prefarsmce on
Canadian products. But only last yeat
and at the Colonial Conference, a ser<

ies of threats were made by governe

preference was given Canada our pre-.

ferential legislation would be caneelled.
Why, asked the opposition °leader,
should Sir Wilfrid Laurier now desgirs
to see Great Britain cured by that pro-
tection, which, aecording to his own
words, has destroyed Canada? ‘When
the chancellor of the exchequer was
asked in the British parliament, ‘Do
you propose to exempt Canada from
the tax on food products?’ he replied,
“No. I de not propose to exempt Can-
aZa from this tax, because Canada de-
sires no such exemption.” DPDoes my
right hon. friend (Laurier) desire to
see the mother country cursed by pro-
tection? asked Mr. Borden. Does he
stand for and believe in Mr, Chamber-
lain's policy? The terror of imperial-
fsm {s raised by the ministry when-
ever this question is raised, but he
(Borden) would like to know what
greatar danger Canada ran by mak-
ing a reciprocity treaty with the mo-
ther country, which is not a “foreign”
country, than by making a reciprocity
treaty with the United States.

But, continued Mr. Borden, let wus
look at this matter in another aspect.
We have given a preference to the
mother country. Do we run any
greater danger of imperialism by re-
ceiving a preference in return ? i
propose to stand as strongly, as firmly
as anyone for all the liberties we en-
joy in Canada, and especially for the
right of self-government, which we
will never give up. Whenever any
government ‘n Great Britain try to
give us a preference in their markets
upon terms that are inconsistent with
our rights of self-government, we will
know very well, on this side of the
house at least, what answer to give.”
We are told, continued' Mr., Borden,
that this government dare not inter-
fere, dare not announce any policy on
the subject, because this matter of
preferential trade had become a party
question in the mother country. Can-
ada, however interfered in conmection
with the war in South Africa, which
was then somewhat of a party ques-
tion in England, by passing a resolu-
tion in this house., ‘When, he asked,
would the trade issue cease to be a
party question in Great Britain ? Sup-
pose that Chamberlain’s project even-
tually carrfes, that he comes into
power and is prepared to negotiate
with Canada, does anyone imagine
that the free traders of Great Britain
would be absolutely eliiminated, or that
that would not continue to be g party
question across the Atlantic ? Is it
the policy of the Laurier government
to fold its hands till the last survivor
of the Cobden Club has passed away ?
Personally, Mr. Borden felt that once
the principle of preferential trade was
adopted by the statesmen of the two
countries, it would be largely a mat-
ter for the business men of the two
countries to work out. He believed it
could be worked out with advantage
to the mother country as well as to
Canada itself.

Dealing with the tariff provision
against “dumping’” which had been en-
thusiastically supported by Sir Rich-
ard Cartwright, Mr. Borden recalled
the remarks of the Toronto Globe, last
fall, when it said far from dumping
being any disadvantage to the people
of Canada, it was the very thing the
people of Canada wanted. How, ask-
ed the Globe, can it be any disad-
vantage to Canadians to buy goods
worth §$1.50 for one dollar. The
trend of the Globe’s argument was
that if there was one thing above an-
other that Canadian people should
welcome it would be'the wholesale im-
portation of manufactured goods from
the United States to be sold in Canada
for one-half of the price at which they
could be purchas:d in that country.
He (Borden) when on the platform in
the ‘maritime provinces, western On-
tario, and the Rastern Townships,
assured his hearers that dumping was
a very serious evil. He had said:
When the Canadian industry had been
wiped out, when the Canadian factory
had been closed, when the Canadian
@nploye had been driven to the Unit-
ed States to work in the very factories
that were sending these goods into
the Dominion, the account would show
a great balance against Canada; but
to this must be added the fact that
havinz once closed our factories and
driven our workmen away by thou-
sands, these trusts will close thelr
hands and compel the peopls to pay
50 per cdnt more for the goods than
if our factories were in full operation.
He was ridiculed at the time by’ the
liberal press and liberal speakers for
taking such a stand, yet when the
minister of finance uttered practical-
ly the same doctirine only the other
day, he was heralded as the proclaimer
of good tidings by every liberal jour-
nal throughout the country.

