ACT TO INCORPORATE THE ALUMNI

OF KING’S COLLEGE, WINDSOR.
9

Passed the 80th day of h‘hr(rh, 1847

WHEREAS, a number of persons have associated themselves under the
name of The Alumni of King’s College, Windsor, for the promotion
of Education, and have raised by private contribution sums of mone
whieh they are desirous to expend in aid of the Funds of the said Col-
lege, and the Collegiate School at Windsor, connected therewith, in or
towards the maintenance and support of the Teachers therein, or in such

_ other way as may best conduce to the end which theiehnve in view,
" and they are desirous of obtaining assistance from the

gislature, by
the passing of an Act of Incorporation for enabling them to hold pro-
perty, and to manage their affairs with greater ease and convenience.

I. Be it therefore ted by the Lieut t-Governor, Council and
Assembly: That John T. Twining, James B. Uniacke, Henry Pryor,
Hugh Hartshorne, and all and every such other person and persons as
now are members of, or in the said Society, and their successors, shall
be and are hereby appointed a body, politic and corporate, in deed and
in name, by the name of “ The Alumni of King's Collef;e, Windsor,”
and by that name have succession and a common Seal, and by that
name shall sue and be sued, plead and be impleaded, at law and in
equity, and in all Courts and places, and be able and capable in law to
have, hold, purchase, get, receive, take, possess and enjoy, lands, tene--
ments, hereditaments and rents, in fee simple or otherwise, and also
goods and chattels, and all other things real, personal and mixed, and
also to give, grant, sell, let, assign or convey the same or any part
thereof, and to do and execute all other things in and about the same,
as shall or may be thought neoeuazor proper ; and also shall have,
from time to time and at all times, full power, authority and license to
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said Act, be the President of the said Society : that the Hon Henyy
Hesekish Cogswell, now the Vice President of the said Bociety, be the
Vice President of the said Soclety after the passing of lhi: Act: that
Samuel L. Shannon l‘:ﬁi!\lln‘, now the Swn-lm_\‘ and Treasurer of the
said Bociety, be the Becretary and Treasurer thereof, after the passing
of this Aet ; and Bamuel P. Fairbanks, Henry Pryor, James B. Uniscke,
William J. Almon, Robert Fitagerald Uniacke, Mather B. Almon and
Charles Twining, now the Managing Committee of the said Society
shall, after the passing of this Act, be the Executive Committee of the
said Incorporated Society, until an Executive Committee be elected
under this Act

V. And be it cnacted that all persons, without regard to religious
dendmination or difference of religious sentiments, may be, and at any
time hereafter, become Members of the said Incorporated Society, being
mn all, other l‘f'i]wl‘ls entitled to be and !.wulm' .'\Ivmh«n-. of llw said
Society, and now, and at any time hereafter, may hold any of the said
appointments, or any other offices and appomtments in the said
Incorporated Society, being duly eclected and appointed thereto,
pursuant to the Bye-Laws thereof. any thing contained herein, or in
any Rules, Regulations, or Bye-Laws of the said Society, to the
contrary notwithstanding.

VE  And be it enacted that the said Society, Incorporated as afore-
saifl, shall have power from time to time hereafter, to appoint t
President, Vice Pipsiflent, and Executive Committee, at some Genei¥l
Meeting of the-sajd/Society, by a majority of the Members of the

closed.

There is necessarily but little to report; more than that your Com-
mittee have carefully attended to all matters entrusted to them af the
General Meetings of the Alumni. At one of these, which was held at
Halifax, on the 17th day of October, and at which many of the mem-
bers residing in the country were present, the subject of Proxies
underwent full discussion. The result was, that the present mode of
voting by proxy should not be interfered with, although a very strong
opinion is held and was expressed by many valuable members, that it
is unadvisable for any one person to hold more than four or five proxme,
unless their object be distinctly specified.

It is always pleasing to be able to notice acts of the Alumpi of the
College, attesting their continued interest in its welfare, and your
Committee are thankful to record, that beside the donatien by Doctor
CuARLES CoGSWELL, last year, of £100 to found a Cricket Prize,
Doctor ALMON has set apart the like sum for-a Prize, to be called the

* WeLsrorp TesTiMoNIAL. This Prize is to be competed for in June,

by all students who have not kept more than three Terms, the yearly
interest to be assigned to the best essay commemorative of the gallant
Major WELSFORD, an Alumnus of the College, who so nobly fell in
the assault on Sebastopol, on the 8th September, 1855.

These sums, respectively, are vested in the Governors of King’s
College, who, at the request of your Committee, have granted to each
of the donors a Certificate, entitling them to a free nomination.

Your Committee trust that the honorable example set by these
Alumni, will be followed by many others, in adding to the attractions
