During the debate on the above Bill, Mr. Brown
proposed as an amendment a section relating to the
Shingle Weavers, and exeropting thew from a du-
fy which has of Inte been levied ow an industrious
class of people. Flo snid it was costomary for those
persons to follow the lamberers, and 1o make shin-
gles from the butt-ends and other refiise wood which

came in their way ; and their condact was highly |

meritorious. In<tead of fiddling and dancing, as
was the case up the River St. John, they wark on

their farms in the summer, and dnring the winter |
