Howard Douglas Chapter of the|
Daughters of the Empire, initiated the
movement. The following memorial
has been prepared and will be circu-
lated for signature:
To His Honor the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor in Council:
The Memorial of this Subscribing
Resident Ratepayers of the Prov-
ince of New Brunswick humbly
showeth:
That the reestablishment of an of-
ficlal residence for the Lieutenant-
Governor of thiag province, befitting
the dignity of his office is regarded
by your memorialists as desirable and
as a matter well worthy of the con-
sideration of the Executive Council
of the Legislature of the province
Your memorialists believe that in all
the other provinces of the Dominion
dignified and suitable residences for
the respective Lieutenant-Governols
are established and maintained, and
they feel strongly that New Brunswick
should not fall in this respect to evi-
dence and maintain its loyalty and
respect for the representative of the
crown. The inconvenience and hu-
millation that must have been ex-
perienced more than once by the gov-
ernment on occaslons of state and so-
cial functions by reason of the lack
of a suitable residence for the execu-
tive head, strongly emphasise the ne-
cessity of remedying this condition.

The former official residence of the
Lieutenant-Governor now standing va-
cant i3 by Teason of the beauty of
its situation, the nobility of its pro
portions and the historical remin-
iecences surrounding it, eminently
suited for the purpose for which it
was designed. And your memorial-
ists believe that the putting in repair
of the edifice and the re-establishment
of the same as an official residence
for the Lieutenant-Governor would
meet with the hearty approval of a
large majority of the people of New
Brunswick.

TRADING LIGHT
ON NEW YORK
'CHANGE

New York, N.Y,, Oct. 19—In a small-
er way today’s market was little more
than a repetition of the days immedi-
ately preceding. Tradiug Wwas again
comparatively light, and the  move-
ment continued to converge around
the industrials and specialties.
Substantial gaing wers scored in
the early dealings by such lesues as
the fertilizers, American Locomotive
and People’'s Gas. Almost the only re-
presentative of standard stocks to dis-
play more than moderate strength was
Union Pacific, which recorded its best
price of the week. Coppers manifest-
ed a firm undertone, while United
States Steel was inclined to waver, Ex-
treme dullness set in before the ir-
regular close, the monotony of the
movement being broken by a sharp
advance in Chino Copper issues.
London’s closing prices for our
stocks disclosed more losses than
gains, the difference in either case,
however, being limited to dractions.
Market conditions abroad were no less
dull than here, but money was in bet-
ter demand.

The mercantile agencles reported
sustained trade activity with further
encroachment on shipping facilities. In
fact the shortage of railroad equip-
ment has become more serious, the
surplus of cars as of Oct. 10 totalling
about 23,000 compared with more than
double that number a year ago. The
bank statement revealed an actual
cash gain of practically $1,900,000,
which came close to general estimates,
while loans increased $12,485,000, and
the reserves fell away $1,1566,500. The
average statement was in all essen-
tials radically different from “actual”
conditions, showing not only a moder
ate decrease in loans, but a very large
cash gain and a substantial increase
of reserves.

The explanation of the great pros-
perity of the Canadian Pacific lles in
two quite differemt facts.

The profits of these outside com.
panies have grown with the prosperity
of the country at a far more rapid
rate than their cost of doing business.
The Canadian Pacific in being the sole
beneficiary of these rapid increases in
profits is able to show a tota] increase
in earnings which more than offsets
the increase in expenses.

In 1912 the Canadian Pacific spent
$12,040,000 for additions to and im.
provements in its main line and $2.-
930,000 for additions and betterments
to its branch lines and for certain
additions and bettermenis to office
buildings and to telegraph lines.
