Cartwright Announces That Idea of Fast Atlantic Service Has
‘a'Not Baen‘Abdndoned--Logan Wants Government to Buy
‘All Maritime Branch Railways---Shore Line’s Bridge
- Over St. Croix Turried Down,

Ottawa, July 7—(Special)—The esti-
mates of Si¢ Richard Cartwright were
taken up in supply today when the house
met. 'The only changes in the staff of
the department of any consequence Wwas
the appointment of an accountant. The
minister said this was necessary on act
count of the large disbursements in con-
uection with the payment of bounties and
other business. The correspondence of theé
Cepartment had increased in recent years
\)y 100 per cent. : !

Sir Richard stated the Allans had ‘the
Canadian mail service, and were undet
two years’ contract to continue the work
with four steamers, the Bavarian, Tunis-
iah and two new turbine steamers now
‘being built. These would be 17-knotv 10,
000-ton cold storage - boats, - which would
make the passage from Moville to Ri-
mouski in six days, about the same time
required for the New York passage. The
boats wer¢ subsidized by the trip, and
the new contract called for summer pas-
sage, for the Bavarian and Tunisian in
seven days and the turbine boats in six
days, under a penalty of one per cent fot
each hour over that time. The winter al
lowance of time was about twelve hours
more. The penalty principle had been
an active one, the fines imposed upon the
Allang amounting to $10,000.

The first turbine steamer is to go on
the route in August and the second one in
the spring. Sir Richard said he had not
given up the idea of a fast service, but the
government could not get a tender for a
20-knot service for less than a million ct
a million and a half a year. The differ-
enve between a 17 and 20-knot passage was
only about fifteen hours per passage, and:
that did not seem to be worth the price.
'he tendency in New York was to seek
comfort rather than speed in new boats;
The 17-knot hoats there were as greaf
favorites as the faster boats. !

Cost of the West India Service.

On the estimate for a subsidy between
Halifax, St. John and the West Indies,
the minister of trade and commerce stated
the Oanadian government and the imper:
ial government each paid $80,700 a year
for the service. The steamers ran every
seventeen days, and as far south as Triai-
(hd. 5 1

Mr. Borden asked the minister. if it had
been suggested to him that he should ex:
tend the service as far south as Brazil and
Argentina.

Sir Richard said that the establishment
of a service to Argentina was worthy of
consideration. Brazil offered little trade
opportunity. However, he doubted if the
British government would arrange for the
extension of the present service to Argen-
tina. The route was too long already.
However, it might pay to establish a
direct steamship connection.

Better Cold Storage Facilities Wanted.

1. D. Smith, of Wentworth, who is a
large fruit -grower, declared there should

be provisions in the contract for freight
subsidies providing for cooling facilities ip
the steamers for fruit and dairy products,
and a further provision controlling the
rates and forcing them to be as low a8 the
rates from,New York.

Sir Richard Cartwright said that such
arbitrary control could hardly e placefl
upon freight rates as desired. Competi?
tion and local conditions had to be taken
into consideration. As to cold storage, the
contract provided the right to reduce t'he
subsidies if the cooling and ventilating
facilities were not satisfactory.

Mr. Wade (of Annapolis) said that of
all the apples shipped to the old country
from Nova Scotia orchards only one cargo
failed to reach its destination in good con-
dition. :

Railway Estimates Up Again.

The railway estimates were proceeded
with again at the eveming session. In re-
ply to a questibn Mr. Emmerson said that
the awverage passenger rate on the Inter-
colonial was 1.7 cents per mile. :

Capt. Hackett inquired of the minister
as to the details of how a certain section
man wag dismissed from the P. E. L. rail-
avay.

'ihe minister said that he had mot the
particulars with him. He, however,quoted
a circular that was being circulated by the
Conservatives as campaign literature at
the present time stating that the ) 8 ol 1E
employes were being starved and paid at
the rate of from $1 to $1.10 per day.
“Turn the Liberals out and the men wil
get a living wage,” said the circular. Sec:
tion men, he said, in 1896 were getting 90
cents and 99 cents and $1.15, ‘while now
they were receiving from $1.40 to $1.50 a
day. These figures were a fitting reply to
the circular.

“I'he foremen were being paid $1.60 in
1896, and now $1.85.

SCHOLES PROVES
HIMSELF A WONDER.

Wins the Diamond Sculls at lH_enley, Thursday, Breaking All
Previous Records--Victor's Win Unpopular, and He is
" Dubbed a “‘Foreigner’’---Winnipegs Lose.

Montreal, July 7—(Special)—A cable
from Henley says:

“After beating Kelly, the holder of the
Diamond Sculls yesterday, Lou F. Scholes,
the Canadian representative, beat A. H.
Cloutte, of the London Rowing.Club, in
the final.

“Cloutte had the better of the start,
fbut at the top of the island, Scholes took
the lead, ‘increasing it at the quarfter dis-
tance to two lengths. At half distance,
which was reached in four minutes,
Scholes was still two lengths ahead. At
three<quarter distance Scholes went back
half a length, when the mile pas passed he
was one and threequarters lengths in
front. :

“At, the Leander enclosure, Cloutte
spurted and’ ait down 'Scholes’ lead to a
length and a half, but his spurt was no
good. Scholes 8till held the lead. After
passing the lower end of Phyllis Court
Cloutte made another effort, but Secnoles
spurted too, getting home a length and a
quarter ahead in the record time of eight
minutes, twenty-three and one fifth sec-
onds.

“The previous record time was made by
Howell, of Camhridge University in 1899,
viz., eight minutes, twenty-nine seconds.
Last year Kelly won in eight minutes,
forty-one seconds. Thus Scholes has beaten
the previous best record by five and one-
fifth seconds. s

Some English newspapers and some Eng-
lish people say Scholes’ victory was a
poplar win, but it was mot. English scull-
ers, particularly were sore at the foreigner
winning. “The foreigner wins,” was the
the remark heard hundreds times yester-
day -at Henley. If the Winnipegs win the
English scullers’ cup of bitterness will be
filled to overflowing.

Wirnipags Lose in Steward’s Cup-

“In the final heat for 'the Steward's
cup, Third Trinity, Cambridge, the hold-
ers, hbeat the Winnipeg crew. It was a
grand race for the first quarter; of a mile,
but after that Third Trinity led by a
quarter of a length; then at 'the half dis-
tance, time three minutes 81 seconds, they
had increased their lead to one and a half
lengths, at three-quarters distance, they
were tow lengths ahead, Trinity winning
eventually by one and a half lengths.
Time ugigh‘t minutes 30 seconds, and one-
fifth. .

