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‘ Ottawa, July 30.—Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in an address to the Can­
adian people issued yesterday after the dissolution of parliament, 
states the issue before the electors in clear and ringing tones as fol­
lows:
To the Canadian People : . ^

Ottawa, July 29.—At all times, during the last forty years, it 
has been the constant effort of all political parties in Canada to 
make with the United States an arrangement for the free exchange 
of natural products between the two countries.

In 1854 Lord Elgin, on behalf of Canada and the Maritime 
Provinces, negotiated with the United States a treaty for that pur­
pose which lasted until 1866, and which within the memory of many 
still alive, was of the greatest advantage. ,•

Ever since the termination of that treaty all public men of any 
prominence in Canada, whatever their 'differences on other questions, 
have been' unanimous in the attempt to again secure this free ex­
change of natural products. Nor is this to be wondered at, seeing 
that in the industries of agriculture, fisheries, lumbering and mining, 
Canada possesses advantages not enjoyed by any other country on 
earth, and that upon the markets secured for the products of these 
industries depends the growth of our manufacturing and commercial 
interests and the prosperity of all classes in the Dominion.

In 1893 the intention to obtain reciprocity with the United 
States, if possible, was made a prominent feature in the platform of 
the liberal party, upon which that party attained power in 1896.

After the present government, took office it renewed in vain this 
offer to the United States, but meeting with no response, it declared 
that no farther overtures of this nature would be made by Canada.

Within th$ last twelve months the president of the United States 
sent to Ottawa two commissioners from Washington, for the purpose 
of opening negotiations looking toward the lowering of the tariff 
barriers which have hitherto stood in, the way of freer exchange of 
commodities between Canada and the United States. These negotia­
tions, in January last, culminated in an agreement between the two 
governments, by which the duties of each country on such products 
might be lowered or altogether removed.

This agreement was strenously resisted in the United States by 
various interests, on the alleged ground that it was all to the ad­
vantage of .Canada and to the detriment of .the other country, but 
the view that it was naturally advantageous to both countries finally

Halifax, N. S., July 30—It was a close 
call that H. M. C. S. Niobe had last night, 
when she touched the southwest shoal off 
Cape Sable and came within an ace of 
a frightful disaster. She got off with her 
starboard engine room pierced, the water 
rising there and aft, but'was able to keep 
it down in engineroom and ait by her 
pumps.

The first news of the stranding of the 
cruiser came shortly before 1 o’clock this 
morning by wireless from Cape Sable. Com­
mander MacDonald reported that the Ni­
obe was in grave peril and required assist­
ance. At 6.45 he sent a wireless that the 
cruiser Was afloat, asking for a convoy and 
announcing that the ship's pumps were 
keeping the water down.

The Niobe had been at Yarmouth as one 
of the chief attractions at a big Old Home 
Week celebration at that place, and she 
was to have sailed tomorrow for làvéh- 
pool (N. S.) The depth of water in Yar­
mouth harbor did not permit the cruiser 
to proceed up Yarmouth harbor, so she 
anchored in the roadstead outside the 
light."

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Halifax, Jnly 28—The steamer John Ir­
win, yesterday reported overdue on a trip 
from Port .Morien to Halifax, foundered, 
and of her crew of eleven, ten perished.

The only man saved is W. L. McLeod, 
the mate, who, on reaching Sherbrooke 
today, d;old the harrowing story to your 
correspondent.

“The steamer John Irwin, owned by the 
Port Hood Coal Company, sailed for Hali­
fax from Port Morien on Monday, oral 
laden. Next morning at 5.15 o’clock she 
foundered six or seven miles off Beaver 
Light. At the time the sea was running 
mountains high with a heavy off shore 
gale. In the gale the cargo shifted badly, 
the ship, listed, the water sweeping qver 
everything tore away the hatches ahd -in 
a moment it was evident the ship was 
doomed.

“The captain ordered the boats cleared 
away, but before the covers could lie cut 
away the steamer plunged under head 
first, carrying all hands down with her. 
The second engineer, I believe, was still 
below and could not have reached the 
deck.’’

McLeod went on to say that when he (the 
mate) came to the surface he secured -a 
cork fender; a moment later one of the 
hatches, and then part of a bulk head, 
out of which he constructed a raft. He 
picked up the cook and shared his raft 
with him.

He saw the chief engineer on another

of the hatches and spoke, to him, also saw 
Alex. McIntosh, one of the firemen, on 
some wreckage, but they soon disappeared.

- The terrible battering of the storm 
told on the cook, and he lost heart and 
despite Mr. McLeod’s repeated rescues, re­
covering him on the tiny raft when he 
would slip off, he was unable to save him, 
the unfortunate man dying of exposure 
that evening.

McLeod drifted ashore at eastern Red 
Head, at the entrance to Iiscombe Harbor 
between 6 and 7 o’clock on Wednesday 
night in a state of utter exhaustion. He 
slept under a tree all night and in the 
morning managed to make his way over 
the broken country to Abram Fancy’s, at 
Marie Joseph; where he was cared for and 
on the arrival of the Dufferin he came to 
Sherbrooke. Asked tor further details, 
McLeod replied:

“It was all too sudden to leave ’much to 
tell. The cargo shifted and she wenti 
down within a minute. McLeod did not 
know the names of all the members of the 
crew, who number eleven all told; but 
he knew them they were, besides himself : 
William Heater, captain, Halifax; George 
Paine, chief engineer. Port Hawkesbnry; 
Samuel Lisk, second engineer, Lockeport; 
Courtney Josey, cook, Spry Bay; Percy 
Spence, seaman, Halifax, known as "Scot­
ty,” a native of Scotland; Bob Gabanis; 
one Scotch and one Irish fireman. Alex. 
McIntosh, Port Hawkesbnry, fireman.