In coa:luding Mr. Borden said that
the farmers, as well as the manufac-
turers ard 1dboring classes, were
equally interested in seeing that Can-
ada had a stable policy of protection,
80 as to preserve the home market for
our own people. This with a purely
national system of transporta-
tion, whereby the people should own
and control the national highways con-
structed by means of the national cre-
dit and eut of the national resources,
the development of this country will
proceed on sure lines, on a stable bas-
is and in a legitimate direction, and
we shall have no cause to fear for the
future material prosperity of the coun-
try we love so much.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier followed Mr.
Borden in a spaech that lasted omne
hour and a half. The premier was at
times eloquent, always graceful and
gonerally humorcus. Fram other lips
many of his utterances would have
been deemed flippant and evasive, His
strongest new pcint was his answer to
Mr, Borden’s inquiry if the dumping
clause of the tariff was free trade.
Sir Wilfrid =aftd: “I cere not what
tkeorics are. I -wvant to be practical
And this country must be practical
above all things. I tkinik I am speak-
ing words that will be understood when
I say the last words on free trade and
protertioan have not yet been spoken.
The conditions of manufacturing are
changing every day. The shocemaker,
tailor and cabinet-maker have all dis-
appeared. These things are made in
large manufactories. ~But if it so hap-
pened taat through new methaeds
which have been adopted in highly pro-
tected countries these ¢ountries resert
to slaughtering their gocds in tais
csantry for example, flooding the mar-
ket anl dispossessing citizens, scat-
tering them and ruining capital, under
such conditions theory must be akan-
doaned and it behooves every parlie-
ment to try to remly such a situa-
tion. This is the thing we have to do
at the present moment. As soon as it
has been shown that an article is
Slaughtaraed in this country, then tba

OTTAWA, June 16.—According to Sir
Wiltria Laurier, Lord Dundonald is a
foyeigner, or stranger in Canada. Soms
of the premier’s organs state that the
Prench word which the premier had
in mind when he used the worst pos-
sible offensive epithet, can be’ trans-
lated either foreigner or stranger. It
is astomishing how some -government
organs figure as mind-readers when
put on the defensive. Sir Wilfrid,
usually courteous; made a bad break
on this oceasion. But, like Lord Dun-
donald, there is some excuse for him.
He had been goaded almost past en-
durance by Sydney Fisher’s silly par-
tizan interference with the internal
economy of the militia department,
‘about which he knows no more -than
the man in the moon does concerning
the doings of the cabinets of Nova
Scotia or New Brunswick. If Sir Wil-
frid is correct in dubbing Dundonald a
stranger and a foreigner in Canada,
what about the application of the same
term to Canadians in Great Britain?
It is a poor rule-that does not work
both ways. What would Lord Strath-
cona, Sir Gilbert Parker, George R.
Parkin, the agents general of New
Brunswick, British Columbia and other
provinces think were Balfour to arise
in the British. commons and denounce
them as strangers and foreigners? In
ages gone by, to be a Roman citizen
meant the enjoyment of all the rights
and privileges of that great empire,
with all the protection that ha citi-
zenship carried with it. Laurier, how-
ever, has put his veto on British citi-
zenship and has reduced it to a mere
matter of local surroundings. In his
eyes the only British citizen is a man
born in Canada. By the way, Dundon-
ald is neither English nor French. He
is a Scotchman, and therefore, accord-
ing to Sir Wilfrid, without conseidera-
tion on either side of the Atlantic. So
also says, if actions speak, Hon. Syd-
ney Fisher, minister of agriculture,

The budget debate is over, much to
the relief of the administration. The
opposition, while making the most of
the opportumity, displayed a desire not
to unduly prolong the discwssion.

Some excuse had to found, continued
Mr. Kemp, for postponing tariff revis-
ion just now. On ear the excuse
was given that the revision of the
tariff was postponed because the high
joint commission was sitting; another
year the excuse was given that it was
because the colonial conference was
meeting; another year it was because
of the zgitation concerning our trade
relations with Great Britain and the
colonies; and so this year another
excuse had to be found, It came in the
shape of a promised incuiry by a
commission. Mr. Kemp laid stress on
the fact that this protracted delay is
working injury to a lot of Canadian
manufacturers. He had no desire to
talk blue ruin, but there were a con-
siderable number of other industries
which needed assistance just as much
as the woollén industry and the car-
riage industry, and surely the problem
could be solved just as readily in these
cases as in the others he had instanced.

If we have
a tariff that is all right when trade is
poor it will be all right when trade is
better. There was, unfortunately no-
thing very definite in the remarks of
Sir Wilfrid or Hon. Mr. Fielding about
the revision of the tariff. It may
come or it may not come next session,
therefore the country is in the same
old position of uncertainty. Mr., Kemp
objectud to waiting for a revision of
the tariff until the factory chimneys
are smokeless and the factory win-
dows broken.

TOKIO, June 18, 3 p. m.—The Jap-
anese government has decided not to
make any formal protest through
France against any alléged violation
of the Red Cross flag at the battle of
Telissu on the ground of its useless-
ness. It is believed that Russia will
deny  whatever the facts may be,
creating a discussion which will only
involve a waste of time. Herein lies
one disadyantage of the Japanese plan
to restrict military observers and press
correspondents, for the reason that no
matter how flagrant the violations
they may charge of the law of nations
they are upable to substantiate them
without the testimony of neutral wit-
nesses.

Was Towed Into Portin a Badly Dis-
abled Condition,

CHATHAM, Mass.,, June 19.—The
Bath schooner Harold L. Berry, Capt.

THE HARYEST OF DEATH.