“The Winnipegs steered very badly, at
one time getting clear over to the Buk’s
shore; then at the 'half distance going
back to ‘their own Berkshire side. They
lost fully two lengths by bad steering.
Had they won it they would have been a
greater surprise than the suceess  of
Scholes.

Russians Fled in
Haste.

Togo Reports Losing Gunboat
and Several Men by Run-

' ning Against Russian Mine
in a Fog—Kuropatkin Tells
of Light Skirmishes.’

Ta Tche Kiao, Wednesday, July 6 (de-
Jayed . in Japanese
swarmed over_the mountain crests early
this morning and advanced on Kai Chou,
compelling General Chirikoff with the
centre of the Russian vanguard to fall
back. A whole brigade of Japanese, with
masses of cavalry, followed and occupied
the village of Nan Tay, driving out two
companies of Russian infantry and two
companies of Ccssacks who were e¢ntrench-
ed thefc The Japanese arrived within
five miles of Kai Chou. It was then night-
fall. General Samsanoff made a heroic at-
tempt to check the Japanese, galloping out
with guns to shell the Japanese left and
inflicting great loss on themi. But fearing
his retreat would be cut off, he fell back
and is now holding Kai Chou. General
Chirikoff’s force is stationed southeast of
Kai Chou.

The plans of the Japanese are still a
mystery to the Russian commanders.

Japs Hold Roads to Liao-Yang and Mukden.

St. Petersburg, July 7—There are a
dozen versions of Lieut.-General Count
Keller’s' reconnaissance in force which re-
sulted in ‘two fights July 4. One at Ek-
havuan and the other at Mahoumizza,west
of the line'between Motien and Fen Shui.

The despateh of the London Daily Tele-
graph from Liao Yang announcing that a
battle was proceeding twenty-five miles
“from there, probably refers to this fight-
ing. According to official information’ re-
ceived by the war office the Japanese be-
gan their advance toward Liao Yang June
29, ‘one column moving along the main
and the other over the direct road, the
former reaching Ou Fang Kou, ten miles
beyond Fen Shui Pass, and the latter
reaching Lia Khon Pass, twelve miles
northwest of Mo Tien pass. They halted
at these points till July 3, the Russians
falling back to Lang Tee pass, thirty miles
from Liao Yang. The Japanese advance
guard, consisting of 1,500 men, was only
two miles east of the Russian position.
The next day occurred Keller’s reconnais-
sance in force, when the Japanese were
discovered to be trying a flank movement
in the direction of Lian Dian Shian. This
is the last fight reported to the morthward
but still further north a Japanese column
is continuing to hold Fen Shui Pass, 12
miles northwest of Saimatsze, on the road
leading to Liao Yang and Mukdén and 85
miles east of the latter place.

At this time the Japanese main forces
are on Siou Yen Hai Cheng and Kai Chou
Ta Tche Kiao roads, at Viandiapudze and
Shi Ka Houya respectively, 27 miles {rom
Hai Cheng and 50 miles from Ta Tche
Kiao and Kai Chau.

Mine Destroys Jap Gunboat.

Washington, July 7—The Japanese lega-
tion has rececived the following telegram
from Tokio, dated today:—

“Admiral Togo reports that on July 5,
our gunboat Kaimon, while on a special
mission in the waters outside of Talien
Wan, in a dens¢. fog, struck a Russian
mine and sank. Three officers, including
Commander Takahashi, and 19 petty offi-
cers and men are missing. The rest were
saved.”

Kuropatkin Reports Some Skirmishes.

St. Petersburg, July 7—Emperor Nicho-
las has received the following despatch
from General Kuropatkin, under date of
July 5:—

“Rifle firing between patrols took place
July 4 on the outskirts of Wafangow, nine
miles southeast of Senuchen, and in the
neighborhood of Potaitza. The Japanese
patrol retreated to the southward. We
had only horsed wounded.

“In the outskirts of Siabenum on Halo
heighits, six miles south of Siadiama, a
Russian patrol lost two Cossacks killed and
two wounded. Nine horses weére disabled.

“A reconnaissance to the southward
showed that there was an advance guard
of 1,000 of the enemy in the outskirts ol
Yan Shau Fan, six and a half miles south-
east of Tchaima, and that there was a
battalion and twelvd guns and one squad-
ron of cavalry at Diamatintza.

“More considerable forces are concen-
trating at Waofusan. According to Chin-
ese accounts these troops were landed at
Datchjuangkhe, thirty-seven miles south-
west of Takushan.

“A Cossack patrol on July 4 pushed for-
ward to Palamatezza, five and a half
miles northeast ~ of Yamulintzza, where
considerable forces of the enemy were
discavered.”

HROUT MISSIONS.

Interesting Meeting at Fred-
ericton Thursday Evening.

IAN HANNAH'S SPEECH.

President of King's College Dis-
cusses Japanese Success and Tells
of Admiral Togo Being a Christian
—De. Tucker's Thrilling Address
—Matters Before the Synod.

Fredericton, N. B., July 7—(Special)—
‘I'he missionary meeting at the Church
hall this evening was attended by a very
large gathering, 'including many of the
members of the synod, and was enthusias-
tic throughout. Dean Partridge, who pre-
sided, stated that the health of the bishop
rendered it impossible for him to be pres-
ent.

The meeting opened with singing The
Church’s One Foundation, Rev. 0
Wood presiding .at the organ, and prayer
was led by Dean Partridge, who after-
wards spoke eloquently on the subject of
Canadian missions. The dean, in the
course of his speech, paid a well merited
tributé to the enbrgy and zeal of Rev. Dr.
‘Pucker, the organizing secretary of the
Missionary Society of the ‘Church of Eng-
land in Canada. :

He then introduced as the first speaker
the president of King's College, Windsor,
lan Hannah, who was cordially cheered by
the andience. Mr. Hannah, in the opening
part of his speech, referred to Japan, de-
scribing its history extending back 2,500
years, and its jyonderful recent develop-
ment, The speafer said that Bishop An-
drey, of Tokio, had said that the Japanese
would mot perhaps be disposed to accept
Christianity by slavishly
modes of western Christendom, but! the
principles of the Sermon on the Mount
and the principles embodied in the life of
Jesus Ohrist would win their hearts.

‘I'’he speaker most interestingly described
Shintoism, the old national religious faith,
the more common religion, however, was
that of Buddhism. This did not satisfy
the Japanese, who are now feeling atter
Chrisgtianity.

Togo a Christian.