Already 632 Bodies Have Been Rej
covered From the Slocum

Disaster.

NEW YORK, June 19.—Sunday’s
harvest of dead from the steamer Gen-
eral Slocum numbered 4, bringing the
total number of bodies so far recov-
ered up to 632. Of these 559 have been
identified, while gbout 40 of the victims
now lying at the morgue have not
been claimed by frlend or relative.

During the da®w 36 bodies were recov-
ered, and it was not till after dark,
when the great majority of the search-
ers had ceased to wdrk, that the other
13 were found. Most 6f these came up
from the bottori and floated in to
shora.

While the list of missing has been
cut lown somewhat by the identifica-
tions made today, eleven new names
were added to that roll, thus leaving
the total of missing almost as it was on
Saturday, something more than three
hundred.

;The Australian on the Rocks Near

Victoria.

MELBOURNE, June 19.—The Penin-
sular and Oriental liner Australia, in-
ward bound, struck on the rocks at
Point Nepean (at the eastern entrance
to Port Phillip Bay, Victoria, at two
o’clock this morning. The bottom of
the vessel was stove in, and it is feared
that she will be a total loss. The pas-
sengers and crew were safely landed.

The Australia, commanded by Capt.
Cole, sailed from London May 13 and
Marseilles May 20 for 8ydney, N. S. W.
She left Colombo, Ceylon, June 5.

The Australia is a steel steamer of
3,702 tons net and was built at Green-
ock, Scotland, in 1892.

What Brought the Change.

The New Freeman says: ‘“Daniel
Mullin, K. C., of this city has
announced to some of his friends that
he has beccme a convert to Liberal
principles and will be an aspirant for
tae federal Liberal nomination for the
city and county of St. John in the com-
ing campaign. The New Freeman has
no desire to anticipate Mr. Mullin’s ex-
planation of his change of heart politi-
cally. It has no doubt, however, that
such an explanation will be made at an
early day, aud that it will be read with
intérest by Mr. Mullin’s friends and
the public generally.

The
Penobscot and Kennebec log drives
are coming along successfully, but
many logs in the St. John river are
said to be hung up on account of low
water. Two-inch dry eastern hemlock
boards are selling at $15.50 and inch
one and two poplar at $49. Shingle
prices are a trifle easier, extras sell-
ing at $2.30, clears $2.80 to 2.85, and
second clears at $2.80. Laths are strong
at $3.10 for 11-2 inch and $3.25 for 15-8
inch. From the provinces eight schoon-
ers with 638,268 feet of lumber, 615,000
faths and 21,600 feet of piling, arrived
last week. Prices are generally firm,

Mackerel are somewhat scarcer and
prices have stiffened. Fresh fish 3
selling at 8 to 12 cents each, accor g
to sizé, and salt mackerel are worth
$8.75 to 9 per barrel. The salt fish are
large, counting 125 to 130 to a barrel.
The prices paid from the vessel mean
$11 to 12 per bbl. for plain, when re-
packed, and $11.50 to 12.50 per bbl. for
timrced. Old salt mackerel are quiet.
Codfish are unchanged. Pickled her-
ring are steady and unchanged at $6.50
to 7 for large N. S. spiit. Fresh fish
are in fair supply, but prices on deep
sea fish have been higher. For market
cod 21-2 to 31-2c. per lb, is asked, 3
to Sec. for large cod; steak cod, 41-2 to
51-2¢.; white eastern halibut, 10 to
1%¢c.; gray, 8 to 10c.; green eastern sal-
mon, 18 to 25c.; eels, 10c.; buck shad,
16¢.; roe shad, %Be. Live lobsters are
still plentiful, but the supply is grad-
vally diminishing. Prices have risen
2 cents per lb. Live lobsters are worth
14e. and boiled 15 to 16c.

The statement of Lord Dundonald
which appears in the Sun today will be
read with intense interest. It will be
seen that the Eastern Townships epi-
sode, which the late commander dis-
cussed at the Montreal dinner,was one
of many incidents of the same
class, some of them more serious, and
one, at least, involving a question of
personal and political morals. It was
suspected that Lord Dundonald was
not a consenting party to the suppres-
sion of his first report on the state
of the militia. Now we have his plain
statement that when the ministers de-
clared this part of the report to be
“secret,” ‘“private,” and ‘confidential,”
they were simply untruthful, Not only
did Lord Dundonald hand in this re-
oort without marking it private, or
suggesting that it was confidential,
but he expressly told the head of the
department that it was not secret or
confidential or private. Lord Dun-
donald shows that the report which
was printed in the blue book over his
name, purporting to be as he prepar-
ed it, was mutilated by the removal
of paragraphs and sentences, and by
the suppression of an essential portion
of the whole document.