Admiral Togo and many other men high
in 'the employ of the government are
Ohristians. The missionaries of the churci
are doing grand work and the prospects
are bright for the future. Japan is one of
the six great powers of the world. (Ap-
plause). <

What really hinders the progress of
Christianity "in Japan is the condition of
the cities of Christian lands. If we do
the work that lies at our doors for them,
the labors of the missionaries in distant
lands will. be doubly blessed.

A striking missionary hymn, the words
and music of which were composed by
Dean Partridge, was very heartny sung.

Rev. Dr. Tucker.

Rev. Dr. Ducker said this hymn was of
home manufacture (applause), a Canadian
missionary hymn. Dr. Tucker said he had
hoped to have had an opportunity of ad-
dressing the synod, but such opportunity
not having been afforded him, he must
try to combine the message he had hoped
to deliver to the synod with a missionary
address to the citizens of Fredericton. He
referred to the wonderfully impressive
gathering in Toronto when the united mis-
sionary society had first been formed, not
much more than a year ago.

‘I'he church missionary society sent ‘out
J. Cooper Robinson to Japan, Wm. C.
Wihyte to China, and I. O. Stringer to the
mouth of the Mackenzie. That society had
now merged itself in the Canadian Church
Missionary Society. The missionaries of
the west used to have to come to eastern
Canada to plead for their work, leaving
their sheep alone in the wilderness. This
is a thing of the past, and the organization
of the M. S. C. C. has rendered it no
longer necessary. v

Wihen the bishops of the various dioceses
were told a year ago they must try to
raise $73,000, their mouths opened like car-
pet bags (great laughter), but the bishops

| and the clergy, like good men and true,

did not fail to give their most earnest ef-
forts to the work. The result was the
church raised $1,500 above the amount re-
quired.

How, asked the speaker, had Japan
made her record in the present war Why
every ship, every battalion, every man
stood at his post and did his duty. In phe
work in Canada the same principle had
been carried out. The diocese of Frederic-
ton had nobly responded and he felt sure
would do its duty in the coming year.

Fredericton,July 7—(Special)—The body
of Frank King was found floating in the
river ‘today by John Paisley, C. E. Rail-
way section man, who, while crossing the
railway bridge, observed the dead body in
the water. -

Coroner Alfred Rowley was notified and
after viewing the body and deciding that
an inquest was advisable, passed the case
over to Geo. A. McEwan, who in the
meantime had taken out his coroner’s com-
mission.

King was the man who was s€en going
down Regent street towards the Star Line
wharf about 11 o’clock on Saturday night
in a drunken- condition, shortly, before
Mrs. Matheson, who occupies a dwelling
over the Star Line Company’s office,
heard a splash of water as’'of some on€
jumping into the river. A flask of whis-
key was found in one of his pockets.

An inquest was held this evening. The
witnesses examined were Mrs. Matheson,
John Christi¢, Engineer Barton, Charles
Fleming, Joseph Richards, Policeman Ride-
out and the city marshal.

The jury brought in a verdict to the ef-
iect that Frank King was accidentally
drowned by falling from the Star Line
whart while intoxicated and that the offi-
cers and crew of the steamer Victoria as

The board
had granted $25 to the C. of E. Institute,
and reported that the S. P. C. K. had re-
cently published the new improved hymn
book. The board also recorded appreci-
ation of the services of Miss Chandler and
Miss Simpson, of the institute.

Sunday Schools.

The standing committe¢ on Sunday
schools, reporting through Rev. E. B.
Hooper, moted with gratification that

practically every Sunday school was con-
tributing to missions. In regard to Sun-
day school examinations it was shown
several text books had been examined,
but none was satisfactory. The plan of
New York diocese had been examined and
Dr. Walter Smith, of New York, visived
the diocese. Dr. Smith’s outfit of Sunday
school supplies had been purchased and
every means has been used to further the
Sunday school work. Reference was made
‘to the conference held in St. John. The
work of Rev. H. Montgomery, permanent
secretary, was spoken of most highly. J.
Roy Campbell presented his report as trea-
surer of the church literature beard. 1t
was shown that there were 76 schools, 503
teachers, 4,388 scholaps in the diocese.

Hon. D. I.. Hanington reported a pros-
perous year at Fdgehill. The attendanze
was the largest in dits history, there being
88 pupils. Improvements and enlarge-
ments are being made in the building and
grounds. Gifts from several old pupils and
other friends were acknowledged. Several
new teachers will be on the staff next
term, as four of the present staff will not
return. A tribute was paid to the work
of Miss Lefroy, the principal. The finan-
cial side of the school work was pronounc-
ed satisfactory.

King's College.

Dean Partridge reported for the board
of governors of King's: College. The re-
port showed new courses organized several
new professors appointed and I. €. Han-
nah chosen principal. The work of Rev.
S. W. Jones was referred to in compli-
mentary terms.

The report show-
ed an increase over last year of 1121 in
the number of communicants, three in the
number of baptisms, 106 in confirmations,
and an increase in contributions.

The Woman’s Aid Association reported
through Dean Partridge. It showed that
$295.89 had been received, making receipts
of $389. The expenditures were $355.58.

Consideration of the report of the Dio-
cesan Mission Board was deferred.

The report of the board of Church Lit-
erature was taken up by sections. The sec-
tion calling for books more suitable to
Canadian children than the English works
at present supplied, aroused considerable
discussion by Revs. J. deSoyres, W. H,
Sampson, H. Montgomery, G. O. D. Otty,
Dean Partridge and ‘others. The matter
was laid over till afternoon.

Judge Hanington gave motice of motion
providing for religious instruction for chil-

dren attending public schools wherever
possible,

Notice was also given by Judge Han-
ington of a motion calling for granting aid

from church funds to divinity students at-
tending King’s' or other approved colleges
up to a total grant of $600. Students re-
ceiving such aid must remain in the dio-
cese for five years after ordination.

A brief report from the Colonial and
Continental Church Society <Committee
was presented by Rev. R. P. McKim.

A verbal report from the Theological
Standing Committee was given by Rev. J.
deSoyres.

To Print Reports in Advance.

It is beginning to be felt that the symod
is rather behind the age in its method of
presenting and dealing with reports of its
commitbees. At least three hours is prob:
ably required to read the reports, and the
monotony of such a proceeding results in
wearying the members of the synod, and a
considerable measure of conversation én-
sues during the reading of reports in
which statistics figure.