Against this mutilation and suppres=
sion of his report, the commander
made no public protest. He submitted
with good grace when, after he had
complied with the minister’s request
to recommend an ordnance organiza-
tion with several superfluous lieuten-
ant colonels, he returned from some
outside duties to find more colonels in
the corps and the whole system ¢op-
neavy with officers. It was after much
of this sort of thing that Mr. Fisher
was allowed to represent and control
the whole militia department for one
day, so that he could politically carve
up the list of officers for the Scottish
Dragoons. When the minister of agri-
culture had got in his work Lord
Dundonald expressed his opinion on
the subject.

Borden finds Lord Dundonald’'s lang»
uage -beneath contempt, bul whether
he can show that it is not just and
true.

If Dr. Borden and Mr. Fisher choose
to call Lord Dundonald their employs
and servant they may do so. But the
ministers are themselves only :mploye$
and servants, The men who have hired
and paid them, and who look to them
to do properly and honestly the work

that they are hired and paid to per-

form, have still something to say. Lord
Dundonald has certainly spoken with
disrespect of a ministér of agriculture
who went out of his way to destroy
the efficiency and increase the partis-
anship of a portion of the force. He
was perhaps insubordinate to the min-
ister who obtruded himself into the
militia department. But that is the end |
lof Lord Dundonald’s offending, and
that was provoked. He has Llried to
make the force effective, while the min-
ister sought to make it partisan. Lord
Dundonald has not been implicated in
any doubtful hay contracts. He has
had no emergency food scandal to an-
swer for. He has not loaded down
the force with superfluous political
colonels. There are no drill shed jcbs
attached to his name. His name is

'not associated with any favoritism in

military clothing contracts. There is
no reason why Lord Dundonald should

not speak his mind and tell what he

knows, and there are many rejsons
why the people of Canada should give
heed to his testimony.

ANNAPOLIS.

(From Tuesday’s Daily Sun.)

This is the day of Annapolis. The
records do not disclose the date when
De Monts and Champlain arrived at
Port Royal. It is not stated in Cham-
‘plain’s account. We know that
it was . earlier than June 21,
because after some  delay the
expedition proceeded to the head
of the bay, and returning on the
northern side arrived at St. John on
the 24th. Strangers who see Annapolis
this week for the first time will be
surprised that De Monts should after
making the acquaintance of that beau-
tiful and sheltered spot, decidé to
spend his first winter on St. Croix Is-
land. But it has not been forgotten
that a still earlier colony was planted
on Sable Island, compared with which
Dochet’s in the St. Croix is a paradise.
The chiefs were so wise as to remove
the survivors to Annapolis after the
first winter. The colony planted in 1605
was sometimes almost deserted and
occasionally devastated, but the shores
of Annapolis Basin have never been
long at a time without occupants dur-
ing these three hundred years. It was
certainly an ideal spot for a pioneer
settlement by pegple accustomed to
working alluvial /lands. The Indians
were seldom unfriendly toward the
French. The woods were well stocked
with game, and furnished plenty of
timber. Fish were abundant. The
climate was milder than on the expos-
ed coasts. The settlement was easy
of access, and at the same time some-
what secluded. It was not unnatural
that Port Royal should be the home of
the Ancient Order of Good Times. For
the first destruction of the colony the
residents had themselves to blame.
They were too much bant on enjoying
life. Had they taken the good advice
of Champlain they would net have left
their village.unprotected to tempt men
like Argall.

The ancient capital of New Bruna-
wick extends its congratulations to ths
ancient capital of Nova Scotia on this
festal occasion. Both towns are shorn
of their glory as seats of colonial gov-
ernment. For one century and part of
another after the historic visit of De
Monts’ squadron, Annapolis was the

chief town in the maritime provinces.
4t is still an important and happy
place.

May Run Trains Over the
Bridge to St. John.

The Old Plan is Cropping Up Again

—Work Started on Dunn’s

Wharf.

>

It is understood that the manage-
ment of the Shore Line railroad, who
are now begining extensive improve-
ments on the road, contemplate chang-
ing the terminus from Carleton to St.
John, and to do this will bring the
trains across the cantilever .bridge.

Some three years ago this project
received consideration, but after eer-
tain steps had been taken it was found
best to let things remain as they were.
Now, however, the prospects for busi-
ness seem brighter, and in the carry-
ing out of the imptovement idea the
extension to St. John is one of the
most impertant points.

Since the Washiagton county rail-
road has become part of the Maine
Central system the owner and local
ugents for the Shore Line have con-
ceived the idea of doing a through
business from St. John to TUnited’
States 'points. To do thls connection
svill be namessary at St. Stephen and
Calais, and for this a bridge will be
built across the St. Croix river.

For the connection to St. John the
extension will be bailt from Sand Cove
around by the asylum annex, and
down to the asylum corner in Fair-
ville. From this point it will be taken
by the shortest cut to the western end
of the bridge, and on this stretch seme
deep cutting will have to be done. As
yet the road has not secured running
rights over the bridge, but it is not
thought that there will be any diffi-
culty about this matter.