A motion of F. J. G. Knowlton was pass-
ed that the reports of all boards and stand-
ing committees of the synod be made up
and sent to the secretary of the symod
three weeks before the annual meeting,
and that they be then printed and dis-
tributed to the clergy and lay delegates
for their information and use. -ihere was
an animated discussion of ithis subject and
the motion was finally adopted.

Amendments to canons were adopted,
providing for the filling of vacancies on
committees by the executive committee if
occurring during the course. of the year.
A similar provision was made for appoint-
ment, in case of a vacancy, of a mnew
secretary or ‘treasurer by the executive
committee. 2

Archbishop of Canterbury Invited to New
Brunswick,

A motion was made by W. M. Jarvis
that & cordial invitation be extended by
the synod to the Archbishop of Canter-
bury to visit New Brunswick on the occas-
ion of his visit to Canada and the United
States this autumn. The motion was sec-
onded in a very happy speech by the Rev.
J. de Soyres, and carried enthusiastically
by a standing vote.

The debate on Sunday school library
books brought out some pronounced dif-
ferences of opinion as to the merits of the
books of the 8. P. C. K. and those written
on this eide of the Atlantic. Mesers.
Sampson, Scovil, Otty and others thought
many of the books were “too English,”
and not sufficiently in touch with the con-
ditions of life on this side of the Atlantic.
The books of the S. P. C. K., however,
found warm defenders. in Revs. Dean
Partridge, de Soyres and others, who held
there had been & great improvement in
th books issued of late years by the S. P.
C. K. -

Rapid progress has been made today in
-the work -of the synod, and the session
will not probably be a long one, nor so far
as at present known are there likely to be
any exciting topics of discussion.

The question of the election of a co-
adjutor bishop has not even been mention-
ed and probably will not come up in any
definite form at present.

At the evening session of ‘the éynod, the
bishop introduced the nmewly-elected presi-
dent of King’s College, Windsor, Jan Han-
nah, and it was decided that Mr. Hannah
should address the synod tomorrow at 11
o’clock in the interests of the college.

The evening was occupied with the read-
ing of reports from parishes, which were,
on the whole, of great encouragement and
interest.

Fredericton, July 6—(Special)—The at-
tendance at the Synod this moming was
considerably larger than that of yester-
day, a good many clergymen and delegates
having arrived since the opening. So far
the proceedings have been free from warm
discussion and the omly breeze 'that has
rufied the itranquil waters was when
Judge Hamington somewhat fiercely as-
sailed the board of finance which he said
had shown undue timidity in making in-
vestments of funds and had accepted rates
of interest lower than might nvith safety
have been obtained. He also criticised the
composition of the board as composed al-
most exclusively of $t. John men, many
of whom had their clients’ interests to
protect and gave them the preference
when investments were offered.

Judge Hannington’s remarks (were re-
plied to by the members of the board of
finance with some warmth, and the senti-
ment of the Synod seemed to be with the
board, the St. John members of which
were afterwards ve-elected with ‘the addi-
tion of G. Sidney Smith and J. M. Robin-
son, whose names were nominated in addi-
tion to those mamed by the mnominating
committee.

The reports of the clergy were of much
interest. ‘A summary is here given:

A summary of the reports from the
parishes follows:—

Aberdeen reported the reopening and re-
establishment of this mission with two
congregations, each numbering about fifty.
A church has been built at Glassville at a
cost of §2,700. At Beauport the work also
progresses. The congregation aided " in
the raising of funds for the Glassville
church.

Andover reported a successful year; con-

tributed $30.33 to the Canadian missionary
fund, and more than $20 to diocesan fund.
I'he societies are flourishing and improve-
ments are being made to several churches.
At Bairdville the congregation is increas-
mg. Rev. Mr. Bedell referred to the death
of Robert -Wallace, of Bairsdville.
* Bathurst became self-sustaining in June
of last year. Work has been begun on a
church hall. Generally speaking, the work
has advanced.

Campbellton is going steadily forward.
A chapter of the Brotherhood of St. An-
drew’s has been organized. A discourag
ing feature is that congregations continue
small. In Campbellton a parish hall is
needed, and the need of a resident clergy-
man at Dawsonville is noticeable.

Canterbury—Services have been well st-
tended, and interest well sustained.

Chatham—Archdeacon Forsyth reported
in Chatham a quiet year. The spiritual
tone has been high. The contributions
have been up to the average. The Girls’
Guild of St. Mary’s has subscribed $30 to
the education of a Japanese girl. Con-
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sidembl@gsums have alsa. Heet taided by
the Women’s Guild ‘of §t. Mary's *QS
Pauls Guild and Boys’ Chib. Tmprove-
ments have been made in the church build-
ings. The Sunday schools have also con-
tributed well. Archdeacon Forsyth spoke
of the death of Mrs. Judge Wilkinson, and
made reference to her consecrated life.

. Gagetown—The number of communicants

has slightly increased, and several are
awaiting confirmation. The Sunday ser-
vices -have been fairly well attended. The
rectory has undergone repairs, which have
been paid for. Reference was made to the
excellent work of the Women’s Aid Asso-
ciation and other orgamnizations.

Hardwicke and Baie du Vin—Rev. W.
J. Wilkinson reported the Lenten contri-
butions from the children amounted to
more than $11. The wectory has been
painted and repaired.

Kingsclear—Rev. H. Montgomery re-
ported work progressed. Twenty persons
are to be confirmed at the close of this
month. Work on the parish hall is going
on. Reference was made to the removal
from the parish of P. C. Powys, who went
west.

Moncton, Rev. E. B. Hooper, reported
steady progress. The reorganized chapter
of St. Andrew’s and other guilds have
aided in the work. A eclass of twenty-
four is ready for confirmation.

St. Mary’s (St. John)—This parish has
established a missionary kindergarten. 'A
mew organ has recently been placed in the
church. For the first time in some years
the church is absolutely free of debt. The
communicants’ moll is now forty larger
than last year. As a whole the work has
been encouraging.

MoeAdam showed little of interest. The
church work does mot seem to be pro-
gressing very favorably, although the out-
look, particularly as regards the Sunday
school, seems fairly bright.

Want Old Rates on the C. P. R,

In the proceedings at this morming’s ses-
sion, Canon Richardson read the report of
the Diocesan Mission and the report
of the sub-committee of diocesan mission

that missionary fund will not allow the
payment of travelling expenses of those
travelling in Synod’s interest and the com-
mittee Tecommends the appointment of a
committee to meet other religious bodies
with the aim of getting the C. P. R. to
establish the old rates. Both reports were
received.