The I. C. R. sheds will be used, if the
project goes through, and both pas-
sengers and freight landed in the city.

For the west side business, ard until
the new plan goes through, the Shore
Line will use Dunn’s wharf instead of
South Rodney wharf as in the past.
The extension along Union street was
completed last season, and on Saturday
'work was commenced on the pile driv-
ing necessary for the track down the
wharf. The building of this will oc-
cupy some five or six weeks.

Olsen was knocked off the rigging
and into the ‘water, striking head fore-
most on the light beard as he fell. He
sank at once. It is believed his back
or neck was broken by his impact
against the board, as he did not rise
to the surface.

The mast in {ts downward career
caught Olsen and pinioned him against
the rigging, causing him to scream
aloud with the dreadful agony. *‘For
God’s sake,” he implored, “take me
down.” At once efforts were made to
release him, and in a few minutes he
was brought to the deck and then
hurried to the hospital, where the ex-
tent of his injuries was nealized. His
back and right knee were badly crush-
ed, but it is not known what internal
injuries he may have sustained.

Olsen was a Norwegian and had just
been engaged by Captain Carson that
morning. Nichols is a native of Dem-
arara, West Indies, and has a wife and
two children.

EDWARD VII, AMBASSADOR.

Let us briefly inquire into those
qualities which make the Xing suc-
cessful as a diplomatist, which give
him his personal equipment. It is sig-
mificant that our present sovereign has
made.no tactical mistakes, has, both
as Prince of Wales and King, turned
the flank of more than one false move-
ment, and has, by his intelligence and
skill, won the admiration of intellect-
ual men. He has been called shrewd,
but I prefer to think of him as a man
of temperament and imagination, with
an instinet as keen as that of a dra-
matist, or painter, and with the im-
pulses of the instinct rationalized by
wide and high experience, and by the
best of knowledge—that directly gain-
ed viva: voce from the ablest men of
the world. In such associations, in this;
sort of tuition, he has had the heart
of the thing laid'bare, the essentials
concisely presented for him to apply
at once in the Adischarge of his pub-
lic duties. I believe that the King is
naturailly one of the most impulsive
men in his empire, but his intellectual
qualities, and his capacity for com-
parison, historical and immediate, his
curious ability in feeling what “the
other man is thinking,” have steadied
to powerful use that temperament
which, left to flourish unhamrered by
the convention of duty, necessity and]
high ‘responsibility, might have been
called genius. In-truth, the King has
genius of a kind,if he is not to be called
a genius, happily for himself. All that
rare faculty for saying and doing the
right thing, for ramembering faces and
incidents, and people and places—it is
all the equipment of the man of:tem-
perament, it is the secret of his popu-
larity. Geniality is no name for it, for
he feels when to be genial and he knows
when to be “icily regular.” He is too
powerful in temperament to be merely
“genial.”” With such a temperament
as he posgeBges, there is also dormant
in his majesty a certain irascibility, due,
to his capacity to feel strongly, to the
sharp decgision of his mnd. He is no
waverer, he does not need to lean on
others, and he has a keen impatience
with the dull or the inane; but long
ago the native irascibility was brought
—and kept—under control. Still, the
capacity to be wilful—to be impetuous,
to be impulsive—lies at the very root
of his stremgth. It all belongs to his
influeance upon men, quite apart from
the power in the state which he repre-
sents., Men who know the things that
count in inteilectual equipment have
never yrderrated the king’s’ knowl-
edge; and his capacity _for see all
sides of a question, thouzh he is known
to take one side very strongly, and that
not from natural predilection but ac-
cording to his own judgment, right or
wrong.—Sir Gilbert Parker, M. P., in
July Smart Set.

MONTREAL, June 19.—The banquet
tendered Saturday evening to R. L.
Borden by the Jacques Cartier club
was one of the most successful affairs
of its'kind in the history of Montreal.
The attendance was not only large,
but gomprised a very large number of
members of parliament from all over
Canada.

Guétave Lamothe, battonier, of the
Montreal -barg presided. Borden re-
ceived a great welcome, cheering last-
ing for sometime. He was presented
with a large number of bouquets,
Which came from different counties of
the provinoe of Quebec. His speech was
a clear and convincing arraignment of
the government, its mistakes and its
‘fajlures, and was warmly applauded as
good points were made. Outside of
Borden, honors of ithe evening went
to Hon. L. P. Pelletier, who proposed
a toast to the province of Ontario.

Pelletier spoke in French, and On-
tario men were closely following him
in the effort to get the trend of his re-
marks, which were on the good feel-
ing existthg between the two prov-
inces. Suddenly and without (the slight-
est warning, - Pelletier broke off into
English, saying, amidst profound sil-
ence, ‘“Yes, we are brothers, subjects
of the same King, and that King the
greatest foreigher that has been.”

Everyone around the table jumped to
his feet and began chezring, and kept
it up until it appeared that it would
never ' end.