Rev. L. A. Hoyt presented the report
on statistics. The whole provision for di-
vinity scholarship has increased from. $300
in 1871 to $8,007.95 this year. The report
describes the building and enlarging of
churches. The incapacitated clergy fund
has increased to $37,725.02. The widow and
orphan fund, capital in 1871 of $5,000, has
increased to $43,700. To this may be added
the James F. Robertson special fund
amounting to $6,757.09.  Sunday school
work had been successful. In 1872 260 per-
sons were engaged in teaching and 2,153
scholars. Last year 523 teachers and 4,658
scholars. By a canon of the Synod a board
of education has been incorporated with a
capital of $22,829.24 at its disposal with an
annual rental from real estate of $2,225.00.
The repont speaks of the board of church
literature and the work accomplished by
the store established under its supervision.

Congratulations to Auditor Beek.

Judge Hanington moved that the rule
of order be suspended and congratulations
of the Synod be extended Auditor General
Beek, who is ninety years od. A man who
reflected credit on his province and whose
assistance at meetings of Synod had been
most valuable.

W. M. Jarvis also spoke in appreciation
of Mr. Beek’s services, and the motion
was adopted by a standing vote.

Kiog’s College.

The mew president of King's College,
Mr. Hannah, addressed 'the synod.

Economics
and history will be taught. The college
will also make great effort to offer good

Already
parochial branches have raised over $500.
The membership of the auxiliary is about
400; the branches number 15. The sum of
$2,952.75 had been subscribed for the M.
8. C. C, $4725 less than the apportion-
ment for 1903. Four thousand dellars is
the apportionment for the diocese this
year, the apportionment %o be on the
basis of last year. At the request of the
committee deputations from the general
fboard visited fifty parishes in the diocese
during May and June. The committee re-
corded ‘their appreciation of the services
of Secretary Allen.

EDUCATING THE FILIPINOS.
* George William Curtis, in a letter from
Manila: to the New York Globe, gives a
very interesting account of tne work that

_ i8. being. carried on by the education bur-

eau in the Philippines. The government
determined to establish free public schools
gnd to teach English, and has already a
much larger school attendance than was
ever. known in the islands under Spanish
gule.

In additicn
the government maintain 227 night schools
in the larger towns, which last year were
patronized by 11,420 students, chiefly
adults, who wish to learn English and to
wead and write. The Filipino children are
gaid to be very bright scholars. Dr. Bur-
rows, the superintendent of education in
ghe islands, gives an interesting account

@i the conditions, and of the problem be- |

fore the ‘ government., The story is of
| special interest to St. John people, in
view of the fact that a St. John mam, Mr.
Anderson, is in high favor among the
Filipinos, and is in charge of their village
at the St. Louis Exposition. Dr. Bur-
rows says:

‘““We have succeeded in establishing
schools, with perhaps four or five times
as large an atendance, in all of the towns
where the Spaniards conducted them. We
have raised these schools to an American
basis, but we have not yet sufficiently ex-
tended instruction to the hamlets and lit-
tle settlements that lie back in the woods
and along the streams, and it is in those
rural spots that the great mass of the
population find their homes. These are
the centres of ignorance, the resort and
recruiting ground for the ladrones or
highwaymen who perpetuate the ignorance
and poverty of the race as it has been
for 300 years. The greatest meed of our
schools at the present time is Filipino
teachers with a knowledge of the English
language and American educational meth-
ods and sufficient missionary spirit to go
out and labor in these barrios under the
supervision of American superintendents.

“The Christian population of the Philip-
pines, according to  the published results
of the recent census, comprises mnearly
7,000,000 souls, or mine-tenths of the en-
tire population of the archipelago. The
school population between the ages of six
and fourteen years approximate 1,500,000.
iWhile about one-seventh of this number
| is at present reached by the public schools,
| there is no town of importance in the isl-

ands without school advantages. The class,

4 therefore, that has thus far been reached

may be: considered to be those who are
in a condition best fitted to avail them-
selves of school advantages. There is a
non-Christian population composed of var-
ious savage or semi-savage tribes tHat
would probably total 1,000,000, For the
children of these people little provision
has yet been made or can be under the
present circumstances. They are scattered
through a thousand hamlets, gathered in
groups of only three or four houses, and
in some cases living a semi-nomadic life.
A large part of the Christian population
dwell in scattered barrios, little villages
frequently far removed from the centre of
population. Rapid progress is being made
in reaching these barrios, and the extent
and progress of the education work are
only limited by the financial resources of
the government.

‘“At the present time the insular govern-
ment devotes $1,500,000 gold to the sup-
port of the schools yearly. It is estimated
that, in addition to this, from provincial
and municipal funds $500,000 is spent an-
mually upon the schools. Considering the
resources of/ the islands and the revenues
of the government this is a very generous
assignment of funds.”

NIPPED IN THE BUD

The enquiry instituted by the govern-
ment appears to have established very
clearly the fact that on the Grand Trunk
Pacific. survey Canadian engineeérs iwere
ignored and Americans employed as a mat-
ter of policy.

In Montreal on Monday Judge Win-
chester continued his enquiry, and the
most important witness was Mr. J. R.
Stephens, the engineer of 'the line, who,
by the way, s himself an American. He
testified that in employing engineers on
the survey he had not, before appointing
them, applied for information, either to
Mr. Schreiber, of, the Department of Rail-
ways and Canals; Mr. Kennedy, harbor
engineer, Mon‘trea,l Mr. Barber, Quebec;
Mr. Sproule, assistant harbor engineer,
Montreal; Prof. MalLeod, secretary of the
Canadian Society of Civil Engineers; Mr.
Marceau, vice-president of the same so-
ciety; €ol. W. P. Anderson, chief en-
gineer of the department of marine and
fisheries; W. B. Dawson, of the same de-
partment, or Mr. E. B. Temple, hydro-
graphic engineer. The following portion of
Mr. Stephen’s testimony is of inferest:

Out of 28 members and 12 associates
members of ‘the Canadian Society of Civil
Engineers, who had applied for work, he
had not made any appointment.

When Judge Winchester was holding
his enquiry in Ottawa he had Mr, Coliing-
wood Schreiber, C. M. G., chief engineer
of government railways, as one of the
witnesees.

Stephens had never applied to him for in-
formation and that there were many, Can-
adian engineers competent to do the work
required. He gave the namesd of a long list
of capable men. The Ottawa Free Press,
commenting on the evidence given in that
city, said:

“After the evidence of Mr. Collingwood
Schreiber, it cannot be contended that no
Canadian engineers were available for the
Grand Trunk Pacific survey. The Grand
Trunk officials not only did not look for
Canadians, but would not see them if they
were standing in front of them. It is not
likely that Canadians will be ignored in
future.”