One Horse Driven by a Drunken
Woman and Two Scared by

Automobiles.

Two serious accidents occurred at
Haymarket square about seven o’clock
last Sunday, which created consider-
able excitement in that vicinity. The
first was caused by a horse and car-
riage driven by Laura Ward, ‘“of police
court fame,” running into a carriage in
which were John Edgecombe, of Edge-
combe & Chaisson, and his son Rich-
ard. The team which Laura was driv-
ing belonged to James Smith, the ilv-
ery man, and was hired from him in
the afternoon by Henry McCann, who
said he wanted to drive his wife down
to Spruce Lake. Mrs. McCann was
taken ill and her husband gave the
horse to another man, whose name he
refused to tell last night, to take back
to the stable. Instead of doing this,
the man drove out the road, and in
some manner the carriage was trans-
ferred to the management of Laura
Ward. She, when the accident oc-
curred, was considerably under the in-
fluence of liquor. She attempted to
drive past Mr. Edgecombe, and suc-
ceeded in taking a wheel completely off
his carriage. The horse she was driv-
ing was thrown to the ground and in-
jured about the legs and mouth. The
carriage top was badly damaged. The
horse was caught by bystanders be-
fore any further damage had been
done, and Miss Ward was escorted to
Brussels street lockup by Officer
Perry. Mr. Edgecombe, sr., was slight-
ly hurt. Mr. Smith will take action for
damages, and will endeavor to find out
the name of the man to whom Mr., Mc-
Cann entrusted the horse.

The second accident occurred a little
later, and was caused by a horse be-
coming frightened of an automobile,
almost exactly where the first affair
took place. The rig was owned at R.
T. Worden’s livery stable, and was
badly damaged. The automobile was
coming in from the Marsh bridge and
met the team, which was driven by
George Nickles and a young lady, at
the square. The horse became unman-
ageable and dashed forward, striking
a telegraph post, breaking the cross-
bar from the shafts, and otherwise
damaging the carriage. The lady was
thrown out and was considerably
bruised. She was carried to a house
near by, and afterwards taken home
in a coach. The horse was caught be-
fore it could get away.

A narrow roadway, the top of a steep
hill, a spirited driving mare and a
speeding automobile. These were the
principals in a lively mixup near Mis-
pec Sunday morning. James Paterson
of Indiantown was driving his new rig
briskly along, when R. D. Paterson of
Paterson, Downing Co. agency, sped to
the crest of the hill in the opposite
direction in his fast-moving Stevens-
Duryea touring auto. A deadly colli-
sion was imminent, the horse cringing
and bolting alternately, the auto driver
working hard at the handles. In a
second Mr. Paterson of the auto oblig-
ed Mr. Paterson of the rig by ditching
his machine in a hollow of rocks and
mud—possibly eight feet deep. Had he
not decided upon this course a sadder
tale might have to be chronicled. As
it was, the gasoline affair was scratch-
ed up a bit and three spokes were lost
out of the rubber-tired carriage
wheels.

Let me say in
iconclusion that as long as rivers run
into the sea, as long as the stars shine
in the heavens, the memory of this
most happy occasion will abide in the
hearts of my wife and myself.”

Large Number of Distin-
guished Persons

Opening of the Ceremonies This
Morning in the Old Fort.

ANNAPOLIS, N. S, June 20.—~ The
pretty village of Annapolis will pre-

sent a gay appearance tomorrow, when.

it enters upon the celebration of the
Tercentenary of the founding of Port
Royal by Sieur De Monts, June, 1604.
Large numbers are coming in by every
train and already the hotels are filled
to overflowing. Among those who
have arrived are Hon. J. W. Longley,
Admiral Sir Archibald Douglas, Con-
sul General KXleczkowski, representa-
tive of the French repyblic; Captain
Dillingham, representative of the
United States; Charles Francis Adams,
president Massachusetts Historical So-
ciety, and Archbishop O’Brien. Sir
Fred. Borden, representing the Domin-
ion government, was suddenly called
to Ottawa and will not be present at
the celebration. He was to have de-
livered an address tomorrow morning,
and it is not yet known who will take
his place.

The French cruiser Troude and the
United States training ship Topeka ar-
rived here early this morning. The
flagship Ariadne came to Goat Island
about ten miles down river, at three
o’'clock this afternoon, and is still an-
chored there, it having been deemed
advisable not to bring her up any fur-
ther on account of shallow water. Her
officers and crew will come wup in
launches. The Dominion cruisers Cur-
lew and Constance, now at Digby, will
be here as representatives of the Can-
adian service, and TUnited States
cruiser Detroit is expected. The open-
ing address will be delivered by Hon.
J. W. Longley in the old fort tomorrow
morning at 11 o’clock. Other speakers
will . be the lieutenant governor of
Nova Scetia, Mayor King, Consul
Gen. Kleczkowski, Capt. Dillingham,
Hon. A. Turgeon of Quebec, and Arch-
bishop O’Brien. In the afternoon there
will be a trip by steamer to Goat Is-
land, the site of the first fort, where
speeches will be delivered by Hon. Sen-
ator Poirier, Hon. Chas. Langelier, Ar-
thur Lord of the Massachusetts
torical Society, and W. C. Gaynor of
the St. John Historical Society.