Sir Wiliam Mtlock is tio be commended
for the promptness with which he insisted
on an investigation as soon as it was
charged that there was diserimination
against Canadians. There is no disposition
ta be un-neighborly, but when there are
plenty of Canadians available it should be
understood that the services of foreign en-
gineers are mot required on a railway to
which the country so liberally contributes.

AMERICAN HUM
Qur meighbors to the soubl} appear to
have been seized with another very un-

neighborly fit. It is to be hoped their im-
migration officers have the grace to blush
betimes at the duties they are called upon
to perform. Lower province people are
quite familiar with the alien labor law,
and with the restrictions from time to
time imposed at the port of Boston. The
Telegraph tells today in another column
the story of a head tax which is now
added to the interesting obstructions
placed in the way of certain travelers.

It appears that the lower provinces are
not singled out for special attention, how-
ever, nor does the head tax appear to be
as high here as farther west. The To-
ronto Globe of Monday says:—

“The United+ States ‘government has
undertaken to put in force an old law
under which a tax of $5 per head is levied
on all immigrants coming to the States in
foreign. vessels, or who land in Canada and
travel by rail to the States. The United
States officers are demanding this tax from
all who have lived previously in the States
and may have gone to Europe on a visit
but who had not taken out naturalization
papers before going on the journey. On
Saturday a lady who had lived 28 years in
New York stat¢, but who had not taken
out naturalization papers, had to pay the
85 tax. The tax does not apply to tourists
or to business men. The United States
people who are now returning and who
have not naturalization papers are making
a great outery against the tax.”

Revelations of this kind lend a bright
tinge of humor to the solemn professions
of brotherly affection with which official
visitors from the United States
times tickle our fancy. In reality, it ap-
pears that the difference between a Brit-
on who is not naturalized, and a China-
man, in official estimation, is merely a
matter of dollars and cents. The thing
is almost too ridiculous and contemptible
to. be aggravating.

AN AWFUL MOMENT.

Something more serious than a train
wreck threatened the New England dele-
gation to the Democratic convention in
St. Louis. - The terrible story is thus
graphically told by a member of the staff
of the Boston Journal:

There was no more of
a supply on board than would have been
there for regular traffic. Hence the
drought. Hence the anguished cry, “No
‘beer.”” At Rotterdam Junction the train
was held up while relief was telegraphed
for to the interior towns of New York
State. Promise of relief was given when
the train reached {hose life-saving statvions.
Several hours later the train was stocked.

The difficulties
of transportation are shown by the fact
that for his force are to be employed no
less than 3,800 carriers and 3,800 transport
men. These, with 7,500 animals and 700
carts, form a very extensive supply train.

THE SYDNEY STRIKE.

The presence of a strong body of troops.

in Sydney, and the proclamation of mar-
tial law, means of course.that there will
be no more hostile demonstrations by the
strikers. The men who desire to return
to work will be protected. It is of course
unfortunate that such a condition of af-
fairs should exist, but it is desirable that
a settlément should be reached, and this
result is appreciably nearer as a conse-
quence of the measures that have been
taken.

Opinions differ, as they always do in
such cases, regarding the merits of the
cldims made by the men. One influential
man, who is independent of both parties
to the dispute, has expressed the view that
some of the employes of the’ company were
not paid enough, some. were paid quite
enotigh, and some overpaid. In his view
a readjustment would have been ‘the
proper course to pursue. But this, doubt-
less, would not have eatisfied the men. .

It appears that a clash was inevitable,
and it is as well that the settlement should
be decisive. The strike has been a serious
matter for the merchants of Sydney, who
found their business suddenly checked by
the cessation of work and the absence of
the regular distribution of wages. It is
fair to assume that theré was some fault
on -both: sides in the dispute, and it is
earnestly hoped that the settlement which
must now b¢ made will be such as to pre-
clude strikes in that town for many years
to come, .

THE DOGFISH.

This should be a good time for the
Canadian government to enlist the co-
operation of the United States in an effort
to exterminate the dogfish. The following
story of the ravages committed by this
pest is quoted from the Portland, Maine,
Advertiser:

Dogfish are becoming more ferocious and
ravenous than ever off the Cape shore.
Fishermen are losing what fish they get
on their hooks and think it useless to at-
tempt to land a fare when such a draw-
back presents itself as is embodied in
these shark-like pests,

The latest tale brought is by Captain
Mark Dyer who has been fishing off Rich-
mond’s Island in his sloop. He had what
he thought was a good fare, with a cod
or hake on every hook. Before he could
get his lines drawn over the side and the
fish taken off, however, the dogfish, which
had neem.lngly been awaiting the oppor-
tunity, started after the newly hooked
fish, and ate mearly every one he had on
the hooks. As a result Captain Dyer
brought in but a very small fare.

The same mews is being brought into
port by the skippers in other boats,especi-
ally those who have been out after mack-
erel. They say that it is simply émpossible
to get anything like a good fare of this
kind of fish, because of the dogfish.

The cry of the fishermen ‘that some-
thing be done is being raised all along the
coast. Just what remedy should be adopt-
ed mobody seems to know, but there is
a growing idea that something should be
done by the U. S. government, and that
quickly. The idea of a bounty, which. has
been suggested, has met with the favor
of the majority and is thought the most
feasible of all plans.

It is claimed by some that despite the
prejudice against- them dogfish are good
food-fish, and the experiment of' placing
canned dogfish on the market has been
tried with some success. Apart from pre-
judice there does not seem any good
ground to assume that the fish is mot of
some commercial value. Possibly the ac-
tion already taken by the Dominion gov-
ernment will throw more light on the
whole subject, and perhaps lead to the
conversion of a dangerous pest to some
useful and profitable purpose.

CANADA FIRST.

The St. John 'lelegraph is prepared to
admit that the Gazette is‘right when it
protests against a high wall being set up
to keep foreign brains out of the country,
but contends that restrictions should-be
imposed until all the Canadian talent has
been utilized.

Wednesday John G. Hagburg, United
States immigration inspector, was seen in
regard to the matter. So far as the citi-
zens of Canada, Mexico, Cuba and New-
foundland are concerned, he said, they are
exempt from the payment connected with
the immigration regulations, but the péo-
ple of the United Kingdom and Europe
will be treated ds aliens, and must pay.:
For instance, a native born HEnglishman,
Scotchman or Irishman, but having his
residence in the dominion, would-be obliged
to pay $ before he would be permitted
to enter the Usijed’;States, ‘ol matter
whether he was going on but ‘a brief visit
or going with the inteation ofisettling. .
A Canadian is as much of a British sub-
ject as a native of Englapd, but the fact
of Canada’s contiguity to the United
States creates exemption for her citi-

zens, and this matter of geographical poii-
tion also applies to Cuba, Mexico and
Newfoundland.