A public meeting will be held in the |

PARLIAMENT.

OTTAWA, June 17.—In the commons
this afternoon Laurier, in moving that
henceforward Mondays shall be taken
as government days to the exclusion
of private business, conceded next
Monday to give private M. P.'s a
chance to square up business, doing
this in response to protests from both
sides of the house. Ralph Smith, la-
bor member from Vancouver, headed
the list with suggesting that the gov-
ernment might ask the house to sit
on Saturday and let Mondays alone,
‘Monday being npw the only day in the
week in which private business can be
transacted. Smith made the point
that members had duties to 'discharge
for the common people, just as the
government had for the country as a
whole. In presenting his motion
Laurier briefly outlined the iegislation
the government will introduce this ses-
sion. As to the measure to substitute
the dominion prepared list of voters in
Manitoba for the provincial lists, the
premier promised further information
next week, when the minister of jus-
tice, who had charge of the brief and
was now absent, returned to the capi-
tal. Hon. Mr. Sifton, who is bossing
the measure, was also conveniently
ahsent.

Another bill to be introduced by the
minister of railways, who likewise was
conveniently missing from his seat,
was intendad, said Laurier, to give the
Intercolonial railway power to take
over the Canada Eastern railway in
New Brunswick. There would also be
a bill to provide a system of pensions
on the I. C. R. Later on the premier
said there would be a government bill
to amend the dominion labor act.
Other govarnment measures on the
slate were, he said, not of a contro-
versial character. )

The house then went into committee
of supply on marine and fisheries esti-
mates.

After dinner the house resumed con-
sideration of the estimates of the mar-
ine and fisheries department, when Le-
furgey and Hackett put in a strong
plea for the lobster fishermen in the
distribution of the fisheries bounty.
Col. Kaulback also espoused the cause
of the fishermen in earnest terms. Hon.
Mr. Prefontaine has not been long
enough in office to know much about
the business of his department, and
his answers to many inquiries were
consequently vague and unsatisfac-
tory.

The house adjourned at 11 o'clock,
having voted $76,850 on fisheries items.

An Ottawa despatch in the Telegraph
this morning says, ‘At a meeting of
the cabinet today it was decided by the
government to purchase the Canada
Eastern and to operate it in connection
with the Intercolonial Railway. The
price for the road is in the neighbor-
hood of $800,000.”

‘Are Quite Satisfied With Canada and
Don't Want-to Go Back tlome.

“In the employ of Messrs. Howe, fur-

|are highly elated over the fact that
they ars safe from the toils and cruelty
of the Rusgsian army, and thgt no
matter how much it su‘fers from the
hands of the Japs, they will not be
called upon to fight. This was the
septiment expressed when talking to &
Sun reporter Saturday. One of the
men has not yet lgarnad to speak
English, but talked freely through
friend, John Dalido, who has tra d
extensively through Ergland, GQer-
many and Canada, and who is making
favorable progress in the study of the
BEnglish laaguage. He was born near
Warsaw., Of all the cduntries he has
yet visited Dalido says he likes Eng-
land the best, particularly because the
working man there does not have to
pay suth exorbitant taxes. Referring
to the Russian government Dalido
seemed to have a warm feeling for the
Czar, and thought most of the tyrarny
in his country resulted indirectly from
the officials under him, the Czar Being
only a figure head. Dalido did@ net
think the army in general was as bad
as represented by its desertérs and the
foreign press. On the other hand it
was nome too good. He thinks the
Russians will come out of thé present
war victorious, although the Japs will
hold out for a long #ime. Russia’s
troops, howevér, are too numerous for
the somewhat limitéd forceg of tha
Japs to conquer.

Document, Was Suppressed \by the Minister of Militia
—He Was Forced to-Unload a Lot of Fxtra Gelonels
on the Gountry---Was Fully Aware of the Gravity
of His Statement in Mentrea’

MONTREAL, June 19.— Lord Dun-,head. It precipitated my resolution to

donald has issued a statement to the
public concerning his resignation.
After a few introductory remarks he
says:

“I was fully aware of the gravity of
the sfep which I took in making a
public protest.
it was an unusual step. I decided to
take it because I was convinced that
it was the only means of serving the
militia of Canada.”

After a. reference to the nature of
his work, he centinues: “In all of my
work I have endeavored to keep stead-
{ly in view the nature of my post.
have not sought to impose my policy
upon the mini«»r or upon the cabinet.
I have sought to carry out the plans
approved by the government. In the
technical administration of the force I
held that I should siven a fairly
free hand. At the sivie time I was
careful to ascertain and consider the
views of all persons
claimed a smaller measure of freedom
than is accorded to
agers of important commercial com-
panies.

way. My claim for freedom extend-
ed only to the technical side of my
work. I had no desire to force my
policy upon the minister.