Ihe duty of the immigration inspectors
is merely to ask the formal questions of
the passengers on steamboats and trains.
T'he inspector does not handle any money.
1f the traveler finds it necessary to pay $2
the money is taken by the steamship pur-
ger, and on the railway the station or
junction agent receives the payment, to-be
forwarded to the proper authomities.

‘'he Canadian is subjeat to the usmal
questions, and when the inspector is satis-
fied that he is what he represents himself
to Ibe, he is permitted to pass without be-
ing called on to pay the head tax. It is
also just as well for Johnny Canuck that
he presents a prosperous appearance.

Formerly any person who had lived for
a year in Canada was looked upon by the
American immigration authorities as a
Oapadian. dt was immaterial ‘what coun-
try he cleimed as his native land. Tf he
spent a year here he could pass slong.

‘I'here is a whangé now. Many people
having their homes in the dominion were
born on the other side of the Atlantic, and
providing they stick to their nationality
they are aliens in the eyes of -the United
States, and must pay’' $2 head tax if they
would visit Yankee territory. There is
no allowance made for age. It is the same
price for both sexes and for infant or
adult.

In March, 1903, the act in regard to the
United States immigration relations with
Canada, Cube and Mexico was passed, Mr.
Hagburg said, and in July of the same
. year it went into effect.

On July 1 this year the immigration laws
became more strict, resulting in the pres-
ent necessity for payment of the sum pre-
scribed.

THE FACTORY ACT,

Small Attendance at Meeting
to Gather Evidence for
Commission.

A LACK OF INTEREST.

Complaint That Those Who Are to
Be Most Benefited Are Not to the
Front—Address by Proprietor of
Socialist Magazine.

There was only a very small attendance
at the meeting of the Fabian League, held
Thursday to receive suggestions as to evi-
dence to be placed before the commission
"appointed by the local government to con-
sider the proposed factory act for the
province, After considerable discussion,
Peter O. Sharkey, who occupied the chair,
and M. J. Kelly, secretary of the meet-
ing, were appointed a committee to ad-
dress circular letters to all the 'societies
in the city interested in social and moral
reform, asking them to collect evidence
to be laid before the commission and be
present by representative at a public meet-
ling of the league on July 21.

The
factories in St. John were not so bad as
the factories in the States were at the
time it was found necessary to provide
laws for their regulation, but it was to
prevent such evils that they wanted the
factory act here. There is no great neces-
sity, of providing evidence for the com-
mission; what they wanted to do was to
make out a strong case on the general
grounds of health and establisu a prin-
ciple.

Mr. Hatheway said that while he agreed
with much the former speaker had said,
the thought it ought to be made clear that
it was not future but present troubles they
wanted to remedy.

The committee
‘included two Loyalists, Ebenezer Foster and Fyler Dibblee, and two old inhabi-
zants of the country—James White and Gerves Say* TFhe intimate knowledge-of:

. the river and of the settlers upon its banks, possessed by .James White . -aﬂ
Gervas Say, evidently was of great service, for the committee proceeded 'eo -ex+
peditiously that the msg occupied them only ‘ten or twelve days. The township
of Mlngomlle wae not included in their report and sthis.is to be vegretted. The

- report. gives many particulars of great historical interest megasding the -early bét-
tlers in the townships of Gagetown, Burton, Sunbury, Newtown and Conway, but

. the consideration of these details must be .deferred to another .chapter. It may
be here mentioned, however, in order to.shew how,.sparsely the country was peo-
pled at this time, that only about one hundred families ‘had ‘settled in all the
immepse tract of wilderness contained ‘in the fownmships of the ‘Canada Company,
aggregating nearly 400,000 acres. The distribution of- the settlers was as follows:

Gagetown, 39 men, 27 women, 108 children; total 172.

|COULD USE THE SWORD.

{ Thrilling Life Stery of a Famous
Female Warrior—Even Now They
Are Noted for Their Bravery.

The. letters sent by the war. eax‘respond~
ents from Tokio are full of praise of the
Spartan courage and resoiution shown by
the Japanese women at the present crisis
of their eountry’s fortunes. They 'send
their husbands, sons and brothers and
sweethearts to the front with a smile
upon their lips; they tell them to be
proud of the chance to die for the mikado;
they tell them ‘that they must think only
of their duty and not of the girls they
leave behind them says 'the V\ashmgton
Staz. i

The Spartan spirit has been cultlv'n,ed
in the women of Japan more than 2,000
years, until it has become second nature
to them. In olden days Japan produced a
fine' crop of Amazon warriors, whose ex-
ploits live in history and provided sub-
jects for ‘those delicately beautiful eolor
prints of Toyokuni and Hiyedeshi which
are now so popular among American ar-
tists and art collectors. Nowadays Jap-
anese women do met go to war except as
Red Cross nurses, aithough several of
them glisguised as soldiers tried to be sent
to fight against China, and according to
the Japanese newspapers many in the
country parts have applied to ‘enlist
against Russia, 'but although ‘they have to
stay quietly at home, it is evident that the
fighting spirit inherited from generations
of warlike ancestors on both side is as
keen as ever.

Japanese girls, who seem so meek and
tender and loving that the foreigner
wounjd never dream of associating thoughts
of wiolence and bloodshed with them, are
taught from their earliest childhood to
reverence the Empress Jingo, whe con-
quered Korea, and are told all abaut the
brave deeds of other amazons who are dis-
tinguished in Japaneze history.

Most Famous Amazon.

- Ushiwaka was one of the mcst.famous
of these female warriors. She lived in the
middle ages. of Japan, and no man could
stand against her in single combat. She
is generally represented in:the color prints
as vanquishing at the same moment three
redoubtable samurai—Sangoku Kuro, Yan-
ashita Kuro and Surihari Taro. Another

idonned the full armor of a samuri and
went out to battle in, order to have re-

fiband. * After many exciting - .adventures
‘iand desperate encounteres she eventually
sLew him in a hand-to-band fight.