In my efforts I was continually
hampered by interference in that part
of my work. That interference began
very soon after, my arrival. It was
continued incess:lntl,v ever since. Mr.
Fisher’s interest in the affairs of 13th
Scottish Dragoons was simply a final
incident in a long list of various
phases of obstruction.

My reasorn for remaining at my post
was to benefit the military of Canada,
but my efforts were so persistently
blocked that I came to look upon the
case as a hopeless one. I was forced
to refiect very seriously upon what I
could do to effest my object, the im-
provement of the militia. It seemed to
me that imperfect as is the training,
great as is the lack of armament,
mumerous as are the faults of detail,
there lies behind all these evils a far
greater evil, the indifference of the
men who govern the country to the
welfare of the force.

It semed to me that ithe best way to
help the militia of ‘Canada was to let
light into the working of the system. i

I realized, moreover, that the new
militia bill would soon be discussed in
parliament, and that it was my duty
to give warning of certain dangers be-

fore it was too lute. i caried out.

the condition of the militia and an out-
line of a comprehensive scheme for re-
organizing the force cn lines suitable
to the country.

This rart was fully intended by me
for publication. It contained nothing
that could be described as military
| secrets. It covered matter such as is
constantly made public in Great Bri-
tain and the United States. In my
{ judgment it was information as to the
actual conditions and possibilities of the
militia, which it was desirable for the
people of Canada to know. This part
of the report Sir Fredrick Borden sup-
pressed against my protest.

“In the house of commons at various
times he described this part of my re-
port as ‘private,” ‘confidential,’ and
f‘secret.” It was marked neither ‘pri-
vata,’ ‘confidential’ nor secret. When
the miaister made these state-
ments he had been explicit-
ly informed by me that I desired its
publication. ‘He went so far on one
occasion as to compare my report to a
secret report on Canadian defence.
‘With that report my report had no an-
alogy.

‘“When I presented my report for
71903 Sir Frederick Borden told me that
{ certain portions were too strong and
! might embarrass him.

{ “I modified it and again sent it in.
| Without further reference to me he
1struck out whole pages and separate

Although a state-
ment condemning my course was being
prepared to be read in the house, I
received no intimation from Sir Fred-
erick Borden that this was being done,
and no invitation to prepare a memor-
andum seftting forth the facts as I
know them. All that I received was
a request to know whether the para-
graphs in the newspaper represented
what I said at Montreal.

‘“Had I volunteered such a statement
I had no assurance that the minister
of militia would read it in the house.
On the other hand, Col. Hughes, M. P.,
a brother officer, and a member of the
headquarters staff, had asked me for
information on the subject. I do not
think that I did wrong in replying

But for my doing so a one-sided ver-
sion would have gone uncorrected to
the country, which half an hour after-
wards was universally seen to be un-
true. 1 took pains to place a copy of
my memorandum in the hands of Sir
Frederick Borden by the same mes-
senger who gave it to Col. Hughes.

Lord Dundonald then dwells upon
the needs of the militia, summing up as
follows :

It may be a matter of indifference to
some whether the militia, lacks guns,
rifles, ammunition, equipment, and
all that is nccessary to make a fight-
ing force effective. It may be a mat-
ter of indifference to some whether the
great Northwest, with its splendid
fighting material, be left in a defence-
less state, and without a gun, and
with patriotic offers to organize ur-
gently needed corps ignored. Above
all it may be a matter of indifference
to some whether other considerations
besides militia considerations influence
the choice and advancement of the
military leaders of the people. But
as I amnow free to speak more openly
on matters I have often referred to~in
public, T desire here emphatically to
warn the people of Canada that though
they may be indebted for the integ-
rity of their territory, and indeed their
national existence to forbearance of
others, they are as regards ‘their pre-
parations for war and their state of
readiness to successfully resist aggres-
sion, living in a fool's paradise.

He concludes: I take leave of the
Canadian militia with great regret.
My relations with officers and men of
the force have been exceedingly pleas-
ant. My observation of the fdtce have
affirmed the high regard which I form-
ed in South Africa of the soldlerly
gualities of Canadians.

Ftom my brother officers and fellow
soldiers of the rank and file I have re-
ceived loyal and ungrudging support,
which I can never forget. Had I been
able to help place these troops of such
fine nafural qualities in that thorough
state of premaredness which is their
due, and which the nation desires, it
would have been an achievement of

-which 1 should ever hawve been proud.

As matterc have turned out I can only
hepe that my protest may have some
svelght in les¥@ning the unfair restric-
tions under which they labor. The cir-
cumstances of my dismissal make it
impossible for me to issue a farewell
order. I can bid them good-bye only
in his informal manner.