She was captured by a party of his
“samurai,” bound hand and foot, , and
taken to his palace. Byt one of the young
men who had fallen in love with her for
| her beauty and courage, secretly cut the
‘bowds at .might when she was awaiting
judgment. She stayed in the garden of
the palace all night, armed with a gword
which she had picked up when her bonds
were cut. : i

In, the morning, as she expected, her
husband’s murderer came out into the gar-
dén to pay his devotions to the honorable
bamboo which imprisoned the spirits of
his ancestors. Like a good Shintoist, she |
allowed him to perform them in peace, and
then walked from behind a concealing |
clump of bushes “and. offered him the al-
“harikari”

ternative of committing or en-
gaging her in mortal combat. He chose
the latter and was slain.  According to

one Japanese chronicler, the woman cut
his head clean off by the first strung.
sweeping blow of her sword.

Story of a Faithful Wife.

Ishi, the nvife of Oboshi Yuranosuke,
leader of the 47 ronins, who avenged the
death of their lord and then committed
“harikari” at his tomb in a body, was
another strong-minded woman, who is held
up to the admiration of all Japanese girls.
When her husband departed om his fate-
ful enterprise she told her son, Rikiya, a
lad of 15, that he must go with his father
and show piety ‘to the memory of their
lord.

i After they had gone she sent all the

fmale servants away and trained her maids
fin the art of swordsmanship, so that they

icould help her defend the house while
They slew a band
of robbers, who attacked them and kept
faithful watch and ward, hoping for the
master’s return.” When the news came
that father and son had performed the
“happy dispatch” Ishi did not weep. She
promptly drew her short sword of the
samurai from her sash and joined them.
She is regarded in Japan as a perfect type
of the* brave and faithful wife.

A ‘Brave Peasant Girl.

A story which. Japanese artists have
loved to tell for centuries past in ‘their
color prints is that .of the brave peasant
girl, Kowan. About 1550 A. D., she lived
tat Otsai, and her lord was secretly a
‘traitor to the Shogun Toritomo, who ruled
apan at that time in the name of the
mikado. Serving in the lord’s house,

Before
this reaches you, the land will bristle with
guns. Thére is no lack of steel and the
materials for gunpowder, and we have
more than one man among us who could
in time turn out a serviceable weapon.
Even with our present stock of guns we
could repel an army, exhausted by its
awful passage across the Paeleocrystic
sea, and at the most, only a few of you
could come. Those few we shall receive
with pleasure, and give them of our hos-
pitality, but perchance no man of them
shall retugn. ) : :

And it may so happen that men shall
come and find no land at all, and write
me down as ome who has invented the
whole narrative, and curse me as one who
has led them to their death. In that hour
remember all that I have written, and
know that the Isand of Asutrnia, and its
people, and its castles and towns, have
been overwhelmed by the Hand of God.
‘The land is but a crust on the surface of
a lake of fire, and no man can tell the
hour of its destruction.

And now, Cordeaux, farewell. Let the
instructions in my will stand as though
1 were dead. I send you a list of those*
men out of our crews who are still alive,
that you may carry the news to their
relatives. The rest are dead, and for all
practical purposes these are dead also.

Farewell, ‘Cordeaux. No words can
tell you of my happiness. But if it please
God I will shew my gratitude by a life
of good works. Darkness is on the land,
lbut the moon is up, and as I write these
words, a long white path stretches across
the ice as far as the eye can reach. In
my fancy it is still a link bebween us,
and I like to think that my whispered
words of greeting may travel along it to
your ears.

BARNEY McLEOWN'S ATTEMPT AT SUICIDE I THE

FALLS STRANGELY FRUSTRATED.

Theilling Rescue hy Passers-by, With Whom McKeown
‘Fought That He Might Take the Fatal Plunge—Disor-
~ dered by the Effects of Drink He Begged Them
' to Let Him Go.

With nothing but space between him
and death, Young Barney MecKeown, of
Douglas Aveénue swung head downward
from the side of the Suspension bridze
about 3.30 o’dlock Tuesday afternoon.

He wanted to die and assuredly would
have but for the fact vhat as he leaped
outward from the bridge frame-work, his
feet became entangled in the wire netting.
¥urther descent was instantly "c¢hecked,
and though he struggled to free himself
with the strengbh born of a liquor-crazed
brain, the slender grip on his feet did not
relax. I

A rescu¢ was effected, but only under
the most difficult of circumstances, for
McKeown 1bfonghi: off his saviours, whose

determination to rescue was equalled only

_ by their gallantry. A more thrilling scene

has rarely been witnessed on either bridge.
Hungin Mid-air. ‘ ;

“Hatless, with coat blowing around his
shoulders, =McKeown hung in mid-air,
while 82 ‘feet below flowed the deadliest
stretch of water known to this parv of the
country. 'As he swayed, he made frantic
attempts to loosen his feet, and to also
ml‘ingadf of the grasp of rescuers, but
&’ most determined attempts were fruit-

He was first eeen on the bridge by Wil-
Liam Willis, Wim. Barker and Thomas Mc-
Brine, ;2 enployes of the A. Christie
Wood ing ‘Company, who ‘were return-
ing from Fairville, having been engaged
there during the early part of the after-
noon. When about half way across the
bridge the party noticed a young man run
past, going toward the Douglas avenue end
of the bridge. They gave no further
thought to him, and were gazing at the
water as they walked along, when one of
the three suddenly asked what had become

of the boy. He was not in view, and the

time. had been too brief to admit of his

reaching the other side. The men hastea- |

ithin a moment or so, though, the
men beheld a eight that at first almost
vendered them incapable of immediate ac-
tion.

and with legs tugging in the attempt to
break away from the hold of the netting,
the boy appeared to their view.

The men rushed toward him, and at the
same time a man coming from the Fair-
ville side hurried up to assist in the work
of saving.

Daring Rescue

To accomplish the rescue was something
of a problem. While Mr. Willis and a
companion held McKeown’s l¢gs, Barker
and Mr. Brine mounted the netting, then
climbed on the wooden beam above, and
thence out. to the iren rods connecting the
cables and framework. Down these rods
they slid, and, holding on with one hand,
were enabled to seize McKeown and drag
him upward. By this time the number on
the brbidge had largely increased and
among theém was Mr. Burns, the care-
taker. The work of actual rescue, though,
devolved mainly on Messrs. Barker ‘and
McBrine. They were in pgsitions, how-
ever, of great danger. A loosened grasp,
a sudden: dizziness or misstep, would have
been : sufficient to have sent them to de-
strdetion.

MeKeown, when he found his strength
to.be unavailing against his rescuers’ grip,
begged to be'let go, and even continued
his _pleading. after he had been handed
over the netting, and, in the clutch of the
crowd, was being hirried toward Doug-
las avenue.
